TCD Covid 19 - Ozel Sayi II: Covid Sonrasi Siirecin Planlanmasi
“Hepimiz Glvende Olana Kadar Kimse Givende Degil ”
Sevgili Tiirk Cografya Dergisi Covid-19 ikinci Ozel Sayisi Okurlari,

2019’un sonlarinda baslayan ve kentsel-kirsal ayrimi yapmaksizin tim diinyayi etkisi altina
alan Covid-19 Pandemisi, hizlandirilmis asi hazirlik ve bir yildir siren yogun asilama faa-
liyetlerine ragmen yeni varyasyonlarla siirmektedir. Baslangicta yayilma ile daha etkili
miicadele edebilen Turkiye gibi tlkelerde de, cok sayida kapanma ve kati korunma ku-
rallarina ragmen yiksek vaka, hasta ve 6liim sayilari ortaya ¢ikmistir. 2021’de sosyal me-
safe, maske, hijyen ve asllar ile oldukga etkili korunma saglanabilmis; asilamanin niifusun
biiyiik béliimiine yapilabildigi israil, ingiltere gibi drneklerde pandemi ile miicadelede
daha umut verici sonuglar yakalanabilmistir. Ancak, icinde bulundugumuz Aralk-2021'de,
bu ikinci Covid-19 Ozel Sayisi icin cagriya ciktigimiz yaz aylariyla karsilastirildiginda duru-
mun ¢ok i¢ agicl oldugunu soéylemek miimkiin degildir ve Covid-19 Omicron Varyantiile
yeni tepe noktalari olusturmaya devam etmektedir. Tam veya sinirli kapanmalar yayilmayi
azaltmak i¢in basvurulan bir yontem olarak Avrupa llkelerinde (Hollanda, Belgika, vd.)
yeniden uygulanmaya baslanmistir. Bu kapanma stireclerinde insan yasaminin strdrl-
mesi icin elzem faaliyetlerin (saglik, yeme, icme, egitim, iletisim, tasima, insaat, yeri gel-
diginde turizm faaliyetleri, vb.) karsilanabilmesine yonelik ekonomik yasam, mal ve
hizmetlerin Gretimine devam edilmektedir. Ancak, hem cok sayida faaliyetin yapilisi, hem
de kentsel ve kirsal alanlarin birbirleriyle ve mekanla olan iliskileri degismektedir. Pan-
demi siireci yeni tUretim, dagitim, tiiketim bicim ve aglarinin, yeni yasam tarzlarinin, is
gorme slireclerinin ortaya ¢ikmasina yol agmaktadir. Cografya ve mekanin her bigimi ki-
resel-ulusal ve yerel dlceklerde daha 6nce deneyimlenmeyen sinirliliklar/kapanmalar
icinde, yeni ¢oztimler Gretmeye baslamistir. Gelinen yerde, cografya ve mekan ile ilgili
disiplinler yeni bir paradigmanin esiginde durmakta, cikilmasi gereken basamaklar bu-
lunmaktadir.

Okumakta oldugunuz 2021 Aralik Covid-19 ikinci Ozel Sayisi olan 79. Sayi, cografya, kent
planlama ve mimarlik disiplinlerinden olmak lzere, (i¢ arastirma ile bir derlemeden olu-
san dort makaleye yer vermektedir. Dergimize gonderilen sekiz calismadan gerekli ge-
lismeyi saglayarak hakemlik stirecini tamamlayan ve kabul alan dért makale sirasiyla,
“COVID-19 Pandemisinin Niifus Hareketliligi Uzerine Etkisi: Hareketlilik ve Gelir Arasindaki
iliskinin Analizi”; “Turizmin Gelecegini Covid-19 mu insa Ediyor?”, “Covid-19 Siirecinde
Kentsel Acik ve Yesil Alan Erisilebilirligi: Usak Kenti Ornegi” ve “Covid-19 Pandemi Done-
minde Uzaktan (Cevrimici) Egitim Siirecinin Ogrenciler Uzerindeki Etkilerinin Degerlen-
dirilmesi: Dicle Universitesi Mimarlik Fakiiltesi 6rnegi”dir.

ilk makalede, Pandemi siirecinde kentsel hareketlilikte yasanan degisimin analizinde Tiir-
kiye istatistik Kurumu tarafindan yayinlanan gelir verilerinden faydalanilarak hareketlilik
verileri mekansal otokorelasyon, hareketlilik ve gelir arasindaki iliski ise korelasyon analizi
kullanarak ¢dziimlenmistir. ikinci makale, pandemi siirecinden en olumsuz etkilenen sek-
torlerden biri olan turizmi mercek altina almakta, bu etkinin turizmde ne tiir degisim ya
da dontsumlere neden oldugu ve gelecekte pandeminin nasil bir turizm yaklasimi/yak-
lasimlari insa edecegini arastirmaktir. Calismanin bulgularina gore, lilkeler gelecekte tu-
rizmde pandeminin etkilerini en aza indirebilmek i¢in yeni yol ve yontemler gelistirme
cabasina girismislerdir ve ozellikle i¢ turizm destinasyonlarina agirlik verilmis, kitle turizmi
terkedilmis, 6zel strdirlebilir turizm yaklasimlari 6n plana ¢ikmis, turizm bireyselles-
mistir. Uclincii makale pandemi siirecinde uygulanan kisitlamalarin, yasam cevrelerinin
komsuluk Unitesi ile sinirli kalmasina sebep olduguna, erisilebilir kentsel fonksiyonlara
paralel olarak acik ve yesil alanlarin 6nemine vurgu yapmakta; pademi sonrasi agik yesil
alanlarin nasil yeniden yapilanmasi gerekliligi, yeni mekansal 6nerilerin tartisilabilmesi
icin kentlerdeki mevcut durumun

