turizm sektoriinden 6rnek olaylar tiiriinde calismalar ATA Dergisi'nin
kapsamini olusturmaktadir.

Bu kapsamda yola ¢tkan ATA Dergisi’nin ikinci cilt ikinci sayisini
yayinlamis bulunmaktayiz. ATA Dergisi'nin bu sayisinda {icii
aragtirma makalesi, biri derleme makale, biri de kitap incelemesi
olmak ftizere, bes yaym bulunmaktadir. Bu yayinlar hakkinda kisa
bilgi asagida sunulmaktadir.

Bu saymin ilk ¢alismasinda, Goktas ve Ulkii, Sanlurfa Arkeoloji ve
Mozaik Miizesi’ndeki hizmet kalitesi algisinin tavsiye etme ve tekrar
ziyaret etme niyeti {zerindeki etkisini arastirmistir. Calisma
sonucunda, hizmet kalitesi algisiyla tavsiye etme ve tekrar ziyaret
etme niyeti arasinda pozitif yonlii bir iligki oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Ikinci calismada, Aslantiirk, teknoloji bagimlilig1 ve dijital detoks
turizmine odaklandigi arastirmada, teknoloji bagimliligmm turizm
deneyimlerine olan etkisini ve dijital detoks turizminin tercih
edilebilirligini incelemistir. Arastirma sonucunda, tatillerde teknoloji
kullaniminin bireylerin turistik deneyim kalitesini olumsuz ydnde
etkiledigi; teknolojinin olmadigi ya da kisitlandigi dijital detoks
tatillerinin tercih edilebilir oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Bu sayinm {iglincii ampirik ¢aligmasinda Giiler ve Giinayli, COVID-
19 hastaligin1  gegirmis  bireylerin  ailelerindeki  beslenme
aliskanliklarindaki muhtemel degisimleri aragtirmigtir. Arastirma
sonucunda, bireylerin meyve-sebze tiiketiminin, et ve bakliyat tiirii
gida tiiketiminin ve bitki cay:r tiiketimlerinin arttigi; hazir gida,
paketli gida ve atistrmalik tiirli gidalara yonelmenin azaldigi;
kizartma tiirii yemeklerden, karbonhidrat ve seker agisindan zengin
yemeklerden uzak durulmaya calisildigi ve gevrim igi aligverise
yonelim oldugu tespit edilmistir.

Bu saymin derleme c¢aligmasinda Aslan ve Pekersen, turizm
isletmelerinde personel gii¢lendirme konusunu ele almistir. Bu
kapsamda, konuyla ilgili yerli ve yabanci literatiir taranarak birtakim
¢ikarimlarda  bulunulmustur.  Calisma  sonucunda,  turizm
isletmelerinde personel giiglendirme faaliyetlerinin etkin bir sekilde
yapilmasinin gerekliligi ortaya konmustur.

Bu sayinm son ¢aligmasinda Toker, John Urry tarafindan yazilmig
olan Turist Bakig1 isimli kitab1 incelemistir. Bu kapsamda, kitapta,
turist bakiginin nasil olustugu, nasil 6nem kazandig1 ve turistik
mekanlar i¢in ne gibi sonuglar yarattigit ve diger toplumsal
uygulamalarla nasil bir iliski igerisinde oldugu tartigilmistir. Toker,
yayimlandig1 ilk yillarda oldugu gibi giiniimiizde de Urry’nin
eserinin 6nemini ve giincelligini korudugunu belirtmektedir.

Presentation

Dear Stakeholders,

Journal of Eurasia Tourism Research (JETouR) was established in
2020 in order to contribute to the development of tourism discipline.
JETouR covers interdisciplinary, theoretical, empirical and/or case
studies in the tourism industry, especially in the fields of Tourism
Management, Tourism Guidance, Gastronomy and Culinary Arts,
Recreation Management and Culture.

We have published the second issue of second volume. In this issue of
JETouR, there are five publications, three of which are research
articles, one review article and one book review. Brief information
about these publications is presented below.

In the first study of this issue, Goktas and Ulkii investigated the
impact of service quality on the intention to recommend and revisit,
in the Sanlurfa Archeology and Mosaic Museum. As a result of the
study, it was determined that there is a positive relationship between
service quality and the intention to recommend and revisit.

In the second study, Aslantiirk, focused on technology addiction and
digital detox tourism, examined the impact of technology addiction
on tourism experiences and the preferability of digital detox tourism.
As a result of the research, it has been determined that the use of
technology during the holidays negatively affects the quality of the
touristic experience of the individuals. In addition, it has been
determined that digital detox holidays, where technology is absent or
limited, are preferable.

In the third research article of this issue, Giiler and Giinayl
investigated the possible changes in the nutritional habits of the
families living with the individuals who have experienced the
COVID-19 disease. As a result of the study, it has learned that the
consumption of fruits and vegetables, consumption of meat and
legumes rich in protein, and consumption of herbal teas increased.
Also it has been revealed that the purchase of ready-made foods,
packaged foods and snack type foods is reduced, and people tried to
stay away from fried foods and foods rich in carbohydrates and
sugar. On the other hand, it has been revealed that individuals have
tended to shop online.

In the review article of this issue, Aslan and Pekersen discussed the
personnel empowerment in tourism enterprises. In this context, some
inferences were made by examining the literature on the subject. As a
result, the researchers stated that personnel empowerment activities
should be carried out effectively in tourism enterprises, and made
some suggestions.

In the last study of this issue, Toker has reviewed the book Tourist
Gaze by John Urry. In this context, how the tourist gaze has been
formed, how it has been gained importance, what kind of results it
has been created for touristic places and how it has been in relation
with other social practices have been discussed in the book. Toker
states that the book maintains its importance and up-to-dateness
today, as it was in the first years of its publication.
