Basta Anadolu olmak iizere, yakin kiiltiir bolgelerini ve aralarindaki iliskileri ¢ok disiplinli bir perspektiften ele
alan makalelerin bulundugu TUBA-AR dergimiz, hakemli ve siireli yayin siirecine uluslararasi indeksler tarafindan
taranan dergiler sinifina girme hedefi dogrultusunda devam etmektedir. Anadolu ve yakin ¢evresinin kiiltiir tarihini
ortaya ¢ikaran arastirma ve kazilar her gegen giin artarak devam etmektedir. Bulundugumuz cografya, insanlik
tarihinin en zengin materyal kiiltiirline sahip olup bu zenginligin yayina doniiserek bilim diinyasiyla paylasilmasi
biiyiik 6nem arz etmektedir.

Bu kapsamda dergi editorler heyeti olarak, arkeoloji alaninda yapilmis kiymetli ¢aligmalarin uluslararasi
standartlarda ve yiiksek kalitede yayinlanmasi i¢in gerekli 6zeni gosterdigimiz, iilkemizin 6nde gelen en 6nemli
bilimsel dergilerinden bir olan TUBA-AR’n 29. sayisin1 yayimlamaktan mutluluk duymaktayiz.

Bu sayimizda agirlikli olarak Anadolu’da yapilan galismalara iliskin makaleler yer almakta olup, Kibris ve iran
Azerbaycan’indaki aragtirmalar1 konu alan birer ¢caligmaya da yer verilmistir. Dergimizde Prehistorik donemden
Osmanli donemine kadar genis bir zaman dilimine ait arkeolojik materyalin yani sira, teorik arkeoloji alanina giren
calismalar da bulunmaktadir.

Dergimizdeki ilk makale ’de Orta Anadolu’da yer alan Gilivercinkaya’da ele gecen ve Kalkolitik doneme tarihlenen
obsidyen objeler yakin dogu ornekleri ile degerlendirilerek, bigimsel ve islevsel bakimdan ele alinmis, alet dist
ornekler iizerinden farkli kullanim bigimlerine odaklanilmistir. Yesilova Hoytik te ele gecen ve kemik alet iiretimini
konu alan makale ise, Neolitik donemde, 6zellikle Ege kemik endiistrisi, besin ekonomisi, avciligi ve yakin bolge
kiiltiirleri ile iliskisini konu almaktadir.

Orta Anadolu bolgesinde Konya Ovasi ¢alismalarinda, Erken Kalkolitik doneme ait 6zgiin nitelikteki boyali ¢anak
¢omleklerin, tipoloji, hamur 6zellikleri, bezeme analizi ve bolgesel bir karsilastirmasi verilmistir.

Smyrna Agorasi kazilarinda bulunan 18.-19.yy. Osmanli Dénemine ait nadir bir grup tas liile 6rnekleri iizerinden
yapilan aragtirmada, hammaddenin antik donem malzemelerinden temin edildigi ve Smyrna Agorasi’nda tas liile
iretiminin yapildigi sonucuna ulasilmistir. Constantinopolis’in hinterlandin1 ve ticaretini konu alan makalede,
Ge¢ Roma — Erken Bizans donemi amphoralarinin yogunlukla sarap ve zeytinyagi tasinan Kilikia ve Ege
kokenli oldugu vurgulanmstir. iran’da bulunan mezarlarda ele gecen ve Bronz ve Demir ¢aglarina ait mezarlar
ve buluntular tizerinden, ilgili topluluklarin kiiltiiriiyle ilgili sorulara 151k tutulmaktadir. Kyme nekropoliinde ele
gecen yerel tiretim figiirinlerin kiilt objesi olarak kullanilmaya baslandigi, tapinak oglani figiirinin Kyme'nin
karakteristik tiplerinden biri oldugunu sonuglarina ulasilmistir. Eski insan duygularini arkeolojik malzemeler ve
belgeler agisindan ele alan makale ise arkeolojinin teorik boyutunu ve énemini one ¢ikarmaktadir. Insan aklinin
disa yansimasi olarak ortaya ¢ikan materyal kiiltiirlin arkasindaki soyut diisince ve duygusal siire¢ bu makalede
on plana ¢ikarilmakta ve arkeolojik materyale bakis acimiza yeni bir perspektif kazandirmaktadir. Son makale
ise Giuizelyurt Korfezi Prehistorik yiizey arastirmasinda bulunan caytasi aletleri ile, Kibris’taki Paleolitik donem
endiistrisi ele alinmaktadir.

