Bu sayimizda 12 arastirma, iki derleme makalesi, bir ¢eviri ve ii¢ kitap
tanitim/elestiri yazisi1 yer almaktadir. Sayimizda ilk kez, bes yurt dis1 kokenli
yazarin yer almasi ve ii¢ yerli arastirmacimizin ingilizce makalelerinin bulun-
masi1, gelecek sayilarimizda bu evrensel agilimin siirekliligini gosterecektir
diye diisliniiyoruz. Sosyal bilimler, 6zellikle halkbilimi ve edebiyat alanla-
rindaki evrensel goriiniirliik/ yayginlik oranlarimizin hayli diisiik oldugunu
distintirsek bu tiir ¢abalarin islevsel olabilecegini ileri siirebiliriz. Dergimi-
zin Danigma Kurulu’na bu sayidan itibaren alanlarimizin yetkin ve degerli
akademisyenlerinden Dan Ben-Amos, John Zemke, Gregory Hansen, John
McDonald ve Mostafa Abedinifard katilarak bizi onurlandirdilar. Onlara ve
bu siirecte bize yardimci olan folklor/edebiyat ailesinin bir bireyi saydigimiz
sevgili Dr. Hicran Karatag’a ¢ok tesekkiir ediyorum.

Bu saymmizda ozellikle ekokritik alanda evrensel bir saygiligi olan
Prof. Dr. Ufuk Ozdag’in Feeling Like The Colorado River: A Groundwork
For Restoration Ecocriticism baglikli makalesi, giderek bozulan diinyanin
cevresel yapisina yonelik, edebiyat/sanat alanlarinda da yeni ¢ozlimleri irde-
leyen bir arastirma niteliginde. Mevcut eko-elestirel yaklasimlarin belli bir
ilgi odag1 olusturup somut yararlar yaratmasinda paydas sayilmasina karsin
yeni ekolojik restorasyonlara duyulan gereksinim bu makalenin 6ziinii olug-
turarak alanda yeni bir a¢ilimi sunmakta; uygulamali farkindalik ve katilim
icin peyzaj ve yerel cevre tarihinden esinlenen edebi ve kiiltiirel metinlerin
incelenmesini nermektedir.

Dr. Hicran Karatag, dergimizde daha onceki ¢caligmalarinda gostermis ol-
dugu halkbilimi alanindaki 6zgiin ¢aligmalar {iretme 6rneklerinden birini de
bu saymmizdaki “Asmalart Aglatan Kadinlar: Menopoz Gegis Doneminde
Kara Talihin Ritiiel Transferi” baslikli makalesiyle siirdiirmekte. Calisma-
da, kirsaldaki geleneksel yap1 baglamindaki kadinin ritiiele dayali gecis siire-
cinin irdelenmesi, 6rnek olay ve tahlillerle sunulmaktadir.

Do¢.Dr. Reyila Kaggarli, ¢agdas Uygur edebiyatinin 6nemli adlarindan
Memtimin Hosur‘un Biik Maceras: adli dykiisiinden yola ¢ikarak olus-
turdugu Dogu Tiirkistan’daki Sosyal Hayatin Edebiyata Yansimasi: Biyik
Macerast baghkli makalesinde, benzerlerini Tiirk ve diinya edebiyatinda
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da gordigiimiiz bir izlegi, Cin isgalinin Uygurlarin toplumsal yasaminda
biraktig1 izlerin 15181nda, 6rneklerle dile getiriyor. Dergimizde ilk yazisi yer
alan Dr. Anurag Bhattacharyy, Nobel edebiyat 6diillii Gao Xingjian’in Soul
Mountain adli eserinden yola ¢ikarak Mao Zedong liderligindeki Kiiltiir
Devrimi’nin halk kiiltiirii ve geleneksellikle baglantilarini mit, s6zli gelenek
ve halkbilimi odaklarinda irdelemekte. Yine dergimizin ilk yazarlarindan ve
Kazakistan Muhtar Avezov Edebiyat ve Sanat Enstitiisii Miidiirii Prof. Dr.
Kenjehan Matijanov ile Akbota Islyambekova, Kazak ¢ocuk oyunlarinin
folklorik arastirmalariyla ilgili giincel meselelerini incelemis; konularin
genis ve derin aragtirilabilmesi i¢in bu alandaki calismalarin sistematigine
dair teklifler sunmuslardir. Cocuk folkloruna dayali benzer bir ¢caligma da
Prof. Dr. Ahmet Gokbel ile Bory Nasir’in Afganistan Tiirkmenlerinde
Dogum ve Cocukla Ilgili Orf, Adet, Inan¢ ve Uygulamalar adli derleme
makalesinde sunulmaktadir. Edebi iirlinlerle toplumbilimsel (sosyolojik)
veri ve yontemlerin birlikte ele alindig1 arastirmalarin ilging sonuglar ortaya
kondugu 6teden beri bilinir. Bu baglamda hazirlanmig bir yiiksek lisans
tezinden {iretilmis olan Hikdye Kahramanlarimin Goéziinden Sosyolojik Bir
Simge: Marsal Katrt Hikdyesinde Traktor baglikli makalede Prof. Dr.
Tilay Uguzman ve Janset Giinaydin, Oykiiniin leit-motifi olan traktord,
hikaye kahramanlarimin goziiyle toplumsal goriiniirliik acisindan incelemis
ve nitel aragtirma yoluyla metin-i¢erik analizini ortaya koymuslardir. Bu
baglamdaki bir diger makale olan Androidler Elektrikli Koyun Diisler mi?
Risk Toplumu ve Distopya’da yazarlarimiz, Philip K. Dick’in eserini,
Ulrich Beck’in “Risk Toplumu” kurami agisindan incelemeyi amaglamais;
distopik kurgu ve elde edilen bulgularin karsilastirilmali analizlerini ortaya
koymuslardir.

