AUTHOR GUIDELINES

IJPS accepts submissions written in one the languages of English and Turkish. Turkish submissions
should have English abstract which includes 150-250 words, English ones should have Turkish abstract



which includes 150-250 words and is placed after the title. If and when necessary, English and Turkish
abstracts can be provided by our Editors.

IJPS takes four different types of submissions: research articles, reviews, book/report summaries, and
letters to the Editor.

Articles and book summaries that were submitted to the journal to be published should not
exceed 10.000 words including references and a bibliography with tables and figures. Article titles
should be 14 pt. bold and written as flush left per the normal sentence layout. 150-250-word summaries
should follow headings and abstracts in all languages and be written as monospaced, 10 pt., in the Times
New Roman type font and justified. At least five keywords, which describe the article, should be
included after the abstracts.

The main text should be written with 1,5 line spacing by using 12 pt. Time New Roman type font and
paragraphs should be prepared without any indent but with 6 nk. Paragraph spacing. Footnotes should
be written with 10 pt., the Time New Roman font, and single spacing. After the main text, the
bibliography, which was written with 1,5 line spacing and 11 pt.-type font, should be included.

Articles submitted to the journal for evaluation should not include the author(s) and contact information.
This information should be included in the manuscript, which is to be prepared additionally.

The cover page should be uploaded to the system in Word format separately from the main text. After
the title of the article is written with 14 pt. Calibri type font in a justified page formation, under the title,
name, and surname of the author(s), ORCID ID(s); under it, institution and department information;
under it, contact information should be written.

The main text should start with the section “Introduction”. In this section, the importance of the research,
summarized information about previous research on this subject, the main problem or hypothesis of the
research, and the methodology of the research should be included and mentioned. Main headings after
the introduction should be numbered and written in bold type in the normal sentence layout. Sub-
headings following main headings should be properly numbered and written in bold and italic type.

Book summaries and reviews in the IJPS are short reports of original research focused on important
methodological or empirical contributions. This includes but is not limited to new empirical findings,
methodological advances, theoretical arguments, as well as comments, and extensions of previous
studies, which advance the field.

Letters sent to the 1JPS and addressed to the Editor are written in a concise form, like articles, and are
scientific texts and subject to the same standards as the articles. This kind of text should not exceed 2-4
pages and 1500-3000 words.

Letters including comments on the articles published in the journal should focus on contributing to the
scientific field and avoid unnecessary attacks and violations of personal rights.

All posts addressed to the journal should be uploaded in Microsoft Word format (not PDF) and given
the page number in the middle.

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Editorial

We are happy to share the fourth volume with our readers. In this issue, we have seven articles for
consideration in the academic world. The first article of this issue is titled "The Positivity of Peace Intra-
and Inter-State: Strategizing the Balance of Peace-State in Multi-Level Conflict Management
Approach" by Mariam Ariba. The article is quite remarkable both in terms of its subject and method. In
this article, the author develops two hyper game models for both intrastate and interstate conflicts in a
coherent conflict management approach using the hyper game model. The study aims to apply the
theories of international relations and media spaces, to create a unified diplomatic-strategic approach to
achieving peace rather than internal and international war. In this respect, we think that the article will
attract attention and provide ideas for similar studies.

The second article is about Kosovo. In this article, authors Hasan Acar and Serhat Bulut discuss the
difficulties Kosovo faced in terms of integration with the international community and membership in
international organizations. In this context, this study hypothesizes that despite being diplomatically
recognized by many states, Kosovo's relations with international organizations and the entire
international community remain weak. For this purpose, this article includes speculative ideas and
information about Kosovo's relations with the regional states and the international community by
critically examining and discussing in shed light of current developments.

The third article brings a very interesting subject to the attention of the academic world from a different
aspect. According to Neba Ridley NGWA Although the literature reveals that drug use can pose a
multitude of health risks, it fails to show the extent to which such cases may pose a threat to national
and regional security. Therefore, in this study, the author sheds light on the extent to which drug use
poses an existential threat to national security, focusing on Tramadol use ranging from terrorist
organizations to youth in Nigeria and Cameroon.

Tramadol is considered an analgesic pill that treats severe to moderate pain. But the result of the analysis
in this research reveals how prevalent Tramadol is among terrorist and organized crime groups in
Nigeria and is a driver of youth violence and rising crime rates in Cameroon's cities of Douala and
Yaounde.

The fourth article of this issue is the common work of Hakan Omer Tunca and Arif Ferah, which deals
with “Preventive Operations against Terrorists beyond Turkey's southern borders”.

The authors draw attention to the fact that Turkey has a position open to risks and threats as well as its
advantages due to its geostrategic location. In this context, they stress the importance of border security
besides of humanitarian, social, economic, health, and educational difficulties of many immigrants from
Turkey's southern neighbors after the Arab Spring. So, this research shed light on Turkey's cross-border
operations and its physical measures on the southern border.

