Arastirmalart (ATA) Dergisi'nin kapsamini olusturmaktadir.

Bu kapsamda yola ¢ikan ATA Dergisi’nin tigiincii cilt birinci sayisini
yayinlamis bulunmaktayiz. ATA Dergisi'nin bu sayisinda bes yayin
bulunmaktadir. Bu yaymlar hakkinda kisa bilgi asagida
sunulmaktadir.

Bu saymm ilk caligmasinda, Yilditm ve Uzden, katilimcilarm
Uluslararas1 Adana Portakal Cigegi Karnavalina iligkin algilarini eksi
sozlilk yorumlar1 iizerinden incelemistir. Karnavala yonelik algi,
etkinlik alanma yonelik algi, sosyal algi, etkinlige 6zgii {riinlere
yonelik algi olarak dort tema iizerinden katilimcilarin karnavala
yonelik algilari tespit edilmistir.

Ikinci calismada Buladi Cubukgu ve Arslan, Covid-19 salgminm ks
turizminde konaklama isletmeleri iizerinde etkilerinin ve isletme
yonetimlerinin bu siireci atlatmak i¢in aldiklar1 6nlemlerin ve
faydalandiklart ~desteklerin  belirlemeyi amaglamigtir. Calisma
sonucunda Covid-19 salgininin ozellikle uluslararasi miisteriler
acisindan  olumsuz  etkileri  belirlenmis, isletmelerin =~ mali
durumlarinda bozulma ve genel olarak miisteri talebinde azalmalar
oldugu ortaya konulmustur.

Bu saymin iigiincii caligmasinda Celikkanat Pasli ve Pasli, Tiirkiye’de
lisans diizeyindeki turizm rehberligi boliimlerinin ders planlarinda
yer alan yabanci dil egitimine yonelik dersleri incelemistir. Inceleme
sonucunda, lisans diizeyinde turizm rehberligi boliimlerinde yabanci
dil olarak Ingilizcenin biitiin ders planlarinda yer aldigi, ayrica
Almanca ve Rusga dillerine programlarda yer verildigi tespit
edilmistir.

Dordiincii ¢alismada Ar1 ve Mankan, tiniversite 6grencilerinin Tiirk
Mutfagindaki tatlilara iligkin goriislerini belirlemeyi amaglamigtir. Bu
kapsamda Istanbul Bahgesehir Universitesinde Gastronomi ve
Mutfak Sanatlar1 ile Beslenme ve Diyetetik boliimlerinde okuyan
Ogrenciler Ornek alimmistir. Calisma sonucunda, dikkat c¢ekici
bulgular elde edilmistir.

Bu saymin son ¢alismasinda Uzut ve Toprak, Tiirkiye, Misir, Ispanya
ve Portekiz’in turizm faaliyetlerine yonelik olarak 2020 yilindaki
(COVID 19 pandemi siireci) resmi iilke tamitim filmlerini
incelemistir. Bu inceleme sonucunda, aragtirmacilar dort {ilkenin
tanitim filmlerini degerlendirerek birtakim 6nerilerde bulunmuslardir.

Presentation

Dear Stakeholders,

Journal of Eurasia Tourism Research (JETouR) covers
interdisciplinary, theoretical, empirical and/or case studies in the
tourism industry, especially in the fields of Tourism Management,
Tourism Guidance, Gastronomy and Culinary Arts, Recreation
Management and Culture. We have published the first issue of third
volume. In this issue of JETouR, there are five research articles.
Brief information about these publications is presented below.

In the first study of this issue, Yildirim and Uzden examined the
participants' perceptions of the International Adana Orange Blossom
Carnival. The research data were obtained from the entries made
under the title of "orange flower carnival” on the Eksi Sozliik social
network. The perceptions of the participants towards the carnival
were tried to determined through four themes: perceptions of the
carnival, perceptions of the event area, social perceptions, and
perceptions of event-specific products.

In the second study, Buladi Cubuk¢u and Arslan aimed to determine
the effects of the Covid-19 on accommodation businesses in winter
tourism and the measures taken by business management to
overcome this process and the support they benefited from. As a
result of the study, the negative effects of the Covid-19, especially in
terms of international customers, were determined, and it was
revealed that there was a deterioration in the financial situation of
the enterprises and a decrease in customer demand in general.

In the third study of this issue, Celikkanat Pasli and Pasli examined
the foreign language education courses included in the lesson plans
of undergraduate tourism guidance departments in Turkey. As a
result of the examination, it has been determined that English as a
foreign language is included in all the lesson plans at the
undergraduate level tourism guidance departments, and German and
Russian languages are also included in the programs.

In the fourth study, Ari and Mankan aimed to determine the opinions
of university students about desserts in Turkish cuisine. In this
context, students studying in the departments of Gastronomy and
Culinary Arts and Nutrition and Dietetics at Istanbul Bahgesehir
University were taken as sample. As a result of the study, remarkable
findings were obtained.

In the last study of this issue, Uzut and Toprak examined the official
country promotional films in 2020 for the tourism activities of
Turkey, Egypt, Spain and Portugal.As a result, the researchers made
some suggestions by evaluating the prominent elements in the
promotional film of the four countries.
