Dergideki editorliik seriivenimizin baslangici oldukga eski tarihlere da-
yanmasina karsin asil sorumlu editorliik siirecimiz 89. sayidan itibaren,
planli/programli bir bigimde basladi. Oncelikle derginin kapak ve i¢ sayfa
formatlarindaki degisim ve doniistimler gergeklestirildi. Yeni kurul ve kural-
lar belirlendi, zaman i¢inde “alan sinirlandirilmas1” saglanarak folklor-edebi-
yat-antropoloji liglemesi sabitlendi. Dergi internet sitesi profesyonel anlayis-
la yeniden tasarland1 ve Makale Takip Sistemi ile agik, hizli bir siire¢ bagla-
tildi. Benzerlik oranlar1 denetimlerini zorunlu kildik, dergi yayim siireglerini
sabitlestirerek aksamadan tiim sayilar1 hem basili hem elektronik takvime
uyarak yayimladik. DOI sistematigi getirilerek ge¢mis sayilarin ¢evrim igi
arsivlenmesi saglandi. Ote yandan akademik dergilerin kimlik ve konumlar
konusundaki en somut 6l¢iitlerden biri olan ulusal ve uluslararasi dizinlere
girmek konusunda yogun calismalar gerceklestirerek ¢ok sinirli olan dizin
sayimizi 40’lara ¢ikardik. Basta Dergipark, TR-Dizin ve diger yerel ve evren-
sel dizinlerdeki arsivlerimizi diizenledik; Scopus, ProQuest, EBSCO, DOAJ
gibi evrensel/saygin dizinlerde yer aldik. Diger yandan Dergimizin Danigma
Kurulu’nal09. sayidan itibaren alanlarimizin yetkin ve degerli akademisyen-
lerinden Dan Ben-Amos, John Zemke, Gregory Hansen, John McDonald ve
Mostafa Abedinifard katilarak bizi onurlandirdilar. izleyen siirecte folklor/
edebiyat 25 yilda biriktirdigi deneyim ve kazandig1 bilimsel kimlikle ve 6zellikle
hakem, yabanci dil diizeltmenleri ve yazarlarimizin katkilar1 sonucu, 22 Mart
2022 tarihinde Web of Science platformunda Emerging Sources Citation
Index (ESCI)’ e kabul edilerek evrensel baglamda kalitesini kanitlamistir.

Bu asamaya geliste rektoriimiiz sayin Prof. Dr. Halil Nadiri’ye, Editor
yardimcist olarak her bir saymin her asamasinda emegi olan Bakirdan’in da
editorii Yrd.

111. sayimizin ilk/ortak makalesinde M. Aytiil Kasapoglu ile Muhtar
Kutlu Battal Gazi romanindaki verilerden hareketle giires sporundaki tarihsel
olaylarin hem yazar hem de okuyucular ve kaginilmaz olarak arastirmacilar
tarafindan yeniden kurgulanmasi, 6zdiisiiniimsel olarak ortaya konulmustur.

Bunlari izleyen ii¢ makalemizde tiim bilim dallarin1 bir bi¢imde etkileyen
dijital diinyanin geniglemesi ve bulagi doneminin ¢esitli etki ve yansimalari
ele alinmakta: Emine Cakir, geleneksel seyyahtan bloger seyyaha gegis sii-
recinde dijital folklor (e-folklor) a gecis tartismalarini glindeme getirirken,
Simge Unlii ile Liitfiye Cakir’in ortak ¢alismasi olan Literature Gathering
as a Cultural Event: Booktube Participation’da Tiirk Booktube kanallar1 ve
takipcilerini ele alarak bu yeni e-diinyanin okuma aliskanligin1 gelistirdir-
digi ve hatta disiplinize ettigi; bu mecranin ve diizenlenen etkinliklere kati-
lim saglamanin okuma eylemi iizerinde pozitif bir katki sagladig1 sonucuna
dikkat ¢ekilmekte. Bu baglamdaki Meryem Ozdemir’in Covid-19 Salgin
Stirecinde Geleneksel Oyunlarin Dijitalde Aktarimi: Evde Oyun Var! adli
ticlincli arastirmada ise, bulagi doneminde ¢ocuklarin ve genglerin geleneksel
oyunlarmi dijital diinyaya nasil aktardiklar1 ele alinmakta ve bu aktarimin
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covid-19 salgin siirecinde deneyimlenebildigi ve siirdiiriilebilirligi ortaya ko-
nulmakta.

