Kiiltiirel Miras: Bilgi Aktarimi ve Egitim

Somut ve somut olmayan 6zellikleri ile kiiltiirel miras, ¢esitliligi kucaklayan dogas1 araciligiyla toplumda aidiyet
duygusunu, hosgoriiyli ve kiiltiirlerarasi diyalogu gliclendirme etkisine sahiptir. Diinyada siiregelen krizler,
anlagsmazliklar ve catigmalar géz oniinde bulunduruldugunda, kiiltiirel miras konusunda gelistirilecek toplumsal
bilincin toplumlarin i¢indeki ve arasindaki baris ve huzurun saglanmasinda bir arag olacagi konusunda uluslararasi
bir fikir birligine ulasilmistir. Bu baglamda, kiiltiirel mirasla olumlu iliskinin kamuoyunda yayginlagtirilmasinin
yolunun ‘egitim’ oldugu agikardir.

Somut ve somut olmayan kiiltlirel mirasin ¢agdas, bilimsel ve yenilik¢i yontemlerle gelecek nesillere aktarilabilmesi
icin toplumsal bilincin ve aidiyet duygusunun gelismesine ihtiya¢ vardir. Kiiltiirel mirasin korunmasi ilgili tiim
aktorlerin (karar vericiler, uzmanlar ve zanaatkarlar dahil olmak {izere) bilgi, beceri, deneyim ve duyarllik diizeylerinin
artirllmasiyla miimkiindiir. Ozellikle ¢ocukluk ve ilk genglik yillarini kapsayan erken dénemlerde bireylerin kiiltiirel
miras Ogeleri ile tanigmasi, mirasin sahiplenilerek korunmasi ve siirdiiriilebilirligi acisindan biiylik 6nem tagimaktadir.

TUBA-KED’in ICOMOS Tiirkiye Egitim Komitesi ile birlikte hazirladig1 25. say1s1 “Kiiltiirel Miras: Bilgi Aktarimi
ve Egitim” temasina odaklanmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda, bu 6zel say1 ‘kiiltiirel miras’ ve ‘egitim’ arasindaki yakin
iliskiyi farkli agilardan tartismay1 amaglamaktadir. Yukarida belirtilen baglamda, bu sayida egitim ve 6gretimde
cagdas ve yenilik¢i ulusal ve uluslararasi 6lgekte farkli yaklasimlara deginen sekiz makale bulunmaktadir.

Seckin bilim insani Dr. Jukka Jokilehto’nun makalesi bu sayinin ilk makalesi olup kiiltiirel miras1 koruma egitimi
alanindaki gelismelerin cergevesini ¢izmektedir. Koruma teorisi ve egitimi kavramlarinin gelismesinde kisisel
olarak da ¢ok 6nemli katkilar1 olmus olan Dr. Jokilehto, makalesinde bu alandaki deneyimlerini aktarmaktadir.

Onu takip eden ii¢ makale, arkeolojik alanlarda egitimle ilgili farkli konulari1 ele almaktadir. Umut Almag, Bilge Ar,
Gorkem Giinay ve Zeynep Kuban Tokg6z’iin makalesi, mimarlik 6grencilerinin arkeolojik alanlar i¢in yetistirilmesi
orneginden hareketle, alan deneyimi yoluyla miras egitiminin énemini ortaya koymay1 amaglarken; Secil Tezer
Altay, Giiler Ates ve Ulrich Mania’nin makalelerinde, arkeolojik yerlesimlerde kiiltiirel miras koruma konusunda
one ¢ikan bir bagka konu olarak geleneksel yapim tekniklerinin anlasilmasi ve siirdiiriilebilmesi i¢in yerel halkin
siirece dahil edilmesi ele alinmaktadir. Yazarlar, bu baglamda Tiirkiye’nin batisinda yer alan Bergama il¢esinde
Alman Arkeoloji Enstitiisii tarafindan yiiriitiilmekte olan ve kendilerinin de bizzat katilmis oldugu énemli bir 6rnegi
sunmaktadir. Zeynep Kuban Tokgoz ve Ozlem Ozcan’in kaleme almis oldugu iiiincii makale ise, her iki yazarin
da aktif olarak yer aldig1 Tiirkiye’nin giineyindeki Limyra arkeolojik sit alaninda gerceklestirdikleri calismadan
hareketle ¢ocuklarin arkeolojik alanlardaki miras farkindaligi artirma faaliyetlerine dahil edilmesi konusunu
tartismaya a¢gmay1 hedeflemektedir.

Bunlar takip eden iki makale zanaat becerilerinin arttirtlmasi ile ilgili egitim modellerini konu etmektedir. Bu
makalelerin ilkinde Sophie Norton, Ingiltere’nin kiiltiirel mirasi koruma alanindan sorumlu ulusal kurumu olan
‘Historic England’ rehberliginde Ingiltere’deki zanaat becerileri egitimine yonelik olarak gelistirilmis 6zel bir
programi ele almaktadir. Nurdan Kurban, Esra Balci ve Aynur Cift¢i’nin yazmis oldugu ikinci makale ise Tiirkiye
icin benzer bir bakis agisin1 sunmakta ve kiiltiirel miras koruma uygulamalar1 i¢in nitelikli igsgiicliniin 6nemine
dikkat cekmektedir.

