Ikinci makalede, Ishak Turan, Hazar Havzasi ile Avrupa arasindaki dogal gaz enerjisine bagh
iligkiyi boru hatt1 diplomasisi baglaminda degerlendirmekte, Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi ile gelisen
dinamikleri dikkate alarak tartigmaya agmaktadir.

Ugiincii makalede, Zekeriyya Akdag, Cin'in sert giiciinii arttirma ve uluslararasi alanda
etkinlestirme agisindan gosterdigi basartyr géz Oniinde bulundurarak, yumusak gig
bakimindan ayni etkinin olusmadigini ve bunun hegemonya inga etme hususunda en biiyiik
eksiklik oldugunu 6ne siirmektedir.

Dérdiincii makalede, Zhuldyz Kanapiyanova, Tirkmenistanin devlet biitgesinin biiyiik
kisminin dogal gaz isbirlikleriyle karsilanmasinin 6nemini vurgulayarak, Tirkmenistanin
dogal gaz isbirliginin iilkeler ve projeler temelinde neoliberal teori gergevesinde analizini ortaya
koymaktadur.

Editor’s Note

As of November 2022, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its fifteenth
issue. As we have done so far, we have also tried to preserve our interdisciplinary and
multidisciplinary spirit and approach in this issue. It includes eight articles from the disciplines
of Philosophy, International Relations, Political Science, History, Psychology, and Sociology
written by experts in the field.

In the first article, Umutcan Tarcan and Tuba Kanci examine the philosophy of posthumanism
theory in terms of the concept of subjectivity and its epistemological criticism, and discuss the
topic in relation to the question of its potential to create an ideological paradigm.

In the second article, Ishak Turan evaluates the relationship between the Caspian Basin and
Europe related to natural gas energy in the context of pipeline diplomacy, and opens it up for
discussion by taking into account the dynamics that have developed since the Russio-Ukrainian
War.

In the third article, Zekeriyya Akdag, considering China’s successful improvement of its hard
power, argues that the same effect has not taken place in terms of soft power and that this will
be the most prominent obstacle in the country’s building international hegemony.

In the fourth article, Zhuldyz Kanapiyanova highlights the importance of meeting the majority
of Turkmenistan’s state budget through natural gas cooperation, and presents an analysis
of Turkmenistan’s natural gas cooperation on the basis of countries and projects within the
framework of neoliberal theory.

In the fifth article, Yunus Emre Cakir examines the population mobility within Istanbul in the
years 1840-1842, based on the monthly population reports, analyzes the inbound and outbound
migrations and the visiting populations, and attempts to estimate the total population.

In the sixth article, M. Fatih Calgir discusses the content of Oskekli Seyhi Ibrahim Efendi’s
concise history, which is registered under the title “Zeyl-i Vaki‘a-ndme” and has not yet been
published, and emphasizes its importance for the historiographical literature in terms of

shedding light on its period.

In the seventh article, Haydeh Faraji and Tilbe Ozarabact examine the relationship of borderline
personality type in relation to offence-related feelings of shame and guilt, and attitudes towards
violence.

Finally, in the eighth article, Yiksel Bekaroglu Dogan shares the results of her qualitative
research on the question of how the elderly population is affected by the restrictions during
the Covid-19 pandemic, and discusses them within the framework of the concepts of “well-
intentioned patronage” and “ageism”.

Within our endeavor to be included in the national and international indexes, we punctiliously
examine the articles sent to our journal and strictly follow the peer-review process. Our journal
has been indexed in ULAKBIM since 2019. I would like to thank all the referees for their



invaluable contributions that put the quality of our journal over the top with their valuable
advice, as well as Dr. Uygar Aydemir, and Vice Editor Dr. Elif Kurtulus, and the research
assistants Salih Bilgin, Cemal Cem Anarat, Bengi Cakmak, and Dogan Demirkiran as the
Publication Board.
