“Social Exclusion of Women Refugees in Public Imagination:
Underrepresentation and Depersonalisation” baslikli calismada Miizeyyen
Pandir, Suriyeli kadin miilteci haber gérsellerini ve gorsellerde kullanilan
temsil pratiklerinin kadin miiltecileri nasil konumlandirdigini ve bu temsil
pratiklerinin kadin miiltecilerin toplumsal dislanmasina yonelik isleyislerini
ele almaktadir. icerik analizi ve gérsel analiz yénteminin uygulandigi bu
calismada 2015 yili igerisinde en ¢ok tiraja sahip olan dért Tiirk gazetesi
mercek altina alinmustir.

Jafar Poya tarafindan kaleme alinan “The Causes of Afghan Immigration
to Tirkiye: A Sociological Perspective” baslikli makalede son birkag yil
icerisinde Afganistan’dan Tirkiye’ye yonelik olarak gerceklesen kitlesel
goclin nedenleri sosyolojik olarak degerlendirilmistir. Tirkiye’de Suriyeli
gocmenlerden sonra en biiyiik ikinci gd¢men ve siginmaci konumuna sahip
olan grubun Afganllar olduguna dikkat cekilen calismada Afganistan’dan
Tirkiye’ye dogru yasanan gocler gbce neden olan avantaj ve dezavantajlari
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derinlemesine irdeleyen itme-cekme kurami cercevesinde
degerlendirilmistir.

Mustafa Dogan Karacogkun ve Mehmet Ates tarafindan kaleme alinan
“Gocmen  Suriyeli Lise Ogrencilerinin  Meslek Secimlerini  Etkileyen
Faktorler” baslikl makalede, Suriye’den Tirkiye’ye goé¢ eden lise
6grencilerinin hangi meslekleri tercih ettikleri aragtirilmis ve bu tercihlerinin
sebepleri ele alinarak ulagilan bulgular sunulmustur. Sosyal Ogrenme
Kurami ¢ercevesinde saha bulgularinin degerlendirildigi ¢calismada, Suriyeli
Lise 6grencilerinin meslek seciminde; cinsiyet, ilgi alani, sosyal gevre, rol
model alinan Kisi, is firsati gibi hususlarin dnemli rol oynadigi tespit edilmis
ve literatiire katki sunulmustur.

“Orta Asya Yahudileri’nin Tarihi” baslkli ¢alismada ise Mehmet Erkan
Killioglu, Orta Asya boélgesine go¢ eden Yahudiler’in tarihsel siireg
icerisindeki durumunu irdelemistir. Calismada, cografi olarak Orta Asya
bélgesine go¢ eden Yahudilerin, diinyanin diger bdlgelerine go¢ eden
Yahudilerden farkli olarak bélgede hakim olan kiiltlrel iklimin de etkisiyle
kendi kiiltlrel ve dini pratiklerini gelistirmis olduguna dikkat cekilmistir.
Ayrica calismada, Ozellikle Orta Asya bolgesinde Sovyetler Birligi’nin
hakimiyeti sonrasinda Yahudilerin biyiik bir bélimiiniin ekonomik, kiiltiirel
ve dini sebeplerle Orta Asya bolgesinden baska bélgelere gog ettigi dile
getirilmistir.

Rawan Alaeddin ve Tuna Batuhan, “Hatay-Antakya’da Yasayan Suriyeli
Nifusun Sosyal Uyumunun Olciilmesi” baslikli calismada, Tiirkiye’de en
yogun Suriyeli niifusa sahip olan sehirlerden biri olan Hatay-Antakya’daki
sosyal uyumun genel durumunu ortaya koymayr amaglamistir. Nicel
arastirma yonteminin benimsendigi calismada sosyal uyumu 6lgmek
amaciyla esit sayida Tiirk ve Suriyeli katiimciya anket uygulanmistir. Hatay-
Antakya 6rneginde Suriyelilerin sosyal uyum sorununu irdeleyerek, Suriyeli
varligini toplumsal boyutlariyla dogru anlamak ve karsilasilan sorunlara
dogru ¢ozlimler lretebilmenin gerekliligine vurgu yapilan galismada Tirk
ve Suriyelilerin birbirlerine yénelik algilari hakkinda énemli bulgular elde
edilerek literatiire katki saglanmaya gahsiimistir.

“Suriyeli Miiltecilere Uygulanan Ayrimci-Dislayici Twitlerin Bert Modeli ile
Siniflandiriimasi” baslikli calismada Engin Karaman, Suriyeliler temasinin
Tirk halkinda uyandirdigi imaji  ayrimcilik-6tekilestirme  baglaminda
siniflandirmayr amaglamistir. Analiz icin gerekli olan verileri Twitter adli
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sosyal agdan toplayan Karaman, elde ettigi verilerden model olusturma
asamasinda ise donistiriict (transformer) mimarisini kullanan BERT
modeli tercih edilmistir. Tilrkiye’de miiltecilerin bas aktér olarak
konumlandinldigi iki vaka Uzerine paylasiimis olan twitlerin incelenmesi
sonucunda llkemizde muiltecilere yonelik olumsuz duygu ve tutumlarin
endise verici bir diizeyde oldugu sonucuna ulasiimustir.

