Gazetecilik
alaninda basat akademik ¢alismalari olan Prof. Dr. Siileyman iRVAN, Prof. Dr. Omer OZER,
fotografcilik denilince akademik anlamda ilk akla gelen isimlerden Prof. Dr. Simber ATAY,
Turkiye’de ekslibris basta olmak Gizere gorsel iletisimi literatiirel anlamda hem akademik hem de
kurumsal anlamda temsil eden Prof. Dr. Hasip PEKTAS, sinema ve Tirkiye’de kamusal iletisim
anlaminda calismalariyla éne cikan Prof. Dr. Serdar OZTURK ve uluslararasi anlamda medya
etnografisi izerine arastirmalari olmasinin yani sira 6nemli bir hikdyeci olan Dog. Dr. Hakan
ERGUL de ulusal anlamda dergimize deger katan isimler oldu.

Dergideki ilk makale, Firat Osmanogullar’’nin Kutlug Ataman’in Karanlik Sular filmini Kantgl
felsefenin temel kavramlarindan biri olan yiice kavrami lizerinden okudugu makale. Seyircinin
konumunu, filmde yaratilan yiice atmosferle iliskilendiren Osmanogullari, filmi etkileyici kilan
temel unsurun da burada yattigini bizlere betimlemektedir. Cansu Gedik Arisoy’a ait olan ikinci
makale, Giddens’in yapilasma teorisi ekseninde, sosyal medya basta olmak lzere internet
kullanicilarinin  dijital ayak izlerinin tlketim kiltirid eksenli nasil  degerlendirildigini
tartismaktadir. Mahmut Enes Agca’nin kaleme aldigi liclinci makalede de risk iletisimini AFAD’In
sosyal medya hesaplarindan nasil yonettigi irdelenmektedir. Fotograf ile yazin arasindaki
iliskiselligi makalesinde tartisan Dilara Sentiirk, bir metin olarak fotograf ve yazinin yogun bir
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etkilesim icinde oldugunu ve metinlerarasi bir karsiliklilik iliskisi gelistigini aktarmaktadir. Yelda
Senkal’in ingilizce olarak yazdigi besinci makale ise 291 Universite dgrencisiyle gerceklestirdigi
anket calismasina yaslaniyor. Ogrencilerin reklama karsi tutumlarini inceleyen makalede, bir
deger olarak reklamlara geng izleyicilerin bakisina dair énemli veriler sunulmakta. Zeynep
Ozcan’a ait altinci makale, saghk iletisimi acisindan énemli bir konuya egiliyor. Ozcan
makalesinde, sosyal medya fenomeni doktorlarin Instagram gonderilerini incelemekte ve
popilerliklerini saglayan paylasimlarindaki anlatilara odaklanmakta. Murat Ozdemir’in yazdig
yedinci ve son makale, Giddens ve Bourdieu sosyolojisi Gzerinden sosyal aglari tartismakta.

Even though such disasters seem to have taken place in a certain region, they cause
a long recovery and economic and social consequences that have effects throughout the
country at the same rate. Therefore, we convey our condolences and best wishes to all our
citizens, especially those directly affected by the earthquake.

On the other hand, this issue of our journal comes out with a new editor and a different team. |
would like to express my gratitude to my colleague Assoc. Prof. Dr. Pelin Erdal Aytekin and her
team for bringing the journal to this day with devotion. Especially for making the
transition process positive with their friendly and naive support.

In this issue, very important national and international names joined our scientific committee.
Some of the international names: One of the most important names in the political economy of
the media, Prof. Emeritus Graham MURDOCK; one of the creators of Agenda Setting Theory,
Prof. Emeritus Maxwell McCOMBS; the most important name in Cultivation Theory after
Gerbner is Prof. Emeritus Michael MORGAN; known especially for his book Understanding
Media Cultures in Turkey, Prof. Dr. Nick STEVENSON. The names that add value to our journal
in the national sense are as follows: Having prominent academic studies in the field of
journalism, Prof. Dr. Siileyman IRVAN, Prof. Dr. Omer OZER; one of the first names that come
to mind when it comes to photography, Prof. Dr. Simber ATAY; representing visual
communication, especially ex-libris, in Turkey both academically and institutionally, Prof. Dr.
Hasip PEKTAS; standing out with his studies in cinema and public space and communication
in Turkey, Prof. Dr. Serdar OZTURK; and an important storyteller in addition to his research
on media ethnography in the international sense, Assoc. Dr. Hakan ERGUL.

The first article in the issue is the one in which Firat Osmanogullari reads Kutlug Ataman's film
Dark Waters on the concept of the sublime, which is one of the basic concepts of Kantian
philosophy. Osmanogullari, who associates the position of the audience with the sublime
atmosphere created in the film, depicts us that the main element that makes the film
impressive lies here. The second article by Cansu Gedik Arisoy discusses how the digital
footprints of internet users, especially social media, are evaluated on the axis of consumption
culture, in the axis of
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Giddens's Structuration Theory. The third article written by Mahmut Enes Adca also examines
how AFAD manages risk communication from its social media accounts. Discussing the relation
between photography and literature in her article, Dilara Sentiirk states that photography and
writing as a text are in an intense interaction and an intertextual reciprocity relationship
develops. The fifth article by Yelda Senkal, written in English, is based on a survey she conducted
with 291 university students. The article, which examines students' attitudes towards
advertising, presents important data on the young audience's view of advertisements as a value.
The sixth article by Zeynep Ozcan focuses on an important issue in terms of health
communication. In her article, Ozcan examines the Instagram posts of social media phenomenon
doctors and focuses on the narratives in their shares that provide their popularity. The seventh
and last article by Murat Ozdemir discusses social networks through the sociology of Giddens
and Bourdieu.

In this issue of our journal, we include two interviews. The first of these is Atakan Baspehlivan's
interview with Prof. Dr. Omer Ozer, focusing on the culture of media and violence. Prof. Dr. Ozer's
handling of violence in a broad sociological dimension and giving place to prominent names in
the literature on the subject serve as a guide for those studying in the field. The other interview
is Irem Aydin's interview with Prof. Dr. Simber Atay. Focusing on the ethical context of
visualization/recording in disasters such as war and earthquake, the interview contains
important findings.

We hope that our new issue, published after a tragic disaster, will contribute to the field of
communication. For this reason, we say "hello" to you with our new team, albeit sadly. Our
biggest goal is to make our journal an important part of the increasing quality of communication
literature, especially with new indexes.

We would like to thank our valuable writers and readers who contributed to our journal; we wish
everyone happy reading.
