The next article ‘The Appearance of
Turkish Grammatical Evidentials in Fictional Narratives and Their Translation into
English: The Case of “My Name is Red’ is by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Melike Uziim, Prof.
Dr. Nurettin Demir, and Kadim Polat. This article is based on the novel ‘My Name
is Red’ where Turkish grammatical evidentials and their literary and dictionary equ-
ivalents and translations along with the strategies for transferring the content of the-
se Turkish evidentials into English are examined. Prof Dr. Mehmet Aca discusses
whether we can read the stories in Kitab-1 Dedem Korkut from a matriarchal basis
in his article titled ‘Reading the Kitdb-1 Dedem Qorqut Narratives on the Basis of
Matriarchal Social Order’. In his article titled ‘Analysis of the Storys Opponent in
Terms of Conditionality in the Sample of Billur Késchk Fairy Tales and Grimm's
Fairy Tales’ Mehmet Akif Duman focuses on the permeability of the fairy characters
and examines them under the constructs of ‘conditionally good’ and ‘conditionally
evil’. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nazire Erbay discovers and examines the commonalities per-
taining to how women are seen in the masnavi ‘Rapunzel and Hursid {i Ferahsad’ in
her article titled ‘From the Oral Culture to the Written Woman s Island/Tower Cap-
tivity: Rapunzel, Maiden's Tower, Hursid ii Ferahsad’. In his article titled ‘Theater
in Erzurum from the Past to the Present Along the Axis of City — Memory - Art’,
Biinyamin Aydemir discusses the place and function of theatre in a city’s identity
while shining the spotlight on the history of theatre in Erzurum. On the other hand,
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Macit Balik goes after the problem of author reality and focuses on
the process of story creation based on the past, rural, boredom, and depression in his
article titled ‘Gossip of Spare Times: Memory, Province and Boredom in Stories of
Cemil Kavukcu’. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Erhan Solmaz and his doctoral student Muharrem
Feratan discuss the similarities and differences of sword dances seen throughout
Anatolia in their article titled ‘Turkish Sword Dances’. In his article titled ‘Cana-
ries and Their Role in Late Ottoman Cultural Life’, Umit Akagiindiiz examines the
place the canary hold throughout the history of mankind and evaluates the status the
canary had in the late Ottoman culture and everyday life. Mehmet Yiicesoy, Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Sevim Sen, and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yavuz Sen discuss the traditional qualities
and how globalization influences the music culture of Mardin in their article titled
‘The Past and Present of Mardin's Music from Traditional to Globalization.’

Gtlilhanim Bihter Yektin discusses a variety of sociological problems in her artic-
le titled ‘Physican’s Prose Writings as a Pathographic Discourse in the Context of
Sociological Literary Criticism: Andrey Shlyahov'’s Clinic S..." which are mirrored
in Slyahov’s work where the Russian medical world is portrayed through the eyes
of a physician. Assist. Prof. Dr. Birsel Sagiroglu analyzes the idea of ‘absence’ aro-
und Satre’s concepts of ‘estrangment’, ‘self-existence’, ‘being for self’, and ‘being
for others’ in her article titled ‘A Discussion of the Glorification of Absence and the
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Objectificaiton of the Self: Adem Kasidesi’. Also, in her article titled ‘/mage of the
Abject and Grotesque Woman in Tante Rosa by Sevgi Soysal and Sexing the Cherry
by Jeanette Winterson’ Assist. Prof. Dr. Emine Sentlirk discusses how body image
is described in both works within Kristeva’s disgusting and Bahtin’s grotesque con-
ceptual framework.

In Assist. Prof. Dr. Berkay Ustiin’s article titled ‘Speculative Fiction and Pattern
Recognition: Narrative Models for a Retrained Intuition’ he discusses how science
fiction and speculative fiction are borrowed from the information technology field,
the historical meaning of pattern recognition, and how a conceptualization of socie-
tal intuition is used to express this by providing examples verifying how this is done
via using media theory.

In the article titled ‘The Otherness in Kamila Shamsie’s Home Fire’ Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Fatma Kalpakli examine the concept of otherness and discusses the problem of
global citizenship.

Dr. Halit Alkan focuses on the concept of ‘context” and examines how the poet
manipulates key linguistic features to create meaning and stylistic effects in his ar-
ticle titled ‘A Stylistic Approach to Thomas Champion’s There is a Garden in Her
Face’.

In their article Poleng Motifs in Balinese Women's Clothing, Arya Pageh Wiba-
wa, Imam Santosa, Setiawan Sabana, and Achmad Haldani Destiarmand examine
the meaning and representation of the poleng motif in Balinese women’s clothing.

In his article titled ‘Gerontocratic Structure in Turks and Its Appearance in the
Oghuz Khan Epic’ Dr. Hasan Savas examines the gerontocratic structure and how
this structure is reflected in the Oghuz Khan Epic via using oral historical methodo-
logies.

Assist. Prof. Dr. Ozak Ustuk and Prof. Dr. Yasemin Ozcan Géniilal’s article titled
‘A Mountain Village of Izmir: An Ethnohistorical Study of Yamanlar and the Yaman-
lar Yuruks’ provides an ethnohistorical description of the Yamanlar Village based on
the oral transmission of history.

Prof. Dr. Serpil Aygiin Cengiz and Dilek Isler Hayirli discuss the autoethnog-
raphy and narratives from their interview with Carolyn Ellis and Arthur Bochner.

In his book review, Dr. Kazim Tolga Giirel presents Raymond Williams’s book
titled Culture.
