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Degerli Arastirmacilar ve Okuyucular

Ayetler ve hadisler birlik beraberlik ve dayanisma icerisinde olmanin zaruretine, yani
‘Ummet’ olmanin gerekliligine bircok acidan yer vermektedir. S6z konusu nasslari kusatici
mabhiyette olan ‘Medine Vesikasl’ bu itibarla son derece dnemlidir. Medine Vesikasi, Hz.
Peygamber’in (sav), Mekke’den Medine’ye hicretinden sonra Medine’de kurulan islam
Devleti'nin anayasasi mesabesinde olmak Uzere yazdirdigi mukavelendmedir. Bu
vesikanin baglayiciigi konusunda higbir ihtilaf yoktur. Zamanin sartlari ¢ercevesinde
bircok maddeye yer veren, ancak mahiyeti itibariyle evrensel kaideleri barindiran Medine
Vesikasi ‘Ummet Fikhin’ ortaya koymakta; Ummet olmanin somut adimlarini tesis
etmektedir.

Bugiiniin tim Mislimanlarina da seslenen, Ummet-i Muhammed’in (sav) her bir
parcasinin digerlerine karsi tasidigi sorumluluklari belirleyen kanunlardan bazilari
sunlardir:

v' “Mi’minler, agir mali mesuliyetler altinda bulunan hicbir Mi’mini yalniz
birakmayacaktir/birakamaz.”

v' “Hicbir MU’ min, diger bir M{’'min aleyhinde antlasma
yapmayacaktir/yapamaz.”

v' “Takva sahibi Mi’minler, kendilerine saldiran, planlar kuran, ciirim,
dismanlik yahut da fesat ¢ikarma kasti tastyan kimselere hep birlikte karsi
koyacaktir/koymalidir. Bu kimse onlardan birinin evladi bile olsa hepsinin eli
onun aleyhine kalkacaktir/kalkmalidir.”

v" “Hicbir MU’min, bir kafir icin bir Mi’mini 8ldirmeyecektir/éldiiremez.”

v' “Hicbir MU{’'min, diger bir Mi{’min aleyhine hicbir kafire yardim
etmeyecektir/edemez.”

v “Allah’in himayesi tektir; Mi’minlerin en ehemmiyetsizlerinden birinin
himayesi, onlarin hepsi icin hilkim ifade edecektir. Zira Mi’minler diger
insanlardan ayri olarak birbirlerinin kardesidirler.”

v' “Mi’'minlerin himayesi tektir. Hicbir Mi’min Allah yolunda cikilan harpte,
diger Mu’'minleri harig tutarak bir sulh antlasmasi yapmayacaktir/yapamaz.
Bu sulh yapilacaksa ancak Mi’minlerin tamamini kapsayacak sekilde ve
adalet Gizere yapilacaktir/yapilmahdir.” {Medine Vesikasi}

Bu vesileyle Burdur ilahiyat Dergisi’nin bu sayisi israil'in Gazze’deki Universitelere,
okullara, hastanelere, milteci kamplarina, evlere, camilere ve kiliselere diizenledigi vahsi,
barbar, insanlk ve hukuk disi saldirilari nedeniyle hayatini kaybeden bilim insanlari,
ogrenciler, saglk calisanlari, din adamlari, gazeteciler, bebekler, ¢cocuklar ve masum
sivillere ithaf edilmistir. israil’in iki milyondan fazla Gazzeliyi evlerinden ve topraklarindan
siirglin etmek istemesi insanlik disidir. israil'in uluslararasi hukuka, insan hak ve
hiirriyetlerine aykirilik iceren tiim isgal ve saldirilari sugtur. Bu nedenle israil savas ve
soykirim suglarindan yargilanmalidir.
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Dear Researchers and Readers

Verses and hadiths give place to the necessity of being in unity and solidarity, that is, the
necessity of being an ‘Ummah’ in many aspects. The ‘Medina Charter’, which
encompasses the aforementioned nasses, is extremely important in this respect. The
Madinah Charter is a contract dictated by the Prophet to be the constitution of the
Islamic State established in Medina after his migration from Mecca to Medina. There is
no dispute about the binding nature of this document. The Medina Charter, which
includes many articles within the framework of the conditions of the time, but contains
universal principles in terms of its nature, reveals the ‘Ummah Figh’; It establishes the
concrete steps of being an Ummah.

Some of the laws that also address all Muslims of today and determine the responsibilities
of each part of the Ummah of Muhammad (peace be upon him) towards others are as
follows:

v" “The believers will not/can not leave any believer alone who is under
heavy financial responsibilities.”

v" “No believer shall make a covenant against another believer.”

v" “The believers of Taqwa will/should stand together against anyone who
attacks them, who plots against them, who intends to cause offence,
enmity or mischief. Even if he is the son of one of them, all of them
will/should raise their hands against him.”

v" “No believer shall kill a believer for a disbeliever.”

“No believer shall help a disbeliever against another believer.”

v" “The protection of Allah is one; the protection of one of the least of the
Believers will be valid for all of them. For the believers are each other’s
brothers apart from other people.”

v' “The protection of the believers is one. No believer will/can make a

peace treaty excluding other believers in the war in the way of Allah. If

a peace is to be made, it must be made in a way that includes all the

believers and in justice." {Medina Charter}
