Ge¢mis sayilarimizda
oldugu gibi bu sayimizda yer verdigimiz makaleler tarafimiza gelis tarihleri
esas alinarak degerlendirme ve yayin stireclerine dahil edilmistir. Hakem stireci
oncesi intihal tarama programina sokulan calismalar, kor hakemlik uygulanarak,
arastirma konusu hakkinda uzman en az iki hakem tarafindan incelenmistir.

47. sayimizda da agirlikli olarak 20. ytizyilda Turkiye’de ve Diinya’da
yasanan siyasi, askeri, sosyo-ekonomik ve uluslararasi iliskileriigine alan bilimsel
calismalara yer verdik. Bosna Hersek basininda Jon Tiirk algisi, II. Mesrutiyet
donemi Edirne’si ile Birinci Diinya Savasi sonrasi Ortadogu’da yasananlari
icine alan eserlerin yani sira Kurtulus Savasi yillarinda Tirkiye’ye gelen Seyh
Senusi'nin faaliyetleri ile savas sonrasi Yunanistan’da yasanan siyasi gelismelere
yer veren bir arastirma yer verdigimiz calismalar arasindadir. Imzalanmasinin
100. Y1l dontimiinde, Lozan baris gortismeleri sirasinda Fransiz kamuoyunda yer
alan tartismalara bu sayimizda yer vermek bizim icin anlamliydi. Cumhuriyet’in
ilan edildigi donemde niifusun 6nemli bir bolimii kirsalda yasiyordu ve bu
nedenle tizerinde 6nemle durulan konularin basinda tarim politikalar1 gelmisti.
Bu 6nemi bir kez daha ortaya koyan ve Cumhuriyet'in ilk yillarinda tarim
politikalarinin farkli yonlerine 1s1k tutan iki ayri calisma bu sayimizda yer aliyor.
Turk siyasi tarihinde yeri olan Rauf Orbay’in biiytikelcilik yillar1 ile tizerinde
cok kalem oynatilmayan Tiirkiye'nin Kuzey Afrika tilkeleri ile olan iliskilerini
ortaya koyan calismalar, uluslararasi iliskiler alaninda bilim diinyasina degerli
katkilar sunuyor. Ikinci Diinya Savasi sonrast Tiirkiye’de yasanan cok partili
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hayata gecis stireci ile birlikte genel ve yerel siyasetin, kentlesme stirecine olan
etkilerini ¢ok yonlii ortaya koyan arastirma bu saymuzda yer verdigimiz bir
baska degerli calismadir. Ayrica arastirma makalelerinin yani sira iki tane kitap
tanitim yazisina da sayfalarimizi agtik.

Bu sayimizin bilim diinyasi ile bulusmasinda hakem olarak katki sunan
ve calismalarini bizimle paylasarak bize deger katan kiymetli bilim insanlarimiz
ile dergimizin yayin stirecinde emegi gecenlere tesekkiir ediyor, keyifli okumalar
diliyorum.

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EDITOR’S NOTE

We are happy to share the 47th Issue (2023/Fall) of the Journal of
Modern Turkish History Studies with the scientific world. With this issue, our
magazine has started to be published only electronically and to carry out all its
editorial processes through DergiPark (https://dergipark.org.tr/tr/pub/cttad
). It is important for researchers who want to include their work in our journal
to send their work to us via DergiPark and then follow their evaluation process
on this platform. As in our previous issues, the articles we included in this issue
were included in the evaluation and publication processes based on their date of
arrival. The studies, which were included in the plagiarism screening program
before the referee process, were examined by at least two referees who are
experts on the research subject, using blind peer review.

In our 47th issue, we mainly included scientific studies covering the
political, military, socio-economic and international relations in Turkey and the
world in the 20th century. Perception of Young Turks in the press of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, II. Among the works we include are works covering Edirne during
the Constitutional Monarchy period and the events in the Middle East after the
First World War, as well as a research on the activities of Sheikh Sanusi, who came
to Turkey during the War of Independence, and the political developments in
post-war Greece. It was meaningful for us to include in this issue the discussions
that took place in the French public during the Lausanne peace talks, on the
100th anniversary of the signing. At the time when the Republic was declared, a
significant part of the population lived in rural areas, and therefore agricultural
policies were one of the most important issues. Two separate studies that reveal
this importance once again and shed light on different aspects of agricultural
policies in the first years of the Republic are included in this issue. Studies
revealing the ambassadorship years of Rauf Orbay, who has a place in Turkish
political history, and Turkey’s relations with North African countries, which are
not much talked about, offer valuable contributions to the scientific world in
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the field of international relations. The research, which reveals the multifaceted
effects of general and local politics on the urbanization process along with the
transition to multi-party life in Turkey after the Second World War, is another
valuable study we include in this issue. In addition to research articles, we also
opened our pages to two book reviews.

I would like to thank our valuable scientists who contributed to the
meeting of this issue with the scientific world as referees and who added value to
us by sharing their studies with us, and those who contributed to the publication
process of our journal, and I wish you a pleasant reading.
