118. saymmizin ilk makalesinde halkbiliminde yenilik¢i ¢aligsmalartyla bi-
linen Sacide Cobanoglu, halk felsefesine yonelerek etik kodlarin olumsuz
doniisiimiini kiiltlirel boyutta degerlendirmekte. Youtube eglence kiiltiiriiniin
cocuklar tlizerindeki etkisini arastiran Deniz Elif Yavalar ve Cilem Tugba
Kog, ¢ocuklarin degisen mizah anlayisinin, oyun kiiltiiriinlin kiiresel ticari
markalarin ve eglence unsurlarinin olumsuz tesiri altinda kalmasini ele alarak
¢oziim Onerileri getirmekteler. Ekrem Erdem Tekbasan, kiiltiir turizmi,
miizik turizmi, eglence turizmi gibi tanimlamalarla adlandirilan gezi siiregleri
icerisinde baz1 gezi mekanlarinin, ritiielistik denebilecek derecede kutsallag-
mas1 ve de kiiltiirel tiiketim olgusu haline doniismesini irdelemekte.

Veysel Sahin, Necip Fazil Kisakiirek siiri 6zelinde yol kronotopunun
imge ve gorilingiilerinden hareketle siirin anlatim ve anlamlandirma mesele-
sine egilmekte. “Ayfer Tun¢’un Kuru Kiz Adli Romaninda Beden Sorun-
sali” ve “Susan Vreeland’in Artemisia’nin Cilesi Romaninda Artemisia
Ikonografisi” konulu makaleler, kadin sorunlarinin edebiyat ve sanattaki
goriimlerini sorgulamakta. flkin Gulusoy, Azerbaycan atasozlerinde aile ve
toplumsal cinsiyet rollerine dair arastirmasinda ataerkiye elestirel bir yakla-
sim sergilemekte.

Duygu Ozakin, Rus folklorunda kadin bash kus imgelerinin yaratimi-
nin tarihi siireci, dogu kiiltiiriiyle etkilesimi ve siirdeki sembolik islevlerini
ele almakta. Folklor iirtinlerine yapilan acik gondermeler ve kurulan metin-
lerarasi iligkilerin modernite olgusunu inga eden ve onun yoniinii belirleyen
hakim giiglere cesitli elestiriler yonelttigini vurgulamakta. Ayse Tarhan,
“Osmanli’da Resmi Bir Poetika Kurumu Re’isii’s-Su’ara Miiessesesi:
Temsilcileri ve Prensipleri” lizerine yiiriittigli arastirma ile Reisli’s-suara
Miiessesesinin, Tiirk edebiyatinin ilk edebi toplulugu oldugunu ileri stirmek-
te. Erdem Sarikaya, manzum Bahtiyar-namelerle sinirlandirdig: arastirma-
sinda Pir Mahmid b. Pir Ali ile Omer’in mesnevi nazim sekliyle kaleme al-
diklar1 eserlerde kullandiklar1 masal unsurlarini karsilastirmakta. Niishalar1
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hala el yazmasi halinde kiitiiphanelerde arastirmacilarin ilgisini bekleyen
Bahtiyar-namelere dikkat cekmekte.

Erman Kacar ve Ayabek Bainiyazov, Ural Batir destaninin bagkahra-
mani1 Ural’1n tiircli ve insanmerkezci sdylemi diglayan reflekslerini ve ¢evreci
egilimlerini Braidotti’nin posthiimanist tartismalara eklemledigi hayvan-olus
(becoming-animal) ve diinya-olus (becoming-world) kavramlar ile birlikte
okumaktalar. Ekozofik bir kahraman olarak ele aldiklar1 Ural’in biyolojik bi-
cimcilikten uzak, bios’la birlikte zoe ve jeo varliklar1 da ¢agiran ve boylelik-
le tiirler aras1 bir diinya-olus ag1 kurabilen kapasitesini posthiimanist kuram
lizerinden tartismaya agmaktalar. Alp Eren Demirkaya, Tatar edebiyati or-
neklerini biyopolitik okumaya tabi tutarak kolhozlar ve kamplarin iktidarin
bedenle iliskisini agi8a ¢ikaran en somut mekanlar oldugunu ileri siirmekte.

Esma Sonmez Oz, Tahar Ben Jelloun’un Gitmek adli romanimi Olusum-
sal Yapisalci yontemle incelemekte. Burak Kurubas ve Mehmet Goniil,
fasil miizigi kiiltiiriiniin goriildiigii yorelerin miizik icrast uygulamalarina, bu
yorelerde icra edilen pesrevlerin form 6zelliklerine, icra ortamlar1 ve yoresel
niteliklerine odaklanmakta.

