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Turkish Journal of Middle East Studies presents our new issue in our 11th year. In
this issue, we present six English and one Turkish research articles, and three book
reviews. This issue includes innovative and analytical studies on different countries
of the Middle East. Our first article is “Determinants of Leader Visits: A Review and
Future Directions in Scholarship written by Ali Balci. This study focuses on the
existing scholarly literature on leader visits and offers innovative suggestions on
developing this emerging field.

The second article of this issue is “Does Leadership Matter? Ahmadinejad, Rouhani,
and the Change in Iranian Foreign Policy written by Cagla Liileci Sula. This study
analyses the effects of the leadership styles and personality traits of Iran's two
presidents, Ahmadinejad and Rouhani, on Iranian foreign policy decisions. The
third article, “’Co-Radicalization’: A Scientific Lens Proposal to Understand the
Social Movements in Turkey by Metin Koca and Ayhan Kaya, examines the concept
of co-radicalization in violent and non-violent terms and the potential effects of this
term on Turkey and the Middle East.

In the fourth article of this issue, Fadi Zatari and Omar Fili, in their study “One
Universal Civilization: Superiority and Eurocentric Conception of the Rest”, are
criticised for using Western civilisation as a synonym for the concept of
contemporary human civilisation, the history of colonialism, portraying Western
civilisation as singular and extraordinary and marginalising other civilisations. Our
fifth article is “The Sudan’s Incorporation into the Capitalist World-Economy
through Modern Cultivation and Trade of Cotton” written by Abdullah Muhsin
Yildiz. In this article, Yildiz evaluates the process of Sudan's integration into the
capitalist world economy, especially in the context of the Gezira Project, which was
established with a colonial mentality and based mainly on cotton production.

Our sixth article is titled “Tirkiye’s and the EU’s Coordinated and Divergent
Approaches to the 2011 Syrian Crisis” written by Yusuf Avar. In this research, Avar
comparatively discusses the approaches of Tiirkiye and the European Union on the
Syrian civil war and international crisis. The last research article of this issue is
“The Emergence and Development of the Iranian Women's Movement” written by
Rukiye Tinas and Esin Erginbas Tok. This article investigates the historical
emergence of the women's movement in Iran and its development towards a
feminist movement. After the historical background, the struggle regarding the role
and status of women during the Iranian Islamic Revolution and the leadership of
Khomeini was examined by dividing it into four periods.

This issue also includes three book reviews. In the first book review, Ayse Hazar
reviewed the book titled “Challenging the US Hegemony: The Quest for Autonomy
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in Turkish Foreign Policy (1964-75)". In the second book review, Ahmet Kayhan
Yildiz evaluated the book “Politics of Change in Iran: The Struggle for Reform in the
Khatami Era” and in the last book review, Emre Ozgiir analysed the book "Iraq:
Power, Institutions and Identities".

Bu sayimizin ikinci makalesi Cagla Liileci Sula tarafindan yazilan “Liderlik Onemli
mi? Ahmadinejad, Ruhani ve iran Dis Politikasinin Degisimi” makalesidir. Bu
calismada Iran’in iki cumhurbaskani, Ahmadinejad ve Rouhani’nin liderlik tarzlar
ve kisilik ézelliklerinin iran dis politika kararlarina etkilerini analiz edilmektedir.
Uciincii makale olan Metin Koca ve Ayhan Kaya'min “Es-Radikallesme’:
Tiirkiye'deki Toplumsal Hareketleri Anlamak I¢in Bilimsel Bir Mercek Onerisi”
makalesinde siddet iceren ve icermeyen terimlerle es radikallesme kavrami ve bu
terimin Tirkiye ve Ortadogu’ya yonelik potansiyel etkileri incelenmektedir.

Bu sayimizin doérdiincii makalesinde Fadi Zatari ve Omar Fili “Tek Medeniyet:
Avrupa Merkezli Evrenselcilik ve Geri Kalanin Otekilestirilmesi” calismasinda Bati
medeniyetinin ¢agdas insan uygarligl kavramiyla esanlamli olarak kullanilmasi,
somiirgeciligin tarihi, Bati medeniyetinin tekil ve olaganiistii olarak gosterilmesi ve
diger medeniyetleri Otekilestirmesi nedenleriyle elestirilmektedir. Besinci
makalemiz Abdullah Muhsin Yildiz tarafindan yazilan “Sudan Pamugunun Modern
Tekniklerle Yetistirilmesi ve Ticareti Yoluyla Kapitalist Diinya-Ekonomisine
Eklemlenmesi”. Bu makalede Yildiz, Sudan'in kapitalist diinya ekonomisine entegre
olma siirecini, 6zellikle kolonyal zihniyetle kurulan ve agirlikli olarak pamuk
iiretimine dayanan Gezira Projesi 6zelinde degerlendirmektedir.

Altina makalemiz “Tiirkiye ve AB’nin 2011 Suriye Krizine Benzer ve Farkli
Yaklasimlar1” baslikli Yusuf Avar tarafindan yazilan calismadir. Bu arastirmada
Avar, Tirkiye ve Avrupa Birligi'nin Suriye i¢ savasina ve uluslararasi krizine
yaklasimlarini karsilastirmali sekilde tartismaktadir. Bu sayimizin son arastirma
makalesi Rukiye Tinas ve Esin Erginbas Tok tarafindan yazilan “Iran Kadin
Hareketi'nin Ortaya Cikisi ve Gelisimi”dir. Bu makale Iran’da kadin hareketinin
tarihsel diizlemde ortaya cikisini ve feminist bir harekete dogru gelisimini
arastirmaktadir. Tarihsel arka plandan sonra iran islam Devrimi ve Humeyni
liderligindeki donemde kadinin rolii ve statiisiine iliskin miicadele dért doneme
ayrilarak incelenmistir.
