savasin panoramasini ortaya koymayr amaglamistir. Calismada Zahide Tuba
Kor’un kitabinda yer alan 35 réportajdan hareketle Suriye’den ayrilmak
zorunda kalan farkll statiideki bireylerin deneyimleri alt bashklara
indirgenerek derinlemesine analiz edilmistir.

ve Rus Carligr gibi dénemin &nde gelen giiglerinin Ortadogu bélgesine
yonelik izledikleri dis politika adimlarina deginilmistir.

Arastirmacilar, bu  programin  uygulama  siirecini
degerlendirmek amaciyla SUYE Program’nmin uygulayicsi  olarak
yabancilara egitim veren 6 egiticiyle derinlemesine goériisme
gerceklestirmislerdir.  Arastrma  neticesinde  SUYE  Programi’nin
siginmacilarin  yasamlarini kolaylastirdigi, Tirkiye’de yasama dair bilgi
seviyelerini arttirdigl, programin uyum ve tek basina is yapabilme
konusunda faydali oldugu ve programin cesitli etkinlikler ve olasi
paydaslarin aktif katilimi ile daha yaygin ve etkin bir bigimde uygulanmasi
gerektigi tespit edilmistir.

Dear Scholars,

We are pleased to present the latest edition of the "Middle East and
Migration" journal, the official publication of the Institute of Graduate
Studies of Kilis 7 Aralik University, published biannually in June and
December. Our aim is to expand the reach of scholarly research on
migration and the Middle East, and we are proud to be indexed in the
EBSCO Host database.

In this issue, we feature four research articles and one book review. Betiil
Dogan and Ipek Agcadag Celik contribute significantly to migration
literature by examining the presence of literary works from diverse
researchers across different times and regions. Their study, titled “Female
Migrant in Nasrullah's Novel TuyQr Eyl{l,” offers an in-depth analysis of Imil{
Nasrullah’s novel Tuylr EylQl (Eyldl Kugslan), highlighting the thematic
portrayal of female migration.

Fatih Solmaz, in his article “Content Analysis of the Book Panorama of a
War: ‘Regime War and Migration in Syria on Salt and Stone’,” provides a
comprehensive overview of the Syrian civil war through the lens of Zahide
Tuba Kor’s book. Solmaz meticulously examines the experiences of
displaced individuals, categorizing them based on 35 interviews presented
in the book, thereby offering valuable insights into the human aspects of

the conflict.

Serdar Cukur’s study, “The Effect of Regional Domination Struggles on the
International System in the 19th Century,” explores the impact of 19th-
century power struggles on the international system, particularly in the
Middle East. Dividing his analysis into two main sections, Cukur details the
formation and evolution of the contemporary international system and
examines the foreign policy initiatives of major powers such as Britain,
France, and the Russian Tsardom towards the Middle East.

Ali Unli and Oguzhan Yildiz, in their research titled “Evaluation of Social
Cohesion and Life Education Program According to Trainers’ Views: The
Case of Kiitahya Province,” assess the implementation of the Social
Cohesion and Life Education Program (SUYE) in public education facilities



in Kitahya. Through in-depth interviews with six program trainers, the
study reveals that the SUYE Program significantly enhances the lives of
asylum seekers, providing them with deeper insights into Turkish culture
and improving their adaptability and self-sufficiency. The authors suggest
that the program could be further improved and expanded with the
inclusion of diverse activities and active stakeholder involvement.

Additionally, this edition includes a review by Yusuf Dogru of the book
“Migration and Culture: An Interdisciplinary Approach,” edited by Mehmet
Ali Kirman and ilbey Délek. This review offers critical perspectives on the
interdisciplinary approaches to migration and culture.

We extend our heartfelt gratitude to the authors for their invaluable
contributions, the referees for their insightful reviews, and the scholars
who have supported our journal. We hope our esteemed readers will find
these studies enlightening and thought-provoking.
