DERGININ KAPSAMI VE YAYIN iLKELERI

TUBA-AR dergisi ilke olarak, dénem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmadan
arkeoloji ve arkeoloji ile baglantili tiim alanlarda yapilan yeni aragtirma, yorum,
degerlendirme ve yontemleri kapsamaktadir. Dergi arkeoloji alaninda yeni
yapilan caligmalara yer vermenin yant sira, bir bilim akademisi yayin organi
olarak, arkeoloji ile baglantili olmak kosuluyla, sosyal bilimlerin tiim uzmanlik
alanlarma agiktir; bu alanlarda gelisen yeni yorum, yaklasim, analizlere yer veren
bir forum olusturma islevini de yiiklenmistir.

Dergi, arkeoloji ile ilgili yeni ac¢ilimlar1 kapsamli olarak ele almak icin belirli
bir konuya odaklanmis yazilar1 “dosya” seklinde kapsamina alabilir; bu amagla
cagrili yazarlarin katkisinin istenmesi ya da bu baglamda gelen istekler Yayin
Kurulu tarafindan degerlendirir. Kazi ve ylizey arastirmalari da dahil olmak {izere,
yeni yorum ve agilim getirmeyen, yalnizca malzeme tanitimi igeren, 6n rapor
niteligindeki yazilar dergi kapsaminin disindadir. Kiiltiir tarihi agisindan 6nemli
bir yenilik getiren 6énemli buluntular “haber” olarak dergiye kabul edilebilir.
Yazarlar dergiye makale gonderdiklerinde, s6z konusu yazinin daha 6nce, ¢eviri
olarak bile baska bir yerde yayimlanmadigini ya da yayimlanmak iizere bir baska
dergiye gonderilmemis oldugunu kabul etmis sayilirlar.

TUBA-AR is an international peer-reviewed journal published biannually by the
Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA). The decisions regarding editorial policy,
scope and content of the journal is taken by the Editorial Board that determined
by the Turkish Academy of Sciences Council.

COVERAGE AND PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES OF THE JOURNAL

Principally, the TUBA-AR journal covers all recent studies, comments,
evaluations, and methods in archaeology, and in adjacent areas related to
archaeology, without limitation to any periods or geographic regions. In addition
to studies carried out in the field of archaeology, as a publication organ of an
academy of science, the journal is open to all professional fields of the social
sciences, provided that they are related to archacology; it has also undertaken
the function to create a forum covering recent interpretations, approaches, and
analyses developing in these fields.

The journal may feature writings focused on a specific subject as a “file” in order
to comprehensively cover new initiatives related to archaeology; and to this end,
the Editorial Board decides whether contributions of invited writers are required,
or evaluates any requests received in that context. Articles that do not introduce
new interpretations and initiatives, but are rather in the form of a preliminary
report containing only introductions to materials, including archaeological
excavations and surface researches, are out of the scope of the journal. Important
findings introducing significant innovations in terms of the cultural history can be
accepted as pieces of “news”. When writers send articles to the journal, they are
deemed to have agreed and undertaken that the article in question has not been
published in any other journal, including its translations into any languages, and
that it has not been submitted to any other journal for publication, including its
translations.

Eski medeniyetlere iliskin bilginin en 6nemli paylasim kanallarindan birisi olan dergimiz TUBA-AR’1n 34. sayisini
sizlerle paylasmaktan mutluluk duyuyoruz. Insanlar tarih boyunca bilgiyi kesfetmek, anlamak ve paylasmak icin
6zel bir caba sarf etmistir. “Biliyorsaniz sizindir” s6zii, bilginin bireysel bir gii¢c oldugunu vurgularken, “bilgi
paylastik¢a gelisir ve ¢cogalir” ifadesi, bu giiclin toplum i¢in ne kadar 6nemli oldugunu anlatir.

Bu sayida, zengin tarihsel mirasimizin farkli yonlerini ele alan gesitli makaleler bulacaksiniz. Saymin ilk makalesi,
Dogu Anadolu ve Kafkasya arasindaki iligskiyi gostermesi agisindan ayr1 bir 6neme sahip olan Tumbul Tepe ¢anak
¢omlek buluntulari, Ge¢ Kalkolitik Kiiltiirii ile es anlamli hale gelen Sioni kiiltiirinden bahsederken, farkliliklart
ve benzerlikleri ortaya koymaktadir. Ikinci makalede ise Hitit ¢ivi yazili metinlerinde gegen Luhapiya gérevlileri
konusunda yeniden bir degerlendirme yapilmistir. Bu metinlerde bahsedilen 6zel kiyafetlere sahip “hapiya” adi
verilen bir grubun birden fazla kiilt gérevi oldugundan, dini ritiiellerinden ve ayinlerinden s6z edilmektedir.

Seyitdmer Hoyligli'nii ele alan makalede ise Erken Tung Cagi ve Orta Tung Cagi arasindaki toplamda 750 yillik
bir donemi kapsayan kerpi¢ yap1 malzemeleri konusunda yapilan arkeometrik analizler ve karsilastirmalar ile bu
malzemelerin maruz kaldiklar1 kosullara yonelik ayrintili bir ¢alisma anlatilmistir.

