dokuz makaleye ve bir kitap incelemesine yer verdik.

Ilk makalede, Yeliz Kulali Martin ve Gaye Ash Sancar Demren, “yesil aklama” kavramini ve
stratejilerini ulus markalama ve ulusal itibar gergevesinde tartigmaktadir. Yumusak giice yonelik
cabalar baglaminda, Isve¢ markast H&M'in yesil aklama pratikleri nitel vaka analizi yéntemiyle
aragtirilarak elde edilen bulgular sunulmaktadur.

Ikinci makalede, Onur Giirel ve Celil Ugur Ozgéker, 2015 ile 2020 yillar1 arasinda yayinlanmus
olan Avrupa Komisyonu Yillik Aktivite Raporlarini inceleyerek diizensiz go¢ olgusunu tartigmaya
agmaktadir. AB’nin diizensiz go¢ politikasina iliskin gézlemler ve analizler, belirtilen periyot
tizerinden incelenmektedir.

Ugiincii makalede, Ugur Can Aymelek, Adalet Yiiriiyiisii'nii elestirel séylem analizi cercevesinde
irdelemektedir. Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi'nin resmi web sitesindeki yazili metinler baglaminda,
Adalet Yiirtiytisi'niin kamuoyu olusturma islevinin hangi politik elestirileri ve siiregleri kapsadig
tartigilmaktadir.

Dérdiincii makalede, Hiimeyra Ozturan ve Halil Ibrahim Isliyen, Ibn Riisd’iin diisiincesinde
yer bulan felsefe-din iligkisiyle Schelling’in diisiincesinde yer bulan felsefe-sanat iligkisini
kargilagtirmali bir analize tabi tutmaktadir. Her iki diigtiniir icin de bu kavramsal iligkilerin bir
tir gerilime kargihik geldigi vurgulanarak, bu gerilimler tartigmaya agilmaktadr.

Beginci makalede, Erman Kar, Aristoteles’in ve Platon’un “dostluk (philia)” kavrami kargilagtirmalt
bi¢imde incelemektedir. Sistemik ve etik baglamda yiiriitiilen tartiymada, dostluk kavraminin
insan yagsamindaki islevine odaklanilmaktadur.

Altinci makalede, Sema Cinar Alevli, kusak olgusunu, Mannheim ve Strauss&Howe tarafindan
kavramsallagtirildigs haliyle incelemekte ve giintimiizdeki kusak ¢alismalarini elestirel bi¢imde
tartigmaya dahil etmektedir. Bu ¢alisma ile, Tiirkiye'de kugak ¢aligmalarinin daha bilimsel ve
gercekgi bir zemine oturmasina katki saglamak amaglanmaktadr.

Yedinci makalede, Selami Mete Akbaba, yirminci yiizyilin bagindan 1940’larin sonuna dek
gerceklesen kirsal kalkinma pratiklerini ve politikalarini incelemektedir. Bilhassa erken
Cumhuriyet Dénemi ve modernlesme siireci bakimindan 6nem tagiyan kirsal kalkinma olgusu;
ideoloji, iitopya ve pratik cercevesinde tartigilmaktadir.

Sekizinci makalede, Ayda Bektas, on dokuzuncu yiizyihn sonlarindan itibaren Osmanli biinyesinde
sefir ve sehbender olarak gorevlendirilen diplomatlarin atamalarindaki belirleyici unsurlar
incelemektedir. Makalede, Cumhurbagkanligi Osmanli Arsivi tizerinde ¢alisilarak elde edilen
bulgular dogrultusunda Osmanli Hariciyesinin doniisiimii analiz edilmektedir.

Dokuzuncu makalede, Sinan Cakar, II. Mahmud’un son ve en uzun yurtigi gezisi olan Rumeli
seyahatini, amaglari ve etkileri bakimindan irdelemektedir. Bu seyahatin devlet meseleleriyle
yakindan ilgilenme amaciyla gerceklestirilmis olusu ve siirecteki detaylar1 vurgulanmistir.



