As the first issue (13th issue) of the Ethnomusicology Journal, which has entered
its 7th year, starts the year with a free theme, I would like to share with you on behalf
of the journal management the joy I feel from receiving many article submissions.
Unfortunately, despite all our efforts, the fact that we are still not included in the
TR index makes our authors think a little while submitting articles to the journal.
We would like to thank our readers for making us realize that sharing information is
essential and that this unpleasant situation has not prevented our journal articles from
being read and downloaded during the 7-year period, which I interpret as a result of
not being affiliated with an official institution. I would like to state that we wish to
reach many more years with our authors, referees, editorial board and of course our re-
aders by underlining our motto of research and publishing, which I can summarize as
using and presenting information at thresholds such as understanding and explaining
the world, the people and creatures of the world, organizing life, building the future,
and realizing that information is not used to manage, oppress and create a space of do-
mination, but is shared, and that during this sharing, information has a much wider
perspective than the time period we live in.

Our first issue of the 7th year, 13th in total (if we do not count our two special
issues), this time featured 5 research articles and a book review that were deemed sui-
table for publication after a long and rigorous peer-review process. In our issue, which
emerged as a reflection of the broad perspective of the discipline of ethnomusicology,
we have brought our readers another issue in which we will witness the coming toget-
her of the disciplines of musicology, ethnomusicology, sound recording technologies,
sociology, anthropology and history.

FEYZAN GOHER BALCIN’s article titled Sound Hole Decorations in
Instruments - Rosettes: Rosettes / Cages and Ring Forms is based on his
interview notes in Abakan / Khakassia and Yakutsk and Maya / Saha Yeri (Yakutia),
regions where she has been conducting field research for many years, as well as his
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interview notes in Antwerp Vleeshuis Music Museum, Antwerp Royal Museum of
Fine Arts, Antwerp Mayer van den Bergh Museum, Brussels Musical Instruments
Museum, Azerbaijan State Museum of Music Culture, Hermitage Museum, The re-
sults of his observations in Kazakhstan Thlas Folk Music Instruments Museum, Ka-
zakhstan Girls Pedagogical University Museum, Louvre Museum, Athens Institute
of Ethnomusicology, Yakutsk Music Folklore Museum and instrument workshops are
included in our journal as a comprehensive orgonological study in which she exami-
nes the sound hole usage patterns on the instrument in a cross-cultural perspective in
a technical and cultural context.

CUNEYT ARSLAN, on the other hand, in his research article on Nasip Hanim,
one of the famous sazende and singers of the period, which sets an example for fe-
minist musicology and ethnomusicology writing, reminds us of a Woman mausic
artisan of Gypsy origin: Nasip Hanim. While Nasip, who is introduced under
her own name, is not mentioned in the music community as much as Mehmet (her
brother), the fact that she was one of the first musicians to be recorded with the help of
recording technology in the 19th century, as understood from the almost non-existent
sources written about her, gives us an idea about her musicianship skills. However,
despite this, in the article, in which we realize that Nasip Hanim, like many of her
fellow musicians, could not be found in a magazine, a catalogue or a concert program,
while suggesting that her Gypsy identity was an important factor in her musicianship
skills, the fact that she was a woman musician of the period leads us to believe that her
Gypsy identity was quite overridden. The author, who also includes the expression
“music trades”, uses this expression in connection with the fact that Ms. Nasip was a
sought-after name in the music market. I would like to thank the author for making
us remember another woman musician who has remained on the dusty shelves.

The article titled A Review on the Sound Quality of Streaming Seruvi-
ces: Do Music Consumers Get What They Pay For? is signed by MUSTAFA
KEMAL OZTURK and TAYLAN OZDEMIR. The signature is also the signature
of the fact that today’s forms of music consumption not only affect the forms of
production, but also reveal the jamming that listeners experience in accessing high
quality (high audio resolution) audio files. In the analysis of Apple music and Spo-
tify streaming platforms, and in the spectrum analysis of the audio files served in
premium packages that promise better sound quality, do they really deliver what is
promised? You can find the answer to this question in the article.

The article titled A Methodology Proposal for the Evaluation and Gra-
ding of 3D Audio Qualities is a final report prepared by LAGIN SAHIN and
CAN KARADOGAN after a meticulous examination. This time, three-dimensional
audio qualities are tested in the listening phase through the parameters of importan-
ce, intelligibility (textual) and recognizability (auditory), and the article proposes a
methodology. The methodology called Semantic Differential Scale is the basis of the
article.
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The Dynamism of Erotic Representation in Music: “Eroticized” The
author of the article titled “Looking at the Erotic Object” is TUMAY
KALKAN. Based on Bataille’s approach to eroticism, the author focuses on the erotic
object in artistic depictions and how eroticism is processed in music. The article, whi-
ch focuses on how the erotic takes place in music and how it is perceived, beyond the
erotic representation in art, brings us an approach that is rarely discussed.

In our Book Review section, MEHMET ALISAN BUDAK discussed Allen For-
te’s book ‘Listening to Classic American Popular Songs’. The book focuses
on the World War I and World War II influences on pre-1950 American popular
music, but the most important part of the book is how analysis methods are applied
on popular music. Thanks to our author for introducing Allen Forte to some of us
and reminding some of us, as well as witnessing the ways of analyzing popular music
with the book review, which includes harmonic and formal analysis of the songs with
Schenkerian analysis.
