Malezya Uluslararasi islam Universitesi'nde ¢alismalarini
strdiiren arastirmaci Zeynep ARMUTLU nun “Fethi Melkawi’de Bilgi Entegrasyonu Metodolo-
jisi: Endiiktif ve Analitik Calisma” isimli ¢alismasi bize hem Fethi Melkawi’yi hem de onun bilgi
metodolojisi cercevesinde Islam ahlakinin 6nemli donelerini tanitiyor.

(Ghazawat Al-Nabi) In Yahya B. Adam’s (D.A.H. 203 /A.D. 818) Kitab Al-Haraj And Their Sources,”
provides further insight into the presence of Sirah material in works belonging to different dis-
ciplines. This study, which contributes to understanding the nature of Sirah narratives in tax law
books, will hopefully continue to enlighten our intellectual world with further examples in the
future. The third article, by Dr. Idris Sami SUMER, titled “The Importance of the “Obey/Imitate”
Commands Given to the Prophet in Terms of Character Education in the Qur'an” examines the
Qur’anic commands of obedience and adherence to the Prophet Muhammad and, through him, to
all believers. Lastly, the article by researcher Zeynep ARMUTLU from the University of Malaysia,
titled “Lllow £3) anl dulys (gl o die b rall LSWl £nge” Introduces us to both Fathi Melkawi and
the significant elements of Islamic ethics within his methodology of knowledge. We hope that
this issue of the Journal of Sirah Studies, along with its valuable articles, will contribute meaning-
fully to the academic discourse.
