kiiresel riskler karsisinda 6ngoriilebilir gelecek saglamaktan yoksun diinya sistemi nedeniyle de
“belirsizlikler ¢ag1” olarak adlandiriliyor. Bilgi ve hakikat ekseninde yapilan “bilgi cag1” ve “hakikat
Otesi ¢ag” gibi adlandirmalar, bir yandan giiniimiiz diinyasinda bilgiyi elde etme, isleme ve aktar-
manin artan dnemini ortaya koyuyor, 6te yandan tahrif edilen nesnel gergekligin yikict sonuclarini
gozler oniine seriyor. “Dijital ¢ag”, “hiz ¢ag1” ve “bilgi diizensizligi ¢cag1” gibi diger tanimlamalar,
kokli degisim ve doniistimleri isaret ederek dikkatleri hizli ve yiiksek tempolu bilgi akisinin bera-
berinde getirdigi tehlikelere yoneltiyor.

Stiphesiz tiim bu tanimlamalarin —ve eklenebilecek digerlerinin- ayni ¢agi tasvir etmesi, kiiresel
Ol¢ekte toplumsal ve siyasi imalar barindiriyor. Nitekim gliniimiiz diinyasinda hizla anlamlandiril-
masi ve yonetilmesi gereken dontisiimsel gerceklikler ve meydan okumalar, ardi ardina miicadele
alanlart agiyor. Bu miicadelede iletisim siireclerinin dogru yonetilmesi hayati dnem arz etmeye,
iletisimin stirecteki rolil ve etkisi artmaya devam ediyor.

Bulgu-
lar sosyal medyanin dezenformasyon kampanyalarindaki roli ve etkisine iliskin alanyazina kosut
sonugclar ortaya koymustur.

Terms such as
the “information age’ and “post-truth age” along the lines of information and truth, on the one
hand, highlight the growing importance of obtaining, processing, and conveying information
in today’s world, and on the other hand, underscore the destructive consequences of distorted
objective reality. Other terms, such as “the digital age,” “the age of speed,” and “the age of
information disorder,” point to profound changes and transformations and draw attention to
the dangers associated with the rapid and fast-paced flow of information.

Undoubtedly, the fact that all these terms—and others that could be added—depict the same
era carries significant social and political implications on a global scale. Indeed, transformative
realities and challenges of today’s world, which must be swiftly comprehended and addressed,
give rise to new areas of struggle one after the other. The proper management of communication
processes in this struggle is essential, and the role and significance of communication in the
process continue to expand.

The 13th issue of the Communication and Diplomacy Journal consists of 8 articles.

In his article titled “The Use of Platform X as a Tool in The Fight Against Disinformation in The
Context of Perception Management: The Case of The Center for Combating Disinformation,”
Omer Faruk Ozgiir aims to identify the strategic approach employed by the Centre for Combating
Disinformation, established within the Directorate of Communications of the Republic of
Tiirkiye, to combat disinformation specific to Platform X. It was found that a significant portion
(64 per cent) of the disinformation content reported by the Centre for Combating Disinformation
(DMM) was disseminated through social media platforms. The findings align with the literature
on the role and impact of social media in disinformation campaigns.

Ismail Caglans article titled “Digitalization Against Monopolization: Polyphony in Turkish
News Media” examines the impact of digitalisation on polyphony in the media along the
lines of monopolisation and oligopolisation debates in the Turkish media. Digitalisation has
paved the way for significant changes in the media. With the advent of digital platforms, a
significant opportunity has emerged for alternative media sources to make their voices heard.
Digitalisation has led to a more pluralistic media environment in Tiirkiye, easing the pressure of
monopolisation on conventional media.

Atalay Bahar and Ebru Caymaz, in their study “Trend Analysis of Strategic Communication
from The Perspective of Nation Branding: The Journal of Communication and Diplomacy Case,”
employ the trend analysis method to analyse 12 issues of the Communication and Diplomacy
Journal published between 2013 and 2024 to demonstrate the strategic communication
perspective that the Directorate of Communications prioritises.
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Dursun Yilmaz, in his review article titled «Framing Analysis of the Palestine-Israel Conflict:
Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s Discourses at the UN General Assembly,” uses the media framing
theory to examine how President Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s remarks on the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict at the 79th Session of the United Nations General Assembly were covered by Western
media outlets with varying ideological and cultural contexts.

In his research article “Public Diplomacy as a Public Relations Tool in the Republican Era: A
Study on “Karadeniz: Seyr-i Tiirkiye” Documentary,” Hidir Polat examines the Black Sea Ferry
project through the lens of public diplomacy, utilising the documentary Karadeniz: Seyr-i
Tiirkiye as a case study.

The research article by Abraham Ename Minko, “International Collaboration and Diplomacy
in Disaster Management: Analyzing Tiirkiye’s Response to the 2023 Nigerian Floods,” aims to
illustrate the significance of collaboration in international disaster management by highlighting
Tiirkiye’s constructive role in addressing the disaster in Nigeria.

Biisra Selin Erdogan and Burak Erdogan’s research paper, titled “Russian Hard and Soft
Power Intersection: Akkuyu NPP Personnel Training Programs as an Example of Educational
Diplomacy” examines the Akkuyu NPP Personnel Training Programmes that Russia has been
executing in Tiirkiye since 2011, analysed from the perspective of educational diplomacy.

In the study entitled “New Media and Violence-Oriented Actions: Incel Movement and Online
Moderation Strategies,” Tugce Iyigiingdr addresses the phenomenon of online hate speech and
digital violence, using the “Incel Movement” as a case study of an extremist group, and studies
the online control strategies, legislation, and regulatory frameworks employed by various
countries to combat digital violence.

Aligned with President Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s emphasis on “communication mobilisation,” the
Directorate of Communications pursues its efforts to tackle contemporary challenges through
the implementation of “Tiirkiye’s Communication Model.” In this struggle that demands a
shared understanding and collective effort, we find the contributions of our scholars essential
and valuable, and we eagerly anticipate your current and original works in the ‘Palestine
Exclusive’ and the 14th issue, due for release in April 2025 and July 2025, respectively.
