Merhaba degerli okurlarimiz;

Doga, insanlik tarihinin hem ilham kaynagi hem de yasam
kaynagidir. Ancak, buglin gezegenimiz, benzeri goriilmemis cevresel
tehditlerle karsi karsiya ve insanlik tarihindeki en kritik esiklerden
birinden geciyor. iklim degisikligi nedeniyle eriyen buzullar,
kurakliklarla azalan su kaynaklari, yok olan ormanlar ve hizla
tiikenen biyolojik cesitlilik, yalnizca dogal dengeleri degil, insanligin
gelecegini de tehdit ediyor. Bu gidisati durdurmak, yalnizca bir tercih
degil, nesiller arasi bir sorumluluk ve ahlaki bir zorunluluktur.

JENAS olarak, cevreyi koruma c¢abasinin bilimin rehberliginde,
duyarl bir toplumsal déntigiimle mimkiin olduguna inaniyoruz. Bu
sayimizda, ekosistem restorasyonunun ince detaylarindan, déngusel
ekonomiyle sirdurilebilir Gretim modellerine; iklim adaletinin
derinliklerinden, vyenilik¢i yesil teknolojilere kadar genis bir
perspektifle ele aldigimiz calismalari sizlere sunuyoruz. Amacimiz,
dogayla uyum iginde bir yasami mimkin kilacak bilgi ve fikirleri bir
araya getirerek, cevrenin hak ettigi Ozeni gormesine katki
saglamaktir.

Bu armagan sayimiz, Prof. Dr. Nesrin Algan’a armagan olarak
hazirlanmis olup, icerisinde 15 degerli makaleye yer verilmistir.

Bu sayimizin ilk galismasi, Engin CAR ve Ayhan AKYOL'UN kaleme
aldigi “Orman Yanginlari Yonetimi ve Organizasyonu igin Bir Model
Onerisi” baslikl arastirma makalesidir. Makalede, orman
yanginlarinin gevresel ve ekonomik agidan ciddi zararlara yol
acabilen 6nemli dogal afetler arasinda yer aldigi vurgulanmakta ve
bu afetlerle miicadelede yonetim ve organizasyon sureglerinin kritik
onemi ele alinmaktadir. ikinci sirada Ayga Yesim CAGLAYAN ve
Adnan UZUN tarafindan hazirlanan “Gorsel Degerlendirmede
Goriintii Ozelliklerinin Algiya Etkisi” baslikli arastirma makalesi yer
almaktadir. Bu galismada peyzajin gorsel analizinde 1sik, derinlik,
cizgisel grafik analiz ve kompozisyon agisindan gorintu 6zelliklerinin
kullanici  tercihine etkileri incelenerek, fotograflarin gorsel
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Additionally, it evaluates the validity and usage of photographs as a
technique for visual simulation. The third one is an English research
article addresses authored by Gamze MERCAN and Zumrit VAROL
SELCUK and titled "The Transformation of Climate Justice: New
Approaches in Environmental Ethics and Human-Nature Relations."
This study aims to explore climate justice from the perspective of
environmental ethics. The fourth article, authored by Eray KARA, is
titled "Comparison of the Climate Regime Policies of the People's
Republic of China, the United States of America, and the European
Union." This study aims to evaluate the actions taken by these three
entities throughout the process, based on the assumption that their
collaborative and competitive policies will shape the future of the
climate regime. The fifth article, authored by Aygiin KARLI, is titled
"An Assessment of Sustainable Blue Economy and Marine
Governance Opportunities in Tiirkiye: A Ministerial Level Review."
This study examines Turkey's sustainable blue economy and marine
governance opportunities through a ministry-level analysis, assessing
existing policies for the conservation and effective management of
marine resources.

