Cobanoglu’nun bu makalesinde Ebil Gazi Bahadir Han’in 17. ylizyilda yazdig
Secere-i Terakime (Turklerin Soy Kitigu) adlt eserinde yer alan kéken mitleri anlatilarindan
hareketle Tahtact Tirkmenlerinin kékenlerine ve son bin yilda yasadiklari cografya ve tarihlerine

dair bilgi verilmistir. Yazar, Ebtlgazi Bahadir Han’in Secere-i Terakimesinde elde ettigi bilgiler
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is1ginda Tahtact Turkmenlerin bin ytz senelik tarihini ortaya koyarak ve onlarin Oguzlarin Salur
boyundan olduklarini ortaya koymustur.

Konusunda Y aymnlanan Makalelerin Bibliyometrik Analizi” baghklt makale, bu sayisinin ikinci arastirma
makalesidir. Yaman ve Ede soz konusu calismada Bektasilik ile ilgili mevcut arastirmalarin
bibliyometrik bir analizini yaparak bu alandaki literatiirti incelemeyi amaglamaktaditlar.

“Fatima El-Ma'Siime nin Tiirbesi’'ne Dair Fermanlar ve Miitevellileri (14-16.Y7igyil)” adlt calismasinda 14-
16. yuzyilda Karakoyunlu, Akkoyunlu ve Safevilerin ilk déneminde Fatima el-Ma’sime tiirbesinin
vakfedilmesiyle ilgili fermanlar incelenip degerlendirilmistir. Toplamda incelenen 8 ferman
cercevesinde bolgeye hakim sultanlarin tiirbeye, Kum’daki diger seyyid mezarlarina gosterdikleri
onem; vakif kayitlari Gizerinden siyasi ¢ikarlar, vakiflarin devamhiliklar, vakif sartlari ve uygulamalar,
mezhepsel yonelim tizerinden degerlendirilmeye calisimustir.

Dog. Dr. Mehmet Salih Erpolat tarafindan kaleme alinan bu sayisinin dordiincti makalesi
olan  “Diyarbakur-Bismil Tiirkmen Koylerinin 1564 teki Kisi Adlar:” adli ¢alismada, ginimizde
Diyarbakir’da Turkmen-Alevi 6zellikleriyle bilinen koylerin 1564’teki kisi adlar incelenmistir.
Arastirilan koylerde 499 erkek vergi miikellefinin oldugu sonucuna ulasidmis ve bu kisilerle
babalarinin adlart tespit edilmistir. Calismada tespit edilen kisi adlari, o kéylerde yasayanlarin
kulttrleri ve inanglart hakkinda 6nemli ipuglart tasidigt vurgulanmustir.

Dr. Teslime Ata tarafindan kaleme alinan bu saymnin besinci makalesi olan “76. Yiigyi
Osmanle Resmi' Y azesmalarinda Eskiyalik ve Zuliim Kavram:” adli galismada 16. ylizyilin ikinci yarisinda
Osmanli Anadolu’sunda yasanan ‘“eskzyalik ve zuliim” kavramlari terminolojik acgidan titizlikle
irdelenmis ve yer, zaman, kisi, kimlik, eylem bakimindan analiz edilmistir. Yazar bu calismasinda
eskiyalik vakalari arttikca ve devlet gorevlileri de bu yolsuzlugun iginde olmasindan dolay egkiyalik
ve zulim hareketlerinin 6ni gecilemedigi ve ayrica zamanla merkezden tasraya gonderilen
hikiimlerin/emitlerin isletligini yitirdigini sonucuna da ulasilmistir.

cercevesinde goruldigi sonucuna ulasimustir.

As in the 1st and 2nd issues of our journal, the 3rd issue continues its publication life with
thematic articles by valuable researchers who will contribute to the scientific community and
literature in the field of Alevism-Bektashism and culture. There are “6 research articles” and “1
book review” in the 3rd issue of SUREK Journal of Alevism - Bektasism and Cultural Studies.

