Tahir AKGEMCI ve Nezahat KOCYIGIT, insan kaynaklarinda egitim ve
gelistirme etkinlikleri ile Orgiitsel vatandaslik davranisi arasindaki iliskileri
coziimleyerek, egitim ve gelistirme etkinliklerinin 6rgiitsel vatandaslik davranisi
iizerindeki etki diizeyini korelasyon ve Regresyon analizi yontemiyle Konya’da
bir holding biinyesindeki uygulamalariyla saptamaya ¢aligiyorlar.

Ahmet BESE’nin ¢aligmasi, 1960’11 yillarin Sivil Hak Hareketleri’yle ortaya
¢ikan farkli seslerin ve gelisen ilk postmodern sdylem orneklerinin ¢agdas
Amerikan sahnesinde yansimasi iizerine kurgulaniyor. 1960’11 yillarda Sivil
Hak Hareketleri’yle Amerika’da politik gerilim tiim {ilkeyi etkisi altina alir.
Open, Living ve Performance gibi Tiyatro gruplarindan ¢ikan Sam Shepard,
Megan Terry, Maria Irene Fornes, Spalding Gray, Karen Finley, Richard
Schechner, Joseph Chaikin gibi tiyatro yazarlar1 ve elestirmenler degisen algilar
1s1ginda sahnede yeni seslere yer verme gerekliligi duyarlar. Bu amagla bu
gruplar ileri teknoloji kiiltlirlinlin yarattigi kiiresel kargasa iginde korku duyan
ve Uimit bekleyen insani sdze ve performansa dayali yeni konusma bigimleriyle
yansitmay1 amaglarlar.

Savas COBAN, Joseph Conrad’in Karanligin Yiiregi adli romaninin sinema
uyarlamasi olan Francis Ford Coppola’nin Apocalypse Now’1 arasindaki dil,
goriintli, miizik gibi anlatimsal ve bicimsel yakinliklar1 karsilagtirmali olarak
¢oziimler. Yazara gore; Conrad’in ve hem de Coppola’nin metinlerinde iKi
yazara ait temel endiseler soyledir: Emperyalizmin torel sorunlari nelerdir?
Insan davranigina neler yakisir? Hepimiz nefretin biiyiisiiyle bir sir saklar
miy1z? Bu anlamda Coban, yazarin ve sinemaya uyarlayan kisinin yasadiklar
donemi ve bakis acilarii, Marksist elestirinin  6gelerini  kullanarak
¢coziimlemeyi deniyor.



Elif TOKDEMIR, Muhammet KUL, Saye ZIBANDE ve Onur DILEK, Bilimsel
Aragtirma Projelerinin bir iirlinii olan g¢aligmalarinda, cep telefonlariin dil
egitimi amagli olarak kullanimi  (mobil-6grenme) ¢ercevesinde, cep
telefonlarimin ~ kelime Ogrenme iizerindeki etkisi iizerine yaptiklan
arastirmalarinin sonuglarini paylasiyorlar.

Imran GUR, polisiye roman1 postmodern bir bakisla ele aliyor. GUR’e gére;
postmodern anlat1 6znenin kurgusal, 6znenin bilincinin kurulmus ve kurulmakta
olan biling oldugu iddiasinin deneyimidir. Sanat &znenin kendine ait sirr
arayisinda kurulmus biling konumunda bulunmakta arayista tamiklik ve
¢ozlimleyicilik islevi Ustlenmektedir. Postmodern anlatimn polisiyeyi
kurmacanin temel Ogelerinden biri olarak kullanmasi arayisin kendisi ve
aranilan seyin dogasinin polisiyedeki esrar, gerilim, cinayet, 6ldiiriilme tehlikesi
gibi unsurlarla ayn1 konumda bulunmasindan kaynaklanmaktadir.

