It is with great pleasure that we present the March issue of the International Journal of
Turkish Education Sciences (IJTES), featuring a diverse collection of research articles that
explore critical topics in education, pedagogy, and teacher development. This issue brings
together insightful studies from various perspectives, offering valuable contributions to both

theory and practice in the field.

The issue opens with ipek Derman and Sevim Bezen’s bibliometric analysis of evidence-
based teaching in science education, providing a comprehensive overview of its evolution
through a systematic review of the literature. Following this, Hanife Gamze Hastiirk and
Melek Gengaga investigate primary school students’ argumentation skills in science,
focusing on the theme of force, while Yasemin Demiraslan Cevik, Dilek Avci, Seyhmus
Aydogdu, and Sibel Somyiirek examine faculty members’ needs for delivering effective

online training in the post-pandemic era.

Exploring alternative educational approaches, Nurcihan Tutar and Zeynep Fulya
Temel compare Waldorf pedagogy and the Montessori method in terms of their impact on life
skills. Meanwhile, Gizem Tiirkoglu Boyvat, Mehmet Yanardag, Erkan Kurnaz, and
Tezcan Cavusoglu shed light on the experiences of caregivers and individuals with special

needs during biological disasters, particularly COVID-19.

Teacher education remains a central theme in this issue, with Hasan Dilek analyzing pre-
service teachers’ cognitive processes in early childhood education through the lens of
Cognitive Load Theory. Additionally, Birol Bulut and Muhammet Kiirsat
Oksiizoglu assess pre-service teachers’ global literacy levels, while Emel Tiizel Iseri and

Sevda Gok explore their educational philosophy tendencies.

Further contributions include Melike Akbas and Pmar Seda Cetin’s study on science
teachers’ professional development needs for teaching gifted students through argumentation,
and Cahit Erdem, Hilal Tun¢ Toptas, Hateme Aysel Kuzu, and Baris Varol’s validation
of the Scale of Teacher Agency in Professional Development. Atanur Akar adapts

the Dispositional Self-Control Scale into Turkish, examining its psychometric properties.

Addressing pressing societal issues, Emine Kaya and Ali Unisen evaluate the emotional and

cognitive readjustment of first-grade students returning to school after the earthquake. Faik



Benli, Siimeyra Celik Kahraman, Hilal Kiling, and Adil Vural present student
perspectives on open-ended written examinations, and Mahmut Unal and Adalet
Kandir develop the Digital Intelligence Adult Scale. Finally, Funda Uysal investigates
student-centered learning in teaching principles and methods courses, and Esra Orum
Cattik, Turgut Bahg¢ali, and Ayse Tung¢ Paftal highlight the professional development

needs of vocational teachers working with students with autism spectrum disorder.

We extend our deepest gratitude to the authors for their rigorous research and valuable
contributions. We also sincerely thank the reviewers and editorial board members for their
time, expertise, and constructive feedback, which have been instrumental in maintaining the

quality of this issue.

We hope this issue inspires further research and discussion in the field of education. Happy
reading!
