Uyesi Zeynep Feyza Eker Ayhan ve Dr. Esra Ozdil Giimiis,
dergi yayin kurulumuzun yeni {iyeleri oldular. Kendilerine tesekkiir
ediyoruz. Ayrica dergi ekibimizin genisledigini ve Derya Azer Karaaga¢'in
sekretarya ekibimize katildigini séylemekten mutluyuz. Bununla birlikte,
dergimizin EBSCO veri tabaninda indekslenmeye kabul edilmesi bizler
icin 6nemli bir gelisme oldu. Heyecanla hazirladigimiz bu sayimizda; bir
roportaj, sekiz arastirma makalesi, iki rapor ve ili¢ kitap degerlendirmesi
yer aliyor.

“What We Have (Not) Learned from
the Past? Introducing a Research Project on the History of Violence
Against Women in Bosnia and Herzegovina” baslikli bu roportajda,
Saraybosna Universitesi ogretim {iyesi Do¢. Dr. Fahd Kasumovig,
editorligliinii Ustlendigi Nasilje nad Zenama adh kitabin ortaya cikis
stirecini, disiplinleraras ytriittiikleri arastirmanin bulgularini ve kadin
calismalar1 alaninda ¢alismanin kurumsal ve toplumsal alimlamalarini
aktariyor. Roportajin yalnizda sahaya akademik bir katkidan ibaret
olmadigini, ayni zamanda bir bellegin insasina ve toplumsal farkindaligin
giiclenmesine yonelik carpici bir belge niteligi tasidigini diisiiniiyoruz.

Sayinin ilk arastirma makalesi, dergimizin katkilariyla diizenlenen
ve “Kadin ve Mitik S6ylem” temasini odagina alan 10. Kadin Arastirmalari
Kongresi’'nde birincilikle édiillendirilen Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Emine Canlr’ya ait.
“Antigone’nin Kardeslik Hakki: Etik ve Politik Birlik Tahayyiilii icin
Bir Giris” baslikli bu calisma, Sophokles’in klasik tragedyasini hane ile
devlet arasindaki geciskenlik iizerinden yeniden diisiinmeye cagiriyor.
Antigone’nin eylemlerini kardeslik bag1 c¢ercevesinde yorumlayan
bu dikkat ¢ekici analiz, hem tragedyaya hem de glinimiiz politik
tahayytllerine yeni bir bakis sunuyor. Kardeslik fikrinin toplumsal birlik
ve etik sorumluluk acisindan tasidig1 potansiyel ise okuyucuyu gligli
sorularla bas basa birakiyor.

Mitoloji ve kadin iliskisine odaklanan ikinci ¢alisma, Zeynep
Sandalcr’nin “Transformation of Lilith in the Pre-Raphaelite Art
Movement” baslikli makalesi. Sandalci, ¢alismasinda Lilith figlirtiniin
kadim uygarliklardan modern sanat sahnesine uzanan doniisiimiini
izleyerek, 19. yiizyil Ingiltere’sinde kadin temsillerine dair giiclii bir analiz
sunuyor. Pre-Raphaelite sanatcilarinin Lilith’e ytkledikleri anlamin,
onu bir yandan seytanilestirici anlatilardan arindirirken bir yandan da
feminist bir sembole doniistirdiigiinii ileri siiren bu makale, mitin sanat
araciligiyla yeniden nasil kuruldugunu ve kadin imgelerinin kiiltiirel
bellekte nasil dontistiiglinii tartismaya agiyor.

Diinyadaki kadin hareketlerine iliskin iki makale Arabistan
Yarimadasi ve Giiney Kore’deki kadinlarin durumuna odaklaniyor. Dr.
Ogr. Uyesi Maria Holt'un “What Does a Feminist Look Like?: Arab
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Women’s Activism as a Challenge to Barbaric Politics” baslikh
calismasi, Arap Bahari sirasinda sokaga ¢ikan kadinlarin eylemlerini
bir feminist performans olarak ele aliyor. Holt, bu kadinlarin ¢ogunun
“feminist” etiketini reddettigini, ancak 6zgiirliik, esitlik ve adalet talebiyle
kamusal alan1 doniistiirdiiklerini gosteriyor. Makale, bu doéniisiimiin
karsisinda yeniden liretilen ataerkil siddet bicimlerini de goriintr kiliyor.
Arap kadinlarinin politik temsili ve toplumsal cinsiyet miicadeleleri
konusundaki hakim akademik anlatilara bir diizeltme sunan bu katki,
ayn1 zamanda feminist kimligin baglamlara gore degisebilecegini ve tekil
bir forma indirgenemeyecegini diisiindiiriiyor.

