Kaya Bilgegil, Niyazi Aki, Harun Tolasa (daha sonra nikdh sahidim olmustu), Ahmet
Bican Ercilasun, Haluk ipekten, Orhan Okay, Efrasyap Gemalmaz, Mehmet Akalin,
Hiseyin Ayan, Turgut Acar, Turgut Karacan, M. Fahreddin Kirzioglu... gibi ¢ok kiymetli
bilginlerle, Palandoken’in eteklerinde giir soluklu, bir daha yasanmasi ¢ok zor bir
akademik varsilhgin nefesiyle okumaya, yazmaya basladik.

Atatiirk Universitesi pek ¢ok bilim dalinda oldugu gibi, edebiyat ve dzellikle de halk
edebiyatinda da onder bir konum kazanmisti. Sakaoglu hocamizin nitelemesiyle

Thanks to the initiative and support of Mehmet Kaplan, the seeds of magnificent
Turkish Studies (Turcology) department were sown, and the fruits of their labor had
just begun to emerge. We took folk literature courses from academics who later left
their mark on the field of Folklore: Bilge Seyidoglu, Umay Tirkes Glinay, Saim Sakaoglu,
Muhan Bali, Turgut Giinay, Fikret Tirkmen, and, in our final year, Ensar Aslan (all of
them had PhD at the time). We began reading and writing in the rich academic
atmosphere of Erzurum, surrounded by the foothills of Palandéken Mountain, and
among esteemed scholars such as M. Kaya Bilgegil, Niyazi Aki, Ahmet Bican
Ercilasun, Haluk ipekten, Harun Tolasa, Orhan Okay, Efresyap Gemalmaz, Mehmet
Akalin, Hiiseyin Ayan, Serif Aktas, Turgut Acar, and Turgut Karacan.

Ataturk University had secured a leading position in many scientific fields, including
literature and especially folk literature. As our professor Sakaoglu described it, the
"Erzurum Five" left their mark on a respected and valuable period both locally and
globally, continuing meaningful work in the field.

As you can see from her maiden name (Palanddken), my late teacher Professor Bilge
Seyidoglu had roots deep in the Erzurum culture, she was a true intellectual and
enlightened scientist, with a distinguished presence both in Turkey and abroad. Her
personality—marked by kindness, grace, and a gentle manner—earned her widespread
love and respect. Yet, when needed, she also embodied a fighting spirit, reminiscent
of Nene Hatun, another iconic figure from Erzurum. She became an idol for students
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at all levels. Years ago, after | had just completed my associate professorship exam
at Hacettepe University's Faculty of Literature, my late teacher Prof. Dr. Muhan Bali,
the head of the jury, announced the positive result. | rushed out into the street and
immediately called Bilge Hanim in Erzurum. She joyfully congratulated me and wished
me continued success with her usual energetic and reassuring tone. Sadly, apart from
correspondence and phone calls, we had only one more opportunity to meet in
person—years later at a scientific event in Konya, where our teacher Saim Sakaoglu
was also present. | am deeply grateful for her solution-oriented and supportive
attitude, and for her contributions during the many challenges and difficulties | faced
during my doctoral studies. As | am nearing the end of my journey that was started
with her encouragement, meeting my teacher in this sacred and precious journal is the
most enthusiastic, happy and emotional encounter | have ever experienced.

While preparing the articles for this issue, | reached out to my dear professor’s former
doctoral and master’s students to share my thoughts and request their contributions.
Those who were available at the time joined us, and together we honored our
professor’s legacy with great respect and remembrance. Additionally, we were greatly
pleased to receive contributions from scholars who had not been her students but
responded to our announcement with generosity.
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Before completing my doctoral thesis, | founded and edited the Koz ‘folklore/news’
journal under the auspices of Atatiirk University Rectorate. The late Hikmet
Dizdaroglu from Ankara and Prof. Dr. Zeki Basar, the then vice-rector of the
institution, and my professors Seyidoglu, Muhan Bali, and Saim Sakaoglu, provided
unforgettable support, marking the beginning of my academic journalistic journey 45
years ago. The distinguished scholars whose names | have mentioned also
published their articles in various issues of the journal. In this meaningful issue of
TFA, since the digital copies of Koz's 5th and 6th issues are not available, we have
decided to republish the first part of my teacher Bilge Seyidoglu's article titled
