Dear Readers,

Forest fires! Unfortunately, this has become a common occurrence in Tiirkiye. Every year, especially during the
summer months, we face major forest fires. These fires are not only an ecological disaster, but also an important
issue that must be assessed in terms of its social, economic, and cultural dimensions. When considering the
social dimension of forest fires, the first issues that come to mind are the displacement caused by damage to
residential areas and the resulting loss of social ties, fatalities and injuries, as well as the psychological
processes experienced during and after the fire. These are some of the negative social consequences resulting
from forest fires.

Forest fires affect many sectors, especially forestry, agriculture and livestock and tourism, and cause significant
economic losses. Moreover, the damage to infrastructure (roads, water and electricity, etc.) further expands the
economic impact and results in substantial costs. Additional economic challenges such as firefighting,
rehabilitation, and reforestation are some of the negative effects of forest fires on the economy. Another
dimension to consider when addressing forest fires is the cultural dimension. Forests are not only natural
resources but also an important part of a society's cultural characteristics. This is because settlements
established around forests have, over time, laid the groundwork for the development of a specific cultural
structures. Forests are home to a cultural structure that includes rural life, traditions based on forest products,
and handicrafts based on the forest. Each of these dimensions shows that forest fires are a complex problem
with not only environmental but also widespread social, economic, and cultural impacts. Therefore, the
prevention of fires and post-fire rehabilitation processes are not only environmental responsibilities but also
humanitarian and cultural obligations. In this context, education in general, and disaster education in particular,
gain importance. Disaster education encompasses the knowledge and skills provided to individuals and
communities to reduce the potential impacts of natural or human-caused disasters such as forest fires, prepare
for such disasters, and manage post-disaster processes more effectively. Another issue related to forest fires is
patriotism.

A strong and deep connection can be established between forest fires and patriotism. Patriotism is not just
about respecting the flag or singing the national anthem; it also involves protecting the natural resources, land,
and future of the homeland. Patriotism encompasses not only the present but also the future. Forest fires
directly affect the environment in which future generations will live, the resources they will consume, and the
air they will breathe. Therefore, being sensitive to fires and protecting forests is considered part of the
responsibility of leaving a livable homeland for future generations and a patriotic duty. In this context,
reforestation of areas destroyed by fire and restoration of the ecosystem are also important indicators of
patriotism. In conclusion, protecting forests is actually protecting the homeland. TAY Journal will prioritize
studies related to disaster education, particularly forest fires.

Degerli Okuyucularimiz,

Orman yanginlarl! Ne yazik ki Tiirkiye'de sik karsilasilan bir durum haline gelmistir. Her yil, 6zellikle yaz
aylarinda, biiylik orman yanginlariyla karsi karsiya kaliyoruz. Bu yanginlar sadece ekolojik bir felaket degil, ayni
zamanda sosyal, ekonomik ve kiiltiirel boyutlariyla da degerlendirilmesi gereken 6énemli bir konudur. Orman
yanginlarinin sosyal boyutu diisiiniildiigiinde akla ilk gelenlerin; yerlesim alanlarinin zarar gérmesi ile ortaya
cikan gocler ve kaybolan sosyal iliskiler, can kayiplar1 ve yaralanmalar, yangin ani ve sonrasini iceren psikolojik
stirecler oldugu sdylenebilir. Bunlar orman yanginlari sonucunda ortaya ¢ikan olumsuz sosyal boyutlardan
bazilaridir. Buna karsin, orman yanginlarinin sebep oldugu olumsuz kosullar1 hafifletmek ve acilar1 paylasmak
icin insanlarin bir araya gelmesi de toplumsal dayanismay1 pekistirebilmektedir.

Orman yanginlari; ormancilik, tarim ve hayvancilik ile turizm basta olmak tizere pek cok sektorii etkilemekte ve
ekonomik kayiplarin olusmasina sebep olmaktadir. Bununla birlikte alt yapinin (yol, su, elektrik vb.) hasar
gormesi ile ekonomik etki daha genis bir alana yayilmakta ve biiylik maliyetler s6z konusu olmaktadir. Yangin
sondiirme, rehabilitasyon ve aga¢landirma gibi ek ekonomik zorluklar da orman yanginlarinin ekonomiye olan
olumsuz etkilerinden bazilaridir. Orman yanginlar: ele alindiginda diisiiniilmesi gereken bir diger boyut ise
kiiltlirel boyuttur. Ormanlar, sadece dogal varliklar degil, ayni zamanda bir toplumun kiiltiirel 6zelliklerinin de
onemli bir pargasidir. Ciinkii ormanlarin ¢gevresinde kurulan yerlesimler, zamanla belirli bir kiiltiirel yapinin da
gelismesine zemin hazirlamistir. Ormanlar; kirsal yasami, orman iiriinlerine dayali gelenekleri, yine ormana
dayali el sanatlarini iceren kiiltlirel yapiya ev sahipligi yapmaktadir. Bu boyutlarin her biri, orman yanginlarinin
yalnizca ¢evresel degil; ayn1 zamanda genis ¢apli sosyal, ekonomik ve kiiltiirel etkileri olan karmasik bir sorun
oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu nedenle, yanginlarin 6nlenmesi ve yangin sonrasi rehabilitasyon siiregleri, sadece
cevresel degil, ayni1 zamanda insani ve kiiltlirel bir sorumluluktur. Bu ¢ercevede genelde egitim, 6zelde ise afet
egitimi 6nem kazanmaktadir. Afet egitimi, orman yanginlar1 gibi doga veya insan kaynakli afetlerin olasi
etkilerini azaltmak, bu afetlere karsi hazirlikli olmak ve afet sonrasi siirecleri daha etkin yonetmek icin bireylere
ve topluluklara verilen bilgi ve becerileri kapsar. Orman yanginlari ile iligkili bir diger husus vatanseverliktir.

Orman yanginlari ile vatanseverlik arasinda giiclii ve derin bir bag kurulabilir. Vatanseverlik, sadece bayraga
saygl duymak veya milll marsi soylemekten ibaret degildir; ayni zamanda vatanin dogal varliklarina,
topraklarina ve gelecegine sahip cikmay1 da icerir. Vatanseverlik, bugiiniin yani sira gelecegi de kapsar. Orman
yanginlari, gelecek nesillerin yasayacagi cevreyi, tiiketecegi kaynaklari ve soluyacagi havayr dogrudan etkiler.
Bu nedenle, yanginlara karsi duyarli olmak ve ormanlari korumak, gelecek nesillere yasanabilir bir vatan
birakma sorumlulugunun pargasi ve vatanseverlik gorevi olarak kabul edilir. Bu baglamda, yanginla tahrip olan
alanlarin yeniden agaclandirilmas:1 ve ekosistemin onarilmasi da vatanseverlik anlayisinin 6nemli bir
gostergesidir. Sonu¢ olarak ormanlara sahip ¢ikmak, aslinda vatana sahip cikmaktir. TAY Journal orman
yanginlari basta olmak tlizere afet egitimi ile ilgili calismalari 6ncelikli kabul edecektir.
