The cost is
staggering: carbon emissions soar, while wars, stoked by states’
limitless hunger for sovereignty, deepen uncertainty and push the
future further into peril.

From the editorial desk of a journal devoted to the environment, our
appeal is simple: unless we learn the virtue of sufficiency, the
mammals that once came from the sea may find themselves
submerged once more.
