Ayrica, kriminal ince”lemelerde adli entomolojinin kurumsal uygulamalarina odaklanan bir
calismada jandarma olay yeri personelinin bilgi ve tutumlar1 degerlendirilmektedir. Afet ve KBRN yonetimi
ekseninde gerceklestirilen bir diger ¢alismada Tiirkiye’de niikleer gii¢ santralleri igin afet yonetimi kapasitesi
ve mevzuat ¢ergevesi irdelenirken, yine KBRN 6zelindeki bir ¢alismada Tiirkiye’nin KBRN olay yonetimine
yaklagimi biitlinciil bi¢imde analiz edilmektedir. Yapay zeka teknolojilerinin KBRN siireglerine
entegrasyonu yontemsel ve etik boyutlariyla baska bir calismada ele alinmaktadir. Ceza hukuku alanina
uzanan katkida ise, TCK 123 baglaminda “israr” olgusunun psikolojik anatomisi Yargitay igtihatlari 1s18inda
¢Oziimlenmektedir.

Boylece say1 genelinde, anket temelli analizlerden deneysel incelemelere ve politika degerlendirmelerine
uzanan yontemsel c¢esitlilikle teori ile pratigi bulusturan, uygulamaya aktarilabilir ¢ikarimlar ortaya
konulmaktadir.

Dear Readers,

This issue of the Turkish Journal of Forensic Sciences and Crime Studies aims to strengthen the bridge
between theory and practice and to offer insights for decision-makers in the field. Within an interdisciplinary
framework, one study examines the intersection of fear of crime among university students, online
victimization, and crime prevention strategies, discussing risk perception and policy recommendations, while
another study experimentally investigates the distance-dependent effects of shotgun blank cartridges on
target surfaces and their implications for evidence dynamics. In addition, a study focusing on the institutional
practice of forensic entomology in criminal investigations evaluates the knowledge, attitudes, and barriers
among gendarmerie crime scene personnel. On the disaster and CBRN management axis, another study
examines disaster-management capacity and the regulatory framework for nuclear power plants in Tirkiye,
while a further CBRN-focused study provides a comprehensive analysis of Tiirkiye’s approach to CBRN
incident management. The methodological and ethical dimensions of integrating artificial intelligence
technologies into CBRN processes are addressed in yet another study. Extending into criminal law, a
contribution analyzes the psychological anatomy of “insistence” within the scope of Turkish Penal Code
Avrticle 123 in the light of Court of Cassation case law.

In sum, this issue offers methodological diversity, ranging from survey-based analyses to experimental
studies and policy evaluations. These contributions bridge theory and practice and yield transferable,
practice-oriented insights.

We hope it will contribute to the field.
