Arkeoloji alaninda Miinteha Ding, Ahsen Findik ve Emre Tastemiir’iin “Pars Pro Toto: Roma
Imparatorluk Dénemi Kap1 Tipli Mezar Stellerindeki Kap1 Motifi Uzerine Bir Degerlendirme”
baslikli calismasi, Roma donemine ait mezar stellerinde yer alan kapi1 motiflerinin sembolik
anlamini inceleyerek donemin 6liim ve 6te diinya anlayisina 151k tutmaktadir.

Diinya Dilleri ve Edebiyatlar1 alaninda Mehmet Kuyanay, klasik Arap edebiyatinin 6nemli bir
ismi olan Sehl b. Harin’un eserlerine odaklanmaktadir.

Felsefe boliimiinde Asli Uner Kaya, Husserl’in fenomenolojisinde “biling” ve “fenomen”
kavramlarimi yeniden yorumlarken; Enes Sanal, Rodrigo Jiménez de Rada’nm Islam algisini
tarihsel baglamda inceler. Celal Sabanci ise Foucault ve Agamben’in dispozitif kavrayislarini
karsilastirarak bireysel eylemin imkanini tartismaktadir.

Iktisat alaninda Esat Dasdemir ve Mustafa Kerem Borii, kredi karti islemleri ile tiiketici fiyat
endeksi arasindaki iliskiyi Tirkiye 6rneginde analiz etmektedir. Tuna Kose, kiiresel issizlik
histerisi iizerine bibliyometrik bir ¢dziimleme sunarken; Yusuf Unsal ekonomik karmasikligin
biiylime tlizerindeki etkilerini sektorel bir perspektifle ele almistir. Hayriye Tasc1 ve Cengizhan
Karaca ise kiiresellesmenin Tiirkiye’nin enerji politikalarina etkisini dogalgaz tliketimi
iizerinden incelemektedir.

Iletisim alaninda Hiiseyin Yasa, iklim degisikligi haberlerinin igerik ve fotograf analizini
yaparken; Miyase Aslantas televizyon dizilerinde farkli kusaklar arasindaki toplumsal
etkilesimi “Kizilcik Serbeti” ve “Yali Capkin1” 6rnekleri tizerinden degerlendirmistir.

Ingiliz Dili ve Edebiyat1 boliimiinde Ahmet Yusuf Akyiiz ve Ismail Avcu, Damon Galgut’un
The Promise adl1 eserinde toprak catismalar1 ve adalet temasini incelerken; Sel¢uk Tatar, Linda



Hogan’in Solar Storms romanini postkolonyal ekofeminizm perspektifinden ele alarak ¢evre,
kadin ve kimlik iligkisini analiz etmektedir.

Isletme ve Finans alaninda Ertugrul Mihgioglu ve Abdullah Erdogan, geleneksel tamamlayici
tipta reklamin hukuki boyutunu tartisirken; Yasin Bayar ve Ozlem Yasar Ugurlu yesil
girisimcilik literatiiriine yonelik bibliyometrik bir analiz gerceklestirmistir. Zeliha Semra
Kiling, Uzeyir Aydin ve Selim Sanlisoy, politik istikrarin karbon emisyonlar1 iizerindeki
etkilerini ortaya koymus; Olcay Olgen, Ahmet Aydin ve Begiim Maral ise futbolcu
transferlerinde dijital para ve taraftar tokenlarimin kurumsal itibar {izerindeki yansimalarini
degerlendirmistir.

Siyaset Bilimi ve Uluslararas1 iliskiler alaninda Mehmet Emre Aktuna, TIKA’nin restorasyon
projelerini “yumusak gii¢” diplomasisi baglaminda ele alirken; Gokhan Kahraman Giiney
Afrika’nin apartheid sonras1 dis politikasini incelemistir. Ercan Seyhan ve Biisra Oztekin
Balkanlar ve Tiirkiye iliskilerini tarihsel bir gercevede degerlendirirken; Ilkay Tosun ve
Emrullah Uludag kamuda stratejik yonetim i¢in tipolojik yaklagimlar 6nermektedir.

Sosyoloji alaninda Atik Aslan, Suriyeli gd¢gmenlerin Tiirkiye isgiicli piyasasindaki yerini ve
sosyoekonomik durumlarini incelemistir.

Tarih alaninda Meral Kuzgun ve Melek Halifeoglu, Sabiha Sertel’in sosyal c¢alismalara dair
goriislerini tartigirken; Enes Firat Onel, Bengal’in ilk bagimsiz Tiirk-Islam hanedanlig1 olan
Ilyassahiler’i ele almaktadir. ilker Bayram, Bati’nin Tiirklerle iliskileri baglaminda “adalet”
kavramin1t sorgularken; Erol Uzun Antep savunmasini jeolojik yapi perspektifinden
degerlendirmektedir.

This issue features thirty-one articles from twelve different fields: Archaeology, World
Languages and Literatures, Philosophy, Economics, Theology, Communication, English
Language and Literature, Business-Finance, Political Science and International Relations,
Sociology, History, and Turkish Language and Literature. Twenty of these articles are written
in Turkish, while eleven are written in English.

