Giivenlik Bilimleri Dergimizin Kasim say1sini sizlerin begenisine ve istifadesine
sunmanin gurur ve heyecanini yasiyoruz. Kasim sayimizda yer alan ¢aligmalarin

giivenlik bilimleri alan yazimina degerli katkilar sunacagini degerlendiriyoruz.

GUC tarafindan kaleme alinan “Ortak Oteki Algisi Cercevesinde Tiirkiye-Rusya
[liskilerinin Déniisiimii (2000-2025)” baslikl1 calisma; Tiirkiye ve Rusya arasindaki
iligkilerin son ¢eyrek asirdaki seyrini kimlik, sdylem ve giivenlik temelli yeni bir
analitik cergeveyle ele almaktadir. Ontolojik giivenlik ve gilivenliklestirme
kuramlarini biitiinlestiren eser iki iilke arasindaki iliskiyi iic doneme ayirarak 2000-
2010 yillarin1 pragmatik yakinlasma, 2011-2016 yillarini kriz ve giivenliklestirme ve
2016 sonrasini ise kurumsallasan secici is birligi modeli olarak adlandirmaktadir.
Calisma kapsaminda iki tilkenin iliskilerini etkileyen yapisal faktdrler Ukrayna
Savasi, S-400 tedariki, Tahil Koridoru siireci ve F-35 programindan ¢ikarilma gibi

kritik doniim noktalar1 tizerinden incelenmistir.

BALDIRAN VE BOLAT “Christian Bueger’in Deniz Giivenligi Matrisi
Yaklasimiyla Arktik Deniz Giivenligi Tehditlerinin Degerlendirilmesi” baglikli
makalelerinde, dikkatlerimizi kiiresel giivenligin en sicak ve dinamik alanlarindan
biri olan Arktik bolgesine ¢ekmektedir. Yazarlar, Arktik bolgesinin hizla degisen
giivenlik mimarisini Christian Bueger’in “Deniz Gilivenligi Matrisi” lizerinden ¢ok
katmanl1 bir analize tabi tutmaktadir. Calismada iklim degisikliginin yarattig1 yeni
gerceklik, insan giivenligi, ekonomik kalkinma, ulusal giivenlik ve deniz ¢evresinin

korunmasi bagliklar1 altinda incelenmektedir.

calismasinda go¢ olgusunu, toplumsal giivenlik paradigmasi ekseninde -ele



almaktadir. Yazar calismasinda, Soguk Savas sonrasi donem ve 11 Eyliil sonrasinda
“toplumsal giivenlik” kavrami merkezinde go¢ olgusunun bir "kimlik ve beka"
sorunu haline gelme siirecini teorik ve pratik boyutlariyla tartigmaktadir.
Gogmenlerin "gilivenlik nesnesi" ve "Gteki" olarak insa edilme siireclerini Kopenhag
Okulu’nun giivenliklestirme teorisi lizerinden analiz eden ¢alisma, giivenliklestirme
politikalarinin gégmenler ve ev sahibi toplumlar i¢in bir glivensizlik sarmalina yol

actigm ifade etmektedir.

YAVUZ ve CALICI tarafindan kaleme alman “Infaz ve Koruma Memurlarinin
Mesleki Yasantilarinin Psikososyal Yansimalar:” baslikli makale, popiiler kiiltiir ve
medya yapimlarinin etkisiyle olusan 6n yargili ve gegerlilikten uzak "gardiyan"
imgesini yeniden insa ederek dikkatlerimizi infaz ve koruma memurlarinin ¢aligma
kosullarina ¢ekmektedir. Yar1 yapilandirilmis miilakatlara dayali nitel ¢alismada
"dolayl travmatizasyon" ve "vicdani stres" olgularina vurgu yapilarak infaz ve
koruma memurlariin i¢inde bulunduklar1 olumsuz psikolojik ve sosyolojik durum
gozler Oniine serilmektedir. YAVUZ ve CALICI calismalarinda infaz ve koruma
memurlarinin gorevleri nedeniyle maruz kaldiklar1 ruhsal yiike karsilik onlarin
psikolojik dayanikliligini artiracak kurumsal destek mekanizmalarinin eksikligine

vurgu yapmaktadir.

