Ankara Universitesi Egitim Bilimleri Fakiiltesi Dergisinin (AUEBFD) Degerli
Okurlari,

Dergimizin yeni sayisini (Cilt:58, Sayi:3) sizlere sunmaktan gururlu ve
mutluyuz. Bu sayimizda da farkl bilimsel arastirma yontemleriyle yiiriitiilmiis, sahaya
duyarly, kuramsal katkilar sunan ¢alismalart sizlerle bulusturmanmin kivancim
yastyoruz. Dergimiz, 1968 den beri kesintisiz devam eden yayin ¢izgisini korurken,
2025 yilinda uluslararast dizinlere entegrasyon ve dijital akademik aglarda erisimi
artirma yoniinde stratejik adimlar atmigtir. Bu kapsamda, egitim alamnin saygin
akademik veri platformlarindan biri olan GALE Cengage tarafindan indekslenmek
tizere kabul alinmustir. Ayrica dergimiz, uluslararasi siireli yayin kataloglar: arasinda
onemli bir yeri bulunan Ulrich’s Periodicals Directory sistemine de dahil edilmistir.
Bu kabul siireglerine eslik eden gelistirmeler dogrultusunda, Scopus ve Web of
Science biinyesindeki ESCI igin basvurular yapilmuis; editor ve hakem kurulu farkli
tilkelerden akademisyenlerle genisletilmis ve yaymn siireglerinin  seffafligi
giiclendirilmistir.

Bu gelismeleri paylasirken, egitim alamnin iginde bulundugu giincel baglami
birlikte degerlendirmeyi de gerekli goriiyoruz. Kiiresel olcekte ¢oklu krizlerle dolu bir
gilindemde egitim, hem bir ¢oziim zemini olarak goriiliiyor hem de krizlerden en fazla
etkilenen alanlardan biri olarak one ¢ikiyor. Uluslararast kuruluslar, kalkinma,
demokrasi ve esitlik hedeflerine ulasmada egitimin roliinii vurgularken; neoliberal
politikalarin sert etkileri, egitimde nitelik, erisim ve adalet sorunlarini derinlestiriyor.
Savaglar, go¢ hareketleri, insan haklary ihlalleri, iklim krizi ve dijital u¢urum gibi
kiiresel sorunlar, ozellikle kirilgan gruplarin egitim hakkina erigimini kisitlyyor ve
esitlik ilkesini asindwrryor.

Bu kosullar, egitim bilimlerinin roliinii yeniden sorgulamayt ka¢inilmaz hale
getiriyor. Kiiresel ve yerel diizeyde giderek karmagiklagan sorunlar, egitim bilimlerini
disiplinlerarast bir alan olarak toplumsal esitsizliklerin yeniden iiretimi, kiiltiirel
sermaye rejimleri, kamusal politikalarin doniisiimii ve 6znenin insasi gibi siire¢lerin
kesisiminde yeniden konumlandiriyor. Bu nedenle egitim arastirmalari, yapisal
sorunlari sorgulama ve déniistiiriicii bilgi iiretme sorumlulugunu her zamankinden
daha giiglii bicimde iistlenmeli ve adil, esitlikci, demokratik bir toplumsal diizenin
insasina katki sunmahdir. AUEBFD olarak, bilimsel bilgi iiretiminin yalnizca mevcut
durumu betimlemekle sinirlt kalmamasi, ayni zamanda yapisal sorunlara isik tutarak
elestirel bir zemin olusturmasi gerektigini savunuyoruz. Yayin politikamizi; giincel
sorunlara duyarl, epistemolojik ag¢idan cesur, kuramsal ve yontemsel olarak giiclii
temellere dayanan ¢alismalara oncelik vermek yoniinde sekillendiriyoruz. Egitim
bilimlerini yalnizca ogretim siiregleriyle sumirlamayan; sosyal, ekonomik ve dijital



esitsizlikler, gog, egitime erigim ve kapsayicilik gibi temalart iceren ve bu olgular
yeni kavramsal araglarla ¢oziimlemeye ¢alisan arastirmalara ozellikle alan agmayt
onemsiyoruz. Ciinkii bilimsel bilgi tiretiminin niteligi, yalnizca kullanilan tekniklere
degil; hangi sorularin sorulduguna, hangi seslerin duyulmasina alan tanindigina ve
hangi gercekliklerin goriiniir kilindigina da baghdir.

