Bu baglamda tarihin aragsallastiriimasi ve bellegin
gicinl engelleme girisimleri olarak bellek delikleri kavrami gergevesinde bir tartisma
yuratayor.

“Thomas Carlyle’in Kahramanlar isimli Eseri ve Tarihgiligi
Uzerine Bazi Degerlendirmeler” basligini tasiyor. Namdar makalesinde, Thomas Carlyle’in
meshur eseri “On Heroes Hero-Worship And The Heroic In History” merkezinde tarihte
kahramanlar tanimlamasini, biyografisi, devrin getirileri ve tarih caglari meselesi baglaminda
tartisiyor.

Uglincti makale ise Giilsiim Tiitlinci’niin “ingiliz Marksist tarihyaziminda Dona Torr'un etkisi”
adli calismasidir. Titiincli makalesinde ingiliz Marksist Tarihcilerin biraraya gelmesinde ve ilk
dénem calismalarinda ¢ok etkili olmus ama Tiirkge literatlire pek yansimamis Dona Torr’'un
tarihciligini ve katkilarini incelemistir.

Dérdiincii makalede Murat Yanmaz'in “741 Kronigi ve 754 Kronigi: Erken ispanyol
tarihyaziminda Miisliiman fethine dair Latince anlatilar” adli calismasidir. Yanmaz 8. ylzyilin
basinda iber Yarimadasi’nin Misliimanlar tarafindan fethinin ardindan bolgede kaleme alinan
en erken tarihli iki Latince anlati olan 741 Kronigi ile 754 Kronigi’'nin tarihsel énemini analiz
etmistir.

In pursuit of enriching Turkish historiography, our journal includes not only theory-oriented
studies but also articles that employ new perspectives and methodologies. This issue
comprises four research articles and one book review.

Published under the DergiPark platform, tarihyazmi has recently adopted a new publication
policy, transitioning from issue-based releases to a continuous publication system.
Accordingly, each submitted article will be evaluated promptly upon receipt, and once
approved through the peer-review process, it will be published without delay.

The first article, authored by Arzu ibisi Temelli, is titled “The Function of ‘Memory Holes’ in
the Context of the Relationship Between History and Dystopia.” In her work, ibisi examines the
relationship between the concepts of history and dystopia, focusing on how dystopian
narratives envision the future and their attitudes toward history. She discusses these issues
within the conceptual framework of “memory holes,” exploring how history may be
instrumentalized and collective memory suppressed.

The second article, by Miijjdat Namdar, is entitled “Some Evaluations on Thomas Carlyle’s
Work on Heroes, Hero-Worship and the Heroic in History and His Historiography.” Namdar’s
study explores Carlyle’s conception of the “hero” in history, contextualizing it within his
biography, the intellectual climate of his time, and the broader debates surrounding historical
periods.

The third article, written by Gulsiim Tutiincii, is titled “The Influence of Dona Torr on British
Marxist Historiography.” Tiitlincli examines the contributions of Dona Torr—an influential yet
relatively overlooked figure in Turkish historiographical literature—who played a pivotal role
in the early formation and intellectual development of British Marxist historians.

The fourth article, by Murat Yanmaz, is titled “The Chronicle of 741 and the Chronicle of 754:
Latin Narratives of the Muslim Conquest in Early Spanish Historiography.” Yanmaz analyzes
the historical significance of these two earliest Latin accounts written in the Iberian Peninsula
following the Muslim conquest in the early 8th century.

We extend our sincere gratitude to all authors and reviewers for their valuable contributions
to tarihyazimi, which continues to serve as a shared platform for historiographical studies in
Turkey.
