We are delighted to share with you the final issue of Intermedia International e-Journal
for 2025. This issue brings together rich research articles exploring different
dimensions of communication, media, and art.

The first study focuses on the autobiographical documentary form of meta-cinema,
examining the relationship between cinema, memory, and subjective narrative
through Agnes Varda's film Varda by Agnés. The article offers a unique theoretical and
aesthetic contribution to documentary cinema studies.

The next study, prepared with a focus on public relations and advertising education,
examines students' metaphorical perceptions of basic concepts related to the field,
offering pedagogically important findings for communication education literature.

The following article critically evaluates the processes of interpreting Al production
and audiovisual content in new media environments by examining the “Trump Gaza”
video clip produced by artificial intelligence using a hermeneutic approach.

The historical study, which focuses on newspapers published in the first year of the
Early Republic Period, offers a comprehensive view of press history, allowing the
political and social atmosphere of the period to be read through the media.

This issue also features research that addresses the future of 3D art through digital
sculptures and augmented reality applications, based on artists' perspectives. The
study discusses the interaction between art and technology through current examples.

The ninth article examines the topic of nation branding through William Labov's
narrative analysis of the Go Turkey promotional film. Questioning how national
identity is constructed through visual narratives, this study focuses on the relationship
between destination marketing and cultural representation.

Analyzing male-female relationships in drama films between 2020 and 2025 within the
framework of symbolic interactionism, this study offers a critical view of the
representation of gender roles in cinema.

Another study, focusing on the relationship between food, gastronomy, and media,
examines the role of magazines in promoting place-marked flavors through the
example of “Gastronomy Magazine” and contributes to the literature on gastronomy
communication.

The perspective on new media transformation in presentation practices through
artificial intelligence servers discusses how technological innovations shape
communication forms. This study raises important questions about the future of Al-
supported content production, requiring media professionals to rethink their roles.

The final article in this issue examines the theme of East-West conflict and the search
for cultural identity through the film Edeb Is West, opening up a discussion on issues
of identity, migration, and belonging through cinema.

I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all our authors who have made valuable
contributions to this issue, to our esteemed reviewers who have helped maintain
scientific quality through their meticulous evaluation processes, and to our dedicated
and conscientious editorial team.
