Kiiltiirel mirasin belgelenmesi, tanitimi ve yasaularak gelecek kugsaklara aktarilmasi amaciyla 2003
yilinda yayimlanmaya baglayan TUBA-KED, her tiirlii maddi kalint, kiiltiirel peyzaj, dekoratif
sanatlar, dogal cevre, sozlii gelenek ve anlatimlar, gosteri sanatlari, inanglar, ritiieller, sélenler, doga
ve evrenle ilgili toplumlarin belleklerinde yer etmis olay ve uygulamalar olmak iizere sayist daha da
arttirilabilecek her tiirlii somut ve somut olmayan degerleri igeren uluslararasi hakemli bir dergidir.

Kiiltiir kavrami altinda gergeklesen tiim faaliyetlerin ortak zemini olmayt hedefleyen TUBA-KED, ilke
olarak, donem ve cografi bolge sinirlamasi olmaksizin arkeoloji, sanat tarihi, kirsal ve kentsel mimari,
kirsal ve kentsel peyzaj, kiiltiirel peyzaj, kentsel arkeoloji, endiistriyel arkeoloji, etnografya, etnobotanik,
jeoarkeoloji ve tarih ile ilgili ¢aligmalara yer vermektedir. Ayrica topluluklarin, gruplarin ve bireylerin
kiiltiirel miraslarinin bir parcast olarak tanimladiklari uygulamalar, temsiller, anlatimlar, bilgiler,
beceriler ve bunlara iligkin arag-geregler ile kiiltiirel mekanlar gibi farkls dlek ve nitelikeeki kiiltiirel
mirasa yonelik her tiirlii belgeleme, envanter ve sozlii tarih ¢alismalart derginin kapsami i¢indedir.
Bununla birlikte dergimiz, kiiltiir kavrami i¢inde tespit edilen tiim uygulamalarin korunmast, onarimi,
sergilenmesi, topluma kazandirilmasi ve kiiltiir sektorii olarak degerlendirilmesine ydnelik proje ve
fikirlere agik olup bu alanlarda bir forum olugturma islevini de tistlenmistir.

Turkish Academy of Sciences - Journal of Cultural Inventory (TUBA-KED), which started publication
in 2003 with the aim to document, promote and transfer cultural heritage to the new generation, is an
international peer-reviewed journal with a wide-ranging scope covering all kinds of tangible remains,
cultural landscapes, decorative arts, natural environment, oral traditions and narrations, performing
arts, beliefs, rituals, festivals, events and praxes concerning nature and the universe that have made a
place in the memory of the society as well many other tangible and intangible values.

Striving to become a common ground for all activities that take place under the concept of culture, the
TUBA- Journal of Cultural Inventory, as a principle, is open to all kinds of studies about archeology,
art history, rural and urban architecture, rural and urban landscaping, urban archeology, industrial
archeology, ethnography, ethno-botany, geo-archeology and history without limitation of period and
geographical region. Also documentation, inventory and oral history studies concerning cultural
heritage in different scales and types such as praxes, representations, narratives, information, skills, tools
related to these and cultural spaces attributed as a constituent of their cultural heritage by societies,
groups and individuals, are within the scope of the journal. In addition, our journal is open to all
projects and ideas concerning the conservation, preservation, presentation of all the features defined
within the concept of culture, their repossession to the society as well as their appraisal as culture sector;
while it has also undertaken the role to establish a forum in these fields.

Having set out with the name and content of the “TUBA- Journal of Cultural Inventory” in 2003, the
journal is not limited to inventory work only, and hence, all kinds of articles with scientific content
on the fields mentioned above are accepted as well.

TUBA-KED éncelikli olarak kiiltiir envanteri ergevesine giren sanat tarihi, mimarlik tarihi, kiiltiirel tarih, sehir
tarihi, miizecilik gibi disiplinlerin incelemeye aldigi mimari ve estetik degeri olan eserler ile yagama kiiltiiriiniin
miize envanterlerine girebilecek tanimlanabilir nesneler tizerindeki caligmalari tegvik ve tercih etmektedir.
Nitelikli kiiltiir envanteri kapsamina giren eserler tizerine yapilan bilimsel ¢alismalarin yayinlanmasini hedefleyen
TUBA-KED'in 32. sayist Anadolu'nun farkli cografyalarindaki kiiltiir varliklari iizerine yogunlasan makalelerle
okuyucuya takdim edilmektedir.

