islam Hukuku Arastirmalar1 Dergisi olarak, islam hukukunun teorik ve pratik meselele-
rine 151k tutan yetkin ¢aligmalari ilim diinyasinin istifadesine sundugumuz 46. sayimizi sizlerle
bulusturmanin gururunu yasiyoruz. Bu sayimiz, dergimizin koklii yaymn gelenegini muhafaza
ederken, onu ¢agin gereklilikleriyle bulusturdugumuz yeni bir tekdmiil evresinin miijdecisidir.
Akademik yaymcilik diinyasinin dijitallesme ile yasadigi doniisiim, bilginin iiretilmesi kadar en
hizli sekilde literatiire kazandirilmasini da bir kalite standardi hiline getirmistir. Biz de dergi y6-
netimi olarak, kurumsal hafizamizi korurken yayin siire¢lerimizi bu dinamizme uyarliyoruz.

Bu vizyon dogrultusunda, Ocak 2026 ve 47. sayimizla birlikte dergimizin yayin politika-
sinda 8nemli stratejik yenilikleri hayata geciriyoruz: ilk olarak siirekli yayin modeline gecerek
makalelerin yayimlanmak icin aylarca sira bekledigi klasik anlayisi geride birakiyoruz. Artik ha-
kem siirecini basariyla tamamlayan her ¢alisma, sayinin tamamlanmasini beklemeksizin aninda
dijital ortamda yayimlanacak, DOI numarasi alacak ve atif alabilir halde literatiire kazandirilacak-
tir. Bu modele ge¢gmemiz, basili niisha gelenegimizden vazgectigimiz anlamina gelmemektedir.
Dijitalde anlik olarak yayimlanan tiim makalelerimiz, her yilin Haziran ve Aralik aylarinda derle-
nip iki farkli say1 halinde basilarak kiitiiphanelerdeki yerini alacaktir. ikinci olarak dergimizin
uluslararasi gériiniirliigiinii artirmak ve islam hukukunun evrensel diline katki sunmak amaciyla,
her y1l “Giincel Fikhi Meseleler ve ¢6ziim Onerileri” temali bir 6zel say1 yayimlayacagiz. Tamami
ingilizce kaleme alinacak ve yalnizca cevrimici yayimlanacak bu 6zel sayi ile islam hukukunun
giincel meselelerine dair kiiresel Slgekte bir tartisma platformu olusturmayi hedefliyoruz.

Bu déniisiimle amacimiz, bir yandan dijital diinyanin hizini yakalamak, diger yandan ba-
sili eserin kaliciligini ve akademik ciddiyetini siirdiirmektir. Bugiine kadar dergimize katki sunan
tiim yazarlarimiza, hakemlerimize ve bu donisiim siirecinde bizden desteklerini esirgemeyen
Miitevelli Heyetimize sitkranlarimizi sunariz. 2026’da, yenilenen yiiziimiiz ve degismeyen ilmi
hassasiyetimizle bulusmak duasiyla...

Dear Readers and Researchers,

As the Journal of Islamic Law Studies, we are honored to present our 46th issue, which
offers distinguished scholarly works shedding light on the theoretical and practical matters of
Islamic law for the benefit of the world of knowledge (‘ilm). This issue marks the herald of a new
phase of maturation (takamul), in which we preserve our journal’s deep-rooted publishing tradi-
tion while harmonizing it with the requirements of the modern age. The transformation brought
about by digitalization in academic publishing has made the rapid integration of knowledge into
the literature a standard of quality, just as much as its production. As the journal management,
we are adapting our publication processes to this dynamism while meticulously safeguarding our
institutional memory.

In line with this vision, we are implementing significant strategic innovations in our pub-
lication policy starting with Issue 47 in January 2026: Firstly, we are transitioning to a “Continu-
ous Publication Model,” leaving behind the classical approach where articles wait for months to
be published. Every study that successfully completes the peer-review process will now be pub-
lished online immediately—without waiting for the completion of the full issue—assigned a DOI
number, and made available for citation. This transition does not mean we are abandoning our
tradition of printed editions. All articles published instantly in the digital environment will be
compiled into two printed volumes in June and December of each year to take their place in lib-
raries. Secondly, to enhance our journal’s international visibility and contribute to the universal
language of Islamic law, we will publish an annual special issue themed “Contemporary Figh Is-
sues and Solution Proposals.” Through this special issue, which will be written entirely in English
and published exclusively online, we aim to establish a global platform for scholarly debate on
the contemporary challenges of Islamic law.

Our goal with this transformation is to capture the speed of the digital world on one hand,
and to sustain the permanence and academic rigor of the printed work on the other. We extend
our deepest gratitude to all the authors and reviewers who have contributed to our journal, and
to our Board of Trustees for their unwavering support during this transition. We pray to meet in
2026 with our renewed face and our unwavering commitment to scholarly sensitivity...
