We are with you with the 10 th issue of our Art Time magazine, which was published wit-
hin the Atatirk University. In this issue, we offer our esteemed readers with 7 research, 2 review.
We would like to thank our magazine team, who carefully continued the processes of the artic-
les, our referees for their contributions and the authors who shared their valuable works with us.

In the article titled "The Tragic Dimension in Plastic Art” by Mahammadi ABDELKADER, topics such as tragedy in
visual art and its historical and cesthetic dimensions are discussed, and the article aims to analyze tragic expression
using Feldman's methodology, concluding that artworks serve as symbolic visual records of human suffering.

Rana Homeyra MUJDE's paper, titled “The Transformation of Commodity into Artistic Practice: El Anatsui and Metal
Hangings”, analyzes Anatsui's artworks by evaluating his contributions to local and cultural values as well as his sculp-
tural art. It is concluded that metal is a unique medium preferred by the artist to convey his subject matter, and that
the elements determining the artistic value of this medium are equal to political, historical, and sociocultural elements.

The article entitled “On the Architectural Identity of a Lost Soap Factory on Cunda Island: An Analysis in the Light of
Excavation Data and Visual Documents” by Hasan UCAR and Zeynep OZKAN TEKNECI examines a demolished
soap factory on Cunda Island through excavation data and visual documentation. The study characterizes the buil-
ding’s distinct architectural identity and substantiates its original function as a soap factory, providing a scholarly basis
for future restitution and reconstruction proposals.

In the article titled “Semiotic Reading the Ideology of Photography: An Example Analysis on Annie Leibovitz's “First
Lady” Portraits” by Sirin GAZIALEM and Mehmet TOPLU, the ideological dimension of photography is examined th-
rough a context-oriented semiotic approach; by analyzing Leibovitz's First Lady portraits via Barthes's denotation/con-
notation distinction, the study aims to reveal the ways in which fictional photography produces ideological meanings.

The article titled “Spatial Interaction in Educational Structures: The Effect of Semi-Open Space Usage on Student
Behaviour”, authored by Ozlem Nur SAMANCI and Hare KILICASLAN, examines student behaviour in the semi-o-
pen space located at the main entrance of Erzurum Sabanci Primary School. The findings of the study indicate that
the design of components and elements in the space influences users' behaviour and largely directs their behavioural
patterns.

In the article titled “STEAM-Based Color Wheel Applications and Their Outcomes,” authored by Ekin BOZTAS, Sila
BALIM, Turan ENGINOGLU, and Kemal YURUMEZOGLU, the measurement precision and experiential sensitivity
approaches of a color wheel prepared using scientifically grounded CMY primary pigment colors are compared within
the framework of the integrated STEAM learning.

The article titled “An Evaluation of the Museum Profession” by Bayram CELIK and Yunus BERKLI examines the
museum profession from a professional perspective. The article, which sets out in detail the rules governing the pro-
fessional ethics of the museum profession, aims to contribute to ensuring that museum professionals possess the ne-
cessary skills to integrate at an international level. The study serves as an important source of information for museum
professionals to access the knowledge they require.

In the article “Rethinking Calligraphy: Anachronisms and Semantic Misalignments in Western Writing Traditions” by
Almila YILDIRIM, the historical usage of the term calligraphy within Western writing tradition is critically examined.
The study proposes historically grounded terminological distinctions to address conceptual ambiguities and anachro-
nistic interpretations.

The article titled “Major Art Organizations in the Neoliberal City and Their Economic Parameters” by Holya KAN-
DEMIR KANBER examines the evaluation of major art organizations taking place in neoliberal cities. The study aims
to analyze large-scale art events organized in cities in Turkey and around the world by distinguishing them from other
major organizations, and to elaborate on this subject with examples drawn from studies that have played a significant
role in the development of this field. According to the conclusions reached in the article, biennials, triennials, and other
major art organizations should not be considered merely as events; rather, they contribute to the globalization of cities
and stimulate economic vitality while simultaneously serving various economic and political purposes.
