Nesrisah Saylan, “Zeyd b. Sabit’e Atfedilen Kiraat Rivayetlerinin Degerlendiril-
mesi” baglikli makalesiyle cem ve istinsah siirecinde Kur’an’a sundugu hizmet-
leriyle bilinen ve kiraat imamlarinin sened zincirlerinde yer alan Zeyd b. Sabit’i,
kendisine nispet edilen kiraatlar boyutuyla tefsir ve kiraat literatiiriinii temel ala-
rak incelemeye tabi tutmaktadir. Mehmet Yazici, “Kelam1 Kabullerin Meallerde-
ki Anlam ve Yorum Takdirlerine Etkisi” adli yazisiyla rii’yetullah, hissi mucize,
haberi sifat, cehennemin ebediligi, velayet/imamet gibi basliklarda, referans al-
dig1 meallerde kendini gosteren mana ve yorum takdirlerindeki farkliliklart meal
yazarlarmin kelam1 kabulleri agisindan degerlendirerek alana katki sunmaktadir.
“ifk Olayu ile ilgili Ayetler Baglaminda Ortaya Cikan Ahlaki Problemler” isimli
caligmalartyla Kadir Ding - Mehmet Sami Yildiz, risalet doneminde Miisliiman-
larin karsilastiklarr imtihanlardan olan ifk olayini ortaya ¢ikardig1 ahlaki zafiyet-
ler zaviyesinden degerlendirmekte ve bu zafiyetleri ortadan kaldirmaya yonelik
ortaya konulan Islami ilkeleri tefsir ilmi agisindan ele almaktadirlar.

Abdiilcelil Alpkiray, “Islam’da Ittifak Yoktur’ Rivayetinin Baglam Insas1” ko-
nulu makalesinde Hz. Peygamber’den nakledilen ve ilk basta mutlak sekilde
ittifaklarin yasaklandigini diistindiirten ilgili rivayetin, baglam boyutuyla deger-
lendirmeye tabi tutuldugunda Mekke nin fethi esnasinda sdylendigi, Miisliiman-
larin birlik ve beraberliginin saglanmasi sebebiyle artik agiretler arasi ittifaka ge-
rek kalmadigina dair bir anlam1 muhtevi oldugu sonucuna ulagmaktadir. “Hadis
Tenkidinin El Kitabi: Miislim’in Kitdbii t-Temyiz’i” adli galismastyla Muhammet
Ikbal Aslan, hadis tenkidine dair ilk 6rnek olan ve giiniimiize tek niishas ulagan
Miislim’in Temyiz isimli kitabin1 aidiyet, problemler, yontem ve igerik agisindan
kritige tabi tutmaktadir. Halil Tbrahim Dogan, “Temel Hadis Kaynaklarindaki
Gazzeli Raviler” baslikli makalesiyle temel kaynaklara miiracaat ederek hadis
rivayetiyle mesgul olan ve haklarinda malumata ulasabildigi el-Gazzl nisbeli
on alt1 raviye ait bilgileri alan yazina katki olarak sunmaktadir. Cesim Sahin
ise, “Hz. Omer Isnad ile Nakledilen Mevz(l Rivayetlerin Degerlendirilmesi: Ib-
nii’l-Cevzi’nin el-Mevzii ‘ar'1 Ozelinde” isimli ¢alismasiyla uydurma rivayetlere
dair sened tenkidi yontemiyle telif edilmis olan Ibnii’l-Cevzi’nin el-Mevzu ‘Gt
isimli kitabinda Hz. Omer’e nispet edilen uydurma yirmi dort merfl rivayeti
isnad kaynakli tenkitler boyutuyla ele almistir.

Fatih Avci, “Islam Hukukundaki Ric’i Talak ile Tiirk Hukukundaki Ayrilik Ku-
rumunun Mukayeseli Analizi” adli makalesiyle Islam hukukunda eslere kesin
ayrilik oncesinde baris ve evlilige doniis imkani tantyan ric‘i talak ile modern
hukukta yer alan ayrilik durumunu benzer islevleri tizerinden degerlendirmeye
tabi tutmaktadir. Zekeriya Abdulazizoglu, “Emeklilik Sisteminin Fikhi A¢idan



Degerlendirilmesi” konulu ¢alismasiyla IslAm hukukunda yer alan insanlarin
hayatta karsilasabilecekleri sosyal riskleri telafi etmeye yonelik uygulamalarla
giiniimiiz emeklilik sistemini igerik, tartismali alanlar ve Islam’m temel ilkeleri
acisindan mukayese ederek degerlendirmektedir.

Merzuk Grabus, “Bosna Hersek Savasi’nda Miisliiman Din Adamlarinin Roli”
adlt makalesiyle 20. ytizyilin sonunda Yugoslavya’nin dagilma siirecinde cere-
yan eden ve Misliimanlara yonelik soykirim uygulamalar1 nedeniyle varolus-
sal bir miicadeleyi igerisinde barindiran Bosna Hersek Savasi’nda Miisliiman
din adamlarmin bu miicadeleye sunduklari aktif katkilarin1 6rnekler {izerinden
konu edinmektedir. Muhammet Enes Midilli, “Memliik Kahire’sinde imamlik
ve Hatiplik Meslegi: Kurumlar, Vazifeler, Tahsil ve Kariyer Siirecleri” isimli ¢a-
lismasiyla Memliik devletinin bagkenti olan Kahire’de bulunan camilerde gorev
alan imam ve hatiplerin yeterlilikleri, gorevleri, tahsil stiregleri ve ilmi-mesleki
kariyerlerine dair bilgileri vakfiye, tarih, tabakat, insa ve edep literatiiriinii karsi-
lagtirmal1 inceleyerek sunmaktadir.

