From Editor

Greetings from the April 2026 issue of the Gaziantep University Journal of Social Sciences! In
this issue, we present a total of twenty-seven articles across eleven different disciplines:
Archaeology, Philosophy, Law, Economy, Theology, Communication, Business and Finance,
Sociology, History, Tourism and Hotel Management, and Turkish Language and Literature.

Twenty-four of these articles are written in Turkish, while three are in English.

Our new issue opens in the field of Archaeology with Mazlum Cur’s study on the role of
Tetrapyrgons in defense strategies within the Karia region, followed by research by Ece Eren
Kural and Ismail Ozer focusing on oral and dental health through the analysis of skeletal
remains from the Late Roman-Byzantine period. In the Philosophy section, Zeynep Giirbiiz
Dikici provides a phenomenological comparison of the experience of time through Husserl and
Heidegger, while Sait Kar analyzes the concepts of freedom, determinism, and moral

responsibility in the thought of John Toland.

The Law section evaluates the possibilities of requesting concordat in the context of ordinary
partnerships (Ibrahim Akan Ozdemir) and the need for family mediation in non-violent
domestic disputes (Adnan Kiiciik). In the field of Economy, Siikriye Giil Reis and Nihat Celik’s
article examines sustainability reporting, greenwashing, and independent auditing through a
bibliometric analysis. In the field of Theology, Sibgatullah Igde explores the philosophical

views of Erzurumlu Ibrahim Hakki.

In the discipline of Communication, three significant studies are featured: the new paradigm of
artificial intelligence in the advertising ecosystem (Murat Topal & Ebru Topal), the role of
cinema in collective memory (Seda Aktas, et al.), and commodity fetishism in advertisements
through the case of Zen Pirlanta (Hiimeyra Uslu Circir & Giilgsah Sariyildiz). The Business and
Finance section opens a discussion on leadership and job satisfaction in the aviation industry
(Fatith Karaman), the impact of occupational stress on creativity (Nuray Turan), and the
dynamics of economic growth in Sub-Saharan Africa (Abass Adewale, et al.). In the Sociology
department, the relationship between euthanasia and biopower (Veli Ozkurt), the practice of
family estrangement in cases of honor violations (Erol Akyildirim), and the socio-psychological
effects of labor migration on the women left behind (Damla Topgu & Irem Sultan Kalender)

are analyzed in depth.



Our extensive History section comprises eight distinct studies. These include the Palestine Front
in WWI and the martyrs of Beirut (Meral Sahin), Halide Edib Adivar’s evaluations of the
National Struggle and Mustafa Kemal Pasha (Giiltekin K. Birlik), the life and activities of the
Albanian ruler Javanshir (Ziibeyr Yildiz), and the societal harms of alcohol and narcotics

according to historical texts (Ismail Hakk1 Uziim & Zeynel Ozlii).

In the field of Tourism and Hotel Management, research is presented on the culinary traditions
of the Alevis in Tunceli (Emre Varol & Zeynep Bakkaloglu), the industrial heritage of Balya
mines (Ahmet Karatas & Seda Sahin), and food pairing in gastronomy (ilkay Y1lmaz & Ecem
Akay). Finally, the Turkish Language and Literature section concludes the issue with studies
on "liquid love" in modern literature (Mehmet Oz), the "banality of evil" in post-war literature
(Basak Oner Giindiiz), and the cultural heritage of the historical Antep Long Bazaar (Ahmet
Evis).

We extend our sincere gratitude to all the authors, field editors, and esteemed reviewers who
contributed to the preparation of this issue. We hope that this collection, reflecting the

multifaceted nature of social sciences, will open new horizons for interdisciplinary research.
