Yiiksel, alanin {ic temel paydasi
olan saglik, akademi, medya alanindan katlimcilarla yaptigi derinlemesine goriismeler
ve ardindan gerceklestirdigi anket calismasi ile saglik yayinciligi icin bir model 6ner-
isinde bulunuyor.

Bir sonraki makale “Resisting Neo-Colonialism: A Comparative Analysis of Chinese
and American Large Language Models” basligini tasiyor. Haluk Geray ve Safak Etike,
biyik dil modellerini ideolojik islevlere sahip araclar olarak ele alirken, ABD merkezli
ChatGPT ile Cin merkezli DeepSeeK'in Kiresel Giiney Ulkelerinin kalkinma engelleriyle
ilgili sorular karsisindaki yanitlarini tematik analiz ve elestirel séylem ¢éziimlemesi ile
inceliyor.

Hemen ardindan gelen Emel Karayel Bilbil ve Bahsende Coban Azizoglu'nun ¢alismasi,
“Siirdirilebilir Marka Degerinin insasinda Siirdiriilebilirlik Raporlarinin Roli” basligiy-
la Tarkiye'nin en dederli hazir giyim markalarinin sirdirilebilirlik raporlarini inceliyor
ve sirdirdlebilirlik stratejilerinin marka degerini artirma gliciine isik tutuyor.

“Does Social Media Use Influence Life Satisfaction? Evidence from A Nationwide Sur-
vey in Turkiye” isimli makalede ise Ece Ergiil ve Yusuf Adigiizel, sosyal medya kullanim
dediskeninin yasam memnuniyetini agiklama dizeyini, Turkiye'nin farkli bolgelerinde
yasayan katilimcilardan elde ettikleri veriler ile inceliyor.

Bir sonraki calismada ibrahim Kicir, “Reklamda Unlii Kullanimina iliskin Kriterlerin
Analitik Hiyerarsi Prosesi ile Onceliklendirilmesi” basligiyla, reklamlarda nlilerin
kullanimini givenilirlik, uzmanlik, cekicilik, uyumluluk olan dort ana kriter temelinde
olusturdugu hiyerarsik yapi ve alandan uzman goérisleri ile arastiriyor.

Haydar Ozaydin, Zeynep Ekmekci, Muhammed Tas ve Erkan Giines, “Algilanan Reklam
Dederi ve Satin Alma Niyeti: Kaynak Ozelliklerinin Etkisi” isimli makalelerinde Kaynak
Givenilirlik Modeli'ni temel alarak influencer’larin algilanan reklam dederi ve satin
alma niyeti Gzerindeki etkisinin izini sriyor.

“Tiirkce Alanyazin Odadinda Transmedya Kavraminin incelenmesi” baslikli calisma ise
Gllsin Bozkurt ve Dilara Tekrin imzasi tasiyor. Calisma, Tirkce literatiirde transme-
dya kavraminin goriinimine ve bu kavrami temel alan arastirmalarin yontemleri ile
iceriklerine yonelik bir analiz gerceklestiriyor.

Bir sonraki makalede Hicran Ozlem Ilgin ve Damla Karagiil, “Biiyiiksehir Belediyeleri
Web Sitelerinin 2025 Yili Afet Hizmetlerinin Dederlendirilmesi: Karsilastirmali Bir Anal-
iz" basligiyla Tirkiye'deki 30 biiylksehir belediyesinin resmi web sitelerinin verilerini,
2025 yiliile 2022 yilini karsilastirarak, afet yonetimi ve hizmetleri agisindan inceliyor.

Hemen ardindan gelen “Intersections of Neuroscience and Design: A Scoping Review
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of Neurodesign Research” isimli calismada Simge Kirteke ve Ertan Toy, tasarim alaninda
bilissel nérobilim araclarinin kullanimina yonelik literatiri inceleyerek alandaki genel
egilimleri, kavramsal bosluklari ve tekrarlayan yontemsel tercihleri tartisiyor.

