Sayimizda ayrica Karay Tiirkcesinin kiilttirel
ve tarihsel gelisimini Tuv Ta’am adlhi eser
lizerinden inceleyen bir calisma ile José Maria
Merino’nun eserlerinde ¢evresel kriz, yavas
siddet ve risk toplumu kavramlarini
degerlendiren bir makale yer almaktadir.
Boylece dil, kimlik, mitoloji, cevre ve kiiltiir
gibi glincel arastirma alanlar1 ortak bir
akademik zeminde bulusmaktadir. Arastirma
makalelerine ek olarak, Ali Volkan Erdemir
tarafindan kaleme alinan kitap tanitimi, B.
