Sayinin ilk arastirma makalesi, Elif Burcu Ozkan’in “Erken Cumhuriyet déneminde bir biyopolitika
alani olarak kadin saglgi: Tiurk Kadin Yolu’'nun kadin saghgi politikalarina yaklasimi” baslikli calis-
masl. Kadin sagliginin séylem dizeyinde biyopolitik bir alan olarak kurulusunu inceleyen makale,
bedensel disiplin temasi etrafinda “modern kadin” idealinin normatif Gretimini tartisiyor. Ferit
Cagil'in “Buluntu film estetiginde korkunun insasi: Dabbe film serisi Uzerine bir inceleme” baslikli
makalesi, Hasan Karacadad’'in Dabbe serisini neoformalist yaklasimla inceleyerek haber ve ka-
yit izlenimli gértntasel icerigin izleyiciyi taniga dénustiren anlati islevini degerlendiriyor. Hana-
ne Benflis’in “YUksekdgretimde dijitallesmenin kurumsal gértndrlagi: Ankara Haci Bayram Veli
Universitesi web sitesi Uizerine betimsel bir inceleme” baslikl calismasi, Universite web sitelerini
kurumsal dijital iletisimin dnemli bir bileseni olarak degerlendiriyor. Kurumsal temsil, akademik
goérundrltk ve dijital hizmetler gibi basliklar Gzerinden ylksekdgretimde dijitallesmeyi ele aliyor.

Bisra Gul Ovalrnin “1960’larin ideolojik ve patriyarkal normlarinin Atif Yilmaz sinemasindaki ka-
din temsiline etkisi: Ah Guizel [stanbul (1966) érnedi” baslikli makalesi, Atif Yilmaz'in erken dé-
nem sinemasinda kadin temsilini 1960’lar Turkiye’sinin toplumsal ve ideolojik atmosferi icinde
inceliyor. Filmde Ayse karakterinin sinif atlama arzusu, 6zgUrlik arayisi ve geleneksel normlarla
catismasi Uzerinden, kadin bireysellesmesinin eril denetim mekanizmalariyla nasil sinirlandirildi-
g1 tartisiliyor. Blsra Bilici’nin “Reklam hukuku arastirmalarinda egilimler ve déntstmler” baslikli
makalesi, Turkiye’de reklam hukuku alaninda 2020-2025 vyillari arasinda yayimlanan lisansisti
tezleri ve akademik yayinlari inceliyor, dijitallesmeyle birlikte reklam hukukunda beliren yeni so-
run alanlarina dikkat cekiyor.

Bu sayida ayrica Stuart Hall’Gn kaltUrel calismalarin temel metinlerinden biri kabul edilen “Tele-
vizyon sdyleminde kodlama ve kodacimlama” calismasinin Turkce cevirisine yer veriyoruz. Titiz
bir hakemlik sUreciyle metnin TUrkceye yeni bir cevirisini kazandiran Ayten Bengisu Cansever
Bayhan, Hall’in kanonik yaklasimini yeniden distinmeye tesvik ediyor. Bahar Araz’in hazirladidi
“Yorgunluk ve Seffaflik Toplumu arasinda Byung-Chul Han’in kapitalizm elestirisi” bashkl kitap in-
celemesi ise Han’in Yorgunluk Toplumu ve Seffaflik Toplumu kitaplarini cagdas kapitalizmin 6zne,
performans ve tikenmislik Gzerinden isleyen tahakkim bicimleri baglaminda degerlendiriyor.
Han’in modern kapitalizm elestirisini Karl Marx’in ickin elestiri ydntemiyle belirli paralellikler icin-
de dusinmeye aclyor.

Preface from G. Senem Genctlirk Hizal

Marking the completion of its first year, im, the peer-reviewed academic journal of Baskent Uni-
versity Faculty of Communication, is pleased to present its third issue to readers. Continuing to
support scholarly production in communication and media studies, this issue brings together
articles that address different theoretical perspectives, methodological orientations, and current
debates. Its content ranges from women’s health policies in the early Republican period to horror
cinema, from digitalization in higher education to patriarchal representations in Turkish cinema,
and from advertising law to cultural studies and contemporary critiques of capitalism. The issue
includes five research articles, one translated article, and one book review.

In the opening article, titled “Women’s health as a field of biopolitics in early Republican Turkey:
The case of Tirk Kadin Yolu”, author Elif Burcu Ozkan examines women’s health as a biopoliti-
cal field in the early Republican period and discusses the normative production of the ideal of
the “modern woman” through bodily discipline. Ferit Cagdil’s study, “The construction of fear in
found-footage film aesthetics: A study of the Dabbe film series”, analyzes Hasan Karacadad'’s
Dabbe series through a neoformalist approach and focuses on how news-like and recorded visual
content contributes to the construction of fear. Hanane Benflis’s article, “Institutional visibility of
digitalization in higher education: A descriptive study on the website of Ankara Haci Bayram Veli
University”, examines university websites as part of institutional digital communication and dis-
cusses digitalization in higher education through institutional representation, academic visibility,
and digital services.

Bisra Gul Ovalr’s article, “Women’s representation in Atif Yilmaz’s cinema in the context of the
ideological and patriarchal norms of the 1960s: The case of Ah Guizel Istanbul (1966)”, examines
women’s representation in Atif Yilmaz’s early cinema within the social and ideological atmosphe-
re of 1960s Turkey. Focusing on the character Ayse’s desire for upward mobility, search for free-
dom, and conflict with traditional norms, the article discusses the limits imposed on female indi-
viduation by patriarchal mechanisms of control. Bisra Bilici’s article, “Trends and developments
in advertising law research”, examines graduate theses and academic publications on advertising
law published in Turkey between 2020 and 2025 and draws attention to new problem areas
emerging in the field with digitalization.

This issue also includes the Turkish translation of Stuart Hall’s “Encoding and decoding in the
television discourse”, widely regarded as one of the foundational texts of cultural studies. Ay-
ten Bengisu Cansever Bayhan, who has brought a new Turkish translation of the text to readers
through a meticulous review process, invites a reconsideration of Hall’s canonical approach. In
Bahar Araz’s book review, Han’s The Burnout Society and The Transparency Society are examined
in relation to contemporary capitalism’s forms of domination operating through subjectivity, per-
formance, and exhaustion. The review also opens Han’s critique of modern capitalism to discus-
sion in certain parallels with Karl Marx’s method of immanent critique.
