dikkatine sunmaktan biiytlik bir memnuniyet duyuyoruz. Arastirma makaleleri ile kitap de-
gerlendirmelerinden olusan bu sayimiz, islam tarihi, Tiirk-islim sanatlar1 tarihi ve Tiirk-
Islam edebiyati alanlarini kapsayan 6zgiin ve nitelikli calismalar1 bir arada sunmaktadr.

Islam tarihi alaninda bu say1 ¢ok yénlii arastirmalar barindirmaktadir. Ramazan To-
pal, Emevi dénemi sahabi biyografisi alanina katki saglayacak bir calismayla Beni Umey-
ye'nin miittefiki Ebti'l-A'ver es-Siilemi'nin hayatini, baslangicta kendisine beddua edilen bir
kisiden valilige uzanan ilging kariyer seriivenini ele almaktadir. Ali Kii¢iik ve Ali Coban, 17.
ylizyll Osmanl diisiince tarihinin 6nemli tartismalarindan birine 151k tutan calismalarinda
Kadizadeliler hareketine yonelik Sihabiiddin el-Hamevi'nin kaleme aldig1 reddiye risalesini
konu edinmektedir. Ali Veysel Akcan, Tiirklerin Hanefi mezhebini tercihinde hukukun belir-
leyici roliinii Uygur akitleri tizerinden karsilastirmali bigimde incelerken hukuk tarihi ile
mezhep tarihi arasindaki kesisim noktasina degerli bulgular sunmaktadir. Aysenur Simsek
Ergiil ise meshur Macar oryantalist Gyula Germanus dzelinde ihtidanin aragsallig1 sorununu
sorgulayan 0zgiin bir perspektifle konuyu ele almaktadir.

Tiirk-Islom sanatlar tarihi, bu sayinin en genis temsil alanimi olusturmaktadir. Sha-
dabeh Azizpour, Herat'tan Isfahan'a uzanan tarihsel siirecte Kemaleddin Behzad ile Reza
Abbasi'nin eserleri lizerinden Tiirk-iran minyatiir sanatindaki estetik siirekliligi ve dénii-
siimi karsilastirmali bir yontemle irdelemektedir. Zeynel Diindar, minyatiirlerde mekansal
temsil rejimini Belkis'in Taht1 6rnegi lizerinden sorgulamaktadir. Hayrunnisa Nefes ve Giil-
sen Soycan, Emevi donemine ait Kubbetii's-Sahra kitabesini tarihi bilinen en eski epigrafik
Kur'an metni olarak ele almakta; boylece erken islam yazi sanatimin énemli bir halkasina
dair kapsamh bir degerlendirme sunmaktadir. Mustafa Ugur Karadeniz, Islim sanatinda
bahgeyi ideal mekan olarak konumlandiran ¢alismasiyla Tiirk bahge geleneginin estetik ve
sembolik boyutlarini incelemektedir. Safayi Tezkiresi'ndeki Osmanl sehir tasvirlerinin este-
tik kodlarim ¢éziimleyen Ayse Parlakkilic Mucan'in makalesi de sanat tarihi ile edebi cog-
rafya arasinda verimli bir kdprii kurmaktadir.

Yap1 ve mekan odakli calismalar da bu sayinin zengin icerigine katk: saglamaktadir.
Serap Erc¢in Koger, yok olmak iizere olan Selendi Turpgu Koyt Eski Camii'nin plan ve siisle-
melerini belgeleyerek kayit altina almaktadir. Stikrii Dursun ve Necla Dursun, Kayseri'deki
Arabidin Mescidi'nin mimari 6zelliklerini ve restorasyon siirecini degerlendirmektedir. Ali
Kaygisiz, Rumeysa Tuna Sayin ve Fatih Semerci, yeniden islevlendirilen tarihi yapilarda
akustik konfor sorununu Sille Subas1 Hamami 6rnegi tizerinden ele almaktadir. Enes Kaval-
¢alan, Nevsehir Rum (Gavur) Hamami'nin mimari ve tarihsel boyutlarini incelerken; Cahit
Karakék ve Durmus Giir, italya'dan Anadolu'ya bir inang enstriimani olarak Konya Miize-
si'ndeki 1893 tarihli kilise ¢anin1 arastirmaktadir. Eda Giines ve Mehmet Sami Bayraktar ise
Samsun Salipazar:1 Alan Kéyili Camii'nde bulunan camalti levhanin sanatsal 6zelliklerini ve
kiiltiirel baglamini ortaya koymaktadir.

Tiirk-islam edebiyat1 alaninda Nasserudin Mazhari, Cahiliye sairi A'sad'nin siirindeki
medeniyetler arasi etkilesim izlerini filolojik bir bakisla ortaya koyarken; Halil ibrahim Ucar
ve Hakan Temir, Islimi cocuk edebiyatinin teorik sinirlarini ve siyer eserlerinin bu alan
icindeki konumunu tartisan ¢ok katmanl bir inceleme sunmaktadir.

