Artuklu Humanities Dergisi (AHU) Haziran 2026, 20. Sayis1 ile karsimizdadir. AHU nun
yolculugu her gegen giin daha da nitelikli bir yolculuga doniismektedir. Dergimiz, gelen
makalelerde en bagta yazarlarin emegine saygi prensibiyle hareket etmekte, gonderilen her
makaledeki emegi onemseyerek ve emanet addederek degerlendirme siireglerini isletmektedir.
Dergi ekibimizde yer alan hakemlerimizden dil editorlerine, sekreterden mizanpaj editoriine
kadar biitiin stire¢lerdeki ekip arkadaslarimiz bu emegin farkindadir.

Dergimiz bu sayisinda yazarlarin tevecciihiine fazlasiyla maruz kalmis ve neticede makale
sayisinin fazla olmasindan dolay1 makale kabuliinii bir siire durdurmak zorunda kalmistir. Bunu
yaparken yazarlarin emeginin yeterince degerlendirilmesini 6n planda tutmustur. AHU, her
saylda yayinlayacagi makale sayisini da arttirma konusunda inisiyatif almis, her sayida en az
15 makale yayilama siirecini baslatmis durumdadir. Dergimiz, tedrici olarak makale sayisini
arttirmaya, daha fazla akademik ¢abaya sahne olmaya, daha fazla okuyucu ve yazar Kitlesiyle
bulugmaya devam etmektedir.

AHU, bu sayida sekiz arastirma makalesi ile bir kitap kritigi olmak iizere toplam dokuz
calismaya yer vermistir. Makale bilim alanlarimiz, filolojiden egitime, sosyolojiden sosyal
psikolojiye, ortagag tarihinden egitim tarihine kadar birgok alan dikkate alinarak belirlenmistir.
Ilkesel olarak dergimiz, gelen makalelerin bilim alani gesitliligine gore sekil almaya devam
etmektedir. Bu konuda tamamen istatiksel verileri dikkate aldigimizi okuyucu ve
takipcilerimizin bilmesini isteriz.

Yeni sayimizin ilk makalesi, Nimet Alpaslan’in imzasini tagimaktadir. “Rewriting Taste in
Translation: The Cultural Politics of Tercume’s Anglophone Poetry / Ceviride Edebi Begeninin
Yeniden Insas1: Terciime Dergisi Baglaminda Ingilizce Siir Cevirileri” baslikli makalenin dili
Ingilizcedir. Bu c¢alismada “yirminci yiizyilin ortalarinda yaymmlanan ceviri dergisi
Terciime’nin, geviri aracihigiyla ingiliz edebiyatina ait bir kanonu segip cergeveleyerek ve
yerellestirerek Tiirk siirinde “edebi begeninin yeniden insasi”na nasil katkida bulundugu
incelenmistir.”

Ikinci ¢alisma ise “Hipnotize Kamusallik: Dijital Narsisizmin Psikopolitik Egemenligi /
Hypnotized Publicity: The Psychopolitical Dominion of Digital Narcissism” bashigini
tasimaktadir. Adem Yilmaz’a ait makale, “kamusal meselelerin bireysel diizeyde narsisistik
tepkilerle ifade edilmesini, siyasal psikoloji c¢ercevesinde ele almaktadir.” Calisma
“Kamusalligin narsisistik bicimi, imgesel diizeyde gorme ve duyma rejimleriyle isleyen,
Oznenin kendi temsilini haklilastirmaya yonelen bir deneyim alanidir. Kamusal sorunlarin
narsisistik savunularla islenmesi, Agamben’in “potansiyel-sizlik” olarak isaret ettigi kavrayisi
gaspidir: Etki liretme kapasitesinden yoksun 6zne, kendi performansina hipnotize olur.
Bourdieu’niin vurguladigi sdylemsel ve edimsel yiiceltme, bu baglamda, bireyin kendi imgesel
kamusalliginda haklilik tiretmesine hizmet eder. Narsisistik imge, potansiyelin yerini alirken,
tilkketim mantig1 bu tekrarlart miimkiin kilar ve bireylesmenin zemini haline gelir.” ifadeleriyle
hitama ermektedir.

