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EGITIM SENDIKALARI YONETICILERININ GECICIi KORUMA
STATUSUNDEKI SURIYELi OGRENCILERIN EGIiTiMi
KONUSUNDAKI GORUSLERI: GAZIANTEP ORNEGI

Abstract

The education community is the most important actor in education of Syrian students under temporary protection
status who escaped from the civil war in their country and took refuge in Turkey. Education unions are non-
governmental organizations representing and supporting legal rights of teachers and educators in general. With
this study, it is aimed to discuss the views of the education unions on the educational activities of Syrian students
under temporary protection status and to reveal the differences and similarities of the views of the unions, if any.
Education Unions, which can be regarded as the pioneers and even shapers of the society as non-governmental
organizations, are in an important position of power in the education community and even throughout the
country in terms of the member potential they represent. This research was carried out in the phenomenology
design, which is one of the qualitative research designs. The four biggest unions of Tiirkiye, Egitim Bir Sen,
Tiirk Egitim Sen, Egitim Sen and Egitim Is unions, were selected as the sample and of which 66% of the current
education workers are registered as members of these unions focusing primarily on issues directly related to
education and also issues in public interest other than education as well. The study was conducted with the union
managers in Gaziantep with %17 of Syrians in school, the second largest city with Syrian population. Data were
collected by interviews and analyzed through thematic descriptive analysis technique. As a result of theresearch,
it was revealed that the unions held both similar and different perceptions about educating Syrian students who
are under temporary protection. It has been revealed that the unions whose approaches to unionism seem close to
each other have different ideas, and that unions whose approaches to unionism do not overlap may have similar
perceptions on the issue under investigation as well.

Ulkelerindeki i¢ savastan kacarak Tiirkiye'ye sigman gecici koruma statiisiindeki Suriyeli grencilerin egitim
ogretim faaliyetlerinin en Onemli aktorii egitim camiasidir. Egitim sendikalar1 egitimcilerden olusan ve
egitimcilerin temsilcileri konumundaki sivil toplum kuruluslaridir. Bu ¢alisma ile egitim sendikalarmin gegici
koruma statiisiindeki Suriyeli 6grencilerin egitim 6gretim faaliyetlerine dair bakislarini ele almak ve sendikalarin
goriislerinin varsa farkliliklarini ve benzerliklerini ortaya ¢ikarmak amaglanmistir. Birer sivil toplum kurulusu
olarak toplumun o6nciileri ve sekillendiricileri sayilabilecek egitim sendikalari temsil ettikleri iye potansiyeliyle
egitim camiasinda hatta iilke genelinde onemli bir giic pozisyonundadirlar. Bu arastirma nitel arastirma
desenlerinden ¢oklu durum deseninde vyiiriitiilmiistiir. Orneklem olarak secilmis olan ve mevcut egitim
calisanlarinin %66'sin1 biinyesinde kayitl tiye olarak barindiran dort biiyiik sendika Egitim Bir Sen, Tiirk Egitim
Sen, Egitim Sen ve Egitim Is sendikalar1 yalmiz egitimle ilgili degil iilke genelindeki bircok konuda da politika
iiretebilmektedirler. Caligma grubu 6rneklem secimi, sendikalarin Tiirkiye'deki tiim illerde etkin varligi dikkate
alinarak belirlenmistir. Bu baglamda, Egitim Bir Sen, Tiirk Egitim Sen, Egitim Sen ve Egitim Is sendikalari
orneklem olarak belirlenmistir. Veriler %17 oraniyla Suriyelilerin en yogun oldugu ikinci il olan Gaziantep
ilindeki sendika yoneticileri ile goriismeler yapilarak toplanmistir. Yari yapilandirilmis sorular yordamiyla
yapilan goriismelerde elde edilen veriler betimsel analiz yontemiyle analiz edilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda
sendikalarin ayni sorulara ayn1 cevaplar verdikleri gibi farkli cevaplar da verdikleri ortaya ¢ikmistir. Sendikacilik
yaklagimlar1 birbirine yakin goriinen sendikalarin farkli fikirlerinin oldugu, sendikacilik yaklagimlari ortiigmeyen
sendikalarin ise benzer fikirlerde olabildikleri ortaya ¢ikmuistir.
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GIRIS

Suriye’de 2011 yilinda baslayan i¢ savas neticesinde milyonlarca insan giivenlik
nedeniyle iilkelerini terk ederek basta komsu iilkeler olmak iizere baska iilkelere go¢ etmek
zorunda kalmistir. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti Devleti de tarihi ve cografi ortakligin vermis oldugu
yakinlik ve dostluk ile bdylesine zor bir durumda kalan en uzun kara sinirina sahip oldugu
Suriye’de yasananlara seyirci kalmamis olup Suriyelilere kapilarini agarak {izerine diisen her
tiirlii insani ve vicdani katkiyr yapmaya calismis ve calismaktadir. Bu dogrultuda Tiirkiye
uyguladig1 “acik kapi politikas1” ile sinirdan girig yapan Suriyelilere “gegici koruma statiisii”
vermektedir(Kap, 2014, s. 30).

Gegici koruma, yaygin siddet veya catisma ortamlarindan kitlesel olarak kacgip gelen
kisilere 6ncesinde bireysel statii belirleme islemine tabi tutulmaksizin devlet tarafindan gegici
koruma saglama konusunda gelistirilen diizenlemedir (IOM, 2009). Icisleri Bakanlig1 Gog
Idaresi verilerine gére 13.10.2022 tarihi itibariyle Tiirkiye'de toplam 3629762 Suriyeli gegici
koruma statiistine sahip insan bulunmaktadir. Buna gore gegici koruma statiisiine sahip
Suriyelilerin en fazla oldugu iller sirastyla Istanbul, Gaziantep, Hatay, Sanliurfa, Ankara,
Adana, Mersin, Bursa, Kahramanmaras ve Izmir’dir. Suriyeli niifusun %12,8’inin
Gaziantep’te yasadig1 goriilmektedir. Suriyeli sigmmacilarin en gok bulundugu il Istanbul
goriinse de Istanbul'daki Suriyelilerin toplam niifusa oran1 sadece %3,36 iken Gaziantep'teki
Suriyelilerin toplam Gaziantep niifusuna orani ise %17,85 olup Kilis'ten sonra yogunluk
olarak Gaziantep ikinci sirada yer almaktadir (Gog¢ Idaresi Baskanligi, 2022).

2014 yilinda ¢ikarilmis olan Yabancilar ve Uluslararasi Koruma Kanunu ile gegici
kimlik belgesine sahip olan Suriyelilere egitim, saglik, is olanaklarma erisim gibi temel
haklarin yaninda sosyal yardimin da saglanacagi yonetmelikle belirlenmistir. Entegrasyon
siireclerinin basarili bir sekilde devam etmesi i¢in en temel etkenlerden birisi de temel haklara
erisim imkanlarinin saglanmasidir. Miiltecilerin entegrasyonu konusunda ¢aligsma yapan Ager
ve Strang (2008) ¢alisma, barinma, egitim, saglik, sosyal iligkiler, dil, kiiltiir bilgisi, glivenlik,
istikrar, haklar ve vatandaslik gibi hak ve imkanlara erisim saglanmadiginda entegrasyondan
s0z edilemeyecegini ifade etmislerdir. Giivenli statiilere sahip go¢menlere gore giivencesiz
statlilerdeki go¢menlerin entegrasyonlarinin yavas ilerledigi de yazarlarin tespitleri arasinda
yer almistir. Bu durumun temelinde gog edilen iilkelerde gelecege yonelik plan yapmalarinin
zor olmasi yatmaktadir. Gelismis iilkeler siginmacilarin miilteci statiisiinlii kazanma siirecini
uzun tutarak onlarin saglik, barmmma, egitim, is gibi olanaklara erigsmelerini kisitlayip
gdcmenlerin entegrasyon siireclerini de ¢ikmaza sokmaktadirlar (Loescher, 1993). Mevcut
entegrasyon politikalar1 daha ¢ok gocleri kontrol etmeyi hedefleseler de gé¢menlerin gecici
olmadigini da dikkate alarak sonraki nesillerin varligindan dolay1 entegrasyonu da kapsayacak
sekilde tasarlanmaktadirlar. Ancak giliniimiizde geleneksel entegrasyon politikalarinin
miiltecileri irk¢iliga maruz birakarak, tekilestirdigi ve nihayetinde izole bir hayata mecbur
biraktig1 da bilinen bir gercek olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Kus (2016) caligmasinda Twitter’da toplumdaki bazi sug tiirleriyle miilteci sayisinin
fazlaliginin iliskilendirildigini bulmuslardir. Bununla birlikte Aslan (2017) arastirmasinda
Youtube lizerinden “Suriyeli” kelimesi ile gosterilen videolar1 analiz ettiginde benzer
bulgulara rastlamistir. Suriyelilere yonelik nefret soylemi bu arastirmalar sonucunda bariz bir
sekilde ortaya ¢ikmistir. Ayrica Suriyelileri nankor ve hain olarak niteleyen videolar oldugu
gibi Tiirkiye’deki ekonomik sorunlarin kaynagi olarak goren videolar da goriilmiistiir.




Tiirkiye'deki Gecici Koruma Kapsamindaki Suriyeli Ogrencilerin Egitimi

Gegici koruma kapsaminda Tiirkiye’de bulunan Suriyeli 6grenci verileri, egitim ¢agi
kabul edilen 5-17 yas aralig1 temel alinarak hesaplanmaktadir. Bu 6grenci sayilarinda 2014-
2015 egitim dgretim yilindan 2021-2022egitim-6gretim yilina kadar artis saglanmistir. 2014-
2022 yillar1 arasinda gegen 8 yillik slireye ragmen cag (5-17 yas) niifusu ve 6grenci sayist
arasindaki biiyiik fark devam etmektedir. Milli Egitim Bakanlig1 yabanci 6grencilerin egitim-
ogretim hizmetlerini bu veriler dogrultusunda planlayarak gerceklestirmektedir.

Hayat Boyu Ogrenme Genel Miidiirliigiine bagli Gd¢ ve Acil Durumlarda Egitim
Daire Bagkanligi gecici koruma kapsaminda {ilkemizde bulunan yabancilarin egitim
hizmetlerinden yararlanmalar1 yoniinde calismalar yapmaktadir. Buna gore, 2022 yili
itibariyle tilkemizdeki gegici siginmact konumundaki Suriyelilerin egitim ¢ag1 ¢ocuklarinin ve
bunlarin egitim kademelerine gore okula gidenlerin sayilar1 ile okullasma oranlar
incelendiginde en fazla okullasma ilkokul (%75.13) ve ortaokul (%80) kademesinde
goriilmektedir. Buna karsin, okul oncesi (%34.34) ve orta 6gretim (%42.65) okullagsma
oranlarinin ise daha diisiik seviyelerde oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Egitim kademeleri ve sinif
diizeyinde, gegici koruma kapsaminda Suriyeli 6grenci sayilart incelendiginde 5-17 yas arasi
124353 ¢ocuk bulunurken bu cocuklarin ancak 730806’s1 yani %65't egitim Ogretime
kazandirilabilmistir. 1. sinifa baslayan Suriyeli 6grenci sayist 101.096 iken bu say1 ilerleyen
siuf seviyelerinde kademeli olarak azalmakta olup ortadgretimin son sinifinda 8.525 Suriyeli
O0grenci oldugu belirlenmistir. Bu sayilar yaklasik %91.57'lik 0grenci kaybina isaret
etmektedir. Her egitim kademesinde iist simiflara dogru Ogrenci sayisinin diistiigii
goriilmektedir. Hayat Boyu Ogrenme Genel Miidiirliigii 2021 yili verilerine gore %34.64
oraninda halen okullasamamis gegici koruma statiisiinde Suriyeli ¢ocuk bulunurken(Ocak
2021), bir y1l sonraki veriler incelendiginde (Ocak 2022) okullasamayan 6grencilerin oraninin
%35'e ¢iktigi goriilmektedir. Ust siniflara ¢iktikga &grenci sayilarimin diismesi ve bir yil
icerisinde %0.36 oranindaki 6grenci kaybi egitimle ilgili bir¢cok otoritenin iizerinde
yogunlasmas: gereken dnemli bir husus olarak degerlendirilebilir(istatistikler icin bkz. MEB,
2021).

“Tirkiye'de Kalkinmaya Duyarli G6¢ Yonetimi Politikalarinin Uygulanmasina Destek
(SUMMIT)” projesinin bir parcasi olarak Isvi¢re Hiikiimeti tarafindan finanse edilmis olan ve
2020 yilinda hazirlanan “Suriyeli Yatirnmcilarin Gaziantep Ekonomisine Etkileri Analiz
Raporu” isimli ¢calismada Gaziantep ilinde temel egitim ve orta 6gretimde okullagsma orani
%60 olarak aciklanmstir. Istatistiksel verilere gore iilkemizde gegici koruma statiisiin
kapsaminda yasayan niifusun énemli bir boliimiiniin egitim ¢aginda olmasi ve mevcut egitim
sistemi icerisinde egitim almalar1 planlanan bu Ogrenci egitimlerinin etkinligi ve bu
Ogrencilerin egitim sistemi lizerine olusturduklar1 etkilerin arastirilmasina yodnelik ¢esitli
calismalarin yapildig1 gdzlemlenmektedir (Ozdemir ve Aypay, 2022; Saklan ve Karakiitiik,
2022).

Yabanct Ogrenciler Uyum Smiflar1 Genelgesi (22 Ekim 2020) Tiirkiye’de Mart
2020’de baslay1p yayginlasan Covid-19 salginiyla birlikte Suriyeli 6grencilerin bu durumdan
olumsuz etkilenmelerine binaen 22 Ekim 2020 tarihinde yiiriirliige girmistir. Yabanci
Ogrenciler Uyum Smiflar1 Genelgesi ile uyum smiflar1 26 ilde ilkokul iigiincii simflarda
Tiirkce dil problemi yasayan yabancilarin halk egitim merkezleri araciligiyla e-yaygin sistemi
iizerinden acilan “Yabancilara Tiirkge Ogretimi” kursuna katilmalarina firsat saglamustir.
Ayni genelgede salgin donemlerinde uyum siniflarinda uzaktan egitim yapilabilecegi de ifade
edilmistir. Ayrica “Suriyeli Cocuklarim Tiirk Egitim Sistemine Entegrasyonunun
Desteklenmesi Projesi (PIKTES)”, adli gecici koruma altindaki ¢ocuklarin, Tiirkiye’deki
egitime erisimlerine katkida bulunmak amaciyla Milli Egitim Bakanlig1 tarafindan yiiriitiilen
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bir egitim projesi de bulunmaktadir. PIKTES biit¢esinin tamami, Avrupa Birligi tarafindan,
“Tiurkiye’deki Miilteciler i¢in Mali Yardim Programi (FRIT)” anlasmasi ¢ergevesinde
dogrudan hibe yontemiyle karsilanmaktadir. 03.10.2016 tarihinde baglatilan Proje, halen
iilkemizin 26 ilinde siirdiiriilmektedir (PIKTES, 2022).

Bir Sivil Toplum Orgiitii olarak Tiirkiye'de Egitim Sendikacih

Bireyler, karsilastiklar1 olaylar1 1yl anlayabilmek adina, devlet dis1 sosyal
organizasyonlar olarak da ifade ettigimiz sivil orgiitlenmeleri dikkate almalidir. Sivil toplum
orgiitlenmeleri Tiirkiye'de sivil toplum orgiitii (STO) ya da sivil toplum kuruluslar1 (STK)
adlartyla anilmaktadir(Talas, 2011). Bu noktada Goziibiiyiik'e (2002) gore sivil toplum
orgiitlenmeleri demokratik ve seffaf bir toplumun ortaya ¢ikmasi, farkli ¢ikar gruplarinin
goriiglerini uzlastirmak, yeni teknolojiler ve kiiresellesme baskilariyla karsilasan toplumun
degisime ayak uydurmasini saglamak gibi farkli yonlerden 6nem kazanmistir (Goziibiiyiik,
2002).

STK’larin toplumda iistlenmis olduklar1 rollerden biri de egitimdir. Tiirkiye'de sivil
toplum kurumlarinin egitimle ilgili ¢aligmalarda etkisinin oldugu diisiiniilmektedir. Bunun en
onemli kaniti, Milli Egitim Sira’larinda, kamu kurum ve kuruluslari, iiniversiteler ve MEB
merkez ve tasra teskilatlarinin yaninda STK’larin da goriislerine de yer verilmesidir (Eraslan,
2011). Bu kapsamda, egitim sendikalari, calisma alanlar1 kamuda ve 6zel sektdrdeki 6gretmen
ve diger c¢alisanlarin is hayatlarinda ve yasamlarindaki standartlar yiikseltmek ve ¢alisanlar
arasinda dayanisma saglayabilmek i¢in kurulmus sivil toplum orgiitleri olarak agiklanabilir.
Egitim sendikalarinin genel amaci; liyelerinin ekonomik, sosyal, 6zliik, mesleki, sendikal hak
ve cikarlarimi gelistirmek, egitim ¢aliganlarina daha saygin bir yasam saglayacak projeler
gelistirmektir(Eraslan, 2012). Eraslan bu genel tanimla birlikte egitim sendikalarinin farkl
islevlerinden de soz etmektedir. Sendikalar, egitim konusundaki yeniliklere yol agabilecek
birtakim rollere de sahiptirler. Ayrica egitim sendikalari, Tiirk Milli Egitim sistemindeki
eksikliklerin giderilmesi, ders programlarinin, egitim faaliyetlerinin, kiiltiirel zenginlikleri
kapsayacak sekilde ahlaki, vicdani ve insan haklar1 bakimindan savunma islevlerini de yerine
getirmektedir (Eraslan, 2012). Ayrica egitim sendikalarinin genelde egitim sistemine 6zelde
ise egitim sisteminin O6nemli bir pargasi olan okullara olumlu katkilarinin olmasi
beklenmektedir(Akgeyik, 1994).

2022 Temmuz istatistiklerine gore egitim Ogretim ve bilim hizmet kolunda faaliyet
gosteren 49 egitim sendikas1t bulunmaktadir. 2022 yili temmuz ay1 istatistiklerine gére bu
sendikalardan sadece 4 tanesi tiim egitim calisanlar1 bazinda %]1'in lizerinde {iye sayisina
sahiptir (Resmi Gazete, 2022). Ortak bakis acilarina (6rnegin bu sendikalarin tamami
sOzlesmeli 6gretmenlige karsidir) karsin dort biiylik egitim sendikasinin egitim Ogretimdeki
farkli konular tizerindeki fikirleri incelendiginde birbirlerinden farkli diisiincelere sahip
olduklar1 da goriilmektedir (Caltak, 2019). Egitimin felsefesi ve miifredat konusunda
sendikalarin goriigleri Caltak (2019) tarafindan su sekilde 6zetlenmistir. Egitim Bir Sen (EBS)
insan1 merkeze alan, ideoloji aktarma ve yayma vasfi tasimayan muhafazakar bir yapidan
bahsetmektedir. Tiirk Egitim Sen (TES), evrensel ilke ve degerler ile milli birikim ve
beklentilerimizi birlestiren bir egitimi hedeflenmektedir. Egitim Sen (ES), laik, bilimsel,
demokratik ve anadilde bir egitimden sdz etmektedir. Egitim Is (EI) ise laik, bilimsel,
demokratik, kamusal, ulusal, ¢agdas, halkci, parasiz ve karma egitimden yanadir. Dolayisiyla
birer STK olan bu olusumlarin tiiziiklerinde yer alan amaglar incelendiginde aralarinda bir
takim ideolojik farkliliklarin s6z konusu oldugu ifade edilebilir (Eraslan, 2012). Eraslan’in bu
degerlendirmesinden yola ¢ikarak egitim sendikasi yOneticilerinin her birinin fikirlerinin
aslinda tilkemizdeki farkli bir ideolojik boyutu temsil ettigi sonucuna ulasabiliriz. Temel
felsefeleri bakiminda ayrisan bu sendikalar egitim ile ilgili somut uygulamalar konusunda da
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farkli goriisler ortaya koymaktadir. Ornegin zorunlu egitim 4+4+4 Egitim sistemi ile ilgili
EBS bu fikri desteklemekte, TES 1+5+3+4, EI sendikas1 2+9+4 onermekte, ES sendikasi ise
4+4+4 egitim sistemine karsi oldugunu belirtmektedir (Caltak, 2019).

Egitim sendikalarinin biinyesinde farkli uzmanlarin bulunacagini ve tabanlarinin
gbziinde gorilinlir olabilmek icin egitimle ilgili farkli konulara hakim olmak zorunda
olacaklarin1 da g6z oniinde bulundurursak, egitim sendikas1 yoneticilerinin fikirlerinin degerli
olabilecegini varsayabiliriz. Tiirkiye'deki Suriyelilerin egitimi konusuyla i¢ ice olan egitim
sendikalarinin da her birinin Suriyelilerin egitimi konusunda farkli degerlendirmeleri olabilir.
Gegici koruma statiistindeki 6grencilerin egitimi ile ilgili toplumsal degerlendirmeler onlarin
kabul edilirligi agisindan 6nemlidir. Gegici koruma statiisiindeki Suriyeliler hakkinda, siyasal
ve sosyopolitik farkliklar ile faaliyet gosteren egitim sendikalari tarafindan yapilacak
degerlendirilmeler, konunun etraflica ele alinmasi noktasinda kiymetli sayilabilecegi gibi
gecici koruma statiisiindeki Ogrencilerin egitim Ogretimlerinde karsilagilan problemlerin
¢Oziimiinde de aydinlatici olabilir.

Tiirkiye'de egitim camiasinda yiiksek {iye sayilarina sahip egitim sendikalarinin gegici
koruma statiistindeki 6grencilerin egitim 6gretimleri iizerine diisiincelerinin, mevcut durumun
tanimlanmas1 ve degerlendirilmesi ayrica gelecekteki egitim-Ogretim faaliyetlerinin
planlanmas1 noktasinda degerli oldugu diisiiniilmektedir. Birer STK olarak farkli siyasi ve
sendikal uygulamalari benimsemis egitim sendikalarinin bu 6nemli konudaki goriislerinin
belirlenmesinin  gegici koruma  statiistindeki ~ Ogrencilerin  egitimlerinin  niteliginin
artirlmasinda 6nemli kaktilar saglayacagi degerlendirilmistir. Bu kapsamda bu caligmanin
amact gecici koruma statlisiinde bulunan Suriyelilerin egitimi konusunda Tiirkiye’de il
niifusuna oranla en fazla Suriyelinin yasadig: ikinci il olan Gaziantep 6rnegine odaklanarak
egitim alaninda faaliyet gosteren STK’lar olan egitim sendikalarinin bakis agilarini ortaya
cikarmaktir. Buna gore arastirmanin ana sorusu “Gaziantep’te faaliyet gOsteren egitim
sendikalarinin gecici koruma kapsamindaki Suriyelilerin egitimi ile ilgili gortisleri nasildir?”
olarak belirlenmistir.

YONTEM

Arastirmanin Modeli

Nitel gelenek igerisinde yer alan bu ¢aligma gecici koruma statiisiindeki Suriyelilerin
egitimi konusunda egitim sendikalarimin goriislerini derinlemesine ortaya koymay1
hedeflemektedir. Bu arastirma ¢oklu durum deseni ile yiiriitiilmiistiir. Coklu durum desenleri
biitiinciil olarak da gergeklestirilebilir. Her bir durum kendi i¢inde biitiinciil olarak ele alinir
ve daha sonra birbirleriyle karsilagtirilir(Yildirnm ve Simsek, 2008). Bu ¢alismanin amaci
Gaziantep ilinde sivil toplum Orgiitii olarak faaliyet gosteren farkli egitim sendikalarinin
gecici koruma statiistindeki 6grencilerin egitimleri konusundaki goriislerinin nasil oldugunun
anlagilmasi ve bu gorlslerin nasil farklilastiginin ortaya konulmasidir. Bu amagla ¢oklu
durum calismasi deseninin ¢alismanin amacina ulasma noktasinda etkin bir desen olacagi
degerlendirilmistir.

Calisma Gurubu

Bu arastirmada ¢alisma grubu, nitel gelenege ve ¢oklu durum desenine uygun olarak amacl
ornekleme ydntemlerinden 6lgiit drnekleme ydntemi ile olusturulmustur. Olgiit drnekleme,
evren igerisinden daha 6nceden belirlenen nitelik veya seviyelere uygun olay, kisi, kurum
veya nesnelerin secilerek Orneklem olusturulmasidir (Biiyiikdztiirk vd. 2013). Olgiit
ornekleme i¢in bu calismada orneklemin iilkenin belli bir bolgesinde degil tiim illerindeki
etkin varligmin olmast seklinde bir kriter belirlenmistir. Bu noktada 6rneklemler igin
02.06.2022 tarih ve 31884 sayili Resmi Gazetede yayimnlanan veriler incelenmistir. So6z
konusu verilere gore Tiirkiye'de 49 egitim sendikasi bulunmaktadir. Bu sendikalarin evreni
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temsil oranlar1 da Resmi gazete'de paylasiimistir (Resmi Gazete, 2022). Mevcut evreni en iyi
temsil edecek Orneklemlere ulasmak amaciyla Egitim sendikalar1 %1’in iizerindekiler ve
%1’in altindakiler olarak iki guruba ayrilmistir. Bu iki gurup iizerinde yapilan incelemede %1
temsil oranmin altinda kalan sendikalarin Tiirkiye'nin 81 ilinin tamaminda subelerinin
olmadig1 goriilmiistiir. Dolayisiyla her ilde subeleri oldugu i¢in %1'in iizerindeki biitlin
(toplam 4) sendikalar g¢alisma grubu olarak belirlenmistir. Bu sendikalar Tablo 3.1'de
gosterilen EBS, TES, ES ve EI sendikalar1 olup goriismeler bu sendikalarin Gaziantep il sube
baskan veya baskan yardimcilari ile yapilmistir. Dort sendikadan birer yonetici olmak {izere
toplam dort sendika yoneticisi ile goriisme yapilmistir. Goriisiilen 4 sendika yoneticisi 40-55
yas araliginda ve tamami erkek yoneticilerden olusmaktadir. Katilimci gruba ait detaylar
sendikalarin il temsilcilerinden ziyade sendikalarin bizatihi kendi felsefeleridir.

Veri Toplama Araci

Arastirma sirasinda veriler goriisme yontemi kullanilarak elde edilmistir. Goriisme
yontemi, aragtirma yapilan konu iizerinde karsilikli olarak konusarak sozel bilgi toplama
yontemidir ve genellikle yiiz yiize seklinde yapilmaktadir. Goriisme, 6nceden belirlenen
arastirma konusunda derinlemesine bilgi saglamaktadir (Kincal, 2015; Biiyiikoztiirk vd.,
2013). Bu arastirmada goriismeler sirasinda yari1 yapilandirilmig goriisme teknigine uygun
sorular kullanilmistir. Yar1 yapilandirilmis goriisme teknigi, gériismenin 6nceden hazirlanmis
goriigme protokoliine gore siirdiiriilmesini saglayacagindan daha sistematik ve karsilasilabilir
bilgi sunarak arastirmacilara 6nemli kolayliklar sunmaktadir (Yildirim ve Simsek, 2011).
Arastirma kapsaminda hazirlanan yar1 yapilandirilmis goriigme sorulart aragtirmanin
kavramsal g¢ercevesi dikkate alinarak hazirlanmistir. Bu kapsamda sendika temsilcilerinin
farkli bakis acilarinin, gegici koruma kapsamindaki &grencilerin egitimlerinin mevcut
durumlarina ve geleceklerine dair yapacaklar1 degerlendirilmeleri elde etmek icin elestirel
sorgulama ve nitel ¢aligma alaninda uzman akademisyen goriisleri esliginde gdriisme sorulari
yeniden diizenlenmis olup, sorularin literatiirde ifade edilen temel kavramsal ¢erceveye ve
nitel gelenege uygunlugu saglanmistir. Bu baglamda, uzman goriisii alinarak yonlendirici
oldugu ifade edilen sorular yonlendiricilikten uzak ve derinlemesine bilgi edinmek amaci ile
yeniden diizenlenmistir. Ornegin “Suriyelilerin egitiminde karsilasilan problemler” daha genel
bir ifade ile sorularak “Gaziantep'in egitim-0gretim anlamindaki oncelikli problemlerini
sendikaniz nasil degerlendirmektedir?” seklinde ifade edilmistir. Goriismede toplam 6 adet
yar1 yapilandirilmis soru kullanilmistir.

Veri Analizi

Bu calismada goriisme siireglerinde elde edilen veriler betimsel analiz ile
cozlimlenmistir. Betimsel analiz, veri toplama teknikleri kullanilarak toplanmis verilerin
onceden tespit edilen temalara gore siniflandirilmasi ve yorumlanmasi seklindeki bir nitel veri
analiz tiiridiir. Bu yontemde arastirmaci dogrudan alintilara sik sik yer vererek goriistiigii
bireylerin diislincelerini ¢arpict bir bi¢cimde yansitabilmektedir. Bu yontemde asil amag,
toplanan bulgularin 6zetlenmis ve yorumlanmig olarak aktarilmasidir (Yildirim ve Simsek,
2011).

Aragtirmada ¢oziimlenen goriisler; Tiirkiye'de %] {izeri iiyeye sahip 4 sendikanm Il
sube yoneticilerinden baskan veya bagkan yardimcilari ile yapilan yiiz yiize goriismelerde yar1
yapilandirilmis sorulara verilen cevaplardan derlenmistir. Sendika temsilcilerinin gegici
koruma statiistindeki 6grencilerin egitim dgretimleri konusundaki temsil ettikleri sendikalarin
goriiglerini yansitan ifadeleri ilgili literatiirle sekillenen kavramsal gergeveden elde edilen
uyum siireci, geri gonderilme, egitim hakki gibi ifadelere uygun olarak belirlenen basliklar
altinda ve aragtirma sorusuna uygun temalar esliginde analiz edilmistir. Bu noktada toplanan
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verilerin analizi ¢oklu durum ¢alismasi desenine uygun olarak analiz edilirken negatif durum
yonteminden faydalanilmis ve bulgular sekillenirken bu yontem sayesinde sendika
temsilcilerinin goriisleri benzerlik ve farkliklarina gore degerlendirilmistir (Silverman, 2006).

BULGULAR

Egitim sendikalarinin gecici koruma statiisiindeki 6grencilerin egitim o6gretimleri
hakkindaki diisiincelerini belirlemek amaciyla egitim sendikalar1 yoneticileri ile yapilan
goriismeler sonucu elde edilen bulgular, gériisme sorular esliginde belirlenen temalara gore
siiflandirilarak asagida sunulmustur.

Sendikalarin Sendikacihk Yaklasimlar:

Gaziantep ilindeki gegici koruma statiisiindeki 6grencilerin egitim siiregleri ile ilgili
goriislerine odaklanan ¢alismada farkli sendikalarin goriisleri dogal olarak bu sendikalarin
sendikal faaliyetlerindeki farklilik temelinde degerlendirilmistir. Bu noktada sendikacilik
yaklagimlar1 bakimindan goriisleri incelenen temsilcilerin temsil ettikleri sendikalarin oldukga
farkli oldugu tespit edilmistir. Ozellikle 6gretmen hakki noktasinda EBS ve TES
sendikalarinin yoneticilerinin 6zliik, sosyal, ekonomik ve hukuki haklar1 6n plana ¢ikarirken,
El sendikas1 yoneticisinin ¢aliganin yaninda ve isverene kars1 muhalefet seklinde ifade ettigi
ogretmen hakkini1 ES yoneticisinin ise ezilenden taraf seklinde tanimladig tespit edilmistir.

Benzer sekilde, sendikacilik yaklasimlarinin da oldukga farklilastigi tespit edilen bu
sendikalardan EBS ve TES sendika temsilcilerinin toplumu milli ve manevi degerlendirenden
yana bir sendikacilik yaklasimini 6n plana ¢ikardiklar ifade edilebilir. Ote yandan, goriisme
formundaki nitel veriler degerlendirildiginde, EI sendika yoneticisinin Atatiirk ilke ve
inkilaplar1 dogrultusunda cagdas, bilimsel ve karma egitimi Onceleyen bir sendikacilik
yaklasimina sahip olduklar1 anlasilirken ES yoneticisinin ise egitimin bilimsel, nitelikli, laik
cagdas ve anadilde olmasini benimseyen bir sendika anlayisina sahip olduklar1 goriilmiistiir.

