This study attempts to examine the impact of human rights and economic growth by utilizing two measures
of economic growth for developing countries and an unbalanced data spanning from 1961-2017. The
hypothesis of the study asserts that improvement in human right protection score increases economic growth
in an economy. Firstly | conducted panel unit root test to see if the variables are stationary. After verifying
the stationarity of variables at levels (i.e., 1(0)) based on panel unit root tests, empirical estimations were
conducted without the fear of potential spurious regression problem. According to the estimation results, in
parallel to prior expectations, positive statistically significant effect on economic growth was identified for
the variables of human right protection, physical capital investment, education investment, openness whereas
negative statistically significant effect on economic growth was identified for the variable of inflation in all
models estimated. Estimation results indicate that countries trying to reach to higher economic growth,
besides the other determinants of economic growth, must pay attention to human right protection and
implement policies that prioritizing human right protection.

1. Introduction

economic growth. Blume and Voigt (2007) examined the
impact of human rights on investment, productivity and
economic growth by using OLS and TSLS estimation

Economists rarely paid attention to the economic aspects of
human rights. One point of view in the literature argues
that assigning too many political or civil rights to
individuals may worsen the economy while another
viewpoint disputes enhancing effect of human rights on
economic growth and welfare (see for instance Blume and
Voigt 2007). To my best knowledge there are three
empirical studies, which I came across, in the literature
addressing to the association between human rights and an

methods. They identified that human rights have a
statistically significant positive effect on investment, while
there is no significant relationship between human rights
and productivity and economic growth.

In another study covering the period 1965-2010 for 138
countries, the impact of human rights on economic growth
is modeled and estimated by using limited information
maximum likelihood (IV-LIML) and (OLS) estimation

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methods in the study of Cole (2016). Cole’s study analyzes
the influence of human rights, which are represented by
bodily integrity rights and civil liberties, on economic
growth and the study concludes that countries with higher
levels of bodily integrity rights experienced increases in
their economic growth rates over the period analyzed but
not for civil liberties.

On the other hand the third study conducted by Cole (2017)
looks at the issue from reverse perspective where the
impact of economic growth on fundamental human rights
was investigated. In this study, an unbalanced panel data
set for 149 countries is compiled for the years 1960-2010
and estimated with dynamic random effects and two-way
fixed effects methods. The results of the estimation of the
random effects model suggest that economic growth has no
statistically significant effect on human rights, while the
results of the estimation of the two-way fixed effects model
suggest that economic growth has a moderately positive
effect on human rights.

A brief review of the literature reveals that there are plenty
of empirical studies on the determinants of economic
growth as well as human rights. Recent studies have
examined the impact of financial development on
economic growth (see for instance, Sharma and Sharma,
2019; Guru and Yadav, 2019; De la Cruz, 2020; An et al.,
2021; Oroud et al., 2023). The studies implemented by
Piatek et al. (2013); Emini (2021); and Gouider et al.
(2022) addressed to the relationship between economic
freedom and economic growth. Moreover the question of
how budget deficits affect economic growth was answered
in different studies (see for example, Lau and Yip, 2019;
Nazari and Imanian, 2019; Galodikwe and Mah, 2023).
The relationship between Foreign Direct Investment (FDI)
and growth is also an oftenly examined research topic. For
example, Li and Liu, (2005); Herzer, (2012); Ali et al.,
(2018); Bilas, (2020); Quiroga et al., (2022); and
Desmintarl et al., (2023) contributed to the literature on
this issue. Another relationship empirically taken into
consideration is between the macroeconomic variables of
inflation and economic growth. Abbott and Vita, (2011);
Eggoh and Khan, (2014); Baharumshah et al., (2016);
Atigala et al., (2022); and Desmintarl et al., (2023) in their
studies analyzed the effect of inflation on economic
growth.

This study attempts to examine the impact of human rights
on economic growth in developing countries by using
unbalanced panel data for the period of 1961-2017. The
estimation results disclose that improvements in human
rights positively affect economic growth. The remaining
part of the study proceeds as follows: the second part
explains data and methodology utilized in the analyses; the
third part provides and discusses estimation findings; and
the last part concludes.

2. Data and Methodology

In this study | examine the impact of human rights on
economic growth in developing countries by utilizing
unbalanced panel data covering the years between 1961
and 2017. Countries with higher human right scores may
experience higher economic growth by attracting more
foreign direct investment and accumulating more human
capital. Therefore | hypothesize that improvement in
human right protection score increases economic growth in
an economy.

For empirical analysis, | constructed and estimated
following univariate and multivariate fixed effect models;

In above equations, it subscript stands for the i-th country’s
observation value at time t for the relevant variable. foi
represents country specific factors not considered
obviously in the regression model, which can differ only
across countries but not within a particular country or

across time. &; notation is a time invariant stochastic term
representing the country specific factors not regarded
explicitly in the regression model. U;, notation shows error

term of the regression model. Meantime logarithmic values
of all variables were utilized in all analyses; hence, each
model given in above equations is full-logarithmic model.

The dependent variable of the study is economic growth.
Two different economic growth indicators were employed

INVEST variable represents physical capital investment
level, EDUCEXP variable stands for education investment,
which is crucial for human capital accumulation, OPEN
variable shows degree of openness, INFLAT variable is
inflation and reflects economic and political instability in
an economy. Openness, education investment, and physical
capital investment are expected to have a positive impact
on economic growth, while inflation is expected to have a
negative effect on economic growth. An increase in the
level of physical capital investment is anticipated to

increase economic growth by increasing production
capacity, openness is expected to increase economic
growth by augmenting production level via foreign trade
and education investment is anticipated to have a positive
impact on economic growth by rising the quality and
accumulation of human capital, which is the basic input of
production. On the other hand inflation as an indicator of
economic and political instability is expected to affect
economic growth negatively.
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3. Estimation Results

Firstly 1 conducted four different panel unit root tests (i.e.,
Levin, Lin & Chu (LLC) test, Im, Pesaran and Shin (IPS)
test, ADF-Fisher (ADFF) test, PP-Fisher (PPF) test) to see
if the variables are stationary and the test results are shown
in Table 3. As seen from the test findings, the null
hypotheses of four panel unit root test are rejected at levels

for each variable; thus, each variable are stationary at level
(i.e., 1(0)). Having the stationarity of all variables at their
original values hints that the all variables can be used at
levels in the analyses and the estimated models will not be
encountered with spurious regression problem.