oncelikle degerlendirilmesi gerekliligini Usak kenti 6zelinde degerlendirmekte ve ¢6ziim
onerileri sunmaktadir. Son makale, Covid-19 Pandemisi doneminde uzaktan egitimi ¢o-
zimlemekte; bulgulari, mimarhk gibi uygulamali egitim gerektiren bdélimlerde uzaktan
egitimin baslangi¢c asamalarinda zorluklar yasanmakla birlikte, 6grenciler ve egitimcilerin
onemli bir yeni egitim deneyimi kazandiklarini; yiz ylize egitimle karsilastirildiginda uzak-
tan egitimin farkh boyutlarda avantajlari ve kolaylklari oldugunu, bu nedenle egitim-6g-

TGR Covid 19- Special Issue II: Planning the Post-Covid Process
"None of us will be Safe until Everyone is Safe? "

Dear Turkish Geography Covid -19 Second Special Issue Readers,

The Covid-19 Pandemic, which started at the end of 2019 and affected the whole world
without making any urban-rural distinction, continues with new variations despite accele-
rated vaccine preparation and intensive vaccination activities that have lasted for a year.
In countries such as Turkey, which were able to combat the spread more effectively at the
beginning, high numbers of cases, patients and deaths have emerged regardless of a large
number of closures and strict prevention rules. In 2021, very effective protection was ac-
hieved with social distance, masks, hygiene and vaccines; more promising results have
been achieved in the fight against the pandemic in cases such as Israel and England, where
vaccination could be done to a large part of the population. However, in the current De-
cember-2021, it is not possible to say that the situation is very heart-warming when com-
pared to the summer months when we called for this Second Covid-19 Special Issue, and
it continues to create new peaks with the Covid-19 Omicron variant. Full or partial closures
have been reintroduced in European countries (Netherlands, Belgium, etc.) as a method
used to reduce the spread. In these closure processes, the production of economic life,
goods and services are continued to meet the essential activities (health, food, beverage,
education, communication, transportation, construction, tourism activities when approp-
riate, etc.) for the maintenance of human life. However, both the way in which many acti-
vities are carried out and the relations of urban and rural areas with each other and with
space have been changed. Nevertheless, there is no doubt that the pandemic process leads
to the emergence of new production, distribution, consumption patterns and networks,
new lifestyles, and business processes. All forms of geographies and space have begun to
produce new solutions within the limitations/closures which were never experienced be-
forehand at global, national and local scales. Geography and spatial disciplines stand on
the threshold of a new paradigm, and there are steps to be taken.

Issue 79, which is the 2021 December Covid-19 Second Special Issue you are reading, in-
cludes three research and a review article. All of which are from the disciplines of geog-
raphy, urban planning and architecture. These, respectively, are "The Effect of the Covid-19
Pandemic on Population Mobility: Analysis of the Relationship between Mobility and In-
come"; “Is Covid-19 Building the Future of Tourism?”, “Urban Open and Green Space Ac-
cessibility in the Covid-19 Process: The Case of Usak City” and “An Assessment of the effects
and evaluation of remote (online) teaching processes on students during the Covid-19 Pan-
demic: Case of Dicle University Faculty of Architecture”

In the first article, in the analysis of the change in urban mobility during the pandemic pro-
cess, the income data published by the Turkish Statistical Institute was used to analyse the
spatial autocorrelation of the mobility data, and the relationship between mobility and in-

come was analysed using the correlation analysis. The second article focuses on tourism,
which is one of the sectors most negatively affected by this Pandemic process and explores
what kind of changes or transformations this effect causes in tourism and what kind of tou-
rism approach(s) will be built by the pandemic in the future. According to the findings of
the study, countries have attempted to develop new ways and methods to minimize the ef-
fects of the pandemic in tourism in the future, and especially domestic tourism destinations
have been emphasized, mass tourism has been abandoned, special sustainable tourism
approaches have come to the fore, and tourism has become individualized. The third article
emphasizes that the restrictions applied during the pandemic process caused the living en-
vironments to be limited to the neighbourhood unit, and the importance of open and green
spaces in parallel with accessible urban functions; the necessity of restructuring open green
spaces dfter the pandemic, the current situation in cities to discuss new spatial proposals.
The penultimate paper evaluates the necessity of evaluating it first in the city of Usak and
offers solutions. The last article analyses distance education during the Covid-19 Pandemic
period, the findings show that although there are difficulties in the beginning stages of on-
line education in departments that require applied education such as architecture, students
and educators have gained an important new educational experience; Compared to face-
to-face education, online education has advantages and conveniences in different dimen-
sions, therefore it may be beneficial to integrate it into the education system,; shows that
new research is needed to evaluate this experience with all its dimensions.

We would like to thank the issue authors and the referees who contributed to the process
of turning the studies into publications with spending intensive scientific effort and time.
We would also like to take this opportunity to thank all team members who are closely wor-
king with us while bringing this achievement to real such as the editor-in-chief, Assoc. Prof.
Dr Cihan Bayrakdar, our layout editors Research Assistants Onur Halis and Mustafa Samet
Cetin and all members of the editorial board.

You should read our publications in this issue with the hope that they will sprout future ex-
pectations, conceptual discussions, and original interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary re-
search; we hope to be together in future special issues with new articles...