Dergimize yazilariile katki saglayan arastirmacilara tesekkiirlerimizi sunariz. Bolgemizdeki yeni bilimsel sonuglarin
uluslararasi bilim diinyasina duyurulmasi i¢cin TUBA-AR’1n yeni sayilarina makalelerinizi beklemekteyiz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

Our TUBA-AR journal, which contains articles that focus upon Anatolia, its nearby cultural regions, and the relations
between them from a multidisciplinary perspective, continues its peer-reviewed periodical publication process with
the goal of entering a class of journals scanned by international indexes.

Research and excavations revealing the cultural history of Anatolia and its surroundings increase on a daily basis.
Our geographical region has the richest material cultural in the history of humanity, and it is imperative that this
wealth be transformed into publications and shared with the scientific world.

With this in mind, as the editorial board of the journal, we are happy to publish the 29th issue of TUBA-AR, which
ranks among the most important scientific journals of our country, ensuring that valuable research in the field of
archaeology is published at high quality international standards.

Although the majority of the articles in this issue focus upon research carried out in Anatolia, two articles Cyprus
and Iranian Azerbaijan are also included. In addition to archaeological material dating from the Neoloithic to the
Ottoman period, there are also studies in the field of theoretical archaecology in our journal.

In our first article, obsidian objects found in Giivercinkaya in Central Anatolia and dated to the Chalcolithic period
are evaluated in comparison to examples from the Near East and discussed in terms of form and functionality, while
non-tool examples are evaluated from the perspective of different usage styles. An article on the production of bone
tools from Yesilova Hoyiik, on the other hand, deals with the Aegean bone industry, food economy, hunting, and its
relationship to the cultures of the neighboring region during the Neolithic period. Typology, mud characteristics,
decoration analysis, and a regional comparison of original painted pottery belonging to the Early Chalcolithic period
are explored in the Konya Plain studies of the Central Anatolia region. In research conducted on a rare group of stone
pipe samples from the 18th-19th century Ottoman period found in the Smyrna Agora excavationsit is concluded that
raw materials were obtained from ancient materials and that the stone pipes were produced in the Smyrna agora.
In an article that deals with the hinterland and trade of Constantinople, researchers emphasize that the amphorae of
the Late Roman - Early Byzantine period are of Cilicia and Aegean origin, where wine and olive oil were primarily
transported. Then through examination of tomb types and finds from tombs that are dated from the Bronze Age to
the Iron Age in Iran, another article finds answers to questions about the culture of relevant communities. One article
concludes that the locally produced figurines found in the Kyme necropolis began to be used as cult objects, and that
the temple boy figurine represents a characteristic figurine type of Kyme.

The article which deals with ancient human emotions from the perspective of archacological materials and textual
documents highlights the theoretical dimension and importance of archaeology. The abstract thought and emotional
process behind the production of material culture, which reflects the processes of the human mind, is brought to
the fore in this study and gives us a new perspective on archaeological material. The last article, Glizelyurt Bay
Prehistoric survey, deals with the relationship between the chopping tools artifacts which were found during the
expedition and the paleolitic industry in Cyprus

We would like to thank the researchers who contributed their articles to our journal. We invite you to publish your
new articles in future issues of TUBA-AR to announce your new scientific discoveries to the international scientific
world.

For their support in this process, we would like to thank TUBA President Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker, the Editor, the
Editorial and Advisory Board, and the referees for their contributions to the articles, as well as Asiye Komut, Fatih