Bu sayimizla birlikte dergide makale yayimini, halkbilimi-edebiyat ve ant-
ropoloji ile sinirlandiracagimizi aylar 6nce duyurmustuk. Ancak dergiye daha
once gonderilmis ve onay siirecleri tamamlanmis olan Hadra Kiibra Erkinay
Tamtamis’in Cok Anlamhiliktan Es Adliliga Dogru Tarihsel Bir Yolculuk ve
Yrd. Dog. Dr. Nesibe Akintugun Cypriot Turkish and Turkish Speakers’
Spoken Representations of Intraterminal and Non-intraterminal Aspect
baslikli ¢aligmalarinin alana katki saglayacagina inaniyoruz. Daha sonraki
sayilarimizda da dil ve dilbilim merkezli ¢aligmalari {i¢ temel alanimizla
baglantilar1 oraninda degerlendirilebilecegimizi bir kez daha vurgulamak
isteriz.

Mustafa Kirca’nin William Golding’s Free Fall as Autobiografiction

and Trauma Narrative baslikli makalesi, bir romanin otobiyografi yazimi
ve kurgusal otobiyografi olusturma c¢ergevesinde bir travma analizi olarak
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nitelendirilebilecektir. Osman Giildemir - Sami Sonat Ozdemir’in Giiniimiiz
Mutfak Kiiltiiriinde Tiirk¢ce Terim ve Teknikler adli arastirmalart da
halkbilimi ve Tiirk¢e c¢aligmalarmma katki koyabilecek niteliktedir. Dergi
tarihinin Arjantin’den gelen ilk makalesi olan Argentinean Indigenous
Culture in Animal Folktales adli makalesinde halkbilimci, Latin America
International Society for Folk Narrative Research merkezi bagkan yardimcisi
Dr. Maria Ines Palleiro, basta Ispanyol ve Avrupa iilkeleri olmak iizere
diinyanin her yerinden iilkeye gelmis kiiltiirlerin yaninda halk masallarinda
saptadig1 yerel kiiltiir unsurlarinin ilging yansimasini sunmakta.

Ahmet Tacetdin Hallag tarafindan Ingilizce’den cevrilen Dan Yoder’in “To-
ward a Definition of Folk Religion” (Halk Dininin Bir Tantmina Dogru) adl
makalenin de yararli olabilecegini diistinmekteyiz.

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From Editor
Dear Readers,

With the first edition of 2022, we would like to greet you with our classic
New Year salutation and wish you a healthy and peaceful year.

In this edition, there are eleven research articles, two compilations, one
translation, and three book reviews/critiques. For the first time in this edition,
we welcome the works of six foreign authors and English articles from three
local/native speaking researchers and anticipate that this universal expansion
will continue in future editions. Considering that our visibility / diffusion
rates in the social sciences, especially in folklore and literature, are quite low,
we hope and believe that these efforts will be functional in increasing the
current visibility rate. As of this issue, Dan Ben-Amos, John Zemke, Gregory
Hansen, John McDonald and Mostafa Abedinifard, who are competent and
valuable academics in our fields, have honored us by accepting to join our
journal’s Advisory Board. I would like to thank them and our dearest Hicran
Karatag, who is now a member of the folklore/literature family, for helping us
during this process.