In the fifth article of this issue, the allegations of terrorist financing against Pakistan and the security
problems arising from the weaknesses of the central government in Pakistan are examined. According
to the allegations made in this article by Debasish NANDY, terrorist groups in Pakistan not only run
parallel economies thanks to state support but also control the country's uncontrolled economy. In this
context, terrorist organizations also carry out black money transactions through various channels. In
addition, violent acts by terrorist groups have resulted in thousands of casualties and damage to property
and infrastructure. For this reason, international organizations have accused Pakistan several times and
put it on the 'grey list' for losing the relative autonomy of the state authority in controlling terrorist
organizations. Therefore, this article focuses on the reasons for Pakistan's economic backwardness in
the context of security problems and terrorist organizations.

The sixth article is about cybersecurity and is titled "New Cybersecurity Threats: India's Concerns and
Options™ by Alik NAHA.

The author takes attention to the fact that cyber power has become an important component of national
power, along with traditional aspects such as economic resources and political will.



In this context, the article claims that cyber terrorism has emerged as a new phenomenon in India and
that investigations into terrorist attacks reveal traces of cyber terrorism.

So, for this reason, this article focuses on how cyber power capacity building can be used as a tool of
Indian foreign policy by leveraging the experience and human resources in the region, as well as
strengthening local and global cyber cooperation.

The last article of this issue is about Israel Security Organisation. The authors analyze the transformation
of Israeli security organizations after the Yom Kippur War and reach the result that the Yom Kippur
War was considered an intelligence failure by Israelis, and the main reason for the transformation was
the motivation to eliminate social trauma and failure. This research is remarkable because of the finding
that the transformation in Israeli military institutions took place in a hybrid manner, both top-down and
bottom-up, and important because claiming that some intelligence failure causes transformation as a
driving force.

After all, we are proud to present interesting and valuable articles to the attention of readers and the
scientific world. With this issue, we have reiterated our belief that IJPS to contribute literature
meticulously. And 1IJPS will continue to guide further studies by including the works of valuable
academicians.

Dérdiincti cildi okuyucularimizla paylagmaktan mutluluk duyuyoruz. Bu sayimizda akademik diinyanin
dikkatine sundugumuz yedi makalemiz var. Bu saymin ilk makalesi Mariam Ariba'nin "Devlet i¢i ve
Devletler Arasi Barigin Olumlulugu: Cok Diizeyli Catisma Yonetimi Yaklasiminda Baris-Devlet
Dengesini Stratejiklestirmek" bagligini tagiyor.

Makale hem konusu hem de yontemi agisindan oldukea dikkat ¢ekicidir. Bu makalede yazar, hiper oyun
modelini kullanarak tutarli bir ¢atisma yonetimi yaklasiminda hem eyalet ici hem de eyaletler arasi
catismalar i¢in iki hiper oyun modeli gelistirmektedir. Caligmanin amaci, uluslararasi iligkiler ve medya
alanlar1 teorilerini uygulamak, i¢ ve uluslararasi savastan ziyade barisi saglamaya yonelik birlesik bir
diplomatik-stratejik yaklasim olusturmaktir. Bu agidan makalenin ilgi ¢ekecegini ve benzer ¢aligmalara
fikir verecegini diisliniiyoruz.

Ikinci makalemiz Kosova ile ilgili. Bu makalede yazarlar Hasan Acar ve Serhat Bulut, Kosova'nin
uluslararast toplumla entegrasyon ve uluslararasi orgiitlere iiyelik acgisindan karsilastigi zorluklari
tartisiyorlar. Bu baglamda, bu c¢alismanin hipotezi, bir¢ok devlet tarafindan diplomatik olarak
taninmasina ragmen, Kosova'nin uluslararasi kuruluslar ve tiim uluslararasi toplumla iligkilerinin hala
zay1f oldugudur. Bu amagla, bu makale Kosova'nin bolge devletleri ve uluslararas1 toplumla iliskileri
hakkinda giincel gelismeler 1s181nda elestirel bir inceleme ve tartigma yaparak spekiilatif fikir ve bilgileri
igermektedir.

Ucgiincii makale ise ¢ok ilging bir konuyu farkli bir agidan akademik diinyanin dikkatine sunuyor. Neba
Ridley NGWA'ya gore, literatiir uyusturucu kullaniminin ¢ok sayida saglik riski olusturabilecegini
ortaya koysa da, bu tiir vakalarin ulusal ve bolgesel giivenlige ne dlciide tehdit olusturabilecegini
gosterememektedir. Dolayisiyla bu calismada yazar, Nijerya ve Kamerun'da terdr orgiitlerinden
genclere uzanan Tramadol kullanimina odaklanarak uyusturucu kullaniminin ulusal giivenlige ne 6l¢iide
varolussal bir tehdit olusturduguna 151k tutmaktadir.