Hasan Miiniisoglu, etnik turizmin kiiltlirleraras1 hiyerarsiyi yeniden insa
etmesi ve kiiltlirlin metalastirilmasin tartistigt Etnik Turizm: Kiiltiirlerarasi
Hiyerarsinin ITkame Edilmesi baslikli makalesinde genellikle kiiltiirlerarasi
iliskiyi gelistirdigi benimsenen turizmin bazi durumlarda farklilig1r “marji-
nallestirerek™ kiiltlirel sinirlar1 keskinlestirebilecegine dikkat cekmekte. Tu-
rizm yoneticisi ve halkbilimci Murat Karasalihoglu ise Helesa/Heyamola
Gelenegindeki Sinkretik Unsurlar adli makalesinde gelenege kaynaklik eden
antikcag ve ortagag kiiltlerinin varlik ve etkilerini irdelemekte. Banu Ayten
AKkin, eski ¢aglarin mitolojisiyle baglantili Milenyum Oncesi Oyun Yazar-
hgimizda Eskatoloji Mitleri baslikli diger makalede modern oyun yazarla-
rinin bu tiir mitlerden yararlanma ve yorumlama bi¢imlerini inceledi. Ayse
Duvarcr’nin Kayiperenlerin Kiiltiir Yolculugundan Izler adli ¢alismasinda
Tiirk kiiltiirii izlerinin bulundugu hemen her cografyada karsimiza ¢ikan ve
bir tiir koruyucu ruh olan “Kayiperenler” kiiltii ele alinmakta. Bu ilging konu,
yazili kaynak taramasi, alan arastirmasi, sozlii gériisme, sosyal medya iize-
rinden anket yontemleri kullanilarak ayrintilariyla ortaya konulmustur. Gene
eski kiiltiirlerin etkilerini irdeleyen diger ¢aligmada Fatma Zehra Ugurcan,
ylizlerce yildir Giiney Sibirya’nin Kemerovo bolgesinin daglik alanlarinda
yasamlarint slirdiiren Sor Tiirklerinin sanayilesme ve modernlesme hareket-
lerinin etkisiyle degisen {i¢ 6zel kiiltiirel olgusunu dikkate sunuyor.

Yeni Tiirk Edebiyati alanindaki makalelerimizin ilkinde Nuriye Balli-
kaya ve Seyyit Battal Ugurlu, Gorev Duygusu ve Soy Takintisi: Murtaza
ve Zebercet Tiplerine Karsilastirmalr Bir Bakis ad1 altinda Cumhuriyet do-
nemi Tiirk romaninin iki 6nemli yazarindan segilen birer roman1 bagkisiler
iizerinden karsilastirarak onlarin gérev sorumluluklarinda goriilen varolussal
diizlemdeki idrakin gerisindeki soy takintisini irdelemekteler. Eylem Aksoy,
“Béatrice ten Sonra Birinci Yiizyil” Adli Yapitinda Kadin-Olug adli makale-
sinde Liibnan asilli Fransiz yazar Amin Maalouf’un “bilimsel gelismelerin
tehlikeye attig1 kadinlar” araciligiyla tim insanligin gelecegi sorgulamasini
odaga almakta. Aragtirmaci, kadin-erkek esitsizligi konusundaki nicelik bo-
yutuna iligskin kaygilarin kadin ve doganin maruz kaldigi somiiriiyle dogrudan
baglantili olduguna vurgu yapan ekofeminizm akimi kapsaminda giiniimiiz
toplumlar1 tarafindan olumlanan teknolojik ve bilimsel gelismeleri degerlen-
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dirmektedir. Cagdas Frankofon yazininin énemli temsilcilerinden Morituslu
yazar Nathacha Appanah’in Gog¢ ve Siddet Temali Coksesli Romani: Tropi-
que de la Violence’1 makalesinde inceleyen Tiilin Kartal Giingor, Bakhtin
ve Kristeva’nin ¢okseslilik kurami kapsaminda metinde ¢oksesliligi saglayan
unsurlara dikkat ¢cekmekte; roman karakterleri araciligiyla gé¢ ve siddet te-
malarini irdelemektedir. Yeni Tiirk Edebiyati alanindaki son makalemizde
Alev Onder, Miitareke ve Kurtulus Savasi yillarindan itibaren tanik oldugu
sosyal meselelerin tesiri ile toplumsal doniisiimiin aktarimina agirlik veren
Yakup Kadri Karaosmanoglu’nun Milli Savas Hikdyeleri adl1 eserine yogun-
lasarak bu anlatilarin hem bireylerin hem de toplumun hatirlama ve unutma
pratiklerine 1s1k tutan 6znel deneyimlerin ifadesi oldugunu vurgulamakta.
Arastirmaci, ge¢cmige takilip kalma, diin’lin arayis1 ve 6zlemi, yitirilmis ola-
nin yoklugunu kabullenememe, 6zbeni ve ¢evresi ile iletisim kuramama gibi
durumlarin anlatilastirilmasi; bellegin canliligi, kirillganligi ve aldaticiliginin
Oykiilere yansima bi¢imlerini somutlagtirmakta.