Bu 6zel sayinin son iki makalesi, kiiltiirel miras alanlarinin degerlerine ve siirdiiriilebilirligine vurgu yapan iki farkl
egitim programini sunmaktadir. Ozgiin Ozgakir, Fokke Gerritsen ve Aysel Arslan’in makalesi, endiistriyel mirasin
doniisiimiindeki zorluklar1 ve olanaklar1 ¢ok disiplinli bir bakis agisiyla ele alan bir uluslararasi lisansiistii dersin
yaklagim, icerik ve sonucglarini aktarmaktadir. Benzer sekilde, Ebru Omay Polat ve Niliifer Yoney’in makalesi
de, modern mirasin degerlerinin topluma iletilmesine bir 6rnek olarak 2006 yilinda DOCOMOMO International
isbirligiyle gerceklestirilen bir uluslararasi ¢aligtayr sunmaktadir.

EDITOR’S NOTE

Cultural Heritage: Transfer of Knowledge and Education

Cultural heritage, with its tangible and intangible properties, has the effect of reinforcing a sense of belonging
within the society and allows tolerance and intercultural dialogue through its nature that embraces diversity.
Considering the ongoing crises, disagreements and conflicts in the world, an international consensus has emerged
that public awareness to be developed about cultural heritage will be a tool for ensuring peace and tranquility
within and between societies. Clearly, the method for wide-spreading the positive relationship with cultural
heritage throughout the public is ‘education’.

In order to transfer tangible and intangible cultural heritage to future generations through contemporary, scientific
and innovative methods, it is required to develop the public-awareness and the sense of belonging within societies.
Preservation of cultural heritage is only possible through the enhancement of the levels of knowledge, skills,
experience and sensitivity of all related actors in the field—including decision-makers, experts and craftspeople.
Especially acquaintance with elements of cultural heritage at earlier ages of childhood and youth is of essential
importance for the conservation and sustainability of heritage.

The 25th issue of TUBA-KED, prepared in collaboration with ICOMOS Turkey Training Committee, focuses on
the theme of "Cultural Heritage: Transfer of Knowledge and Education". Thus, this special issue aims to discuss
the close relationship of ‘cultural heritage’ and ‘education’ from different perspectives. Regarding the above-
mentioned context, there are 8 articles that touch on contemporary and innovative approaches to formal and
informal education and training at national and international scales.

The eminent scholar, Dr. Jukka Jokilehto’s article is the opening of this issue and draws the framework of the
developments in the field of education in heritage conservation. In his article Dr. Jokilehto, who has personally
contributed much to the enhancement of the notions of conservation theory and education, narrates his own
experiences in this field.

Following three articles cover different topics related to education on archaeological sites. While Umut Almag,
Bilge Ar, Gorkem Giinay and Zeynep Kuban Tokgdz’s article aims to reveal the importance of informal heritage
education through site experience by giving the case of training architecture students for archaeological sites,
Secil Tezer’s article discusses another emerging topic on heritage protection in archaeological settlements,
which is the engagement of local people for the appreciation of traditional building techniques. Tezer presents a
unique case conducted by German Archaeological Institute in Pergamon in the western part of Turkey, in which
she personally took part. The third article by Zeynep Kuban Tokgéz and Ozlem Ozcan brings to discussion the
inclusion of children in heritage awareness raising activities on archaeological sites through the case of Limyra, an
archaeological site in the south of Turkey, in which both of the authors actively took part.

Like these three articles which shed a light on the importance of using education as a tool for raising awareness
of different groups, the following two articles take into consideration parallel issues regarding the training of craft
skills. The first article of these two, authored by Sophie Norton discusses the programme dedicated to craft skills
training in the UK under the guidance of Historic England. The latter by Nurdan Kuban, Esra Eksi Balc1 ve Aynur
Ciftci gives a similar perspective for Turkey and draws attention to the significance of qualified workforce for
heritage protection practices.

The last two articles of this special issue present two different education programmes which give specific
emphasis on heritage values and sustainability of heritage places. Ozgiin Ozcakir, Fokke Gerritsen and Aysel
Arslan’s article presents the approach, content and outcomes of an international post-graduate course addressing
the challenges and potentials for the transformation of industrial heritage from a multi-disciplinary perspective.
Likewise, Ebru Omay Polat and Niliifer Yoney’s article presents an international workshop which was realized
with the cooperation of DOCOMOMO International in 2006, as an example for transferring the values of
modern heritage to the society.
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In the publication of the 25th issue of TUBA-KED, many people have contributions and efforts. As the editors of
this special issue, we want to express our special thanks to the founding members of ICOMOS Turkey Training
Committee, Prof. Dr. Zeynep Kuban, Assoc.