Son olarak dergimizin bu sayisinda Ali Sar’nin yazmis oldugu “Yemen’de
Osmanlr-ingiliz  Simir  Gériismeleri  Golgesinde  Yapilan  Anlasma:
Dean(Yemen) [’tilafndmesi ve Osmanli Matbuat” baslikli calisma yer
almaktadir. Sari, Osmanl Devleti’nin 6zellikle son dénemlerinde birtakim
yerel isyanlarla karsi karsiya kaldigini, bu isyanlardan birinin de Yemen’de
baslayan imam Yahya isyani oldugunu dile getirmistir. Bu calismada 1911
yilinda imzalanan, bazi gizli maddeleri oldugu 6ne siiriilen ve tarihte Dean
(Yemen) Anlasmasi olarak bilinen belgenin Osmanl Matbuat’’nda nasil ele
alindigini tarihsel belgeler 151§inda irdelenmistir.

well as on immigration phenomenon with its political, social and
economical dimensions.

The international the Journal of Middle East and Migration Studies,
published twice a year in June and December by Kilis 7 Aralik University
Postgraduate Education Institute, is scanned in the EBSCO Host database.
In addition, we hope that our journal is to reach most prestigious standards
and achieve success in the coming issues, on the coattails of the efforts of
the scientists who contributed to our journal and the favor shown by you,
our esteemed readers. There are a total of 7 research articles in current
issue of the Journal of Middle East and Migration Studies.

In the study titled “Social Exclusion of Women Refugees in Public
Imagination: Underrepresentation and Depersonalisation”, Miizeyyen
Pandir deals with news images covering Syrian women refugees and how
representation practices used inimages position women refugees and how
these representation practices work towards the social exclusion of
women refugees. In this study, in which content analysis and visual analysis
methods were applied, four Turkish newspapers with the highest
circulation in 2015 were examined.

In the article titled "The Causes of Afghan Immigration to Turkey: A
Sociological Perspective" by Jafar Poya, the reasons for the mass migration
from Afghanistan to Turkey in the last few years have been sociologically
evaluated. Inthe study, which draws attention to the fact that Afghans are
the second largest (im)migrant and asylum seeker group in Turkey after
Syrian immigrants, migration from Afghanistan to Turkey has been
evaluated within the framework of push-pull theory, which examines, in
depth, the advantages and disadvantages that cause migration.
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In the article titled “Factors Affecting the Vocational Choices of Migrant
Syrian High Schoolers” written by Mustafa Dogan Karacoskun and Mehmet
Ates, it is aimed to obtain information about the professions the high
school students who migrated from Syria to Turkey prefer, and the reasons
behind these preferences and to reveal the related findings. In the study,
in which field findings were evaluated within the framework of Social
Learning Theory, it was determined that the factors such as gender, field
of interest, social environment, role model, job opportunity, had a
significant impact on Syrian high schoolers' choice of profession, and this
conclusion contributed to the literature.

In the study titled "History of Central Asian Jews", Mehmet Erkan Killioglu
examined the status of the Jews who immigrated to the Central Asian
region in the historical process. In the study, it was pointed out that the
Jews who immigrated to the Central Asian region geographically
developed their own cultural and religious practices with the influence of
the cultural climate prevailing in the region, unlike the Jews who
immigrated to other parts of the world. In addition, it is stated in the study
that after the domination of the Soviet Union, especially in the Central
Asian region, a large part of the Jews immigrated from the Central Asian
region to other regions for economic, cultural and religious reasons.

Rawan Alaeddin and Tuna Batuhan, in his study titled ""Measuring the Social
Cohesion of the Syrian Population Living in Hatay-Antakya", aimed to
reveal the context of social cohesion in Hatay-Antakya, one of the cities
with the highest Syrian population in Turkey. In the study, in which the
quantitative research method was adopted, a questionnaire was applied to
an equal number of Turkish and Syrian participants in order to measure
social cohesion. By examining the social cohesion problem of Syrians in the
case of Hatay-Antakya, the study emphasized the necessity of
understanding the Syrian existence correctly with its social dimensions and
producing correct solutions to the problems encountered, and it was tried
to contribute to the literature by obtaining important findings about the
perceptions of Turks and Syrians towards one another.

In the study titled "Classification of Discriminatory-Exclusionary Tweets
Posted on Syrian Refugees with the Bert Model", Engin Karaman aimed to
classify the image of the Syrians in the context of discrimination-othering.
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Karaman, who collected the data required for analysis from the social
network Twitter, preferred the BERT model, which uses the transformer
architecture, in the process of creating a model from the data he obtained.
As a result of the analysis of the tweets posted on two cases in which the
refugees in Turkey are positioned to had played the chief part, it has been
concluded that the negative emotions and attitudes towards refugees in
our country are at an alarming level.

Finally, in this issue of our magazine, there is a study titled "The Agreement
Made in Yemen under the Shadow of the Ottoman-British Border
Negotiations: Dean (Yemen) Agreement and the Ottoman Press" by Ali
Sar1. Sari stated that the Ottoman Empire faced with some local rebellions
especially in the last period, and one of these rebellions was the Imam
Yahya Rebellion that started in Yemen. In this study, how the document,
known as the Dean (Yemen) Agreement, which was signed in 1911 and
claimed to have some secret articles, was handled in the Ottoman Press
was examined in the light of historical documents.

We would like to thank our authors who contributed with their articles to
the publication of the new issue of the Journal of Middle East and
Migration Studies, our referees who delivered their opinions, and the
academicians who contributed to the publication of our journal, and we

hope that these studies will bear fruit for our valuable readers.