Bunun yani sira 118. sayidan itibaren Yayin-Medya editorlerimiz arasinda
Prof. Dr. Hande Birkalan Gedik’in yer almasi dergimiz i¢in sevindirici bir
gelisme olmustur. Editorlerimizin belirledikleri kitap tanitim yazisi dlgiitleri-
ne Ornek teskil eden Hande Birkalan Gedik hocamizin kaleme aldig1 tanitim
yazist Jenny White’in yazdigi ve Ergiin Giindiiz’lin resimledigi grafik roman
Turkish Kaleidoscope: Fractured Lives in a Time of Violence adl1 eseri konu
almakta.

This issue
includes thirteen research articles, one review article, and one book review.
In addition to submissions within the thematic domains of folklore, literature,
and anthropology, we endeavor to incorporate perspectives from diverse dis-
ciplines that intersect with these fields, albeit to a limited extent.

In the first article of our 118th issue, Sacide Cobanoglu, renowned for
her innovative contributions to folklore studies, delves into folk philosophy,
critically assessing the ethical codes’ negative transformations within a cul-
tural context.

Deniz Elif Yavalar and Cilem Tugba Kog¢ explore the influence of Yo-
uTube entertainment culture on children, proposing remedies to address
the evolving sense of humor and play culture shaped by global commercial
brands and entertainment motifs.

Ekrem Erdem Tekbasan examines the process where certain travel des-
tinations within journeys labeled as cultural tourism, music tourism, enterta-
inment tourism, and similar denominations become highly sanctified to the
extent of being termed ritualistic, and he scrutinizes their transformation into
a phenomenon of cultural consumption.

Veysel Sahin concentrates on the narrative and semiotic aspects of poetry,
particularly elucidating the imagery and phenomena associated with the road
chronotope in the poetry of Necip Fazil Kisakiirek.

Two articles, namely “Body Problems in Ayfer Tunc¢’s novel Kuru Kiz”
and “Artemisia Iconography in Susan Vreeland’s novel Artemisia’s Or-
deal” scrutinize the portrayal of women’s issues in literature and art.

Tlkin Gulusoy adopts a critical stance towards patriarchy, examining fa-
mily dynamics and gender roles depicted in Azerbaijani proverbs.

Duygu Ozakin examines the historical process of the creation of bird-
headed woman images in Russian folklore, their interaction with Eastern
culture, and their symbolic functions in poetry. She highlights how explicit
references to folklore products and established intertextual relationships cri-
tique various dominant powers that construct modernity and determine its
direction.

Ayse Tarhan’s article, “Re’isii’s-Su’ara Institution in Ottoman Poe-
tics: Representatives and Principles” posits the Reisli’s-su’ara Institution
as a seminal literary society within Turkish literature.

Erdem Sarikaya conducts a comparative analysis within his research fo-
cused on the verse Bahtiyar-names, juxtaposing the fairy tale elements emp-
loyed by Pir Mahmiid b. Pir Ali and Omer in their masnavi verse compositi-
ons, shedding light on the overlooked Bahtiyar-names manuscripts awaiting
scholarly attention in libraries.

Erman Kacar and Ayabek Bainiyazov scrutinize the reflexes and en-
vironmentalist inclinations of Ural, the central figure in the Ural Batir epic,
employing Braidotti’s notions of becoming-animal and becoming-world in-
tegrated into posthumanist discourse. They explore Ural’s role as an ecosop-
hical protagonist, distancing from biological determinism, by evoking zoe
and geo entities alongside bios, thereby establishing an interspecies network
of becoming-world through a posthumanist lens. Alp Eren Demirkaya app-
lies a biopolitical interpretation to select examples from Tatar literature, con-
tending that kolkhozes and camps epitomize concrete spaces that elucidate
power dynamics vis-a-vis the corporeal.

Esma Sénmez Oz employs the Genetic-Structuralist approach to dissect
Tahar Ben Jelloun’s novel Gitmek. Burak Kurubas and Mehmet Goniil del-
ve into the performance practices of fasil music culture regions, scrutinizing
the formal attributes of the pesrevs rendered therein, their performance set-
tings, and indigenous characteristics.

Furthermore, the inclusion of Prof. Dr. Hande Birkalan Gedik among
our Publication-Media editors starting from issue 118 has been a gratifying
development for our journal. An example of the criteria set forth by our edi-
tors for book review articles, the promotional piece authored by Hande Bir-
kalan Gedik, focuses on the graphic novel Turkish Kaleidoscope: Fractured
Lives in a Time of Violence, written by Jenny White and illustrated by Ergiin
Glindiiz.

We extend our best wishes to all our readers for a rewarding reading ex-
perience across this diverse array of articles.