Kizilirmak Havzasi’nda, Nevsehir’de bulunan Topakli Hoytik teki pisirme kaplarini ele alan yazida, kaplara detayli
olarak deginilmis ve Demir Cagi’ndaki siyasi degisikliklere ragmen yaklasik 700 yil boyunca higbir degisiklik
gostermeden kullanilmaya devam ettikleri vurgulanmistir. Van’da ele gecen Anzaf tableti {izerine yazilan makale
olduke¢a dikkat ¢ekicidir. Makalede, tabletin muhtemelen 15 kisilik bir Urartu muhafiz birligine “dagitilan” 392
ok, 13 yay ve 1 mizrak gibi silah miktarlarini ve yiiksek riitbeli askerlerin hiyerarsik bir diizen i¢inde yer aldig1
anlatilmistir. Bu sayimizda dikkat ¢eken bir diger makale ise, Quintus Curtius’un kaleme aldig1 “Biiyiik iskender’in
yash Iskit elcisi ile diyalogunu” igeren incelemedir.

Karadeniz’in en 6nemli ticari limanina sahip olan Sinop’ta ele gecen ve zengin bezemelere sahip mimari buluntulari
konu alan yazi, verdigi detayli bilgilerin yani sira Kuzey Anadolu yerel heykeltiraslik atdlyeleri ile giineydeki ana
atolyeler arasinda bir iligkinin olabilecegini isaret etmektedir. Roma cam esyalar1 iginde 6zel {iretimleri arasinda
yer alan, Philadelphia nekrapol buluntusu Mitolojik Figiirlii Cam Bardak {izerine kaleme alinan makalede, bardak
ayirtili bir sekilde incelenmis ve gehre ithal yoldan gelen bu bardagin cenaze ritiieli ile ilgili olduguna deginilmistir.
Dergimizin son makalesi ise kadin heykelleri tizerinedir. Bu makale, Antik Kaystros Vadisi’nde Roma Dénemi’nde
yasayan yerel aristokratlar1 temsil eden soylu kadinlara ait heykellerin, tanrigalar1 temsil eden heykel tipleriyle
tasvir edildigini ortaya koymaktadir.

Dergimizin bu sayisina degerli makaleleri ile katki saglayan tiim bilim insanlarina, bu sayimnin hazirlanmasi ve
okuyuculara ulasmasinda biiylik emekleri olan, yayima hazirlanma stirecinde katkis1 bulunan tiim meslektaslarimiza
ve dergi ekibimize tesekkiir ederiz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

We are delighted to share with you the 34th issue of our journal TUBA-AR, one of the most important channels
for sharing knowledge about ancient civilizations. Throughout history, people have made a special effort to
discover, understand, and share knowledge. The saying “If you know, it is yours” emphasizes that knowledge
is an individual power, while “knowledge develops and multiplies when shared” highlights how important this
power is for society.

In this issue, you will find various articles that explore different aspects of our rich historical heritage. The first
article in this issue, which holds special significance for demonstrating the relationship between Eastern Anato-
lia and the Caucasus, discusses the Tumbul Tepe pottery findings, highlighting the differences and similarities
with the Sioni culture, synonymous with the Late Chalcolithic Culture. The second article in the journal provides
a detailed re-evaluation of the Luhapiya officials mentioned in Hittite cuneiform sources. These texts mention
a group called “hapiya,” known for their special dressing and multiple cultic duties, detailing their religious
rituals and ceremonies. Another article presents a comprehensive study on the identification and archaeometric
analyses of mudbrick building materials from Seyitomer Hoyiik, covering a 750-year period between the Early
Bronze Age and the Middle Bronze Age, including comparisons and the conditions they were exposed to.

The article examining the cooking vessels at Topaklt Hoyiik in the Kizilirmak Basin, located in Nevsehir, pro-
vides a detailed analysis of these vessels, emphasizing that they continued to be used without any changes for
approximately 700 years despite the political shifts during the Iron Age. The article on the Anzaf tablet found in
Van is particularly noteworthy. It describes the allocation of weapons such as 392 arrows, 13 bows, and 1 spear,
likely distributed to a 15-man Urartian guard unit, highlighting the hierarchical organization of high-ranking
soldiers. Another remarkable article in this issue is the study on Quintus Curtius’ account of “Alexander the
Great’s dialogue with the elderly Scythian envoy.”

The article focusing on the richly decorated architectural findings discovered in Sinop, which has the most im-
portant commercial port on the Black Sea, provides detailed information and suggests a potential relationship
between the local sculpture workshops in Northern Anatolia and the main workshops in the south. Another ar-
ticle, which examines a Mythological Figure Glass Cup from the Philadelphia necropolis, a special production
among Roman glassware, offers a detailed analysis of the cup and mentions that it was imported into the city
and related to funeral rituals. The final article in our journal is about female statues. This study reveals that the
statues representing noble women, who were local aristocrats living in the Ancient Kaystros Valley during the
Roman period, were depicted in types that represent goddesses.

We extend our gratitude to all the scholars who contributed valuable articles to this issue of our journal, to our
colleagues who played a significant role in its preparation and publication, and to our journal team for their
efforts in bringing this issue to our readers.