Son olarak, kitap incelemesinde, Nihat Efe Dokumaci, “Dijital Beseri Bilimler ve Osmanl
Caligmalar1” adli derleme kitabi incelemektedir ve Osmanh Tarihi ¢caligmalarina alternatif bakig
agilar1 ve yontemler 6neren bu ¢aligmanin 6nemini vurgulamaktadur.

Editor’s Note

As of May 2024, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its eighteenth issue.
As we have done so far, we have also tried to preserve our interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary
spirit and approach in this issue. It includes nine articles from the disciplines of Political Science,
International Relations, Philosophy, Sociology, and History, and a book review written by experts

in the field.

In the first article, Yeliz Kulali Martin and Gaye Asli Sancar Demren discuss the concept and
strategies of “greenwashing” within the framework of nation branding and national reputation.
In the context of efforts towards soft power, the greenwashing practices of the Swedish brand
H&M are investigated using the qualitative case analysis method and the findings are presented.

In the second article, Onur Giirel and Celil Ugur Ozgoker discuss the phenomenon of irregular
migration in the context of examining the European Commission Annual Activity Reports
published between 2015 and 2020. Observations and analyzes regarding the EU’s irregular
migration policy are examined regarding the specified period.

In the third article, Ugur Can Aymelek examines the March for Justice within the framework
of critical discourse analysis. In the context of the written texts on the official website of the
Republican People’s Party, it is discussed which political criticisms and processes the March for
Justice involves in terms of its function of the public opinion.

In the fourth article, Hiimeyra Ozturan and Halil Ibrahim Isliyen conduct a comparative analysis
of the philosophy-religion relationship found in Ibn Rushd’s thought and the philosophy-art
relationship found in Schelling’s thought. By emphasizing that these conceptual relations
correspond to a kind of tension for both thinkers, these tensions are opened for discussion in
the article.

In the fifth article, Erman Kar examines Aristotle’s and Plato’s concept of “friendship (philia)” in
a comparative manner. The discussion, carried out in a systematic and ethical analyses, focuses
on the function of the concept of friendship in human life.

In the sixth article, Sema Cinar Alevli examines phenomenon of generation as conceptualized
by Mannheim and Strauss & Howe, and critically includes current generation studies in the
discussion. It is aimed to contribute to the establishment of generation studies in Turkey on a
more scientific and realistic basis.

In the seventh article, Selami Mete Akbaba examines rural development practices and policies in
Tirkiye from the beginning of the twentieth century to the end of the 1940s. The phenomenon
of rural development, which is especially important for the early Republican Period and the
modernization process, is discussed within the framework of ideology, utopia, and practice.

In the eighth article, Ayda Bektas examines the determining factors in the appointment of
diplomats appointed as ambassadors and consuls within the Ottoman Empire since the late
nineteenth century. In the article, the transformation of the Ottoman Ministry of Foreign Affairs
is analyzed in line with the findings obtained by studying the Presidency Ottoman Archives.

In the ninth article, Sinan Cakur, examines II. Mahmud’s Rumelia trip, that is the last and longest
domestic trip of the Sultan, in terms of its aims and effects. The fact that this trip was carried



out for the purpose of closely dealing with state issues of the time and the details of the process
were emphasized.

Finally, in the book review, Nihat Efe Dokumaci examines the compilation book “Digital
Humanities and Ottoman Studies” and emphasizes the importance of this study, which proposes
alternative perspectives and methods to Ottoman History studies.

Within our endeavor to be included in the national and international indexes, we punctiliously
examine the articles sent to our journal and strictly follow the peer-review process. Our journal
has been indexed in ULAKBIM since 2019. I would like to thank all the referees for their
invaluable contributions that put the quality of our journal over the top with their valuable advice,
as well as Dr. Uygar Aydemir, Vice Editor Dr. Elif Kurtulus, and the research assistants Salih
Bilgin, Cemal Cem Anarat, Bengi Cakmak, Dogan Demirkiran, Deniz Atacan, and Beril Sercem
Sengiil as the Publication Board.