In sixth place, the research article entitled "Turkey's Policies and
Institutional Structure Regarding Climate Change" by Selcuk OZKAYA
is presented. The aim of this study is to assess Turkey's policies
regarding climate change and its institutional structure in the context
of climate justice. The seventh article in this issue is entitled
"Administration of Environmental Problems and Organization in
TRNC" by Deniz iSCIOGLU. This study examines the management of
environmental problems in the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus
and the organisational structures involved in combating these issues.
The eighth article in this issue is titled "An Interview with Nesrin
Algan on Environment at the Intersection of Bureaucracy, Academia
and Civil Society" It is written by Ozlem Sendeniz and is based on the
interview conducted with Prof. Dr. Nesrin Algan on October 19,2024
to honour her in this special issue. The study focuses on Algan's almost
40 years of experience in civil society and sheds light on the
differences between the ideal structure of civil society in the context
of environmental organisations and voluntary organisations and the
structures of civil society in Turkey. The ninth article in this issue is a
review article titled "Value-Added Agriculture, Circular Economy, and
Sustainable Development: Economic, Environmental and Social
Perspectives"," written by Giilay OZKAN. This study emphasises how
sustainable agricultural practises and the circular economy approach
strengthen the economic, environmental and social sustainability of
local businesses. The tenth article in this issue is entitled "The
Relationship between Green Supply Chain Management and
Environmental Performance: The Mediating Role of Green
Innovation"," written by Tayfun BASKOY and Derya OZTURK. This
study aims to investigate whether green innovation plays a mediating
role in the relationship between green supply chain management and
environmental performance. The eleventh article in this issue is a
review paper entitled "Gender and Environmental Security," written
by Muhammed Kasim KAVAK. Our journal approaches gender studies
from the perspective of environmental peace, and this paper, which
we have included in our scope, examines the historical and
philosophical relationship between women and nature by tracing the
various representations of this connection from the Neolithic period
to the present day. The twelfth article in our special issue is entitled
"Gender Equality in Turkey: The Gap between Legal Framework and
Implementation," written by Asmin KAVAS. This study examines
Turkey's performance in the area of gender equality as described in
the "World Bank's "Women, Business, and the Law 2023" report. The
thirteenth article in our issue is titled "Rural Landscape Character
Analysis in Cappadocia Antique Period Villages," written by Ahmet
Alperen DIKiCi and Esra OZHANCI. This study, which is based on the
relationship between rural heritage and landscape, sheds light on the
natural and cultural structures that have been formed and developed
over the millennia by different civilisations and societies on the
natural tuff and rock formations. It also discusses how traditional
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canlandirma teknigi olarak gecerliligi ve kullanimi irdelenmistir.

Dérdiinct sirada, Eray KARA tarafindan yazilan "Gin
Halk Cumhuriyeti, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri ve Avrupa Birligi’nin
iklim Rejimi Politikalarinin Karsilastirimasi” baslikli arastirma
makalesi yer almaktadir. Bu c¢alismada, g Ulkenin is birligi ve
rekabete  dayali politikalarinin  iklim  rejiminin  gelecegini
sekillendirecegi varsayimiyla, soz konusu Ulkelerin stre¢ boyunca
attigr adimlarin degerlendirilmesi amaglanmistir. Aygiin  KARLI
tarafindan yazilan "Tiirkiye’deki Siirdiiriilebilir Mavi Ekonomi ve
Deniz Yonetigsimi imkanlarinin Degerlendirilmesi: Bakanliklar
Diizeyinde Bir inceleme" baslikli arastirma makalesi besinci sirada
yer almaktadir. Calismada, Turkiye’deki surdirtlebilir mavi ekonomi
ve deniz yonetisimi olanaklari, bakanliklar diizeyinde bir incelemeye
tabi tutularak, deniz kaynaklarinin korunmasi ve etkin yonetimi igin
mevcut politikalar degerlendirilmistir.