The first article of this issue of our journal is “A Narrative of a Myth of Origin Linked to
Oguzname and the Tahtact Turkmens” written by Prof. Dr. Ozkul Cobanoglu. In this article,
Cobanoglu provides information about the origins of Tahtact Turkmens and the geography and
history of Tahtact Turkmens in the last thousand years based on the origin myths narratives in
Ebiil Gazi Bahadir Khan's 17th century work Secere-i Terakime (Genealogy of Turks). The author,
in the light of the information obtained from Ebiilgazi Bahadir Khan's Secere-i Terakime, reveals
the history of Tahtact Turkmens for a thousand hundred years and reveals that they are from the
Salur tribe of Oghuz.

The article titled “The Bibliometric Analysis of Articles Published in the Field of

Bektashism” written by Prof. Dr. Ali Yaman and ‘ndependent researcher Senol Ede is the second
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research article of this issue. In this study, Yaman and Ede aim to examine the literature in this
tield by conducting a bibliometric analysis of existing research on Bektashism.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Ayse Atict Arayancan's third article in this issue, “the Tomb of Fatima El-
Ma’suma and Its Beneficiaries (14th - 16th Centuries)” examines and evaluates the edicts related to
the endowment of Fatima al-Ma'sumah's tomb during the Karakoyunlu, Akkoyunlu and Safavid
periods in the 14th-16th centuries. Within the framework of the 8 edicts analyzed in total, the
importance attached by the sultans who ruled the region to the mausoleum and other seyyid tombs
in Qom has been evaluated in terms of political interests, continuity of foundations, foundation
conditions and practices, and sectarian orientation through foundation records.

The fourth article of this issue, “Personal Names of Diyarbakir-Bismil Turkmen Villages in
1564 Personal Names of Diyarbakir-Bismil Turkmen Villages in 15647, written by Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Mehmet Salih Erpolat, examines the person names of the villages known for their Turkmen-Alevi
characteristics in Diyarbakir in 1564. It was concluded that there were 499 male taxpayers in the
surveyed villages and the names of these individuals and their fathers were determined. It was
emphasized that the person names identified in the study carry important clues about the cultures
and beliefs of the people living in those villages.

In the fifth article of this issue, “The Concept of Bandituality and Oppression in 16th
Century”, written by Prof. Dr. Teslime Ata, the concepts of “banditry and persecution” in Ottoman
Anatolia in the second half of the 16th century are meticulously examined terminologically and
analyzed in terms of place, time, person, identity and action. In this study, the author concludes
that banditry and persecution movements could not be prevented as banditry cases increased and
state officials were also involved in this corruption, and it was also concluded that the
provisions/orders sent from the center to the provinces lost their functionality over time.

In the article titled “Historical Process and Intellectual Foundations of Alevism” written by
Dr. Yunus Aydogdu and Res. Assist. Dr. Fatih Tekin, some evaluations were made by taking into
account the factors affecting the formation of the belief principles, rituals, religious and social
structure of Alevism.

In
this context, a critique of a work on Alevism-Bektashism is included in our journal. This critique
constitutes the last work of our journal. This book critique, written by Ilker Bozkir, a graduate
student, is based on Muhammad Arif Ispanak¢t Pasazade's “Shah Ismail and Sultan Selim:
Inkilabi'l-Islim Beyne'l-Havés ve'l- 'Avam”. Written in Persian by Muhammad Arif Ispanakci
Pagazade and translated into Turkish by Namiq Musali, the work is about the struggle between the
Safavid State and the Ottoman Empire. In addition, the ancestors of Shah Ismail, the establishment
of the Safavid State with the collapse of the Akkoyunlu State, and the relationship and power
struggle between the Safavids and the Shaybanids, the Safavids and the Ottomans, and the
Mamluks and the Ottomans are mentioned. The author concludes that this work, which he
translated into Turkish, constitutes an important source for Turkish and Islamic history in the 16th
century.