Oktay HEKIMLER, 1936 Berlin Olimpiyatlar1 6rneginden hareketle, siyaset,
spor ve propaganda arasindaki iliskiyi irdeliyor. Ozellikle totaliter rejimlerin
yiikselise gectigi iki savas arasi donemde bu iliski daha da yogun olmus ve
diplomasinin yerini giderek propaganda almistir. Bu hali ile de basta spor ve
sanat olmak iizere pek ¢ok toplumsal 6ge giderek egemen ideoloji ve iktidarin
cikarlarina hizmet ederken, Olimpiyat oyunlarinin da gerg¢ek goérevi olan barig
ve halklarin kardesligi diisiincesinden uzaklasarak farkli amaglara hizmet ettigi
goriilmektedir. S6z konusu bu calismada yazar, 1936 Berlin Olimpiyat
Oyunlarindan yola cikilarak, Nasyonal Sosyalist Almanya’da spor ve siyaset
arasindaki iliskiyi propaganda &gesi ile birlikte degerlendirerek, ortaya
konulmaya ¢alisiyor. Ayn1 zamanda konu ile ilgili gelismelerin Tiirkiye’deki
yansimalarina da yer veriyor.

Yavuz KIZILCIM, elestiri gevresince ¢ok incelenmeyen ilging bir izlegi
empatik bir yaklagimla ¢6ziimliiyor. Bir yandan Fransiz siirlerinden 6rnekler
vererek kopek imgesinin siirdeki yeri ve dnemi iizerinde dururken, 6te yandan
da kopek ve onun degisik siirlerdeki uzak/yakin ¢agrisimlarini 6ne ¢ikariyor.
Baudelaire’in siirlerinde, hayvan iizerine kurulu diisler, 6zel bir yere sahiptir.
Ozan siirlerini yazarken kadinla, hayvanla, kediyle, kdpekle ya da ¢ok bash
canavarla Ozdeslesir. Bu yaklasim okura ozanin gizemli bir evrenin
derinliklerine girdigini agiklar.

Tzu Yu Allison LIN, Virginia Woolf’un The Waves adli yapitinda hem gorsel
ve s0zlii simgeler arasindaki iligkiyi hem de igsel ve dissal yapilari inceliyor.
Ayrica diger bir yandan romanin perde arkasini bi¢imci unsurlarin bir ifadesi
olarak da okuyabilmek miimkiindiir ve bununla beraber kokli bir manevi
gercekligi —ruh hali- géstermek i¢in sanatsal goriiniimii ve sanatsal dizayni bir
araya getirir. Koklii olan simge de kendisinin saf sanatsal yapisi ile Ortiisiir.
Hem Duncan Grant’in Window, South of France adli resmi gibi gorsel bir
simgede hem de Virginia Woolf’un sozciiklerle yapmis oldugu resim gibi, bir
okuyucunun goriiniim ve diizeninin uyumunu gosteren renkleri de, sekilleri de
ve satirlar1 da agik¢a gorebilmesi miimkiindiir. Hem sozlii anlatim bigimi hem
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de resmin kendisi insanhigin dalgalarinda sanatsal olusumun entelektiiel ve
duygusal yonlerini sentez yapmanin yollaridir.

Medine SIVRI ile Berkant ORKUN, Tiirkiye’de son on yilda gelisme gdsteren
ve yeni bir calisma alan1 olan g¢ocuk ve genclik edebiyatindan o6rnek bir
inceleme sunuyor. Cagdas Tiirk Cocuk ve Genglik Edebiyati yazar1 Aytiil Akal,
gerek siirlerinde gerekse 6ykil ve romanlarinda ¢ocugun kisilik gelisimini temel
alarak c¢ocugu nesnelesmekten kurtarip 6zne durumuna getirmeye, cocuk
gercekligini cagdas kosullar igerisinde islemeye calisiyor. Yazarlar bu yazida,
Aytiil Akal ve Mustafa Delioglu’nun 5-7 yas ¢ocuklarini hedef kitlesi olarak
aldiklan1 ve bir seri olarak ¢ikardiklar1 A¢il Kapi A¢il ve Ag¢il Bahge Agil adli
yapitlarinin iiretilis siireclerini gostergebilimsel bir ¢cercevede yeniden okumay1
deniyor ve her iki yapit arasinda anlatisallik ve sdylemsellik diizlemlerinde bir
karsilastirma ile ©on kapak ve arka kapaklarin da gostergelerarasi bir
incelemesini yapiyorlar.