Giliney Kore’de kadinlarin bireysel deneyimlerinin kolektif bir
hafizaya doniistiigii edebi bir anlatiya odaklanan bu sayidaki bir diger
makalemiz, Semra Er ve Prof. Dr. Hatice Koéroglu Tiirkozili imzali “Giiney
Kore’de Giincel Feminizm Tartismalar1 ve Cagdas Edebiyattaki
Yansimalar:: Kim Jiyeong, Dogum: 1982” bashigini tasiyor. Cho
Namjoo'nun kisa siirede genis yanki uyandiran romani iizerinden
yuriitiillen analiz, cagdas Kore feminizminin doniisen yapisini, anti-
feminist direnislerle kurdugu gerilimli iliskiyi ve edebiyatin bu
tartismalara nasil dahil oldugunu kuramsal bir derinlikle tartisiyor.
Judith Butler, Julia Kristeva ve Luce Irigaray’in kavramlar: esliginde
yapilan bu ¢6zlimleme, edebiyatin sadece temsili degil, doniistiirticii
giiciinii de gozler Oniine seriyor.

Her sayida yahut iki sayida bir, Osmanlh kadin tarihine iliskin bir
calisma da sizlerle bulusuyor. Bu sayimizda yer alan Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Fatma
Erten’in “Sarayda Bir Cariye: Giillfem Hatun ve inas Riisdiyesi” bashkl
makalesi, Kanuni Sultan Siileyman’in cariyesi Giilfem Hatun'un hem saray
icindeki konumunu hem de onun adina kurulan kiz riisdiyesi tizerinden
Osmanlr’'da kiz ¢ocuklarinin egitimi konusundaki erken modernlesme
adimlarini tarihsel belgeler 1s1ginda inceliyor. Hem arsiv bulgulariyla
desteklenen biyografik coziimlemeleri hem de egitim kurumunun
dontlistim siirecine dair sundugu bilgilerle, Osmanli kadin tarihine dair
yeni bir pencere agiyor.

Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Beyhan Uygun Aytemiz'in “Sinekli Bakkal'da
Rabia’min Dogulu Bir Kadin Olarak Ingas1” baslikli makalesi, Halide
Edib’in hem Bati’'yahem de Dogu’ya hitap eden edebi anlatisini ve bu anlati
tizerinden “Dogulu kadin” kurgusunu masaya yatiriyor. Makale, Sinekli
Bakkal'in baskarakteri Rabia'nin, donemin toplumsal yapisi, mekansal
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deneyimleri ve ailesel mirasi tizerinden nasil sekillendigini analiz ediyor.
Halide Edib’in “harem” imgesini yikma ve yerine gercek yasamin izlerini
tasiyan bir “Dogulu kadin” sunma c¢abasi, bu ¢6ziimlemede hem Dogu-
Bat1 meselesine dair 6zgiin bir katki hem de kadin temsiline dair elestirel
bir perspektif olarak 6ne ¢ikiyor.

Bu sayidaki ampirik arastirmalardan biri olan “Kadinlarda
I¢sellestirilmis Cinsiyetcilik ile Yakin iliskilerde Flort Siddetine
Yonelik Tutum Arasindaki Iliskilerin incelenmesi” bashkl ¢alisma,
Prof. Dr. Adem Peker, Tugba Cingil ve Zeynep Yazici'nin ortak katkisiyla
ortaya cikti. Universite d6grencileriyle yapilan saha calismasina dayanan
makale, kadinlarin i¢sellestirdikleri cinsiyetci tutumlarla flortiliskilerinde
siddete yonelik yaklasimlari arasindaki iliskiyi istatistiksel veriler 1s181nda
inceliyor. Ozellikle kendini nesnelestirme, derogasyon ve erkegi 6nceleme
gibi boyutlarin, siddeti mesrulastirici ya da pasiflestirici tutumlarla nasil
baglanti kurduguna odaklanan bulgular, toplumsal cinsiyet normlarinin
kadinlarin iligkilerine dair algi ve tepkilerini nasil sekillendirdigine dair
onemli ipuglar1 sunuyor.