With our new issue, our editorial team has been renewed. First of all, we would like to thank
all our former colleagues who contributed to the publication of our magazine in previous issues
and wish them success in their future endeavours. With our new team, we would like to
emphasise our desire to continue our publications with a multilingual approach, paying
attention to equality and diversity in publication planning, organising publication areas
alphabetically and based on the date of publication, and striving to give as equal space as
possible to all areas. We wish our new editor-in-chief, Associate Professor Sever ISIK, and
assistant editors Research Assistant Muhammed Ali AKAY and Research Assistant Dr. Ibrahim
OZHAZAR every success in their roles.

In the field of archaeology, Miinteha Ding, Ahsen Findik and Emre Tastemiir's study entitled
‘Pars Pro Toto: An Assessment of the Door Motif on Door-Type Tomb Steles from the Roman
Imperial Period’ sheds light on the period's understanding of death and the afterlife by
examining the symbolic meaning of door motifs found on tomb steles from the Roman period.

In the field of World Languages and Literatures, Mehmet Kuyanay focuses on the works of Sehl
b. Har(in, an important figure in classical Arabic literature.

In the Philosophy section, Asli Uner Kaya reinterprets the concepts of ‘consciousness’ and
‘phenomenon’ in Husserl's phenomenology, while Enes Sanal examines Rodrigo Jiménez de
Rada's perception of Islam in its historical context. Celal Sabanci discusses the possibility of
individual action by comparing Foucault and Agamben's conceptions of the dispositif.

In the field of economics, Esat Dagdemir and Mustafa Kerem Borii analyse the relationship
between credit card transactions and the consumer price index in the case of Turkey. Tuna Kose
presents a bibliometric analysis on the global unemployment hysteria, while Yusuf Unsal
examines the effects of economic complexity on growth from a sectoral perspective. Hayriye
Tasct and Cengizhan Karaca examine the impact of globalisation on Turkey's energy policies
through natural gas consumption.

In the field of theology, Ahmet Kavut and Tevhit Ayengin have analysed the concept of ‘niistiz’
in the Qur'an semantically in the context of exegesis, lexicon and Turkish translations; while
Mustafa Cabir Altintas has examined the worldviews of theology students in higher education.

In the field of communication, Hiiseyin Yasa analyses the content and photographs of climate
change news, while Miyase Aslantas evaluates the social interaction between different
generations in television series using the examples of ‘Kizilcik Serbeti’ and “Yali Capkint’.



In the English Language and Literature department, Ahmet Yusuf Akyiiz and Ismail Avcu
examine the themes of land conflicts and justice in Damon Galgut's work The Promise, while
Selcuk Tatar analyses the relationship between environment, women and identity by examining
Linda Hogan's novel Solar Storms from a postcolonial ecofeminist perspective.

In the field of Business and Finance, Ertugrul Mih¢ioglu and Abdullah Erdogan discuss the
legal dimensions of advertising in traditional complementary medicine, while Yasin Bayar and
Ozlem Yasar Ugurlu conduct a bibliometric analysis of the green entrepreneurship literature.
Zeliha Semra Kiling, Uzeyir Aydin, and Selim Sanlisoy reveal the effects of political stability
on carbon emissions; Olcay Olgen, Ahmet Aydin, and Begiim Maral evaluate the reflections of
digital currency and fan tokens on corporate reputation in football player transfers.

In the field of Political Science and International Relations, Mehmet Emre Aktuna examines
TIKA's restoration projects within the context of ‘soft power’ diplomacy, while Gékhan
Kahraman analyses South Africa's post-apartheid foreign policy. Ercan Seyhan and Biisra
Oztekin evaluate Balkan-Turkey relations within a historical framework, while Ilkay Tosun and
Emrullah Uludag propose typological approaches for strategic management in the public sector.

In the field of Sociology, Atik Aslan examines the place of Syrian migrants in the Turkish labour
market and their socio-economic situation.

In the field of history, Meral Kuzgun and Melek Halifeoglu discuss Sabiha Sertel's views on
social work, while Enes Firat Onel examines the Ilyassahis, Bengal's first independent Turkish-
Islamic dynasty. Ilker Bayram questions the concept of ‘justice’ in the context of the West's
relations with the Turks, while Erol Uzun evaluates the defence of Antep from a geological
perspective.

In the field of Turkish Language and Literature, Ahmet Thsan Kaya examines the theme of
justice in the poems of Mehmet Emin Yurdakul, while Ozgiil Ozbek Giray addresses
intertextuality in the poem ‘Mehlika Sultan'a Asik Yedi Geng’ (Seven Young Men in Love with
Mehlika Sultan). Orkun Ozasik and Serife Yalginkaya present a comprehensive study on the
divan publications of Cypriot Turkologist Harid Fedai.

We extend our sincere thanks to all our authors, subject editors, and esteemed reviewers who
contributed to the preparation of this issue. We hope that this issue, reflecting the multifaceted
nature of the social sciences, will open new horizons for interdisciplinary studies.