SEKER “Ceza Infaz Kurumlarinda Uygulanan Sigara, Alkol, Madde Bagimliligi
Tedavi Programimin (SAMBA) Aserme (Craving) ve Diirtiisellik Uzerine Etkisinin
Incelenmesi” baslikli yari deneysel ¢alismasinda, bagimlilikla miicadelede
stireclerinde ceza infaz kurumlarinin roliine 151k tutmaktadir. Arastirma kapsaminda;
SAMBA programinin hiikiimliilerin maddeye duyduklari yogun istek (aserme) ve
diirtlisel davranis kaliplar1 {izerindeki etkisi, 88 hiikiimlii ile gergeklestirilen yari
deneysel calisma ile test edilmistir. Analiz sonuglari, iyilesme motivasyonunun
artmas1 ve madde kullamim isteginin azalmasini SAMBA programinin 6nemli

katkilar1 olarak gozler Oniine sermektedir. SEKER c¢alismasinda Ceza infaz



kurumlarinin “zorunlu tedavi merkezi” olma iglevinin gii¢lendirilmesi gerekliliginin

altini ¢cizmektedir.

ARSLAN ve KONCAGUL tarafindan hazirlanan “Tiirkiye 'de Kadin Giivenlik
Koruculari: Toplumsal Cinsiyet Perspektifinden Bir Analiz” bashkli calisma,
kadinlarin giivenlik koruculugu sisteminde kendilerine yer edinmesinin yarattigi
sosyolojik kirilmalar1 ve paradokslari ele almaktadir. Calismada odak grup
gorlismeleri sonucunda elde edilen veriler feminist giivenlik kurami perspektifinde
incelenerek koruculuk mesleginin yasadig1 yapisal ve simgesel doniisiim analiz
edilmektedir. ARSLAN ve KONCAGUL’ iin analizleri “ekonomik 6zgiirliik” ve
“devlet nezdinde statii kazanma” arzusunun kadinlarin silahli giivenlik personeli
olmak i¢in 6nemli bir motivasyon kaynagi oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Caligmada
kadinlarin giivenlik koruculugu sistemindeki varliginin artmasimin niceliksel bir
artistan ziyade toplumsal alginin ve kurumsal kiiltliriin degisimine bagli oldugu

vurgulanmaktadir.

SARNIC ve ACAR tarafindan kaleme alinan “COVID-19 Pandemisi ve Kriz
Yénetimi Ile ligili Olarak Hazirlanmis Makalelere Yonelik Biblivometrik Bir Analiz
(2020-2024)” Dbaslikli ¢alisma, bibliyometrik haritalama yontemiyle yakin
tarihimizin en biiyiik kiiresel krizi olan pandeminin akademik iiretim {izerindeki iz
diistimiinii analiz etmektedir. Makale,2020-2024 yillar1 arasinda Scopus veri
tabaninda taranan 301 akademik g¢alismayi1 bibliyometrik analize tabi tutmaktadir.
Aragtirma kapsaminda yiiriitiilen analiz sonuglar1 "kriz iletisimi" ve "kamu saglig1"
gibi acil reaksiyon gerektiren konularin pandeminin ilk yillarinda 6n plana ¢iktigini;
miiteakip yillarda "dayaniklilik”, "liderlik" ve "akil saglig1" gibi siirdiiriilebilirlik ve
toparlanma temalarinin giindeme geldigini ortaya koymaktadir. Calismada ABD ve
Cin hegemonyasimin literatiir iizerindeki etkisinin, farkli kiiltiirel baglamlarin kriz

yonetimi deneyimlerinin temsili sorununa yol agtig1 vurgulanmaktadir.

EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear ‘Security Sciences Journal’ Readers,

We are glad and proud to share the November issue of Security Sciences Journal
to our readers’ appreciation and benefit. We believe that the papers in this issue will

make valuable contributions to the field of security sciences.