Dergimizin bu sayisinda yer alan makaleler, dijital teknolojilerin gelisimsel
etkilerinden ergenlikteki bakim rollerine; 6lgme-degerlendirmede simiilasyon temelli
incelemelerden matematik ogretimine; ogretmen egitiminde STEM deneyimlerinden
sinemadaki ogretmen temsillerine; gorsel okuryazarliktan okul éncesi iletigim
becerilerine uzanan bir ¢esitliligi yansitryor. Bu saymin hazirlanmasinda 6zgiin
arastirmalaryla  katki sunan yazarlara; bilimsel siireglerin  giivenilirligini ve
tarafsizligini miimkiin  kilan hakemlere ve alan editorlerine, siire¢ boyunca
gasterdikleri igbirligi icin tesekkiir ederim.

Giderek daralan akademik ifade 6zgiirliigii ikliminde, elestirel diisiincenin nefes
alabilecegi son alanlardan biri bilimsel dergilerdir. Bu sorumlulugun bilinciyle;
uluslararasi yayin etigi standartlarina bagl, akademik 6zen ve disiplinle siirdiiriilen
bir yayin ortamni yasatmak icin emek veren yayin kurulu iiyelerimize ictenlikle
tesekkiir ediyorum.

AUEBFD 'nin bu sayisimin egitim bilimleri alanindaki tartismalara anlaml
katkilar sunmasini, okurlarimiza ilham vermesini ve yeni ufuklar agmasini diliyorum.

Yeni bir yilda, yeni sayilarda bulusmak iizere, tiim yayin kurulu adina saygilar
sunuyorum.

Distinguished Readers of the Ankara University Journal of Faculty of
Educational Sciences (JFES),

We are proud and delighted to present the new issue of our journal (Volume: 58,
Issue: 3). In this issue, we are excited to present studies that provide theoretical
contributions, conducted using various scientific research methods, and that are
sensitive to the field. Our journal, which has maintained its uninterrupted publication
since 1968, took strategic steps in 2025 toward integration into international
databases and enhancing accessibility within digital academic networks. In this
context, it has been accepted for indexing by GALE Cengage, one of the prestigious
academic data platforms in the field of education. Additionally, our journal has been
included in Ulrich’s Periodicals Directory, a globally recognized catalog of
periodicals. Accompanying these acceptance processes, applications have been
submitted to Scopus and to the Emerging Sources Citation Index (ESCI) within the
Web of Science. The editorial and reviewer boards have been expanded with scholars
from various countries, and the transparency of publication processes has been
strengthened.

As we share these developments, we also find it essential to reflect on the current
context shaping the field of education. In a global agenda marked by multiple crises,
education is both seen as a ground for solutions and one of the areas most affected by
these crises. While international organizations emphasize the role of education in
achieving development, democracy, and equality goals, the harsh effects of neoliberal
policies deepen problems related to quality, access, and justice in education. Global
issues such as wars, migration, human rights violations, the climate crisis, and the
digital divide particularly limit the access of vulnerable groups to the right to
education and undermine the principle of equality.

These conditions make it inevitable to reconsider the role of educational
sciences. The increasingly complex issues at both global and local levels are
repositioning educational sciences as an interdisciplinary field, situated at the
intersection of processes such as the reproduction of social inequalities, cultural
capital regimes, the transformation of public policies, and the construction of
subjectivity. Therefore, educational research must assume its responsibility to
question structural problems and produce transformative knowledge more strongly
than ever before, contributing to the construction of a just, egalitarian, and
democratic social order. At JFES, we argue that the production of scientific
knowledge should not be limited to merely describing the current situation, but should
also shed light on structural problems and provide a critical foundation. We shape
our publication policy to prioritize studies that are responsive to contemporary issues,
epistemologically bold, and grounded in strong theoretical and methodological
foundations. We place particular importance on creating space for research that goes
beyond limiting educational sciences to teaching processes and addresses themes
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such as social, economic, and digital inequalities, migration, access to education, and
inclusivity, aiming to analyze these phenomena through new conceptual frameworks.
The quality of scientific knowledge production depends not only on the techniques
employed, but also on which questions are posed, whose voices are given space, and
which realities are brought into view.

The articles featured in this issue of our journal reflect a wide range of topics,
spanning the developmental effects of digital technologies, caregiving roles in
adolescence, simulation-based investigations in assessment and evaluation,
mathematics education, STEM experiences in teacher education, representations of
teachers in cinema, visual literacy, and communication skills in early childhood. |
extend my sincere thanks to the authors who contributed with their original research
to this issue, and to the reviewers and section editors who ensured the reliability and
impartiality of the scientific process through their collaboration throughout.

In an increasingly constrained climate for academic freedom, scientific journals
remain among the few spaces where critical thinking can still breathe. With this
awareness, | sincerely thank the members of our editorial board for their dedicated
efforts to sustain a publishing environment grounded in international ethical
standards and upheld with academic care and discipline.