Bu sayida miize koleksiyonlarindan dért makale yer almaktadir. Nevsehir Hacibektas Arkeoloji ve Etnografya
Miizesi’'ndeki 5. ytizyildan 10. yiizyil arasina tarihlenen Bizans sikkelerini inceleyen yazi, ayni ddnem Kapadokya
bolgesindeki diger ornekleri de goz dniine alarak tasnif edilen eserlerin kataloglanma ve degerlendirilmesini de
icermektedir. Van Miizesi’'ndeki Sel¢uklu donemi metal kandiller, formlart ve donemin sanati yaninda giinlitk
hayatun akigina da 1stk tutmaktadir. Miize envanteri tizerine yapilan diger calisma Osmanli dénemi Tokat
bolgesinde kullanilan bakir siniler tizerine olup, konu ev esyasi, mutfak kiiltiiri ve donemin maden sanati
agisindan degerlendirmekte, bolgeye 6zgii sanat tislubu yaninda bakir tiretim kapasitesine de dikkat ¢ekmektedir.
Bu sayinin 6zgiin konularindan birisi sanatlt yazma eser sinifindan kitap kiiltiiriinii inceleyen bir makaledir.
Yazida, 16. yiizy1l basinda Istanbul'da hazirlanan Michigan Universitesi koleksiyonunda bulunan Serh-i Tuhfe-i
Sahidi isimli eser, kitap sanatlari acisindan ele alinmaktadir.

Bazi tarihi yapilarin yeniden iglevlendirme siirecinde yapilan uygulamalarin, gelecekteki sehir, mimari ve
sanat tarihinin ana konularindan olacag: bilinmektedir. Bagka bir agidan bakildiginda ise 6zgiin olmayan yeni
tarihi ortamlarin hayata gegirilmesini tesvik etmek gibi sorunlari da beraberinde getirdigi goriilmektedir. Bu
sayida restorasyon, koruma, yeniden islevlendirme ve rekonstriiksiyon konularina odaklanan bir grup makaleye
yer verilmistir. Iznik Roma Tiyatrosu'ndaki restorasyon ve korumayi inceleyen makale, antik tiyatronun son
durumunu tespit edilen verilerle belgelemektedir. 16. yiizyilin baglarina tarihlenen Bursa Hangerli Fatma Sultan
Medresesi’nin ayakta kalan bazi temel ve duvar kalintularindan yola ¢ikarak yapilan rekonstritksiyon siirecini
inceleyen makale, yeniden ayaga kaldirilan yapilarin kargilastiklari problemleri medrese 6rneginde ele almakeadir.
Cermik ile Siverek arasindaki tarihi tas doseli kervan yollarini inceleyen bagka bir ¢alisma, yapim teknikleriyle tarihi
rotalarin korunmast amaciyla yeniden islevlendirme onerilerini icermekte ve tarihi ticaret rotalarini gosterdigi gibi
bolgedeki kiiltiirel iletisimde etkili olduguna dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Anadolu'da Tiirkler tarafindan 11. yiizyilda inga
edilen ilk cami olarak bilinen Kars-Ani Meniigehr Camisi’nin zaman i¢indeki kayiplarini, yapinin ana kurgusu
tizerinden inceleyen ¢alismada, tahribati 6nleyecek onerilere de yer vermektedir. Yiizey arastirmalarinin sonucu
olan bir makale, Antalya Elmali tahil ambarlarinin kullanimini, bolgedeki kiiltiirel dokunun tespiti ve analizi ile
kataloglanmasini icermektedir. Yazar ayakta kalan yapilari ayrica zanaatkarlik ve tarim kiiltiiriiniin pargast olarak
degerlendirmektedir. 20. ytizy1l yapilarindan Eskisehirde bir sebze halinin yeniden islevlendirilme siirecini konu
alan makale ise yapilarin donistiirtilme siiregleri ve i¢inde yer aldigt sehir ve mahalleyle iliskisini, benzer isleve
sahip bazi binalarla kargilastirarak incelemektedir.

Konut mimarisi ve sehirle iligkisinin ele alindig; iki makaleden birisi Giresun bélgesine ait olup, yoresel yasama
aligkanliklartyla ev mimarisi arasindaki iliskinin yakin zamandaki déniisiimiinii, degisen sehir dokusuyla uyumu
baglaminda analiz etmekte ve 6neriler icermektedir. Yagam alaniyla ilgili bir baska ¢alisma Bursa'nin degisimini,
mahalle 6zelliklerini ve sehrin 20. yiizyilda hizla degismeye baslayan modern yapilanmasini Cekirge'deki Yildiz
Apartmani 6zelinde inceleyerek modern mimarinin sehir dokusuyla iligkisini ele almakeadir.