“Leila Aboulela’nin Eserlerinin Pascale Casanova’nin Diinya Edebiyati Kurami
Acisindan Incelenmesi” baglikli makalesinde Meryem Kilig, Ingiltere’de yasa-
yan Sudanli Misliiman yazar Leila Aboulela’nin, Bati’nin edebiyat normlari-
n1 sorgulayan stratejik bir arka planla kaleme aldig1 eserlerini incelemektedir.
Yazar, bu eserlerde islenen Musliiman kadin kimligi, din, tarih, gog, diaspora,
kiilttirel aidiyet ve yabancilagma gibi konular1 Casanova’nin “Diinya Edebiyati
Kurami”nda yer alan merkez-gevre yaklagimi agisindan tahlil eder.

From the Editor

Dear readers of the Diyanet limi Journal,

We present to you the first issue of 2026, comprising twelve articles we consider
to be contributions to their respective fields.

Nesrisah Saylan, in her article “An Examniation of the Qira’at Attributed to
Zayd ibn Thabit,” examines Zayd ibn Thabit - known for his services to the
Qur’an during the compilation and transcription process and present in the trans-
mission chains of gira’at imams - through the dimension of readings attributed
to him, drawing on tafsir and qira’at literature. Mehmet Yazici, in his article
“The Impact of Theological Assumptions on the Determination of Meaning and
Interpretation in Qur’anic Translations”, contributes to the field by evaluating
differences in meaning and interpretive preferences - as they manifest in his re-
ference translations - on topics including the vision of Allah, sensory miracles,
transmitted attributes, the eternity of Hell, and walaya/imamat, through the lens
of the translators’ theological presuppositions. Kadir Ding and Mehmet Sami
Yildiz, in their study “Ethical Problems Emerging in the Context of Verses Re-
garding the Incident of Itk”, examine the Ifk incident - one of the trials faced by
Muslims during the period of prophethood - from the angle of the moral failures
it exposed, and analyze, through the discipline of tafsir, the Islamic principles put
forward to remedy those failures.

Abdiilcelil Alpkiray, in his article “Contextual Construction of the Narration
‘There Is No Alliance in Islam,’” concludes that the relevant narration transmit-
ted from the Prophet - which initially appears to prohibit alliances in absolute
terms - when evaluated through the dimension of context, was uttered during the
conquest of Makkah and carries the meaning that inter-tribal alliances were no
longer necessary given the establishment of Muslim unity and solidarity. Mu-
hammet Ikbal Aslan, in his study “The Handbook of Hadith Criticism: Mus-
lim’s Kitab al-Tamyiz”, subjects Muslim’s Kitab al-Tamyiz- the earliest extant
example of hadith criticism, surviving in a single manuscript - to critical analy-
sis with respect to its attribution, problems, methodology, and content. Halil ib-
rahim Dogan, in his article “Gazan Rawis in the Main Hadith Sources™, consults
primary sources to present, as a contribution to the literature, biographical data
on sixteen transmitters bearing the attribution “al-Ghazzi” who were engaged in
hadith transmission and for whom information could be located. Cesim Sahin, in
his study “An Assessment of Fabricated Reports Attributed to Umar b. al-Khat-
tab: A Study of Ibn al-Jawzi’s al-Mawdii ‘df”’, examines twenty-four fabricated
marfii’ transmissions attributed to Umar b. al-Khattab in Ibn al-Jawzi’s al-Maw-
du‘dat - a work compiled through the method of isnad criticism of fabricated
narrations - from the dimension of isnad-based critiques.

Fatih Avcy, in his article “A Comparative Analysis of Revocable Divorce in Isla-
mic Law and the Institution of Separation in Turkish Law”, evaluates revocable
divorce in Islamic law - which grants spouses the opportunity for reconciliation
and return to marriage before final separation - alongside the separation ins-



titution in modern Turkish law, through their comparable functions. Zekeriya
Abdulazizoglu, in his study “An Assessment of the Retirement System from the
Islamic Jurisprudence Perspective”, evaluates the contemporary retirement sys-
tem by comparing it with the mechanisms in Islamic law designed to compensate
for social risks individuals may encounter in life, examining content, contested
areas, and alignment with foundational Islamic principles.

Merzuk Grabus, in his article “The Role of the Muslim Clergy in the War in
Bosnia and Herzegovina”, examines, through specific cases, the active contri-
butions of Muslim clergy to the Bosnian War - a conflict that unfolded during
the dissolution of Yugoslavia at the end of the 20th century and constituted an
existential struggle for Muslims due to the genocide perpetrated against them.
Muhammet Enes Midilli, in his study “Imamate and Khitaba in Mamluk Cai-
ro: Institutional Settings, Duties, Scholarly Formation and Career Trajectories”,
presents information on the qualifications, duties, educational trajectories, and
scholarly-professional careers of imams and khatibs serving in the mosques of
Cairo- the capital of the Mamluk state - through a comparative examination of
wagfiyya, historical, tabaqgat, insha’, and adab literature.

Meryem Kilig, in her article “An Examination of Leila Aboulela’s Works Th-
rough the Lens of Pascale Casanova’s World Republic of Letters”, examines the
works of Sudanese Muslim writer Leila Aboulela - resident in England - written
against a strategic backdrop that challenges Western literary norms. The author
analyzes themes addressed in these works - including Muslim female identity,
religion, history, migration, diaspora, cultural belonging, and alienation - throu-
gh the center-periphery framework of Casanova’s World Republic of Letters.

We thank our authors for their contributions to the journal and to the academic
community, and commend this issue to our readers.