“Does Artificial Intelligence Trigger Digital Addiction? The Relationship Between
Al-Driven Social Media Algorithms and Social Media Addiction” isimli makalede ise De-
met Yalgin, sosyal medyadaki algoritmik sistemler ile yapay zeka teknolojilerinin sosyal
medya bagimliligiyla iliskisini ve Universite 6grencilerinde bagimlilik olusturabilecek
etkenleri arastiriyor.

Mehtap Ozsoy ise “Goriiniirlik Ekonomisinde Benlik, Seffaflik ve Gézetim Baglaminda
‘Ter' (Sweat) Filmi Uzerine Sosyolojik bir Analiz” isimli calismasinda, cagimizin tekno-
lojik araclariyla déniisen gozetim siireclerini ‘Ter’ filmi Gzerinden ele alirken kamusal
ile 6zel alan arasindaki sinirlarin asinmasini ve bireyin gorinirlik ekonomisinde seffa-
flasan yasaminin, kendi izerinde siddete donlsmesini tartisiyor.

Onur Askin bu
makalede Death Stranding oyununun isik, renk ve atmosfer kullanimiyla duygusal me-
sajlari nasil yapilandirdigini, termal dramaturji modeli cercevesinde inceliyor.

“Digital Socialisation Among Neet Youth: A Qualitative Analysis Based On Expert Opin-
ions On Psychosocial Processes and Social Integration” isimli makalede ise Tugce Esin
Akgil, NEET genclerin sosyal medya kullanimini ekonomik, psikolojik ve sosyo-kiiltirel
kirilganliklarin dijital diinyadaki yansimalarinin izini sirerek inceliyor.

“Dijital Cagda iklim Bilgi Diizensizligi: Turkiye'de Yiriirlige Giren iklim Kanunu'na il-
iskin ‘X’ Platformunda Yapilan Paylasimlarin Tematik Analizi” isimli calisma Ayse Seda
Aslan ve Mutluhan Camur imzasi tasiyor. Calisma, iklim Kanunu ile iliskili X platformu
paylasimlarini inceleyerek, Uretilen dezenformasyon ve mezenformasyonlarin hangi
anlatilar etrafinda sekillendigini ortaya koymayi amacliyor.

Cansu Oksiiz Karademir “Yapay Bellek, Dijital Amnezi ve Unutmanin Estetigi: ‘Eternal
Sunshine of the Spotless Mind'’ ve ‘After Yang' baslikli makalesinde sinemanin, unutma
Gzerinden nasil yeni bir estetik ile duygulanimsal deneyim alani yarattigini Eternal Sun-
shine of the Spotless Mind ve After Yang filmleri Gzerinden ele aliyor.

“Tirk Sinemasinda Bagimsiz Filmlerde Ailenin Bir Oznesi Olarak Kardeslik Temsili” isi-
mli calismada ise Olcay Holat, Kardesler ve Kiz Kardesler filmleri (izerinden bagimsiz
Tirk sinemasinda kardeslik temsilini, betimsel analiz ile nitel deder analizi kullanarak
inceliyor.

Bir sonraki makalede Recep Altay, “Algoritmik Stereotipler: ‘ChatGPT’ ve ‘Gemini’ Yap-
ay Zeka Modellerinde Tirk Kimlik-Kiltir Temsillerinin Analizi” basligiyla ChatGPT ve
Gemini tarafindan Gretilen gorsel c¢iktilar nitel icerik analizi ydontemiyle inceleyerek
Tirk toplumuna yonelik temsil kaliplarini elestirel bir bakis acisiyla ele aliyor.

“Travma, intikam ve Oznelesme Seyri: Hollywood'da Domestic Noir” baslikli makalede
ise Ece Erol ve Emre Ertirk, Amerikan sinemasinda domestic noir tirinld Gone Girl, The
Girl on the Train ile The Woman in the Window Ffilmleri (izerinden, Tzvetan Todorov'un
bes asamali akis modeli ile analiz ediyor.