Bu sayimiz ayrica iki kitap degerlendirmesi icermektedir. Nilgiin Cevik, Hz. Aise'nin



Medine'deki evini mekansal, ilmi ve tarihi boyutlariyla ele alan Hiina Beytii Aise r.a. adl
eseri incelemektedir. Giilay Sonkur ise Chase F. Robinson'un islam tarih yazimini kurumsal
ve entelektiiel baglamlari i¢inde ele alan Mislimanlarda Tarihyazimi bashkl kitabini meto-
dolojik acidan degerlendirmektedir.

Bu sayinin hazirlanmasinda emegi gecen tiim yazarlarimiza, titiz ve yapici degerlen-
dirmeleriyle siirece katki sunan hakemlerimize ve yayim siirecinin her asamasinda 6zveriy-
le calisan editér ekibimize tesekkiir ederim. Istem dergisi olarak, nitelikli, 6zgiin ve disiplin-
ler arasi ¢alismalar1 desteklemeye devam edecegimizi belirtmek isterim. Gelecek sayilari-
mizda siz degerli akademisyenlerin katkilarini bekliyoruz.

‘ editorial

Dear Researchers and Readers,

We are pleased to present the Summer 2026 issue of istem journal, year 24, Issue 47,
to our esteemed scholarly community. Comprising both research articles and book reviews,
this issue brings together original and high-quality studies in Islamic History, History of
Turkish-Islamic Arts, and Turkish-Islamic Literature.

In the field of Islamic History, this issue features a diverse range of contributions.
Ramazan Topal examines the life of the companion Abi’'l-A‘'war al-Sulaymi, an ally of the
Bani Umayya, tracing his remarkable trajectory from being cursed to assuming governors-
hip. Ali Kiiglik and Ali Coban shed light on a pivotal debate in seventeenth-century Ottoman
intellectual history by analyzing the refutation treatise composed by Shihab al-Din al-
Hamawi against the Kadizadeliler movement. Ali Veysel Akcan investigates the role of law in
the Turks’ preference for the Hanafi school of law through a comparative examination of
Uighur contracts, offering valuable insights at the intersection of legal history and the his-
tory of Islamic jurisprudence. Aysenur Simsek Ergiil presents an original perspective on the
instrumentality of conversion to Islam, examined through the particular case of the Hunga-
rian Orientalist Gyula Germanus.

The History of Turkish-Islamic Arts constitutes the broadest area of representation
in this issue. Shadabeh Azizpour examines aesthetic continuity and transformation in Turco-
Persian miniature painting from Herat to Isfahan through a comparative analysis of the
works of Kemal al-Din Behzad and Reza ‘Abbasi. Zeynel Diindar questions the spatial repre-
sentation system in miniatures through the example of the Throne of Bilqis. Hayrunnisa
Nefes and Giilsen Soycan present a comprehensive assessment of the Dome of the Rock
inscription as the oldest known epigraphic Qur’anic text, making a significant contribution
to our understanding of early Islamic calligraphic art. Mustafa Ugur Karadeniz examines the
aesthetic and symbolic dimensions of the Turkish garden tradition, positioning the garden
as an ideal space within Islamic art. Ayse Parlakkilic Mucan'’s article decodes the aesthetic
conventions of Ottoman urban descriptions in Safa’’s Tezkire, forging a productive bridge
between art history and literary geography.

Studies on architecture and space also enrich the contents of this issue. Serap Er¢in
Koger documents the plan and decorations of the Selendi Turpgu Village Old Mosque, a
structure on the verge of being lost. Siikrii Dursun and Necla Dursun evaluate the architec-
tural features and restoration process of the Arabidin Mosque in Kayseri. Ali Kaygisiz, Ru-
meysa Tuna Sayin, and Fatih Semerci address the issue of acoustic comfort in adaptively
reused historic buildings through the case of the Sille Subasi Bath. Enes Kaval¢alan exami-
nes the architectural and historical dimensions of the Nevsehir Greek (Gavur) Bath, while
Cahit Karakok and Durmus Giir investigate the 1893 church bell in the Konya Museum as an
artifact of belief that traveled from Italy to Anatolia. Eda Giines and Mehmet Sami Bayraktar
reveal the artistic features and cultural context of an under-glass painting panel found in the
Alan Village Mosque of Salipazari, Samsun.

In Turkish-Islamic Literature, Nasserudin Mazhari traces the cross-civilizational tra-
ces in the poetry of the pre-Islamic poet al-A‘sha from a philological perspective. Halil Ibra-
him Ugar and Hakan Temir offer a multilayered study discussing the theoretical boundaries
of Islamic children’s literature and the place of prophetic biography (sira) works within this
field.



This issue also includes two book reviews. Nilgiin Cevik reviews Huna Bayt ‘A’isha, a
work that examines the house of ‘A’isha in Medina in its spatial, scholarly, and historical
dimensions. Giilay Sonkur evaluates Chase F. Robinson’s Islamic Historiography from a
methodological standpoint, offering a critical reading of its contribution to the field.

I wish to express my sincere gratitude to all our authors for their valuable contribu-
tions, to our reviewers for their meticulous and constructive evaluations, and to the edito-
rial team for their dedicated efforts at every stage of the publication process. As Istem, we
remain committed to supporting qualified, original, and interdisciplinary scholarship. We
look forward to the contributions of our esteemed scholars in future issues.