Dergimizin bu sayisindaki tigiincii makale ise Sebahattin Celik imzasi1 ve “Sami Kavimlerinden
Amurrularin, Aramilerin ve Siiryanilerin Tarihsel, Dinsel ve Kiiltiirel Gelisimleri Uzerine Bir
Inceleme / A Study on the Historical, Religious and Cultural Development of the Semitic
Peoples: Amorites, Arameans, and Syriacs” basligiyla yaymlanmustir. “Akkad, Babil, Asur gibi
biiylik imparatorluklar, Sam1i halklar1 tarafindan kurulmus olup bdlgesel siyasal gelismelerde
merkezi rol oynamiglardir. Sami goglerinin en belirgin 6rnegi, Akkadlarin yliikselisi ile
iliskilidir. MO. II1. biny1lin sonlar1 ile MO. II. biny1lin baglarinda cereyan eden Amurru gogleri
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sonucunda Mezopotamya sitelerine yayilan Amurrular (Martular), Mezopotamya’ytr Sami bir
hiiviyete biiriindiirmiis, Siimer dili de yerini Akkad diline ve yazisina terk etmistir. Amurrularin
Babil’de gli¢ kazanmasi sonucu Hammurabi ve Sargon donemlerinde biiyiik bir siyasi merkez
ortaya ¢ikmistir.” ifadeleri, Sami halklarinin Mezopotamya tarihindeki yerine isaret etmektedir.

Sayimizin dordiincii ¢aligmasi, “The Semiotic, Chora and Abject in William Wordsworth’s
“The Idiot Boy / William Wordsworth’un “The Idiot Boy” Siirinde Semiyotik, Khora ve
Abject” baslikli olup Ingilizce olarak Gamze Goriiriim ile Hasan Baktir ortak imzasiyla
yaymlanmistir. “Bu ¢alisma, William Wordsworth’iin “The Idiot Boy” siirindeki diglanmis
figlir lizerinden sapma olgusunu inceleyerek Kristeva’nin semiyotik, khora ve abject
kavramlarinin bu sapmay1 psikanalitik diizlemde nasil goriiniir kildigin1 ortaya koymay1
amaglamaktadir.”

Sayinin bir diger 6nemli ¢calismas1 Nermin Karademir imzasiyla “Yapay Zeka Destekli Anlati
Sistemlerinde Cocukluk, Etik ve Bilgi Uretimi / Childhood, Ethics, and Knowledge Production
in Al-Supported Narrative Systems” bagligiyla yayinlanmistir. Caligmanin sonug¢ kisminda
“cocuklara yonelik yapay zeka destekli anlati sistemlerinin beseri bilimler perspektifinden
derinlikli analizine ydnelik bir baslangic niteligi tasimaktadir. Ileride yapilacak calismalarda,
bu sistemlerin ger¢ek kullanici deneyimleri, 6gretmen ve ebeveyn algilari, kiiltiirlerarasi
farklar1 ve ¢cocuklarin bu sistemlerle kurdugu duygusal-bilissel baglarin empirik arastirmalarla
incelenmesi gerekmektedir.” ifadelerine yer verilmistir.

Dergimizin altinc1 makalesi de Ingilizce yaymlanmis olup “More Than a Game: Football,
Identity, and the Politics of Belonging / Bir Oyundan Daha Fazlasi: Futbol, Kimlik ve Aidiyet
Politikalar1” bashigini tasimaktadir. Calismanin yazar1 Ozgiir Yilmaz’dir. Makaledeki “Tirkiye
ornegi orgiitlii taraftar gruplarinin stadyumun Gtesine tasarak toplumsal hareketlilik ve kamusal
alan tartismalariyla nasil kesisebildigini gbzler oniine sermektedir. Sonug¢ olarak calisma,
futbolun hem Kkiiltiirel yeniden iiretimin bir aract hem de belirli kosullar altinda toplumsal
doniisiimiin potansiyel bir zemini olarak islev gordiiglinii savunmaktadir. Kolektif kimlikler,
ticarilesme, politik gerilim ve kiiresel gosteri dinamikleri icinde ritiiellestirilmekte ve
metalastirilmakta; ancak aymi siiregler kimi tarihsel momentlerde mevcut hiyerarsilerin
sorgulanmasina ve alternatif aidiyet bi¢imlerinin goriiniirlik kazanmasina da imkan
tanimaktadir.” ifadeleri, fotbolun kimlik ve aidiyet politikalarmin insasinda oynadigi rolii
goOzler dniine sermektedir.

Dergimizin bir baska makalesi de “Olimden Uzak Bir Yer Romaninda Aile / Family in the
Novel Oliimden Uzak Bir Yer” baslikli olup Mehmet Ding tarafindan kaleme alinmustir.
“Oliimden Uzak Bir Yer romaninin sinirlari aile igi iliskiler olarak cizilebilir. Romanda birbirine
siginan ¢iftlerin arasindaki iligkinin anlamli ve degerli bir bag olusturdugu gosterilir. Cekirdek
ailenin paylasim diizeyinin yiiksek olmasi evliligin doyum diizeyini de arttirir. Yazar, zamanin
getirdigi tim olumsuzluklara ragmen olumlu bir tablo ¢izmeye calisir. Dolayist ile ele aldigi
konuyu, geleneksel ailenin yasam bi¢imine karsit bir sekilde olusturmaz. Tam tersi bir sekilde
geleneksel olanla i¢ i¢e yasayan ailenin yaninda konumlanir.” ifadeleri, makalenin icerigini ve
varilan sonucunu 6zetler mahiyettedir.