Sendikalarin Gaziantep'in Egitim Ogretim Diinyasindaki Yeri

Sendikacilik felsefesi ve Ogretmen hakki yaklagimlari bakimindan oldukga farkl
olduklar1 tespit edilen sendikalarin faaliyet gosterdikleri Gaziantep ilinin egitim-6gretim
diinyasindaki  yerleri bakimindan kendilerini temel felsefelerine uygun olarak
konumlandirdiklar1 tespit edilmistir.  EBS il yoéneticisinin bu konudaki ifadesi de
sendikalarinin egitimin her alaninda etkili isler ortaya koyduklar seklindedir. Gaziantep’teki
faaliyetlerini kisaca “Bize dgretilen 6greti sudur hayra motor Serre fren olacagimiz her yerde
olmamiz gerekir. Dolayisiyla da egitim diinyasinin da sosyal hayatinda her yerinde biz variz”
(EBS Yoneticisi) seklinde ifade etmistir.

Ote yandan Gaziantep'in egitim dgretimindeki biitiin problemlerini acgik¢a ifade eden
ve problemleri, gerek biirokrasi, gerekse siyasetin baskisina ragmen sdylemekten ¢cekinmeyen
bir sendikal yapiya sahip olduklarmi ifade eden TES sendika yoneticisi ait olduklar
sendikanin temel yapisim1 Gaziantep 6zelinde “Yanlisin karsisinda dogruya projektor tutan
bir yaprya sahibiz” (TES Yoneticisi) seklinde tanimlamustir. Tiirkiye genelinde egitimde var
olan aksakliklari tespit ederek genel merkezlerine ulastirdiklarini ifade eden Ei Sendikasi
yoneticisi ise bu bilgilerin Milli Egitim Bakanligi ile siirekli olarak paylasildigini dile
getirmistir.
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Ancak, EI Sendikas1 Yoneticisi “Her ne kadar kamusal bir sendika da olsaniz bir
yiiriitme olusturamazsimz” (El Yoneticisi) tespitini yaparak bakanlik ile iletisim halinde
olmalariin sendikanin duyarliligint gostermek adina Gaziantep’i de icerisine alan énemli bir
sendikal faaliyet alanlar1 oldugunu ifade etmistir. Gaziantep’te az {iiye sayisina sahip
olmalarina karsin etki gii¢lerinin oldukga fazla oldugunu ifade eden ES yoneticisi “Su anda
etki anlaminda en etkili sendikayiz. Gaziantep'te 1400 iiyemiz olmasina ragmen
bulundugumuz ortamlarda etki giiciimiiz daha fazladir. Egitimin bir paydasi olarak egitimin
ileriye gitmesi i¢in elimizden geleni yapiyoruz. Gaziantep'te egitimle ilgili biitiin platformlara
katiliriz” (ES YoOneticisi) ifadesi ile ilin egitimi ile ilgili hassasiyetlerini dile getirmistir.

Bu ifadelerden anlasilacagi iizere bu sendikalarin gerek temel felsefeleri gerekse
uygulamalar1 bakimindan temel ayrigsma noktalarinin oldugu anlasilmaktadir. Bu ayrismanin
birer STK olan bu sendikalarin Gaziantep ilindeki egitim ve 6gretim siireglerinde karsilasilan
oncelikli problemler baglaminda da benzerliklere ragmen derin farkliliklar gosterdigi
anlasilmaktadir. STK’larin sehrin egitimi ile ilgili ortak olarak ifade ettikleri problemler gog
alan bir il, 6gretmen agig1, okullardaki temizlik personeli ve gilivenlik gorevlisi sorunu,
okullara d6denek verilmemesi, derslik sayisinin azligi, yonetici nitelikleri, carpik sanayilesme,
Suriyeli 6grenciler, ikili egitim, 6gretmenler i¢in ekonomik zorluklar seklinde ifade edilebilir.

Sendikalara Gore Gaziantep'in Egitim Ogretim Anlamindaki Oncelikli Problemleri

Gaziantep ilinin yurt i¢i ve yurt dis1 go¢ alan bir sehir oldugunu dile getiren EBS
yoneticisi okullarda yeterli sayida derslik olmayisini vurgulamistir.  “Suriye basta olmak
tizere bir¢ok iilkeden de go¢ geliyor ve gegen seneki rakamlara gore 80.000 yabanct ogrenci
bizim temel egitim ve ortaégretim boyutunda egitim aliyor” (EBS Yoneticisi) ifadesi ile
sendika yOneticisi 0gretmen agigmin ve derslik basina diisen 6grenci sayisinin Tiirkiye
ortalamasinin ¢ok tlizerinde olduguna dikkat ¢cekmistir.

Ogretmenlerin yeterli nitelige sahip olmayan ve etkili dlgme ve degerlendirme
stireclerine maruz kalmadan atanan egitim yoneticileri, hayat pahalilifi ve bir siyasi erke
yakin sendikanin baskisi altinda oldugunu ifade eden TES Yoneticisi, EBS Yoneticisine
benzer sekilde yine asir1 kalabalik siniflara dikkat ¢ekmistir. Temsilci Gaziantep ili egitim
sistemindeki mevcut problemleri “Swnif kalabaliklar:, normal egitime gegilememesi, derslik
agigl, okul agig, o6gretmen agigr” basliklarinda somutlagtirmistir. Bir Metropol olarak
Gaziantep’te carpik sanayilesmeye ve yabanci uyruklu dgrencilerin varhgina dikkat ceken El
yOneticisi biitiin bu durumlarin egitimin kalitesini ve 6grenci seviyesini diisiirdliglini dile
getirmistir. Ogretmen acigindan da rahatsiz olan EI yoneticisi bu durumu su sekilde ifade
etmektedir. “Ayni zamanda ogretmen sorunu da vardwr. Antep'te eksik ogretmenleri telafi
etmek icin de iicretli égretmen adi altinda 2.447 Ogretmen istihdam edilmektedir” (EI
YoOneticisi).

ES yoneticisi de diger sendikalarin yoneticileri gibi Suriyeli gociine dikkat
cekmektedir. “Okullarimizda 6gretmen acigi var. Ucretli 6retmenle telafi etmek olumsuz bir
durumdur > (ES yoneticisi) sozleriyle 6gretmen acigina dikkat ¢geken ES yoneticisi gretmen
acigmin yani sira egitim yoneticisi segiminde herhangi bir dlciite tabi olmadan miilakatlarla
atama yapilmasinin Gaziantep ilinin 6ncelikli bir egitim sorunu oldugunu ifade etmistir.

Sendikalarin Gecici Koruma Statiisiindeki Ogrencilerin Egitimi Konusundaki
Goriisleri

Egitim sendikalar1 yoneticilerinin gegici koruma statiisiindeki Ogrencilerin egitim
ogretimleri konusundaki goriisleri, “uyum siireci, geri gonderilme, egitim hakki, anadilde
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egitim, Suriyeli 0grencilerin Tiirk 6grencilerle birlikte egitilmeleri ve Suriyeli 6grencilerin
okullara esit dagilim1” olmak {izere alti tema {izerinden degerlendirilmistir. Elde edilen
verilere gore tiim sendika yoneticilerinin gegici koruma statiisiindeki 6grenciler i¢in egitimin
bir hak oldugu ve mutlaka egitim almalar1 konusunda hem fikir olduklar1 anlasilmaktadir. Bu
ogrencilerin uyum siireci hakkinda EBS yoneticisi Tiirkiye dostu olmalar1 ve dini degerlerine
gore yetistirilmeleri fikrinde iken, TES yoneticisi ise Tiirk kiiltiiriine entegre olmalarinin
Onemine vurgu yapmistir. Buna karsin ES yoneticisi kendi kiiltiirlerine gore
yetistirilmelerinden yana bir tavir sergilerken TES yoneticisi ise Suriyeli 6grencilerin
aileleriyle birlikte savas bitiminde gonderilmeleri gerektigini ifade etmistir. ES y0neticisi
diger sendikalardan farkli olarak anadilde egitimi savunurken, EBS yoneticisi bu 6grencilerin
kendi dillerini de korumalar1 gerektigini ifade etmistir.

Il milli egitim miidiirliigiiniin mevcut uygulamasma gére &grenciler Suriyelilerin
kalabalik oldugu okullardan alinarak Suriyeli 6grenci sayisi az olan diger okullara
gotliriilmektedir. Sendikalarin bu uygulama hakkindaki farkli goriiglerine karsin ¢aligmaya
katilan biitiin sendika temsilcileri sendikalarinin Suriyeli Ogrencilerin Tiirk 6grencilerle
birlikte egitim gormeleri konusunda aymi fikirde olduklar1 ifade edilebilir. Sendika
yoneticilerinden TES yoneticisi, Suriyeli 6grencilerin okullara esit dagitilmasindan yana tavir
sergilerken ES yoneticisi, bu 6grencilerin tasinmasina karst olduklarini dile getirmistir. TES
yoneticisi Gaziantep'te belli okullarda kiimelenmis Suriyeli 6grencilerin oldugunu, bazi
simniflarda 5 Suriyeli 6grenci varken ayni sinifta sadece 5 Tiirk 6grenci bulunduguna bu
durumun da o smiftaki Tiirk 6grencilerin "asimile" olacagi seklinde bir risk baridirdigini dile
getirmistir. Bu konuda daha 6nce yapmis olduklar1 anketlere dikkat ¢eken TES yoneticisi "Bir
okulda Suriyeli 6grenci sayisi en fazla 1/5 i gegmemeli. Gaziantep'in her tarafina dagitilmali,
okul mevcudu 1/5 olacak sekilde olmali. Bazi okullarda her sinifta bir Suriyeli var, bazi
okullarda her sinifta 25 Suriyeli var” ifadesi ile amacin Suriyeli 6grencilerin Tiirk kiiltiiriine
entegre olmalarini saglamak iken bu oranlarin egitim kalitesini diisiirdiigiinii ve dolayisiyla
Suriyeli 6grencilerin Tiirk toplumuna entegre olmasint da engelledigini dile getirmistir (TES
YoOneticisi).

ES yoneticisi ise TES yoneticisinin aksine Suriyeli 6grencilerin kendi mahallelerinde
egitim gormesinden yana olduklarini “Bu ogrenciler adrese dayali kayit sistemine gore kayitl
olduklart mahallelerdeki okullarda egitim ogretime devam etmelidirler. Bu ogrencilerin
baska okullara tasinmast dogru degil" sozleriyle anlatmistir (TES Yoneticisi).Goriisme
yapilan egitim sendikasi yoneticileri geg¢ici koruma statiisiindeki Ogrencilerin egitimi
konusunda Milli Egitim Bakanligi’nin uygulamalarin1 agirlikli olarak etkili ve gerekli oldugu
seklinde degerlendirmislerdir. Bir¢ok konuda goriis ayriliklarinin bulunmasina ragmen bir tiir
mevcut durum degerlendirmesi gerektiren bu konuda sendikalar birbirlerine yakin fikirler
tasimaktadirlar. EBS yoneticisi, “Tiirk ogrencilerle ayni okulda okumalari bu é6grencilerin
entegrasyon stiresini biraz daha kisaltacak bir yontem. Dolayisiyla su anda Tiirk ogrencilerle
birlikte egitim alwyor olmalart olumlu diye diisiiniiyorum" seklinde konusurken Suriyeli
ogrencilerin kendi dillerini de unutmamalart i¢in mutlaka tedbir alinmasi gerektigini dile
getirmistir (EBS Y0Oneticisi).

TES yoneticisi Suriyeli 6grencilerin topluma entegre olmasi gerektigini ancak Suriyeli
ogrencilerin siif degil, okul bazinda esit dagitilmas: taraftar1 oldugunu dile getirmistir.
Bununla birlikte TES yoneticisi Suriyeli 6grencilerin Gaziantep ilindeki egitim siireclerine
dahil olan vakif ve derneklerin kontrol edilmedigini ve bu durumun da tehlikeli sonuglar
dogurabilecegi konusuna dikkat ¢cekerek "Gaziantep'te Suriyeli ¢ocuklar MEB disinda egitim
alryor bu tehlikelidir. Bu derneklerin kendi programini dayatmalarint dogru bulmuyoruz.
PIKTES projesi daha verimli olabilir. PIKTES'in koordinesinde yetersizlik var. Milli egitim

bakanligi PIKTES projesinde kendi personellerini kullanmali" seklinde ifade etmistir (TES
Y Oneticisi).

El yoneticisi, PIKTES projesi gibi ¢alismalarin var oldugunu, boyle durumlarda bu tiir
calismalarin mutlaka yapilmasi gerektigini, entegre etmek ve uyum saglamak i¢in bu
caligsmalarin sart oldugunu ancak yeterli olmadigini ifade ederek daha fazla ¢calismaya ihtiyag
duyuldugunu ifade etmistir. Suriyeli 6grencilerin Tiirk O6grencilerle egitilmelerini anlamli
bulan ES yoneticisi, ayr1 egitim gordiiklerinde adaptasyon sorunu yasayabileceklerine dikkat
cekerek Milli Egitim Bakanliginin uygulamalarint "PIKTES projesi kapsaminda yapilan
uygulamalar iyi. Ogrencilerin daha iyi Tiirkce ogrenmeleri icin yapilan ¢alismalar iyidir.
Yeterli buluyorum” sozleriyle 6zetlemistir (ES Yoneticisi).

SONUC VE TARTISMA

Calismadan elde edilen bulgulara gore birer STK olan egitim sendikalar1 kendilerini
bir sivil toplum orgiitii olarak tanimlarken bunu iki boyutta yaptiklar: tespit edilmistir.
Uyelerin mevcut sosyal, ekonomik ve 6zliik gibi haklarinin savunucusu olarak tanimlamakla
beraber, gorlislerini ve siyasal fikirlerini de iceren ikinci bir tanim da yaptiklar1 sonucuna
ulagilmistir. Sendikalarin Gaziantep'in egitim 6gretimi ile ilgilenmekte, egitim siirecini takip
etmekte ve egitim Ogretim konusunda kendilerince gerekli reaksiyonlar: gdsterdikleri
sonuglarma ulasilan bu c¢alismada 4 bilyiik Egitim sendikasinin ortak fikirlerine gore
Gaziantep'in en 6nemli problemleri Ogretmen acig1, derslik yetersizligi ve gegici koruma
statiisiindeki 6grencilerin egitim-68retim durumudur. Bu ortak goriisler kapsaminda 4 biiyiik
sendikanin yoneticileri, gecici koruma statlisiindeki dgrencilerin egitim ogretimlerini Tiirk
ogrencilerle birlikte almasin1 olumlu ve gerekli olarak gormiislerdir. Sendika temsilcileri
gecici koruma statiisiindeki 6grencilerin egitim hakkinin énemli olduguna inanmakla birlikte
ait olduklar1 sendikanin temel felsefelerine uygun olarak bu egitimin kapsami ve yontemleri
konusunda farkli diislincelere sahip olduklar1 tespit edilmistir. Buna gore, bazi sendika
temsilcileri, 68rencilerin anadilde egitim almalar1 hakkini 6n plana ¢ikarirken, bazi sendika
temsilcileri ise Tiirk¢e egitimin dnemine ancak bu 6grencilerin ana dillerinin de korunacagi
bir egitim silirecinin 6nemine vurgu yaparak miimkiin olabilecegini dile getirmistir.

Miilteci Ogrencilere yonelik dil destegini tesvik etmek ve ana dillerin gelisiminin
desteklenmesinin dnemine odaklanan bu ¢alismalar miiltecilerin veya gé¢menlerin konakci
topluma adaptasyon siireclerinin ve alacaklar1 egitimin kalitesinin artirilmasi noktasinda
anadilin 6grenilmesinin 6nemli kaktilar saglayacagi seklinde ozetlenebilir (Cerna, 2019).
Arastirmalara gore kiginin ana dilini korumak aile ve kiiltiirel baglarin korunmasina yardimci
oldugu gibi psikososyal refah icin de onemli bir 6gedir. ikinci dil edinimi kisileri ve aile
iiyelerini yabancilagtirmadan da yapilabilir (McBrien, 2005). Ciinkii uyum, kimlik ve dil
Ogrenimi ayrimciliktan, kiiltiirel uyumsuzluktan ve miiltecilerin kabul edilmesinden etkilenir
(McBrien, 2005). Siginmacilarin anadillerini 6grenmesi uygulamasi entegrasyon siirecinde
pozitif etki yaparak kendilerini giivende hissetmelerine yol agacaktir. Boylece Ager ve
Strang'in (2008) c¢alismalarinda isaret etmis olduklar1 temel etkenlerden biri olan kendi
dillerini 6grenme hakki saglanacak ve kiiltiirlerine yabancilastirilma korkusunu yenmeleri
daha da kolaylasacaktir.

Tiirkiye’deki Suriyeli 6grencilerin ana dil ve Tiirk¢e dil becerilerinin bir arada
diistiniilmesi ve desteklenmesinin hayati 6neme sahip oldugu degerlendirilmektedir(Y1lmaz
ve Sagiroglu, 2022). Yine bu sendika temsilcilerinin Milli Egitim Bakanlifinin mevcut
uygulamalar1 konusunda destekleyici fikirlerine karsin, bazi sendika temsilcilerinin
ogrencilerin kendi mahallerindeki okullarda egitim gormesinin 6nemli bir hak oldugu fikrine
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karsin, bazi sendika temsilcilerinin ise tasimali da olsa Suriyeli 6grencilerin siniflarda yogun
bir sekilde bulunmalarinin etkisiz bir uygulama olacagini ifade ettigi goriilmistiir. Bu sendika
temsilcilerine gore siniflardaki yogun Suriyeli 6grenci mevcudiyetinin bu 6grencilerin
akranlar1 ile kaynasmalarimi olumsuz yonde etkileyecegi ifade edilmistir. Sadece Suriyeli
ogrencilerden olusan veya Suriyeli 6grencilerin daha yogun oldugu sinif ve okullardaki izole
egitim oOrnekleri yalniz Ogrencilerin degil tiim Suriyeli gd¢menlerin entegrasyonunu
geciktirecek bir uygulama olarak degerlendirilebilir.

Yukarida ifade edilen sonuglar daha 6nce yapilmis bir arastirma olan Caltak’in, (2009)
tespitlerine paralel olarak egitim sendikalarinin ayni konularda farkli goriigslerde olabilecekleri
gibi, tiim sendikalarin ayni fikirde olabilecegi konularinda olabilecegini gdstermistir. Ote
yandan sendikalarla ilgili yapilan farkli bir aragtirmaya gore egitim sendikalarinin egitim
calisanlarinin 6zliik, sosyal haklar vb. haklarini koruma ve gelistirme islevlerinin yaninda
ideolojik ve siyasi yoOnlerinin de oldugu goriilmiistiir. Erdogan ve Karaman (2016) bu
durumun STK’larin sahip olduklar1 temel felsefi amaglarinin yansimasi olarak dogal bir sonug
oldugu ve ortak problemler konusunda farkli goriiglerin var olmasinin sivil toplum alaninin
dogas geregi beklendik bir sonug oldugu seklinde degerlendirilmistir. Ozellikle Milli Egitim
Bakanligi ile iletisim halinde olduklarini ifade eden katilimci egitim sendikalarinin toplumun
problemlerine ¢oziim bulmak adina gelistirdikleri ¢oklu ve alternatif bakis ac¢isinin
degerlendirilmesi noktasinda 6nemli bir sivil toplum ¢abasi olarak degerlendirilmesi gerektigi
diistiniilmektedir.

Calismadan elde edilen bulgulara gore, egitim sendikalarinin gegici koruma
statlisindeki 6grencilerin egitimlerinin devletin sorumlulugunda oldugu konusunda ortak bir
goriise sahip olduklar tespit edilen katilimci sendikalarin, bu 6grencilerin egitiminde PIKTES
gibi projelerin siirdiiriilmesinin ve etkinliginin artirilmasiin énemli oldugunu ifade ettikleri
sonucuna ulagilmistir. PIKTES projesi, gecici koruma statiisiindeki Suriyelilerin egitim
hakkini etkin kullanmalar1 i¢in planlanan faaliyetlerle, caligmalarin daha profesyonel bir
sekilde devam etmesine imkan saglamistir. Hem Tiirkge dil destegi hem de Ogretmen
istihdami, materyal, kirtasiye yardimi gibi destek faaliyetleri, Suriyeli ¢ocuklarin egitim
kalitesini arttirmistir. Projenin olumlu sonuglar1 fazladir ancak bu siirecte her seyin
planlandig gibi gittigini sdylemek miimkiin degildir (Kahraman, 2018).

ONERILER

Yukarida siralanan arastirma sonuglarina gore belirlenen Oneriler arasinda oncelikli
olarak bu calismanin benzerlerinin gegici koruma kapsaminda 6grencisi bulunan farkli illerde
veya lilke capinda yapilarak mevcut problemlere yonelik ¢6ziim Onerilerinin kapsaminin
genisletilebilecegi  degerlendirilmistir. Ayrica, Gegici koruma statiisii  kapsamindaki
ogrencilerin egitimleri ile ilgili sendika temsilcilerinin ifade ettigi gibi, akranlar1 ile ayni
siiflarda veya okullarda kag kisiye kadar bulunmalar1 gerektiginin ve kendi mahallerinde mi
yoksa tagimali olarak bagka okullarda mi egitim almalar1 gerektigini tespit etmeye calisan
bilimsel ¢alismalarin literatiire dnemli katkilar saglayacagi da ifade edilebilir. Gaziantep
disindaki illerde de Suriyeli 6grencilerin durumunu ele alacak arastirmalarla PIKTES gibi
projelerin devamliliginin ve baz1 sendikalarin dile getirdigi gibi etkinliginin nasil
artirtlabilecegine yonelik ¢alismalarinda uygulamaya doniik 6nemli katkilar saglayabilecegi
distintilmektedir. Son olarak sadece gecici koruma statiisiindeki Suriyeliler i¢in degil
lilkemizde yasayan yabanci uyruklu Ogrencilerin ana dillerinin egitim dili Tiirk¢e olan
iilkemizde nasil ele alinmasi gerektigini inceleyecek c¢alismalarin da 6nemli birer calisma
alan1 oldugu diistintilmektedir.

Abstract
The aim of this research is to examine the social responsibility level of secondary school students. In addition, it
is also aimed to examine the social responsibility level of secondary school students and the sub-dimensions of
cooperation, environmental awareness, acting together, social sensitivity according to the variables of gender and
class level. The study is a quantitative research. The survey model, which is one of the quantitative research
methods, was used in the research. The sample of the study consists of 384 secondary school students. Social
Responsibility Scale for Secondary School Students was used as a data collection tool in the research. One-Sample
t-test, Independent Samples t-Test and One-Way ANOVA test were used in data analysis. According to the
findings obtained from the research, the social responsibility levels of the secondary school students were found
to be high. It was determined that the sub-dimensions of the students, which are the level of cooperation, are high,
the level of environmental sensitivity is at a medium level, the level of acting together is at a medium level, and
their social sensitivity level is high. There was no significant difference according to gender in the levels of students
regarding social responsibility and its sub-dimensions. It was determined that the social responsibility and sub-
dimensions scores of the eighth grade students were significantly higher than the students in the other groups.

Oz

Bu arastirmanin amaci ortaokul dgrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyinin incelenmesidir. Ayrica ortaokul
Ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi ile alt boyutlardan yardimlagsma, ¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme,
sosyal duyarlilik diizeylerinin cinsiyet ve sinif diizeyi degiskenine gore incelenmesi amaglanmigtir. Calisma nicel
bir arastirmadir. Arastirmada nicel arastirma yontemlerinden biri olan tarama modeli kullanilmistir. Arastirmanin
orneklemini 384 ortaokul 6grencisi olusturmaktadir. Arastirmada veri toplama araci olarak Ortaokul Ogrencilerine
Yénelik Sosyal Sorumluluk Olgegi kullanilmustir. Veri analizinde One-Sample t testi, Independent Samples t-Testi
ve One-Way ANOVA testi kullanilmigtir. Aragtirmadan elde edilen bulgulara gére ortaokul dgrencilerinin sosyal
sorumluluk diizeyleri yiiksek bulunmustur. Ogrencilerin alt boyutlar olan yardimlasma diizeylerinin yiiksek,
cevreye duyarlilik diizeylerinin orta diizeyde, birlikte hareket etme diizeylerinin orta diizeyde ve sosyal duyarlilik
diizeylerinin yiiksek oldugu belirlenmistir. Ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk ile alt boyutlarina iliskin diizeylerinde
cinsiyete gore anlaml bir farklilik bulunmamugtir. Sekizinci siifta 6grenim goren dgrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk
ile alt boyutlar1 puanlarinin diger gruplarda yer alan &grencilerden anlamli diizeyde yiiksek oldugu sonucuna
varilmistir.

Giris

Insan, yasama siirecinin getirdigi dogal bir zorunluluk olarak g¢evresiyle etkilesim
halinde olmak durumundadir. Bireyler hayata geldikleri andan itibaren g¢evresiyle etkilesim
icine girerek ve diger insanlarla ¢esitli sekillerde iletisim kurarak yasamlarini siirdiirtirler. Bu
etkilesimin bir boyutunu da insanlarin sahip olduklar1 sosyal sorumluluk olusturmaktadir.
Sosik, Koul ve Cameron (2017) sosyal sorumlulugu; kisinin karsilik beklentisi olmadan
bagkalarina yardim ederek kisisel ¢ikar yerine kamu ¢ikarini desteklemeye yonelik yurttashik
gdrevi ve yiikiimliiliigii olarak agiklamaktadir. Insanin yakin ¢evresinden, uzak ¢evresine iginde
bulundugu toplumun sorun alanlarina doniik duyarlik gelistirmesi ve ¢6ziime dontik etkinlikler
icerisinde olmasi sosyal sorumlulugun geregidir. Sosyal sorumluluk toplumsal yasamda olup
bitenlere kars1 bir farkinda olma halidir. Sosyal sorumluluk ayni zamanda bireylerin iletisim
icinde oldugu toplumun ¢esitli sorun alanlarini hissetmesi, farkinda olmasi ve sonug olarak
olusan toplumsal ilgililiktir (Eraslan, 2011, s.83). Droms ve Stephen (2015) sosyal
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sorumlulugun ana hedeflerinden birinin, toplulugu daha iyi bir yer haline getirmek olduguna
isaret ederek sosyal sorumlulugun, insanlarin yasadigi topluluktaki her bireyin katilimini,
gelisime aktif olarak katilmasini ve topluluk sorunlarini ¢dzmek igin birlikte caligmasini
icerdigini belirtmektedir. Wray-Lake ve Syvertsen (2011) ise sosyal sorumlulugu bireylerin
toplum yanlisi, ahlaki ve yurttaslik davraniglarint motive eden bir deger yonelimi olarak ifade
ederken bagkalariyla iliskiler ve ahlaki bir 6zen ve adalet duygusunu sosyal sorumluluk
taniminin merkezine koymaktadir.

Sosyal sorumluluk, genclerin giinliik yasamlarini yapilandiran yakin iligkilerde ve ortamlarda filizlenir.
Bazi baglamlar, bireyleri eylemlerinin bagkalari iizerindeki etkilerini diisiinmeye ve endiselerini kendini
asan yollarla ifade etmeye tesvik ederek sosyal sorumlulugu telkin etmektedir. Bu ve diger yollarla aileler,
akranlar, okullar ve topluluklar, gocuklar ve ergenlerde sosyal sorumlulugu gelistirmek igin firsatlar
yaratabilir (Wray-Lake & Syvertsen, 2011, s.17).

Sosyal sorumluluk bilincinin olugmasi ve giliclenmesinde bircok faktoriin etkisi
bulunmakla birlikte planl ve 6gretim programlar1 yoluyla verilen bir egitim siireciyle okullar
bu konuda 6nemli kurumlardir. Cocuk ilk sosyal ortami olan aileden sonra dnemli 6l¢iide okul
yasantisindan etkilenmektedir. Bu sebeple sosyal sorumluluk gelisiminde okulun rolii izerinde
durmakta fayda goriilmektedir. Deveci ve Eryilmaz (2016) okullarda verilecek olan planli bir
sosyal sorumluluk egitiminin bireylerin sosyal sorumluluk agisindan bilingli sekilde yetismesi
acisindan olduk¢a 6nemli oldugunu belirtmektedir. Salusky vd., (2014) ise ¢gocuklara sorumluk
degerinin okulda kazandirilmasinin 6nemine isaret etmektedir.

Okullar genellikle, genglerin demokratik katilimi deneyimledikleri ve bir topluluk iiyesi olmanin ne
demek oldugunu 6grendikleri mini yonetimler gibi ¢alisir. Pek ¢ok okul ve topluluk temelli miifredat disi
etkinlik, ayn1 zamanda, genglerin i¢inde bulunduklar1 gruba kars1 belirli taahhiitleri yerine getirmelerinin
beklendigi bir sosyal baglilik duygusu gelistirerek ve ekip ¢alismasini tesvik ederek sosyal sorumlulugu
gelistirir. Bu nedenle, okul ve okul sonrasi ortamlar, genglerin demokratik deneyimlerini zenginlestirebilir
ve bu da sosyal sorumlulukta biiyiimeyi tesvik edebilir (Wray-Lake & Syvertsen, 2011, s.20).

Wentzel (1991) okullarin sosyal sorumlulugun gelistirilmesinde 6nemli bir rol
oynadigma ve sosyal sorumluluk bilincine sahip bireyleri yetistirmenin egitim kurumlarinin
baslica gorevleri arasinda yer aldigina isaret etmektedir. Sosik ve digerleri (2017) ise kamu
yararina, sosyal iliskilere, baskalarin1 dGnemsemeye ve ¢evreyi gelecek nesiller i¢in siirdiirmeye
baglilig1 tesvik eden bir okulun parcast olmanin geng yetiskinlerde daha yiiksek sosyal
sorumluluk seviyeleri ile iligkili oldugunu belirtmektedir. Ayrica sosyal sorumlulugun
akademik basar1 (Carbonero vd., 2015; Carbonero vd., 2017; Crocetti vd., 2012; Maliki vd.,
2010) 6gretmenler ve akranlarla olumlu etkilesim (Wentzel, 1991) gibi okul performansinin
cesitli yonleriyle olumlu bir sekilde iliski gosterdigi de diisiintiliirse okullarda sosyal sorumluk
gelisiminin desteklenmesinin 6nemi belirginlesmektedir.

Ulkemizde okullarda grencilerin sosyal sorumluluk bilincini gelistirebilecek dneme
sahip derslerden birinin sosyal bilgiler dersi oldugunu sdylemek miimkiindiir. Dersin amaglari
incelendiginde, ders kapsaminda 6grencilerin, toplumsal iligkilerin diizenlenmesi ve karsilagtigi
sorunlarin ¢Oziimii i¢in iletisim becerilerini kullanabilmelerinin; tilkesi ve diinya ile ilgili
konulara duyarlilik gdsterelerinin amaglandigi goriilmektedir. Ayrica 6grencilerin; katilimin
Onemine inanan, bireysel ve toplumsal problemlerin ¢oziimiine yonelik fikir belirten bireyler
olarak yetismeleri de dersin amaglar1 arasindadir. Sosyal bilgiler dersinin icerigi incelendiginde
ise dersin 6grencilere kazandirmasi amaglanan beceri ve degerler i¢inde sosyal katilim, empati,
dayanisma, duyarlilik, yardimseverlik ve sorumluluk gibi sosyal sorumluluk ile dogrudan
iliskili deger ve beceriler yer almaktadir (Milli Egitim Bakanligi [MEB], 2023). Dolayisiyla
sosyal bilgiler dersinin sosyal olarak sorumlu davranisi tesvik eden bir yapiya sahip oldugunu
s0ylemek miimkiindiir. Bu baglamda, 2023 yilinda Tiirkiye'deki ilkokul ve ortaokullar i¢in
yeniden yapilandirilan sosyal bilgiler dersi o6gretim programi; amaglari, Ogrencilere
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kazandirmak istenen degerler ve beceriler agisindan degerlendirildiginde bu dersin sosyal
acidan sorumluluk sahibi bireyler yetistirilmesinde etkin bir ders olmasi beklenmektedir.