The univariate and multivariate estimation results for two
distinct economic growth indicators (i.e., GROWTH1 and
GROWTH2 models in Equation 1A&B-5A&B) are given

In Table 4, HUMRIGHT variable possesses positive statistically significant in all four models at %1

coefficient estimation and is statistically significant across
all five models at least at %5 significance level; INVEST
variable has positive coefficient estimation and is

significance level;, EDUCEXP variable possesses positive
coefficient estimation and is statistically significant across
all three models at least at %5 significance level; OPEN
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variable gets positive coefficient estimation and is
statistically significant in all two models at least at %10
significance level; and INFLAT variable takes negative
coefficient estimation and is statistically significant at %1
significance level.

According to the estimation findings of Equation 5A; one
percent increase in human right protection score leads to a
jump in economic growth by %0.0726, one percent rise in

physical capital investment causes to an increase in
economic growth by 9%0.0833, one percent jump in
education investment induces to a rise in economic growth
by %0.0920, one percent increase in openness leads to a
jump in economic growth by %0.0184, and one percent
rise in inflation causes to a decrease in economic growth by
90.0224. Each one of the five estimated models in Table 4
is statistically significant based on F-statistics of F-tests.

In Table 5, HUMRIGHT variable possesses statistically
significant positive effect on economic growth in all five
models at least at %5 significance level; INVEST variable
has statistically significant positive effect on economic
growth across all four models at %1 significance level,
EDUCEXP variable possesses statistically significant
positive influence on economic growth in all three models
at %1 significance level; OPEN variable has statistically
significant positive effect on economic growth in all two
models at least at %10 significance level; and INFLAT
variable possesses statistically significant negative impact
on economic growth at %1 significance level.

As can be deduced from the estimation results of Equation
5B; one percent improvement in human right protection
score causes to an increase in economic growth by
%0.0780, one percent jump in physical capital investment
induces to an increase in economic growth by %0.0820,
one percent increase in education investment leads to a
jump in economic growth by %0.0992, one percent rise in
openness causes to a rise in economic growth by %0.0191,
and one percent increase in inflation leads to a drop in
economic growth by %0.0233. According to the F-test
findings, each one of the five models in Table 5 is
statistically significant.

As a result, in parallel to prior expectations, positive
statistically significant influence on economic growth was

identified for the variables of human right protection,
physical capital investment, education investment,
openness whereas negative statistically significant effect on
economic growth was identified for the variable of
inflation. Regarding to the magnitude of each variable
influence on economic growth; education investment is in
the first rank, physical capital investment is in the second
rank, human right protection is in the third rank, inflation is
in the fourth rank, and openness is in the fifth rank.

4. Conclusion

In this study | investigate the association between human
rights and economic growth by employing two measures of
economic growth. The analyses are conducted for
developing countries and the data used in the analyses are
unbalanced running from 1961-2017. The hypothesis of the
study claims that improvement in human right protection
score enhances economic growth in an economy. The
reasoning behind of this claim is that countries with higher
human right scores may realize higher economic growth by
attracting more foreign direct investment and accumulating
more human capital. Firstly panel unit root tests were
implemented to find out if the variables are stationary and
the test results indicated that each variable are stationary at
level. Therefore | used each variable at levels in the
analyses without spurious regression problem.
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According to the estimation findings, in line with prior
expectations, positive statistically significant impact on
economic growth was obtained for the variables of human
right protection, physical capital investment, education
investment, openness while negative  statistically
significant impact on economic growth was obtained for
the variable of inflation. In regard to the magnitude of each
variable effect on economic growth; education investment
is in the first rank, physical capital investment is in the
second rank, human right protection is in the third rank,
inflation is in the fourth rank, and openness is in the fifth
rank.

In sum, countries aiming to realize higher economic
growth, besides the other determinants of economic
growth, must pay attention to human right protection and
implement policies that prioritizing human right protection.
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This study aimed to measure the impact of natural resource returns on the economic growth in Qatar, in an
attempt to find out whether the resource curse is valid in this country which is abundant in natural resources,
especially oil and gas. For this purpose, ARDL model and the time series for the period (1985-2017) were
used. The experimental results of the study showed a co-integration relationship between the returns of natural
resources and the economic growth in Qatar.

Throughout the ages, natural resources have played a
fundamental role in creat-ing prosperity in a number of
countries that we now describe as developed. However, in
the past few decades, there have been relatively few
examples of the countries that are rich in natural resources.
Norway and Botswana are mentioned as examples of the
countries that have been able to use their resources in an
effective manner. However, despite their resources, most
resource-rich countries experienced a relatively low
(negative) growth. This negative pattern of growth of

concept that clarifies the contradiction between the in-crease
in natural resources (non-renewable ones such as oil and
gas) that leads to less economic growth and the emergence
of negative results for development and vice versa. The idea
that natural resources may be a curse rather than a blessing
has begun to emerge in the debates that had taken place in
1950s and 1960s on the economic problems of low and
middle income countries (Venables, 2016). This term was
used for the first time by the economist Richard Auty in
1993 in his book entitled: Sustaining development in
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mineral economies: the resource curse thesis. He described
how the rich-natural re-source countries of low-income have
failed to use that wealth to boost the growth of their
economies compared to those countries of high-income
which do not have those resources and achieve high growth
rates (Sachs and Warner, 1995).

In spite of the positive role that natural resource revenues
play in the economies of rich countries through their
contribution to capital formation, GDP, financing the public
budget, and raising the volume of total exports, these
revenues have significant and serious negative
repercussions, which may lead to deepening the economic
struc-tural imbalance of these countries and leading it
towards more dependence on those resources on the one
hand, and raising unemployment rates on the other hand,
through exposing the economy to these countries to the
Dutch disease theory, which is considered by researchers
and scholars as a theory explaining the curse of natural
resources. It is a concept that clarifies the apparent
relationship between the increase in the discoveries of
natural resources and the decrease in production in the
industrial sector. The concept was given to the Dutch in
1977 when it is referred to by the British Magazine the
Economist. It refers to the serious structural problems faced
by the Dutch economy as a result of the great boom in oil
revenues after the discovery of oil and gas in the North Sea
(Corden, 1984).