Prof. Dr. Ufuk Ozdag, who is universally respected in the field of eco-
critique, contributes to this edition with her article titled Feeling like the
Colorado River: A Groundwork for Restoration Ecocriticism, which can be
quantified as a research article where she scrutinizes new solutions aimed at
improving the diminishing ecological structure in the world through the fields
of literature/art. By creating a specific focal point using current eco-critique
approaches to generate concrete benefits as a stakeholder, which comprises
the core of this article and lays the foundation for a new perspective, it is
suggested that by examining the literary and cultural texts, influenced by
landscaping and environmental history, the necessary applied awareness and
participation is a required necessity for new ecological restorations.

With her previous and original contributions to our journal, Dr. Hicran
Karatas continues to produce original works and has submitted another article
in the field of folk studies titled The Women Who Make Vine Trees Cry:
Transfer of Evil in Menopause Transition Ritual. In this study, the
ritualistic transitional processes for women within the traditional rural
framework are examined and presented with sample events and analyses.
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In Assoc. Prof. Dr. Reyila Kasgarli’s article The Reflection of Social
Life in East Turkestan to Literature: Moustache Adventure which stems
from Memtimin Hosur’s story Biyitk Maceras: and houses a theme similarly
seen in Turkish and World literature, examines the remnants of the Chinese
invasion on Uyghur community life by critical approach.

As this is Dr. Anurag Bhattacharrya’s fist article in our journal, he
examines the connection between traditionalism and folk culture based on the
Cultural Revolution led by Mao Zedong in the Nobel Literary Prized work
Soul Mountain by Gao Xingjian. Also as first time authors in our journal Prof.
Dr. Kenjehan Matijanov, Director of Khazakhistan Muhtar Ayezov Literature
and Art Institute and Akbota Islyambekova examine contemporary issues
pertaining to Kazakh children’s games via folkloric research and offer
suggestions for systematically researching these issues in a more extensive
and comprehensive fashion. A similar study based on children’s folklore is
seen with the compilation article titled Customs, Beliefs and Practices About
Birth and Children in Afghanistan Turkmen by Prof. Dr. Ahmet Gokbel and
Bory Nasir.

It is well known that collaborative research using literary works,
sociological data and methodological techniques tend to produce interesting
results. Within this context in the article titled 4 Seociological Symbol
Through the Perspective of Story Heroes: The Tractor in the Marsal Katirt
Story which was derived from a master’s thesis, Prof. Dr. Tiilay Uguzman
and Janset Giinaydin examine the tractor, the leitmotif of the story, in terms
of societal visibility from the story characters’ perspective and set forth a
content analysis using qualitative research methods. Also, within a similar
scope, in another article titled Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep? Risk
Society and Distopia the authors aim to examine Phillip K. Dick’s work by
using Ulrich Beck’s “Theory of Risk Society” and set forth a comparative
analysis using a dystopic fiction based on acquired results.

Months ago, we announced that we would be limiting this edition to folk
sciences, literature, and anthropology. However, we believe that the articles
titled A4 Historical Travel from Polysemy to Homonym by Hadra Kiibra
Erkinay Tamtamis and Cypriot Turkish and Turkish Speakers’ Spoken
Representations of Intraterminal and Nontintraterminal Aspect by Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Nesibe Akintug offer significant contributions to the field. We would
also like to emphasize that in our future editions we will be able to evaluate
language and linguistic based studies in connection with our three primary
areas.
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In his article title William Golding’s Free Fall as Autobiografiction
and Trauma Narrative, Mustafa Kirca takes the novel’s autobiographical
script to establish a fictional autobiographical framework, which can be
qualified as a trauma analysis. Also, Osman Gilildemir and Sami Sonat
Ozdemir’s article titled Turkish uisine Terms and Techniques can be
acknowledged as a study contributing to both folk sciences and Turkish
studies. For the first time in the journal’s history, we received an article
from Argentina titled Argentinean Indigenous Culture in Animal
Folktales by Dr. Maria Ines Palleiro (vice president of the Latin
America International Society for Folk Narrative Research), who
presents interesting reflections of local cultural factors seen in folk tales
from cultures that have entered the country, primarily from Spain,
Europe and everywhere in the world.

Finally, we believe that the article titled “ZToward a Definition of Folk
Religion” which was translated by Ahmet Tacetdin Hallag, who received
translation permission from the journal the article was published in, will be of
great benefit to this edition

We hope you enjoy this edition and look forward to receiving new
submissions for our upcoming edition.