Tramadol, siddetli ila orta derecede agriy1 tedavi eden bir analjezik hap olarak kabul edilir. Ancak bu
aragtirmadaki analizin sonucu, Tramadol'iin Nijerya'daki terdrist ve organize sug¢ gruplari arasinda ne
kadar yaygin oldugunu ve Kamerun'un Douala ve Yaounde kentlerinde geng siddetinin ve artan sug
oranlarinin itici giicli oldugunu ortaya koyuyor.



Bu saymin dordiincii makalesi, Hakan Omer Tunca ve Arif Ferah'in Tiirkiye'nin giiney sinirlarinin
otesindeki Terdristlere Kars1 Onleyici Operasyonlar1 konu alan ortak ¢alismasidir.

Yazarlar, Tiirkiye'nin jeostratejik konumu nedeniyle avantajlarinin yani sira risk ve tehditlere agik bir
konuma sahip olduguna dikkat ¢ekiyor. Bu baglamda Arap Bahar1 sonrasi Tiirkiye'nin giiney
komsularindan gelen bir¢cok gb¢gmenin insani, sosyal, ekonomik, saglik ve egitim gii¢liiklerinin yani sira
sinir giivenliginin O6nemini vurgulamaktadirlar. Dolayisiyla bu aragtirma, Tiirkiyenin sinir Otesi
operasyonlarina ve giiney sinirindaki fiziki dnlemlerine 151k tutmaktadir.

Bu sayinin besinci makalesinde Pakistan'a yonelik teroriin finansmani iddialar1 ve Pakistan'da merkezi
hiikiimetin zafiyetlerinden kaynaklanan giivenlik sorunlari1 incelenmistir. Debasish NANDY'nin bu
haberinde ortaya atilan iddialara gore Pakistan'daki terdr gruplari devlet destegiyle paralel ekonomiler
yiiriitmekle kalmiyor, tilkenin kontrolsiiz ekonomisini de kontrol ediyor. Bu kapsamda teror orgiitleri
de cesitli kanallardan kara para islemleri gerceklestirmektedir. Ayrica, terdrist gruplarin siddet eylemleri
binlerce can kaybina ve miilk ve altyapiya zarar verdi. Bu nedenle uluslararasi kuruluglar Pakistan"
birkag kez suclamis ve devlet otoritesinin terdr oOrgiitlerini kontrol etmedeki goreli 6zerkligini
kaybetmekle 'gri listeye' koymuslardir. Bu nedenle, bu makale giivenlik sorunlari ve teror orgiitleri
baglaminda Pakistan'in ekonomik geri kalmigliginin nedenlerine odaklanmaktadir.

Altinc1 makale siber giivenlik hakkindadir ve Alik NAHA tarafindan yazilan "Yeni Siber Giivenlik
Tehditleri: Hindistan'in Endiseleri ve Secenekleri" basligim tasgimaktadir. Yazar, ekonomik kaynaklar
ve siyasi irade gibi geleneksel unsurlarla birlikte siber giiciin ulusal giiciin 6nemli bir bileseni haline
geldigine dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Bu baglamda makale, siber terdrizmin Hindistan'da yeni bir fenomen
olarak ortaya c¢iktigini ve terdr saldirilarina iliskin sorusturmalarin siber terdrizmin izlerini ortaya
cikardigini iddia etmektedir. Bu nedenle, bu makale, bolgedeki deneyim ve insan kaynaklarindan
yararlanarak ve yerel ve kiiresel siber isbirligini giiclendirerek siber gii¢ kapasitesinin Hindistan dig
politikasinin bir araci olarak nasil kullanilabilecegine odaklanmaktadir.

Bu sayinin son yazist Israil Giivenlik Teskilati ile ilgili. Yazarlar, Yom Kippur Savasi'ndan sonra israil
giivenlik &rgiitlerinin déniisiimiinii analiz ederek, Yom Kippur Savasinin Israilliler tarafindan bir
istihbarat basarisizligi olarak goriildiigii ve doniisiimiin temel nedeninin toplumsal travmayi ve
basarisizlig1 ortadan kaldirma motivasyonu oldugu sonucuna vartyor. Bu arastirma, Israil askeri
kurumlarindaki doniisiimiin hem yukaridan asagiya hem de asagidan yukariya hibrit bir sekilde
gergeklestigini tespit etmesi ve bazi istihbarat basarisizliklarinin doniisiime itici bir gii¢ olarak neden
oldugunu iddia etmesi nedeniyle 6nemlidir.