Bu saymizin Horasan Tiirklerinde Eski Tiirk Inan¢larimn Izleri ve
Giinii-miizdeki Goriiniimleri baglikli son makalesinde Musa Rahimi, Kuzey
Hora-san Eyaletinin Bocnurd ilinde gerceklestirdigi alan arastirmasinda
giinimiize kadar siliregelen yoredeki inanis ve uygulamalarin diger Tiirk
cografyalarin-dakilerle karsilagtirmasini 6rneklendirerek benzerliklere vurgu
yapmakta.

Valued Readers,

In our May issue, we mentioned that our journal was accepted by Clarivate
to the Web of Science platform. After the publication of our previous issue,
we realized that all of the articles published between issues 101 thru 110 were
published in this index. I would like to congratulate all of the authors with
articles in these issues and wish them the best.

Our editorial journey for the journal goes quite a way back; however, our
actual responsibilities with regards to the managerial processes, began with
the 89th issue, under the planned/organized guidance and encouragement of
Prof. Dr. Halil Nadiri, Cyprus International University’s Rector.

First the journal’s cover and page format was changed with various
transformations. Committees and rules were determined and within time a
“field limitation” was established where the scope of the folklore-literature-
anthropology trio was set. The journal’s website was redesigned with a more
professional approach and a much faster review and publishing process began
with the Article Tracking System. We made plagiarism detection mandatory and
fixed the journal’s publishing processes to ensure that all issues were published
in both print and electronic form without any delays. DOI systematics were
expanded to previous issues, which allowed for the online archiving of these
articles. On the other hand, one of the most concrete measures of identity
and position, regarding academic journals, is the acceptance to national and
international indexes. With very hard and intensive work, we increased our quite
narrow index window to over 40 different indexes. Starting with Dergipark, we
completed the indexing of our archives in Tr-Dizin and other local and global
respectable indexes like ProQuest, Scopus, EBSCO, and DOAJ. On the other
hand, as of the 109" issue, respected and valued academics like Dan Ben-Amos,
John Zemke, Gregory Hansen, John McDonald, and Mostafa Abedinifard have
honored us by joining our Journal’s Advisory Board. Also, with the acquisition
of over 25 years of experience, an earned scientific identity, and valued author,
reviewer and language editor contributions, folklor/edebiyat has proven its
universal quality by receiving acceptance to the Emerging Sources Citation
Index (ESCI) in the Web of Science platform on March 22, 2022.

We are deeply grateful to our Rector Prof. Dr. Halil Nadiri who has guided
us thoroughly and supported us greatly through this process and would also
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like to extend our deepest gratitude to our Assistant Editor, Assist. Prof. Dr.
Mihrican Aylang, who is also the Editor for the journal titled Bakirdan and
has worked endlessly in each stage of the publishing process for every issue.
We would also like to extend our deepest thanks to our dearest Metin Turan,
the founder of our journal and technically still the editor, who has contributed
greatly to the journal since the beginning. Thank you so much for all of your
work! Prof. Dr. Serpil Aygiin Cengiz and friends (Prof. Dr. Meryem Bulut and
Prof. Dr. Siiheyla Saritas), who were with Metin Turan on the day the journal
was “established” and have been with him since. They have contributed to
each issue of the journal in ways that cannot be described and still continue
to work endlessly.

Throughout our editorial history, CIU School of Foreign Languages
Director Prof. Dr. Mehmet Ali Yavuz, our dearest and former academician
Sonay Acar (who is now staffed with the Ministry of Higher Education) and
despite a few years of institutional separation, Assist. Prof. Dr. Linda Fraim
are our contributing partners to our success, especially in the field of language.

We would also like to send heartwarming thanks to the true architects
of these stages, which are the hundreds of authors and reviewers. With their
contributions, we strongly believe that more prestigious and sophisticated
issues will be produced. I would like to express my gratitude and thanks to
our Faculty’s administrative and academic personnel, assistants, and to all
who have contributed to make our journal what it has become.

The first article of the 111" issue is M. Aytiil Kasapoglu and Muhtar
Kutlu examine the historical events surrounding the sport of wrestling based
on the information provided in the Battal Gazi novel in a self-reflective manner
where the author, readers, and researchers are inevitably left to reconstruct
these events.