Altinci sirada, Selguk OZKAYA tarafindan yazilan "Tiirkiye’nin iklim
Degisikligine Yonelik Politikalari ve Kurumsal Yapisi" bashkh
arastirma makalesi yer almaktadir. Calismada Turkiye'nin iklim
degisikligine iliskin politikalarinin ve kurumsal yapisinin iklim adaleti
kapsaminda degerlendirilmesi amaglanmistir. Yedinci sirada, Deniz
iSCIOGLU tarafindan kaleme alinan "KKTC’de Gevresel Sorunlarin
Yonetimi ve Orgiitlenme" baslikli makale yer almaktadir. Bu
¢alisma, Kuzey Kibris Tirk Cumhuriyeti'ndeki ¢evresel sorunlarin
yonetimi ve bu sorunlarla miicadeledeki 6rgiitlenme yapilari Gzerine
bir inceleme sunmaktadir. Sayimizin sekizinci sirasinda, “Biirokrasi,
Akademi ve Sivil Toplum Kesisiminde Cevre Hakkindan Cevrenin
Hakkina” baslikli olgu sunumu yer almaktadir. Bu galisma, Ozlem
Sendeniz tarafindan kaleme alinmis olup, armagan sayimizin ithaf
edildigi Prof. Dr. Nesrin Algan hocamizla 19 Ekim 2024 tarihinde
gergeklestirilen soylesi merkeze alinarak hazirlanmistir. Calismada,
Algan’in sivil toplumdaki yaklasik 40 yillik deneyimi, 6zelde gevre
orgutleri ve genelde gonilli orgltlenmeler baglaminda ideal bir sivil
toplum yapisinin Turkiye’deki sivil toplum orgutlenmeleriyle olan
farklari lizerinde durulmustur. Dokuzuncu sirada Giilay OZKAN
tarafindan bir derleme makale niteligi tasiyan “Katma Degerli Tarim,
Dongiisel Ekonomi ve Siirdiriilebilir Kalkinma: Ekonomik, Cevresel
ve Sosyal Perspektifler” baslkli calisma yer almaktadir. Calismada,
surdurilebilir tarim uygulamalari ve déngisel ekonomi yaklasiminin,
yerel isletmelerin ekonomik, gevresel ve sosyal strdirilebilirliklerini
nasil guglendirdigini vurgulanmaktadir. Onuncu sirada yer alan
arastirma makalemiz, Tayfun BASKOY ve Derya OZTURK tarafindan
yazilan “Yesil Tedarik Zinciri Yonetimi ve Cevresel Performans
Arasindaki iligki: Yesil inovasyonun Aracihik Etkisi” baslikli
galismadir. Calismada, yesil tedarik zinciri yonetimi ve cevresel
performans arasindaki iliskide vyesil inovasyonun aracilik roli
Ustlenip Ustlenmedigini ortaya koymak amaglanmistir. Sayimizin on
birinci siradaki galismasi, “Toplumsal Cinsiyet ve Cevresel Guvenlik”
basligiyla Muhammed Kasim KAVAK tarafindan yazilan derleme
makalesidir. Dergimiz toplumsal cinsiyet g¢alismalarini gevresel
baris olarak algilamakta oldugu icin kapsamimizda gordiigiimiiz ve
kabul ettigimiz bu ¢alisma, kadinlarin doga ile olan tarihsel ve felsefi
bagini incelemekte ve Neolitik donemden giinimize bu yakinligin
cesitli temsillerinin izini sirmektedir. Dergimizin armagan sayisinin
on ikinci sirasinda Asmin KAVAS tarafindan yazilan “Tiirkiye’de
Toplumsal Cinsiyet Esitligi: Yasal Cerceve ve Uygulama Arasindaki
Ugurum” baglikli arastirma makalesi yer almaktadir. Calismada,
“Diinya Bankasi’'nin Kadinlar, is Diinyasi ve Hukuk 2023” raporunda
Turkiye’'nin  kadin  erkek esitligi  konusundaki  performansi
incelenmektedir. Ahmet Alperen DIKiCi ve Esra OZHANCI tarafindan
hazirlanan “Kapadokya Antik Dénem Koylerinde Kirsal Peyzaj
Karakter incelemesi” baslikli arastirma makalesi sayimizin on
Uglincl sirasinda yer almakta ve kirsal miras-peyzaj iliskisi temelinde,
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building techniques have shaped the cultural and architectural identity
of these villages today. The fourteenth article in our issue is titled
"Determination of Antioxidant Activity of Some Fresh Green Leafy
Vegetables Using DPPH Free Radical Assay" and was written by Yesim
DAGLIOGLU in English. In this study, the ability of the most commonly
consumed fresh green leafy vegetables in the Black Sea region to
scavenge free radicals is investigated. The fifteenth and final article in
this issue is entitled "Theophrastus' Philosophical Approach to
Animals" by Ece KAYA. The study examines the place and perception
of animals in Ancient Greek civilization, followed by a detailed
discussion of Theophrastus' ethical arguments against animal sacrifice
and meat consumption, as well as his claims that animals are
intelligent and sentient beings.