Veda ASLIM-YETIS, Fransizca yazdigi incelemesinde, yabanci dil 6gretim
yontemlerine dinleme c¢alismalar1 baglaminda tabandan yukar1 ve tepeden
asagiya modellerini tanitmak ve etkilesimli bu iki model dogrultusunda, yabanci
dilde dinleme becerisini gelistirmeye yonelik bir ders 6rnegi sunmay1 deniyor.
A2 diizeyindeki Fransizca 6grenen Tiirk dgrencilere yonelik olarak hazirlanan
dinleme dersi dinleme Oncesi, dinleme ve dinleme sonrasi asamalarindan
olusuyor. Calismada karsilikli etkilesimi gerceklestirmek ve sozli bilgiyi
islemek i¢in dinleyicilerin uyguladiklari zihinsel etkinlikler 6zellikle tabandan
yukar1 modeli ve tepeden asagtya modeli aracigiyla anlatiliyor.

Dergimizde yer alan son makalede, Kaya YILMAZ ile Irem KAB, nitel
aragtirma tasarimi, katilimcilarin belirlenmesinde amacgli 6rneklem secimi,
verilerin toplanmasinda yar1 yapilandirilmig miilakat protokolii ve elde edilen
verilerin ¢oziimlenmesinde betimsel ¢dziimleme yontemini kullaniyor. Bu
aragtirmanin  sonucuna gore, katilimcilar Okul Deneyimi ve Ogretmenlik
Uygulamas1 derslerini kuramsal bilgilerini uygulamaya aktarma, birinci elden
deneyim kazanma, 6gretmenlik becerilerini arttirma ve meslege iliskin daha
gercekei bir bakis acist olusturma agisindan olduk¢a yararli bulduklarinm
bildirmekteler.

Tahir AKGEMICI and Nezahat KOCYIGIT analyze the relationship between
education and development activities and organizational citizenship behaviors
in human resources and try to find out the effect level of education and
development activities on organizational citizenship behavior with their work
on a holding company which operates in retail selling, building and product
sector in Konya.

Ahmet BESE’s study attempts to argue about the diversity of voices that
dramatists reflect after the Civil Rights Movement of the 1960s. With the Civil
Rights Movement in the 1960s, political tensions across the country reached an
intense degree. The playwrights and performance artists that came from diverse
theatrical groups, such as Open Theatre, Living Theatre, Performance Group,
Sam Shepard, Megan Terry, Maria Irene Fornes, Spalding Gray, Karen Finley,
and writers and theatre theorists, such as Joseph Chaikin, Richard Schechner,
despite cultural and personal differences in perspective, have all committed
themselves to drama that reflects the voices of diversified social and cultural
lives. They devote themselves to new voices with new ways of communication
arising from verbal and non-verbal gestures and performance in vivid scenes
that identified the image of man in a high-technology culture with his fears and
hopes in the currents of global chaos.

Savas COBAN analyzes comparatively the narrative and formal similarities
concerning language, image and music between Joseph Conrad’s Heart of
Darkness and its movie adaptation Apocaslypse Now by Francis Ford Coppola.
According to the writer, in Conrad’s and Coppola’s versions, the common
concerns are following: What are the ethical problems of imperialism? What
suits to human behavior? Do we all keep a secret caused by hatred? Considering
all these, by using the elements of Marxist criticism, Coban tries to find out the
points of view and the periods of time in which the writer and the adaptor of the
book live.
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Elif TOKDEMIR, Muhammet KUL, Saye ZIBANDE and Onur DILEK, in their
work, which is a product of the Scientific Research Projects, share the results of
their research on the effects of mobile phones on vocabulary learning and,
within a broader context, the use of mobile phones in language learning
(mobile-learning).