Bu sayinin saha temelli incelemelerinden digeri de, Dr. Ogr. Uyesi
Nurgiil Boz’un “Sosyal Medyanin Kadin Girisimciler Uzerindeki Rolii:
Tiirkiye’deki Butik Pastacilar Uzerinde Is Tatmini ve Yasam Doyumu”
baslikli calismasi. Evden ¢alisan kadin butik pastacilarin sosyal medya ile
kurduklari iliskiyi merkezine alan bu arastirma, dijital platformlarin kadin
emegi, is memnuniyeti ve yasam doyumu tlizerindeki etkilerini kapsaml
bir bicimde ele aliyor. Veriler, sosyal medyanin sadece iirin tanitimi ve
miisteri iliskileri i¢in degil, ayn1 zamanda kadinlarin is baghilig1 ve kisisel
tatminleri acisindan da nasil dénistiriicii bir rol oynadigini ortaya
koyuyor. Kadin girisimciliginin dijital araglar araciligiyla giiclenmesi, bu
calismayla birlikte toplumsal cinsiyet ve dijitallesme kesisiminde yeniden
diistiniilmeye davet ediliyor.

Neresinde?” baslikll calistaya yakindan bakarak, sahadaki énemli bir
eksigi raporlastiriyor. Betiil Caglar Gorgin tarafindan kesisimsellik kurami
15181nda sekillenen bu degerlendirme, kadin arastirmalari alaninda kiz
cocuklarinin yeterince ele alinmadigini vurguluyor; bu grubun 6zgiin
ihtiyaclarina dikkat ¢eken yeni bir kuramsal ve politik ¢erceve dneriyor.
Rapor, kapsayici ve adalet temelli bir toplumsal déniisiim igin kiz
cocuklarinin giiclenmesine yonelik politikalarin ertelenemez bir ihtiyac
oldugunu dile getiriyor.

Sayinin ilk kitap degerlendirmesi, Sabrina Karim ve Daniel W. Hill,
Jrin Positioning Women in Conflict Studies: The Status of Women and
Its Effects on Political Violence adl eserine odaklaniyor. Prof. Dr. Gavan
Patrick Gray’'in degerlendirmesine gore kitap, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
yerine daha somut bir 6lciit olan “kadinlarin statiisii” kavrami etrafinda
sekilleniyor. Kadinlarin katilimi, haklari, ugradiklari zarar ve toplumsal
rollere iliskin inanglar gibi dort temel boyut lizerinden siyasi siddet
tlirleriyle iliskiler inceleniyor.

ikinci degerlendirme, Lana Sirri'nin Islamic Feminism: Discourses
on Gender and Sexuality in Contemporary Islam adl eserini ele
aliyor. Reyyan Demirayak’in degerlendirmesi, Sirri’nin islami feminizmi
sosyal bilimler cercevesinde konumlandirarak Arapga ve ingilizce yazan
feminist entelektiieller arasinda séylemsel bir kdprii kurmaya ¢alistigini
vurguluyor.

Son degerlendirme ise, Shenila Khoja-Moolji'nin The Impossibility
of Innocence: Muslim Boyhood Under Surveillance adli ¢alismasina
yakindan bakiyor. Seyda Karabatak’in degerlendirmesi, eserin Miisliiman
erkek cocuklarinin masumiyetinin nasil sistematikbicimdeinkaredildigini
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ve glivenlik tehdidi olarak konumlandirildiklarini gésterdigini ortaya
koyuyor. Irk, toplumsal cinsiyet ve Islamofobi ekseninde sekillenen bu
analiz, Amerika’'daki deneyimleri Hindutva sdylemleriyle karsilastirarak
Islamofobinin kiiresel boyutlarina dikkat cekiyor. Eser, gozetim, korku ve
dislama pratiklerinin kesistigi bu alanda 6nemli bir kuramsal ve politik
tartisma zemini sunuyor.