The article penned by GUC and titled The Transformation of Turkiye-Russia
Relations within the Framework of the Common Other Perception (2000-2025),
presents the relations between these countries in the last quarter century through a
new analytical perfective based on identity, discourse and security. This paper
integrating securitization and ontological security categorizes the relation between
these countries as 2000-2010 pragmatic rapprochement, 2011-2016 crisis and
securitization period, and finally after 2016 selective flexible cooperation model,
having institutionalized. Regarding the scope of the study, the structural factors
affecting the relations between them were examined through critical cornerstones
such as the Ukraine War, S-400 supply, the Grain Corridor process and being

removed from the F-35 program.

With the paper titled Evaluation of Arctic Maritime Security Threats Through
Christian Bueger's Maritime Security Matrix Approach, BALDIRAN and POLAT
draw readers’ attention to the Arctic region which is one of the hottest and most
dynamic areas of global security. The authors examine the rapidly changing security
structure of the Arctic region to a multi-layered analysis through Christian Bueger’s
“Maritime Security Matrix”. The paper examines the new reality created by climate
change under the headings of human security, economic development, national

security and protection of the marine environment.



KAYA, in his article titled “Migration and the Construction of the Other from
a Societal Security Perspective” discusses migration phenomenon through social
security paradigm. Within the center of the concept of "social security"”, the author
discusses the process of the migration phenomenon becoming an "identity and
survival” issue in the post-Cold War period and after September 11 attacks in its
theoretical and practical dimensions. The study, analyzing the processes of
constructing immigrants as "security objects” and "others" through the securitization
theory of the Copenhagen School, claims that securitization policies lead to a spiral
of insecurity for both immigrants and host societies.

The paper penned by YAVUZ and CALICI and titled “Psychosocial
Reflections of the Professional Lives of Correctional Officers” draws our attention
to the working conditions of execution and correctional officers by reconstructing
the prejudiced and far-from-real image of the "guard" created by the influence of
popular culture and media productions. Based on semi-structured interviews, this
qualitative study emphasizes the phenomena of "indirect traumatization" and
""conscience stress" and reveals the negative psychological and sociological situation
of correctional officers. The authors emphasize the lack of institutional support
mechanisms in their study that would increase the psychological resilience of
correctional officers in response to the mental burden they are exposed to due to their

duties.

SEKER, with his quasi-experimental study titled “Investigation of The Effect
of Smoking, Alcohol, Substance Addiction Treatment Programme (SAMBA) on
Craving and Impulsivity in Penal Institutions” puts the emphasis on the role of the
correctional institutions in the process of fighting addiction. Within the scope of the
study, the effect of the SAMBA program on convicts' intense craving for substances
(craving) and impulsive behavior patterns was tested by a semi-experimental study

conducted with 88 convicts. The results of the analysis reveal that the SAMBA

program has significant contributions to increased motivation for recovery and
reduced desire for substance use. The author underlines the need for strengthening

the function of penitentiary institutions as a “mandatory treatment center”.

The study, “Female Security Guards in Turkiye: An Analysis from a Gender
Perspective” written by ARSLAN and KONCAGUL, discusses the sociological
crashes and paradoxes created by women taking place in the security guard system.
In the study, the data obtained from focus group interviews and examined through
the perspective of feminist security theory analyze the structural and symbolic
transformation the guarding profession has gone through. ARSLAN and
KONCAGUL's analyses put forward that women become armed security personnel
due to important motivators like the desire for "economic freedom" and "gaining
status in the eyes of the state". The study emphasizes that the increase in the presence
of women in the security guard system is not due to a quantitative increase, but rather

due to a change in social perception and institutional culture.

The study “a Bibliometric Analysis of Articles Prepared On the Covid-19
Pandemic and Crisis Management (2020-2024)” written by SARNIC and ACAR,
analyzes the reflection of the pandemic which was the largest global crisis in our
recent history on academic production using the bibliometric mapping method. The
article covers bibliometric analysis of 301 academic studies that were scanned in the
Scopus database between 2020-2024. Within the scope of the research, the results of
the analysis conducted reveal that issues requiring urgent response such as "crisis
communication” and “public health” came to the fore in the first years of the
pandemic; however, in subsequent years, sustainability and recovery themes such as
"resilience”, "leadership” and "mental health” were on the agenda. The study
emphasizes that the influence of US and Chinese hegemony on the literature led to
the problem of representing crisis management experiences in different cultural

contexts.