Tiim editdr kurulu olarak, makaleleri dikkatle okuyup vaktinde geri gdnderen hakemlerimize, siireci titizlikle
takip eden yayin ekibine, gayreti i¢in tasarimciya tesekkiir eder, bu sayida makaleleri yayina giren yazarlari bilim
diinyasina katkilarindan dolay: tebrik ederiz.

EDITOR'S NOTE

TUBA-KED primarily encourages and prioritizes studies on works of architectural and aesthetic value examined by
disciplines such as art history, architectural history, cultural history, urban history, and museology, which fall within the
scope of cultural inventory, as well as studies on identifiable objects from living culture that could be included in museum
inventories. Aiming to publish scientific studies on works that fall within the scope of a qualified cultural inventory,
the 32nd issue of TUBA-KED presents articles focusing on cultural assets in different regions of Anatolia to its readers.

This issue includes four articles from museum collections. The article examining Byzantine coins dating from the
5th to the 10th century in the Nevsehir Hacibektas Archacology and Ethnography Museum also includes the cataloging
and evaluation of the classified works, taking other examples from the Cappadocia region during the same period into
consideration. Seljuk period metal lamps in the Van Museum shed light on the forms and art of the period as well as
the flow of daily life. Another study on museum inventory focuses on copper trays used in the Tokat region during the
Ottoman period, evaluating the subject in terms of household items, kitchen culture, and the metal art of the period,
drawing attention to the region’s unique artistic style as well as its copper production capacity. One of the original topics
in this issue is an article examining book culture from the class of artistic manuscripts. The article discusses the work
Serh-i Tuhfe-i $hidi, prepared in Istanbul in the early 16th century and found in the University of Michigan collection,
from the perspective of book arts.

It is known that the practices implemented in the process of repurposing certain historical structures will be among
the main topics of future urban, architectural, and art history. From another perspective, however, it is seen that this
also brings with it problems such as encouraging the creation of new historical environments that are not authentic.
This issue features a group of articles focusing on restoration, conservation, repurposing, and reconstruction. The
article examining the restoration and conservation of the Roman theater in Iznik documents the current state of the
ancient theater with the data collected. Another article examines the reconstruction process based on some remaining
foundations and wall remains of the Hangerli Madrasa Cultural Center, dating back to the early 16th century, addressing
the problems encountered in rebuilding structures using the madrasa as an example. Another study examining the
historic stone-paved caravan routes between Cermik and Siverek includes proposals for repurposing with construction
techniques to preserve the historic routes, highlighting their effectiveness in cultural communication in the region as
well as showing the historic trade routes. The study examines the losses suffered over time by the Menugehr Mosque in
Kars, known as the first mosque built by the Turks in Anatolia in the 11th century, through an analysis of the building’s
main architectural framework, and also includes proposals aimed at preventing further deterioration.

An article based on the results of surface surveys addresses the use of the grain granaries of Elmali in Antalya,
encompassing the identification, analysis, and cataloguing of the region’s cultural fabric. The author further evaluates
the surviving structures as integral components of craftsmanship and agricultural culture. Another article, focusing on
the process of refunctionalization of a 20th-century vegetable market hall in Eskisehir, examines the transformation
processes of the building and its relationship with the city and the neighborhood in which it is located, through a
comparative analysis with several buildings of similar function.

Of the two articles addressing residential architecture and its relationship with the city, one focuses on the Giresun
region, analyzing the recent transformation of the relationship between local living practices and house architecture
within the context of harmony with the changing urban fabric, and offering proposals. Another study concerned with
living space examines the transformation of Bursa by addressing neighborhood characteristics and the city’s rapidly
changing modern development in the 20th century, focusing specifically on the Yildiz Apartment Building in Cekirge,
and discusses the relationship between modern architecture and the urban fabric.

As the entire editorial board, we extend our sincere thanks to our reviewers, who carefully read the articles and
returned their evaluations in a timely manner; to the publication team, who meticulously followed the process; and
to the designer for their efforts. We also congratulate the authors whose articles are published in this issue for their
contributions to the scientific community.