Hemen ardindan “Tiiketiciden-Tiiketiciye (C2C) ikinci El Platformlarda Pazarlama
Karmasi (7P): Tiketici Deneyimi Odakli Nitel Bir Analiz” baslikli calisma geliyor. Bu
calismada Esra Sagiroglu ile Vildan Gines, ikinci el cevrim ici platformlardaki pazarla-
ma sireclerini, derinlemesine goériismeler ve betimleyici fenomenoloji deseni ile analiz
ederek arastiriyor.
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Turhan Siimer ve Elif Demirbas ise “Nomofobi ve Ayrilik Anksiyetesi Arasindaki iliskinin
Yiiksekogretim Ogrencileri Uzerinden incelenmesi” isimli makalelerinde katiimcilarin
nomofobi ve ayrilik anksiyetesi diizeylerini belirleyerek bu degiskenlerin sosyode-
mografik ozellikler, telefon kullanim siresi ve birbirleriyle olan iliskilerini ortaya koy-
mayI amacliyor.

Bir sonraki calismada Durmus Kocak, “Yapay Zekanin Gazetecilik Pratiklerine Etkisi:
Haber Ajansi Calisanlari Uzerine Bir inceleme” basligiyla haber ajansi calisanlarinin
yapay zekaya iliskin algilari ile tutumlarini, yari yapilandirilmis goérismeler zerinden
arastiriyor.

Melek Ozkar “internet Kullanimina Yénelik Olusan Farkindaligi Belgesel izleyicisi
Algilari Uzerinden Kesfetmek” isimli makalesinde, internet kullanimina iliskin bir
belgeselin farkindalik yaratip yaratmadigini saptamak amaciyla yari yapilandirilmis
derinlemesine gorismelerden elde ettigi verileri inceliyor.

Ali Kaymak ise “Sinemada imge Araciligiyla Diisiince Uretimi: ‘Bulantr’, ‘Kurak Giinler’
ve ‘Kuru Otlar Ustiine’ Filmleri Cercevesinde Bir Okuma” baslikli calismasinda Tiirk sine-
masinin Uc¢ filminde, belirli sahnelerdeki sinematografik tercihler ile izleyicinin zihninde
disince olusturma eyleminin nasil gerceklestirildigini inceliyor.

Bu sayinin son arastirma makalesinde Hilal Takc Kiling, “Dijital Feminenlik ve
Cinsiyetlendirilmis Duygular: ‘Sansli Kiz Sendromu’ Trendi Uzerine Bir inceleme”
basligiyla ‘Sansli Kiz Sendromu’ séylemini, toplumsal cinsiyet, neoliberal 6znelesme ve
cinsiyetlendirilmis duygular cercevesinde Tirkce YouTube videolarini tematik analiz ve
elestirel sdylem analizi ile ¢6zimleyerek arastiriyor.

Etkilesim'in bu sayisinin Etkilesim/Yorum bélimiinde {i¢ metin bulunuyor. ilk olarak
Asuman Kutlu, Dan Schiller’in Crossed Wires: The Conflicted History of US Telecommu-
nications from the Post Office to the Internet isimli kitabinin incelemesini sunuyor. He-
men ardindan Goshgar Baylarov'un “Azerbaycan Halk Cumhuriyeti'nde Basin, istiklal
Distincesi ve Siyasal Bilin¢” baslikli degerlendirmesi yer aliyor. Bu sayi, Aynur Ali Ne-
sirova’nin “Tematik Televizyon Kanallarinda Altyazinin Haber Algisi Uzerindeki Etkisi”
isimli degerlendirmesi ile son buluyor.

Her zamanki gibi sayinin hazirlanmasinin her asamasinda biiyiik emek veren dergi ekibi
ile insanligi, toplumu ve diinyayi daha iyi anlamak icin yirittikleri bilimsel calismalarini
Etkilesim'de yayinlamayi secen yazarlara tesekkir ederim.

Dear Readers,

We are delighted to present the 17t issue of Etkilesim, the Academic Journal of
Uskiidar University, Faculty of Communication. This issue of Etkilesim once again fea-
tures media and communication-based studies that shed light on technological devel-
opments shaping the contemporary era, processes at the heart of social life, and the
current state of the world. The peer-reviewed section of this issue includes 24 research
articles, while the Etkilesim/Yorum section features one book review and two reviews.