Dergimizin son makalesi Serap Saribas tarafindan kaleme alinan “Cinematic Diplomacy and
Cultural Memory: Dialogues of Belonging Across Turkish and Turkic Cultural Geographies /
Sinemasal Diplomasi ve Kiiltiirel Bellek: Tiirkiye ve Tiirk Diinyasinda Aitligin Estetik
Diyaloglar1” bashgiyla yaymlanmistir. Calisma, “Tiirkiye ile Tiirk kiiltiirel cografyasina
mensup toplumlar arasindaki TRT merkezli sinemasal liretimi, estetik diplomasinin altyapisal
isleyisi baglaminda kuramsal olarak yeniden konumlandirmaktadir.” ifadeleriyle baslamakta
olup Ingilizce olarak yaymlanmustir.
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Dergimizin son calismasi ise bir kitap tanitim caligmasi olup Ingilizce yaymlanmstir.
Calismanin bashig “What is Normal” seklinde olup Sevket Akyildiz tarafindan kaleme
alinmistir. Caligmada S. Chaney’in yazmis oldugu What is Normal kitabinin tanitim1 ve kritigi
yapilmustir.

AHU, bundan sonraki sayilarda “disiplinlerarasi yayincilik” kimligine zarar vermeden bilimsel
yayin alanlarin1 daha da siirlamay1 planlamaktadir. Bu yiizden AHU, sonraki sayida Tiirk Dili
ve Edebiyati, Tarih, Egitim Bilimleri, Antropoloji, Sanat Tarihi, Sosyoloji, Arkeoloji, Mitercim
Terciimanlik (Ing), Felsefe, Psikoloji gibi bilim alanlarma daha fazla odaklanarak yayin
caligmalarina devam edecektir. AHU, bir taraftan uluslararasi, kor hakemli, akademik dergi
olma niteligini korurken Ote taraftan daha saygin indekslere girebilmek i¢in c¢abasini
stirdiirmektedir. AHU’nun hedefi, akademik ilke ve prensiplerden 6diin vermeden diinyaca
kabul goren indekslerde taranan, saygin ve akademik agidan teamiilleri olusmus bir dergiye
doniigmektir.

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FROM THE EDITOR
Dear Researchers,

Artuklu Humanities Journal (AHU) is here with its June 2026, 20th issue. AHU's journey is
becoming increasingly qualitative. Our journal operates with the principle of respecting the
authors' work, valuing and considering the effort put into each submitted article as a trust. Our
team members, from reviewers to language editors, from secretaries to layout editors, are aware
of this effort.

In this issue, our journal has received a great deal of interest from authors, and as a result of the
large number of articles, we have had to temporarily suspend article acceptance. This decision
was made to prioritize the adequate appreciation of the authors’ work. AHU has also taken the
initiative to increase the number of articles published in each issue, aiming to publish at least
15 articles per issue. Our journal continues to gradually increase the number of articles, to host
more academic endeavors, and to reach a wider readership and writing audience.

AHU has included a total of nine works in this issue: Eight research articles and one book
review. Our article fields have been determined by considering many areas, from philology to
education, sociology to social psychology, medieval history to the history of education. In
principle, our journal continues to adapt to the diversity of academic fields of the articles we
receive. We want our readers and followers to know that we have taken statistical data into
account in this regard.

The first article in our new issue is by Nimet Alpaslan. Titled “Rewriting Taste in Translation:
The Cultural Politics of Tercume’s Anglophone Poetry,” the article is in English. This study
examines how the translation journal Terclime, published in the mid-twentieth century,
contributed to the "reconstruction of literary taste™ in Turkish poetry by selecting, framing, and
localizing a canon belonging to English literature through translation.

The second study is titled "Hypnotized Publicity: The Psychopolitical Dominion of Digital
Narcissism." This article by Adem Yilmaz addresses the expression of public issues at the
individual level through narcissistic responses within the framework of political psychology.
The study concludes with the following statement: “The narcissistic form of the public sphere
is an experiential field that operates through regimes of seeing and hearing at the imaginary
level, aiming to justify the subject's self-representation. The treatment of public issues with
narcissistic defenses is a usurpation of the understanding that Agamben points to as "potential-
lessness™: the subject, deprived of the capacity to produce impact, becomes hypnotized by its
own performance. In this context, the discursive and performative sublimation emphasized by
Bourdieu serves to justify the individual's own imaginary public sphere. While the narcissistic
image replaces potential, the logic of consumption makes these repetitions possible and
becomes the ground for individuation.”