Bu aragtirmanin 6rneklem grubu olan 6grenciler ortaokullarda sosyal bilgiler dersini
almakta olan 6grencilerdir. Ayrica bu yas grubu 6grenciler ayni1 zamanda ergenlik doneminin
baslarinda bulunan bireylerdir. Cocuklar ve ergenlerin topluma olumlu katkilarda bulunma
yetenegine sahip olduklar1 ve bu siire zarfindaki gelisimsel deneyimlerin ayn1 zamanda yasam
boyu vatandaslik i¢cin zemin hazirladig1 (Wray-Lake & Syvertsen, 2011) diisiiniiliirse bu donem
ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin belirlenmesi 6zellikle 6grencilerin sosyal
sorumluluk alanindaki gelisimine 151k tutmasi agisindan 6nemli goriilmektedir. Bu 6nemden
hareketle bu aragtirmada ortaokul 6grencilerinin sosyal sorumluk diizeyleri tespit edilmeye
calisilmistir.

Aragtirmanin  amaci1  ortaokul Ogrencilerinin  sosyal sorumluluk diizeyinin
incelenmesidir. Arastirma amaci kapsaminda asagidaki sorulara yanit aranmistir:

3. Ortaokul 6grencilerinin sinif seviyesi degiskenine gore sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi ile
yardimlasma, ¢cevreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme, sosyal duyarlilik diizeyleri arasinda fark
var midir?

YONTEM
Arastirmanin Modeli

Bu caligma nicel bir arastirmadir. Arastirmada nicel arastirma yontemlerinden biri olan
tarama modeli kullanilmistir. Calisma tarama modelleri arasinda yer alan kesitsel tarama
modeline uygun olarak planlanmistir. Biiylikoztiirk vd. (2009) kesitsel tarama arastirmalarinda
betimlenecek degiskenlerin tek seferde olciildiigiinii ifade etmektedir. Bu calismada da
aragtirma verileri Tiirkiye’de bulunan ortaokullarda 6grenim goérmekte olan ortaokul 6grencileri
evreni i¢inden belli sayidaki ortaokul 6grencisinden tek seferde elde edilmistir.

Arastirmanin Evreni ve Orneklemi

Arastirma evrenini Tiirkiye’de bulunan ortaokullarda 6grenim gérmekte olan ortaokul
ogrencileri olusturmaktadir. Aragtirmanin 6rneklemini belirlemek igin “katilimcilarin erisim
kolaylig1 ve uygunlugu nedeniyle secildigi olasiliga dayali olmayan” (Creswell, 2017, s.158)
bir ornekleme yontemi olan uygun Ornekleme yontemi kullanilmistir. Aragtirmanin
orneklemini, arastirma evreni i¢inden belirlenmis 384 ortaokul 6grencisi olusturmaktadir.
Arastirmanin  6rneklemini olusturan ortaokul o&grencilerine ait bilgiler Tablo 1°de
gosterilmektedir.

Tablo 1’de goriildiigli gibi aragtirmaya katilan ortaokul 6grencilerinin %51’ini kiz,
%49’unu erkek o6grenciler olusturmaktadir. Katilimceilarin %25,5°1 besinci sinif, %25,3’1 altinci
siif, %24,7’si1 yedinci sinif ve %24,5°1 sekizinci sinif 6grencisidir.

Veri Toplama Araci

Arastirmada veri toplama araci olarak Eryilmaz ve Deveci (2019) tarafindan gelistirilen
“Ortaokul Ogrencilerine Yénelik Sosyal Sorumluluk Olgegi” kullanilmistir. Veri toplama araci
17 maddeden olusmaktadir. Olgegin yardimlasma, cevreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme ve
sosyal duyarlilik seklinde dort alt boyutu bulunmaktadir. 4°1i likert tipinde olan olgekte
araliklar “Higbir zaman”, “Bazen”, “Genellikle” ve “Her zaman” olarak belirlenmistir. Olcek
biitiiniinde Cronbach alfa giivenirlik katsayisi ,828 olarak hesaplanmistir. Cronbach alfa
giivenirlik katsayis1 “cevresel duyarlilik” alt boyutunda ,718, “yardimseverlik” alt boyutunda
,685, “birlikte hareket etme” alt boyutunda ,541, “sosyal duyarlilik” alt boyutunda ise ,633 tiir.
Bu arastirmada elde edilen veriler icin Cronbach alfa giivenirlik katsayilar1 asagida
gosterilmektedir.

Tablo 2’ye gore bu arastirmada elde edilen veriler i¢in 6l¢ek biitiiniinde Cronbach alfa
giivenirlik katsayisinin ,85 olarak dl¢tildiigii goriilmektedir. Cronbach alfa giivenirlik katsayisi
“cevresel duyarlilik” alt boyutunda ,77, “yardimseverlik™ alt boyutunda ,73, “birlikte hareket
etme” alt boyutunda ,58, “sosyal duyarlilik” alt boyutunda ise ,68’tir. Bu c¢alismada 6l¢ek
biitiinlinde ve alt boyutlarda ulasilan Cronbach alfa giivenirlik katsayisi incelendiginde 6lgek
giivenirliginin yiiksek diizeyde oldugu ve 6l¢ek gelistirme calismasinda elde edilen veriler ile
yakin oldugu goriilmektedir.

Veri Toplama Siireci

Arastirma verileri 2022-2023 dgretim yili bahar yariyilinda toplanmistir. Arastirma
verilerinin toplanabilmesi i¢in dncelikle ilgili kurumlardan gerekli izinler alinmistir. Ardindan
Olcekler ortaokul 6grencilerine arastirmaci tarafindan dagitilarak elden toplanmistir. Verilerin
toplanmasi yaklagik bir hafta slirecinde tamamlanmistir. Calismaya katilimda goniilliiliik esas
alimmistir. Bu kapsamda her bir katilimciya olcek formu sunularak calismaya katilimin
goniilliiliik kapsaminda gerceklestirilecegi, kisisel bilgilerin ve 6lgek maddelerine verilen
yamtlarin sakl tutulacagi bildirilmistir. Olgek formlar1 yamtlanmaya baglanmadan énce her bir
katilimciya aragtirma siiresince mazeret beyani olmaksizin yanitlamayi sonlandirabilecegi ile
ilgili bilgi verilmistir.

Verilerin Analizi

Bu ¢alismadan elde edilen veriler SPSS istatistik programi 22.0 versiyonu kullanilarak
degerlendirilmistir. Verilerin normal dagilimini belirlemek i¢in basiklik-carpiklik degerine
bakilmistir. Basiklik-¢arpiklik degeri sonucuna gore verilerin (+2.0/-2.0) normal dagilimi
saptanmustir. Verilerin degerlendirilmesinde; yiizdelik ve bireylerin dl¢ek ortalama puanlariin
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belirlenmesinde One-Sample t testi kullanilmigtir. Bagimsiz iki grubun ortalamalarinin
karsilastirmasinda Independent Samples t-Testi ve ikiden fazla bagimsiz grubun
ortalamalarinin karsilagtirilmasinda One-Way ANOVA testi kullanilmistir. Arastirmada ayrica
Bonferroni ileri analiz testi kullamlmustir. Olgiim araglarinin giivenilitlikleri Cronbach-a sayis1
ile analiz edilmistir. Sonuglar p<0.05 anlamlilik diizeyinde degerlendirilmistir.

BULGULAR

Aragtirmanin bu boliimiinde arastirmanin problem sorulari dogrultusunda ortaokul
ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi ile yardimlasma, ¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket
etme, sosyal duyarlilik diizeylerine ve bu diizeylerin cinsiyet ve sinif degiskenine gore anlamli
fark olusturup olusturmadigina iliskin bulgulara yer verilmistir.

Ortaokul ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi ile yardimlasma, c¢evreye
duyarhhk, birlikte hareket etme, sosyal duyarhhk diizeyleri

Arastirma kapsaminda ortaokul Ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi ile
yardimlagsma, ¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme ve sosyal duyarlilik diizeyleri
incelenmigstir. Elde edilen bulgular Tablo 3’te gosterilmektedir.

Ogrencilerin 6grenim gordiikleri simf diizeyine gore sosyal sorumluluk dlgegi toplam
puanlari ve yardimlasma, ¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme ve sosyal duyarlilik alt boyut
puanlarinin istatistiksel olarak farklilik gosterdigi belirlenmistir (p<<0,05). Yapilan Bonferroni
ileri analizinde farki olusturan grubun sekizinci sinifta 6grenim goren katilimeilar oldugu tespit
edilmistir. Sekizinci sinifta 6grenim goren dgrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk lgegi toplam ve alt
boyut puanlarinin diger gruplarda yer alan 6grencilerin puanlarindan anlamli diizeyde yiiksek
oldugu belirlenmistir (Tablo 5).

SONUC VE TARTISMA

Arastirmada ortaokul 6grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin yiiksek oldugu
sonucuna ulasiimistir. Ogrencilerin alt boyutlar olan yardimlasma diizeylerinin yiiksek, cevreye
duyarlilik diizeylerinin orta diizeyde, birlikte hareket etme diizeylerinin orta diizeyde ve sosyal
duyarlilik diizeylerinin yiiksek oldugu belirlenmistir. Literatiirde bu arastirmanin ¢alisma grubu
olan ortaokul 6grencileri ile yapilmis ¢alismalar bulunmaktadir. Bugdayci (2019) tarafindan
yapilan arastirmada ortaokul 6grencilerinin kisisel ve sosyal sorumluluk diizeyleri belirlenmeye
calisilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda dgrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin yiiksek oldugu
sonucuna ulasilmistir. Yine ortaokul &grencilerinin  sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin
belirlenmesinin amagclandigi bir baska c¢alismada ise Ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk
diizeylerinin diisiik diizeyde oldugu belirlenmistir (Ozcan, 2021). Bu arastirmanin drneklem
grubundan farkli olarak {iniversite dgrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin incelendigi
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bir arastirmada ise katilimcilarin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin yiiksek oldugu belirlenmistir
(Yetis & Aktag, 2021). Kisinin ¢ocukluk ve ergenlik doneminde ve okullarda gelisen sosyal
sorumluluk diizeyini etkileyen empati, ahlaki gelisim, benlik kavrami gibi bircok faktor
bulunmaktadir (Host vd., 1998; Wray-Lake & Syvertsen 2011). Alanyazindaki arastirma
sonuglarindaki farkliligin sosyal sorumluluga etki edebilecek faktorlerin ¢esitliligi ve
arastirmalardaki 6rneklem gruplarinin farkliligindan kaynaklanabilecegi diisiiniilmektedir.

Arastirmada ortaokul &grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk ile alt boyutlarma iligskin
diizeyleri cinsiyet degiskenine gore incelendiginde; sosyal sorumluluk ile alt boyutlar olan
yardimlagsma, ¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme ve sosyal duyarlilik alt boyutlarinda
cinsiyete gore anlamli bir farklilik bulunmamistir. Alanyazin incelendiginde sosyal
sorumlulugun cinsiyet degiskenine gore incelendigi c¢alismalarda farkli sonuglar ile
karsilagilmaktadir. Cesitli 6grenim diizeylerinde 6grencilerin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin
cinsiyete gore farklilasmadigimi gosteren arastirmalar bulunmaktadir. Ozcan (2021)
arastirmasinda sosyal sorumluluk diizeyleri agisindan ortaokul 6grencilerinde cinsiyetin
anlamli fark olusturmadigini belirtmektedir. Carbonero ve digerleri (2015) 10-12 yas grubu
ilkogretim Ogrencileri ile yaptiklar1 arastirmada sosyal sorumluluk faktérlerinde cinsiyete
iligkin anlamli bir fark bulunmadigin1 belirtmektedirler. Karatag (2001) tarafindan yapilan
calismada ise lise Ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinde kiz ve erkek Ogrenciler
arasinda bir fark bulunmamistir. S6z konusu arastirma sonuglar ile birlikte kiz 6grencilerin
erkek Ogrencilere gore sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin yiiksek bulundugu arastirmalar da
mevcuttur. Ortaokul 6grencileri ile yapilan bazi aragtirmalarda kiz Ggrencilerin sosyal
sorumluluk diizeylerinin erkek 6grencilerden daha yiiksek oldugunu belirlenmistir (Bugdayci,
2019; Maliki vd., 2010). Lise 6grencileri (Nakamura & Watanabe-Muraoka, 2006; Sosik vd.,
2017) ve tniversite 6grencileri ile yapilan arastirmalarda da sosyal sorumluluk diizeyi kiz
ogrencilerde erkek dgrencilere gore yliksek bulunmustur (Tayli, 2014; Yetis & Aktas, 2021).
Ayrica tniversite Ogrencileri ile yapilan bir aragtirmada Ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk
tutumlarinin  zaman igindeki degisimi incelenmistir. Ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk
tutumlarinda zaman i¢inde artan, azalan ya da ayni kalan 6grencilerin cinsiyet agisindan anlamli
bir farklilik gostermedigi goriilmiistiir (Bielefeldt & Canney, 2016). Literatiirdeki s6z konusu
aragtirmalar ile bu arastirmanin sonuclari dikkate alindiginda kiz ve erkeklerin sosyal
sorumluluk diizeyleri i¢in net bir yargiya ulasmanin zor oldugu diisiiniilmektedir. Bu ¢alisma
ile literatiirdeki benzer arastirmalarin ¢alisma gruplarinin farkli oldugu goriilmektedir. Mevcut
arastirmanin ve s0z konusu arastirmalarin bulgularindan hareketle sosyal sorumluluk ile
cinsiyet arasinda dogrudan bir iligki oldugunu séylemek gii¢c olmakla birlikte sosyal sorumluluk
ve cinsiyet iligskisinde farkli araci degiskenler olabilecegi diisiiniilmektedir. Alanyazindaki
aragtirmalarm bulgularindaki farklilik; cinsiyetler arasindaki psikososyal farkliliklar, kiiltiir,
sosyal baglam, yasam sekli gibi farkli dinamiklerin sosyal sorumluluk {izerindeki etkisini
diisiindiirmektedir. Nitekim Linn ve Hyde (1989) erkekler ve kadinlar arasindaki psikososyal
farkliliklar iizerine yapilan ¢alismalarin analizinin cinsiyet farkliliklarinin genel degil, kiiltiirel
ve durumsal baglamlara 6zgii oldugunu, bilissel siireglerdeki cinsiyet farkliliklarinin genellikle
egitimdeki cinsiyet farkliliklarini yansittigin1 ve biligsel ve psikososyal gorevlerdeki cinsiyet
farkliliklarinin kii¢iik ve azalmakta oldugunu belirtmektedir. Ayrica belirtmek gerekirki kiz ve
erkek cocuklar sosyal siireclere farkli sekillerde maruz kalabilmekte, toplum tarafindan farkl
cinsiyet rolleri beklentisiyle karsilagsmaktadirlar. Bu noktada sosyal sorumlulukta cinsiyet farki
ya da farkin bulunmamasi ve bu duruma etki eden faktorleri biitiinciil bir sekilde ele alan
aragtirmalara ihtiyag¢ vardir.

Sekizinci smifta 6grenim goren dgrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk ile alt boyutlar olan
yardimlasma, g¢evreye duyarlilik, birlikte hareket etme ve sosyal duyarlilik alt boyutlart
puanlarinin diger gruplarda yer alan 6grencilerin puanlarindan anlaml diizeyde yiiksek oldugu
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belirlenmistir. Arastirmanin bu sonucu sinif diizeyi en yiiksek olan 6grencilerin daha diisiik
smif diizeylerine gore sosyal sorumluluklarinin yiiksek oldugunu gostermektedir. Benzer
sekilde Crocetti ve digerleri (2012) lise 6grencileri ile yaptiklari bir calismada yas farkliliklar
acisindan daha geng¢ ergenlerin, daha yash ergenlere gore daha diisiik sosyal sorumluluk
diizeylerine sahip olduklarint belirtmektedir. Bu bulgularin aksine benzer arastirmalar
incelendiginde; Bugdayci’nin (2019) ortaokul besinci ve altinci sinif 6grencilerinin sosyal
sorumluluk diizeylerinin yedinci ve sekizinci siniflara gére daha yiiksek oldugu sonucuna
vardigr goriilmektedir. Karatas (2001) tarafindan yapilan ¢alismada da lise ikinci sinif
ogrencilerinin sorumluluk diizeylerinin lise ii¢lincii sinif 6grencilerine gore daha yiiksek oldugu
bildirilmistir. Farkli bir arastirmada ise tiniversite Ogrencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk
tutumlarmin zaman icindeki degisimi incelenmis ve ogrencilerin ¢ogunlugunun sosyal
sorumluluk tutumlarinda 6nemli bir degisiklik goriilmemistir (Bielefeldt & Canney, 2016).
Tayli da (2014) iiniversite Ogrencileri ilizerinde yaptigi arastirmada egitim goriilen smif
diizeyine gore sosyal sorumluluk agisindan bir farklilik olmadigini belirlemistir. Arastirmanin
bu sonucu literatiirle karsilagtirildiginda bulgulardaki bu farklilik, 6grencilerde sosyal
sorumluluk bilincinin gelisiminde yas artisina paralel olarak siif diizeyindeki yiikselmenin
etkili bir faktor oldugunu diisiindiirmekle birlikte tek belirleyici olmadigini géstermektedir. Bu
noktada sosyal sorumluluk gelisiminde sinif diizeyi ile birlikte aile, akranlar, sosyal ¢evre gibi
cesitli gevresel faktorlerin de etkisi olabilecegi diisiiniilmektedir.

Bu arastirmanin sonuglarindan hareketle c¢esitli 6neriler sunulmustur:

Calismada ortaokul 6grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyleri yiiksek bulunmustur. Bu
sonu¢ iimit verici olmakla birlikte ortaokul &grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk gibi ¢esitli
degerlerin kazanilmasi agisindan 6nemli bir donemde olduklar1 géz 6niinde bulundurularak
ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin desteklenmesi 6nemli goriilmektedir. Bu anlamda
orgiin egitim kurumlar1 olan ortaokullarda &zellikle sosyal bilgiler gibi sosyal sorumluluk
kazanimi acisindan onemli igerige sahip derslerin 6gretim programlarinda, 6grencilerin sosyal
sorumluluk diizeylerini gelistirecek igerigin zenginlestirilmesi Onerilebilir. Nitekim literatiir
incelendiginde; 6gretim kalitesinin iyilestirilmesi i¢in kilit bir unsur olarak sosyal sorumlulugu
gelistirmek i¢cin miifredatin tasarlanmasi ve uygulanmasinin 6nemine isaret edilerek (Carbonero
vd., 2015) sosyal sorumluluk derslerinin miifredata dahil edilmesinin 6grenciler icin faydali
oldugu belirtilmektedir (Droms & Stephen, 2015). Bunun yaninda ortaokullarda sosyal
sorumluluk programlarinin uygulanmast da ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk bilincinin
desteklenmesi ve gelistirilmesi agisindan fayda saglayabilir. Nitekim arastirmalar okullarda
uygulanan sosyal sorumluk programlarinin (Carbonero vd., 2017; Wright vd., 2010) ¢esitli
kademelerdeki Ogrencilerin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyinde olumlu etkileri oldugunu
gostermektedir.

Arastirmada ortaokul &grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk ile alt boyutlarma iligkin
diizeylerinde cinsiyete gore anlamli bir farklilik bulunmamustir. Literatiir incelendiginde sosyal
sorumlulugun cinsiyet degiskenine gore incelendigi ¢alismalarda farkli sonuglar ile
karsilasilmaktadir. Bu anlamda sosyal sorumlulugun cinsiyet ile olan iligkisini daha net bir
sekilde belirlemek icin boylamsal ve deneysel caligmalar konuya daha derin bir yaklasim
saglayabilir.

Arastirmada sekizinci sinifta 6grenim goren 6grencilerin sosyal sorumluluk ile alt
boyutlar1 puanlarinin diger gruplarda yer alan 6grencilerden anlamli diizeyde yiiksek oldugu
belirlenmistir. Bu durum goz 6niinde bulundurularak ortaokullarda 6zellikle sosyal bilgiler
Ogretmenlerinin bu ders kapsaminda 6grencilere sosyal sorumluluga iliskin beceri ve deger
edindirmeye calisirken sinif seviyeleri arasinda farkliliklarin olabilecegini dikkate almalar
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oOnerilebilir. Ayrica okullarda her sinif seviyesinde 6grencilerin sosyal sorumluluk gelisimlerini
destekleyebilecek topluma hizmet vb. etkinlik ve projelerin uygulamaya konulmasi siif
seviyelerindeki farkin azalmasi agisindan yararli olabilir. Nitekim alan yazindaki gesitli
arastirmalar topluma hizmet ederek 6grenmenin (Scales vd., 2000; Simons & Cleary, 2006) s6z
konusu yas grubu o6grencilerin sosyal sorumluklari {izerinde olumlu etkileri oldugunu
gostermektedir.

Arastirmacilara yonelik olarak ise asagidaki oneriler sunulabilir;

Bu calismada ortaokul 6grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeylerinin tespit edilmesi
amaglanmis ve 6grencilerin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyleri cinsiyet ve sinif degiskenleri agisindan
ele alimmistir. Gelecekteki arastirmalarda ortaokul 6grencilerinin sosyal sorumluluk diizeyini
yordayabilecek farkli degiskenlere yonelik arastirmalar gerceklestirilebilir.

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A Study to Determine the Attitudes of Immigrants towards the
Development of Tourism

Abstract

This study examines the attitudes of immigrants in Turkey toward tourism development. The population
of the study consists of immigrants living in Turkey. The sample consists of 453 migrants from seven regions of
Turkey. The findings explain how migrants' perceptions and attitudes towards tourism differ according to socio-
demographic factors such as gender, age, marital status, educational status, income and geographical location.
According to the results of the study, migrants' attitudes towards the contribution of tourism to their quality of life
are at a high level.On the other hand, migrants' concerns about tourism development are low. Migrants' attitudes
towards tourism development differ in the Contributions to Quality of Life factor depending on gender. According
to this result, male migrants perceive the contribution of tourism to their lives more positively. In addition, it was
found that migrants' concerns about tourism development showed a statistically significant difference according
to age and educational status. According to these results, it has been determined that the level of anxiety of highly
educated immigrants towards the effects of tourism development is higher than that of immigrants with high school
and lower education levels. It was also observed that young migrants between 18-24 were more concerned about
the effects of tourism development than migrants in other age groups. There was no statistically significant
difference between married and single migrants in their attitudes towards tourism development. There was no
significant difference in migrants' attitudes towards tourism development based on geographical location. The
findings also show that age and income do not statistically affect migrants' attitudes towards tourism. It is
recommended that tourism planners raise awareness about the adaptation processes of immigrants to tourism
destinations and distribute immigrants to these destinations, considering the carrying capacity of the destination.

Oz

Bu arasgtirma, Tirkiye'deki gd¢cmenlerin turizm gelisimine yonelik tutumlarmi incelemeyi
amaclamaktadir. Caligmanin evrenini Tiirkiye’de yasayan gogmenler olusturmaktadir. Arastirmanin drneklemini
ise Tirkiye’nin yedi bolgesinden 453 gd¢cmen olusturmaktadir. Bulgular, gogmenlerin turizme yonelik algilar1 ve
tutumlarini cinsiyet, yas, medeni durum, egitim durumu, gelir ve cografi konum gibi sosyo-demografik faktorlere
gore nasil farklilastigint agiklamaktadir. Arastirmanin sonuglarina gére gégmenlerin turizmin yasam kalitelerine
katkisina yonelik tutumlar yiiksek diizeyde oldugu belirlenmistir. Ote yandan gd¢menlerin turizmin gelisimen
yonelik kaygilart ise diisiik diizeydedir. Go¢gmenlerin turizm geligsimine yonelik tutumlari cinsiyete bagl olarak
Contributions to Quality of Life faktoriinde farklilik gostermektedir. Bu sonuca gore erkek gdgmenlerin, turizmin
yasamlarina katkisin1 daha olumlu bir sekilde algiladig: tespit edilmistir. Bununla birlikte, gogmenlerin turizmin
gelismesine yonelik kaygilarinin yasa ve egitim durumuna gore istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir farklilik gosterdigi
tespit edilmistir. Bu sonuglara gore; yiliksek egitimli gogmenlerin turizmin gelismesinin getirecegi etkilere karsi
kaygi diizeylerinin lise ve alti diizeyde egitim seviyesine sahit gdgmenlere gore daha yiiksek oldugu tespit
edilmistir. Ayrica 18-24 yas aras1 geng gogmenlerin de diger yas grubundaki gdgmenlere gére turizmin gelisiminin
getirecegi etkilerden daha fazla kaygi duyduklari gézlemlenmistir. Diger yandan evli ve bekar gdgmenler arasinda
turizmin gelisimine yonelik tutumlarinda istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir farklilik bulunmamaistir. Cografi konuma
dayali olarak ise gd¢menlerin turizm gelisimine yonelik tutumlarinda anlamli bir farklilik saptanmamustir.
Bulgular ayrica yasin ve gelirin gdgmenlerin turizme yonelik tutumlari iizerinde istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir
etkisi olmadigini géstermektedir. Turizm planlamacilarina gégmenlerin turizm destinasyonlarina uyum siireglerine
iligkin farkindalik olusturulmasini saglamalari ve destinasyonun tagima kapasitesi goz o6niinde bulundurularak bu
destinasyonlara gégmen dagiliminin yapilmasi dnerilmektedir.

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Introduction

Globalization is a significant phenomenon that impacts modern societies. This intricate
process enables individuals across the globe to engage with diverse geographies. Subsequently,
global mobility has emerged as a reality for a quarter of the world's population outside their
birthplace (Sharma et al., 2018). In this context, the interdependency of migration and tourism
is a crucial (Santana-Gallego ve Paniagua, 2022) area of academic study that will continue to
attain greater significance. Migration is widely acknowledged as a contributing factor to the
allure of the tourism industry (Dreher vd., 2008). It exerts a considerable impact on the tourism
demand of both the host country and the countries of origin of the migrants (Celik, 2021).

Furthermore, the tourism industry has the potential to initiate or expedite migration
movements (Adams, 2021; Turner & King, 2018). Within this context, the academic discussion
concerns whether travel is exclusively tourism or migration (Smith, 2019; Wang & Chen,
2020). Due to these and similar issues, the relationship between the two phenomena must be
clarified in the literature (Williams & Hall, 2000), as the concepts of tourism and migration
overlap (Salazar, 2022). The deficiency in clarifying the relationship between the concepts has
yet to be overcome regarding tourism (Cohen & Cohen, 2019). Research on the migration-
tourism relationship has mainly focused on the touristic mobility caused by migration (Okafor
et al., 2022). However, the need to re-examine the traditional understanding of the concepts of
tourism and migration (O'Reilly, 2003) has increased its importance for today's world (Ohashi,
2019), and this need still needs to be met (Adams, 2021). Therefore, the need for future research
on the migration-tourism relationship has been emphasized in the literature (Choe & Lugosi,
2022). This association is open to more than tourist destinations and migration movements.
Tourist destinations experience an influx of migration due to the tourism industry and migration
(Marcher et al., 2020; Rodriguez & Garcia, 2021). Over recent years, it has been observed that
both migration and tourism have increased in parallel, amplifying each other's impact (IOM,
2022; UNWTO, 2021). However, it is important to note that tourism can have beneficial and
detrimental effects on local communities, including migrants, across various areas such as the
economy, society, culture, environment, and architecture. Thus, it is commonplace to develop
strategies that enhance positive impacts and mitigate negative effects of tourism (Turner &
King, 2019; Rodriguez & Garcia, 2022).

Turkey's 2023 Tourism Strategy intends to increase tourism diversity and promote
varied forms of tourism. The policy attracts more tourists by spreading tourism activities across
a broader geographical area and throughout the year (Ministry of Culture and Tourism, 2007).
Tourism has a significant role in socio-cultural communication and mutual understanding
between visitors and destinations (Wearing and Neil, 2009, p. 3). Nevertheless, tourism policies
should concentrate more than just their technical and economic aspects. Considering residents'
attitudes towards tourism development is necessary (Fennell, 2002, p. 9). Attitudes towards
tourism development have typically been observed within local communities in prior literature.
Despite this, there needs to be more investigations in the literature on the attitudes towards
tourism development among immigrants. Nonetheless, it is crucial to acknowledge that
inhabitants of tourist destinations are not solely local individuals. A considerable number of
immigrants have settled in Turkey in recent years.

This study is unique in considering immigrant populations settled in Turkey as the
sample population selected to represent all regions of Turkey. The study aims to measure
immigrants' attitudes towards tourism development, offering valuable insights into their impact
on the industry and highlighting the importance of this population group in tourism policies.
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Conceptual Framework

Most of the research conducted to measure the socio-cultural effects of tourism has been
evaluated through the opinions of local people in a certain region. Throughout history, local
people affected by tourism have had many positive and negative opinions about tourism
activities. In some regions, it has been argued that tourism provides more benefits to the people
of that region, while in other regions, it has been argued that it has harmful consequences.

According to Kozak, Kozak and Kozak (2010), it has been determined that many
positive and negative effects will change the socio-cultural structure of the society in the regions
where tourism activities are carried out. In the region where tourism activities are carried out,
it has been observed that the region's people behave more tolerant in their relations with each
other and tourists. In addition, tourism has positive effects on the people of the region, such as
increasing awareness of the protection of cultural values and increasing social welfare to higher
levels.

On the other hand, tourism has negative effects in many aspects, such as social, cultural,
environmental, etc. (Roney, 2011). Negative effects include the anger and hatred of local people
against foreigners coming to the region, foreign tourists causing pollution in the language used
by the region over time, and this situation's confusing meaning. In addition, the negative effects
of tourism, such as the degeneration of the moral values of the regions over time, the increase
in crime rates, the meaningless commodification of culture, and the loss of many beliefs and
values of the local people by losing their own beliefs and values. The fact that tourism has
positive and negative effects leads people living in the destination to exhibit different attitudes
towards tourism development at different times.

Tuna (2012) characterized the negative change that tourism creates on the most
important values that sustain society as "cultural pollution." He pointed out that this kind of
pollution is felt in every aspect of life, from style, clothing, food and drink to the hierarchical
structure within the family.

Moyle, Croy and Weiler (2010) explained the cultural interaction between visitors to
two islands in Australia and the local people and tourism stakeholders living there based on the
assumptions of the Social Exchange Theory.

Lankford and Howard (1994) developed a standard measurement tool to measure the
attitudes and behaviors of the region's people towards tourism. The scale, obtained as a two-
factoral structure due to the application, consists of 27 items. These factors are "views towards
regional tourism development" and "personal and social benefits."

Another study conducted on the public was carried out by Ozmen (2007) to determine
the opinions of the people living in Akgakoca city about tourism activities causing socio-
cultural change. At the end of the research, it was determined that tourism causing change in
the socio-cultural field did not negatively affect the thoughts and attitudes of the people.
However, it was revealed that these thoughts and attitudes differed according to whether they
were locals or immigrants of that region.

The researchers Dogan and Ungiiren (2010) examined tourism's socio-cultural impact
on Alanya's residents. They identified five socio-cultural effects of tourism in the region based
on input received from local individuals. The authors have indicated that these headings -
namely, perception of social threats, perception of cultural threats, perception of threats to the
use of Turkish, social reactions to tourism, and perception of socio-cultural contributions of
tourism - encompass the entirety of the Alanya locals' viewpoints on tourism. In the literature,

several models have been created to express the perspective of the local people living in the
regions where the tourism sector is active and the relationship they establish with tourism.
Doxey (1975) explained the perspective of the local people towards attitudes and behaviors
with the “Tolerance Approach (Irridex Model).” With this approach, he stated that a certain
cultural metamorphosis process and economic infrastructure should be formed to change the
local people's perspective towards tourism activities in the region. The change will be reflected
in attitudes and behaviors due to these stages. According to the author, this change occurs due
to the formation of a perception that the resources spent on tourism are harmed rather than
bringing benefits to the local people. The author listed these stages of change as enthusiasm,
indifference and hostility.

Long, Perdeu and Allen (1990) conducted a study supporting the Tolerance Approach.
The authors emphasized that with the development of tourism activities in the region, the
awareness of the local people towards tourism increased and their desire to develop tourism
activities to benefit more from the benefits of tourism. In this context, local people supported
tourism activities up a certain threshold. However, over time, due to the rapid increase in the
negative effects of tourism activities, there has been a certain decrease in their level of support.

The Tourism Area Life Cycle (TALC) model proposed by Butler (1980) examines the
systematic relationship between tourism and local people. This model states that as tourism
develops, its effects in the region will be felt intensely in every field. According to this
statement, when the damages arising in the region where tourism activities take place exceed
the benefits provided, losses occur in every aspect on behalf of the region, and the region loses
its tourism region qualification. After this stage, the region's people enter a process of socio-
cultural and economic destruction.