Several experimental and theoretical studies dealt with the
relationship between the abundance of natural resources on
the one hand, and the achievement of economic growth on
the other hand. Most studies have concluded that the
abundance of natural resources leads to a slowdown in
economic growth rates in countries rich in these re-sources.
Among the studies that dealt with this relationship, the study
carried out by the two economists Sachs and Warner in 1995
related to a number of countries rich in natural resources for
the time period 1971-1989, which is one of the first and most
im-portant applied studies in this field. In addition, the study
of Auty (1993), Gelb and Associates (1988) and Gylfason
and Zoega (2006) mentioned studies concluded that the
abundance of natural resources leads to a slowdown in the
economic growth rates in the countries rich in these
resources. Aali (2012) study which examined the Dutch
disease viability for 124 dif-ferent countries, using the
analysis of panel data during the period 1990-2010. For this
purpose, the researcher created 6 different models using the
following variables: per capita from gross domestic product,
share of fixed capital formation in gross domestic product,
human development index, share of natural resource exports
from gross do-mestic product, real effective exchange rate
index, and labor force variable. The results of the created
and tested models in the study showed that there is no
evidence of the validity of the Dutch disease in the studied
countries for the covered period. Also, Yiiriik (2008) study
which examined the phenomenon of Resource Curse in
Russia through the mechanism of the Dutch disease. In the
light of the reached findings, the researcher found that the

Russian economy has the symptoms of the Dutch disease.
Anisa and Mustaf (2014) studies aimed to clarify the impact
of oil use and its revenues on the economic growth in
Algeria. The researcher concluded that the increasing rate of
oil use and its revenues has a negative impact by limiting the
growth of strategic sectors. The researcher added that the
wealth resulted from the Oil revenue is only ostensibly
represented in the growth of macroeconomic indicators, and
therefore Algeria is suffering from the resource curse. In
contrast, Mehar at al. (2018) study which examined the
relationship between the natural resource revenues and
economic growth for the case of Paki-stan and India during
the period 1970-2017. The study used the Co-integration
method to study the long-term relationship between the
variables of the study.

The study concluded that total natural resources have a
positive and important impact on the economic growth in
Pakistan and India. The study, also, concluded that there is
a co-integration relationship between the study variables in
the both countries. On the other hand, the study of Sanlisoy
and Ekinci (2019) which examined the validity of the
symptoms of Dutch disease in the Azerbaijani economy for
the time period (2001Q1-2018Q2), using two variables
(prices of crude oil and real GDP). The study concluded that
there is no evidence of the validity of Dutch disease in the
Azerbaijani economy during the studied period. Hamdi and
Shia (2013) study aimed to examine the dynamic
relationship between oil revenues and both the government
spending and eco-nomic growth in Bahrain during the
period 1960-2010, using Co-integration method. The study
concluded that oil revenues represent the main source of the
economic growth and it is the main channel through which
the government spending is funded.

The study of Ahmad and Masan (2015) which examined the
short-term and long-term relationships between real oil
revenues and both real government spending and real GDP
in Oman, using Co-integration method. The study found that
government spending is the main source of the economic
growth in the short-term and long-term. In addition, the
study found a co-integration relationship between the three
studied variables. In his research, Tsani (2013), examined
the relationship between governance, resource financing and
institutional factors by applying it to several countries rich
in natural resources. The results of the study showed that
there is a positive significant relationship between financing
natural resources and institutional factors, as inde-pendent
variables, and governance, as a dependent variable. The
results also showed that financing natural resources can
explain what is known as the “"phenomenon of Resource
Curse".

Model

2. Methodology, Data

Specification

Sources,

This study uses the empirical method in studying and
analyzing the relationship between economic growth, as a
dependent variable, and fixed capital formation, natu-ral
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resources rents and exports, as independent variables,
through the use of time se-ries analysis methods represented
in the co-integration method ARDL. The study data for the
model was approved on an annual basis for the period (1985-
2017), and this da-ta were taken from the base of the World
Bank and the Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(SESRIC). The data and symbols used in the analysis of the
model to be estimated showed in tablel.

3.1. Descriptive Statistics

The results of the descriptive analysis presented in Table 2
show that the total rents of natural resources are highly
volatile compared to the formation of fixed capital, exports
and economic growth. Jarque-Bera estimates confirm the
natural state of the variables (economic growth, total returns
of natural resources, exports, and fixed capital formation).
The correlation matrix analysis indicates that there is a
negative correlation between the total returns of natural
resource and economic growth. The relationship between
exports and economic growth is positive. The relationship
between capital formation and economic growth is also
positive.

3.2. Unit Root Tests

Most time series of economic variables are characterized by
non-stationary because they contain the unit root. The
presence of the unit root in any time series results in an
average independence and variance from time to time. In
empirical models, when a regression relationship is made to
time series that actually contain the unit root, it results in a
spurious regression between them and problems in
econometric analysis (Narayan et al., 2008). Therefore, the
co-integration test requires that the time series of the
variables to be stationary of the same order. To find out the
order of integration, the Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test is used
according to the following models:

Where A refers to the first difference and y; refers to the
variable of which time series stationary to be examined
(GDP logarithm ). For analyzing the time series stationary,
the hypotheses were put in the unit root tests, ADF and PP,
as follows:

From Table 3, in the light of the results of the two tests, it is
clear that all study variables (LhnRGDP, LnEXP, LnK,
LNTNRR) are non-stationary in level, that is, their
coefficients have a unit root. We cannot reject the null
hypothesis that says the time series has a unit root, which
means that it is non-stationary at the level [1(0)]. After
studying time series using the first differences method, it
was found that all the vari-ables are stationary at the first
difference because the probability value is less than the
significance levels % 1 or 5%, so we reject the null
hypothesis and accept the alternati-ve hypothesis that the
variables are stationary at the first difference. This means
that they are stationary of the order [1(1)].

Figure 1 shows that all the variables (economic growth,
exports, fixed capital, total returns to natural resources)
studied in the model are stationary of the same order (1(1)).
Since the variables are stationary in the first differences and
the sample size is small, we can examine the co-integration
relationships between the variables by using ARDL model
in the next section.

3.3. ARDL Bounds Testing Approach to Co-
integration

The ARDL method based on the UECM model and the
ARDL Bound Testing Ap-proach proposed by Pesaran et al.
(2001) is the most appropriate model for examining the
existence of a co-integration relationship between the model
variables in the long term. The only condition for applying
this test is that the order of integration of any of the variables
is not J(1(2)[which had already confirmed in our study, as
the variables under study are stationary at the level J(1(2)[.
ARDL Method can be also applied if the sample size is
small, which is the opposite of most classical co-integration
models that require a large sample size for the results to be
more efficient.