The next three articles following this analyze the expansion of the digital
world, which has somehow effected all scientific fields, and the various
reflections and effects of the pandemic era. While Emine Cakir discusses
the process of transitioning to digital folklore (e-folklore) by examining the
shift of the traditional voyager to a blogger voyager Simge Unlii and Liitfiye
Cakir’s mutual study Literature Gathering as a Cultural Event: Booktube
Participation examines Turkish Booktube channels and their followers/
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subscribers and draws attention to this new e-world in how it helps develop
and shape reading habits and the authors also note that participating in these
type of events have a positive effect on reading. Within this context, our third
article titled Digital Transfer of Traditional Games During the Covid-19
Epidemic: There is Game at Home by Meryem Ozdemir examines how
children and adolescents, during the pandemic, transmitted their traditional
games to the digital world and sets forth how this transmission was experienced
and sustained during the Covid-19 outbreak.

In Hasan Miiniisoglu’s article titled Ethnic Tourism: The Substitution
of Intercultural Hierarchy the reconstruction of ethnic tourism’s cultural
hierarchy and its objectification are discussed and attention is drawn to the
notion that tourism helps develop cross-cultural relations; however, in some
situations, the differences are “marginalized” which in turn can define cultural
boundaries. Also tourism director and folklorist Murat Karasalihoglu’s
article titled Syncretistic Elements in the Helesa/Heyamola Tradition examines
the existence and effects of cults from the antiquities to the Middle Ages that
serve as a source for the future. Also, in the article titled Eschatology Myths
in Pre-Millennium Playwriting which is associated with ancient mythology,
Banu Ayten Akin examines how modern play writers have benefited from
and interpreted these myths in their works. In the study titled 7races of the
Cultural Journey of “Kayiperenler” (The Invisible Saints), Ayse Duvarci
examines the cult of the “Invisible Saints”, which are protective souls seen in
almost every geographical location where traces of the Turkish culture can be
found. This interesting topic was brought together using a literature search,
field research, interviews, and surveys distributed over social media. Another
study examining the effects of ancient cultures is brought to us by Fatma
Zehra Ugurcan in her article titled Transformation and Institutionalization
of the Tradition: From Sa¢ig and Ci/ Paji to Payram in Shor Turks where she
examines three special cultural issues, influenced by the industrialization and
modernization movements of the Shor Turks, who have been living in the
Kemerovo mountainous regions of South Siberia for over hundreds of years.

In our first article from the field of New Turkish Literature titled Sense of
Duty and Pedigree Obsession: A Comparative Look at Murtaza and Zebercet,
Nuriye Ballikaya and Seyyit Battal Ugurlu examine and compare the main
characters from two works of two important authors of the Republic Era by
examining their sense of duty and existential understanding engrained in their
ancestry obsession. In the article titled Becoming-woman in Amin Maalouf’s
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“The First Century After Beatrice” Eylem Aksoy focuses on how all of humanity
should question the future using Lebanese French author Amin Maalouf’s
theme of “women endangered by scientific developments”. The researcher
examines and emphasizes the quantitative aspect of concerns associated with
gender differences directly connected with the oppression faced by women
and nature and evaluates the affirmation of technological and scientific
developments of today’s societies withing the scope of ecofeminism. Tiilin
Kartal Giingdr examines the migration and violence themed multivocal novel
Tropique de la Violence, by Mauritian author Nathacha Appanah, who is one of
the most important representatives of contemporary Francophone writings. The
author underlines the factors associated with the creation of multivocality by
using Bakhtin and Kristeva’s theory of mutlivocality and examines themes of
migration and violence through the novel’s characters. In our last article in the
area of Contemporary Turkish Literature, Alev Onder examines Turkish author
Yakup Kadri Karaosmanoglu’s novel titled Milli Savas Hikdyeleri [ National War
Stories] which is based on the impact of social issues and societal transformations
he witnessed after the Armstice and War of Independence and emphasizes that
it is the remembrances and forgetting practices of individuals and society that
shed light on these subjective experiences. The researcher narrates concepts
like being stuck in the past, the search and yearning for yesterday, accepting the
absence of what was lost, and the inability to communicate with the self and the
environment while concretizing how concepts like memory liveliness, frailty,
and illusions are reflected in these stories.

In this issue’s last article titled Traces of Old Turkish Beliefs in Khorasan
Turks and Their Current Manifestations Musa Harimi emphasizes and
compares the similarities between the beliefs and practices of other Turkish
geographies, that are still practiced today, with examples as part of the field
research he conducted in the Bocnurd province of the Northern Khorasan
state.

We also hope that the book reviews / book promotions in this issue will
contribute greatly to their associated fields.

To ensure the sustainability of our principle “Moving forward, more
refined!” we would like to respectfully thank everyone who contributed in
bringing this issue together.