Imran GUR deals with detective novel from a postmodern perspective.
According to Giir, ’postmodern narration is the experience of the claim that the
subject is fictional and the consciousness of the subject is the consciousness that
has been already established or yet being established.”” The art is in the position
of conscious that has been formed while the subject is searching for its own
mystery, and it has the mission of an analyzer. The reason of postmodern
narration’s considering the detective element as one of the main components of
fiction is the fact that the process of seeking and the thing that is being searched
have the same characteristics of mystery, thrill, and the danger of murder with
detective novel.

Oktay HEKIMLER, by giving the example of the 1936 Berlin Olympics,
investigates the relationship between politics, sports and propaganda. Especially
in the period between two wars, when the totalitarian regimes were rising, this
relationship became tenser and propaganda was taking diplomacy’s place
gradually. Therefore, most of social elements, particularly sports and art, began
to change according to the benefits of dominant ideology and government, as
well as the Olympic Games’ goal of peace and brotherhood. In this study, the
writer tries to show the relationship between sports and politics in Nazi
Germany by considering the element of propaganda. Also, he deals with the
reflections of this subject in Turkey.

Yavuz KIZILCIM analyzes emphatically an interesting theme which is not
studied by the critics much. On one hand, he emphasizes the importance of the
image of dog in poetry and gives examples from French poems; on the other
hand, he puts forward its connotations in different poems. In Baudelaire’s
poems, dreams on animals have great significance. While the poet is writing the
poem, s/he identifies herself/himself as a woman, an animal, a cat, a dog or a
multi-headed monster. The reader understands from this approach that the poet
goes into the depths of a mystic universe.

Tzu Yu Allison LIN studies the relationship between visual and verbal symbols
and the inner and outer structures in Virginia Woolf’s The Waves. It is possible
to consider the interlude of the novel as an expression of structural elements. It
combines the artistic vision and design to show essential spiritual reality which
is known as “the state of mind”. The symbol which is an essence coincides also
with its own artistic pure form. It is possible for the reader to see the way in
which colors, shapes and lines demonstrate the harmony of vision and design in
Woolf’s painting in words, like in Duncan Grant’s painting, Window, South of
France. Both verbal narration and the picture itself are the ways of making
synthesis of the intellectual and emotional aspects of artistic formation.
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Medine SIVRI and Berkant ORKUN present an article about child and
adolescence literature, which has developed in the past 10 years in Turkey as a
new field of study. Aytiil Akal, an author of Turkish contemporary child and
adolescence literature, tries to make the child figure a subject, not an object,
considering the self-development of a child, and studies the reality of child in
contemporary circumstances. In this article, the writers re-read the creation
process of Aytiil Akal and Mustafa Delioglu’s book series called Open Door,
Open Garden, with a semiotic approach. They compare the narrative and
discursive levels and examine the front and back covers of the book.

Veda ASLIM-YETIS in her article, written in French, attempts to present a
sample lesson on improving listening skills in a foreign language, by
introducing the bottom-upand top-down models. This lesson, which is for
Turkish learners of French in A2 level, is composed by pre-listening, listening,
and post-listening stages. The mental activities, applied to create an
environment of interactive learning, are presented with the bottom-up and top-
down models.

In the last article, Kaya YILMAZ and Irem KAB use the method of descriptive
analysis in data collection and a semi-structured interview protocol, selection of
purposeful sampling method to determine research participants and the
qualitative research design. According to the results of this study, the
participants state that ‘School Experience’ and ‘Teaching Practicum’ courses
are useful for the transmission of theoretical knowledge to practice, gaining
first-hand experiences, developing teaching skills and constructing a more
realistic point of view on the profession.