Dergimizin bu sayis;, farkhi disiplinlerden gelen katkilarla
gecmis, simdi ve gelecegi kesistiren gli¢lii bir diisiinsel harita sunuyor.
Kuramsal derinligi yiiksek ve toplumsal gerceklikle temas halinde olan
makaleler, yalnizca ge¢misin izini siirmekle kalmiyor; ayni1 zamanda
bugiinii kavramsallastirmaya ve gelecege dair soz liretmeye de imkan
taniyacak bir alana da talip oluyor. Her bir ¢alisma, alana kendi icinde
tutarl ve 6zgiin bir katk: sunarken, birlikte diisiiniildiiklerinde birbirini
besleyen, derinlestiren ve yeni disiinme yollar1 acan bir butiinliik
olusturuyor. Roportajlardan ampirik arastirmalara, uluslararasi panel
deneyimlerinden kitap degerlendirmelerine kadar uzanan bu cesitlilik,
disiplinlerarasi iiretimin imkanlarini ve gerekliligini bir kez daha gozler
Oniine seriyor.

The June 2025 issue of the Journal of Women’s Studies meets its
readers with a multi-layered content shaped around women’s studies.
We begin this issue by announcing an important change in our journal’s
institutional structure: Dr. Canan Sari, Attorney at Law has become the
new proprietor of our journal. We extend our best wishes for her success
in her new position and welcome her to the journal team. We assert that
her contributions to corporate processes will enhance the administrative
operations of our journal and positively impact its sustainability.

We are pleased to announce that the former proprietor Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Saliha Okur Giimriikgiioglu, who has significantly contributed to our
journal in various capacities, will continue to offer academic support by
joining our editorial board. We assert that the transition of leadership in
both academic output and institutional sustainability within women’s
studies will enhance the perspective of our journal.

We have a few more announcements: In the field of Labor Economics,
Associate Professor Dr. Oguzhan Goksel has joined our editorial team as
a field editor. In this issue, Assist. Prof. Ravza Altuntas Cakir took on the
editorship of the book review section. Assist. Prof. Zeynep Feyza Eker
Ayhan and Dr. Esra Ozdil Giimiis have become new members of our journal
editorial board. We express our gratitude to them. We are also pleased
to announce that our editorial team has expanded and that Derya Azer
Karaaga¢ has joined our secretarial team. The inclusion of our journal
in the EBSCO database represents a significant advancement for us.
This issue, prepared with great enthusiasm, contains an interview, eight
research articles, two reports, and three book reviews. In our bilingual
journal, the interview, three research articles, and two book reviews are
written originally in English, while the remaining works are authored in
Turkish.

We are resuming the interview series we featured in previous issues
of our journal with this issue. In the first interview of the series, we
prepared our questions with Ayse Betiil Ekici, focusing on a remarkable

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academic initiative on women’s studies and gender-based violence in
Bosnia and Herzegovina, and conducted an interview with the editor of
the work, Dr. Fahd Kasumovié. In the interview titled “What We Have
(Not) Learned from the Past? Introducing a Research Project on the
History of Violence Against Women in Bosnia and Herzegovina”, Dr.
Fahd Kasumovi¢, a faculty member at the University of Sarajevo, shares
the emergence process of the book “Nasilje nad Zenama”, which he edited,
the findings of the interdisciplinary research they conducted, and the
institutional and societal implications of working in the field of women’s
studies. We believe that the interview is not only an academic contribution
to the field but also a striking document aimed at the construction of
memory and the strengthening of social awareness.

The first research article of the issue belongs to Assist. Prof. Emine
Canli, who was awarded first place at the 10th Women’s Studies Congress,
organized with contributions from our journal and focusing on the
theme “Women and Mythical Discourse”. The article titled “Antigone’s
Right to Brotherhood: An Introduction to the Imagination of Ethical
and Political Unity” calls for re-evaluation Sophocles’ classic tragedy
through the interconnection between the domestic sphere and the
state. This striking analysis, which interprets Antigone’s actions within
the framework of brotherhood bonds, offers a new perspective on both
the tragedy and contemporary political imaginations. The concept of
brotherhood regarding social unity and ethical responsibility presents
the reader with profound inquiries.