This issue opens with the study by Erkan Yiksel titled “A Normative Framework Pro-
posal for Ideal Health Journalism in Tirkiye.” Yiksel proposes a model for health jour-
nalism based on in-depth interviews and a subsequent survey conducted with partici-
pants from the three main stakeholders of the field: health, academia, and media.

The next article is titled “Resisting Neo-Colonialism: A Comparative Analysis of Chinese
and American Large Language Models.” Haluk Geray and Safak Etike argue that large
language models are tools with ideological functions; they examine the responses of
US-based ChatGPT and China-based DeepSeek to questions regarding the developmen-
tal obstacles of Global South countries through thematic analysis and critical discourse
analysis.

The study by Emel Karayel Bilbil and Bahsende Coban Azizoglu, titled “The Role of Sus-
tainability Reports in Building Sustainable Brand Value,” examines the sustainability
reports of Tirkiye's most valuable ready-to-wear brands and highlights the power of
sustainability strategies to enhance brand equity.

In their article, “Does Social Media Influence Life Satisfaction? Evidence From A Nation-
wide Survey in Tirkiye,” Ece Ergil and Yusuf Adigiizel investigate how social media use
affects life satisfaction using data from participants across various regions of Tirkiye.

The following study, “Prioritization of Criteria for Celebrity Endorsement in Adver-
tising Using the Analytic Hierarchy Process,” by ibrahim Kicir, investigates the use of
celebrities in advertisements based on a hierarchical structure formed by four main
criteria—credibility, expertise, attractiveness, and compatibility—and expert opinions
from the field.

Haydar Ozaydin, Zeynep Ekmekci, Muhammed Tas, and Erkan Giines track the impact
of influencers on perceived advertising value and purchase intention based on the
Source Credibility Model in their article, “Perceived Advertising Value and Purchase
Intention: The Effect of Source Characteristics.”

The study titled “An Examination of the Transmedia Concept in Turkish Academic Lit-
erature” bears the signatures of Giilsiin Bozkurt and Dilara Tekrin. The study analyzes
the presence of the transmedia concept in Turkish academic literature, as well as the
thematic focus and research methods related to this concept.

In the next article, Hicran Ozlem Ilgin and Damla Karagiil examine the data of the of-
ficial websites of 30 metropolitan municipalities in Tirkiye in terms of disaster man-
agement and services, comparing the years 2025 and 2022 under the title “Evaluation
of Disaster Services on Metropolitan Municipalities’ Websites in 2025: A Comparative
Analysis.”

In the following study, “Intersections of Neuroscience and Design: A Scoping Review
of Neurodesign Research,” Simge Kirteke and Ertan Toy discuss general trends, con-
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ceptual gaps, and recurring methodological preferences in the field by reviewing the
literature on the use of cognitive neuroscience tools in design.

In the article, “Does Artificial Intelligence Trigger Digital Addiction? The Relationship
Between Al-Driven Social Media Algorithms and Social Media Addiction,” Demet Yalgin
investigates the relationship between algorithmic systems and artificial intelligence
technologies and social media addiction, as well as factors that could create addiction
in university students.

Mehtap Ozsoy, in her study titled “A Sociological Analysis of the Film ‘Sweat’ in the
Context of the Self, Transparency, and Surveillance Within the Visibility Economy,” dis-
cusses surveillance processes transformed by modern technological tools, the erosion
of the boundaries between public and private spheres, and how the transparent life of
the individual in the visibility economy turns into violence against them by analyzing
the film Sweat.

The next article is titled “Visual Communication in New Media Narratives: A Computa-
tional Thermal Dramaturgy Analysis of ‘Death Stranding’.” In this article, Onur Askin
examines how the game Death Stranding structures emotional messages using light,

color, and atmosphere within the framework of the thermal dramaturgy model.

In the article “Digital Socialization Among NEET Youth: A Qualitative Analysis Based on
Expert Opinions on Psychosocial Processes and Social Integration,” Tugge Esin Akgdl
examines the social media use of NEET youth by tracing the reflections of economic,
psychological, and socio-cultural vulnerabilities in the digital world.