The third article in this issue of our journal is by Sebahattin Celik and is titled “A Study on the
Historical, Religious and Cultural Development of the Semitic Peoples: Amorites, Arameans,
and Syriacs.” “Great empires such as Akkad, Babylon, and Assyria were founded by Semitic
peoples and played a central role in regional political developments. The most prominent
example of Semitic migrations is associated with the rise of the Akkadians. As a result of the
Amurru migrations that took place at the end of the 3rd millennium BC and the beginning of
the 2nd millennium BC, the Amurru (Martu) peoples spread to the Mesopotamian city-states,
giving Mesopotamia a Semitic identity, and the Sumerian language gave way to the Akkadian
language and writing. The Amurru's rise to power in Babylon resulted in the emergence of a
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major political center during the reigns of Hammurabi and Sargon.” These statements point to
the place of Semitic peoples in Mesopotamian history.

The fourth study in this issue, titled “The Semiotic, Chora and Abject in William Wordsworth’s
“The Idiot Boy,” is published in English by Gamze Goriiriim and Hasan Baktir. “This study
aims to examine the phenomenon of deviance through the excluded figure in William
Wordsworth’s poem ‘The Idiot Boy,” revealing how Kristeva’s concepts of semiotics, chora,
and abject make this deviance visible on a psychoanalytic level.”

Another important study in this issue is published by Nermin Karademir under the title
“Childhood, Ethics, and Knowledge Production in Al-Supported Narrative Systems.” The
conclusion of the study states that it “serves as an introduction to an in-depth analysis of Al-
supported narrative systems for children from a humanities perspective.” The article states that
"Future studies should empirically examine the real user experiences of these systems, teacher
and parent perceptions, cross-cultural differences, and the emotional-cognitive connections
children form with these systems."

Our journal's sixth article, also published in English, is titled "More Than a Game: Football,
Identity, and the Politics of Belonging." The author is Ozgiir Yilmaz. The article states, "The
Turkish example reveals how organized fan groups can intersect with discussions of social
mobility and public space by extending beyond the stadium. In conclusion, the study argues
that football functions both as a tool for cultural reproduction and, under certain conditions, as
a potential ground for social transformation. Collective identities are ritualized and
commodified within commercialization, political tension, and global spectacle dynamics;
however, these same processes also allow for the questioning of existing hierarchies and the
visibility of alternative forms of belonging at certain historical moments." These statements
reveal the role football plays in the construction of identity and belonging politics.

Another article in our journal is titled "Family in the Novel 'Olimden Uzak Yer™ and was
written by Mehmet Ding. "The boundaries of the novel 'Oliimden Uzak Yer' can be defined as
intra-family relationships. The novel shows that the relationship between couples who take
refuge in each other forms a meaningful and valuable bond. A high level of sharing within the
nuclear family also increases the satisfaction level of marriage. The author tries to paint a
positive picture despite all the negativities brought about by time. Therefore, he does not
construct the subject he addresses in opposition to the traditional family way of life. On the
contrary, he positions himself alongside the family that lives intertwined with the traditional."”
These statements summarize the content and conclusions of the article.

Our journal's latest article, authored by Serap Saribas, is titled "Cinematic Diplomacy and
Cultural Memory: Dialogues of Belonging Across Turkish and Turkic Cultural Geographies.”
The study theoretically repositions the TRT-centered cinematic production between Turkey and
societies belonging to the Turkish cultural geography within the context of the infrastructural
functioning of aesthetic diplomacy. It begins with the following statements and has been
published in English.

Our journal's latest work is a book review, also published in English. The title of the work is
"What is Normal,” and it was written by Sevket Akyildiz. The work introduces and critiques
the book "What is Normal" by S. Chaney.

AHU plans to further limit its scientific publication areas in subsequent issues without
compromising its "interdisciplinary publishing” identity. Therefore, in the next issue, AHU will
continue its publication work by focusing more on scientific fields such as Turkish Language
and Literature, History, Educational Sciences, Anthropology, Art History, Sociology,
Archaeology, Translation and Interpretation (English), Philosophy, and Psychology. While
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maintaining its status as an international, peer-reviewed, academic journal, AHU continues
its efforts to be included in more prestigious indexes. AHU's goal is to become a respected
journal with established academic conventions, indexed in globally recognized indexes, without
compromising academic principles.

AHU Journal is indexed by citation databases such as DOAJ, EBSCO, ERIH PLUS,
Linguistic Bibliography, MLA, Ulrich’s Periodicals Directory | ProQuest, as well as
national and international indexes such as Acarindex, CiteFactor, Google Scholar,
Idealonline, and SOBIAD. To ensure AHU is ready for publication, our assistant editors and
reviewers, as well as our field editors, writing and language editors, technical editor, layout
editor, and journal secretariat, continue to work in a disciplined, planned, dedicated, and
synchronized manner. Each of our colleagues in these units deserves our sincere thanks. We
would be honored to continue receiving your support as readers, followers, reviewers, and
authors, as we have done so far. We look forward to seeing you again in the next issue...