Diedrich and Garci (2009), in their study on the TALC model, state that the process in
which the local people begin to feel the effects of tourism fully is the process in which tourism
enters the collapse stage in that region. The Social Change Theory, introduced in the early
1960s, is one of the theories that enable the socioeconomic evaluation of the regions where
tourism activities occur. Social Change Theory is developed by utilizing the disciplines of
Sociology And Social Psychology (Community Psychology). This theory assumes that
individuals will behave in line with their demands and desires within society. According to the
situation put forward in the theory, individuals direct all their social relations away from
emotionality and in a more realistic (rational) direction and consider their gains and losses. In
short, by applying Socrates' ethical and moral rules, individuals shape their relations with
society to meet their basic life needs with maximum benefit and minimum cost.

Ap (1992) used the Social Exchange Theory to analyze the interaction between local
people and tourists in the region where tourism activities occur. In this context, the author states
that the local people consider the developmental effects of tourism on the region and individuals
as economic outputs in return for the resources spent on this service. Ap emphasized that social
change takes place through a four-stage implementation. These four stages are; "initiation of
change," "realization of change," "evaluation of the process of change," and "evaluation of the
results of change". On the other hand, the order in which the local people perceive the effects
of tourism has been determined as a process consisting of "adoption," "toleration," "adaptation,"
and "withdrawal" strategies. In short, individuals who benefit positively from the innovations
brought by the tourism sector to the region exhibit an attitude that contributes to the region's
development in terms of tourism.

Long and Kayat (2011) concluded that when the local people observe that the positive
effects of tourism on the region are greater than the negative effects, they begin to break their
resistance to change and support tourism development.
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Haley, Snaith and Miller (2004) conducted a study on local people living in the Baht
region of England to determine attitudes and behaviors towards tourism development and to
reveal whether socioeconomic and demographic structure impacts the perception of local
people towards tourism.

In a similar study, Wang et al. (2006) stated that tourism in the North Carolina region
of Washington is still developing.

Giimiis and Oziipekge (2009), in their study on the opinions of the people of Foga on
tourism, observed that the majority of the people of the region have a moderate perspective
towards tourism. They attributed the reason why the people of Foga perceive factors such as
social and cultural change and environmental and economic differentiation, which are the
benefits of tourism, positively to the high average level of education.

Ozdemir and Kervankiran (2011) evaluated the effects of social, cultural, economic and
demographic changes caused by tourism development in the region according to the perceptions
and attitudes of the local people living in Afyonkarahisar. According to the result, it was
determined that these changes positively affect the region's people.

Methodology

This section gives information on the purpose, importance, population and sample of
the research, as well as the data collection and analysis techniques used. In addition, the
hypotheses and research questions established within the scope of the research are also included
in this section.

Aim and Importance of the Research

Turkey plans to expand alternative tourism types in the Tourism Strategy 2023 master
plan. Thus, tourism will affect a wider geographical area, spread throughout the year and impact
more people. In this context, it is important to develop tourism strategies by investigating the
attitudes of all stakeholders towards the development of tourism. In 2015, Turkey hosted nearly
two million refugees (Sonmez & Mete, 2015), considering that around four million nine
hundred thousand migrants live in Turkey (goc.gov.tr, 2023), it is thought that research on
migrants will contribute to the literature. However, we have not seen any study directly on
immigrants' attitudes towards tourism development in the literature. This study aims to
determine the attitudes of immigrants towards tourism development and to measure whether
these attitudes of immigrants differ significantly according to demographic characteristics and
regions. Many studies such as Doxey (1975), Ap (1992), Moyle et al. (2010), Kozak et al.
(2010) and Roney (2011) have measured the attitudes of local people and other stakeholders
towards tourism development, but not specifically the attitudes of immigrants towards tourism
development. In other words, although there are many studies on the effects of tourism in both
tourism and sociology in national and international literature, we have not encountered any
study on the socio-cultural effects of tourism activities on migrants. Therefore, this study is
considered to be unique in the relevant literature. In addition, the studies in the relevant
literature were generally conducted on regional samples, but no sample was collected
throughout Turkey. The fact that the sample of this study was selected from seven regions of
Turkey is important in generalizing the study results.

In addition, a methodologically unique method was followed by conducting a two-stage
research analysis. In this context, in the first stage of the research, the quantitative data collected
from the local people were analyzed and reported, and the results obtained were shared with
two tourism doctors (faculty members) and two sociologists. A focus group interview was then
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conducted with these authorities, and the results of this interview were evaluated, and the
second part of the research was formed. Considering all these situations, this study is considered
unique regarding both method and subject. Focus group interviews are a qualitative method for
collecting data that has gained immense popularity in recent years in action research. Its roots
can be traced back to social psychology and communication theories. Furthermore, it has been
extensively employed in market research and is universally recognized for initial research in
social sciences. Focus group interviews are crucial for unstructured conversations and
discussions, particularly with the impact of in-group dynamics. This strategy enables
researchers to acquire detailed information and encourages participants to communicate their
views candidly. Moreover, when used jointly with one-to-one interviews and questionnaires,
focus group discussions offer a thorough and robust dataset (Kitzinger, 1995). Bowling (2002)
defines focus group interviews as informal interviews and discussions between a small group
and a moderator. This approach aims to gather comprehensive insights and exchange ideas
through group dynamics. According to Krueger (1994), focus group interviews are a well-
orchestrated conversation where participants can candidly share their opinions.

Population and Sample of the Study

The population of the study consists of immigrants living in tourism destinations. The
stratified and criterion sampling methods were used to represent seven regions in Turkey. The
stratified sampling method is a sampling method in which subgroups in the universe are
guaranteed to be represented in the universe. Criterion sampling is a type in which the sample
is selected according to certain criteria (Balci, 2011). A stratified sampling method was
preferred to guarantee the representation of all seven regions of Turkey. Local people living in
pilot provinces with high alternative tourism potential from seven regions of Turkey were
included in the study. These provinces were Istanbul from the Marmara Region, Izmir from the
Aegean Region, Antalya from the Mediterranean Region, Gaziantep from the Southeastern
Anatolia Region, Ankara from the Central Anatolia Region, Rize from the Black Sea Region
and Mardin from the Eastern Anatolia Region. In the light of the 2023 Turkey Tourism Strategy,
the attractive provinces in terms of alternative tourism types such as gastronomy, history, faith,
city, business and cultural tourism and have a high population density were also taken as
criteria. Therefore, an attempt was made to select the sample by including migrants living in
provinces with alternative tourism potential where the effects of coastal tourism are not
dominant.

Millions of migrants live in these provinces, which cover a large part of Turkey's
population. According to Sekaran (2003), if the population size is 100,000, it is sufficient for
the sample to consist of 384 people. This size stays mostly the same as the number increases,
and the sample size is determined as 384 for each number greater than 100,000. Therefore, in
this study, it is envisaged that the sample size will consist of at least 384 people. The data were
collected between October and December 2019, and 453 people were reached, with at least 60
people from each region.

Table 1 presents the demographic statistics of the surveyed cohort's composition. The
gender distribution displays an equitable representation, with 40.84% of respondents
identifying as male and 59.16% as female. This fair gender distribution enhances the study's
comprehensiveness by encapsulating various gender perspectives.

Furthermore, the marital status data indicates that 54.30% of respondents are single,
while 45.70% are married. This information offers valuable context for comprehending the
matrimonial dynamics within the sample.

The respondents come from different parts of Turkey, creating a representative dataset.
The Marmara Region accounts for 14.57% of the respondents, the Aegean Region for 13.69%,
the Black Sea Region for 15.01%, and the Mediterranean Region for 15.45%. Additionally, the
study encompasses the Southeastern Anatolia Region, Eastern Anatolia Region, and Central
Anatolia Region. This geographical diversity elevates the study's comprehensiveness.

Regarding age distribution, most respondents fall within the 25-34 age category
(45.03%), followed by the 18-24 age group (29.58%). The 35-44 years old category constitutes
15.67% of respondents, while those aged 45 years and older represent 9.71%. These age group
distinctions illuminate generational perspectives within the sample.

Regarding educational attainment, a significant proportion of respondents hold
bachelor's degrees (48.57%). Additionally, 24.50% reported an educational attainment of high
school or below, 15.01% held an associate degree, and 11.92% had completed postgraduate
studies. This educational diversity among respondents facilitates a nuanced exploration of
perspectives based on varying academic achievements.
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Data Collection and Analysis Techniques

The research consists of two stages. In the first stage, quantitative data were collected
and analyzed with the questionnaire technique. In the second stage, the results of these
quantitative data were reported and presented to a team of tourism academics and sociologists.
On 15 December 2019, the focus group meeting was held with a moderator. The meeting lasted
approximately one hour. This team made evaluations by conducting focus group interviews. In
the focus group interview, experts' views on the research question were obtained from different
perspectives.

In the first research stage, the survey technique was utilized among quantitative data
collection techniques. In this context, a 13-item scale was created by utilizing the studies on the
socio-cultural effects of tourism in the literature (Wang, Yasong; Pfister et al.; and Morais,
Duarte B. (2007) titled "Residents' attitudes toward tourism development: a case study of
Washington, NC).After determining that the scale met the general reliability requirements,
content and construct validity were analyzed. In order to ensure the content validity of the
scales, the opinions and recommendations of expert academics and professionals working in
the field of tourism, as well as the participants in the data collection process, were considered.

A 5-point Likert scale type was used in the scale. The demographic data collected
through the questionnaire were analyzed using the SPSS 21 Statistical Program. Descriptive
statistics (percentage frequency analysis) were used to analyze demographic data. Exploratory
Factor Analysis was applied to the scale items, and factors were obtained. Independent Sample
T Test and One-Way ANOVA were performed to measure whether these factors differ
according to demographic data and geographical regions.

Research Problem

This study aims to analyze migrants' attitudes and perceptions towards tourism
development. In addition, migrants' views on tourism's positive and negative impacts are
explored, and their impact on their attitudes towards tourism development is evaluated. This
study aims to understand the socio-cultural, economic and environmental factors that migrants
associate with tourism and to develop recommendations for tourism policies and practices. In
this context, the following hypotheses and research questions were formulated.

Hi: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
gender.

Hia: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to gender.

Hiv:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to gender.

H2: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
marital status.

Hza: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to marital status..

H2b:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to marital
status..

H3: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
age.
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H3a: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to age.

Hsb:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to age.

Ha: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
regions.

Haa: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to regions.

Hap:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to regions.

Hs: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
educational background.

Hsa: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to gender.

Hsp:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to gender.

He: Migrants' attitude towards tourism development differs significantly according to
monthly income.

Hea: Migrants' attitude towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life differs
according to monthly income.

Heb:Migrants' attitude of concern for tourism development differs according to monthly
income.

In the second stage of the research, after the data collected from the migrant sample in
the first stage were analyzed and reported, the results of the research were presented to a group
of four people, two tourism doctors and two sociologists, and a focus group interview was held
in this context. This focus group interview constitutes the second stage of the research. Within
the scope of the focus group interview, answers were received to the following questions:

Research Question 1: Does tourism contribute to the quality of life of immigrants? Do
migrants have concerns or expectations about tourism development in tourist destinations??

Results

This study presents the findings of the analyses conducted during the two phases of the
research in detail. By combining the quantitative research data from the first phase with the
qualitative data from the second phase, a comprehensive review of migrants' attitudes towards
tourism, its impact on their quality of life, and concerns about development in tourist areas is
presented. This chapter allows the main findings of the research to be understood and evaluated
from a broader perspective.

Table 2 provides essential details regarding the scale used in the study, which was
adapted from the research of (Wang et al., 2007) titled "Residents' attitudes toward tourism
development: a case study of Washington, NC." The following paragraphs offer an
interpretation of the data presented in the table:

Concern for Tourism Development: The first factor, "Concern For Tourism
Development," is noteworthy due to its eigenvalue of 7.4. Eigenvalues represent the
significance of factors in explaining the dataset's variance. A higher eigenvalue suggests a
greater impact on the model. In this case, an eigenvalue of 7.4 indicates substantial importance.
Furthermore, this factor explains 14.0% of the total variance, illustrating its contribution to the
overall variability of the data. The alpha coefficient, a measure of internal consistency, is
impressively high at 0.917. Such a high coefficient indicates that the items within this factor
are closely related and reliable. Moreover, the Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin (KMO) statistic, a test of
sampling adequacy, yields a value of 0.870, exceeding the threshold. This result affirms that
the dataset is suitable for factor analysis, strengthening the credibility of the findings related to
Concern For Tourism Development.

Contributions to Quality of Life: The second factor, "Contributions To Quality Of
Life" is characterized by an eigenvalue of 2.8. While this eigenvalue is notably lower than that
of the first factor, it still contributes meaningfully to the dataset. Specifically, this factor
accounts for 38.0% of the total variance, signifying a substantial influence on the dataset's
variability. The alpha coefficient for this factor is 0.813, indicating a satisfactory level of
internal consistency among its constituent items.

Overall, the study's scale, founded on the research of Wang, Yasong; Pfister, Robert E.;
and Morais, Duarte B., effectively gauges residents' attitudes toward tourism development.
"Concern For Tourism Development" and "Contributions To Quality Of Life" are significant
factors accounting for variance in the dataset. Pfister, Robert E.; and Morais, Duarte B.,
effectively gauges residents' attitudes towards tourism development. "Concern For Tourism
Development" and "Contributions To Quality Of Life" are significant factors accounting for
variance in the dataset. Pfister, Robert E.; and Morais, Duarte B., effectively gauges residents'
attitudes towards tourism development. "Concern for tourism development" and "Contributions
To Quality Of Life" are significant factors accounting for variance in the dataset. Notably, the
former factor demonstrates significant internal consistency. These results boost the credibility
of the investigation and offer a valuable understanding of local attitudes towards tourism
development.

Table 3 shows the results of The Independent Sample T-Test conducted to measure
whether immigrants' attitudes towards tourism development differ according to gender and
marital status. It is determined that the attitudes of the migrants towards "CFTD" (p=,383) or
"CTQOL" (p=,939) do not show a significant difference according to marital status. It is seen
that the Concerns For Tourism Development attitudes of married individuals (X=2,7892) and
single individuals (x=2,6897) are low. At the same time, CTQOLE factor are high in both single
individuals (Xx=3,4693) and married individuals (X=3,4683).

On the other hand, it was determined that immigrants' attitudes towards “CFTD” did not
differ statistically significantly according to gender (p=,139). However, it was observed that the
CTQOL factor of the immigrants towards tourism development differed significantly according
to gender (p=,027). Accordingly, it was determined that CTQOL were perceived highly by the
participants in both categories. This perception was higher in males (x=3,9239) than in females
(x=3,7436). CFTD attitudes of males (x=2,2553) and females (x=2,4035) were low.

Table 4 shows the results of the One-Way ANOVA Analysis to measure whether
immigrants' attitudes towards tourism development differ according to region.

According to these results, it was determined that the CTQOL attitude (p=,357) and
CFTD attitude (p=,237) of the immigrants towards tourism development did not show a
significant difference according to the regions. It is seen that the CTQOL attitude of the
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immigrants is high. In this context, the highest CTQOL attitude of immigrants is in the Aegean
Region (x=3,9980) and Southeastern Anatolia Region (Xx=3,9242). It is seen that the CFTD
attitude of immigrants is at a low level in all categories. The regions with the highest averages
of immigrants' CFTD attitudes are the Aegean Region (X=2,5444), Eastern Anatolia Region
(x=2,4809) and Southeastern Anatolia Region (x=2,4596).

The results show that migrants' attitudes towards the contribution of tourism to quality
of life are similar. However, the CTQOL factor is generally high, indicating that immigrants
have a positive perspective on the positive effects of tourism. In particular, for migrants living
in the Aegean Region and Southeastern Anatolia Region, there is evidence that tourism
contributes positively to the quality of life.

Migrants' concerns about tourism development do not differ statistically in different
regions. However, the CFTD factor is generally low, i.e., migrants' concerns about the negative
effects of tourism are generally low. In particular, migrants living in the Aegean, Eastern
Anatolia, and Southeastern Anatolia Region seem more concerned about tourism development.

As a result, CTQOL and CFTD attitudes of immigrants towards tourism development
are similar between regions. In general, migrants have a positive attitude towards the positive
effects of tourism and have low concerns about the negative effects of tourism.

Table 5 shows that the "CTQOL" attitudes of immigrants do not show a statistically
significant difference according to age (p=.498). This result shows that age is not a significant
factor affecting migrants' attitudes towards tourism's contribution to their quality of life.

However, when the mean values are analyzed, some remarkable findings emerge. For
example, the 35-44 age group has the highest mean value regarding the "CTQOL" attitude
towards tourism development (x=3.8793). This result shows that immigrants in this age group
have a more positive perspective on the contribution of tourism to local quality of life.

On the other hand, there is a statistically significant difference in migrants' attitudes
towards "CFTD" according to age (p=.047). In this context, it was determined that the age group
with the highest attitude towards "CFTD" was the 18-24 age group (X=2.9794). This result
shows that young migrants have higher concerns about tourism development.

As a result, although there is no statistically significant difference between age groups
in migrants' attitudes towards the contribution of tourism to the quality of life, it has been
concluded that age has some effects on migrants' attitudes of concern towards tourism
development.
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The result that age does not affect the contribution of tourism to migrants' quality of life
shows that age is not a determining factor in migrants' positive or negative perceptions of
tourism. However, it is seen that migrants in the 35-44 age group believe that tourism makes a
more positive contribution to the quality of life. This result supports the idea that migrants in
this age group may have a more positive association with tourism.

On the other hand, the result that age is effective in terms of the effect of tourism on
migrants' concerns shows that young migrants have more concerns about tourism development.
In particular, it was observed that immigrants aged 18-24 had high concerns about tourism
development. This result shows that young migrants are more sensitive to the negative effects
of tourism and give more importance to local environmental protection and social ethics.

In conclusion, these findings suggest that migrants' attitudes towards tourism
development may vary depending on their age and life experiences. This results may help
tourism policies to understand the diversity and needs of migrants better and contribute to better
integration of this community in the tourism sector.

It was determined that the CFTD attitudes of immigrants towards the development of
tourism did not show a significant difference according to the level of education (p=,427). When
the averages are examined, it is seen that as the educational background of the immigrants in
the educational background category increases, the perception of the positive socio-cultural
effects of tourism activities also increases. According to the level of education, the averages
were determined as "graduate (N=3,9852)", "undergraduate (N=3,8903)", "associate degree
(N=3,7374)" and "high school and below (N=3,5647)" respectively. On the other hand, it was
found that the CTQOL attitude of immigrants showed a significant difference according to the
level of education (p=,037). In order to determine which educational background groups this
difference originated from, the homogeneity of variances was examined. Since the variances of
the groups with significant differences were homogeneous, the Tukey test was used.
Accordingly, it was determined that there was a significant difference between the participants
with "high school and below" educational background and the participants with "postgraduate"
educational background (p<0.05). In this context, it is seen that immigrants with postgraduate
educational background (N=3,9852) have higher concerns about tourism development than
immigrants with high school and lower educational background (N=3,5647).

Table 7 presents the results of a one-way ANOVA analysis conducted to assess the
effect of income level on immigrants' attitudes towards tourism development, specifically the
factors “CTQOL” and “CFTD”. Regarding CTQOL, the p-value associated with income levels
(p=0.084) indicates no statistically significant difference in immigrants' attitudes towards
tourism's contribution to their quality of life across income levels. This result suggests that
income level plays a minor role in shaping immigrants' perceptions of how tourism affects their
quality of life. Regarding the CFTD, the p-value (p=0.485) suggests that there is also no
statistically significant difference in immigrants' concerns about tourism development based on
income level. In other words, regardless of their income level, immigrants have similar.

Table 8 shows the results of the research hypotheses. As a result of the analyses,
hypotheses Hi, Hs and Hs were partially accepted. All hypotheses except these three hypotheses
were rejected. Therefore, it is concluded that immigrants' attitudes toward tourism development
partially differ according to gender, age and educational status.

4.2. Qualitative Research Results

In the second phase of the research, the report on the findings obtained in the first phase
was presented to a professions who participated in the focus group discussion. The data
obtained were reported using the phenomenology design, one of the qualitative research
methods. The research questions and answers are as follows:

RQ1: "Do the positive and negative effects of tourism development in the destinations
where migrants live on migrants?"

The answers received from a tourism doctor, a tourism professional, a sociologist and a
migration expert within the scope of the focus group interview are given in Table 6.

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Table 8 summarises the results of a focus group discussion on the impact of tourism on
migrants. This table presents the participants' views on the effects of tourism on migrants under
two main themes. The first of these themes is the positive effects of tourism development on
migrants. Among these positive effects, increased job opportunities and economic contributions
come to the fore. Tourism creates employment opportunities for migrants and contributes to
local economies. In addition, under the theme of cultural exchange and social
integration/adaptation, professionals state that tourism can provide a positive experience for
migrants. Interaction of different cultures, tolerance and helping migrants to better integrate
into society are among these effects.

On these issues, the tourism academic emphasized employment and economy and
answered:

"The positive effects of tourism on migrants may include increased job opportunities and
economic contributions. The possibility of finding a job in tourist areas is high, providing
employment opportunities for migrants. In addition, the tourism sector can stimulate the
local economy, and migrants can benefit economically."

A senior tourism professional emphasized social integration and cultural exchange,
answering:

"Positive impacts of tourism for migrants can include cultural exchange and social
integration. Interacting with different cultures in tourist destinations can enable migrants
to gain new experiences while preserving their culture. In addition, people from different
origins live together in tourist areas, and this can increase social diversity.”

A sociologist, referring to issues such as sense of belonging, ethnicisation and social
integration, answered:

"Among the positive effects of tourism on migrants, social integration and sense of
belonging are important. Migrants can interact with local communities in tourist areas,
and this can increase their social integration. At the same time, thanks to tourism,
migrants can feel part of a new society.”

Apart from these answers, a migration expert stated that tourism reduces discrimination:
"...through tourism, people from different cultures come together, which can contribute
to reducing discrimination.”

On the other hand, the negative effects of tourism were also discussed. These problems
include cultural erosion, increased cost of living, unemployment, depletion of local resources,
cultural discrimination, conflict with local people, low-paid jobs, difficulty integrating into the
local community and housing problems. These negative impacts show that tourism carries
potential risks for some communities.

In this regard, a tourism academic referred to the destruction of cultural values and the
increase in the cost of living:

"However, negative impacts can include factors such as the erosion of local cultural
values and increased living costs.”,

A tourism professional mentioned issues such as competition in business life,
unemployment and depletion of local resources:

"Among the negative effects of tourism, problems such as increased competition,
unemployment and depletion of local resources can negatively affect the lives of
migrants."
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The sociologist who participated in the focus group interview stated the following
regarding issues such as cultural discrimination and conflict with local people:

"However, among the negative effects, problems such as cultural discrimination and
conflicts with local people can make migrants' lives difficult."”

On the other hand, the migration expert mentioned that the negative effects of tourism
development for migrants include the difficulty of finding a job, integrating into the local
community and the impact on natural resources. The migration expert stated,

"It can be difficult to find work in tourist destinations, and migrants may be forced to
work in low-paid and low-skilled jobs. This result can lead to income inequality and
social exclusion. It can be difficult for migrants to integrate into the local community,
and they may face cultural discrimination. Tourism can also negatively affect the local
ecosystem and natural resources, leading to environmental problems. Finally, intensive
construction activities in tourist areas can increase housing costs in areas where
migrants live and cause displacement. Thus, the negative impacts of tourism can cause
serious problems for migrants."”

Conclusion

This study aims to explore and analyze migrants' attitudes towards tourism development
by considering a range of socio-demographic factors. The findings of this research provided
valuable insights into the nuanced dynamics of migrants' perceptions of tourism.

When migrants' attitudes towards tourism development were analyzed according to their
marital status, no statistically significant differences were found. Both married and single
migrants have similar views on tourism development. This result suggests that marital status is
not very important in shaping how migrants perceive the impact of tourism on their lives.

However, gender emerged as a significant factor in migrants' attitudes towards tourism.
Male migrants showed a more positive outlook on the contribution of tourism to their quality
of life than their female counterparts. Although there was no significant gender-based
difference in concerns about tourism development, the gender-based difference in attitudes
towards tourism's contribution to quality of life is a noteworthy finding. This result suggests
that gender plays a significant role in shaping migrants' perspectives on the positive aspects of
tourism.

The study revealed that migrants' attitudes towards tourism development do not differ
significantly across regions. Regardless of their geographical location in Turkey, migrants
believe that tourism contributes positively to their quality of life. Moreover, their concerns
about tourism development exhibited a consistent pattern, suggesting that the regional context
does not significantly influence migrants' overall attitudes.

In terms of age, the study found that age did not have a statistically significant effect on
migrants' attitudes towards the contribution of tourism to their quality of life. However, an
important finding is that younger migrants express more concern about tourism development.
This result suggests that the young migrant population is more sensitive to the potential negative
impacts of tourism and strongly emphasizes protecting the local environment and ethical
considerations.

The results of this study have several implications for tourism policy and practice. The
consistency in attitudes across regions suggests that tourism policies can be formulated on a
broader scale, taking into account the collective perspective of migrants.
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Discussion

There are similarities and differences between the results of this study and some
previous studies in the literature. There is a similar result between this study and the study
conducted by Kozak, Kozak and Kozak (2010). Both studies show that tourism has both
positive and negative effects. The views that tourism affects the socio-cultural structure parallel
these two studies. There is also a similar result between this study and the study conducted by
Moyle et al. (2010). Both studies examined the cultural interaction between the people living
in the destination and tourists. At this point, it was concluded that tourism contributes to cultural
interaction and creates a positive relationship between local people and tourists. There is a
similar result between this study and the study conducted by Tuna (2012). Tuna argued that
tourism negatively affects society's most important values, and this effect can be called "cultural
pollution." This result coincides with the findings of this study. As a result of the study
conducted by us, results were obtained that tourism causes cultural deformation.

This study differs from the results of some studies in the literature. There is also a
different result between this study and the study conducted by Long et al. (1990). Long et al.
stated that tourism increases the willingness of local people to support tourism, but this support
decreases with the increase of negative effects over time. However, this study shows that
migrants generally positively evaluate tourism, but it shows that the effects of tourism are
complex and may change over time depending on local factors. Therefore, it is recommended
that this study be conducted again since different results may be obtained in studies conducted
in the same region at different times.

Recommendations

In this section, based on the study's main findings, comprehensive recommendations on
the attitudes of migrants towards the tourism sector in Turkey are presented. These
recommendations aim to increase the contribution of migrants to the development of tourism,
improve their quality of life and enable them to have more positive interactions with tourists in
tourist destinations. These recommendations derived from the study's findings can contribute
to a more effective management of the role of migrants in the tourism sector by providing both
an academic and a practice-oriented perspective. The suggestions made in this context are as
follows:

1. Understanding Regional Differences: The research shows that regional differences do
not significantly affect migrants' tourism attitudes. Therefore, tourism policies can be
implemented similarly in different regions of Turkey. However, sensitivity to local
characteristics and needs is important.

2. Strengthening Environmental and Ethical Awareness: The sensitivity of young
migrants to the negative impacts of tourism requires an emphasis on environmental and ethical
issues. In this context, sustainable tourism training programs can be established, and these
programs can be opened to the participation of migrant youth.

3. Environmental and Sustainability Education: Migrants should be provided with
environmental and sustainability education to sustain their life processes in their destinations.
These trainings should cover topics such as protecting local ecosystems, sustainable use of
natural resources and waste management. As the environmental sensitivity of migrants
increases, the negative environmental impacts of tourism can be reduced.

4. Placement According to Carrying Capacity: When placing migrants in destinations,
the carrying capacity of these regions should be considered. Overpopulation can increase
environmental stress and cause depletion of natural resources. When planning migrant
settlements, arrangements should be made to be compatible with the infrastructure and
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resources of the destinations. This result can both improve the quality of life of migrants and
maintain environmental sustainability.

5. These recommendations can help migrants live sustainably in tourist destinations and
develop environmental awareness. They can also be considered important steps to minimize the
negative impacts of tourism.
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Determination of Factors Affecting Family Participation of Syrian Refugee
Parents in Education’

Abstract

This qualitative study aimed to examine the factors influencing the engagement of Syrian refugee
parents in their children's education. The study involved a sample of twenty-five Syrian parents residing in
Gaziantep. To ensure a comprehensive and detailed understanding of the research, a phenomenological approach
was adopted, and a purposive study group was selected. The sample included Syrian parents with diverse socio-
economic and educational backgrounds, all of whom had at least one child enrolled in official primary schools in
Turkey. The researcher utilized personal information and semi-structured interview forms to gain insights into
the perspectives of Syrian parents. Content analysis was employed to analyze the collected data. The research
findings revealed that various factors, such as language proficiency, socio-economic status, and psychological,
political, ideological, religious, cultural, and educational aspects, influenced the participation of Syrian refugee
parents in education. Despite variations in educational, social, and economic backgrounds among Syrian parents,
it was evident that they all placed significant emphasis on the active engagement of their primary school-aged
children.

Introduction

The significance of nurturing a child is captured by an African proverb which states,
"Raising a child requires the involvement of an entire community" (Anderson & Clinton
1996). This proverb highlights the collective and social nature of child-rearing. It is evident
that every individual within the family, school, and society has a crucial part to play in the
process of raising children (Kovacevic et al. 2018).

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Parents serve as the initial and enduring educators in a child's life (Cordry & Wilson
2004), providing continuous guidance throughout their lifetime (Ladner 2006). Over the past
four decades, researchers have conducted numerous studies examining the impact of parental
involvement on children's education (Epstein 1995; Zellman & Waterman 1998). The findings
of these studies have consistently demonstrated that active parental participation leads to
various positive outcomes, such as improved academic performance among students (Fan &
Chen 2001), narrowing the achievement gap between high and low performing students (Lee
& Bowen 2006), and fostering positive behaviors and emotional development in children
(Sheldon & Epstein 2002).

Studies have indicated that parents from diverse cultural backgrounds may perceive
and interpret parental involvement in school differently (Juang & Silbereisen, 2002). For
instance, in some cultures, getting involved in school matters may be viewed as impolite,
leading parents from such backgrounds to prefer engaging in their children's education at
home (Balli, Demo, & Wedman, 1998). Conversely, in other cultural contexts, parents might
actively spend more time at their children's school, fostering a closer relationship between the
parents and the educational institution (Hill & Taylor, 2004). Research on the participation of
Latin American immigrants in education has shown that immigrant parents are generally less
involved in school activities, and such low participation in school can be confused with a lack
of interest in their children's academic work (Commins, 1992). Considering some common
difficulties shared by all immigrants, such as language inadequacy and cultural conflicts, it is
possible to assume that this conclusion also applies to Syrian refugees. According to Walker,
Wikins, Dallaire, Sandle, and Hoover-Dempsey (2005), immigrant parents have a unique
social and cultural context.

Previous research shows that parent involvement has a significant impact on children's
success in schools. This; may be more prominent in societies characterized by violence,
trauma, displacement, language isolation, instability, and cultural dissonance (Rah, Choi, &
Nguyén, 2009). Children from refugee families have special psychological, social and
academic needs.

Refugee children; they have traumas related to war, fleeing their homeland, years
spent in refugee camps, and other settlement experiences. In addition, they are frequently
exposed to violence, malnutrition and torture. Psychological stress and traumatic experiences
generally occur when refugee children enter the school system (Rasmussen, Crager, Baser,
Chu, & Gany, 2012). In the classroom, refugee children may have difficulties with emotional
regulation and interaction with peers. Refugee children, in response to chronic stress and
trauma; may show symptoms such as depressed mood, hyperactivity, irritability, flashbacks,
aggression, difficulty communicating with peers, not following directions and not wanting to
go to school. All these difficulties may cause the child to become isolated and withdrawn
(Elklit, 2001).

With the increase in immigration to Turkey, the number of students in schools has also
increased. In this context, the number of students to be taught by teachers has also increased.
This increase includes students from different cultures. The teacher has a great responsibility
to ensure that these children succeed academically. For this reason, it is very important for
teachers to reach the families of refugee children and reveal their potential (Hiatt-Michael,
2007). It is extremely important to encourage and maintain participation in education,
especially in refugee families (Kanu, 2008).

Over the past decade, there has been a significant rise in Syrian migration to Turkey.
Syrian refugees now constitute the primary immigrant group in Turkey and the fastest-
growing segment within the foreign population. According to recent data published by the
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General Directorate of Migration Management on March 24, 2022, the number of Syrians
under temporary protection in Turkey has reached 3.7 million. Among them, 1.8 million
individuals (47.5%) are children aged between 0 and 18, with 1.3 million of them being of
school age (GIGM, 2022). As per the Ministry of National Education's General Directorate of
Lifelong Learning, the education system has integrated 730,806 Syrian students as of the
2021-2022 academic year. The enrollment rate for Syrian children under temporary protection
has been recorded at 65% (MEB, 2022).