Co-integration is tested according to the UECM model as
follows:

In order to test the existence of the co-integration between
variables in the model, the hypotheses are formulated as
follows:

The bounds testing is based on the F-statistics, and the
decision is as follows: If the value of F-stat is greater than
the upper bound of the critical values, we reject the null
hypothesis (HO) that there is no co-integration relationship
and we accept the al-ternative hypothesis (H1) that there is
a co-integration relationship between the model variables.
However, if the F-stat is less than the lower bound of critical
values, we accept the null hypothesis (HO) that there is no
co-integration relationship. If the criti-cal value of Fischer
statistic F lies between the upper and lower bound of critical
values proposed by Pesaran and al. (2001), then we cannot
decide. Before estimating the model, based on the Akaike
criterion, lag length for all the model variables should be
deter-mined. Figure 2 shows the results of the optimal lag
length, in which the optimal mod-el ARDL (1,1,1,0) is
chosen because it gives the lowest value for the Akaike
criterion.

After determining the optimal lag, the F test is used to
investigate whether there is a co-integration relationship
between the model variables. Table 4 shows the results of
the bound testing for Co-integration.

Table 4 shows that F-stat is greater than the upper bound of
the critical values at dif-ferent significant levels (1%, 5%,
10%), and therefore we reject the null hypothesis (HO) that
there is no long-term equilibrium relationship and accept the
alternative hypothe-sis (H1) That there is a long-term
relationship between the study variables.

Table 4 shows that F-stat is greater than the upper bound of
the critical values at dif-ferent significant levels (1%, 5%,
10%), and therefore we reject the null hypothesis (HO) that
there is no long-term equilibrium relationship and accept the
alternative hypothe-sis (H1) That there is a long-term
relationship between the study variables.

3.4. Long Run Relationship

The ARDL model that will be used in analyzing the long-
term relationship between variables is constructed as
follows:

Table 5 shows the results of long-term coefficients. There is
a positive relationship with statistically significance 5%
between exports and economic growth (RGDP). The results
showed that an increase in exports of 1 percent leads to a
0.30 percent increase in economic growth RGDP. Fixed
capital formation has a positive effect on economic growth
(RGDP) in the long run. The results showed that the increase
in fixed capital formation by 1 percent leads to a rise in
economic growth (RGDP) by 0.28 percent. The returns of

natural resources have a negative impact on economic
growth (RGDP), and these results are consistent with the
resource curse view, which states that the abun-dance of
natural resources leads to low economic growth in the long
run. The results showed that the increase in the returns of
natural resources by 1 percent leads to a de-crease in the
economic growth (RGDP) product by 0.30 percent.

3.5. Short Run Relationship

After obtaining the long-term relationship according to
ARDL model, the ECM model, representing the short-term
dynamics (short-term relationship) between the inde-
pendent and dependent variables, is estimated according to
the following formula:

The results in table 6 reflect the short-term relationships.
The exports have a direct re-lationship with the gross
domestic product, and they are statistically significant in the
short term. The increase in exports by 1% in the short term
leads to an increase in eco-nomic growth (RGDP) by 0.18%.
Also, the fixed capital formation has a positive rela-tionship
with the gross domestic product in the short-run but not
statistically signifi-cant. In the short term, the negative
indication and the statistical significance of the error
correction coefficient (-0.42) in the above table indicate that
the error correction mechanism works and indicates a long-
term balance relationship between the model variables. In
addition, the Error Correction model ECM (-1) refers to the
speed of ad-justment from short term disequilibrium to long
term equilibrium. The coefficient of the ECM (-1) or the
speed of adjustment to equilibrium for the ARDL estimate
is -0.42, indicating that the deviation of variables from the
short to the long term equilibrium is significantly adjusted
and corrected by 0.42 % annually for Qatar.

After we have evaluated the model and proven the
co-integration relationship be-tween the variables, and to
ensure the quality of the estimated model and its absence
from econometric problems, we will apply some diagnostic
tests. Through Table 7 the results of the diagnostic tests
indicate that the model. It also passes all the diagnostic tests
against serial correlation, heteroscedasticity, and normality
of errors. The Ramsey RESET test also suggests that the
model is well specified. The ARCH statistics also in-dicates
that the null hypothesis that the variance of the random error
limit is fixed in the estimated model has not been rejected.
Once the Error Correction Model given by equation (6) has
been estimated, the cumulative sum of recursive residuals
CUSUM and the CUSUM of square are applied to assess the
parameter stability (Pesaran and Pesaran, 1997). Graphs 2
and 3 plot the results for (CUSUM) and (CUSUMSQ) tests.
The findings indicate the absence of any instability of the
coefficients because the plot of the (CUSUM) and
(CUSUMSQ) statistic fall inside the critical bands of the 5%
confidence interval of pa-rameter stability.

4. Conclusions

The main objective of this study is to examine the effect of
both exports and natural resources revenues on economic
growth in Qatar during the time period (1985-2017) using
the bound testing approach (ARDL). A number of
conclusions have been reached in this study: the time series
stationary test for the variables that frame the research was
applied using the unit root tests augmented Dickey—Fuller
and Philips - Perron (PP, ADF), and it was found that the
variables (LnRGDP, LnEXP, LnK, LnT-NRR) are
stationary at the first difference 1(1), and there are no
integrated variables of the order 1(1). Thus, the co-
integration method can be applied using the ARDL model.
The results showed that there is a long-term equilibrium
relationship (co-integration) among the research variables.
There is a statistically significant relationship between the
gross domestic product and both exports and the fixed
capital formation, and a negative relationship with statistical
significance between the returns of natural re-sources and
economic growth (RGDP) in the long term, which may
indicate the expo-sure of the Qatari economy to the
phenomenon of "the resources curse”. The results of the
short-term relationship showed a positive and significant
effect of exports on the gross domestic product, while this
significant effect between the accumulation of cap-ital and
gross domestic product in the Qatari economy is absent.