The second study, focusing on the relationship between mythology
and women, is Zeynep Sandalct’s article titled “Transformation of
Lilith in the Pre-Raphaelite Art Movement”. In her work, Sandalci
offers a powerful analysis of representations of women in 19th-century
England by tracing the transformation of the figure of Lilith from ancient
civilizations to the modern art scene. This article, which argues that the
meaning Pre-Raphaelite artists ascribed to Lilith both stripped her of
demonizing narratives and transformed her into a feminist symbol, opens
a discussion on how the myth was reconstituted through art and how
female images were transformed in cultural memory.

Two articles on women’s movements around the world focus on the
situation of women in the Arabian Peninsula and South Korea. Assist.
Prof. Maria Holt's work titled “What Does a Feminist Look Like?: Arab
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Women'’s Activism as a Challenge to Barbaric Politics” considers the
actions of women who took to the streets during the Arab Spring as a
feminist performance. Holt shows that many of these women rejected the
“feminist” label, but transformed the public space with their demands
for freedom, equality, and justice. The article also makes visible the
forms of patriarchal violence that are reproduced in response to this
transformation. This contribution, which offers a correction to the
dominant academic narratives on the political representation of Arab
women and gender struggles, also suggests that feminist identity can
vary according to contexts and cannot be reduced to a singular form.

Another article in this issue, titled “Current Feminism Debates in
South Korea and Their Representation in Literature: Kim Jiyeong,
Born 1982” by Semra Er and Prof. Dr. Hatice Koéroglu Tiirkozi, focuses
on a literary narrative in which women’s individual experiences in South
Korea are transformed into a collective memory. The analysis conducted
through Cho Namjoo’s rapidly resonating novel discusses the evolving
structure of contemporary Korean feminism, its tense relationship with
anti-feminist resistance, and how literature is involved in these debates
with theoretical depth. This analysis, conducted with the concepts
of Judith Butler, Julia Kristeva, and Luce Irigaray, reveals not only the
representation but also the transformative power of literature.

Every issue or every two issues, a study related to Ottoman women’s
history is also presented to you. In this issue, Assist. Prof. Fatma Erten’s
article titled “A Concubine in the Palace: Giilfem Hatun and Her inas
Riisdiye”, examines the position of Giilfem Hatun, the concubine of Sultan
Suleiman the Magnificent, within the palace and the early modernization
steps regarding the education of girls in the Ottoman Empire through
the girl’ riisdiye (junior high school) established in her honor, based
on historical documents. Through her biographical analyses supported
by archival findings and the insights into the educational institution’s
transformation, she unveils a new perspective into Ottoman women'’s
history.

Assist. Prof. Beyhan Uygun Aytemiz’s article titled “The Construction
of Rabia as an Eastern Woman in ‘Sinekli Bakkal’” examines Halide
Edib’s literary narrative that appeals to both the West and the East, and
the concept of the “Eastern woman” through this narrative. The article
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analyzes how the main character Rabia in “Sinekli Bakkal” is shaped
through the social structure of the period, spatial experiences, and familial
heritage. Halide Edib’s effort to dismantle the image of the “harem” and
present a “Eastern woman” bearing the traces of real life in its place
stands out in this analysis as both a unique contribution to the East-West
issue and a critical perspective on the representation of women.

This issue features an empirical study titled “Examining the
Correlation between Internalized Sexism and Attitudes towards
Dating Violence in Intimate Relationships of Women” authored
collaboratively by Prof. Dr. Adem Peker, Tugba Cingil, and Zeynep Yazici.
The article analyzes the correlation between women'’s internalized sexist
attitudes and their responses to violence in dating relationships, based
on a field study involving university students and supported by statistical
data. The findings regarding the interrelation of self-objectification,
derogation, and male preference with attitudes that normalize or mitigate
violence offer significant insights into how gender norms influence
women'’s perceptions and responses to their relationships.