The study titled “Climate Information Disorder in the Digital Age: A Thematic Analysis
of Posts on the ‘X’ Platform Regarding the Climate Law Enacted in Tirkiye” is authored
by Ayse Seda Aslan and Mutluhan Camur. The study aims to reveal which narratives
shape disinformation and misinformation by examining X platform posts related to
the Climate Law.

Cansu Oksiiz Karademir, in her article, “Artificial Memory, Digital Amnesia, and the Aes-
thetics of Forgetting: ‘Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind’ and ‘After Yang,"” discuss-
es how cinema reconfigures a new aesthetic and affective experiential space through
forgetting, focusing on the films Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind and After Yang.

In the study “The Representation of Siblinghood as a Subject of the Family in Indepen-
dent Films in Turkish Cinema,” Olcay Holat examines the representation of siblinghood
in independent Turkish cinema through the films Brothers and A Tale of Three Sisters,
using descriptive analysis and qualitative value analysis.

In the next article, Recep Altay focuses on representation patterns related to Turk-
ish society from a critical perspective by examining the visual outputs produced by
ChatGPT and Gemini through qualitative content analysis in the study titled “Algo-
rithmic Stereotypes: An Analysis of Turkish Identity and Cultural Representations in
‘ChatGPT’ and ‘Gemini’ Al Models.”

In the article titled “Trauma, Revenge and the Process of Subjectivation: Domestic Noir
in Hollywood,” Ece Erol and Emre Ertiirk analyze the domestic noir genre in American
cinema through the films Gone Girl, The Girl on the Train, and The Woman in the Window,
using Tzvetan Todorov's five-stage narrative model.

This is followed by the study, “Consumer-to-Consumer (C2C) Marketing Mix (7Ps) On
Second-Hand Platforms: A Qualitative Analysis Focused on the Consumer Experience.”
In this work, Esra Sagiroglu and Vildan Giines research marketing processes on sec-
ond-hand online platforms through in-depth interviews and a descriptive phenomeno-
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logical design.

Turhan Simer and Elif Demirbas, in their article “An Examination of the Relationship
Between Nomophobia and Separation Anxiety Among Higher Education Students,”
aim to reveal the levels of nomophobia and separation anxiety among participants
and the relationships of these variables with sociodemographic characteristics, smart-
phone use duration, and each other.

In the subsequent study, Durmus Kocak examines the perceptions and attitudes of
news agency employees regarding artificial intelligence through semi-structured in-
terviews under the title “The Impact of Artificial Intelligence on Journalistic Practices:
A Study of News Agency Employees.”

Melek Ozkar, in her article “Exploring Awareness of Internet Use Through Documenta-
ry Audience Perceptions,” examines data from semi-structured in-depth interviews to
determine whether a documentary about internet use raises awareness.

Ali Kaymak, in his study titled “The Production of Thought Through the Cinematic Im-
age: A Reading of ‘Nausea,” ‘Burning Days,” and ‘About Dry Grasses,’” examines how
cinematographic choices in specific scenes of three films in Turkish cinema perform
the act of creating thought in the audience’s mind.

In the final research article of this issue, Hilal Takcl Kiling investigates the discourse of
‘Lucky Girl Syndrome’ within the framework of gender, neoliberal subjectivation, and
gendered emotions by analyzing Turkish YouTube videos through thematic and critical
discourse analysis in the study titled “Digital Femininity and Gendered Emotions: An
Examination of the ‘Lucky Girl Syndrome’ Trend.”

There are three texts in the Etkilesim/Yorum section of this issue of Etkilesim. First,
Asuman Kutlu presents a review of Dan Schiller’'s book Crossed Wires: The Conflicted
History of US Telecommunications from the Post Office to the Internet. This is followed
by Goshgar Baylarov’s review titled “The Press, the Idea of Independence, and Political
Consciousness in the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic.” The issue concludes with Aynur
Ali Nesirova's review titled “The Impact of Subtitles on News Perception on Thematic
Television Channels.”

As always, | would like to thank the journal team, who put outstanding effort into every
stage of the preparation of this issue, and the authors who chose to publish their sci-
entific studies—works dedicated to a deeper understanding of humanity, society, and
the world—in Etkilesim. | wish all readers a pleasant read.