Parental involvement has emerged as a crucial concern in the Turkish education
system, particularly for refugee parents, given the rapid increase in the Syrian population in
Turkey. While there has been some research on parental participation in education, studies
specifically focusing on the involvement of refugee parents are limited (Tadesse, 2014). In the
Turkish literature, only a handful of studies have been found that examine the participation of
refugee parents in their children's education process (Tiimkaya & Copur, 2021; Tiimkaya &
Copur, 2020; Zengin & Atas-Akdemir, 2020). However, international literature highlights the
significant impact of parental involvement on students' academic success. Despite the large
number of refugee students in Turkey, there is a dearth of research on parental participation.
This study aimed to identify the factors that influence the participation of Syrian refugee
parents with primary school children in the education process in Turkey. To achieve this
objective, the study sought answers to the following questions:

What are perceptions of Syrian refugee parents about family participation in
education?

What are perceptions of Syrian refugee parents about factors affecting family
participation in education?

What are factors that facilitate participation of Syrian refugee parents in education
process?

What are factors that prevent Syrian refugee parents from participating in education
process?

METHOD
Research Model

In this study, the researchers used phenomenology as a qualitative research
method. Unlike simply describing life experiences and presenting findings, qualitative
research, specifically phenomenology, takes a systematic and subjective approach to
understanding and assigning meaning to these experiences (Creswell, 2008). Rather than
focusing solely on the outcomes, qualitative research places greater emphasis on the
process and the interpretation of experiences (Creswell, 2013). This phenomenological
study aims to explore how Syrian parents perceive their children's participation in the
educational process and how they identify the factors that influence this involvement.
Bound (2011) highlighted that phenomenology begins with the participants' lived
experiences as shared through their narratives, and it seeks to explore the effects and
perceptions arising from these experiences.

Study Group

The study focused on Syrian parents residing in the Sahinbey and Sehitkamil districts
of Gaziantep province. Purposive sampling was employed to select participants who could
provide the most relevant information about the research topic (Creswell, 2013). Specifically,
a criterion-oriented study group, a type of purposive sampling, was utilized. This approach
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involved selecting participants based on predetermined criteria established by the researchers
(Patton, 2002). The criteria for participant selection were as follows:

Being a Syrian citizen parent
Not having settled in Turkey recently
Having at least one child attending a Turkish public primary school in Gaziantep.

The researchers explained the purpose of the study to the Syrian parents who were
identified as potential participants. Assurance was given regarding the confidentiality of their
personal information, and it was emphasized that participation in the research was voluntary.
Additionally, the parents were informed that they had the right to withdraw from the interview
at any time without providing a reason. To maintain anonymity, the participants' names were
not used in the study. Instead, they were assigned identification codes such as Al...A3 for
Syrian mothers and B1...B6 for Syrian fathers. The study group consisted of twenty-five
participants (Twenty-five families), comprising thirteen mothers and twelve fathers, selected
using purposive sampling. Face-to-face interviews were conducted with twenty-two
participants, while three interviews were conducted via the Zoom application. The selection
of participants took into account their socio-economic and educational backgrounds.
Demographic information of study group is presented in Table 1.

Data Collection Tools

The researchers employed a personal information form and a semi-structured
interview form to collect the data for this study. Prior to data collection, ethical clearance was
obtained from the Social and Human Sciences Ethics Committee at Gaziantep University.

To develop the questions for the semi-structured interview form, the researchers
conducted a comprehensive review of relevant literature in the field. Based on the findings of
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this literature review, a set of questions was prepared and sent to three expert academicians in
the respective fields. The researchers sought expert opinions and feedback on the questions
received. Necessary adjustments were made to the questions based on the feedback received
from the experts. Subsequently, a pilot study was conducted involving three Syrian parents to
test the effectiveness of the questions. Based on the outcomes of the pilot study, final
adjustments were made to the questions before proceeding with the data collection phase.

Data Collection

The data for this research was gathered by conducting interviews with twenty-five
Syrian parents during the second semester of the 2021-2022 academic year. The interviews
followed a semi-structured interview format, and the participants were informed that the
interviews would be recorded using a voice recorder to ensure data preservation. To establish
a comfortable and friendly environment, the interview process commenced with general and
informal questions, aiming to facilitate communication between the researcher and the
interviewees. Personal information was then collected from the participants. Arabic, the
native language of all participants and the primary researcher, was utilized to foster a sense of
ease and encourage participants to share more openly. The interview locations were
determined based on the preferences of the participants, such as their homes or workplaces.
On average, the interviews with Syrian parents lasted approximately forty-five minutes. In
total, the interviews amounted to 1125 minutes (Eighteen hours and seventy-five minutes),
resulting in a 124-page transcript. Upon completion of the interviews, the interview records
and relevant documents were shared with the participants, and their consent was obtained.
The obtained data was transcribed promptly after each interview to mitigate any potential data
loss. In the Findings section, direct quotations from the transcriptions that align with the
research objectives are presented.

Data Analysis

The data collected through the semi-structured interview form, one of the data
collection tools employed in the research, underwent content analysis. Content analysis
involves organizing similar data into coherent categories or themes to facilitate understanding
(Doganay et al., 2012). The gathered data was transferred to a computer environment, and the
datasets were prepared for analysis. The transcript was examined line by line, resulting in the
creation of categories and codes. To enhance the validity of the research, various measures
were implemented, including selecting an appropriate research method, explaining the data
collection process, presenting the obtained data through direct quotations without
commentary, and evaluating the consistency of the data by relating it to the existing literature.
To ensure the reliability of the research, steps such as seeking expert opinions, obtaining
participants' permission to record the interviews, and taking precautions to prevent data loss
were undertaken.

FINDINGS
Syrian Parents' Perceptions of Family Participation in Education

The categories and subcategories that emerged as a result of analysis of interviews
conducted to reveal perceptions of Syrian parents about family participation in education are
presented in Table 2.

Within scope of research, when Syrian parents were asked to explain concept of
family participation, it was noted that first things that came to their minds were motivation
and encouragement provided by parents to their children.

Family participation takes place with motivation, when you motivate your child and tell her/him that
what she/he is doing is great and successful, child becomes more creative (42).

I pay attention to children’s healthy diets, their personal care, such as ensuring their milk, etc., and
ensuring their hygiene (413).

Importance of family participation

Syrian parents stated that family participation, which is another dimension of their
perceptions regarding family participation in education, is necessary, compulsory and one of
important and fundamental roles of parents.

Family participation is an integrated process between parents, teacher and school. It is one of
educational roles of parents. Parent participation is integral to school’s role, but sometimes parent participation
takes precedence over school’s role (B4).

Parents play an important role in child’s education process. Family participation is like a person

clapping. The first hand is family, second hand is teacher, because one cannot clap with one hand. When teacher
gives information at school and this information is not repeated by parents at home, child will not benefit from it

(47).
Benefits of family participation

Syrian parents argued that family participation is very effective on academic
performance of child and stated that it has many benefits such as increasing child’s
productivity and success, giving children and parents self-confidence, and strengthening
relationship between family members.
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Family participation is very, very beneficial for a child's academic performance. When a child feels
that his parents are interested in her/him and monitors her/his educational status, she/he reacts reflexively to
show his parents that she/he is successful and learns faster (B6).

While family participation strengthens relationship between child and parents, it also gives child and
parents more self-confidence because parents become more aware of what their children are learning (B10).

Perceptions of Syrian Parents on Factors Affecting Family Participation in
Education

Perceptions of Syrian parents regarding factors affecting family participation in
education were analyzed by dividing into seven categories and presented in Table 3 together
with sub-categories.

Language factor

Syrian parents stated that language is one of most important factors affecting their
participation. Syrian families pointed out that insufficient Turkish language skills negatively
affect their participation in school and prevent them from helping their children do their
homework.

If parents have a good level of Turkish, they can provide more support and help to their children

(Al1).

Language is a very important factor. If I go to a school meeting and do not speak Turkish, what will [

gain from meeting information? Nothing, maybe I'll sit back and count teacher's words! (B12).

Syrian parents reported that their children outperformed themselves in speaking
Turkish and using it professionally. They stated that they usually use their children as
translators in communication with teachers, schools and Turkish society in general. They
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stated that their children's superiority in using Turkish prevents them from helping with
homework and repeating what their children have learned at home.

My Turkish level is intermediate. At home I stop when [ want to help my son with review lessons and
doing homework because [ see that my son's level of Turkish is better than me. The tutor should have better
language skills than learner (B4).

Not knowing language is a handicap not only at school, but also in any government institution or
anywhere. My first-grade son translates our conversation with teacher, principal and neighbors (A2).

Education level

Syrian parents emphasized that education level of family affects educational support
provided to child and his academic success, which is one of factors that affect participation of
family in education.

How can an uneducated person teach something she/he does not know? (B9).

The education level of parents greatly affects education of child. My husband is an engineer, and
since he is an educated and intelligent person, 1 feel that he wants to give his son same education and attention
he received from his family (A2).

Economic and social factor

Syrian parents stated that social and economic conditions of family are among main
factors affecting their children's participation in education process. They defined low socio-
economic status of family as one of factors affecting family’s participation in education.

The economic condition necessarily affects participation of family. Everything has become very
expensive lately, so father and mother have to work to earn a living. If both are working, they will not be able to

follow their children's lessons and help with their homework because they are busy with work...obviously,
economic situation plays an important role (B5).

Cultural factor

Participants stated that Syrian family participation is affected by cultural differences
between family and school. They stated that there are some Syrian families with a normal
cultural level in school participation and their participation is limited to providing support to
their children from home, they do not visit school unless called by teacher, and cultural
differences regarding roles of teachers and parents have a significant impact on relationship
between home and school. In addition, some Syrian parents stated that they respect role of
teacher and believe that it is not good to interfere with his work and duty.

According to Syrian culture, family participation is voluntary and not mandatory (46).
According to some participants, high cultural level, especially cultural level of mother,
affects academic success of student and level of academic support of family for their child.

High cultural level of parents means support for their children in terms of education, even if they do

not speak Turkish. (A5).

If mother's cultural level is high, she knows that participation of family in education is important, I do

not mean level of education (B5).

Psychological factor
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Syrian parents expressed many psychological problems that affect their lives and thus
their participation in education. These include psychological instability, family problems,
psychological pressures, uncertainty, and fear of unknown future.

Peace, that is, if there is no problem between family members and neighbors at home and at school,

this gives us psychological comfort and allows us to participate more in our children's education (B2).

We live under psychological pressure due to sudden and poorly thought-out decisions taken by
Turkish government towards Syrians. We experienced stress and anxiety during war for 7 years. When we came
to Turkey, we thought that we would start from scratch and try to return to our normal life, but we started to
face different difficulties in Turkey, we experienced same anxiety, same stress, but in a new way. We experienced
period of Corona epidemic, then news of world war, and all those negatively affected our psychology. Sudden
closure of identity of a large number of Syrians and sudden arrangement of Syrians' places of residence and
closure of most neighborhoods against them led to our exploitation by homeowners. All these decisions make us
tired psychologically... a decision is made every day, a new decision is made every day (A6).

Political and ideological factor

According to the participants, political and ideological factors were identified as
influential in the participation of Syrian parents in the education process. They expressed that
many Syrians, while in Syria, harbored fear towards individuals with power and influence.
Syrian parents mentioned perceiving teachers and school administrators as government
officials and expressed fear of them, believing that their opinions would not be valued. As a
result, they avoided engaging in communication, attending parent meetings, and visiting
schools. Over time, the participants explained that the behavior of Syrian parents, such as not
visiting schools, not actively participating in parent meetings, refraining from expressing their
opinions during the education process, and maintaining a distance from teacher and school
matters, transformed from being primarily influenced by political factors to becoming a
cultural aspect. They indicated that this cultural behavior was carried with them to Turkey.

Since some of teachers in Syria belonged to Syrian regime, no one dared to talk to them. If they
wanted to teach, they would teach, if they didn't, they would not, these teachers were a red line. For example, we
had an Alawi teacher from city of Cable who was a member of Assad regime and taught nationalism. I was in
high school and one day this teacher got angry with a student and I was class prefect and he asked me to go to
principal and drag him into classroom right away. After experiencing these and similar situations, I do not

interfere in work of teacher and school administration no matter what, I do not express my opinion (B6).

According to Syrian parents, difference in political and intellectual belief (political
ideology) determines framework of their relations with social groups such as teachers, schools
and Turkish society in general, and also affects their children's participation in educational
process.

It is like attending social events in Turkey. I have a female colleague at work for political or

ideological reasons. When it is Victory Day or Republic Day in Turkey, she prefers not to attend celebration at
school because of way it is celebrated and does not send child to school on those days (B6).

Religion factor

One of participants reported that one of factors affecting participation of Syrian
parents in education is religion. She/he stated that there are differences in religious
perspective, understanding of religion, and religious belief.

Syrian religious believers see certain things as heresy. For example, Turks call every blessed night a

candle and celebrate it in a way that some Syrians cannot understand. This difference in understanding and
practice of religion, which we think is a small difference, sometimes affects several issues (B6).
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Factors Facilitating Syrian Parents' Participation in Education Process

Categories and subcategories that emerged as a result of analysis of interviews
conducted to reveal factors that facilitate participation of Syrian parents in education process
are presented in Table 4.

Language factor

Syrian parents stated that one of most important factors facilitating their participation
in education is language factor. Parents stated that language proficiency helps their children to
participate in education process at school and at home, such as teacher’s English proficiency,
providing language support to Syrian parents, having a daily interpreter at school, and having
a Syrian mother who is fluent in language in WhatsApp classroom group. Syrian parents
stated that having a good command of Turkish not only helped them participate in education
process, but also helped them adapt to Turkish society.

One of factors facilitating participation is Turkish language proficiency (B2).

Having an interpreter at school is very helpful for Syrian parents' participation in education (A13).

Communication factor

Participants stated that communication factor is one of important factors that facilitates
participation of Syrian parents in education. The participants stated that they benefit from
continuous and effective communication between parents and teachers, interaction between
parents and teachers, teacher’s sharing of child’s homework and everything happens in
classroom with WhatsApp class group.
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The teacher is open to communication. Every time my daughter finishes reading a story, I take her
picture and send it to teacher on WhatsApp and she immediately responds with word bravo and sends an emoji,

which makes my daughter very happy (Al1).

We get correct information from class in WhatsApp group. That way I know everything that happens

in classroom, it's a positive thing (B3).

Attitude of teachers and school administration

The participants stated that attitudes of teachers and school administrators have a
significant impact on participation of Syrian parents in education. They stated that positive
attitudes of teachers and school management towards themselves and their children, and good
welcome by school administration, increased their willingness to visit school and participate
more in school activities.

I am on good terms with school principal... our principal was very respectful to me (49).

My son's teacher does not discriminate (B11).

According to parents, a positive relationship based on mutual respect between teachers
and parents facilitates their children's participation in educational process and increases their
cooperation with teachers and schools.

My son's teacher treats us kindly and respectfully, not racist, we have a good relationship and are in

constant communication (B2).

Our relationship with teacher is very good and based on mutual respect (B10).

Reinforcing parents' interaction

Participants stated that increasing parent interaction facilitates participation of Syrian
parents in education. Participants stated that being informed about and included in school
activities, increasing number of school activities and diversifying them in line with their
experience and proficiency in Turkish helped to increase their participation in education
process.

If there are activities at my son's school, I would like to participate because this is my field of study

and I feel close to children (A2).

I hope to do nice activities at school. My daughter's kindergarten teacher would do a very sweet
activity every week, throw a little party for each child and call her mother... my wife likes to attend such events
(B2).

Factors Preventing Syrian Parents' Participation in Education Process

According to results obtained from research, factors that prevent Syrian parents from
participating in education process were analyzed by dividing them into eight categories. The
categories and subcategories that emerged as a result of analysis of interviews conducted to
determine factors that prevent Syrian parents from participating in education process are
presented in Table 5.

Language factor

The participants once again brought up language problem and stated that most
important factor preventing their participation in education was language factor, such as
parents' lack of knowledge of Turkish, absence of any language support at school for Syrian
parents, and absence of an interpreter at school.

Our main problem is language, if we spoke Turkish, all our problems would be solved (BS).

There are about 25-30 students in class and almost half of them are Syrian students. For these
families, teacher does not bring an interpreter to parents' meeting. There is no interpreter in school. If [ want to

visit school or talk to principal, I cannot find an interpreter at school (46).

Economic factors and working conditions

Syrian parents stated that they are busy with meeting necessities of life and stated that
poor financial situation of family, problems related to work pressure and time constraints, and
long working hours and conditions are important obstacles to their participation in education
process.

I work 12 hours and sometimes more, some days I sleep in workshop (B7).

Syrian parents are consumed at work (A12).

Education factor

The participants stated that low educational level of parents and their illiteracy affect
academic support of children and prevent family from participating in education process.

Of course, level of education affects. We Syrians have different education levels, some of them at
minimum level of education, some of them dropped out of school during war, got married and had children.
Maybe because 11-year war affected us very negatively, number of people with low education level and
uneducated increased among Syrians (A6).
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Family factor and weakness of family networks

According to participants, for many Syrian parents with young children at home,
childcare is a factor that hinders their participation in education. Syrian parents stated that it is
very difficult to go to school because they have small children at home, and that they do not
have relatives to take care of their children in city where they live, which worries some
parents.

We have no brothers, fathers, uncles or grandfathers to leave children here. We have no one here, we
cannot entrust our children to anyone and leave (A6).

Most of time, I cannot attend parent meetings and celebrations at school because I have a physically
disabled daughter (412).

Lack of knowledge about Turkish education system

The participants stated that some of Syrian parents' being unfamiliar with curriculum
and Turkish education system and their lack of knowledge about rules and system followed in
Turkish schools are among obstacles that affect their participation in education process.

Turkish curriculum is new to Syrians and they do not know much about rules and system followed in
Turkish schools. For example, there are many Syrian parents who do not even know today that Turkish

education system does not apply failing system for primary school students (B6).

Not knowing laws in Turkish education system is also an obstacle (BS).

Negative attitude of teachers and school administration

The participants stated that negative attitude of teacher and school administration
towards Syrian parents is one of factors that prevent them from participating in education
process. Syrian parents stated that they were exposed to racism by principals and some
teachers at school, and that some principals and teachers were rude and disrespectful towards
them.

My son's school has a very racist and rude male teacher. He looks at my husband with a strange

contempt and racist look even though he doesn't know him (410).

Participant Syrian parents stated that they often felt unwelcome by some school
administrators and teachers.

1 have not seen any attempts to involve Syrian parents in school, they do not even invite them to events
and meetings, and there is no interest in Syrian parents from school (A5).

During summer, my husband went to school to enroll our son and he felt that he was not welcome at
school (A13).

CONCLUSION, DISCUSSION AND SUGGESTIONS

This research focused on identifying factors influencing the participation of Syrian
refugee parents in their children's education. Several key findings emerged from the study.
Firstly, the lack of proficiency in the Turkish language emerged as one of the most significant
factors hindering parental participation. Syrian parents expressed reluctance to visit schools
and communicate with teachers due to their limited Turkish language skills. Similar studies
have highlighted that immigrant families often hesitate to engage with teachers when they are
unfamiliar with the official language of the host country (Pefia 2000; Zhong & Zhou 2011).
Furthermore, existing literature consistently emphasizes language proficiency as a primary
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challenge for refugees (Pefia 2000; Zhong & Zhou 2011; Rahman & Azim 2015; Histeria &
Angelides 2016; Antony-Newman 2018; Zengin & Atas-Akdemir 2020). Syrian parents noted
that their children had surpassed them in Turkish language acquisition and relied on them as
translators for communication with teachers, schools, and the broader Turkish society.
However, this language gap presented a hindrance when it came to assisting their children
with homework and reinforcing what they learned at school. McBrain (2005) noted that
refugee parents who struggle to learn the language of the host country may provide less
homework support compared to their children. In addition to impacting academic
involvement, parents' limited language skills often resulted in a "role shift," where parental
responsibilities were transferred to the child. This shift frequently led to the eldest child
assuming the role of family spokesperson, acting as a surrogate parent for younger siblings at
school. Importantly, this change in roles often led to a reduction in parental authority and
intergenerational conflicts (Zhou 2001).

Syrian parents identified the socio-economic conditions of their families as a
significant factor impacting their children's educational participation. Specifically, they
highlighted that low socio-economic status was one of the barriers to family involvement in
education. Previous studies have also indicated that parents from disadvantaged socio-
economic backgrounds are often hesitant to engage in the educational process and collaborate
with teachers (Zhong & Zhou 2011; Hajisoteriou & Angelides 2016).

The research findings revealed that the low level of education among Syrian parents
contributes to their limited ability to navigate their children's education and provide
assistance. These parents often lack awareness about educational matters and are unaware of
their roles as parents. In contrast, it was observed that Syrian parents with higher levels of
education tend to be more supportive of their children's learning and success. They guide their
children, address their academic queries, and reinforce their learning by explaining abstract
concepts and relating school information to daily life. Studies on refugee family involvement
have consistently reported that parents' educational backgrounds influence their engagement
in their children's education (Pefia 2000; Tadesse 2014; Rahman & Azim 2015; Hajisoteriou
& Angelides 2016).

Syrian parents participating in the study highlighted political and ideological factors as
influential in their engagement in the education process. They expressed that, based on their
experiences in Syria, they had a fear of individuals in positions of power and influence. Syrian
parents perceived teachers and school administrators as government officials, and they were
afraid that their opinions would not be valued or taken into consideration. Consequently, they
avoided communication with school personnel, attending parent meetings, and visiting the
school. Over time, this avoidance behavior transformed from an individual fear into a political
and cultural factor. These parents brought this culture with them to Turkey as well. According
to the participants, the differences in political and intellectual beliefs (political ideology)
determined the framework of their interactions with social groups such as teachers, schools,
and Turkish society at large. These differences also had an impact on their children's
participation in the educational process. Another study conducted by Potocky & Naseh (2019)
similarly concluded that many parents refrain from visiting schools due to fear of authorities.

Participants in the study highlighted that cultural differences between Syrian families
and the school environment affect family participation. They noted that some Syrian families
do not have a cultural tradition of actively participating in school activities, and their
involvement is primarily limited to providing support to their children from home. These
cultural differences, particularly in terms of the roles of teachers and parents, influence the
relationship between the home and the school. Furthermore, some Syrian parents expressed
their respect for the role of the teacher and believed that it is not appropriate to interfere with
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their work and responsibilities. Sohn & Wang (2006) emphasized the significant impact of
cultural differences in shaping the home-school relationship, particularly regarding the roles
of teachers and parents. The participants also observed that the cultural level of Syrian
families is a factor affecting their participation in education. They indicated that a higher
cultural level, particularly among parents, especially the mother, positively influences the
academic success of students and the level of family involvement in their child's education.
This finding aligns with the research conducted by Yahlef (2014), which argued that the
cultural level of parents affects the educational achievement of students and the extent to
which parents are involved in their children's academic and educational progress.

The study found that the religious factor played a role in influencing the participation
of Syrian parents in education. Participants noted that differences in religious perspectives,
understanding of religion, and religious beliefs were among the reasons affecting parental
involvement in the education process. Heckmann & Goeler (2017), in their qualitative
research on the empowerment of immigrant parents, also asserted that religious and cultural
factors can hinder family participation in education.

Syrian parents with lower education levels tend to view family participation in
education as fulfilling their child's basic needs, such as nutrition and hygiene, providing
financial and moral support, and meeting school-related requirements. Similarly, a study by
Miano (2011) on Mexican immigrant parents' involvement in their children's education
revealed that Mexican parents often participate through effective communication with the
school and providing material and moral support. In the case of Syrian parents with lower
education levels, their involvement is predominantly focused on supporting their children's
education at home rather than at school.

The study concluded that Syrian parents perceive family participation as beneficial for
enhancing their child's academic performance, productivity, and success, as well as
strengthening the family bond and fostering self-confidence in both the child and parents.
Despite variations in participants' educational, social, economic, cultural, and language
backgrounds, they all place significant importance on their primary school children's
participation in education. Similar findings have been reported in previous studies involving
refugees in Turkey. Balkar, Sahin & Babahan (2016) found that Syrian parents collaborate
with schools and teachers, displaying an interest in their children's education. However, other
studies have suggested that Syrian parents may not prioritize education or play an active role
in their children's educational process (Zengin & Atag-Akdemir 2020).

Participants in the study had varying perspectives on visiting their children's school.
Some participants visited school regularly to inquire about their children's academic and
behavioral performance, while others preferred to go only when invited by teachers. A study
by Zhong & Zhou (2011) revealed a similar pattern among Chinese immigrant families, who
tended to visit school only when invited by teachers. Syrian parents in the study expressed
their willingness to make sacrifices for their children's academic success, and past research
has shown that Syrian parents put significant effort into their children's achievements
(Evason, 2016). They held high expectations for their children's success not only
academically but also in the classroom and at the school level. Previous research has indicated
that parental participation and expectations are important factors related to children's
academic success (Seginer, 1983). When Syrian parents were asked about their perceptions of
family participation in education, they primarily emphasized participation at home. Overall,
most Syrian parents were satisfied with their level of involvement in their children's
education, describing it as either "adequate" or in need of some improvement.
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The study also identified the significant impact of teachers' and school administrators'
attitudes on the participation of Syrian parents in education. Positive attitudes displayed by
teachers and school management towards the parents and their children, as well as a warm
reception from the school administration, increased the parents' willingness to visit the school
and participate in school activities. Furthermore, Syrian parents highlighted the importance of
a positive relationship built on mutual respect between teachers and parents, which facilitated
their children's participation in the education process and enhanced cooperation with teachers
and schools. Pena (2000) found that the attitudes of teachers and school administrators
towards immigrant parents have an influence on their participation and interaction within the
school setting.

The study identified several obstacles that affect the participation of Syrian parents in
their children's education, one of which is the low-income level of the family. Financial
inadequacies and working under difficult conditions were reported as obstacles to the
participation of Syrian families in the education process. Syrian parents mentioned that the
pressures and time constraints of work, long working hours, and harsh working conditions
create significant barriers to their involvement in their children's education. Lack of time and
language inadequacy are cited as reasons hindering interaction between parents and school in
previous research (Pefia, 2000; Zhong & Zhou, 2011). Financial needs and working
conditions also play a significant role in determining the amount of time parents can allocate
to attending school and participating in their children's education (Rah et al., 2009).

Childcare responsibilities were identified as another hindrance to the participation of
Syrian parents in education, especially for those with young children at home. Syrian parents
explained that it is challenging to attend school activities when they have young children and
lack relatives or support to take care of them. Caring for other young children at home is also
reported as a barrier to immigrant parents' participation in school in previous studies (Pefia,
2000; Hajisoteriou & Angelides, 2016).

Unfamiliarity with the curriculum and the Turkish education system, as well as a lack
of knowledge about the rules and procedures followed in Turkish schools, were mentioned as
obstacles to the participation of Syrian parents. Lack of knowledge about the education
system of the host country is identified as a barrier to immigrant parents' involvement in their
children's education in previous research (Rahman & Azim, 2015; Antony-Newman, 2018).

Language barrier was highlighted by Syrian parents as a significant obstacle to their
participation in the education process. The participants noted that communication and parent
meetings in all Turkish schools are conducted only in Turkish, without any effort made by
school principals and teachers to overcome the language barrier and provide accurate
information to Syrian parents. The absence of language support, such as interpreters, in
schools has been found to impede immigrant parents' participation in the education process
and hinder their children's better adaptation to the education system (Ramirez, 2003; Sohn &
Wang, 2006).

Negative attitudes and lack of welcoming behavior from school administrators and
some teachers were reported by most Syrian parents, which resulted in reduced school visits
and weakened communication. Syrian parents expressed feelings of being unwanted and
perceived prejudice from school administrators and some teachers. They described instances
of rudeness, disrespect, and racism, as well as their views being disregarded in school
decisions. Similar experiences were reported by immigrant parents in previous research,
where they felt that schools did not listen to or care about their views or needs as parents, thus
hindering their children's involvement in education (Ramirez, 2003).
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One of the main recommendations of this research is to establish a welcoming and
supportive environment at school for Syrian students and their families. School administrators
should take the initiative to establish early communication with Syrian parents and ensure that
they feel warmly received at the school. It is suggested that supporting and welcoming Syrian
students and their families should not solely rely on individual teachers but should be part of a
broader "school policy" to promote inclusivity. The skills and experiences of Syrian parents
should be identified, and strategies should be developed to leverage these experiences within
the school community. Efforts should be made to integrate Syrian families with linguistic,
social, and economic advantages, and these families can be utilized to support the school
participation of other Syrian families. To encourage greater involvement from other families,
it is proposed that an award ceremony could be organized to recognize and celebrate the
active participation of Syrian parents in school activities.
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The History of Turkiye's Migration Policies

Introduction

Migration is a universal phenomenon with deep roots in human history. It is known that
large migration movements took place in prehistoric times in order to adapt to environmental
conditions.

Migration movements are too complex and diverse to be limited to a single discipline; they
have a close relationship with economic, political, social and other developments. Therefore, in
order to understand and analyze the phenomenon of migration, it is necessary to make use of
different disciplines such as political science, law, psychology, history and geography. Since
migration movements are as old as the history of humanity, migration and historical science are
closely related. Since Turkiye has been used as a bridge for very important migration
movements throughout history, it is important to analyze migration policies in Turkiye.

When analyzed historically, the first of Turkiye's major migration waves occurred in
1923 in the context of the Turkish-Greek exchange. During this period, 395 thousand
immigrants from Greece came to Turkiye between 1922 and 1938 (History of Settlement, 1932:
18). The migration movement from Yugoslavia can be listed as another important example
(Baklacioglu, 2015). The third major wave of migration was the arrival of approximately 1
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million migrants to Turkiye after the Islamic Revolution in Iran in 1979 (GIGM, 2017). Another
one of the great waves of migration to Anatolia came from Bulgaria. Especially in 1989, more
than 300 thousand Bulgarian Turks and Pomaks, Muslim Slavs, migrated en masse from
Bulgaria to Turkiye. Then, in 1991, due to the Gulf War, about half a million migrants sought
refuge in Turkiye from Northern Iraq (Kiris¢i and Karaca, 2015). The most recent wave of mass
migration to Turkiye started with the arrival of Syrians in 2011 and forced migration continues
due to instability in Syria. Turkiye provides temporary protection status to a large number of
Syrians. Since the early 1920s, Turkiye has been the target of mass migration of former
Ottoman subjects in different time periods (Polat, 2021).

When the literature on international migration policy in Turkiye is examined, I¢duygu
(2004) categorized irregular migration movements to Turkiye in four different periods in the
historical process: 1979-1987, 1988-1993, 1994-2000/2001 and post-2001. i¢duygu defined the
1979-1987 period as the initial period of irregular migration, the 1988-1993 period as the
growth period, the 1994-2000 period as the maturation period and the post-2001 period as the
aging period. Dedeoglu and Gokmen (2011) draw attention to three main developments within
the framework of legal regulations on migration during the foundation years of the Republic of
Turkiye. First, there was the desire of Turkish migrants to return to their homeland as a result
of the growing nationalist movements in the Ottoman lands. The second is the end of the
Turkish-Greek war with the signing of the Lausanne Peace Treaty in 1923 and the article added
to the treaty for the exchange of citizens; the last is the Settlement Law No. 2510 in 1934, which
was drafted to encourage the return of Turkish descendants. Furthermore, Icduygu et al. (2014)
examined the interaction of international migration movements with the processes of nation-
state construction and preservation within the modernity project in Turkiye. In this study,
Turkiye's migration policy is analyzed in three periods: 1923-1950, 1950-1980 and 1980-2014.
In the first period, the foundation of the nation state was laid; in the second period, the nation
state and modernity took root locally; and in the last period, the impact of globalization
increased and Turkiye's nation state gained more interaction with the world (Polat, 2021).