8,24’¢ diistiigii belirlenmistir. Ayrica toplulasgtirma 6ncesinde isletmelerin 32’inde sulama aginin mevcut
oldugu ancak toplulastirma sonrasinda suyun sebeke diizeyinde dagitiminin heniiz tamamlanmadigi
anlagilmigtir. Yapilan ¢alismada, ¢iftcilerin bilgilendirme toplantisina %66 oraninda katilimin olmasina karsin
%90’ninin toplulagtirma i¢in muvafakat vermedikleri saptanmistir. Faktor analizi sonucunda giftgilerin arazi
toplulastirma ile ilgili yargilari bes baglik altinda toplanmis olup bunlar “bilgilendirme”, “ekonomik
memnuniyet”, “yapisal memnuniyet”, “toplumsal degisiklikler” ve “tarnmsal memnuniyet” baghklaridir.

ABSTRACT

Land consolidation is defined as the arrangement of water and road networks in these fields by combining
fragmented and scattered parcels, that is, fields. It is also necessary to carry out adequate social and cultural
studies. However, consolidation is not at the desired level in Turkey. In the study, it is aimed to examine the
ongoing land consolidation process in the Yoriik village of Tekirdag Province Malkara district, the thoughts
before and after the consolidation, the effective factors in adopting the consolidation and the problems arising
from the consolidation. The information before and after parcellation, road and irrigation connections, relations
between production resources, where producers' perspectives on land consolidation were also evaluated. The
data used in this study were obtained from the survey data made with 50 enterprises from the Yoriik village of
Tekirdag Province Malkara district, and the data obtained from the relevant institutions. Consequently, it was
determined that the average number of parcels decreased from 10.14 to 8.24 after land consolidation. In
addition, it was understood that 32 of the enterprises had irrigation networks before consolidation, but the
distribution of water at network level after consolidation has not been completed yet. In the study, it was
determined that although 66% of the people attended the information meeting, As a result of the factor analysis,
farmers' judgments about land consolidation are grouped under five headings: “information”, "economic
satisfaction", "structural satisfaction", "social changes" and "agricultural satisfaction". 90% did not give their
consent. It can be thought that this situation could be affected by the fact that most of the information is made
by friends, neighbors and demarch. For this reason, it was observed that to provide better and long-term training
and information to the authorized institutions in land consolidation is necessary.

Diinyanin yaslanmasi ile beraber iklim degisikligi, artan
diinya niifusu ve buna bagli olarak tarim alanlarinin
azalmasi bugiin diinyadaki en 6nemli sorunlardir. Ozellikle
gida talebinin karsilanabilmesi i¢in mevcut olan kaynaklarin
daha etkin bir gekilde degerlendirilmesi iizerinde
durulmaktadir. Bu kapsamda tarimsal alanlar1 genis olan
bolgelerdeki arazi toplulagtirilmasinin daha iyi ve dikkatli
yapilmasi gerekmektedir.

Tiirkiye’de ise Ozellikle iretim alanlarimin
kendine yeterli olabilmesi, ekonomik anlamda giiglenme ve
tiretkenligin artirilmasi i¢in toplulagtirmaya yonelinmistir.

Toplulagtirma, Tiirkiye’de tarimsal kalkinma siirecinde
onemli rol oynamaktadir. Arazilerin dengesiz dagiliminin
neticesinde tarimsal iiretimde israfin Oniline gecilmesi ve
ulusal ekonomiye katkida bulunulmasma c¢alisilmaktadir
(Tasdemir, 2001). Bu konuda 6zellikle miras hukukundaki
degisiklikler yapilmasi, pargalanmis isletmelerin yeniden
birlestirilmesi, arazi toplulagtirma islemlerine hiz verilmesi
oncelikli olarak saglanmaya g¢alhisilmistir (Ozkan, 1999).
Ayrica tarmmsal {retimin arttirilmasit amaciyla kiigiik
parsellerin, geometrik sekilleri bozulmus arazilerin ve
dagilmis paylarin  bir araya getirilmesiyle tarim
isletmeciliginin yeniden sekillenmesi ve diizenlenmesine
calistimustir (Cay ve Iscan, 2002).

Tiirkiye bulundugu cografi konuma bagli olarak tarimsal
iiretimin yapilabilirligi oldukga yiiksek olan bir iilkedir. Bu
nedenle giftcilikle ugrasan ve toprakla calisan kdylerde
toplulastirmanin diizenli ve iyi yapilmasi1 onemlidir. Ayrica,
kirsal kesimlerde toplumsal gelisimin saglanmasina yonelik

olarak  sosyoekonomik sorunlarin varliginin ortaya
konulmasi da gereklidir. Cevik ve Tekinel (1988)
caligmalarinda sulanan parsellerin sekilsiz ve kiiciik
olmasinin sulama oraninda azalmaya neden oldugu

bildirilmig; bu sorunlarin ¢6ziimlenmesi ig¢in arazi
toplulastirmasinin zorunlu hale getirilmesi gerektigi de
belirtilmistir. Baz1 arastirmacilar, Tiirkiye’de toplulastirma
uygulamalarindaki sorunlari ortaya koymus ve ¢dziim
onerilerini belirtmiglerdir (Verkoren, 1964; Giines, 1965;
Sonmez, 1966; Aksdz, 1969). Verkoren (1964) yaptigi

calismada, toplulagtirmanin ciftgilerin hayat standartlarini
ylikseltebilecegi ve basarili bir kaynak oldugu belirtilmistir.
Ancak boyle bir bagarmin yaninda teknik sorunlarin da
olabilecegi ve toplulastirilacak bdlgenin sosyoekonomik
yapisinin  degerlendirilmesinin yararli olacagi kanisina
vartlmistir. Bununla birlikte, Giines’in (1965) yaptig
Konya-Cumra-Karkin  boélgesinde toplulagtirma  proje
calismasinda ¢iftcilerin yliksek verim elde ettigi ve
bolgedeki diger cifteilerinde toplulastirmay: talep ettigi
bildirilmigtir. Ancak bdlgeye yakin olan Antalya-Aksu
projesinde ise giftcilerin isletmelerinin yonetiminin devlet
denetimde yapilacag: diisiincesinden dolay1 kars1 ¢iktiklari
belirtilmistir. Toplulastirmanin hukuki, teknik, sosyal ve
mali  sorunlarinin  incelendigi  Sénmez’in  (1966)
calismasinda ise toplulastirma uygulamasma karsi olan
tepkilerin ve sosyal yoniin 6nemli oldugu sonuca varilmistir.
Diger bir aragtirmada ise toplulagtirmada iiretim ve verimin
arttirllmasinin ve isgiligin azaltilmasi {izerine ¢alisilmistir
Calisma Sonucunda ise toplulastirmanin sosyal, teknik ve
kiltiirel olarak da ele alinmasi gerekliligi bildirilmigtir
(Aksdz 1969). Isletmelere ait parsel sayilarinin verim
acisindan 6nemi biiyiiktiir. Bu nedenle isletme verimlerinin
pargalanmadan oldukca etkilendigi ve toplulastirmaya
ihtiyac oldugu belirtilmistir (Cordes, 1970; Dinger, 1971).