Another field-based study in this issue is Assist. Prof. Nurgiil Boz’s
work titled “The Role of Social Media on Women Entrepreneurs:
a Study on Job Satisfaction and Life Satisfaction among Boutique
Pastry Chefs in Tiirkiye”. Focusing on the relationship that female
home-based boutique bakers establish with social media, this research
comprehensively addresses the impact of digital platforms on women'’s
labor, job satisfaction, and life satisfaction. The data reveals how social
media plays a transformative role not only in product promotion and
customer relations but also in women’s job commitment and personal
satisfaction. The empowerment of women entrepreneurship through
digital tools is being invited to be rethought at the intersection of gender
and digitalization with this study.

It had been announced previously that some reports would also be
included in our journal from this issue onwards. In the report section of
the issue, there is an evaluation article written based on the KADEM panel
held in parallel with the UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage Committee
session organized in the capital of Paraguay. The article written by Prof.
Dr. Basak Burcu Eke opens a discussion on how the Seljuk heritage of
Baciydn-1 Rum can be reinterpreted as a universal model of women'’s
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solidarity on the international stage. The resonating comments of
Paraguayan women academics and the cultural connections established
through Nanduti lace suggest that this ancient organization could also be
an “embracing” structure in the modern era. The report invites the reader
to follow the traces of the past with today’s questions, offering much more
than just a panel experience.

The second study in the reportsection closely examines the workshop
titled “Where Do Girls Stand in Women'’s Studies?” organized by the Fatih
Sultan Mehmet Vakif University Center for Women'’s and Family Studies,
highlighting a significant gap in the field. This evaluation, shaped by Bettiil
Caglar Gorcin in light of Intersectionality theory, emphasizes that girls are
not adequately addressed in the field of women’s studies; it proposes a
new theoretical and political framework that highlights the unique needs
of this group. The report emphasizes that policies aimed at empowering
girls are an urgent necessity for an inclusive and justice-based societal
transformation.

The first book review of the issue focuses on Sabrina Karim and
Daniel W. Hill, Jr’s work, Positioning Women in Conflict Studies: The
Status of Women and Its Effects on Political Violence. According to
Prof. Dr. Gavan Patrick Gray’s review, the book is shaped around the
concept of “the status of women”, a more concrete criterion instead of
gender equality. The relationships between types of political violence
are examined through four fundamental dimensions, such as women'’s
participation, rights, the harm they suffer, and beliefs about social roles.

The second review addresses Lana Sirri's work titled Islamic
Feminism: Discourses on Gender and Sexuality in Contemporary
Islam. Reyyan Demirayak’s review emphasizes that Sirri attempts to
position Islamic feminism within the framework of social sciences,
establishing a discursive bridge between feminist intellectuals writing in
Arabic and English.

The latest review closely examines Shenila Khoja-Moolji's work, The
Impossibility of Innocence: Muslim Boyhood Under Surveillance.
Seyda Karabatak’s review reveals how the work demonstrates the
systematic denial of Muslim boys’ innocence and their positioning as
security threats. This analysis, shaped by the axes of race, gender, and
Islamophobia, draws attention to the global dimensions of Islamophobia
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by comparing experiences in America with Hindutva discourses. The
work provides an important theoretical and political discussion platform
in this area where surveillance, fear, and exclusion practices intersect.

This issue of our journal presents a powerful intellectual map that
intersects the past, present and future with contributions from various
disciplines. The articles, which have high theoretical depth and are in touch
with social reality, not only trace the past but also aspire to create a space
that will allow for conceptualizing the present and producing discourse
about the future. Each study, while providing a coherent and original
contribution to the field, creates a whole that nourishes, deepens, and
opens new avenues of thought when considered together. This diversity,
ranging from interviews to empirical research, from international panel
experiences to book reviews, once again highlights the possibilities and
necessity of interdisciplinary production.

We express our gratitude to our authors, field editors, reviewers, the
entire journal team, and you, our readers, for your continuous engagement
through comments and feedback. We anticipate that our issue will foster
the development of pluralistic and critical perspectives within women'’s
studies, prompting new inquiries and promoting diverse voices.