In the years following the establishment of the Republic of Turkiye, in addition to
immigrants of Turkish descent, peoples who were Ottoman subjects also migrated to Turkiye.
Article 1 of the 1934 Law No. 2510 on Resettlement states, "The Ministry of Internal Affairs
has been entrusted with the task of correcting the settlement and distribution of the population
in Turkiye due to their attachment to Turkish culture, according to a program to be made by the
Executive Deputies in accordance with this law." (Sakaci, 2020). At the same time, Article 3 of
the Law reads as follows: "Settled or nomadic individuals of Turkish ancestry, tribes and settled
people of Turkish culture who wish to come from outside, individually or collectively, to settle
in Turkiye are accepted by the order of the Deputy Interior Ministry in accordance with the
provisions of this Law. These people are called 'muhajir'. The decision of the Board of
Executive Deputies shall determine who and which people of which country will be accepted
as being attached to Turkish culture." With this statement, it is seen that the issue of the
acceptance of the population that can enter Turkiye is left to the decision of the Board of
Executive Deputies or, in today's terms, to the Council of Ministers (Baklacioglu, 2010). The
1934 Law on Settlement mainly focused on the admission of individuals of Turkish culture.
However, the fact that the decision on the admission of the population requesting entry to the
country was left to the Council of Ministers suggests the possibility that the Law on Settlement
did not only admit individuals who were affiliated with Turkish culture, but also non-Turkish
individuals who were deemed to be affiliated with Turkish culture by the Executive Board of
Deputies (Erdil, 2019).

In fact, the 1934 Settlement Law went beyond emphasizing Turkish ancestry or Turkish
culture and aimed to take into account the past shared history of the Ottoman Empire. This
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shows that, contrary to the thesis, it includes areas of action that are not limited to Turkish
culture. Moreover, the Passport Law No. 5862 enacted in 1950 in Turkiye states that "In
general, the admission of refugees and foreigners who come to Turkiye with the intention of
settling in a country other than the legislation on settlement, whether they have a passport or
not, depends on the decision of the Ministry of Interior." This shows that loyalty to Turkish
ancestry and Turkish culture is not a prerequisite. However, within this framework, it is possible
to explain the mass migrations of Albanians, Bosnians and Pomaks who were not of Turkish
descent but were admitted to Turkiye (Arslan, 2022).

Oksiiz (2000) states that in the years following the proclamation of the Republic, the
racial factor was generally at the forefront of migration to Turkiye. He states that 1,200
Albanians who came to Turkiye in 1923 were not accepted, but Turkiye opened its doors for
Muslim Albanians living in difficult conditions in Bulgaria. Baklacioglu (2010), on the other
hand, states that 240,000 Albanians migrated to Turkiye from Kosovo, Montenegro, Sandzak
and Macedonia between the First and Second World War, as a result of the application of
Albanian demographers such as Hivzi Islami. Furthermore, Kiris¢i emphasizes that against the
structure of the 1934 Settlement Law, which emphasized Turkish identity, the religious factor
was also effective in the acceptance of immigrants. While ethnically non-Turkish Muslim
Albanians, Bosnians and Pomaks were admitted to Turkiye as refugees or immigrants,
Orthodox Gagauz Turks or Shiite Azerbaijanis could not benefit from this privilege (Danis,
2004). Macar (2015) states that in the population exchange between Turkiye and Greece,
although the supporters of the process adopted religious homogeneity, the population that came
to Anatolia during this exchange was settled in nineteen cities in eight predetermined settlement
areas in and around nineteen cities, in the residences left behind by the Greeks or in newly
created settlements in rural areas (Cengizkan, 2004).

According to Albanian sources, the majority of the population that migrated from
Yugoslavia to Turkiye after the Second World War were Albanians, while Turks constituted
20% of the migrants. In response to this thesis, an argument was presented that since the
Ottoman period, the Turkish population in the regions of Macedonia and Kosovo has been small
and that the inhabitants of these regions call themselves Turks, but that the inhabitants of these
regions are originally Albanians. Albanian sources attribute this to the fact that Albanians see
Turkish and Muslim identities as identical and identify themselves as Turks because they are
Muslims. This is based on the fact that they were part of the Muslim subjects during the
Ottoman period (Baklacioglu, 2015). Moreover, as Marinov notes, between 1950 and 1951,
Roma and Pomak Turks migrated to Turkiye along with Bulgarian Turks, and B. N. Simsgir
records the number of these migrants as 154,393, while M. Saray reports that 130,000 more
migrants came to Turkiye through family reunions until 1978 (Kamil, 2016). This shows that
Turkiye opened its doors to immigrants from Bulgaria, who were considered Muslim subjects
during the Ottoman period.

Contrary to the claims of Albanian sources, as Baklacioglu states, the majority of
migrants from Yugoslavia to Turkiye were of Turkish origin, but it is still difficult to reach a
definitive conclusion in the debate on ethnic identities. Baklacioglu (2015) states that it is
difficult to fully distinguish between Turkish and Albanian identities in the Kosovo and
Macedonia regions of the former Yugoslavia and that in those years Albanians identified
Turkish identity with Islamic identity, therefore they identified themselves as Albanians and
likewise identified themselves as Turks. This situation points to a period in which both
communities shaped their identities through a process of mutual assimilation, which
complicated the perception of identity. In this context, Baklacioglu argues that this situation
undermines the credibility of Albanian literature and merges the Turkish history in the region
into the Albanian identity. In this regard, Aganoglu (2017) points out that a common point
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where Turks and Albanians can come together is the Islamic identity. Islamic identity represents
a space where both communities can unite. Karpat (2017) states that Islam played an important
role among the factors that brought migration to the Ottoman Empire and later to Turkiye.
However, it may be misleading to consider religion alone as the cause of migration. Although
religion or Islam provides individuals with a common identity, the most important factor is the
Ottoman subject status. This means that individuals adopted the political culture of the Ottoman
Empire and shared common values.

When the legal regulations enacted in the early years of the Republic and all these theses
are put together, it can be concluded that ethnic identity alone was not the main determinant in
the admission of immigrants, as Albanians felt a sense of belonging to Turkiye as former
subjects of the Ottoman Empire and migrated to Anatolia. The acceptance of Albanians as
citizens, although not explicitly stated in the decisions of the Executive Board of Deputies,
shows that ethnic identity was not the main determinant in the acceptance of immigrants in the
early years of the Republic (Polat, 2021). Karpat (2017) emphasizes the society and individuals
shaped by the unique behaviors, attitudes and cultural heritage of the Ottoman Empire. This
cultural structure did not end with the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, but has continued to the
present day and is referred to as Turkishness in Turkiye. Beyond religious debates, this Turkish
culture is a result of the forces that have made the immigrants and natives from different regions
and using different languages to resemble each other. These factors are related not only to
religion but also to cultural interactions and shared values. Therefore, having an Ottoman
culture allowed migrant groups to more easily harmonize with the native population in Anatolia.
Karpat's analysis constitutes one of the main reasons for the better acceptance of Syrians by the
locals in Turkiye compared to European societies and the more successful social integration
processes of Syrian migrants. In this period, the effects of the understanding of Muslim and
non-Muslim subjects in the Ottoman Empire were also seen in international migration policy.
Within the framework of this policy, an "open door policy" was applied to immigrants who
were not of Turkish descent but who were Muslims or who converted to Islam when they
arrived in Turkiye. As a result of the examination of the legislation, it was observed that the
admission and settlement of mass migrants within the scope of this policy was not seen as a
problem at the national and local level. For this reason, the 1934 Law on Settlement dealt with
the issue of the admission and resettlement of immigrants more predominantly, but did not
include regulations on integration (Polat, 2021). In other words, the social cohesion of migrants
was not an important issue considered in the early years of the republic. According to Sari
(2011), the international migrant resettlement policy implemented in the early years of Turkiye
dealt mostly with shelter and subsistence. In this context, Sar1 states that "ordinary resettlement"
was applied to Muhajirs, and according to Kdkdemir, he explains this concept as "Regardless
of whether they had property in their homeland or not, they were provided with a household to
shelter them, a shop, a plot of land, or a plot of land, vineyard, garden, olive grove, etc. in the
ratio and amount determined by the distribution instructions." In other words, the resettlement
policy in this period was aimed at providing shelter and livelihood opportunities to migrants.

In addition, Law No. 5683 on the Residence and Travel of Foreigners in Turkiye, which
was published in 1950 and entered into force, stipulates that foreigners seeking asylum in
Turkiye for political reasons should only reside in areas authorized by the Ministry of Interior.
This shows that the residence restriction for migrants is limited to those arriving for political
reasons and addresses the national security dimension. In this sense, in the first period of
policies towards immigrants arriving in Turkiye, the open door approach towards former
Ottoman subjects, mass admission, settlement policies focusing on housing and livelihood
needs, and national security considerations were decisive.
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With Turkiye's 1961 accession to the 1951 Geneva Convention, Turkiye's migration
policies have been influenced by the western liberal approach to migration, which focuses on
the individual (Barkin, 2014). In this approach, the United Nations (UN) has been the main
guide and the European Union (EU) has established its own international migration policy
based on UN legislation (Tepealti, 2020). However, EU member states are authorized to
determine their own international migration policies at the national level. Turkiye, on the other
hand, initially acted within the framework of the UN and then shaped its own international
migration policies and laws in accordance with the western-centered liberal individual-oriented
understanding, especially since the early 1990s within the scope of the EU harmonization
process (Polat, 2021). The great humanitarian losses during the First and Second World Wars
and the forced migrations caused by the war environment led to the formation of many refugee
groups around the world. This situation brought the issue of refugees to the agenda as a priority
problem in the post-war period and the first step in this context was taken by the League of
Nations (MC) (Sen & Ozkorul, 2016).

The League of Nations initiated studies on refugee law in the 1920s. The MC aimed to
develop refugee law through various conventions, but did not fully achieve this goal (Ergiiven
and Ozturanli, 2013). After the Second World War, refugees and displaced persons became the
focus of the international agenda. In 1946, the United Nations General Assembly resolved to
prohibit the forced return of refugees and displaced persons. However, this issue was not
addressed as a problem that needed to be solved urgently. During this period, the International
Refugee Organization (IOM), the first post-war private organization, was established within the
UN and was successful in finding solutions to refugee problems (Taneri, 2012). Founded by
the UN in 1947, the NAM has been active in helping refugees and providing support to refugees
in need. The organization resettled refugees who did not want to return to their home countries
in other countries and helped them build a new life. However, the NAM has been criticized for
being biased in resettling refugees and transporting low-cost labor to western countries. As a
result of these criticisms, the support of the member states decreased and the organization's
activities ended in 1951 due to restrictions in the budget of the NAM (Polat, 2021).

In 1948, the United Nations General Assembly adopted the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and regulated the rights of refugees within the framework of human rights.
However, after a while, it became clear that the work of the International Refugee Organization
(IOM) was insufficient and in order to provide better support to refugees and to find deep-
rooted solutions to their problems, the United Nations General Assembly decided to establish
the Office of the High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) in 1950. In 1951, the
Commissionerate started its activities and in the same year, the Convention Relating to the
Status of Refugees (Geneva Convention) was adopted by the United Nations General
Assembly. However, the Convention entered into force in 1954 (Ergiiven and Ozturanli, 2013).
Turkiye ratified the Geneva Convention of 1951 in 1961 with a geographical limitation.
According to this limitation, while Turkiye can grant refugee status to foreigners from Europe,
it excludes foreigners from outside Europe and does not recognize them as refugees. This
geographical limitation is an important factor regulating Turkiye's migration policies and
refugee admission (Polat, 2021).

The United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) is a non-political
international organization mandated to provide protection to refugees and find solutions to their
situation. The 1951 Geneva Convention is also entrusted to UNHCR to monitor its
implementation by the state parties. The mandate, duties and organizational structure of this
organization are set out in the UNHCR statute. UNHCR's mandate has expanded over time to
include other categories of asylum seekers not covered by the refugee convention. This includes
groups such as stateless persons and returnees. Although UNHCR envisages cooperation with
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national authorities, it remains unclear how cooperation on refugee or asylum-seeker status
determination will be carried out. UNHCR can provide its views when assessing asylum
applications and, where persons are recognized as refugees, can offer solutions, such as
providing residence in another country. It is an important international actor working to help
refugees and asylum seekers (Cicekli, 2016).

In Turkiye, the Passport Law No. 5862, enacted in 1950, determined and regulated the
entry and exit procedures for foreigners and Turkish citizens. This law regulated the entry and
exit of foreigners into and out of Turkiye and regulated the right to reside and travel in Turkiye
for foreigners arriving in accordance with the provisions of the passport. Law No. 5683 on the
Residence and Travel of Foreigners in Turkiye, which was published and entered into force in
the same year, is another important piece of legislation regulating the residence and travel rights
of foreigners in Turkiye. Article 1 of the Law states that foreigners have the right to reside and
travel in Turkiye, subject to certain conditions, if they are prohibited by law from entering
Turkiye and if they have arrived in accordance with the provisions of the Passport Law. These
laws include basic regulations on the rights of foreigners to enter and reside in Turkiye and
were enacted to determine the rights and obligations of foreigners in Turkiye (Ozdemir, 2023).

Law No. 5862 on Passports introduced regulations with a particular focus on passport
procurement procedures, issuance of passport-like documents and transit outside Turkiye. Law
No. 5683 on the Residence and Travel of Foreigners in Turkiye, which entered into force in
1950, regulates the entry, internal travel, residence, and changes in marital status of passport
holders who comply with predetermined rules. However, there are no specific regulations for
foreigners entering the country without a passport. In this context, there is a lack of legislation
on refugees and asylum-seekers in domestic legislation during this period. In addition, the
Passport Law No. 5862 authorized the Ministry of Interior to admit individuals coming to the
country permanently, regardless of whether they held a passport or not (Polat, 2021).

Adopted in 1951, the Convention Relating to the Status of Refugees regulated the legal
status of refugees at the international level; however, over time, the lack of content came to the
fore and the Protocol Relating to the Status of Refugees was adopted in 1967 to remedy this
deficiency. The 1967 Protocol revised the definition of refugee and stated that a refugee is "any
person who, owing to a well-founded fear of being persecuted for reasons of race, religion,
nationality, membership of a particular social group or political opinion, is outside the country
of his nationality and is unable or, owing to such fear, refuses to avail himself of the protection
of that country; or who has no nationality and is outside the country of his former habitual
residence and is unable or, owing to such fear, is unwilling to return to it" (Tepealti, 2019).

According to the 1951 Geneva Convention, individuals who have the conditions
specified in the definition as a result of events occurring before that date are recognized as
refugees and a date limitation is imposed. This limitation was based on the rationale that the
aim was to ensure the return of those who migrated from Europe after the Second World War.
The Protocol adopted in 1967 abolished the date limitation. Turkiye ratified this Protocol on
01.07.1968 with the Council of Ministers Decision No. 6/10266. In this context, Turkiye
maintained the geographical limitation but abolished the time limitation. The entry into force
of the Protocol in Turkiye was set for July 31, 1968. With these international arrangements,
Turkiye recognized refugee and asylum-seeker status for migrants from within Europe, while
recognizing a temporary asylum-seeker status for those coming from outside Europe. This
shows that Turkiye was influenced by global migration developments and became a part of
international regulations, albeit to a limited extent. Moreover, with this period, Turkiye tended
to adopt a Western-centered liberal understanding of migration based on the individual
(Bozbeyoglu, 2015).
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In 1963, the Ankara Agreement signed between the European Economic Community
(EEC) and Turkiye envisaged economic migration from Turkiye in line with the development
processes of European countries after World War II. However, this immigration process slowed
down after the 1973 Oil Crisis. In this period, Turkiye generally played the role of a migration
donor and transit country. At first, Turkiye implemented policies that supported labor migration
to European countries during a period of economic problems, and legal regulations were also
made. However, in the following years, due to the economic crisis in Europe and the decrease
in the number of workers demanded, as well as economic and political problems and security
concerns in Turkiye, migration policies to Europe were restricted (Sevimli and Regber, 2014).
These restrictions on sending migrants paved the way for phenomena such as illegal migration
policies of the European Union (EU) matured within the community and Turkiye started to
integrate into these policies from the early 1990s. Especially since 1994, Turkiye has
endeavored to implement legal regulations in line with the EU's international migration policy
established after the 1970s. In this way, step by step, the western-centered liberal understanding
of migration based on the individual has been further adopted by Turkiye, and legal regulations
and policies have been implemented in accordance with this understanding (Kocak and Giindiiz,
2016). Following the end of World War II, international migration movements in Turkiye
underwent significant changes. The post-war period encompassed years of intense demand for
foreign workers and economic development in Europe. The 1963 Ankara Agreement was
signed with the aim of "the gradual realization of a free flow of workers" and with this
agreement, hundreds of thousands of workers started to migrate from Turkiye to many
European countries, especially Germany (Dedeoglu and Gokmen, 2011). Since 1961, Turkish
citizens have enjoyed the freedom to travel as a constitutional right. In 1960, while 2,700
workers were working abroad in order to obtain better wage opportunities, this number
increased to 6,700 a year later (Abadan-Unat, 2017).

In the 1960s, within the framework of agreements signed between Turkiye and EU
countries such as Germany, the Netherlands, Belgium, Austria, France, Sweden, Switzerland,
Switzerland, the UK and Denmark, there was a huge wave of migration from Turkiye to find
work in these countries. Germany, in particular, witnessed the first influx of workers in 1961
and between 1961 and 1973, around 775,000 Turkish citizens migrated to this country in search
of work. In 1980, this number reached one and a half million in Germany, exceeded one and a
half million in 1990, and reached two million in 2000 (Y1ildirimoglu, 2005). European countries
did not impose any specific restrictions on immigration until the Oil Crisis in 1973. However,
this crisis led to a decrease in the need for labor force and caused European countries to impose
restrictions on migration (Karasahin, 2012). During this period, migration from Turkiye to
European countries started with guest worker status in the 1960s and became permanent
through family reunification (Dedeoglu and Gokmen, 2011).

Between 1980 and 1995, approximately 350,000 people migrated from Turkiye to
Western European countries using the right to political asylum. During this period, from the
late 80s to the early 90s, one out of every five people leaving Turkiye entered European
countries as political refugees. Statistics between 1983-1994 show that the number of Turkish
immigrants in the migration movement to Western European countries has increased steadily
in countries such as Denmark, Belgium, Norway, Switzerland and Germany, while countries
such as the Netherlands, Austria, England and Sweden have experienced fluctuations in the
number of immigrants (Igduygu and Sirkeci, 1999). The increase in the tendency to emigrate
from Turkiye since the early 1980s is attributed to important events such as the 1980 military
coup in Turkiye. In fact, when we look at earlier periods, it is stated that the difficult periods
Turkiye was in, such as the 1971 Memorandum, were also effective in this migration trend
(Icduygu, 2004).
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Icduygu and other researchers (2014) have attributed the phenomenon of irregular
migration in Turkiye since the 1970s and the country's position as a recipient of international
migration to various reasons. These reasons include the Russian invasion of Afghanistan,
regime change in Iran, Saddam Hussein's destabilizing policies in the Middle East, the
globalization process, the collapse of communist regimes in Eastern Europe and the Soviet
Union. Researchers have also categorized migration in Turkiye as refugees, asylum seekers,
illegal migrants, transit migrants and irregular migrants, pointing to the coexistence of complex
human movements in the country. In addition, Iran-Iraq relations deteriorated rapidly after the
overthrow of the Shah in Iran in February 1979 and the beginning of the Khomeini regime. In
particular, those of the Shiite sect, which constitutes the majority in Iraq, focused on Khomeini's
policy of influencing Shiites outside Iran. In this process, Iraq under Saddam Hussein abrogated
the Iran-Iraq border agreement on September 17, 1980 and attacked Iran on September 22, 1980
(Kaynak et al., 1992).

Following the Iranian Revolution in 1979, approximately one million migrants sought
refuge in Turkiye (Directorate General of Migration Management, 2017). In addition, around
5,000 civilians lost their lives when Iraq carried out a chemical weapons attack on the city of
Halabja in 1988 before ending its war with Iran, and many people left their homes and sought
refuge in Turkiye (Kaynak et al., 1992). During this period, with the Asylum Regulation No.
6169, which entered into force in 1994, Turkiye recognized and admitted asylum seekers under
the status of "temporary asylum seeker", even though they did not fully comply with the Geneva
Convention due to geographical restrictions. In this way, even though Turkiye actually
characterized the migrants as "temporary asylum seekers", it implemented an "open door
policy" towards mass migrants coming from regions where it had subjects dating back to the
Ottoman Empire. Researcher Kiris¢i (1999) noted that Turkiye pursued a flexible policy during
the 1980s, when Iranian Kurds, Baha'is, Jews and regime opponents passed through Turkiye to
seek asylum or emigrate to the West. A member of the Turkish Parliament also estimated that
the number of people who crossed from Iran to Turkiye between 1980 and 1991 was around
1.5 million, but stated that precise statistics were not available. In addition, as a result of the
assimilation policies initiated towards the Turks living in Bulgaria towards the end of 1984,
311,862 immigrants migrated to Turkiye in 1989 (Kamil, 2016). Turkiye has also implemented
an "open door policy" towards these cognate migrants, whom it considers as former Ottoman
subjects.

As can be seen, an "open door policy" was also adopted in the migrant flows to Turkiye
after 1979 and 1990. However, during this period, except for the migrants from Bulgaria,
Turkiye generally accepted other migrants as temporary asylum seekers. In addition, Turkiye
also assisted migrants from Iran in their passage to European countries as a transit country. In
other words, after the Khomeini regime came to power in Iran in 1978, Turkiye was seen as an
intermediary for the passage of asylum seekers to other countries in the 1980s (Sen, 2014).
However, during this period, the European Union (EU) initiated the idea of common borders
with the Schengen Agreement and continued its efforts with the signing of the European Single
Act (ESA) in 1986. The ECS basically envisaged single market integration for the EU.
However, taking into account the risk that the ECS posed to the competences of the member
states in the control of their external borders, countries added a declaration to the Treaty. This
declaration states that migration policies may limit their competences at the national level, even
though they agreed to act together for the reception, residence and movement of third-country
nationals. In short, although the EU implemented policies to establish and protect a common
border during this period, it did not aim to prevent member states from determining and
implementing national migration policies (Erkiral-Tavas, 2015).
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The 1989 Revolutions and the collapse of the Eastern Bloc raised concerns of massive
migration flows within the Community and increased security concerns. Signed in 1990, the
Dublin Convention was adopted as an intergovernmental agreement dealing with asylum
applications. It stipulated that asylum applicants would be assessed in the Member States where
they first entered and requested asylum (Sirin, 2016). Furthermore, Article 30 of the Schengen
Convention also points to the responsibility to examine asylum applications, although the
Schengen Convention has not been signed by all member states (Erkiral-Tavas, 2015).

In this context, it is seen that protectionist policies have been established and regulations
have been made within the EU since the 1970s against migrants seeking asylum for political
reasons, especially due to the political developments in the nearby regions. This process has
also affected Turkiye, which, on the one hand, has been confronted with irregular migrants who
leave their countries for political reasons and use Turkiye as a transit point to cross to Europe,
and on the other hand, Turkiye has started to experience problems with the EU as an
immigration country due to its own internal political problems (Polat, 2021).

Icduygu (2004) states that during what he calls the growth period of international
migration between 1988 and 1993, two different main migration flows stood out in Turkiye.
The first of these flows includes refugees from countries such as Iraq and Bulgaria, while the
second includes movements of asylum seekers and migrants from the Eastern Bloc for
economic purposes. While most of the Iraqi Kurdish refugees left Turkiye during this period, a
large number of Bulgarian refugees of Turkish nationality did not leave the country and settled
in Turkiye. Most of the migrants from the Eastern Bloc stayed in Turkiye for a short period of
time and then continued their activities by moving back and forth between their home countries
for economic and other purposes. In this period, along with national and international economic
and political transformations, the foundations of Turkiye's foreign student policies were laid.
After 1980, under the influence of liberal opening policies, Turkiye made legal arrangements
for foreign students. In this framework, first the Law No. 2922 on Foreign Students Studying
in Turkiye was enacted in 1983 and then the Regulation on Foreign Students Studying in
Turkiye was put into effect on April 15, 1985 with the Council of Ministers Decree No. 85/9380
(Giin & Yiiksel, 2021). Although the relevant regulation was repealed by Article 1 of the
Regulation No. 2011/162 on the Repeal of the Regulation on Foreign Students Studying in
Turkiye, it has been a pioneer in taking basic steps to increase the number of foreign students
studying at universities in Turkiye with the liberal policies implemented after 2010. In addition,
Turkiye has introduced a new migration approach in order to attract qualified migration to the
country and started to make legal arrangements in this context (Celik, 2018).

Since the early 1990s, when Turkiye was both forced to adopt regulations on
international migration control as part of the EU harmonization process and was exposed to
intense waves of migration due to its geopolitical position, it became inevitable that legal
regulations and institutionalization efforts on international migration were inevitable. igduygu
(2004) evaluates the period between 1994-2001 as the period of preparation and maturation of
Turkiye's legislation on asylum and refuge issues. At the same time, he emphasized the period
between 2001-2004 as the period when smuggling and the effects of illegal migration on the
labor market in countries were among the frequently discussed issues at national and
international level and Turkiye started to make efforts to make comprehensive regulations in
order to prevent illegal migration.

The Maastricht Treaty, which entered into force in November 1993, aimed to create a
European community with the abolition of internal borders by promoting political, monetary
and economic union. This treaty laid the foundations of the European Union (EU) and
introduced a structure based on three main pillars. These pillars are "European Communities"
as the first pillar, "Common Foreign Security and Defense Policy" as the second pillar and
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"Justice and Home Affairs", which includes migration and asylum, as the third pillar. The three-
pillar structure established by the Maastricht Treaty included the efforts of the member states
to develop measures to address illegal migration as a common issue. However, these efforts on
illegal migration lacked an effective binding commitment (Yazan, 2016).

The 1997 Treaty of Amsterdam is an important document that directly addresses
migration and refugee issues in the European Union. The Treaty recognized that migration and
refugee issues are matters that the Union should address as a matter of priority and introduced
binding provisions that also affect the member states of the Union. The Treaty gave the
European Commission, the European Parliament and the Court of Justice wide powers to take
decisions and implement them on migration. Furthermore, the Treaty stipulates that the
provisions of the Schengen Agreement, in particular on external borders, must be implemented
whether or not they have been signed by the member states of the Union. Although the EU has
made many regulations on migration flows, it has struggled to prevent member states from
considering migration as their sovereign territory. Therefore, countries' approaches to migration
go beyond the principle of unity (Koca, 2002). However, although the EU wants to establish a
common migration management against the increasing refugee flows and illegal migration
problems, member states have difficulties in establishing a common policy due to limitations
and possible violations in their jurisdictions. In this process, Turkiye has initiated a new era in
its international migration policy in order to put asylum and asylum issues into a more clear
framework. The migration policy of this new era was shaped by irregular migration movements
and the legal regulations implemented in Europe, as well as the mass migration to Turkiye as a
result of the war in Iraq. In this context, the Asylum Regulation No. 6169 entered into force in
1994 (Polat, 2021).

Although the Asylum Regulation No. 6169 seemingly accepts the definitions of refugee
and asylum seeker in line with the UN and EU regulations, it is observed that foreigners from
outside Europe are not recognized as refugees. In this way, it is observed that with the Asylum
Regulation, the distinction between refugees and asylum-seekers between European and non-
European countries has been regulated for the first time in Turkiye. The fact that Turkiye
became a party to the 1951 Geneva Convention in 1961 by limiting its application to events
occurring in Europe necessitated the preparation of this Regulation. The Regulation aims to
determine the procedures and principles to be applied to foreigners seeking asylum or refuge in
Turkiye and to determine the duties of the relevant institutions. From 1994 onwards, as part of
international regulations, Turkiye incorporated into its domestic law for the first time not only
the status of migrants, but also their resettlement, cultural, political and some social rights;
however, in practice, limitations on the mass resettlement of migrants continued (Dost, 2014).

EU harmonization efforts, migration management, regulation of foreign workers and
the fight against illegal migration have been reflected in Turkiye's development plans since
1996. The Seventh Development Plan, which covers the period between 1996 and 2000, stands
out as the first plan of Turkiye to address the issue of migration. While previous development
plans generally addressed the issue of migration in the context of internal migration, the Seventh
Five-Year Development Plan of the Ministry of Development of the Republic of Turkiye states
that since the early 1990s, Turkiye has been subjected to a massive influx of international
migration, asylum seekers and illegal workers, thus becoming not only a sending country but
also a receiving country. However, it was emphasized that having insufficient statistical data to
determine the demographic and socio-economic characteristics of incoming migrants makes it
difficult to develop economic and social policies and it was envisaged that this issue should be
addressed within a system (Tepealti, 2020).

Under the heading of increasing employment and efficiency in the labour market, it was
emphasized that the labour market is insufficient according to the changing conditions of the
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labour market and the main reason for this is that the legislation on foreigners working for
wages and salaries or providing services on a freelance basis in the country is "scattered and
complexly regulated". In order to find a solution to this problem, it was stated that issues such
as monitoring and supervision of foreign nationals working in Turkiye should be taken into
consideration, and in this framework, it was suggested that the legislation on the work of
foreigners in Turkiye should be revised and regulated. It was also noted that the Law on
Settlement should be revised to accommodate migrants from abroad in line with changing
conditions (Aktel ve Kaygisiz, 2018). This development plan reveals that in the early 2000s
Turkiye was still unable to formulate a comprehensive migration policy. Moreover, it is seen
that the legislative, economic and settlement dimensions of migrants were addressed. However,
it is understood that the integration problems of migrants were ignored and downplayed during
this period.

In the period between 2001-2004, illegal migration, smuggling and their effects on the
labor market became important issues at both national and international level. During this
period, Turkiye started to revise its policies, stating that more effective and stringent policies
should be implemented against illegal migration. In this period, the state's approach and actions
have changed and a new phase has begun, but illegal migration has also changed its shape and
become more institutionalized (Igduygu, 2004). In 2001, Turkiye signed the Accession
Partnership Document as part of its accession process to the EU. The document aims to
strengthen the fight against illegal migration in the short term and to negotiate a readmission
agreement with the European Commission; in the medium term, to adopt and implement the
EU acquis and practices, to ensure harmonization in the field of asylum, to remove the
geographical restriction based on the 1951 Geneva Convention, to evaluate asylum applications
and to provide accommodation centers and social support for refugees and asylum seekers
(Polat, 2021). Three main points can be clearly seen in this document. First, with the "Turkish
National Action Plan for the Adoption of the European Union Acquis in the Field of Asylum
and Migration" dated 25.03.2005, the issues of asylum and illegal migration were brought to
the forefront and it is seen that Turkiye started to formulate a migration policy in these areas in
the early 2000s. In this period, Europe faced intense illegal migration and asylum problems in
the pre-2000 period and turned towards finding solutions to these problems. In this process,
Turkiye has also encountered illegal immigrants from Iran and Iraq since the late 1970s.

Secondly, the issue of lifting the geographical restriction based on the 1951 Geneva
Convention was revisited. Turkiye has faced an intense international migration problem both
as a transit country to Europe and as a destination country for migrants. In this situation, as a
developing country, it is left alone to tackle the migration problem and is expected to bear the
socio-economic burden alone. Finally, in the context of refugees and asylum seekers in Turkiye,
the process of establishing migration legislation and institutionalization of migration has
continued under the guidance of the UN and the EU. With the impact of the Implementation
Action Plan, the approach to the problem of international migrants in Turkiye began to
emphasize the issue of social cohesion for the first time. In this context, the Plan laid the
foundation for an important transformation in Turkiye's migration policy (Parlak, 2015).

In 2004, the EU announced the Hague Program with the aim of promoting regular
migration and strengthening Europe's knowledge-based economy, increasing the level of
economic growth and leaving other countries behind by creating an advanced knowledge-based
economy. In this framework, the Hague Program stands out as an important document that
brings measures to prevent irregular migration movements to the international level. In other
words, issues such as limiting irregular migration, implementing migration management
effectively, and increasing border controls have been the priority focus points of the EU (Sen,
2014). The 2012 memorandum of understanding with Frontex, the EU agency responsible for
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controlling the EU's external borders, has ensured solidarity in the fight against irregular
migration. As part of the EU's scope of work, a Frontex liaison officer was assigned to Turkiye
in 2016. The principles of returning people to their country of citizenship or origin in order to
ensure that irregular migration is carried out in a controlled manner and in accordance with
human dignity are regulated by the Agreement between the Republic of Turkiye and the
European Union on the Readmission of Persons Residing in Turkiye without Authorization
(IDA) No. 6652, which entered into force in 2014. In total, 15 countries have signed the GKA.
This agreement shows that the EU has had a significant influence on the formation of Turkiye's
international migration legislation and policy. In addition, the EU has placed responsibility on
Turkiye to protect its borders against irregular migrants and expected Turkiye to bear the
economic and social burden on its own (Bayram and izol, 2022).