Toprak toplulastirmasi projelendirmesinde ve yapilan
calismalarda topragin yapisi, sulama kosullart ve uygun
teknigin  saglanmasmin  lizerine de  arastirmalar
bulunmaktadir (Takka 1993; Erkan ve Ataman, 1995a;
Erkan ve Ataman, 1995b). Takka (1993), calismasinda,
toplulastirmanin tarimsal yap1 iizerinde olumlu etkilerinin
saglanmasi igin kiiclik parsellerin birlestirilmesi, olusan
biiyiik parsellerde makinali tarimin daha kolay yapilabilmesi
ve bu sayede giderlerin azalabilecegini belirtmistir. Erkan ve
Ataman (1995a) ise Giineydogu Anadolu Projesi (GAP)
kapsaminda 6zellikle Sanlmurfa ve Harran ovasinda kirsal
alanlarda diizenlemelerin gerekli oldugu, yapilabilirligi ve
faydalar1 iizerinde durmustur. Ayrica, yapilan diger
aragtirmada ise sulama {izerine yapilan projelerin
toplulastirma projeleri ile birlikte yiiriitiilmesi gerekliliginin
oldugu da bildirilmistir (Erkan ve Ataman, 1995b).

Bu calisma ile Tekirdag Malkara Yoriik kdylinde yapilan
arazi  toplulastirma  ¢alismalarinda  toplulastirmayi
benimsemede etkili faktdrlerin ve toplulastirmadan
kaynaklanan sorunlar incelenmesi, toplulastirmanin sosyal
ve cevresel etkilerinin degerlendirilmesi ve diger bolgelerde
yapilacak olan toplulastrma c¢aligmalarinda basariy1
arttiracak etkenlerin belirlenmesi amaglanmistir. Calismada
giftcilerin arazi toplulastirma Oncesi ve sonrasindaki
disiincelerinin belirlenerek toplulastirmadan kaynaklanan
sorunlarin  ortaya konulmasi ve ¢Oziim Onerileri
gelistirilmesi amaglanmigtir. Bolgedeki ¢iftcilerin arazi
toplulagtirmas1  ¢aligmalar1  konusundaki memnuniyet
diizeylerinin  belirlenmesi amaciyla saha ¢aligmasi
yapimistir. Bu sayede bolgedeki toplulagtirmaya ait
eksiklikler belirlenecek ve memnuniyet diizeyinin olumlu
yonde diizenlenmesi ve arttirilmas1 hedeflenmistir.
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2. MATERYAL VE YONTEM

2.1. Materyal

Calisma, Trakya bolgesinde bulunan Tekirdag ili Malkara
flgesine ait Yoriik koyiinde yiiriitiilmiistiir. Bolgede c¢ok
sayida kdyde toplulastirma faaliyetleri devam etmekte olup
sonuca yaklasan az sayidaki kdy i¢inden bolgeyi temsil etme
yetenegi yiiksek olan Yoriik koyii arastirma sahasi olarak
belirlenmistir. Arastirma materyalini Tekirdag ili Malkara
flgesi Yériik Koyiindeki toplulastirma projesi sonrasinda
yorede yapilan anket g¢alismalar1 sonucunda elde edilen
veriler olusturmaktadir. Arastirma materyalini  Yoriik
koyiinde parsellere malik olan hane sahipleri (¢iftgiler) ile
toplulastirma ile ilgili memnuniyet diizeylerini 6l¢gmek tizere
yapilan anketlerden elde edilen veriler olugturmaktadir.

2.2. Yontem

Aragtirma kapsaminda elde edilen veriler hazirlanan indeks
ve ylizdeler sekline doniistiiriilerek arastirmanin amacina
uygun sonuglara varilmasmi saglayacak degiskenlere
doniistirilmuistiir.  Anket formunda  sosyo-ekonomik
ozellikleri belirlemeye iliskin sorular (arazi varligi gibi),
gift¢ilerin aliskanliklarina iliskin sorular, arazi sahiplerinin
arazi toplulagtirmasma bakiglarin1 belirlemeye yonelik
sorular yer almistir.

Calismada giftcilerin arazi toplulastirma faaliyetleri ile ilgili
memnuniyet, islemin faydasi ve bilgi diizeyi gibi kriterler
hakkindaki yargilarinin 6lgiilmesi igin faktoér analizinden
yararlanilmigtir. Bu amagla ¢iftgilere 18 yargidan olusan
besli likert 6lgege sahip sorular yoneltilmistir. Faktor analizi
giivenirligi ise Cronbach alfa istatistigine gore
hesaplanmustir (0,918). Orneklem biiyiikliigiiniin faktor
analizi i¢in uygunlugu Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin (KMO)
orneklem yeterliligi 6l¢iitii ile degerlendirilmistir.

Cronbach Alfa Katsayist yonteminde Alfa katsayisi 6l¢ekte
yer alan k sorunun varyanslari toplaminin genel varyansa
oranlanmasi ile bulunan bir agirlikli standart degisim
ortalamasidir ve 0 ile 1 arasinda degisim gosterir. Cronbach
alfa katsayisinin bulunabilecegi araliklar ve buna bagl
olarak da olgegin giivenirlik durumu asagida verilmistir
(Cronbach 1951; Kalayc1 2010):

0,00 <a<0,40 ise dlgek giivenilir degildir.

0,40 <0 <0,60 ise dlgek diisiik giivenilirliktedir.

0,60 <0 <0,80 ise dlgek oldukea giivenilirdir.

bir 6lgektir.

Faktor analizinde, gozlenen fazla sayida degisken, daha az
sayida faktor ile agiklanmaya calisilir. Bu nedenle oncelikle
degiskenler aras1 korelasyonlar géz oniinde bulundurulur.
Faktor analizi p degiskenli bir olayda birbiri ile ilgili

degiskenleri bir araya getirerek, daha az sayida yeni (ortak)
iliskisiz degisken bulmay1 amaglar (Tatlidil, 2002).