In 2004, during the preparation of the National Action Plan, the Ministry of Interior,
General Directorate of Security launched the "Training Project for the Development of Police
Capacity in Refugee/Asylum Seekers Related Areas" aiming to improve the capacity of
personnel in the field of refugees and asylum seekers in line with international standards. This
project was followed in 2005 by the "Country of Origin and Asylum Information System
Project", which aims to identify the training needs of personnel on asylum, develop training
programs, develop strategies on refugee law, organize seminars and strengthen the information
database on the countries of origin of refugees and asylum seekers. Based on the results of these
projects, "Turkiye's National Action Plan for the Adoption of the European Union Acquis in
the Field of Asylum and Migration," entered into force on 25.03.2005 (Polat, 2021). This action
plan on asylum in Turkiye aimed to draw a roadmap for harmonization with the EU acquis and
for the reception of asylum seekers, with a view to strengthening institutionalization on the one
hand and integration (harmonization) on the other. According to this action plan, it was
proposed that persons with the status of refugee, asylum seeker or temporary asylum seeker
should have the right to choose their place of residence in order to fully integrate into Turkish
society, provided that they successfully complete their integration program. This proposal,
reflecting Europe's liberal individualist approach, shows that both the understanding of
migrants' adaptation to society as individuals is adopted and the condition of completing
integration programs is presented as a prerequisite for choosing a place of residence (Giiner,
2007).

This action plan emphasized that integration projects for refugees and asylum-seekers
in Turkiye should be carried out by national and international organizations such as UNHCR,
IOM and TRC, as well as non-governmental organizations (NGOs) within the framework of
legislation. In this context, it is stated that UN and EU norms are the main guidelines for the
integration of refugees and asylum seekers. In the action plan, it was noted that there is no
harmonization system for other foreigners. At the same time, it is stated that NGOs and local
administrations, especially municipalities, are the main implementers of integration. The 2006
Law No. 5543 on Settlement abolished the old Settlement Law of 1934. With the impact of
Turkiye's extensive international migration and the EU harmonization process, the 2006 Law
on Settlement addressed the migration issue in a broader perspective and regulated the rights
and obligations of those resettled. Although the 2005 Asylum Action Plan addressed the issue
of integration of migrants within a framework limited to refugees and asylum seekers, the 2006
Law on Settlement still regulates international migration regulations in terms of resettlement,
rights and obligations (Kantas Yilmaz and Ergiil, 2021).

Although the Ninth Development Plan covers the years 2007-2013, it naturally does not
include the issue of migration and its effects since the plan was adopted in 2006, despite the
fact that it covers the years in which there was an intense wave of migration from Syria to
Turkiye in 2011. The Plan emphasizes the development of a culture of competitiveness, with a
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focus on enhancing Turkiye's economic growth and efficiency, and emphasizes the continuity
of these efforts. In general, until 2011, when the mass Syrian migration took place, the issue of
international migration was not comprehensively addressed in planning processes in Turkiye
and policies were not formulated to address it (Aktel and Kaygisiz, 2018).

Turkiye has adopted an open-door policy towards former Ottoman subjects who forcibly
migrated from Syria to Turkiye. This is a re-implementation of a policy previously adopted in
the 1930s, 1950s, 1980s and 1990s for mass migrants from the former Ottoman sphere of
influence. Beginning in April 2011 and constituting the latest wave of mass migration, the
Syrian migration has been a major impetus for Turkiye to establish an institutionalized
management system and legislation for international migrants. This has emerged as a decisive
factor in shaping Turkiye's international migration policy (Mollaalioglu, 2020). The problem
of Syrian refugees who were forced to flee their country and seek asylum in Turkiye was
initially treated as a disaster. Therefore, with the Regulation on Disaster and Emergency
Management Centers published in the Official Gazette dated 19 February 2011 and numbered
2011/1377, asylum and population movements were recognized as disasters and emergencies.
In this case, the Disaster and Emergency Management Presidency (AFAD) is authorized for
response and coordination at national level. Furthermore, the Temporary Protection Regulation
No. 29153 also assigned AFAD the responsibility for the provision of services to foreigners
sheltering in camps. However, over time, it has become clear that Turkiye lacks a
comprehensive migration management system and institutional structure (Polat, 2021). In this
context, with the enactment of the Law on Foreigners and International Protection No. 6458
dated April 4, 2013, the Directorate General of Migration Management was established as a
first step. Subsequently, firstly in 2015, the procedures related to foreigners were carried out by
the Security Directorate, and then in 2018, the Syrian migrant camps under the responsibility
of AFAD were transferred to the Directorate General of Migration Management (DGMM).
These steps aimed to create the necessary administrative structure for an effective migration
and asylum management system (Y1lmaz, 2006).

The enactment of Law No. 6458, Turkiye's first comprehensive international migration
law, has set the legal framework for the rights of migrants who are "registered" in Turkiye,
despite the lifting of the "European" restriction in the Geneva Convention, and has been
recognized as an important step towards establishing an established international migration
policy (Ozer, 2015). This law has also been an important achievement in terms of preventing
the arbitrary return of foreigners. In addition, the rights of individuals seeking international
protection have been legally protected by this law. In other words, the rights of migrants and
refugees have been put into a legal framework in line with international standards. The
Temporary Protection Regulation also defined the status of "temporary protection" in addition
to "refugee" and "asylum-seeker" statuses, and in this context, Syrian migrants were placed
under "temporary protection" status (Aktel & Kaygisiz, 2018).

The Directorate General of Migration Management has assumed a major role in
determining Turkiye's international migration policy. In this context, the Migration Policies
Board, which aims to formulate Turkiye's migration policies and strategies and monitor their
implementation, was established within the Directorate General of Migration Management.
Thanks to this step, Turkiye has adopted an approach that addresses the problem of international
migrants not only as a matter of settlement (shelter), but also as a multifaceted issue such as
education, health, security, legal support, harmonization, etc. within an institutional framework
and has started to formulate policies in these areas. In particular, socio-cultural cohesion is
considered as one of the priority areas by the Directorate General of Migration Management
(Parlak, 2015). In this way, Turkiye is adopting a more comprehensive and coordinated
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approach in the field of international migration management and trying to create a policy
framework in line with international standards.

The Tenth Five-Year Development Plan of the Ministry of Development of the Republic
of Turkiye, covering the period 2014-2018, states that Turkiye's structure on migration has been
strengthened by the country's opening up policies and economic developments. During this
period, issues such as monitoring and tracking foreign migrants arriving in Turkiye, illegal
migrants arriving illegally and migrants in transit were addressed. The Plan identified that due
to both internal and external migration, cities have experienced population accumulation, which
has led to problems in areas such as infrastructure, income distribution and public order.
Therefore, it is proposed to focus on the renewal of existing structures in urban areas and legal
regulations in areas such as spatial planning and urban transformation. This approach aimed to
address the migrant problem in the context of urbanization in addition to its social, cultural,
economic and security dimensions. Moreover, the issue of integration was addressed not only
to the needs of migrants but also to the needs of individuals from different strata such as
children, youth and women. In this way, the scope of the international migrant problem has
expanded and the policy-making process has become more multidimensional and layered
(Polat, 2021).

RESULTS

Turkiye has seen urban areas become the main settlement areas for migrants, especially
with the wave of mass Syrian migration. At first, the Syrian population rapidly increased in
Kilis, Gaziantep, Mardin, Hatay, and Gaziantep, which are located close to the Syrian border
and inhabited by local Arab populations. According to 2021 data, especially in cities such as
Gaziantep and Kilis, the proportion of the Syrian population relative to the local population is
estimated at 21.78% and 20.32%, respectively, making them the third and fourth provinces with
the highest Syrian migrant populations in Turkiye. Research shows that urban problems such
as housing and infrastructure are particularly acute in metropolitan areas such as Gaziantep and
Sanlurfa. In these regions, the international migrant problem tends to intertwine with pre-
existing urban problems to create an urbanization crisis. As these cities are close to border areas,
the problem of international migrants adds to the existing urban problems and these problems
turn into urbanization problems over time. Migrants in these cities also tend to gravitate towards
larger cities such as Antakya, Mersin, Antalya, [zmir and Istanbul, where job opportunities are
more plentiful and living costs are lower. In medium-sized cities, the number of Syrian migrants
is generally lower. This may lead to a concentration of migrant populations in metropolitan
cities, and the integration problems caused by migration may be felt more acutely in
metropolitan cities. Therefore, in the medium and long term, it is necessary to develop policies
that approach the adaptation problems of Syrian migrants in a more comprehensive manner and
in which local and civilian stakeholders assume responsibility alongside the central government
(Kayan, 2013).

In 2011 and beyond, Turkiye took the first steps towards establishing an institutional
structure for international migrants. In this period, legal arrangements were put in place to
establish not only resettlement but also more comprehensive policies such as education, health,
employment, security and civic participation to ensure social cohesion. This process addressed
an area not covered by international migration policies dating back to the 1920s, namely the
harmonization of migrants, put it into a legal framework, and addressed it with an approach to
manage it by involving stakeholders under the leadership of the Directorate General of
Migration Management. In line with this approach, projects have been implemented at local,
national and international levels in cooperation with the public and civil society. In particular,
work has been carried out on the economic, socio-cultural and political adaptation of Syrian
migrants. In this context, international migration policies for Syrians under temporary
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protection have included important regulations and practices in areas such as education, health,
employment, shelter, settlement and socio-cultural cohesion. Thanks to these policies,
important steps have been taken for the integration and social cohesion of migrants and a
multidimensional approach has been adopted (Polat, 2021).
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Sosyal Uyum Gostergesi Olarak Gaziantep’te Suriyelilerin STK’larinin
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Oz

Toplumsal hayatta arayist yapilan kavramlarin gegerliligi, toplumdaki grup, kurum veya bireylerin
davraniglarina bakarak smanabilir. Bir toplumda veya schirde yasayan goc¢menlerin yerli halka uyumu,
gocmenlerin yemek aligkanliklarindan, giyim kusamindan, egitim hayatlarindaki becerilerinden, ekonomik
hayatta ayakta kalabilme basarilarindan hareketle cikarsanabilir. Sosyal uyumun goézlenebilecegi carpict
alanlardan biri de, gogmenlerin sivil toplum kuruluslarinin (STK) efektif bir sekilde kullanilip kullanilmadigidir.
Ozellikle deprem gibi, sosyal kriz sonuglar1 olan biiyiik bir affette gogmen STK’larmin kapasite kullanimlari, bu
kurumlarin yerlestikleri toplumdaki uyum siirecleri hakkinda fikir vermektedir. Gaziantep’te konuslu olan
Suriyeli STK’larin 6 Subat 2023 depreminin yarattigi sosyal kriz ortaminda, basta Suriyeli gogmenler olmak
tizere depremzedelerin bu krizi daha hafif atlatmalarina yardimei olduklari bilinmektedir. S6z konusu STK’larin
aktif kapasite kullanimlari, aslinda Suriyelilerin ve onlarin STK’larmin Tiirk biirokratik sisteminde, ekonomik alt
yapisinda ve kiiltiirel ortaminda var olabilme diizeyleri, dahasi bu degiskenlere uyum diizeylerini gostermektedir.

Abstract

The validity of the concepts sought in social life can be tested by looking at the behavior of groups,
institutions or individuals in society. The adaptation of immigrants living in a society or city to the local
population can be inferred from the immigrants' food habits, clothing, skills in education, and their success in
surviving in economic life. A striking area where social cohesion can be observed is the effectiveness of
immigrants' non-governmental organizations. Especially in a major disaster that results in a social crisis, such as
an earthquake, the capacity use of immigrant NGOs gives an idea about the adaptation processes of these
institutions in the society in which they settle. It is certain that Syrian NGOs stationed in Gaziantep, in the social
crisis environment created by the February 6, 2023 Earthquake, helped earthquake victims, especially Syrian
immigrants, to overcome this crisis more easily. The active capacity usage of the NGOs in question actually
shows the level of existence of Syrians and their NGOs in the Turkish bureaucratic system, economic
infrastructure and cultural environment, and moreover, their level of adaptation to these variables.

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Sivil Toplum, Yardimseverlik ve Tiirkiye’de Sivil Toplum

Gog, cesitli sebeplerden 6tiirii insanlarin yasadiklar1 hayatlarini, akrabalarini, evlerini,
islerini, yurtlarimi, kiltiirlerini ve yasamlarimin diger bagli oldugu seyleri birakarak ya da
birakmak zorunda kalarak farkli bir cografyaya tasinmasi ve yeni bir hayat kurup ve o hayata
uyum saglamaya calismasi olarak ifade edilmektedir (Toros, 2008, s. 9).

Mevcut kiiresel tahminlere goére 2020 yili itibariyle diinya tizerinde 281.000.000
uluslararas1 gdgmen bulunmaktadir. Bu say1 da kiiresel niifusun %3,6’s1na denk gelmektedir.
Net rakam olmamakla beraber uluslararasi gogmen sayisinin son 50 yilda 3 kat arttig1 tahmin
edilmektedir. Son 30 yilda 128.000.000 insan go¢ ederken bu sayinin 1990°da 153.000.000,
1970°de 84.000.000 oldugu bilinmektedir (IOM, 2022: 18-50). Son 50 yilda ge¢en zamana
baktigimizda ozellikle kiiresellesme ve teknolojik gelismelerin artmasiyla beraber go¢ de
dinamik bir siire¢ kazanmis ve gocler ekonomik, ya da temelinde kapitalist ve kiiresel
c¢ikarlarin bulundugu ekonomik temelli zorunlu gogler haline gelmistir (Cetin, 2015, s. 18).

Bu kiiresellesme ile olusan zorunlu ya da ekonomik gdgiin sonucu olarak meydana
gelen insanlarin barinmasi, beslenmesi gibi temel ihtiyaglarda STK’larin roli biiyiiktiir.
STK’larin rollerine bakmadan 6nce Sivil toplum kavramina derinlemesine bakmaliy1z. Sivil
Toplumun kavramsal ve fikirsel temelleri ¢ok eskiye dayansa da sivil toplum, 20. yiizyilda
ozellikle de 90’11 yillarda ¢okea tartisilan ya da diinyada yasanan giincel gelismeler sebebiyle
tartisilma ihtiyaci duyulan bir kavram haline gelmistir. Tarihte meydana gelen bazi toplumsal
ve insani temelli olaylar, Berlin Duvari’nin yikilmasi (1989), Dogu Avrupa iilkelerinde
yasanan siyasal rejim degisiklikleri ve bu {ilkelerin demokrasiyle olan iliskileri artik sivil
toplum temelli bir perspektiften tartigilmaktadir. Bununla birlikte 1980 sonrasi ortaya ¢ikan
yeni toplumsal hareketler de sivil toplum kavrami ile anlasilmaya calisilmaktadir (Keane,
1993 aktaran Ozan, 2014: 99). Bu donemde otoriter rejimlerin dagilmasi sonrasinda meydana
gelen kanli demokrasiye gecis slirecleri ve insanligin karsilagtigi tehlikeler, sivil toplumu
giindeme getirmistir (Keyman, 2004 a:19). Genel bir tanimla “STK’lar1 toplum yararina
calisan, demokrasinin gelismesine katkida bulunan, maddi kazan¢ hedeflemeyen devlet dis1
sivil kuruluslar olarak tanimlamak miimkiindiir” (Erozden, 1998: 13).

STK daha iyi, insani bir hayat1 hedeflerler ve amaglar1 topluma fayda saglamak ve
deger iiretmek olan goniilliilerden olusur. Sivil toplumda temel dayanak olarak goniilliiliik
esastir. Clinkii fayda saglamak ve deger iiretmek kavramlar1 yalnizca goniilliiliik ve istekli bir
cabayla siirdiiriilebilir ve etkin bir hal alabilir. Sivil toplumda siirdiiriilebilirlik olmazsa
olmazdir ve sivil toplumun daha fazla fayda saglayarak gelecek nesillerin kendi ihtiyaglarini
karsilayabilme kabiliyetinden 6diin vermeden, mevcut ihtiyaclari karsilayabilme ve bunu
aktararak devam ettirebilmelerini saglar. Temelinde ise goniilliiliik yatar (BM Tiirkiye, 2022).
Gontlliilik esastyla birlikte yardimlagsma, arkadaslik, beraber bir seyler yapma duygusu,
insanlarin goniillii olarak bir araya gelmesi ve bir seyler tliretmeye calismasi, sivil toplumunun
temelini olusturur. Dahasi bireylerin tek baglarina yapamadiklarint birlikte yapabilmek
anlamma gelen, birliktelik kuvveti ve beraberligin vermis oldugu olumlu enerji,
yardimlagsmay1, goniilliiliigii ve beraberligi temsil etmektedir (Keyman, 2004: 2- 3). Bundan
dolay1r STK’lar, fayda ve para odakli diisiinmeyen, biiylik oranda, dayanigma odakli, goniillii
ve idealist bir ruhla ¢calisma yapabilecek insanlardan kadro olusturmaktadir. (Werker-Ahmed,
2007:7).

STK’lar deger tliretirken toplumlar ve bireyler arasindaki dostluk ve beraberlik
iligskilerini de saglamlastirirlar. Dolayisiyla STK’lar hem insanlarin ihtiyaclarini ve
menfaatlerini topluma kars1 saglam bir sekilde muhafaza edebilmelerine imkéan saglar, hem de
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onlarin iligkilerini saglam temellere oturtarak karsilikli gliven etkilesimi saglayip toplumlarin
kollektiflesmesini saglar (Polat, 2023: 134).

Sosyal oOrgiitler, bireylere ait olma duygusu kazandirarak, bireyleri sosyal hayata
katarak toplumsal sorunlarini ortadan kaldirir, birliktelik duygusu kazandirir, kendilerine bir
dayanak olusturur ve insanlarda sosyal-duygusal gelisime katki saglar. Aitlik duygusu, sivil
toplum gontilliileri ve STK c¢alisanlarinda vazgecilmez bir duygudur. Bu aidiyet duygusunun
altinda yatan diislince ‘deger atfetmektir’. Bireylerin calistiklar1 kurumlara bagliliklart
maddiyat ile degil, is yerinde hissettikleri deger ile orantilidir. Buradan yola c¢ikarak
‘goniilliiliik esast’ ile ¢alisilan kurumlarda ait olma hissi daha 6n plandadir. STK’larin basari
grafikleri de, calisanlarin ve goniilliilerin aidiyet duygulariyla dogru orantili olup, bu alandaki
sorumluluklart da daha fazladir (Caha, 1998: 24).

STK’larin Tirkiye’deki insani durumlardaki faaliyetlerine bakacak olursak son 15
yilda dzellikle bolgede gelisen olaylar ve sartlar neticesinde etkinlikleri ve ¢alismalar1 daha da
artmis ve artmak zorunda kalmistir. Suriye’de de kiiresel kaynakli 2011 yilinda baslayan i¢
savag ve kargasa yiiziinden halkin biiyiik ¢ogunlugu tilkelerinden kagarak baska iilkelere gog
etmek zorunda kalmistir. Baz1 Avrupa devletleri belirli sayida miilteci kabul ederken bazilari
ise hi¢ miilteci kabul etmemistir. Hatta bazi Avrupa devletleri deniz yoluyla go¢ etmeye
calisan gocmenlere karsi zor kullanmig ve can kayiplarina sebep olacak olaylarin yasanmasina
neden olmuslardir. Bu i¢ savasla birlikte Avrupa’ya ge¢meye c¢alisan Suriyeliler, 2. Diinya
Savasi’ndan bu yana yasanilan en biiylik gé¢men krizine sebep olmuslardir. Tiirkiye ise
ortaya koydugu “Ag¢ik Kap1 Politikas1” ile hi¢bir Suriyeli gdgmeni geri gondermemistir. 2011
yilinda Suriye’de baslayan i¢ savasla beraber milyonlarca insan yerlerinden olmustur (GIGM,
2018). 2022 Diinya G6¢ Raporu verilerine gore ise en 6nemli uluslararasi go¢ koridorlar
icinde Suriye Arap Cumhuriyeti’'nden Tiirkiye’ye go¢ koridoru 3,6 milyon Suriyeli ile ikinci
sirada yer almaktadir (IOM, 2022: 18-50). Suriye i¢ savasityla beraber Tiirkiye’ye yonelen
goecmenlerin ilk etapta kargilanmasi barinmasi ve beslenmesi ile devlet kurumlariyla beraber
STK lar ¢ok biiyiik rol oynamistir. Oyle ki gdgmenlerin temel ihtiyaglarin1 aninda karsilamak
icin seferberlik gdstermis, organize olarak gd¢menlere acil destek saglamislardir (Goksedef,
2017).

Gogmenler konusunda Tiirkiye’deki STK’lara baktigimizda 2022 yilinda Tiirkiye’de
gocmenlerle ¢aligsan ulusal STK sayis1 48°dir ve 18 tane de uluslararas: diizeyde gdrev yapan
kurulus bulunmaktadir (Miiltecilerle Calisan STK’lar Ag Haritasi, 2022). Miilteci barinma
merkezlerinde siirli sayida STK faaliyette bulunmaktadir. Tiirkiye’de 2023 yili itibariyle
aktif olarak faaliyet gosteren dernek sayis1 101,8822°dir. Feshedilen STK’lar ile beraber bu
say1 310,432’yi agmaktadir. Bu saymin 6038’1 insani yardim dernekleridir ve goc, afet gibi
insani durumlarda gorev yapmaktadirlar (dernekler.gov.tr). Tiirkiye’de insani yardim
anlaminda ¢alisan kuruluslara baktigimizda genellikle ihtiya¢ ve inan¢ temelli olduklar
goriilmektedir. Miiltecilerin yogunlukta oldugu Sanlwurfa, Gaziantep ve Kilis’te daha c¢ok
inanca dayali STK’lar ozellikle kamp disinda yasayan miiltecilere yardim saglamakta; hak
savunucusu olan STK’lar ise daha ¢ok raporlama, farkindalik ve izleme faaliyetleri
gerceklestirmektedir (Corabatir ve Hassa, 2013: 13).

Sivil toplumun Tiirkiye’deki gelisim siirecine bakarsak eger, Osmanli Imparatorlugu
doneminde sivil topluma benzer yapida kuruluslar var olsa da bunlar1 Bati normlarina uygun
diizeyde STK’lar olarak degerlendirmek ¢ok zordur. Ancak yine de Osmanli imparatorlugu
donemindeki esnaf loncalari, Ahiler, vakiflar, ulema, kdy meclisleri gibi kendine has
olusumlarin sivil toplum izlerini barindirdig1 sdylenebilir. Ancak bununla beraber yine de
modern anlamda sivil toplum kavramindan uzaktir (Aktas, 2008:103). Keyman sivil toplumun
ozellikle Tiirkiye’deki gelisimini modernlesme siireci ile ele almaktadir. Tiirk modernitesinin
devlet merkezci bir zeminde gergeklesme sebepleri Keyman’a goére giiclii devlet gelenegi,
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ulusalct kalkinma ve organik toplum fikri ile birlikte benimsenen vatandaglik seklidir
(Keyman, 2006: 25). Tiirkiye’de sivil toplumun gelisimi, 1980’11 yillarda 6zellikle devletin
askeri darbeler sonrasi artan diizenleme ve kontrol etme girisimlerinin halktaki karsilig1 ile hiz
kazanmistir. Bu darbe zamanlarinda olusan halk ve devlet arasindaki iliskinin sorgulanmasi
ile birlikte de sivil topum alan1 genislemeye baslamistir (Aslan, 2010: 269; Sezik, 2019: 121).
Askeri yonetime son veren se¢imlerin sonrasinda, askeri yonetimden arindirilmis toplum
anlaminda kullanilan ‘sivil toplumculuk’ olarak adlandirilan bir siyasi tutum belirginlesmistir
(Saribay, 1997: 36). Bu anlayisla birlikte STK’lar bireyleri devlete karsi koruyan yapilar
olarak algilanmaya baslamistir (Ercan, 2002: 71). Bununla birlikte Tiirkiye’de sivil toplumun
gelisimine paralel olarak, siginmacilarla ilgili faaliyet gdsteren kuruluslar ise, 90’11 yillarda
kurulmaya baglamistir. Birlesmis Milletler Miilteciler Yiiksek Komiserligi (BMMYK) 1994
yilinda Resmi Gazete’de yayinlanan Iltica ve Go¢ Yonetmeligi’ndeki sikintilarr azaltmak
amaciyla, adinda ‘sigmma’ kelimesi gecen ilk STK olan Siginmacilar ve Gogmenlerle
Dayanisma Dernegi’nin kurulmasini tesvik etmistir (Corabatir ve Hassa, 2013: 4).

Tiirkiye’de gogmenlere yonelik ¢aligmalar yapan STK’larin sayis1 2011 yilinda “Arap
Bahar1” adi verilen Ortadogu ayaklanmalariyla beraber ortaya ¢ikan Suriye I¢ Savasi
sebebiyle baslayan biiyilk go¢ hareketlerinin akabinde hizla artmistir (dernekler.gov.tr).
Ozellikle insani yardim anlamimdaki STK’lar Suriyelilerin goclerinden sonra biiyiik 6lgiide
artis gostermis, ihtiyaclar noktasinda ¢ok biiyiik eksiklikleri tamamlayarak gé¢menlerin temel
gereksinimlerini acil bir sekilde karsilamigilardir. Miiltecilerin sorunlar ile ilgili olarak
STK’larin faaliyet alanlarina bakildiginda; barinma ve beslenme, saglik, ¢aligma hakki ve
hukuki destek, Suriyeli c¢ocuklar ve egitim, Suriyeli kadinlar ve toplumsal uyum
kategorilerinde ¢aligmalarinin yogunlastig1 gézlemlenmektedir (Tiirk, 2016: 148-156).

STK’lar go¢menlerin ihtiyaglar i¢in gerek kendi biinyesindeki yardimlardan destekte
bulunmus gerekse miiltecilere yardim toplayarak beslenme, barinma cadir gibi desteklerde
bulunmuglardir. Ayrica STK’lar yardimlagsma ve birliktelik anlaminda topluma 6ncii olmus ve
insanligin yardimlasma erdemini gerceklestirmesinde biiyiik rol iistlenmislerdir. Yurt i¢i ve
yurt diginda bagiscilara ulasarak biiyiik kampanyalar olusturmus ve yardimlarin hizla ihtiyag
sahiplerine ulagsmalarin1 saglamislardir (Celiktaban, 2015). Gogten sonra kamplar disinda
kalan go¢menlerin ¢ogu maddi olarak sorun yasamakta, bundan dolay1 da izbe, diisiik ticretli,
yikik dokiik, esyasiz, zor ve sagliksiz ortamlarda {i¢ dort aile bir arada yasamaktadir. Kayitl
olmadiklar1 i¢in sagliksiz barinma ortamlari ve ekonomik sikintilar nedeniyle miilteci kadinlar
ve cocuklar saglik sorunu yasamakta ve saglikla ilgili profesyonel yardim alamamaktadir.
STK’lar saglik kuruluslariyla is birligi yaparak gé¢menlerin ihtiyaclarini karsilamak adina bir
baglant1 saglamislardir (Mazlumder, 2014, s. 43; Emin, 2016, s. 12). AFAD’1n 2013 raporuna
gore, Suriyeli miiltecilerin aldiklar1 saglik hizmetlerinden duyduklari memnuniyet orani,
kamp iginde %60, kamp disinda ise %80°dir. Rapora gore kamp disinda saglik hizmetlerinden
memnuniyetin daha yiiksek olmasinin nedeni ¢ok daha fazla ve cesitte saglik kurulusuna
erisimin olmasidir. Bdylece gd¢menler kamplarda STK’larin ve saglik kuruluslarinin
destekleriyle hizmet aliminda karsilasabildikleri ayrimcilik ve koti muamelelerden de
korunmus olmaktadirlar (AFAD).

Tiim bunlarla beraber STK’lar Tiirkiye’nin pek ¢ok ilinde cocuklarin egitimi i¢in
kirtasiye malzemeleri dagitmakta, goniillii olarak Tiirkge Ogretmekte, acilan merkezlerde
cocuklarin egitimine destek olmaktadir (“Ufak da olsa miiltecilere yardimim dokunsun
diyenlere 10 tavsiye”, 2015). Ayrica cocuklarin topluma uyumunu saglamak ve yasadiklari
travmay1 atlatabilmeleri i¢in STK’lar Suriyeli miilteci ¢ocuklara yonelik olarak Tiirk cocuklar
ile bir araya geldikleri geziler ve atdlyeler diizenlemektedir (Hayata Destek Dernegi, 2016).
Tiirkiye’deki STK’larin faaliyet alanlarina baktigimizda beslenmeden barinmaya, egitimden
sagliga her alanda faaliyet gosterdikleri gerek Tirkiye’deki Suriyeli go¢menlere gerekse
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Suriye’de yasayan ve yardima ihtiyaci olan Suriyelilere destek olduklar1 ve onlarin bir¢ok
ihtiyaclarii  karsiladiklar1  goriilmektedir. Siiphesiz STK’lar yardimlagsma anlaminda
toplumun vicdanini olusturmakta ve iilkenin ve halkin sefkat eli olmaktadirlar (Tiirk, 201,
153-154).

STK’lar yalnizca go¢ siirecinde degil afet silirecinde de c¢ok Onemli roller
istlenmektedir. Afet yonetiminin hemen her agsamasinda ve her alaninda rol oynayan temel
aktorlerden biri sivil toplumdur. Merkez kurumlarin ya da bolgesel kurumlarin afetle
miicadelesine ek olarak sivil kuruluslar, platformlar, sirketler ya da bizzat goniillii halk kritik
bir konumdadir. Zira giinlimiiz biitiinlesik afet yonetimi anlayisinin kuramsal ¢iktilarindan biri
de toplum tabanli afet yonetimidir (community-based disaster management). Bu kuramsal
yaklasim, Oncesi ve sonrasiyla toplumu olusturan her bir yerel unsurun afetler konusunda
bilinglendirilmesini ve risk azaltmadan iyilestirme asamasina degin afetle miicadelede
inisiyatif almasini 6ngdriir (Luna, 2014; Maskrey, 2011). Giiniimiiz cagdas birlesik afet
yonetiminin bir ilkesi olmasinin 6tesinde sivil toplumun afetle miicadelede aldigi rol, bizzat
sivil toplum anlayisinin ortaya ¢ikis ve gelisme siireci ile alakalidir. Soyle ki, sivil toplum
Arsito’da kendine “politik toplum” olarak yer bulup (Onbasi, 2005, s. 13) toplum
felsefecilerinde “toplumsal sézlesme” yoniiyle agiga ¢ikmis (Akbal, 2017, s. 18-26) ve 20.
ylizyildan itibaren toplumsal karar alma mekanizmalarinda devlete karsi ve/ya devletle
koordineli bir olusumu ifade etmistir. Bu baglamda, toplumsal taleplerin, yonetim sekillerinin,
toplum i¢i ya da toplum dist etkilerin degerlendirilmesi, buna yonelik tepkiler ve birlikte
yasamaya dair diger tiim siirecler sivil toplumun bir konusu ve alanidir. Dolayisiyla afetlerin
toplumsal yap1 ve isleyise dair yarattig1 yikimlarin telafisinde sivil toplumun dahli, tarihsel bir
beklentinin 6tesinde bir gereklilik haline gelmektedir (Erdogan Tosun, 2001, s. 79-88).

Afetin meydana geldigi ililkede resmi ve sivil kurumlar arasindaki uyum ya da
uyumsuzluk alanlarinin hangi diizeyde meydana geldiginden bagimsiz olarak, afet sonrasi
miidahale ve iyilestirme asamalarinda sivil unsurlar aras1 dayanisma pratikleri mutlak surette
ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Bu unsurlar yerel, bolgesel ya da uluslararast STK’lar1 ve afet bolgesinde
yasayan insanlar1 kapsamaktadir. STK’larin faaliyetlerine ek olarak vatandaglarin afet dncesi
giindelik yasantida tesis ettikleri dayanigma aglar1 afetzedeler icin gayri resmi sigorta iglevini
gormektedir (Aldrich, 2008, 86). Zira afetlerde evleri zarar goren insanlar i¢in sivil toplum
tiyeleri tarafindan gecici kalacak yer temini, beslenme, barinma gibi yasamsal ihtiyaglarin kisa
stireligine de olsa destek olabilecek goniillii halk tarafindan karsilanmasi gibi miidahale ve
iyilestirme adimlari, aslinda resmi sigorta sirketlerinin sagladigi hizmetlerdir. Afet sonrasi
gelisen sivil beraberlik aglari da bu agidan toplumsal alanin merkezinde konumlanan sivil bir
sigortay1 ifade etmektedir.