3. BULGULAR

Anket yapilan bireylerin %80°i erkek ve %20’si kadinlardan
olusmaktadir. Bireylere ait egitim diizeyleri incelendiginde
%36’smin ilkokul, %16’smin ortaokul, %38’inin lise ve
%10’unun tniversite mezunu olarak belirlenmistir (Tablo
1).

Arastrmaya konu Malkara Yorik koyilinde, isletme
sahipleri arazi tabakasi parsel biiyiiklikleri sirasiyla 100
dekardan az parsel oran1 %50, 100-500 da aras1 %38 ve 500
dekardan biiyiik parsel oraninin ise %12 oldugu
belirlenmistir (Tablo 1). Calisma sahasinda tarimsal iriin
deseni incelendiginde 41 ¢iftcinin sadece aygicegi ve
bugday iirettigi, diger cifteilerin ise aygicegi ve bugdaya ek
olarak arpa, kanola, misir, yonca gibi farkli 3 ya da 4 {irlin
iirettikleri saptanmustir.

Sulu ve kuru parsel sayilarinda da toplulastirma
sonras1 (sulu parsel: 2,70 ve kuru parsel: 5.54) degerleri
toplulastirma oncesi (sulu parsel: 3,38 ve kuru parsel: 6,76
degerlerinde de anlamli bir bir fark oldugu belirlenmigtir
(p<0.0001).

Toplam arazi degisimi toplulastirma oncesinde 285,56 da
iken toplulastirma sonrasinda 174,79 dekara diismiistiir
(p<0,0001). Bununla beraber, yapilan ¢alismada arazi kayip
tabakas1 degerlendirildiginde ise; 5 dekardan az arazi
kaybeden 23 (%46), 5-10 da arazi kaybeden 22 (%44), ve 10
dekardan fazla arazi kaybeden ise 5 (%10) isletme
bulundugu belirlenmistir.

Calismada anket sonuglarina gore, toplulagtirma Oncesi
parsellerde yol baglantisinin %68 oraninda tiimiinde oldugu,
%30 oraninda bazilarinda oldugu ve %2 oraninda ise
hicbirinde olmadigi  sonuglarmma  tespit  edilmistir.
Toplulastirma sonrasinda ise bu yol baglantilarinin
parseldeki iiretim gesitliligine %96 oraninda etkilemedigi
belirlenmistir.

Ankete verilen en
onemli cevaplardan biri ise arazi toplulastirmast ile ilgili
herhangi bir tarimsal tesvik programi yapilip yapilmadigt
sorusuna %100 hayir cevabmim verilmesidir. Calismada
arazi toplulastirmast sonrast memnuniyet sonuglari
degerlendirildiginde, %066 oraninda fikirlerin kesinlikle
olumsuz oldugu ve arazi toplulastirmasi faaliyetlerinden
%58 oraninda kesinlikle memnun olunmadig1 saptanmustir.

Calismada elde edilen besli likert 6lgegi sonuglar1 Tablo 3°te
verilmistir. Calisma sonuglarina gore ¢iftcilerin %52’si arazi
toplulastirmasi hakkinda yeterli bilgilendirilme
yapilmadigin1 ifade etmistir. Buna bagh olarak arazi
toplulastirmas1 sonrasinda fikirlerin %66 oraninda olumlu
olmadig1 goriilmiistiir.

Tekirdag arazi toplulagtirmasinin uygulandigr 6nemli
illerden biridir. Malkara Yoriikk koylinde yapilan arazi
toplulastirmast ile ilgili yapilan bu aragtirmada, kaynaklarin
etkin kullamimi ve ¢ift¢i gelirinde degisim olup olmadig:
konusundaki sonuglara toplulagtirma faaliyetinin etkilerinin
heniiz ortaya ¢ikmamast nedeniyle ulasilamamigtir.
Calismada ¢iftgilerin toplulastirma ile ilgili goriis ve

memnuniyet durumlarinin belirlenmesi iizerinde

durulmustur.

Caligmada, Malkara Yoriik kdyiinde, isletme sahipleri arazi
tabakasi parsel biiyiikliikleri sirasiyla 100 dekardan az parsel
orant %50, 100-500 da aras1 %38 ve 500 dekardan biiyiik
parsel oraninin ise %12 oldugu belirlenmistir. Bununla
beraber, ortalama parsel sayis1 10,14 iken toplulastirma
sonrasinda parsel sayist 8,24’e diistligii saptanmistir. Bu
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toplam parsel sayisinin sulu ve kuru parsel oranlarina
bakildiginda ise ortalama sulu parsel sayisinin 3,38’den
2,70’e diistligii; ortalama kuru parsel sayisinin ise 6,76’dan
5,54’e diistiigli belirlenmigtir. Gézlenen bu diisiislere bagl
olarak, toplulastirma ile beraber tarimsal alanlarin amacina
uygun bir sekilde yeniden diizenlenmesi, iyilestirmelerin
yapilmasi, toprak ve su kaynaklarinin gelistirilmesi ve
stirdiiriilebilir tarim kosullarinin olusturulmasi iyi bir plan
cercevesinde saglanmasinin gerekliligini diisiindiirmektedir.