Glinlimiiz kiiresel toplumunda afetler ve sivil toplum konusu daha genis capli ve
uluslararas1 anlamda kiiresel birliktelik ve ¢alismalar1 beraberinde getirmistir. Biiyiik ¢apl
afetlere yonelik miidahale, iyilestirme ya da risk azaltma gibi konularda uluslararasi bir ¢aba,
yonetim ve is birligi (Coppola, 2007; Lopez Carresi vd. 2014) cergevesinde devletlerin resmi
kurumlarinca aliman 6nlemlere ve hayata gecirilen faaliyetlerin yaninda uluslararasi (ya da
ulusétesi) STK’larin da  ¢alismalart mevcuttur (Ozerdem vd. 2006). Afetlerde hem
farkindaligin  hem de miidahale ve iyilestirme ¢abalarimin wuluslararast bir pratigi
dogurmasindaki temel etmenler, iletisim ve ulasim olanaklarmin yer kiire capinda artis
gostermesidir. Doga ve ¢evre hareketlerinde oldugu gibi afet konusu da bu agidan uluslararasi
toplumun ve STK’larin giindemini mesgul etmektedir.

Sivil Toplum konusunu go¢ konusunun yani sira Tirkiye ekseninde afet
perspektifinden de incelemeliyiz. Tiirkiye’ye afet ve deprem perspektifinden baktigimizda
Tiirkiye’nin yiizde 42’si birinci derece, yiizde 24’ ikinci dereceden deprem bolgesidir
(Sénmez, 2011). Ulkenin deprem kayitlarina dair Cumhuriyet dénemi &ncesi giivenilir
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kayitlara ulagsmak miimkiin olmasa da 1489°da, 1509’da, 1719°da, 1766’da ve 1894’te
Istanbul’da (Urekli, 2010), 1822’de Antakya’da, 1874’te Elazig’da ve 1893’te Malatya’da
(Ambraseys, 1989) biiyiik kayiplara sebep olan siddetli depremlerin yasandig1 bilinmektedir.
Cumhuriyet doneminde ise 1939 Erzincan, 1976 Van (Caldiran), 1999 Gélciik, 1999 Diizce,
2011 Van ve 2023 Kahramanmaras depremleri, Cumhuriyet tarihinin en siddetli afetleri
olarak kaydedilmistir (Peker ve Sanli, 2020). 2020 yili itibariyla, kayitlara gecen deprem
kaynakli 6lim sayist 145 bin civarindadir. Depremlerden sonra 850 bine yakin bina ise
kullanilamaz hale gelmistir (Senol, 2020). Tiirkiye’de 1999 Golciik depreminden sonra en az
25 bin (Siidag, 2004) ve 2011 Van depreminden sonra 72 binden fazla kisi bagka sehirlere gog
etmek durumunda kalmistir (CNNTiirk, 2014).

On binlerce insanin yasamini yitirmesine, yiiz binlercesinin de evsiz kalmasma ve
farkli bolgelere gogmesine sebep olan 1999 Marmara Depremi, Tiirkiye’nin afet yonetimi ve
afetlerle ilgili farkindalik, goriinlim, politika olusturma ve bilimsel caligmalar yliriitmesi
acisindan bir milat niteligindedir (Gavrilis, 2001). Marmara Depremi sonrasinda afete
miidahale ve iyilestirme agamalarinin yani sira, konutlarin depreme dayanikliligi ve iilke
capinda deprem farkindaligi gelistirme gibi afet 6ncesi hazirlik asamalar1 Tirkiye’de kamu
otoritesinin, yerel yonetimlerin ve sivil toplumun giindemini mesgul etmeye baslamistir.
Diger bir ifade ile biitiinlesik afet yonetimi konusunun Marmara depremi sonrasinda esas
alinmaya baglandig1 iddia edilebilir.

Marmara depremine miidahale agamasinda ortaya ¢ikan sivil ve goniillii dayanigsma,
Tiirkiye’de afetler ve sivil toplum konusunda bir milat olma 6zelligi tasimaktadir. Zira bu
deprem ve sonrasinda tecriibe edilenler Tiirk toplumunun sivil kimligini kesfetmesinde
olumlu bir etkide bulunmus ve halk, biiylik capli toplumsal degisimlerde sivil inisiyatifin
giiclii bir ara¢ oldugu gercegini gdrmiistiir ve Marmara depreminden sonra Tirkiye’de sivil
toplumun giicii her gecen giin daha da artarak kuvvetlenmistir (Ozyaprak, 1999’dan aktaran:
Ozerdem vd. 2002, s. 433).

Gegen zamanda gerek sivil kaynaklarca gerekse devlet eliyle giiglendirilen STK’lar
her gegen giin tecriibe ve bilgilerini artirarak olaylara miidahale yeteneklerini gelistirmistir.
Yakin zamanda meydana gelen 6 Subat Maras depreminde de sivil toplum giiclinii ve
yeteneklerini gostermistir. 6 Subat 2023 tarihinde, Kahramanmaras’ta art arda meydana gelen
ve ¢ok sayida ili etkileyen iki depremde can ve mal kaybi olmus, 7.8 ve 7.6 siddetindeki
depremler, Tiirkiye’nin 11 ilindeki 13,5 milyon insam1 dogrudan etkilemistir. Suriye de 6
Subat depremlerinin yikic1 etkilerine maruz kalmistir. Diinya Saglik Orgiitii (2023), her iki
iilkede 26 milyon kisinin insani yardima gereksinim duydugunu ongdérmektedir. 21 Subat
2023 itibartyla Tiirkiye’de 50 binin {izerinde can kaybi oldugu kaydedilmistir (AFAD, 2023);
118 bin bina ise kullanilamayacak hale gelmistir (NTV, 2023). Depremlerin, yarattigi can ve
mal kayiplarinin yani sira, insanlar, diger canlilar ve dogaiistiinde, ilk anda kendini gdsteren
ya da zamanla ortaya ¢ikmasi beklenen, uzun siire etkisini yitirmeyecek olumsuz sonuglari da
s6z konusudur. Insanlarm (Sansiir, 2023) ve hayvanlarmn (Blust, 2023) asir1 soguktan dolay1
yasamini yitirmesi, saglik kosullarina uygun ortamlara erisimdeki giicliikten kaynaklanan
salgin hastaliklar (TTB, 2023), barinma ve giivenlik imkanlarinin kisitlhiligi nedeniyle gasp
edilme ya da siddete ugrama ihtimali (Bayraktar, 2023) bunlardan bazilaridir. Dahasi, hayatta
kalan yerel halkin zorunlu olarak baska sehirlere go¢ etmesi (Canpolat, 2023), ge¢im
kaynaklarindan mahrum kalan bireylerin ekonomik olarak kirilganlagsmasi (Demirbas ve
Aydin, 2020) gibi sebeplerle 2023 Subat depreminin baska etkileri de olacaktir. Tiirkiye nin
cok kiiltiirlii sehirlerinin depremin etki alaninda kalmasi, bireylerin sosyal ve kiiltiirel
ortamlarindan ve baglarindan mahrum kalmasina neden olmustur. Bu anlamda, 6 Subat
depremleri, insan-doga-teknoloji ticgenindeki cesitliligin {istiinde de olumsuz etkiler
yaratmistir.
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STK’lar Tiirkiye’de 6 Subat tarihli Kahramanmaras merkezli depremlerde de hizli bir
reaksiyon gostermislerdir. Merkezi ve yerel yonetimlerle beraber koordineli bir sekilde afet
bolgesinde hem arama kurtarma caligmalarina hem de ilk anda acil gerekli ihtiyaglarin temini
noktasinda miidahalede bulunmuslardir. Gerek Tirk gerekse Suriyeli bircok STK ilk anda
reaksiyon vererek ayrimda bulunmadan yardim faaliyetlerine baslamislardir. Bu ¢aligmada da
amac¢ Suriyeli STK’larin deprem aninda nasil reaksiyon verdiklerini, yaptiklar1 ¢alismalari
analiz etmek ve Suriyeli STK’larin Tiirkiye’ye ne derece uyum sagladiklari iizerine inceleme
yapmaktir.

YONTEM

Suriyeli STK’larin 6 Subat Maras depremlerinde vermis olduklar1 reaksiyonlar1 ve
yaptiklar1 yardimlar1 analiz etmeyi amaglayan bu calismada arastirma tiirii olarak Nitel
arastirma tiirli, arastirma tipi olarak Kesfedici Tip kullanilmistir. Kesfedici arastirma tipi,
hakkinda ¢ok az arastirma yapilmis konu hakkinda giincel ¢ok fazla bilginin olmadigi
durumlarda kullanilir (Usta, 2019).

Calismada yontem olarak alan arastirmasi yontemi kullanilmistir. Alan arastirmalari,
incelenen kisilerin dogal ortamina girilerek, onlarin davranislarina katilarak, tepkilerinin,
duygu ve diisiincelerinin belirlenmeye c¢alisildigi, onlarla goriisiiliip duygu ve diisiincelerinin
de incelendigi arastirma tiirlidiir (alan-arastirmasi.nedir.org).

Arastirmada veri toplama yontemi olarak goriisme teknigi kullanilmistir. Goriisme
teknigi olarak da yar1 yapilandirilmis goriisme teknigi kullanilmistir. Bir aragtirma teknigi
olan goriisme, arastirmayi1 yapan kisi ile aragtirmanin konusu olan birey arasinda gegen
kontrollii ve bir amaca yonelik olan sozlii iletisim bi¢imidir (Cohen ve Manion, 1994: 271).
Yar1 yapilandirilmig goriisme teknigi, arastirmaci dnceden sormay1 planladigi sorulari iceren
goriisme formunu hazirlar. Bunun aksine arastirmaci goriismenin akisina bagl olarak farkl
sorularla goriismenin gidisatini etkileyebilir ve kisinin yanitlarin1 agmasini, farkli cevaplar
ortaya ¢ikarmay1 ve bireyin cevaplar1 detaylandirmay1 saglayabilir (Tiirniikli, 2000).

Calisma oOncesinde goriisme sorular1 hazirlanmis, alandaki akademisyenler ile
sorularin gecerliligi {izerine istisare yapilarak en son hali hazirlanmistir. Goriisme sirasinda
bireylere daha agik cevaplar alabilmek adina ek sorular da sorulmustur. Yar1 yapilandirilmis
goriisme formunda 12 tane soru sorulmus ve cevaplar hem ses kaydina hem de yazili olarak
kaydedilmistir. Daha sonra veriler temalara ayrilarak analiz edilmistir.

TURKIYE’DEKi SURIYELI DERNEKLER

Tirkiye'deki Suriyeli dernekler, Tiirkiye'de yasayan Suriyeli siginmacilarin ve
gocmenlerin ihtiyaclarin1 karsilamak, desteklemek ve Suriye’deki krize dikkat ¢ekmek
amaciyla faaliyetler siirdirmektedir. Bu derneklerin bir kismi1 sadece Suriyelilere hizmet
amagli, bir kismi da Tiirk ve Suriyeli toplumlar arasindaki iligkileri slirdiirmeyi amagliyor. Bu
dernekler, Tiirkiye’deki Suriye toplumuna ve ihtiya¢ sahiplerine gerekli destegi saglamak,
insani, egitim, saglik, sosyal ve psikolojik yardimlarda bulunmak, Suriyeliler ve Tiirkler
arasinda farkindalik ve kiiltiiri tesvik etmek ve Suriyeliler arasindaki kiiltiirel ve sosyal
iligkileri giiclendirmek i¢in caligmaktadirlar. Bunlar arasinda yardim, egitim, saglik, sosyal ve
kiiltiirel hedeflere odaklanan pek ¢ok farkl tiirde dernek bulunmaktadir.(Apak, 2016, s. 279;
Sigad & Eisikovits, 2013, s. 13).

Tiirkiye’deki Suriyeli dernekler arasinda Istanbul, Gaziantep, Kilis, Sanlurfa, Hatay,
Mersin ve diger sehirlerde birgok yerel ve ulusal orgiit bulunmaktadir. Bu dernekler,
siginmacilarin toplumsal uyumunu kolaylastirmak igin ¢esitli amaglar, kiiltiirel etkinlikler, dil
kursu, meslek edindirme kurslar1 ve insan haklarinin diizenlenmesine iliskin faaliyetler
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yiirtitmektedir. Ayn1 zamanda Tiirkiye'de yasayan Suriyeli sigmmacilarin ve gd¢menlerin
sosyal ve ekonomik entegrasyonunu saglamaya ve en dnemlisi Suriye'deki krize de dikkat
cekme ve uluslararasi toplumlari harekete gegirmeye ¢alistyorlar.

Tiirkiye'deki Suriyeliler, depremin ilk anindan itibaren alarma ge¢mis, sosyal medya
aracilifiyla depremzedelere yardim, arama-kurtarma ve enkaz kaldirma c¢aligmalarina katkida
bulunmuslardir. Tirkiye'deki cogu Suriyeli STK, depremden etkilenen Tiirkler ve Suriyeliler
icin yardim ve destek kampanyalar1 baslatmis ve Suriyeli {inliiler, sanat¢ilar ve aydinlar da
yardim kampanyalarina katkida bulunmuslardir. "Suriye Evi (gus=d) <d))" "El-Lamma
Dernegi (4alll 4243)" "Suriye Forumu (gus) ¢2iial))", "Al-Nur Dernegi (usd 42a2)", "Suriye
Tiirkmen Dernegi (s« (bS5 42a3)" ve "Suriye Tiirkmen Konseyi (gosad) (Al il (ulaal))"
gibi Tirkiye'deki Suriyeli STK’larin birgok katkilar1 olmustur.

14, oY sludl) Lxes SIMDIKI KADINLAR DERNEGI: 2014 yilinda kurulan dernek
merkezinden ilkini Suriyeliler i¢in biiylik catisma ve yoksunluklarin oldugu bolgelerde
acmustir. Bunlar Suriye'de Idlib ve Guta ile Liibnan'da Bekaa bolgeleridir. Faaliyetlerini cesitli
hizmetlerin yan1 sira onlara giivenli bir alan saglayan kadin merkezlerinde
gerceklestirmektedirler. Kadin haklari miicadelesinin 6zellikle savas ve zuliim baglaminda

genis kapsamli, cok katmanli ve asamali bir siire¢ olduguna inanmaktadir ( Ja/ e OY/ ¢ luil
2023, 4aiil),

VERIi ANALIZI VE YORUM

Bu makale, Gaziantep Universitesi Gé¢ Enstitiisii Go¢ Calismalar1 Proje Uygulama
dersi baglaminda hazirlanan proje ve bu projenin uygulanmasindan elde edilen verilere
dayamlarak hazirlanmistir. Yapilan arastirma i¢in Gaziantep Universitesi’nden etik kurul izni
almmigtir. Arastirma’da verileri elde etmek i¢in hazirlanan miilakat formu, Gaziantep’te
yasayan Suriyeli bireylerin idaresinde etkin oldugu, personellerinin ¢ogunu Suriyeli
goniilliilerin ve ¢alisanlarin olusturdugu yedi dernegin Suriyeli temsilcileriyle yapilmistir.

Bu dernekler: Simdiki Kadinlar Dernegi, Onder Dernegi, Midad Sinirsiz Egitim
Dernegi, Sened Dernegi, Bunyan Dernegi, Suriye Tiirkmen Dernegi, Ahlem Uluslararasi
Insan1 Yardim Dernegi, Sema Dernegi ve Safak Dernegi’dir. Elde edilen sonuglarin dogrudan
anlaminin yaninda, bu derneklerin Tiirkiye’deki biirokratik, kiiltlirel yapiya uyumlarina, Tiirk
STK ve devlet kurumlariyla isbirligi yapabilme kapasitelerine dair ve dolayli anlamda, birgok
veri sunmaktadir. Bu derneklerin, 6 Subat 2023 depremi sonrasinda Gaziantep ve ¢evresinde,
Tiirk askerinin bulundugu Suriye’nin kuzeyindeki giivenli bolgede, basta Suriyeliler olmak
izere depremzedelere aktif desteklerde bulunmus, uluslararasi kamuoyunun dikkatini bolgeye
¢ekmis ve bu kamuoyunun fonlarinin da bélgeye yonlendirilmesinde 6nemli rolleri olmustur.
Birgok sehir merkezinin enkaza dondiigii boylesi bir felakette 6zellikle gogmenlik nedeniyle
daha fazla magdur olma ihtimali olan Suriyelilere sagladiklar1 psikolojik ve maddi her tiirlii
desteklerle magduriyetin sancisini azaltmigslardir.

Goriigme yapilan derneklerin hemen hemen tamami, deprem sonrasinda hem Tiirkiye
sinirlart igcinde hem de Suriye Giivenli Bolgede, Tiirk kurumlariyla, STK larla isbirligi halinde
aktif faaliyet yiiriittiiklerini belirtmislerdir. Ornegin:

Ahlem Dernegi, “Evet. Belediye ile ¢alismalarimiz oldu, miiltecilere battaniye ve
tekerlekli sandalye yardiminda bulunduk. Onlardan baska sosyal yardimlasma vakiflar ile
birlikte de tekerlekli sandalye yardiminda bulunduk” derken,

Safak Dernegi temsilcisi, “AFAD ve Kizilay gibi sivil toplum orgiitleri ile is birligimiz
oldu ayrica Valilik ve Kaymakamliklarla da isbirligi yaptik. Topladigimiz yardimlar: bazen
AFAD’a ya da Kizilay’a verdik bazen bizim nereye dagitacagimizi onlar séylediler koordineli
bir sekilde biz dagittik. Ozellikle Valiliklerle cok ¢alistik. Hem Nurdagi'nda hem Kilis 'te hem
Antep 'te hem Osmaniye'de ozellikle valiliklerle koordineliydik.” demistir.

Yapilan goriismelerde STK’larin Tirkiye’deki resmi kurumlarla olumlu iletisim
kurdugu ve biirokrasi siirecine uyum sagladigi anlasilmaktadir. STK’larin 6zellikle AFAD,
KIZILAY gibi 6nde gelen yardim kuruluslari ile beraber organize olduklari ve devletin resmi
kurumlari tarafindan tanindiklar1 anlasilmaktadir.

Bunyan Dernegi temsilcisi, “Ramazan ayinda yemek sepetleri hazirlayp dagitim
yaptik. Sahinbey Belediyesi, Gaziantep’te Ramazan stiresince iftar saati i¢in Bunyan
Dernegi’ne ozel bir mutfak saglamistir. Bu mutfak, ihtiya¢ sahibi Tiirk ve Suriyeli ailelere
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yemek hazirlayp dagitmistir. Nizip’te bu ozel hizmetlerden birini hatirliyoruz. Tiirkler ve
Suriyeliler icin bu yardimlagsma, Ramazan'in tiim ayt boyunca stirmiistiir” demistir.
Devaminda deprem bolgesinde yaptiklar1 faaliyetleri sdyle aktarmistir:  “Cocuklarin
depremden ¢ok etkilendikleri donemde yapmis oldugumuz Suriye'deki bir projede, acil psiko-
sosyal destek sunlari icermektedir:

Psikolojik danigmanlik: Cocuklara, yasadiklar: travma hakkinda konugabilecekleri ve
duygularini ifade edebilecekleri bir ortam saglandi.

Oyun terapisi: Oyun yoluyla ¢ocuklarin duygusal iyilesmelerine yardimci olundu.

Sanat terapisi: Cocuklarin sanat yoluyla duygularini ifade etmelerine ve duygusal
iyilesmelerine yardimci olunabilir.

Grup terapisi: Cocuklarin benzer durumlardaki diger c¢ocuklarla tamismasina ve
destekleyici bir topluluk olusturmasina yardimct olundu.

Ebeveynlere destek: Ebeveynlere, c¢ocuklarimin duygusal ihtiyag¢larina yanit
vermelerine yardimci olacak bilgi ve beceriler saglandi.

Toplum egitimi: Toplumun, ¢ocuklarin duygusal sagliklarinin onemini anlamasina ve
destekleyici bir ortam olusturmasina yardimct olundu. Bu destekler, depremden etkilenen
cocuklarin duygusal iyilesmelerine yardimct olabilir ve uzun vadeli psikolojik etkilere karsi
koruyabilir. Yardimlarin tamami cross boarder yapildi ™.

Safak Dernegi temsilcisi, “Oncelikli olarak biz ihtiyag analizlerini valiliklerden ve
AFAD’dan aldik neler lazim biz ona gore yardim malzemesi gonderelim diye. Acil ihtiyag
analizinde ozellikle battaniye, 1sitict gibi soguktan korunmak icin daha sonra ozellikle
temizlik malzemeleri, hijyen malzemeleri oncelikli ihtiyacti ve disarida kalan insan ¢ok
oldugu icin su ve gida ihtiyact oncelikli ihtiyaclardandi. Ayrica biz A101 ve BIM kartlar:
dagittik ve insanlarin kendi ihtiyag¢larint da temin etmelerini sagladik. Gerek elimizde
bulunan malzemeleri gerekse de resmi kurumlarin bizlere verdigi listeye gore hemen teminde

bulunduk.”

Sema Dernegi temsilcisi ise, “Suriyeli STK larin savasta kazanmis olduklar: acil
yvardim, enkazdan kurtarma ve felaket esnasinda organize olma kabiliyetlerini deprem
stirecine de tasidiklarini” ifade etmistir. Bu ge¢mis deneyim, Tiirk STK’larda olmayan bir
avantaj da barindirmaktadir: “Tiirkiye'deki mevcut insani yardim STK'lart sadece Tiirkiye'ye
odaklanmasi: sebebiyle gelisim ve biiyiime saglayamiyorlar. Ozellikle uluslararas
kuruluslarla iletisimleri zayif kalmistir. Buna bagli bir¢ok sebep var bu sebeplerden birisi dil
engeli. Suriyeli STK'lar iilkelerinde 11 yila askin yasanan Savas nedeniyle sahada birg¢ok
deneyime sahip olmuslardir. Ozellikle acil miidahale ile alakali profesyonel ¢alisan STK'lar
bulunmaktadir. Tiirkiye'de bulunan Suriyeli STK'larin bazilari Tiirkiye'deki deprem siirecinde
aktif bir rol oynanmustir. Ancak Tiirk ve Suriyeli STK'lar arasinda ortak bir bulusma noktasi
olmadig1 icin séz konusu ¢alismalar gerektigi kadar etki yapmamistir”. Deprem siirecinin
etkin derneklerinden SENED Derneginin temsilcisi, deprem bolgesinde gelisen ¢ok aktorlii
yonetisimin nasil isledigini gostermektedir. “Tiirk Insani Forumu ile Sivil Toplum Gelistirme
Merkezi. DEYDA Grubu, Tiirk Psikologlar Dernegi, Insani Yardim Goniilliileri (Nurdaginda).
Bunlardan hari¢ yereldekilerle bir araya gelip donérler ve fonlar igin toplantilar yaptik. Gog
Idaresi, AFAD, ASP Bakanlik ve Il Miidiirliikleri ile akreditasyon yapildi. Koordinasyon
cergevesinde ¢calismalar yapildi”.

Suriye Tiirkmen Dernegi ve diger dernek temsilcileri de benzer minvalde vurgu
yapmislardir.
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Suriye Tiirkmen Dernegi temsilcisi: “Evet, ozellikle sahada deprem bolgelerinde
Gaziantep 'te Nurdagi'nda Islahiye’de onlarla is birligi yaptik. Ornegin; Biilbiilzade Vakfi
biitiin sehirlerden sef getirdiler yemek yapmak icin. Biz de onlara ozellikle muhta¢ olan
Suriyeli depremzedelerin listelerini olusturduk onlara verdik, onlar da 2 6giin yemek
dagittilar, kiyafet, sobalar dagittilar. Her alanda her yonde onlara yardimct oldular. Gog
Idaresiyle calismalar yaptik. Suriyeliler nerde yasiyor, zarar tespiti, vefat eden yaralilarin
sayisini onlarla tespit ettik”. Simdiki Kadinlar Dernegi temsilcisi ise hijyen kiti, gida,
psikolojik destek ve nakdi yardim yaptiklarimi belirtmistir.

Onder Dernegi temsilcisi, “Evet, ama faaliyetlerimiz hala devam ediyor. Ornegin
kiyafet dagitimi, gida kolisi dagitimimiz hala devam ediyor. Ayrica c¢ocuklara yonelik
psikolojik destegimiz de devam etmektedir” dedikten sonra, ek olarak: “FEvet, oncelikle
personellerle saha analizi yaptik. Depremzedelerin genel ihtiyaclarint tespit ettik.
Depremzede aileleri ziyaret ettik. Yerel kuruluslarla is birligi yaptik”. Onder Dernegi,
deprem siirecinde daha once i¢ine girmemis olduklar:t bir yardim tiiriine de yoneldiklerini
ifade etmistir: “Evet, bizim deprem felaketinden once gida dagitimi ile ilgili herhangi bir
faaliyetimiz yoktu. Ama depremin ilk 9 giiniinde Nurdagi, Isldhiye ve Pazarcik’taki deprem
bolgelerinde sahra mutfaklart kurduk ve yaklasik bes bin kisilik yemek c¢ikardik. Aymi
zamanda Suriye’deki deprem bélgesinde de 3 bin kisilik yemek ¢ikardik™.

Bunlarla beraber STK lar ile goriismelerde, devlet kurumlariyla koordine olurken bazi
zorluklarin oldugunu ve koordinasyonda zayifliklarin yasandigini ifade etmiglerdir. STK’lar
devlet kurumlarinin iyi niyetli olduklarini canla basla ¢alistiklarin1 ancak koordinasyonlarin
tek elden yiriitilmesinin amaclandigi i¢in bazi karmasalarin meydana geldigini ifade
etmislerdir.

Biinyan Dernegi temsilcisi, “Yardim orgiitleri arasinda koordinasyon sorunlarina
neden olan iletisim, lojistik ve giivenlik engelleri olusabilir. Bu engellerin giderilmesi icin
iletisim kanallarimin agik tutulmasi, lojistik planlama yapilmasi, giivenlik onlemleri alinmast
ve isbirligi yapilmast onerilir. Bu sayede, yardimlarin daha hizli ve etkili bir sekilde
dagitilmasi saglanarak ihtiyag¢ sahiplerinin ihtiyaglari karsilanabilir.”

Safak Dernegi temsilcisi, “ Allah devietimizden razi olsun ¢ok yardimct oldu her seyi
de devlet kurumlari ¢ok gayret ediyor ancak depremin ilk baslarinda bir koordinasyonsuzluk
vardi. Ozellikle AFAD Kizilay ve Valilik gibi kurumlar biitiin yardimlar bizim depomuza
verin biz dagitalim dedigi i¢in yardimlarin ulasmasinda ve dagitimda bir siire sikinti oldu.
Hatta bazi bagigcilarimiz yurtdisindan bizlere bagis yapmak istediler ancak sartlari bagist
bizim kendi elimizle dagitmamizdr. Bunu valiliklere ilettigimizde kabul etmediler ve bu yiizden
bazi Bagis¢ilarimiz yiiklii miktarda bagis yapmaktan vazgegti.”

Onder Dernegi temsilcisi, Evet, bazi problemler yasadik. Ornegin deprem
doneminde para transferi yapmak istedigimizde bunu sadece PTT iizerinden yapabiliyorduk.
Tiirk vatandast olmadigimiz icin 6zel ya da yerel bankalardan herhangi bir transfer islemi
gerceklestirmiyorduk. Bu da PTT de is yogunluguna sebep oluyordu ve orada bizimle beraber
bir¢ok yabanci kurulus sira bekliyordu. Yasanan bu yogunluk maddi yardimlarin zamaninda
ulagmasina engel oluyordu.”

STK’lar ile yapilan goriismede temsilcilere afet siirecinde yaptiginiz caligmalar
sirasinda afetzedelerin sizlere karsi tutumu nasildi? Bu durum sizlere olan bakis acgilar1 nasil
etkiledi seklinde soru sorulmustur. STK temsilcileri genel olarak afetzedelerin bizlere karsi
tavirlar1 ¢cok olumlu ve minnettar seklindeydi. Biz onlara yardim ederken “selamun aleykiim
geemis olsun” seklinde yaklasip ihtiyaglarini sorduk onlar da bizlere tesekkiir edip dost,
kardes gibi davrandilar ve bu durum iliskileri ve bizlere bakis agilarini olumlu etkiledi
seklinde olmustur.
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Ahlem Uluslararasi Insani Yardim Dernegi temsilcisi, Bizlere karsi tavir gayet iyiydi.
Tiirk — Arap ayrimi yapmadan yardim ettigimiz i¢in her taraftan olumlu tepkiler aldik ve
insanlarin yiiziimiize artik tamdik oldugunu bizi gériince mutlu olduklarim hissettik.” seklinde
ifade etmigstir.

Suriye Tirkmen Dernegi temsilcisi, “Depremzedeleri her bélgede tavri sok
icerisindeydi. Acil ihtiyaglart tespit etmek icin Gaziantep merkez ve kirsal alanlarda
bulunduk. Birbirimize yardimlasma dayanisma anlaminda c¢agrilar oldu. En ¢ok da
yakinlarini kaybedenlerin tavirlart bizlere ¢ok yakindi. Deprem; Suriyeli ve Tiirk arasinda,
zengin fakir arasinda fark yaratmadi. Herkes ¢adirlarda yan yana yasityordu. Daha insani,
olumlu, pozitif, yani Tiirk yapisi oéyle ve biz de bu birlik beraberligin icerisinde kendimizi
hissettik” seklinde olmugstur.”

Yapilan goriismelerde STK’larin temsilcilerinin sivil halk tarafindan afet yardimlar
dolayistyla daha fazla kabul gordiigli ve iki tarafin birbirine olan bakis ag¢ilarinin daha olumlu

oldugu ve bakis agilarinin degistigi anlasilmistir.
SONUC

Deprem gibi biiyiik insani yikimlar yaratan afetler, sosyal bilimcilerin veya politika
yapicilarin belki de yiizlerce yilda karsilasamayacaklar1 bir sosyal laboratuvar ortamlari
yaratir. Kis kosullarinin agir olmasi, deprem bolgesinin 11 il gibi biiyiik bir alanda yikimlarin
olmas1 ve can kayiplarinin ¢ok biiylik olmasi ister istemez devlet kurumlarinin miidahalesini
geciktirmistir. Bu kisa gecikme siiresinde, insanlarin nasil davrandiklarini, krizle baga ¢ikmak
icin hangi yontemleri kullandiklari, birbirleriyle ne tiir iliskiler gelistirdiklerine dair oldukca
carpici veriler sunar.

6 Subat Depremi de bircok sehir merkezini etkileyip bazilarinin biiyiik oranda
yikilmasina vesile olsa da, bircok seyin yaninda, deprem bdlgesinde gogmen ve yerli niifus
arasindaki iliskinin baglamina, gé¢men Suriyeli niifusun ve onlarin STK’larinin topluma
uyum slirecleriyle ilgili normal kosullarda elde edilmesi imkansiz durumlarin gézlenmesine
sebep olmustur.

Bu durumlarin en belirgin olanlarindan biri, Suriyelilerin olusturduklar1 STK’larin
mobilizasyon kabiliyetlerinin, diger Tiirk ve Suriyeli STK’larla isbirligi diizeylerinin, ulusal
ve uluslararasi yardimlarin Suriyeli gé¢menlere ve Tiirk niifusa ulastirnllmasindaki
organizasyon yeteneklerine dair kapasitelerinin gozlenmesi i¢in bir firsat yaratmustir.
Dezavantajli konumlar1 nedeniyle depremden daha fazla magdur olma ihtimali olan Suriyeli
goemenlerin Tiirk vatandaslarina nazaran daha yogun bir magduriyet yasamalarini 6nlemede
Suriyeli STK’larin 6nemli bir pay sahibi olduklar1 gézlenmistir.

Iliski, mobilizasyon, organizasyon seklindeki gdzlenen durumlar, arka plandaki sosyal
uyumun diizeyi hakkinda bir gosterge islevi de gormiistiir. Deprem siirecinde Suriyeli
STK’larin isleyis gostergeleri, bu yapilarin bulunduklar1 Tirk toplumuna belli bir diizeyde
uyum sagladiklar1 ve bu toplumun kiiltiirli, biirokratik ekosistemi, ekonomisinin ‘dilinden’
konusabildiklerini gdstermistir. Yani Suriyeli kurumlar, iginde bulunduklari toplumun
‘mant1g1’ ve ‘dili’ni belli diizeyde icsellestirmislerdir.
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