Arazi toplulastirmasinda ilk hedef ¢ift¢i ve arazi sahiplerinin
ilgilerinin belirlenmesi ve onaylarinin alinmasidir. Yapilan
konusmalar ve toplantilarla toplulastirma konusunun
aciklanmasi onem arz etmektedir. Bu konusmalarla
toplulastirmanin amaci, 6nemi ve yararlart anlatilmalidir.
Tim bu bilgilendirme ve toplantilar neticesinde, ilgili
bolgedeki herkesin memnun edilmesi ¢ok miimkiin
olmamakla birlikte, olanaklar dahilinde toplulastirmanin
yapilmasi ile memnuniyet oranlari yiikseltilebilir. Calisma
sonuglarma gore giftcilerin  toplulastirma  ile  ilgili
katilimlarinin %66 oraninda oldugu goriilmektedir. Ancak
incelenen  isletmelerin  bolgelerdeki  toplulastirma
yapilacagimi biiyiikk c¢ogunlukla muhtardan ve sirasiyla
komsular1 ile arkadaslarindan 6grendikleri belirlenmistir.
Ayrica, arazi sahiplerinin %90’nin muvafakat vermeme
nedeninin de yetersiz bilgilendirmeden
kaynaklanabilecegini g6z oniine sermektedir. Memnuniyet
diizeyinin bu kadar diisiik olmasi, bilgilendirmelerin ilgili
kurumlar tarafindan yeterli yapilmadigindan dolay1
olabilecegini de diisiindiirmektedir. Bu nedenle egitim ve
programlarin daha da arttirilmasi ve ilgili kurumlarca takip
edilmesi gerekliligi dogmaktadir. Egitimlerde 6zellikle
toplulastirmanin gerekliligi ve faydalar1 anlatilmali, daha
once yapilmis yerlerdeki kisilerle goristiiriilmeli ve ortak
bir alan olusturulmalidir. Bu sayede giiven kazanilacagi ve
toplulastirma muvafakat oranlarmin artacagi
disiiniilmektedir.

Arazi toplulastirmasinda Oncelikle yapilan miilakatlarda
arazi bilgilerinin tam bilinmemesi, tapu ve arazi kullanim
uyusmazliklari, miras kalan tarlalarin kullanildigi igin
kisinin kendisine ait oldugu iddialari, pafta ve parsellerin
yerinin  tam  bilinmemesi gibi  6nemli  sorunlar
goriilmektedir. Bazi durumlarda ise miilakata tam
cevaplarin verilmedigi de tespit edilmistir. Calismada, anket
sonuglarima gore yaklasik %44 oraninda miilakata katilim
gosterildigi belirlenmistir. Ancak %58 gibi biiyiik bir oranda
memnun olunmadig1r saptanmistir. Bu baglamda, arazi
toplulagtirmasinin bolge halkina etkileri ve memnuniyetinin
olumsuz yonde sonuglandigi goriilmiistiir. Toprak
pargalanmasi tarimsal yapinin bozulmasinin yaninda
iiretiminde yetersizligine de sebep oldugu bir gercektir.
Arazi toplulastirmasi ile ilgili tarim alanini parsel sayisinin
azaltilmasi, sekilsel diizenin  saglanmasi, sulama
randimaninin arttirilmasi ve boylece liretimin iyilestirilmesi
saglanacagli gbéz Oniinde tutulmali ve buna gore strateji
gelistirilmesi gerekliligi diistiniilmektedir.

Tarimsal iiretimin arttirilmasina yonelik ¢aligmalarda daha
etkin olunmasi ve hizmetin gotiiriildiigi kitlenin 6grenim
diizeyinin bilinmesi 6nemlidir. Ciftcilerin bu alanda gerekli
bilgilerden faydalanmasi, teknolojileri algilamasi ve
benimseyerek uygulamasi o toplumdaki bireylerin 6grenim
diizeyi ile yakindan iliskilidir. Bununla beraber, {ireticilerin
mesleki deneyimi de tarimsal yeniliklerin benimsenmesi ve
uygulanmast agisindan olduk¢a Onemli bir faktordiir.
Calismaya katilan ciftgilerin egitim diizeylerinin ¢ok diisiik
olmamasina ragmen, arazi sahiplerine, arazi toplulastirmasi
ile ilgili daha fazla bilgilendirmelerin yapilmas: gerektigi
belirlenmistir. Ayrica, toplulastirma ile birlikte sosyal ve
kiltiirel hayatin devamliliginin saglanmasi ve yasam
kosullarinin iyilestirilmesiyle ihtiya¢ duyulan konularda
daha basarili olunacag diistiniilmektedir.

Arazi toplulagtirma ¢aligmalarimin kapsami sadece dagilmis
parsellerin bir arada toplanmasi degildir. Sosyal, kiiltiirel ve
alt yapt c¢alismalari1 yaninda yasam kosullarinin
iyilestirilmesi de Onemlidir. Bu bolgelerdeki peyzaj
planlamalarin daha iyi yapilmasmin yaninda g¢evrenin ve
ayni zamanda doga biitiinliiglinin de korunmasi
gerekmektedir. Ayrica bolgedeki kdylerde eksik olan okul,
saglik ocagi, halk egitim merkezleri ve ihtiya¢ olan ¢esitli
hizmet Dbirimleri de kurularak yasam kosullar
iyilestirilmelidir. Bu amagcla ilgili kurumlardaki proje
personellerinin de egitilmesi de gerekmektedir. Bdylece
daha fazla ve faydali bilgilendirmelerin yapilabilecegi
diigiiniilmektedir.

Faktor analizi sonucunda ¢iftcilere yoneltilen yargilarin bes
grup altinda toplandigi goriilmektedir. Bu gruplar,
bilgilendirme, ekonomik memnuniyet, yapisal memnuniyet,
toplumsal degisiklikler ve tarimsal memnuniyettir. Buna
gore ¢iftgilerin toplulagtirma siirecine katilim saglamalart ve
toplulagtirma  ile ilgili ~memnuniyet diizeylerinin
arttirilabilmesi igin belirlenen bagliklara dikkat edilmesi
gerekmektedir. Dogru ve yeterli diizeyde bilgilendirme
bunun basinda gelmektedir. Toplulastirma faaliyetlerinin
amaglar1 arasinda yer alan kaynak kullanim etkinligini
arttirmak ve iretici gelirini yiikseltmek diger bir dnemli
bagliktir.  Ciftgilerin  ekonomik agidan refah artis1
saglanabildigi taktirde toplulastirma siireglerine katilim ve
memnuniyet diizeyi yiikselecektir. Diger faktorler ise
yapisal, toplumsal degisimler ve tarimsal {iretim
memnuniyetidir.  Yapisal sorunlarin  ¢dziimlenmesine
oncelik verilen toplulagtirma faaliyetlerinin basarist da
artacaktir. Tiirkiye’de uygulanan tarim politikalar1 yapisal
sorunlarin  giderilmesinden wuzak ve kisa vadeli
politikalardir. Toplulagtirma faaliyetlerine toplumsal agidan
bakildiginda kdyde yasayan bireylerin sosyo-kiiltiirel
ihtiyaglarinin da karsilanacag: sekilde planlarin yapilmasi
gerekmektedir. Toplulastirma faaliyetleri bu tip planlar igin
bir firsat niteligindedir.
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
