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ABSTRACT

This study explores the ascendancy and dominance of the unconscious over consciousness
by focusing on two literary works by Oscar Wilde, Picture of Dorian Gray (1891) and
Salome (1891) which will be analyzed simultaneously through a Jungian lens. This
comparative analysis draws an inference between the darker aspects of human nature
through binary oppositions of gender and identifies the archetypal constituents of the human
psyche. Dorian Gray’s feminized persona, his anima, is juxtaposed against Salome’s
masculine persona animus. In The Picture of Dorian Gray, the typically concealed
component of the psyche, which is the shadow, is nurtured by Dorian’s narcissism and
manifests itself. This ultimately leads to the demise of the character, as the artificial
separation of the self from the unconscious is ultimately unsustainable. Conversely, in
Salome, the excessively indulged shadow self takes over and dominates the psyche. The
shadow archetype highlights diverse atypical qualities based on different genders and exerts
supremacy over the psyche due to its self-centered nature. The complexity and fluidity of
gender roles connected to the anima and animus, which are the contrasexual attributes in
their psychic manifestations illustrated in these characters, underscore that these traits and
behaviors are not inherently confined to a specific gender but are part of the broader human
experience.

Bu calisma, bilingdisinin biling iizerindeki istiinliigii ve egemenligini, iki edebi esere
odaklanarak Jungcu bir mercekten analiz etmektedir. Oscar Wilde’in Dorian Gray’in
Portresi (1891) ve Salome (1891) adl eserleri tizerinden insan dogasinin karanlik yonlerini,
ikilikleri ve karmasikliklar: Jungcu psikolojinin ikili cinsiyet karsitliklar1 bilesenleri olarak
kesfedebiliriz. Bu karsilastirmali analiz araciligiyla, cinsiyetin ikili karsitliklari iizerinden
insan dogasinin karanlik yonleri arasinda bir baglant1 kurabiliyor ve arketipsel bilesenlerini
belirleyebiliyoruz. Bu baglamda, Dorian Gray’in feminenlesmis kisiligi, onun animasi,
Salome’nin gii¢ kazanma yolundaki maskiilen kisiliginin animus’u ile karsilastirtyoruz.
Dorian Gray’in Portresi’nde Dorian’mn narsisistik benligi tarafindan gizlice beslenen “golge”
kendini gosterir ve karakterin sonunu getirir, ¢iinkii bilingdisindan yapay bir ayrilma
nihayetinde siirdiiriilemez. Buna kargilik, Salome eserinde asir1 sekilde beslenen golge
benligi kontrol altina alir ve bu da gdlgenin yeniden istiinlilk saglamasiyla sonuglanir. Bu
calisma, s6z konusu edebi eserlerdeki erkek ve kadin karakterlerde golge’nin ortaya ¢ikisini
incelemekte ve cinsiyetlerine bagli olarak arketipik 0Ozelliklerini vurgulamaktadir.
Salome’de neredeyse hayvani bir diirtii, golgeyi istiin bir konuma yiikseltirken, Dorian
Gray’in Portresi’nde golge, insan dogasmin bencil 6zelligi araciligiyla ego {izerinde
istlinliik kurar. Her iki metnin eszamanl analizi psikolojik manzaralarin karmasik tasvirini
ortaya ¢ikararak, cinsiyet, gii¢, denetimsiz hedonizm, i¢sel ¢okiis ve insan ruhunun karanlik
yonleri arasindaki karmasik etkilesimi derinlemesine anlamamizi saglar. Bu karakterlerdeki
anima ve animus’un psisik tezahiirlerindeki karsit cinsel 6zelliklerle baglantili olan cinsiyet
rollerinin karmagiklig1 ve akigkanligi, bu 6zelliklerin ve davranislarin belirli bir cinsiyete
0zgii olmadigini, daha genis bir insan deneyiminin pargasi oldugunu vurgular.
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INTRODUCTION

The Jungian psychoanalytical theory is utilized in this article in order to analyze and identify parallels between
two literary works, Oscar Wilde’s The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome, while offering an insightful and
unique perspective on the eponymous protagonists representing the individual’s relationship with the
unconscious and the development of the Jungian self. The self refers to the indivisible and complete nature of
the individual, the entirety of the psyche. The psyche is known as the totality of the human experience which
includes both the conscious and also the unconscious aspects of the mind. In this study, an interdisciplinary
approach is employed to utilize intertextual comparisons, discrepancies, and affinities to ascertain their
resemblances and disparities. The objective of this analysis is to elucidate the widely acknowledged ideas of
the shadow, the anima, and animus through literary analysis. Anima is the feminine aspect within men and
animus is the unconscious masculine aspect within women.

The Jungian concept of the shadow, which symbolizes the repressed, darker aspects of the psyche, is
profoundly intertwined with the journey of the main characters in The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome.
The shadow is the hidden part of the human unconscious that is repressed. This study uncovers the influences
of the personal unconscious, where the shadow obscures consciousness. Despite its negative effects on the
human mind, the shadow is also characterized as possessing greater wisdom, superior insight, truthfulness,
genuineness, and authenticity. The shadow is also considered declaratively encapsulating and of vital
importance due to its competency in overruling conscious decision-making, particularly when it is being
disregarded. It signifies the dominance of the unconscious mind over the conscious mind. According to Jung,
“The primordial image might suitably be described as the instinct’s perception of itself, or as the self-portrait
of the instinct, in exactly the same way as consciousness is an inward perception of the objective life-process ”
(Jung, 1975: 150). As these lines elucidate the consciousness, as an indispensable term for this study, is
fundamentally our internal awareness and perception of the events that transpire in our lives and within
ourselves.

The shadow is an archetype that embodies universal, archaic symbols and images that are derived from the
collective unconscious which are parts of our psychic inheritance. The archetypes serve as universal symbols
that shape human experience and connect individuals across time and culture through the collective
unconscious.

1. UNCHECKED INDIVIDUALISM AND BINARY OPPOSITIONS

The overarching context of The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome is the lens through which the fundamental
concepts of the shadow, the anima and animus is analyzed, as both characters are known to have been
excessively egotistical. The patterns exhibited by significantly individualized yet subconsciously destructive
characters like Dorian and Salome uncover the inevitable repercussions that arise from their actions.
Ultimately, they trigger the factors that lead to their unavoidable downfall and destruction. Through binary
oppositions, we can explore the darker aspects of human nature, as the primary characters in the chosen texts
are of opposing sexes. The archetypical patterns that facilitate the identification of moral corruption, hedonistic
trajectories, and the propensity for self-destructive tendencies are the indicators of the disruptive elements of
unchecked individualism. Both works by Oscar Wilde explore the conflict between individualistic aspirations
and societal expectations. A Jungian analysis of these characters provides insights into the dichotomous nature
of binary contraries and conflicts that are conversely present in both of these works: individualistic desires and
societal norms, complex dynamics of good and evil, man and woman, the feminine and masculine, the subdued
and the manifest. Wilde portrays the trajectory of the individual who battles with the dichotomies of power
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dynamics. Both literary compositions demonstrate, each in their own way, a process of destruction and erosion
of innocence in the pursuit of personal fulfillment and satisfaction.

2. SHADOW

The term shadow is the key notion and focus for investigating and identifying the anima and animus, which
act as the initiators during the examination of the characters Salome and Dorian. “The concept of the shadow,
which plays such a vital role in analytical psychology, is known to be cast by the conscious mind of the
individual, which contains the hidden, repressed, and unfavorable (or nefarious) aspects of the personality”
(Jung, 1964: 118). Within this analytical framework, the selected works function as mirrors that reflect the
archetypal conflicts inherent in every individual. Through an analysis of the main characters’ adventures,
desires, and anxieties, we can explore the capacity of the shadow self to arise and exert control over the ego.
Jung 5 acknowledged concept of the shadow self denotes the suppressed aspects of our personality that are
frequently regarded as undesirable or socially objectionable.

In The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome the main characters’ developments are characterized by a journey
from annihilation of innocence to corruption ultimately leading to their downfall. This happens because of not
facing, or of one’s neglect of the socially unacceptable desires of the ego, which may cause a manifestation of
the repressed shadow. Both Dorian and Salome are similarly recognized for their detrimental attitudes and
behaviors when they are unrestrained, and the psychological journeys of both characters similarly emphasize
the significance of self-awareness and the integration of the concept of the shadow in order to achieve
psychological wholeness and avoid the perils of unchecked actions. The dissension of the shadow and the self
in both works illustrate that the conflict between the shadow and the selfis a common and familiar experience
for both characters. It is common for individuals to experience internal conflicts when their conscious desires
and unconscious impulses clash. This process involves the recognition and integration of various aspects of
one’s personality, including the shadow. The character Dorian Gray is known for disregarding his dark side,
while Salome readily gives in to her dark ambitions; the shadow renders them both incapable of individuation.
Their judgment is clouded by the formidable strength that their shadows accumulate.

In both works we observe that the concept of the self'that has been deposed as a result of its disagreement with
the shadow is susceptible to being overthrown if it is disregarded. Huskinson explicates this critical
equilibrium: “I refer to the whole self as a union of opposites. Specifically, the whole self-comprises the
dynamic syntheses of Apollonian and Dionysian impulses...and consciousness and the unconscious in the
Jungian Self. When the opposites fail to synthesize, or when only one opposite in the pair is present, Nietzsche
and Jung warn of impending psychological damage” (Huskinson, 2004: 3). A balance that facilitates a
synthesis of the polarities is indispensable to the health of the entire self. In order to attain a more elevated
state of consciousness and unconsciousness, the transcendent function of art as a medium can be a process that
reconciles opposing elements of the psyche and lessens the potential damaging effects. Artistic endeavors can
facilitate this process by allowing the integration of conflicting emotions, thoughts, as well as experiences.
“Without your art, you are nothing” (Wilde, 2000: 85). Dorian excessively emphasizes the significance of
artistic expression as a fundamental aspect of one’s identity and value. His viewpoint implies that personal
value and identity are fundamentally determined by one’s creative output and artistic expression The portrait
as such a medium, is employed in The Picture of Dorian Gray as a symbolic passageway for the shadow self
to act without constraint and the influence of a stabilizing conscience. The ability to readily engage in
malevolent actions is granted to one who is devoid of conscience, as is the case in The Picture of Dorian Gray.
Jung explains this process as “a simple reversal: the underside comes to the top and the shadow takes the place
of the light, and since the former is always anarchic and turbulent, .... All this is unavoidable because the root
of the evil is untouched and merely the counter position has come to light” (Jung, 2002: 58). The inversion of
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the usual order of things, which is inherently chaotic and unpredictable, is now liberated. This upheaval
remains unchanged; only the opposing positions have shifted into view. The previously concealed or adverse
elements are now supplanting the once favorable or prominent ones, creating a metaphorical shift from the
light to the darkness. This reversal fails to result in genuine freedom or liberty in any way. Due to the intrinsic
chaos and instability of the previously suppressed forces, anarchy and turbulence have emerged, and there is
no possibility of reverting back.

Upon analysis of the play Salome, a significant transformation of darkness can also be observed, as the shadow
emerges and becomes more prominent. However, the loss of conscience or transformation is exemplified by
Salome’s intense focus and demand for the beheading of the holy man, Jokanaan (John the Baptist), which
illustrate the overtaking of her ego by the consuming shadow. In contrast to what we observe in The Picture
of Dorian Gray, Salome’s desires become increasingly extreme and obsessive as the play depicts her descent
into a more dubious and darker state. Jokanaan’s enigmatic and unyielding nature ignites Salome’s initial
attraction towards him. Her desire towards the character Jokanaan is further fueled by his rejection, which
transforms it into a demonic aspiration for control and possession. Her grotesque demand for his head is a
symbolic act that signifies her complete subjugation to her darkest impulses, which is a manifestation of her
obsessive longing for power. She is known to prioritize her twisted desires over human life, as evidenced by
her insistence on Jokanaan’s murder, which serves as a stark representation of her uncontrollable urges.
Salome’s creation of a poisonous dynamic intensifies her decline, while Herod’s willingness to indulge her
macabre request, fueled by his own desire and fear, contributes to her dark influence. Both individuals, driven
by their own vices and vulnerabilities, are easily overcome by the authority they possess. The shadow self-
overpowers Salome, transforming her into a vessel of death and destruction.

The relationship between the characters Salome and King Herod can be analyzed by considering the notions
of the shadow, anima/animus, and the individuation process. Salome’s creation of a poisonous dynamic
represents the unchecked influence of her shadow self. The subliminal aspects of the personality that the
conscious ego does not recognize, behold or accept are a part of the shadow in Jungian terms. Primitive
instincts, suppressed desires, and sinister impulses are frequently included in these aspects. Salome’s actions,
which are motivated by these subliminal forces, indicate a significant separation from her conscious self, which
ultimately results in her downfall as she is overcome by the very darkness she possesses.

In this context, both Salome and Herod fail to effectively integrate their shadow selves into their conscious
awareness, resulting in a destructive dynamic. Their vulnerabilities are further exacerbated by the power they
possess, rendering them more susceptible to their unchecked impulses. Their individuation process, which is
the Jungian concept of becoming a balanced, complete individual, is disrupted by this lack of integration.
Rather than attaining self-realization and harmony, they become ensnared in a cycle of destructive behaviors.
Herod serves as a vessel through which Salome inadvertently projects and manifests her shadow. The
subliminal forces that are seeking expression are the cause of Salome’s creation of a lethal influence. Herod’s
vulnerability to this influence, his anima possession, enables Salome’s darker aspects to emerge, leading to a
destructive interplay between their unconscious selves. This dynamic can be explained through the
phenomenon of archetypal projection. Stevens explains this phenomenon as the following: “Enormous power
seems to be possessed by the woman on to whom the archetype is projected, and the man who does the
projecting is quite unable to use his critical faculties, because the archetype, once constellated, has him in its
grip” (Stevens, 2002: 77). This describes a man’s cognitive ability which gets impaired as he succumbs to the
overwhelmingly overpowering influence of such a compelling and potent image that has a significant influence
over him. It is possible that we are witnessing Herod’s archetypal projection through Salome. As Herod loses
his ability to think clearly and critically because this powerful image controls him, Salome can be seen as the
anima projection of Herod who views her as an embodiment of his inner desires, fears and feminine aspects,
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which cloud his judgment and create a distorted perception of the feminine, giving her an outsized influence
and power over himself. This is also explained as follows: “When a man experiences passionate attraction to
a woman, it is because she seems to embody his anima, and she appears to him more beautiful, more numinous
than any other woman around” (Stevens, 2002: 76). This phenomenon is similar to Dorian’s projection of his
anima onto the character Sybil. This is mainly how the characters Salome and Dorian exert substantial
influence over their counterparts, leading to irrational decisions motivated by their unconscious desires.

The emergence of shadows can be attributed to a multiplicity of judgments and decisions rather than a single,
conspicuous cause. The concept of appearance versus reality is particularly prominent in the case of Dorian,
as it is well-known that his external appearance remains juvenile and unblemished, whereas his portrait reflects
the moral degradation caused by his hedonistic lifestyle throughout the process of aging. This dynamic tension
is the result of incompatibility and contrast, which cause the shadow to self-feed, perpetuating a cycle of
conflict and negativity. Each clash only serves to exacerbate the underlying issues and they intensify the
discord. This juxtaposition symbolizes the concealed, more sinister, and darker facets of Dorian’s persona. The
formation of the shadow is influenced by several variables, including those in close proximity that hinder his
decision-making and blur his vision.

According to Jung, “If we could see our shadow (the dark side of our nature), we should be immune to any
moral and mental infection and insinuation” (Jung, 1964: 85). Therefore, confronting and comprehending our
shortcomings and darker tendencies may serve as a safeguard against detrimental influences on one’s mental
health, which could lead to inner conflict and stress. The character Dorian Gray serves as a vivid illustration
of an emerging and evolving shadow due to his neglect and lack of self-awareness. It is imperative to
emphasize that when we turn our attention away from our inner truth, which comprises the darkened aspects
of our shadow, we essentially enter a state of denial regarding our genuine nature. The narrative of Dorian
Gray emphasizes the repercussions of avoiding self-confrontation and the potential distortion that arises when
we refuse to acknowledge and embrace the darker aspects of our own truth. Incorporating the shadow into the
personhood itself has a positive contribution to personal development and authenticity. Acknowledging and
accepting the shadow allows us a capacity for empathy and understanding toward ourselves and others, which
provides us with a comprehensive understanding of the evil surrounding us. It is evident that the character
Dorian Gray’s existence is no longer harmonious and is unbalanced after overindulging in self-centered and
excessive pleasure-seeking activities, which deprive him of a sense of empathy. He is no longer at variance
with the aspects of himself, but with his suppressed impulses which leads to psychic disintegration. His
fragmented and ultimately destructive identity is the result of his separation from the shadow. Consequently,
his mind is mentally infected. Jung’s metaphor of mental infection for describing the detrimental effects of
unacknowledged and unintegrated aspects of the psyche can be observed in The Picture of Dorian Gray, as
Dorian’s psychological disturbances result from a lack of self-awareness: “The subliminal contents already
possess such a high energy charge that, ... they may overpower the conscious mind and take possession of the
personality” (Jung, 1969: 96). There is a type of visualization and dialogue between the conscious and the
unconscious that occurs when one explores the imagery of the subconscious, such as symbols and tales that
emerge from the unconscious. Creative expression through art, writing, or movement, and the portrait as an
object itself in The Picture of Dorian Gray can be interpreted as that medium. The portrait is in total interaction
with the individual; however, the individual is disregarding the image, which serves to conceal his conscious
awareness of the repercussions of his actions. The portrait serves as a silent witness and a reflection of Dorian’s
true nature, ultimately resulting in a passively exploitative conclusion. Over time, the artwork progressively
becomes more grotesque, reflecting the individualistic lifestyle that Dorian leads: “The world is changed
because you are made of ivory and gold. The curves of your lips rewrite history” (Wilde, 2000: 210). At a
social event, individuals engage in hearsay regarding Dorian’s growing reputation for being notorious, and the
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character becomes increasingly isolated as a result of the increasing societal rejection which results in the
character becoming more isolated and individualistic.

This metamorphosis not only exposes the striking disparity between his external attractiveness and the internal
deterioration and decay because of the shadow, but also becomes a cause of anguish and fixation for him. The
portrait’s tacit disapproval compels Dorian to confront the reality of his indulgent way of life, propelling him
towards more extreme measures in a frantic endeavor to evade the disturbing veracity it symbolizes.
Ultimately, the presence of the picture stands as evidence of the detrimental influence of excessive pride and
the unavoidable ruin that results from rejecting the self and the human experience. Acknowledging such depths
of human psyche is important because, as Jung states, “Although psychology is a discipline in itself, it lurks
invisibly, thanks to the fact of the unconscious, in the background of all other disciplines... so all disciplines
that are in any way concerned with the realm of the psychology” (Jung, 1969: 890). These lines suggest that
in order to truly comprehend an individual’s psyche, it is not sufficient to observe it in isolation. A broader
spectrum of information must be taken into account, and alternative disciplines of study must be employed to
investigate the profound and intricate aspects of the mind. In this regard, literature functions as one such
discipline.

3. THE PERSONA AND SYMBIOSIS

The portrait as an object itself in The Picture of Dorian Gray serves as a physical manifestation of the
character’s shadow side, revealing the corruption and moral decay that he tries to hide from society and even
from himself. When Dorian gazes at his own reflection in the mirror, he perceives his “fair young face” (Wilde,
2000: 12) which remains unaltered and unaffected by his unconscious. The juxtaposition of the mirror’s
physical reflection and the warped portrayal in the painting emphasizes the disparity between external
attractiveness and inward depravity. In a metaphorical sense “the picture” and Dorian have a symbiotic
relationship which parallels parasitism in a literary sense, where the painting serves as an object but also as the
reflection of the character’s soul and inner self. It suffers the consequences of Dorian’s actions, absorbing the
repercussions, while he remains outwardly untouched and unaffected. “Was the soul a shadow seated in the
house of sin? Or was the body really in the soul, as Giordano Bruno thought? The separation of spirit from
matter was a mystery, and the union of spirit with matter was a mystery also” (Wilde, 2000: 52). The concepts
of spirit and body are being discussed through the speaker who reflects on the mystery surrounding the
separation of the immaterial soul from the physical body, as well as the enigmatic process by which they are
united. Both novels underscore the existential struggle between the spiritual and the material, inner and outer,
the persona and the shadow which highlight the importance of maintaining a truthful and balanced alignment
of the conscious and the unconscious. The separation of soul from body in The Picture of Dorian Gray and the
decapitation of Jokannan in Salome serve as haunting reminders of the consequences of succumbing to
temptation of the shadow: “It is for mine own pleasure that I ask the head of Jokanaan in a silver charger”
(Wilde, 2021: 21). These lines indicate that Salome is fully taken over by her shadow and such a demand is a
shocking and depraved act, demonstrating her complete transformation from innocence to experience.
Similarly, the split between Dorian’s outward persona, which remains youthful and charming, and his inner
reality, which becomes increasingly monstrous, highlights the conflict between the conscious and unconscious
parts of his mind. “The persona (the mask) can have no relation to the unconscious since it is collectively
identical with it, being itself collective. Hence the persona must be extinguished or, in other words, restored to
the unconscious” (Jung, 1969: 507). This indicates that the public persona, also known as the social mask, is
devoid of any link to one’s underlying, true, unconscious self as it is only influenced by societal norms and
expectations. “The persona is never the true character; it is a composite of the individual’s behavior and of the
role attributed to him by the public” (Jung, 1969: 639). Consequently, the meaning conveyed by these remarks
is that the persona frequently conceals the genuine emotions and aspirations of the individual, resulting in a
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detachment from the true self. This might give rise to internal tensions and sensations of not being true to
oneself. In order to attain a more cohesive and authentic identity, one is expected to develop an awareness of
their persona and systematically remove its various layers to uncover their genuine essence. This approach
requires profound self-reflection and a readiness to confront the unconscious elements of the mind, which is
not the case for the main characters in The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome.

In The Picture of Dorian Gray, Dorian’s adept concealment of his inner darkness, and his skillful outward
projection of charm are a poignant reflection of the duality inherent in human nature. The portrait itself in the
novel can be said to serve as a visual representation of the shadow self, untouched by societal expectations. As
an outsider to society, the character Dorian exists within a utopian realm of pleasure shielded from public view,
behind closed doors, while his portrait absorbs the entirety of his wickedness, allowing him to navigate life
seemingly free from sin and lives as if removed from the constraints of a mortal body which is destined for
inevitable demise. Dorian’s shadow containing the repressed weaknesses, desires, instincts, and shortcomings,
emerges because of his strong outward persona which is the social mask or facade that is presented to the
outside world. Rowland (2008: 2) views the persona as “the social mask we construct in order to operate in
society.” She further explains that, “The persona is related to social and therefore collective identity; the ego,
to individual and therefore personal identity. The persona is the carrier of consciousness that is directed toward
the outer world” (Rowland, 2008: 32). We are only presented with a dominant social facade of the character in
The Picture of Dorian Gray, who inconsistently lives solely for pleasure, as his behavior toward the outside
world does not align with what might be his true nature which should have more depth and many more masks.
Only projecting one dominant mask outside makes the shadow self, emerge gradually underneath: ““...double
teleology of the persona: a) the positive one: our mask wants to move the others, to receive admiration or envy;
b) the negative one: masks often hide an inane Ego or a violent shadow” (Bolea, 2016: 87). This definition is
exemplified by the character of Dorian who possesses a single persona that portrays a man of hedonistic desires
who is highly socially charming. The superficiality and denial of rationalization is a key component in the
detachment of the persona from the man himself. This disassociation is being reflected as the man is split
between his persona which is his public image and his shadow which is his hidden self, separated from the
society. Psychological wholeness is disturbed and the individual lacks balance which makes him unable to
achieve individuation because of the unharmonious relationship between his conscious and the unconscious
selves.

4. FEMME FATALE

Salome can be examined through the lens of the Jungian terms anima and animus, as well as the archetype of
the femme fatale. Archetypes are characterized as follows: “What appears to be universal in the psyche are
more than just forms or patterns of behavior” (Saunders and Skar, 2001: 5).

According to Jung, archetype means “a typos [imprint], a definite grouping of archaic characters containing,
in form as well as in meaning, mythological motifs.” (Jung, 1969: 60). We can say that Salome exemplifies
the femme fatale archetype, as she is accountable for the downfall of others and positions those in her vicinity
in precarious and challenging circumstances. The inherent duality of Salome, possessing both enticing
femininity and destructive masculinity, has the capacity to cause both a harmonious synthesis and a chaotic
disruption if left unacknowledged or uncomprehended. Salome serves as a compelling example of the way in
which archetypes are embodied in narratives to investigate the intricacies of the unconscious mind and the
timeless themes of human existence. According to Farrimond, (Farrimond, 2018: 2), the author of The
Contemporary Femme Fatale, the term femme fatale resists clear definition. It is connected with sexuality,
femininity, danger, violence and deceit, but these connections are slippery, as many of those characters
popularly associated with the term do not fit a coherent pattern. Their femme fatale-ness often shifts and
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dissolves frustratingly under scrutiny.” Femme fatales are recognized to range from Eve, Lilith, Salome, The
Sirens, to even Cleopatra. They are known to exhibit a range of fundamental attributes, including being
captivating, capable of inflicting death in their vicinity, adept at manipulation, seductive, and capable of
creating destruction. Additionally, they possess a striking beauty. Salome’s character embodies a powerful and
destructive femininity that challenges traditional gender roles and reveals the complexities of sexual and
emotional power dynamics. Her obsessive desire for Jokanaan and her willingness to manipulate and destroy
others to achieve her aims reflect a profound example of the animus archetype.

Ultimately, a Jungian analysis of Dorian Gray and Salome underscores the tension between their outward
facades and their inner realities, the conflict between their conscious intentions and unconscious drives, and
their respective paths toward (or away from) individuation. Both characters serve as compelling studies of the
human psyche’s complexities, offering rich insights for exploring the depths of human nature and the process
of self-discovery and self-destruction. Ozding (2020: 176) points out that, the “femme fatale figure is the
counterpart of the Byronic hero figure”. The Byronic hero, renowned for being the complex, frequently flawed
individual, who may exhibit disdain for others, and who also possesses a magnetic charm is simply reminiscent
of the character Dorian Gray.

5. ANIMA AND ANIMUS

The anima and animus are prominently significant archetypes that represent the unconscious elements of the
opposing genders within an individual’s psyche. In the Jungian framework, the anima and animus play a
crucial role in unifying and balancing the masculine and feminine attributes inside humans, enhancing their
psychological maturation and personal advancement.

The concept of anima is of great importance, mainly because it focuses on the exploration and acknowledgment
of the feminine aspects inside the male mind. It includes characteristics such as emotions, sensitivity, intuition,
and a caring disposition. Jung claims that the anima has a crucial role in facilitating a man’s attainment of
psychological equilibrium and exerting an impact on his interactions with women. He contends that “Every
man carries a woman within himself. It is this female element in every male that I have called the ‘anima’”
(Jung, 1964: 31). He also states that “The anima is a personification of all feminine psychological tendencies
in a man’s psyche, such as vague feelings and moods, prophetic hunches, receptiveness to the irrational,
capacity for personal love, feeling for nature, and last but not least, his relation to the unconscious.” (Jung,
1964: 177). Based on these lines, it may be inferred that the anima, by personifying these inclinations, assists
men in comprehending and incorporating these fundamental elements of their own existence, promoting
psychological equilibrium and completeness. Jung’s idea evidently highlights the significance of recognizing
and reconciling the feminine aspects inside the male mind in order to attain personal development and self-
consciousness. The character Dorian Gray’s anima, which is the feminine aspect of his psyche, reflects his
internal conflicts and complexities which contribute to his ultimate downfall.

Jung provides an explanation for the animus, or the inner masculine aspect of a female, in the following lines:
“The male personification of the unconscious in woman, the animus exhibits both good and bad aspects, as
does the anima in man” (Jung, 1964: 189). The presence of the masculine aspect in a woman’s psyche and the
feminine aspect in a man’s psyche can yield both advantageous and disadvantageous consequences. Jung’s
perspective on the animus emphasizes the significance of acknowledging and incorporating both its favorable
and unfavorable aspects within the psyche. “Like the anima, the animus does not merely consist of negative
qualities such as brutality, recklessness, empty talk, and silent, obstinate, evil ideas. He too has a very positive
and valuable side; he too can build a bridge to the self through his creative activity” (Jung, 1964: 193). This
integration is considered indispensable for the attainment of a harmonious equilibrium between feminine and
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masculine energies within oneself, as well as for personal development and self-discovery. However, upon
further analysis of The Picture of Dorian Gray and Salome, it becomes apparent that the psyches of both
characters generate detrimentally negative internal voices that undermine their self-worth and motivations.

“In the depths of the woman’s being, the animus whispers: You are hopeless. What’s the use of trying? There
is no point in doing anything. Life will never change for the better” (Jung, 1964: 191). Upon analyzing the
preceding phrases, it becomes evident that the murmurs of despair and futility in a woman’s mind convey the
message that her efforts and endeavors are futile and that life is stagnant and unalterable. The substantial yet
discouraging impact can result in sentiments of hopelessness and resignation, ensnaring her in a pattern of
pessimism and negativity. Jung’s depiction emphasizes the animus’s potential capacity to undermine a
woman’s self-assurance autonomy and agency, underscoring the significance of acknowledging and
confronting these internal dialogues to foster psychological development, fortitude, and also resilience.
Gaining insight into the animus’s function in the psyche is known to assist individuals in confronting and
overcoming these harmful tendencies, leading to a more balanced and empowered sense of self.

Once the power of a manifested anima or animus is at place, the influence is formidable due to its ability to
instill unwavering certainty and confidence in our convictions and behaviors, as Jung explains: “The effect of
anima and animus on the ego is, in principle, the same. This effect is extremely difficult to eliminate because,
in the first place, it is uncommonly strong and immediately fills the ego-personality with an unshakable feeling
of rightness and righteousness” (Jung, 1959: 16). Therefore, it is impossible for the characters who are
possessed by these archetypes to revert to their previous states. They will continue to persistently exist in their
new state of inherent defect. The anima and the animus must be synergistic in order for an individual to thrive
through their complementary aspects in the psyche. This process of integration can result in a more balanced
and comprehensive personality, which is not the case for the characters Dorian and Salome. Dorian’s refusal
to acknowledge or integrate his shadow prevents his process of individuation, imprisoning him in a superficial
existence where appearance masks reality: “He was certainly wonderfully handsome, with his finely-curved
scarlet lips, his frank blue eyes, his crisp gold hair. There was something in his face that made one trust him at
once” (Wilde, 2000: 19). This portrayal is indicative of Dorian’s anima, which entails the acknowledgment
and incorporation of the latent feminine qualities into one’s conscious personality. Dorian Gray’s character,
with his outward beauty and charm, can be interpreted as embodying elements of the anima archetype. The
voyage of Dorian Gray can be interpreted in the context of his interactions with his anima, and the manner in
which he interacts with these qualities both within himself and with others. The unconsciously feminine
qualities of this character are in contrast to Salome’s animus: “...bring me the head of Jokanaan” (Wilde, 2021:
24). This command is indicative of Salome’s assertiveness and determination, which are frequently linked to
the animus archetype. “I am amorous of thy body! Thy body is white like the lilies of a field that the mower
hath never mowed” (Wilde, 2021: 11). Salome’s yearning for (Jokannan) is characterized by a direct and bold
approach, which can be interpreted as another manifestation of her animus. The character of Salome can be
seen as possessed by an internal animus, similar to the one described by C.G. Jung. Like the animus in Jung’s
concept that whispers messages of hopelessness and futility, the following similes foreshadow her demise:
“She is like a woman rising from a tomb. She is like a dead woman” (Wilde, 2021: 2). “She is like the shadow
of a white rose in a mirror of silver” (Wilde, 2021: 4).

In a psychological context, drawing from Jungian concepts, we can say that the shadow of the mentioned white
rose might represent the darker, unconscious aspects of oneself that contrast with the conscious ego
(symbolized by the white rose). The rose and its shadow stand for an internal conflict between one’s outward
persona and hidden inner truths.
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CONCLUSION

The importance of a balance in the human psyche is subtly conveyed through The Picture of Dorian Gray and
Salome in terms of portraying the results of disregarding one’s shadow and unduly indulging it. The loss of
equilibrium in the psyche can be attributed to the subsequent statements made by Jung: “The shadow is a moral
problem that challenges the entire ego-personality. For no one can become conscious of the shadow without
considerable moral effort. To become conscious of it involves recognizing the dark aspects of the personality
as present and real” (Jung, 1959: 8). Both Dorian and Salome are driven by a variety of desires or impulses,
which they are either unaware of, suppress, or fail to identify, leading to a psychological conflict. Eventually,
Salome reaches a stage where her shadow of hidden and intense desires takes over and consumes her, leading
her to passionately kiss Jokanaan’s severed head: “There was a bitter taste on thy lips. Was it the taste of
blood?... But perhaps it is the taste of love.... They say that love hath a bitter taste.... But what of that? what of
that? I have kissed thy mouth” (Wilde, 2021: 25). In her last interaction with Jokanaan, she seeks to fulfill her
desires taken over by her shadow traits. Both Dorian and Salome fail to recognize and to confront
uncomfortable truths about themselves, which point to the presence and actuality of certain darker aspects in
their psyche. In both works, the shadow assumes control over the main characters, serving as the pinnacle of
both narratives. In The Picture of Dorian Gray, the neglected yet secretly fed shadow manifests itself and kills
Dorian. In Salome, the overly fed shadow (who kills another man, Jokanaan) is finally manifested to kill
another.

Golgelerin Zithgi: Oscar Wilde’in Salome ve Dorian Gray Eserlerinde Jung’un Tamimladig1 Arketipler

GENISLETILMIS OZET

Bu makale, Oscar Wilde’in Dorian Gray’in Portresi ve Salome adli eserleri arasinda paralellikler
kurarken Jungcu psikanalitik teoriyi kullanarak, bireyin bilingdisi ile iliskisini ve benlik gelisimini temsil eden
kahramanlar hakkinda 6zgiin bir bakis agis1 sunmaktadir. Benlik, zihnin hem biling hem de bilingdis1 yonlerini
kapsar. Disiplinlerarasi bir yaklasim kullanan bu karsilastirmali ¢alisma, bilingdisindaki gélge, anima ve
animus kavramlarini agikliga kavusturmak amaciyla metinlerarasi farkliliklar1 ve benzerlikleri inceler.

Hem Dorian Gray’in Portresi hem de Salome, asir1 bireysellesmis karakterler aracilifiyla golge, anima ve
animus kavramlarini analiz eder. Dorian Gray ve Salome, kontrolsiiz bireyselligin ka¢cinilmaz sonuglarini, yani
kacinilmaz diisiislerini ve yok oluglarii ornekler. Wilde, erkek ve kadmn, iyi ve koti gibi ikili
karsitliklart kullanarak, insan dogasinin karanlik yonlerini, hedonistik ve kendini yok edici egilimlerini ortaya
cikarir. Her iki kahramanin bu karsitliklarla miicadelesi, bireysel hirslar ile toplumsal beklentiler arasindaki
catismay1 vurgular ve kisisel tatmin arayisinda masumiyetin nasil erozyona ugradigini gosterir; bu ¢atigma
bilingdis1 ve biling {izerinde etki sahibidir.

Jung’un, psisenin bastirilmis, karanlik yonlerini simgeleyen goélge kavrami, Dorian Gray ve Salome’un
yolculuklarini derinden etkiler. Gélge benlik, kisiligin bastirilmis yonlerini temsil eder ve her iki karakterin
davranislari, bu karanlik yonlere kayitsiz kalmalar1 nedeniyle kétiilesir. Dorian Gray’in karanlik yanini kabul
etmeyi reddetmesi, onun nihai psikolojik ¢okiisiine yol acar. Dis giizelligi, portresi tarafindan sembolize edilen
i¢sel clirlimeyi gizler. Benzer sekilde, Salome’nin Jokanaan’a duydugu saplantili arzu ve hedeflerine ulasmak
icin bagkalarin1 manipiile etme istegi, golge benligi tarafindan yonlendirilen derin bir i¢sel ¢atigmayi yansitir.
Jokanaan’in kesilmis, basin1 grotesk bir sekilde talep etmesi, en karanlik diirtiilerine tamamen boyun egdigini
simgeler. Her iki karakterin diislisii, golge benliklerini entegre etme ve dengeleme konusundaki
basarisizliklarindan kaynaklanir ve dolayli olarak, psikolojik biitiinliige ulasmak ve yikici sonuglardan
kacinmak i¢in 6z farkindaligin ve golge benligin entegrasyonunun énemini vurgular.
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Dorian Gray’in Portresi’'ndeki portre, Dorian Gray’in toplumdan ve kendisinden gizlemeye calistigi
golge yaninin fiziksel bir tezahiirii olarak hizmet eder. Dorian Gray ve portresi arasindaki simbiyotik iliski
parazitizme benzer; tablo onun giinahlarini gizlerken, kendisi distan lekesiz kalir gibi goriiniir. Bu dinamik
gerilim, Dorian Gray’in kisiliginin gizli ve karanlik yonlerini simgeler. Dorian Gray’in diinyaya sundugu
sosyal maske olan persona ile toplumdan ayrilmis gizli benligi olan golge arasindaki catisma, dis ¢ekiciligi ile
i¢sel karanlig1 arasindaki farki ortaya koyar. Anlati, 6z yiizlesmeden kaginmanin sonuglarini ve kisinin kendi
gerceginin karanlik yonlerini kabul etmeyi reddettiginde ortaya ¢ikan potansiyel ¢arpikligi vurgular.

Salome’nin karakteri, yikic1 kadinlik ve asir1 bastan ¢ikarici giic ile karakterize edilen femme fatale arketipini
biinyesinde barindirir. Jokanaan’a olan takintili arzusu ve baskalarini1 manipiile etme istegi, bilingsizce baskin
olan eril unsurlar1 temsil eden animus arketipini yansitir. Femme fatale figiirleri, Salome dahil, biiyiileyici ama
tehlikeli nitelikler sergiler, geleneksel cinsiyet rollerine meydan okur ve cinsel ve duygusal gii¢ dinamiklerinin
karmasikliklarini ortaya cikarir. Salome’nin Herod {iizerindeki etkisi, femme fatale arketipinin giiglii etkisini
ornekler; onun karanlik yonleri ortaya ¢ikar, bilingdisi benliklerinin yikici bir etkilesimini yaratir. Herod’un
Salome’nin etkisine karst duyarlilig1 ve kendi gélge dinamikleri, onun karanlik ydnlerinin ortaya ¢ikmasina
olanak tanir ve ¢okiisiini siddetlendirir.

Jung’un, erkekteki disil yonleri temsil eden anima ve kadindaki eril yonleri temsil eden animus kavramlari, bu
unsurlarin entegrasyonunun psikolojik olgunlagma i¢in énemini vurgular. Anima, bir erkegin psigesinde digil
psikolojik egilimleri kisilestirir; duygular, hassasiyet, sezgi ve sefkatli bir egilim gibi 6zellikler, bir erkegin
psikolojik dengeye ulagmasini saglar. Dorian Gray’in animasini kabul etmeyi reddetmesi, igsel ¢atigmalarinin
ve karmasikliklarmin etkisiyle psikolojik ¢okiisiine yol agar. Buna karsilik, Salome’nin animusu, onun
saplantili eylemlerine yol acar ve nihai olarak karanliga siiriiklenmesine neden olur. Her iki karakterin bilingli
arzulari ile bilingdis1 diirtiileri arasindaki igsel ¢atigmalar, onlarin kendi kendilerini yok etmeleri ile son bulur.

Animustan gelen umutsuzluk ve faydasizlik fisiltilari, Salome’nin 6z degerini zayiflatir ve onun disiisiinii
onceden haber verir. Bu fisiltilar onun 6z giivenini, 6zerkligini ve yetkinligini zayiflatir; bu da bir kotiimserlik
ve olumsuzluk dongiisiine yol acar. Psisedeki amimusun roliinii anlamak, bireylerin zararli egilimlerle
yiizlesmesine ve onlar1 asmasina yardime1 olabilir, bu da daha dengeli ve giiclendirilmis bir benlik duygusuna
olanak tanir. Ancak, Dorian Gray ve Salome, 6z degerlerini ve motivasyonlarini zayiflatan olumsuz igsel sesler
tretmektedirler. Anima ve animus’un entegrasyonundaki farkindalik eksiklikleri, onlarin bireysellesme
siirecini engeller ve onlar1 goriiniisiin gergekligi maskeledigi ylizeysel bir varolusa hapseder.

Dorian Gray’in karakteri, dis glizelligi ve ¢ekiciligi ile anima arketipinin unsurlarini biinyesinde barindirirken
ayn1 zamanda igsel ¢atigmalarini ve karmagikliklarini yansitir. Anima ile olan etkilesimleri onun nihai ¢okiisiine
katkida bulunur. Buna karsilik, Salome’nin kararlilig1 ve azmi, siklikla animus ile iligkilendirilen 6zelliklerdir.
Bunlar onun eylemlerini ve arzularin1 yonlendirir. Jokanaan’a kars1 dogrudan ve cesur yaklasimi, animusunun
giiciinii 6rnekler ve onun saplantili ve yikici davraniglarina yol agar. Karakterlerin animus ve animay1 entegre
etmeyi reddetmeleri, onlarin psikolojik biitiinliige ulagmalarini engeller ve nihai diisiislerine yol agar.

Golge ve benlik arasindaki denge, psikolojik iyilik hali i¢in hayati 6neme sahiptir. Hem Dorian hem de Salome,
bastirilmig arzular ve diirtiiler tarafindan ydnlendirilir, bu da psikolojik ¢atigmalara yol agar.
Salome’nin golgesi, takintili eylemleri ve amansiz arayislari sonucunda 6ne ¢ikar ve onu tiiketir; Dorian
Gray’in golgesini ihmal etmesi ve sonugsuzca beslemesi ise onun ¢okiisiine yol agar. Golgenin karakterler
tizerindeki kontrolii, psisenin karanlik yonleriyle yiizlesmenin ve onlari entegre etmenin dnemini vurgular. Her
iki anlati, 6z farkindaligin ve golgenin entegrasyonunun, psikolojik biitiinliige ulasmak ve kontrolsiiz
eylemlerin tehlikelerinden kaginmak i¢in gerekli oldugunu ima eder. Sonug olarak, hem Dorian Gray hem de
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Salome’nin yolculuklari, kisisel biiyiime ve 6z farkindalik saglamak icin kisiligin karanlik yonlerini tanimanin
ve uzlagtirmanin énemine isaret eder.
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ABSTRACT

This study sets out to develop the “Attitudes towards Westernization Scale”. The
sample of the study was 300 students who were selected randomly and were enrolled
in three departments of Education Faculty at a State University. The study utilized
exploratory and confirmatory factor analyses for the data obtained, and the internal
consistency coefficients were analyzed for the items (Cronbach’s Alpha) within the
scope of reliability analyses. The analysis results indicated a 27-item measurement tool
including the “social environment”, “adoption” and “democracy” factors. Cronbach’s
Alpha internal consistency coefficients that explained 54.127% of the total variance
were .87 for the total variance, .93 for social environment, .88 for adoption, and .67 for
democracy. Values of the Guttman Split Half, which was calculated to have an idea
about the stability of the scale or consistency between the two halves, were found .90
for “social environment”, .90 for “adoption”, and .75 for “democracy”. Fit statistics of
the last modification of the model through confirmatory factor analysis were found
¥%2=666,87, sd=289, p<.01, (¥2/sd) =2,30, Some of the fit statistics performed using the
same analysis were found RMSEA=0.066, RMR=0.064, GFI=0.85, AGFI=0.82,
NNFI1=0.96, NFI=0.94, CFI=0.96, RFI= 0.93.These results indicate that the scale
developed for determining prospective teachers’ attitudes towards Westernization is
valid and reliable.

Calismanin G6rneklemini bir devlet {niversitesinin egitim fakiiltesinde farkli ii¢
boliimde okuyan yansiz olarak belirlenen 300 dgrenci olusturmustur.

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INTRODUCTION

The term Westernization refers to an approach that started in the Ottoman Empire and saw the social and
ideological knowledge of Western Europe that gained a new perspective in the Republic of Tiirkiye as the goal
to be accessed (Mardin, 2004). This process that started in the military and education fields was referred to by
different names according to places and eras in the Ottoman Empire. The movements that were defined as
renewal or reform and then reorganizations at the beginning of the 18™ century were also referred to as
modernism or becoming modern. Westernization movements were also referred to as becoming modernized
and aggiornamento (Hanioglu, 1992). When the Ottoman Empire did not receive the results that it wanted from
the wars in the 17" century, it tried to return to the old and traditions, but this idea did not bring any solutions.
The problems worsened due to factors such as reforms focusing on military and financial issues, solutions
based on force and violence (Hayta & Unal, 2010), incompetence of soldiers and commanders, and perceptions
about the betrayal of some people and groups (Ergiin, 1990). After losing lands with the Treaty of Karlowitz
(1699) and Passarowitz (1718) and seeing the strengthening of Russia through Westernization and
modernization programs under the management of Great Petro, the Ottoman Empire pulled away from the
psychology of superiority and accepted the idea of benefitting from the science of the West (in Lewis, 2000).
Intellectuals in the Ottoman Empire had significantly different views about accepting the innovations and
effects coming from the West. While some of them stated that the values should be adopted fully, some others
stated that the Western cultural values should be rejected and only science and techniques should be adopted.
For instance, intellectuals such as Abdullah Cevdet, Kiligzade Hakki and Celal Nuri Bey claimed that the
political solutions related to the structural problems of Ottoman society could be realized through a complete
Westernization. According to these people, “Asian minds” should be Westernized, and Western civilization
should be accepted with its roses and thorns (Hanioglu, 1992). On the other hand, some intellectuals claimed
that a complete Westernization was not right and that cultural values should be preserved. In an era where
translation from the West became more intensified, intellectuals such as Ali Suavi, Harputlu Hoca ishak Efendi,
Omer Hilmi Efendi, and Cevdet Pasha demonstrated a reactive attitude by translating Islam classics. Hence,
according to Cevdet Pasha, innovations from the West should be received for the development of the Ottoman
Empire, imitations should not be done blindly, and cultural values should be preserved (Ayhan, 1992).
Westernization efforts involve development efforts in various fields that started with the military achievements
in the Ottoman Empire. These improvement efforts were also referred to as the concepts of Westernization,
innovation, modernization, and secularization. How these concepts overlap with each other and how much
they differentiate have been subject to many studies. The idea of looking for the source of failure of the
Ottoman Empire inside ended in 1718, and it was accepted that Europe was more advanced; transferring
Western science and technique was brought to the agenda to be able to struggle with Russia and Iran. To enable
information transfer, initially temporary and then permanent ambassadors were sent to Europe. Specialists
coming from European countries were employed in the army (Sahin, 2016). Sultan Mahmut II enabled reforms
by abolishing the Guild of Janissaries. The sultan, who sent students to Europe, was given the nickname of
giaour (infidel) Sultan due to his Western-style reforms (Berkes, 1978).

Westernization attempts of the Ottoman empire started by taking France as a model. Friendship with France
from the past and the effect of France on Europe were important in this initiation. Sait Pasha, who had effects
on the foundation of the press, examined Paris, opened originally French Comte de Bonneval (Humbaraci
Ahmet Pasa) Hendesehane by working for the betterment of the Ottoman army, the teaching staff of the
Imperial School of Naval Engineering that was opened in 1773 was composed of generally French specialists,
technical specialists were brought for the education of the army from France in the period of Sultan
Abdelhamid I (1774-1789), and the medium of instruction became French in some schools. However, with the
termination of friendship with France, the Ottoman Empire turned its steps towards Germany, another Western
country. German military specialists and educators began to have effects on the Ottoman Empire (in Ergiin,
1990). The Ottoman empire realized that the lack of education cannot be solved merely by bringing specialists
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from the Western world, and thus started to send students to the West for education. In the period of Selim III,
Ishak Efendi was sent to France to receive an education. Sultan Mahmut II took this issue more seriously, and
150 students selected from the military college and Hendesehane- i Amire were sent to Europe for education.
After the foundation of the Military college in 1834, talented students who finished this school were sent to
military schools in Vienna, Paris, and London (Sarman, 2006, p.3)

While the focus in the changes was military service or related fields until the Reforms (Turhan, 1969),
statesmen knew that knowledgeable society, a new type of intellectuals, and staff were needed to make
innovations permanent. One of the purposes of Cevdet Pasha and Resit Pasha and their friends was reforming
the state through formal and non-formal education according to the new procedures of Europe. While
innovation in education was seen inevitable in this process, the pressure by Europe was also leading (Akyliz,
2005). Imperial Edict of Reorganization was the first document that limited the Sultan’s domination and
announced this limitation to the community. The effect of Western European countries was evident in its
preparation (Cavdar, 1999). By continuing the equal citizenship step that started with the Imperial Edict of
Reorganization, Edict of Reform (1856) took the privilege from Muslims and made Muslims and non-Muslims
equal under the concept of common citizenship. However, Christian people’s obtaining some privileges with
the pressure of European countries caused reactions in the Muslim-Turkish population who lift the burden of
state (Mardin, 2004, p. 14). In 1876, the Ottoman Empire declared its first constitution and formed its first
parliament. After a short time, Abdul Hamid II (1876-1909) gave the Ottoman-Russia war as a justification
and suspended the parliament for a long time, with the effect of the deteriorated balance between the ratio of
Muslim and non-Muslim members of the parliament as well. However, with the pressure of Ottoman
intellectuals and various power groups, the parliament was reopened in 1908 and some of the authorities of
the Sultan were limited. However, a rebellion was started in Istanbul with the effect of Dervis Vahdeti and
Volkan Newspaper that argued that the traditional values were harmed against constitutional administration.
This rebellion, which was called the 31 March Incident, was suppressed by the Action Army coming from
Salonika (Cavdar, 1999).

World War I, which started in 1914, resulted in the defeat of the Ottoman Empire. While a lot of lands of the
Ottoman Empire were lost with the Armistice of Montrose and the Treaty of Sevres, Anatolia was invaded.
After the War of Independence initiated with the leadership of Mustafa Kemal Pasha ended with success,
mainly Western-rooted innovations were started to convey the country to the level of contemporary
civilization. Some of these innovations included the abolition of the sultanate, the proclamation of the republic,
the abolition of the caliphate, multi-party system trials, 1921 and 1924 constitutions, adoption of Turkish Civil
Law, the law on the unification of education, closure of lodges, zawiyas and shrines, reforms in the clothing,
adoption of Latin Alphabet, adoption of surname law, reforms in the calendar and measurement and time units,
and women’s right to vote and stand for election. While these innovations aimed to reach the level of
contemporary civilization, partnership with Western civilization was also aimed (Ardug, 2011). Tiirkiye tried
to establish a partnership with the West in the field of education as well as politics. Foreign specialists were
invited to Tirkiye to establish a connection between Tiirkiye and European societies that substantially
completed their development and improvement. Foreign education specialists such as Dewey, Buyse, Kiihne
and Malche, Dewey were asked to prepare a report to transform education institutions into modern Western
structures (Sarman, 2006, p.16). In his report, John Dewey recommended that the most talented teachers in the
teaching school should be selected and have a professional inspection in Tiirkiye or another country every five
or six years (Bal, 1989, p.30). The shared points in the reports prepared by the foreign specialists included
inviting foreign specialists and educators, translating and publishing copyright and translation work on modern
education movements and the education system of Western countries, and ensuring that they are read by
teachers. Articles and books on the modern education movements and the education system of Western
countries were first published when Mustafa Naci was the board of education and increased constantly during
the days that followed (Tasdemirci, 1999, p.165). The practice of studying abroad that was planned after the
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law on the unification of education in 1924 was realized by the board of education with the European exam.
In this way, the purpose was to raise economists, politicians, lawyers, philosophers, and artists for the Republic
of Tiirkiye. With the exam administered in August, while 20 people were sent to France, two people were sent
to Germany for education. In 1929, Law on Students to be sent to Foreign Countries to Study (Law no: 1416)
was launched. This law determined the rules for sending students to Europe by state institutions, governorships,
municipalities, boards of trade, Siimerbank, and the mineral research and exploration institute (MREI)
(Sarman, 2006, p.26). Relationships of Ismet Inonii, who was the president after Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’s
death, with the West was determined by World War II. The fear from Germany and the distrust in the Soviet
Union led to the signing of the Triple Alliance among Tiirkiye, England, and France. When the Soviet Union
became stronger after World War II and adopted an expansionist policy, Tiirkiye was involved in the Western
Alliance led by the United State of America. Truman Doctrine and Marshall Aid were the projects that were
prepared to enable to form an alliance with Western countries and Tiirkiye against the Soviet Union. Tiirkiye
was involved in the United Nations in 1945 (Tiiziin, 2011). Relationships with Western countries continued
increasingly when the Democrat Party came into power (1950) as well. In this period, NATO membership was
one of the greatest goals of Tiirkiye. When Tiirkiye sent soldiers for the Korean War, the country was accepted
to membership in 1952. One of the biggest goals of Tiirkiye, which started in the 1950s and has continued until
today, was to be a member of the European Union. Tiirkiye applied to European Economic Community (EEC)
in 1959. The Military interventions in 1960 and 1971 and the Military Coup on the 12" of September had
negative effects on the views of EEC and European society about Tiirkiye. ANAP government of Turgut Ozal,
who won the elections in 1983, followed a traditional foreign policy and started preparations for full
membership to European Union (Seydi, 2011). While the European Union constantly blamed Tiirkiye for not
fulfilling its obligations, Tiirkiye blamed the European Union for being discriminatory and practicing a double
standard. The relationship of Tiirkiye with the Western world was not limited only to political and economic
fields; it also included environmental issues. Destruction of the environment due to various reasons worldwide
has brought some measures into the agenda for the future of humanity. Tiirkiye has been involved in these
institutions, which were generally formed by the Western countries and the United Nations. Environmental
destruction was caused by the poisonous gases from factories and devices such as automobiles. A little increase
in the world’s climate causes many problems, particularly glacier melting and skin cancer. Factors such as the
excessive increase in the world population, wars, excessive consumption triggered by capitalism,
environmental pollution, and the use of agricultural areas for construction cause great harm to the environment
(Aksin, 2010). Concerns about the increase in hunger, famine, drought, and epidemics, decrease in
biodiversity, and ocean pollution led to holding the first UN environment conference meeting in Stockholm in
1972 and paved the way to sign 172 contracts about the environment. The UN held conferences about global
warming in Brazil in 1992 and Japan in 1997 (Nye & Welch, 2011). As to the European Union, environmental
policies had an important place among the primary policies implemented by the member countries. As the
studies and policies implemented also show, member countries perceived the environmental problems as the
common problem of the world, and with the goals set, forward-looking measures were taken (Yaman & Giil,
2018). With the Single European Act, Maastricht; Amsterdam and Lisbon Contract with Nice, the European
Union took decisions about the environment and stated that sources should be allocated to protect the
environment (Aydin & Camur, 2017).

Important studies have been conducted regarding the Westernization process that started with Treaty of
Passarowitz (1718) and have continued until today (Ahmad, 2012; Aslan, 2005; Berkes, 1978; Celik & Bulgu,
2010; Demirtas, 2007; Ergiin, 1990; Hayta & Unal, 2010; Lewis, 2000; Ortayli, 2007; Mardin, 2004; Papila,
2008; Sari, 2015; Sayili, 1985; Simsek, 2017;; Tunaya, 2004; Ziircher, 1993). However, the studies were
mainly formed in a theoretical framework and did not determine the general views of different segments of
society about this issue. A review of the related literature indicated no measurement tools at a national level
for determining prospective teachers' attitudes towards Westernization. Besides, the determination of
prospective teachers’ views about Westernization is believed to be a source for regulations about teacher
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education and contribute to the use of the technological and functional characteristics of the West in the design
of education programs. In addition, the scale development study to determine prospective teachers’ attitudes
towards Westernization is believed to contribute to future studies by providing literature with a functional scale
to be used in the future.

Purpose of the Study

This study sets out to develop an attitudes scale about the concept of Westernization, which has continued
since the period called the Tulip Era, by benefitting from the theoretical arguments. The literature on the
concept of Westernization is quite rich. The literature includes views of intellectuals who supported the concept
of Westernization, who opposed the Westernization movement, or who accepted the technical knowledge but
rejected the Western culture (Ergiin, 1990, Dogan, 1993, Dogan, 1997, Sakul, 2005, Cemaloglu, 2005). For
instance, according to a group led by Celal Nuri and Mehmet Akif Ersoy, there is no need to receive everything
from Europe. They argued that we should only take the technology of the West, which holds hostile views
about the Ottoman Empire, and their culture should be rejected. According to another group of Westerns led
by Abdullah Cevdet, “there is no second civilization, there is a single civilization, and it is the Western
civilization. The rose should be taken with its thorn” (Ozbalci1, 1987; Turan Safran, Haya, Cakmak, Dénmez
Sahin, 2011). Generally, the views of intellectuals about the Westernization process were prioritized, and the
views of community were not mentioned in the literature sufficiently. In addition, a review of the literature at
the national level indicated no studies that developed a scale to determine prospective teachers’ views about
Westernization. In this regard, the present study sets out to develop a scale that determines the attitudes of
prospective teachers in education faculties towards Westernization.

METHOD
Research Design

The current study, which sets out to develop the Attitudes towards Westernization Scale and perform its validity
and reliability, utilized a quantitative and screening design. The study was designed to develop the “Attitudes
towards Westernization Scale” (ATWS) and perform its validity and reliability. The development of a
measurement tool included the following steps of preparing the scale items: obtaining expert views for content
validity, piloting, EFA (exploratory factor analysis), CFA (confirmatory factor analysis), and reliability and
validity for data analysis. Approval of the study was obtained from the scientific research and publication
ethics committee with E. 34711 number and 25.12.2021 date.

Participants

For EFA and CFA, the study aimed to enhance maximum biodiversity by reaching prospective teachers who
had different socio-demographic features. Views about the sample size in the scale development process vary.
As such, while Kline (1994) argues that the sample size needs to be 10 times more than the number of items,
Hoe (2008) states that any number beyond 200 is sufficient for the study group. Cokluk, Sekercioglu and
Biiyiikoztiirk (2012) recommended that at least these two criteria should be met. Based on these views, the
target population of the study included prospective teachers who were students in Education Faculty of a State
University in the 2019-2020 academic year. The sample included 300 students, 171 (57%) females and 129
(43%) males who were selected using non-proportional cluster sampling from four departments (Primary
School, Mathematics, Psychological Counseling and Guidance (PCG), Social Sciences, and Pre-school
Teaching). Of all the students, 38 (12,7%) were enrolled in Social Sciences Teaching, 127 (42,3%) were
enrolled in PCG, 82 (27,3%) were enrolled in Pre-school teaching, and 53 (17,7%) were enrolled in Primary
school Mathematics teaching departments.
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Data Collection Tool

Preparation Process of the Attitudes towards Westernization Scale (ATWS)
The steps below recommended by De Vellis were followed for the preparation of the ATWS.

Generating an Item Pool: The development of ATWS was started with the preparation of an item pool. For this
purpose, initially, the related literature was reviewed, and the current knowledge about the factors affecting
teachers' views about Westernization and the characteristics to be possessed in line with this were searched.
The first draft items were prepared in line with the information gained.

The items were prepared as drafts in line with the concept of attitudes towards Westernization defined
operationally in a way to encompass different dimensions of attitudes towards Westernization (social
environment, adoption, democracy, and science and technique).

Expert Reviewing of the Item Pool: To receive expert opinions, the item pool was submitted to two experts.
While one of these experts, who specialized in the learning-teaching process, instructed thinking education
and worked in the Department of Education Sciences at the same faculty, the other expert was an academic
who conducted studies in the field of history education.

Piloting the ATWS: For language and comprehensibility, the 80-item scale was piloted with a group of five
participants that were composed of students from the Social Sciences Education undergraduate program in
terms of language and comprehensibility. Based on their suggestions, necessary revisions including
expressions and page format were made. The revised scale that was given its final form was piloted with 159
students from the departments of Pre-school Teaching, Primary School Mathematics Teaching, Psychological
Counseling and Guidance) in one session in a classroom. Besides, the prospective teachers who were included
in the pilot study were not included in the main study. Factor analyses performed for the factor structure of the
ATWS included the analysis of KMO (Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin) coefficient and Barlett’s Sphericity Test results to
find out if data were appropriate for factor analysis. The results were found to be statistically significant
(KMO=0.85; Barlett’s Sphericity test 2 =3.067 df = p<.001). The pilot study results from 159 students
indicated that the four-factor, 34-item form had Cronbach’s alpha values of .89 for the total scale and .92 in
social environment (14 items), .89 in adoption (10 items), .76 in democracy (6 items), and .83 in science and
technique (4 items).

Table 1 demonstrates values for factors obtained from the reliability analyses and the factor analyses accessed
in eight iterations and resulted in four-factor structure, factor loads, factor eigenvalues, variance percentages
that factors explained, and Cronbach’s alpha values, corrected item-total score correlations of the items,
common variances, as well as t values.

The factor structure of ATWS was evaluated via EFA. The purpose EFA is to find out the factor structure based
on the relationships between the variables. As for CFA performed for model-data fit, it is utilized to test the
hypotheses generated concerning relationships between variables (Tabachnick and Fidell, 2001).

The first component that was obtained is the "social environment" factor which is composed of Items 69, 68,
67, 66, 65, 70, 72, 79, 75, 58, 59, 78, 62, and 74. Some of the items in this scale include ‘“Western countries
have many functional projects conducted for environmental protection.”, “Programs in the Western education
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system are more functional.”, “Western education contributes to personal development.” Factor loads of the
14 items in this factor were between.46 -.87 while item-total correlations were between .35 and.57, and
Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient was .92. The second component in the ATWS according to
EFA results was composed of 10 items with statements about the adoption aspect of Westernization such as
“Western culture is discriminatory” and “Western civilization is dangerous” (Item Pool numbers
15,17,16,33,22,21,19,18,32 and 20). Factor loads of the items in the “adoption” factor were .62 to .78, the
item-total correlations were.12 to .40, and Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient was .89. The third
component in the ATWS was composed of six items with statements about the democratic aspect of
Westernization such as "The West had great contributions to the democratic attainments of Tiirkiye” and “the
West is the cradle of democracy”. This factor was called “democracy”. The items in this factor (Items:
43,38,29,61,26 and 55.), which had .76 Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient, had factor loads
between .40 and .74, and the item-total correlation was between .44 and .49. Factor 4 in the ATWS was
composed of four items that included statements such as “Science generally improves with the active
participation of Western civilizations” and “Scientific improvement has become possible with the projects
produced by Western civilizations”. This factor was called “science and technique”. Cronbach’s alpha internal
consistency coefficient was found .83, factor loads of the items in this factor (Items:50,49,51 and 52) were
between .56 and .82, and the item-total correlations were .43 to .57.

Four factors explained 54.14% of the total variance, and the scale Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency
coefficient was found .89. Values of the Guttman Split Half giving idea about the stability of the scale or
consistency between the two halves, were found .87 for the “social environment” factor, .91 for the adoption”
factor, .71 for the “democracy” factor, and .79 for the “Science and Technique” factor, and .61 for the whole
scale. When Table 1 was analyzed in terms of factor loadings, the factor loadings were found to range between
46 and .87. Analysis based on items loaded on more than one factor showed that the items were generally
loaded in the related factors with significant differences (.30 and above in general). Besides, the total scores
of the participants obtained from 34 items were ranked from the lowest to the highest for each item, and upper
and lower 27% groups were formed and whether the items discriminated these two groups from each other
was analyzed. This analysis showed that all the items could significantly discriminate the groups (p<.001). The
arithmetic means of the other 34 items ranged between 2.24 and 3.71, and standard deviations ranged between
1.11 and 1.31.

Data Analysis

The following analyses were performed for reliability and validity of the ATWS: Cronbach’s alpha Mean
Variance Subtracted (AVE) and Composite Reliability analysis performed for reliability, expert views
performed for content validity, and EFA and CFA performed for construct validity. In addition, further analyses
were performed for arithmetic means and standard deviation values of the items as well as item-total score
correlations; item discriminatory power was analyzed via a t-test. Arithmetic means, t-test and one-way
analysis of variance compared the data in terms of the variables of gender and department where the students
were enrolled. In addition, the form formed by the exploratory factor analysis was applied in another group
and confirmatory factor analysis was performed and it was checked whether the structure was also provided
in another group.

FINDINGS
Findings about Construct Validity and Reliability of the ATWS

The factor structure of the ATWS was analyzed through EFA and CFA. EFA explores the factor structure on
the basis relationships between variables. As for CFA investigating the model-data fit, as stated by Tabachnick
and Fidell (2001), it tests the hypotheses formed regarding the relationship between variables. The first EFA
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performed to determine the ATWS factor structure included KMO coefficient and Barlett’s Sphericity test
results to find out if the data fit the factor analysis, and these values were found to be statistically significant
(KMO =.90; Barlett’s Sphericity test 2 = 4.555 df =351 p<.001). The results of the administration of the
ATWS performed with 300 students indicated that the three-factor, 34-item form had Cronbach’s alpha values
of .87 for the total scale, .93 in factor 1 (social environment) (12 items), .88 in factor 2 (adoption) (10 items),
and .67 in factor 3 (democracy) (5 items).

According to the first EFA results, the scale had three components that had eigenvalues of over 1.00, but the
items collected under the first three factors with eigenvalues of over 2.00 either were only one or two items or
they had over .30 factor loads in other components as well, and the factor loads under two components were
close to each other. Analysis was performed for the scree plot of the eigenvalues, and the most significant break
was found to be in factor 3. Eigenvalues, percentage to the total variance and scree plot were the most
frequently used criteria (DeVellis, 2003). According to Cattel (in DeVellis, 2003), the number of factors until
the scree plot takes a horizontal shape could be a criterion to determine the number of factors. The item pool
was prepared under three factors called F1: social environment; F2: adoption, and F3: democracy; hence, the
factor analysis was applied again with three components only.

Table 2 demonstrates factors obtained from the EFA and reliability analysis accessed with three iterations and
resulted in a three-factor structure, factor loads, factor eigenvalues, variance percentages explained by the
factors, and Cronbach’s alpha values, corrected item-total correlations.

The first component obtained from the analyses was the “social environment” factor that was composed of
Items 25, 28, 26, 27, 24, 29, 32, 30, 34, 21, 33, and 23. Some of the items in this scale included "Western
countries organize activities that create environmental conscience” and “Programs in the Western education
system are more functional”. Factor loads of 12 items in this factor ranged from .57 to .83, and the item-total
score correlations were .39 to .61. Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient was .93. EFA results
indicated that the second component in the ATWS had 10 items related to the adoption factor of Westernization;
for instance, “Moral values of Western civilizations contain interest” and “The western civilization is
capitalist” (Item no:8, 4, 5,7, 6,3, 1, 12, 11 and 2.). Factor loads of the items in the “adoption” factor were.43
to .78, item-total correlations were .21 to .74, and Cronbach’s Alpha internal consistency coefficient was .88.
The third factor in the analyses results included the democracy factor of students’ attitudes towards
Westernization and was composed of items such as “Western people respect democracy” and “The West had
great contributions to the democratic attainments of Tiirkiye”. This factor was called “democracy”. The items
in this factor (Items: 14, 13, 19, 22, and 9.), which had .67 Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient,
factor loads between .23 and .70, and the item-total correlation between .16 and .21. Three factors explained
54.12% of the total variance. The scale’s Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficient was found .87.
Values of the Guttman Split Half, which was calculated to have an idea about the stability of the scale or
consistency between the two halves, were found .90 for “social environment”, .90 for “adoption”, and .75 for
“democracy”. When Table 2 was analyzed, the factor loads were.23 to .83. When it was analyzed according
to the items loaded on more than one factor, the items were generally loaded with significant differences (.30
and above in general). Arithmetic means of the 27 items ranged between 2.57 and 3.96, and standard deviations
between .98 and 3.23. Moreover, the total scores obtained from 27 items were ranked from the lowest to the
highest for each item, and upper and lower 27% groups were formed and whether the items discriminated these
two groups from each other was analyzed. This analysis showed that all the items could discriminate the groups
significantly (p<.001).

In addition, in terms of structural validity, which has an important place for validity and reliability after the
exploratory factor analysis, the Inferred Average Variance (AVE) and Composite Reliability analyzes were
evaluated. If the AVE and Composite Reliability (CR) analysis values of the relevant scale are; it was found as
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AVE: 0.536, CR: 0.93 in F1, AVE: 0.47, CR: 0.89 in F2, and AVE: 0.32 and CR: 0.68 in F3. When evaluated
in general, it is seen that CR values show a high level of reliability in F1 and F2, and a moderate level of
reliability in F3. Since the AVE:0.536 value in F1 was above 0.50 (Bacon, Sauer, & Young, 1995), convergent
validity was observed in this factor. A value of 0.47 in F2 was evaluated as a value close to convergent validity
(Bacon, Sauer, & Young, 1995).

Table 3 shows the correlation matrix and arithmetic means, and standard deviation values of the Attitudes
towards Westernization Scale total score and factors.

According to Table 3, factor 1 in the ATWS had significant relationships with factor 3 and the total score
(p<0.01, p<0.05), it had a negative and significant relationship with factor 3 (p<0.01, p<0.05) and it had a
positive and significant relationship with the total score (p<0.01, p<0.05). As for factor 3, it had a positive and
significant relationship with factor 1 and the total score (p<0.01, p<0.05), and it had a negative and significant
relationship with factor 2 (p<0.01, p<0.05). The relationship of total scale with all factors was positive and
significant (p<0.01, p<0.05). The arithmetic means of the ATWS total, and factors ranged between 16.08 and
45.52, and the standard deviation values ranged between 3.96 and 9.89.

Confirmatory Factor Analysis (CFA)

Many fit indices are used to assess the validity of the CFA model. Some of them are the chi-square fit test,
Goodness of Fit Index (GFI), Adjusted Goodness of Fit Index (AGFI), Root Mean Square Residual (RMR or
RMS), and Root Mean Square Error of Approximation (RMSEA). According to Siimer (2000), the model is a
good fit with real data if the ratio calculated via CFA (¥2/sd) is below 5. GFI and AGFI values should be over
.90, and RMS or standardized RMS and RMSEA values should be below .05 for model-data fit.. However,
GFI value of below 0.85, AGFI value of above 0.80, and RMS value of below 0.10 are expected to be criteria
for the model-data fit (Marsh, Balla & McDonald, 1988; in Cokluk, Sekercioglu & Biiyiikoztiirk, 2012).

CFA was conducted to confirm the scale’s construct validity with 27 items and 3 factors according to EFA.
CFA is an analysis method used for testing the scale structures that are theoretically defined and proven to be
valid (Kline, 2011). Once a model is formed for the analysis, initially, t values of the observed variables are
analyzed. Both t values and error variances are recommended to be analyzed for the acceptability of the model
(Cokluk, Sekercioglu & Biiyiikoztiirk, 2012).
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CFA was conducted to test the validity of the three-factor model. Many statistics exist for the model-data fit,
but the generally analyzed indicators (Stimer, 2000; Cokluk, Biiyiikoztiirk & Sekercioglu, 2012) include y2,
x2/df, R MSEA, NNFI, CFI and GFI values CFA was performed to test the validity of the three-factor structure
determined by the EFA. CFA performed to analyze how much the three-factor model fit the data collected and
the chi-square value calculated for model-data fit were found to be significant y2=1354,32, sd=295, p<.01.
Some fit statistics calculated using the same analysis are as follows: (32/sd)=4,59, RMSEA=0.110, RMR=0.13,
GFI1=0.74, AGFI=0.69, NNFI=0.90, NFI=0.89, CFI=0.91, RFI = 0.88. Table 4 shows the modifications and fit
indexes in the confirmatory factor analysis. The last modification of the model (sixth modification) was done
between Item 11 and Item 10, and fit statistics were found ¥2=666,87, sd=289, p<.01, (¥2/sd)=2,30,
RMSEA=0.066, RMR=0.064, GFI=0.85, AGFI=0.82, NNFI=0.96, NFI=0.94, CFI=0.96. Considering these
values, the scale was found to demonstrate a perfect fit (Tabachnick & Fidell, 2001). Figure 1 shows the CFA
path diagram.

CONLUSION

This study sets out to develop the Attitudes towards Westernization Scale. Although the scale was originally
formed as a four-factor structure based on the literature review (F1: social environment; F2: adoption; F3:
democracy and F4: science and technique), it became a three-factor structure based on the EFA after the pilot
study (F1: social environment; F2: adoption and F3: democracy). After the main administration of the EFA,
while F1: social environment factor was composed of 12 items (25, 28, 26, 27, 24, 29, 32, 30, 34, 21, 33, and
23), F2: adoption factor had 10 items (Item no:8, 4, 5,7, 6, 3, 1, 12, 11 and 2), and F3: democracy factor was
composed of five items (Item no: 14, 13, 19, 22 and 9). The main administration revealed a 27-item scale in
EFA. In this regard, CFA was performed to test the validity of the three-factor structure of the ATWS. CFA
performed to analyze how much the three-factor ATWS fit the data that were collected and the chi-square test
performed for model-data fit were determined significant. Fit statistics in the last modification of the model
were found ¥2=666,87, sd=289, p<.01, (¥2/sd)=2,30. Some fit indices in the same analysis were found
(x2/sd)=2,30, RMSEA=0.066, RMR=0.064, GFI=0.85, AGFI=0.82, NNFI=0.96, NF1=0.94, CFI=0.96, RFI=
0.93. Given these values, the scale was found to have a perfect fit (Tabachnick and Fidell, 2001). The
distribution of 27 items according to factors based on the CFA was as follows: social environment factor 12
items (Item No: 15., 17., 18., 19., 20., 21., 22., 23., 24., 25., 26. and 27.), adoption factor:10 Items (Item no:1.,
2.,3.,4.,5.,6.,7.,8.,10. and 11.) and democracy factor: 5 Items (Item No: 9., 12., 13., 14. and 16.)

The results of the CFA performed to test the original factor structure of the scale which was supported with
expert views as well showed that the structure of 27 items in the scale was valid in education faculty students,
indicating the adequate data fit of the model (Kline, 2011; Simsek, 2007; Hoe, 2008).
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Reliability, according to Klein (1998) and Wiersma (2000), is the consistency of a measurement tool in all
measurements. Calculating Cronbach’s alpha is the most reliable method used in studies (Dorman & Knightley,
2006). Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficients were found .87 for the total scale, .93 in factor 1, .88
in factor 2, and .67 in factor 3; hence, a reliable 27-item scale was obtained.

Based on the characteristics of the items in the factors, factor 1 was determined as “social environment”, factor
2 as “adoption”, and factor 3 as “democracy”. This scale, which was found to be valid and reliable, is also the
first measurement tool in our country that was developed using CFA.

According to the results of the reliability and validity studies conducted with education faculty students, the
scale could assess the attitudes of education faculty students through a three-factor structure. Hence, the
followings are considered:

-the scale structure is valid and reliable,

- results of the main administration could provide the necessary feedback about students’ self-perceptions about
their attitudes towards westernization

-the measurement tool could be investigated at a meta-analytic level through implementations and studies to
be conducted with different samples in the future

-ATWS could be utilized in experimental and descriptive studies for the identification of self-perceptions of
education faculty students about their attitudes towards westernization.

In addition, the scale is considered to contribute to the literature in terms of providing various data in future
studies.

Batihlasmaya Kars1 Tutum Olgegi’nin Gegcerlilik ve Giivenirlilik Analizi
GENISLETILMIS OZET

Batililasma ifadesi Osmanli Devleti’nde baslayip Cumbhuriyet Tiirkiye’sinde yeni boyutlar kazanan Bati
Avrupa’nin toplumsal ve fikirsel birikimini ulagilmasi gereken bir hedef olarak goren yaklagimdir. Orduda ve
egitim sahasinda baslayan bu siire¢ Osmanli Devleti’'nde cografyaya ve doneme gore farkli isimlerle de
anilmistir. 18. ylizyilin baslarinda teceddiid veya 1slahat, daha sonra da Tanzimat olarak tanimlanan hareketler
asrilik, asrilesme olarak da adlandirilmigtir. Batililagma hareketleri muasirlagsma, cagdaslagsma isimleriyle de
tanimlanmigtir. Osmanl Devleti’nin 17. yiizyilda savaslardan istedigi sonucu alamamas: iizerine eskiye veya
gelenege donme fikri denenmis ancak bu ¢dziim getirmemistir. Osmanli Devleti, Karlofca ve Pasarofca
antlagmalariyla kaybettigi topraklar ve Biiylik Petro idaresindeki Rusya’nin batililasma ve modernlesme
programlariyla gliglenmesiyle Osmanlilar iistiinliik psikolojisinden siyrilarak Batinin biliminden yararlanma
diisiincesini kabul etmistir. Bati’dan gelen yenilikleri ve etkileri kabul etme konusunda Osmanli aydinlari
onemli goriis ayriliklar yasamislardir. Kimi aydinlar Batili degerlerin tamamiyla benimsenmesi gerektigini
dile getirirken kimi aydmlar da Bati’nin kiiltiirel degerlerini reddederek bilim ve tekniginin alinmasinin
gerektigini savunmuslardir. Ornegin Abdullah Cevdet, Kiligzade Hakki ve Celal Nuri Bey gibi aydinlar
Osmanli toplumunun yapisal problemlerine bagli siyasal ¢oziimlerin topyekiin Batililagma ile
gergeklesebilecegini savunmuslardir. Bu kisilere gore “Asyai Kafalar” Batililasmali, Bati uygarhig: giilii ve
dikeni ile birlikte kabul edilmelidir. Ote yandan bazi aydimlar ise topyekiin Batilasmanin dogru olmadigini
kiiltiirel degerlerin korunmas1 gerektigini savunmuslardir. Bati’dan yapilan ¢evirilerin yogun oldugu donemde
Ali Suavi, Ingiliz Kerim Efendi, Harputlu Hoca Ishak Efendi, Omer Hilmi Efendi ve Cevdet Pasa gibi aydimlar
Islam klasiklerini terciime ederek tepkisel bir tavir ortaya koymuslardir. Nitekim Cevdet Pasa’ya gore ise
Osmanli Devleti’nin gelismesi i¢in Bati’dan yenilikler alinmali, korii koriine taklit yapilmamali, kiiltiirel
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degerler korunmalidir. Batililasma g¢abalar1 Osmanli Devleti’nde askeri basarilarin goriilmesiyle baslayan
cesitli alanlarda iyilestirme c¢abalarini kapsamaktadir. Bu iyilesme ¢abalart Batililasma, yenilesme,
modernlesme, ¢cagdaglasma, laiklesme kavramlariyla da ifade edilmistir. Bu kavramlarin ne kadar ortiistiigli ne
kadar ayristig1 ¢esitli caligmalara konu olmugtur. Osmanli Devleti’nde basarisizliklarin kaynagini ilk olarak
igte arama fikri 1718 yilinda sona ererek Avrupa'min daha ilerde oldugu kabul edilmis, Rusya ve Iran’la
miicadele edebilmek icin Bati bilim ve tekniginin transfer edilmesi glindeme gelmistir. Osmanli Devleti’nde
Batililagma hamleleri Fransa 6rnek alinarak baslamistir. Fransa ile ge¢mise dayali dostluk ve Fransa’nin
Avrupa tizerindeki etkisi de bu baglangi¢ icin 6énemlidir. Matbaanin kurulusunda etkisi olan Sait Pasa Paris’te
incelemelerde bulunmus, Fransa kokenli Comte de Bonneval (Humbaraci Ahmet Pasa) Osmanli Ordusunun
1slahi i¢in c¢alisarak Hendesehane agmig, 1773 yilinda agilan Miihendishane-i Bahri-i Hiimayun’un 6gretim
kadrosu genellikle Fransiz uzmanlardan olusmus, Birinci Abdiilhamit doneminde (1774-1789) Fransa’dan
ordunun egitimi igin teknik uzmanlar getirilmis, baz1 okullarin 6gretim dili Fransizca olmustur. Ancak daha
sonraki yillarda Fransa ile dostlugun bitmesi ile Osmanli Devleti’ni baska bir Batili devlet olan Almanya’ya
yonelmistir. Osmanli Devleti, Bat1 diinyasiyla egitim agiginin sadece uzman getirmekle ¢oziilemeyecegini
anlamus, Batiya egitim igin 6grenci gdndermeye de baslamustir. I11. Selim devrinde Ishak Efendi egitim almasi
icin Fransa’ya gonderilmistir. II. Mahmut ise bu konuyu daha fazla ciddiye almis harbiye ve Hendesehane- i
Amire’den segilen yiiz elli 6grenci Avrupa’ya yollanmistir. 1834 yilinda Harp Okulu’nun agilmasindan sonra
bu okulu bitiren yetenekli 6grenciler Viyana, Paris ve Londra’da askeri okullara yollanmaistir.

Tanzimat’a kadar degismelerin agirlik noktas1 askerlik veya ona bagli alanlarda yogunlasirken devlet adamlari
girigilen yeniliklerin kalic1 olabilmesi i¢in bilgili bir toplum, yeni bir aydin tipi ve kadro olusturmak gerektigini
biliyorlardi. Cevdet Pasa ile Resit Pasa ve arkadaslarinin amaglarmdan biri 6rgiin ve yaygin egitim yoluyla
devleti Avrupa’nin yeni usullerine gore diizenlemektir. Tanzimat Ferman1 Osmanli padigahinin egemenligini
simirlayan ve bu smirlamay1 tiim halka duyuran ilk belgedir. Hazirlanisinda Bati Avrupa iilkelerinin de etkisi
aciktir. Islahat Fermam (1856) Tanzimat Fermani ile baslayan esit yurttaglik adimini devam ettirerek,
Miisliiman unsurlardan imtiyazli durumu almis Gayri Miislimlerle Miisliimanlar1 ortak vatandaslik kavrami
altinda esitlemistir. Ancak Avrupa iilkelerinin baskisiyla Hiristiyanlarin ayricaliklar elde etmesi devletin
yiikiinii ¢eken Miisliiman-Tiirk unsurda tepki meydana getirmistir. 1876 yilinda ise Osmanli Devleti’nde ilk
anayasa ilan edilerek ilk parlamento olusmustur. Kisa siire sonra I1. Abdiilhamid (1876-1909) Osmanli-Rus
Savasi’n1 gerekge gostererek, meclisteki Miisliman milletvekilleri ile Gayri Miislim milletvekillerinin
oranindaki dengenin bozulmasinin da etkisiyle, meclis uzun siire tatil edilmistir. Ancak Osmanli aydinlarinin
ve gesitli glic gruplarinin baskisiyla 1908 yilinda Meclis tekrar a¢ilmistir ve padigahin yetkilerinin bir kismi
kisitlanmigtir. Ancak mesruti yonetime karsi geleneksel degerlerin asindirildigini savunan Dervis Vahdeti ve
Volkan Gazetesi’nin etkisiyle Istanbul’da bir ayaklanma baslatilmistir. 31 Mart Isyan1 adi verilen bu ayaklanma
Selanik’ten gelen hareket ordusu tarafindan bastirilmistir. 1914 yilinda baslayan Birinci Diinya Savasi
Osmanli Devleti’nin yenilgisiyle sonu¢lanmisti. ~ Mondros Miitarekesi ve Sevr Antlasmasi’yla Osmanli
Devleti pek ¢ok topragini kaybederken Anadolu da isgale ugramistir. Mustafa Kemal Pasa onderliginde
baglayan Milll Miicadele basariyla sonug¢landirildiktan sonra iilkeyi ¢agdas uygarlik seviyesine ulagtirma i¢in
cogunlugu Bat1 kdkenli yenilikler yapilmaya baglanmistir. Bu yeniliklerle cagdas uygarlik diizeyine ulasilmak
istenirken, Bat1 uygarlig1 ile de bir ortaklik kurulmaya c¢alisitlmistir. Tiirkiye, Bati ile siyasal alanin yaninda
egitim alaninda da ortaklik kurmaya c¢alismistir. Tiirk toplumu ile kalkinmasini ve gelismesini biiyiik dl¢lide
tamamlamis olan Avrupa toplumlari arasinda bir bag kurmak amaciyla yabanct uzmanlar Tiirkiye’ye davet
edilmistir. Maarif Vekili Mustafa Necati zamaninda yayimlanmaya baglayan ¢agdas egitim akimlar1 ve Bati
iilkelerinin egitim sistemlerine iliskin makale ve kitaplar devamli olarak artmistir. 1924 yili Tehvid-i Tedrisat
Yasas1 sonrasinda planlanan yurt dis1 egitim uygulamas1 Maarif Vekaleti tarafindan Avrupa simaviyla hayata
gecirilmistir.  Agustos ayinda uygulanan smavla 20 kisi Fransa’ya, iki kisi de Almanya’ya egitime
gonderilmigtir. 1929 yilinda, 1416 yilinda “Ecnebi Memleketlere Gonderilecek Talebe Hakkinda Kanun”
¢ikarilmistir. Bu kanun; devlet dairelerinin, valiliklerin, belediyelerin, ticaret odalarinin, Simerbank, MTA gibi
iktisadi devlet kuruluslarinin ve harp okullariyla askeri kurumlarin Avrupa’ya 6grenci gonderme kurallarini
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belirlemistir. Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin &liimiinden sonra basa gegen ismet Inénii’niin Bat ile iliskilerini II.
Diinya Savas1 belirlemistir. ikinci Diinya Savasi’ndan Sovyetler Birligi’nin giiglenerek ¢ikmasi ve yayilmaci
politika izlemesi Tiirkiye’yi Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nin liderlik yaptigi Bati ittifakina dahil etmistir.
Truman Doktrini ve Marshall Yardimi Bat1 Avrupa devletleriyle Tiirkiye’yi Sovyetler Birligine kars1 bir ittifak
olusturmak {izere hazirlanmis projelerdir. Tiirkiye 1945 tarihinde ise Birlemis Milletlere dahil olmustur. Batil
devletler ile olan iligkiler Demokrat Parti’nin (1950) iktidara gelmesinden sonra da artarak devam etmistir. Bu
donemde Tiirkiye’nin en biiylik amaclarindan biri NATO’ya girmek olmustur. Tiirkiye’nin Kore Savasi’na
asker gondermesi 1952 yilinda iiyelige kabul edilmesini saglamigtir. Tiirkiye’ nin en biiyiik hedeflerinden birisi
de 1950°1i yillarda baslayip giiniimiizde de devam eden Avrupa Birligi’'ne girebilmektir. Tiirkiye 1959 yilinda
AET bagvuru yapmistir. 1960 ve 1971 askeri miidahaleleri ve 12 Eyliil Askeri Darbesi AET nin ve Avrupa
toplumunun Tiirkiye’ye bakis agisin1 olumsuz etkilemistir. 1983 secimlerinde basar1 kazanan Turgut Ozal’in
ANAP hiikiimeti geleneksel dis politika cizgisi izleyerek AB’ye tam iiyelik i¢cin hazirliklara baslamistir.
Tiirkiye’nin Bat1 diinyasi ile iligkileri sadece siyasal ve ekonomik alanda degil ayni zamanda ¢evre konularinda
da olmustur. Diinyada cesitli nedenlerle ¢evrenin tahribata ugramasi insanligin gelecegi acisindan bazi
Onlemleri de giindeme getirmistir. Tiirkiye genellikle Batili devletler ve Birlesmis Milletler tarafindan
olusturulan bu kurumlarda yer almistir. Cevre tahribatinda fabrika ve otomobil gibi aygitlarin yaydiklari zehirli
gazlar etkili olmustur.

Konuyu toparlayacak olursak Pasarofga Antlagmasi’yla (1718) baslayan giiniimiizde de devam eden
Batililagma siireciyle ilgili 6nemli ¢alismalar yapilmistir. Ancak ¢alismalar genellikle teorik bir ¢er¢evede
sekillenmis, bu konuda toplumun cesitli kesimlerinin genel diisiincesi tespit edilmemistir. Yapilan alan yazin
taramasinda Batililagmaya kars1 6gretmen adaylarinin tutumlarin belirlenmesine yonelik bir dl¢me aracina yurt
ici literatiiriinde rastlanilamamistir. Ayrica 6gretmen adaylarinin batililagsmaya karsi bakis acilariin tespit
edilmesi 0gretmen egitiminde yapilacak diizenlemelerde bir kaynak olacak, bu noktada egitim programi
tasarimlarinda batinin teknolojik ve islevsel 6zelliklerinin programlara yansitilmasinda fayda saglayacaktir.
Buna ek olarak 6gretmen adaylarmin Batililagmaya karsi tutumunun ne olduguyla ilgili yapilan 6lcek
gelistirme c¢aligmasi, bundan sonra yapilacak arastirmalarda da iglevsel bir olgek olarak alana katki
saglayacaktir. Arastirmanin amaci Lale Devri ad1 verilen donemden beri devam eden batililagsma kavramina
iligkin teorik tartigmalardan yararlanarak bir tutum 6l¢egi gelistirmektir. Batililagmaya Karsi Tutumlarimi 6lgen
gecerligi ve giivenirligi kanitlanmig bir 6lgek gelistirmeyi amaglayan bu aragtirma, nicel arastirma deseninde
ve tarama modelindedir. Egitim fakiiltesi diizeyinde “Batililasmaya Karsi Tutum Olgegi” nin (BYTO)
gelistirilmesi, gecerlik ve giivenirlik calismalarmin yapildig1 bir arastirmadir. Olgme aracini gelistirmeye
iligkin siiregte sirasiyla; 6lgek maddelerini hazirlama, kapsam gegerligi icin uzman goriisii alma, deneme
uygulamasi, verilerin analizinde agimlayici faktdr analizi, dogrulayict faktor analizi (DFA) ve gecerlik
giivenirlik ¢aligmasi seklinde bir yol izlenmistir. Aragtirma kapsaminda A¢imlayict Faktor Analizi (AFA) ve
Dogrulayici Faktor Analizi i¢in, farkli demografik 6zelliklere sahip 6gretmen adaylarina ulagilarak maksimum
cesitlilik saglanmaya ¢alisitimistir. BYTO nin gecerlik ve giivenirlik analizleri kapsaminda, toplanan veriler
iizerinde giivenirlik i¢in Cronbach Alpha, Cikarilan Ortalama Varyans (AVE) ve Composite Reliability
analizleri, kapsam gecerligi i¢in uzman goriisleri, yap1 gecerligi icin acimlayici ve dogrulayici faktor analizi
yapilmistir. Ayrica agimlayict faktor analizi sonucunda olusan form, baska bir grupta uygulanip dogrulayici
faktor analizi yapilmis ve yapinin baska bir grupta da saglanip saglanilmadigina bakilmistir.

Bu makalede, son donemde Uluslararasi iliskiler literatiiriinde tartisma konusu olan Cin
ile Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) arasindaki rekabet, Graham Allison'in Tukidides
Tuzag1 kavrami tizerinden incelenmistir. 2017 yilindaki ¢alismasinda, uluslararasi
sistemdeki siiper giiciin, yiikselmekte olan diger bir giicii kendisine tehdit olarak
algilayip ona savas ilan ettigini sdyleyen Allison, son bes yiiz yilda on alti kez
karsilasilan bu durumun on ikisinde devletlerin savastiklarini belirtmistir ve bu durumu
Tukidides Tuzagi olarak kavramsallastirmistir. Tukidides Tuzagi kavramiyla birlikte
Uluslararas: ligkiler disiplinindeki giic dengesi, hegemonya, ¢atisma ve giivenlik
teorilerini yeniden tartismaya agan Allison, uluslararasi sistemin siiper giicii olan
ABD'nin de gelecekte Tukidides Tuzagi'na diiserek yiikselen gii¢ olan Cin'e savas ilan
edecegi 6ngoriisiinde bulunmustur. Cin ve ABD'nin ulusal giivenlik strateji belgelerinin
ele alindig1 bu calismada, ulusal giivenlik stratejileri baglaminda Cin ve ABD'in
birbirlerini nasil ve ne derecede tehdit olarak algiladiklar1 ve bu algilarin uluslararasi
sistemde herhangi bir ¢atigsma potansiyeli yaratip yaratmadig1 arastirma sorusuna yanit
aranmistir.

ABSTRACT

This article analyzed the rivalry between China and the United States of America
(USA), which has recently been a topic of discussion in the International Relations
literature, through Graham Allison's concept of the Thucydides Trap. In his study in
2017, Allison stated that the superpower in the international system perceives another
rising power as a threat to itself and declares war on it. Thus, Allison claimed that states
have been at war in twelve of these situations sixteen times in the last five hundred
years and conceptualized this situation as the Thucydides Trap. With the concept of the
Thucydides Trap, Allison re-discussed the balance of power, hegemony, conflict and
security theories in the discipline of International Relations and predicted that the US,
the superpower of the international system, would also fall into the Thucydides Trap in
the future and declare war on China, the rising power. In this context, this study
examined the national security strategy documents of China and the US and evaluated
the extent to which the rivalry between the two countries will develop according to
Allison's concept of the Thucydides Trap, as well as Allison's prediction of a future war
between China and the US.

Uluslararasi sistemdeki hegemon giig ile yiikselen gii¢ arasindaki gatigma potansiyeli, Uluslararasi iliskiler

literatiiriinde tartisilan bir konudur. Bu baglamda, "Tukidides Tuzag1" kavrami giiniimiizde Cin ve Amerika
Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) arasindaki iliskilerin analizinde kullanilan bir teorik ¢ergeve haline gelmistir.

Tukidides Tuzagi kavrami, eski Yunan doneminde yasayan tarih¢i Tukidides'in Peloponez Savaslari'na dair
gozlemlerine dayanmaktadir. Tukidides, Atina ile Sparta arasindaki ¢atigmay1 analiz ederek, o donemin
uluslararast sistemdeki hegemon giiciin (Sparta) yilikselen bir giicli (Atina) tehdit olarak algilayip savas
acabilecegi gercegini aktarmistir. Tukidides'in aktardiklariyla ortaya ¢ikan bu teori, Graham Allison tarafindan
modern uluslararasi iligkiler literatiiriine uyarlanarak, giiniimiizde Cin ve ABD arasindaki rekabeti ve iligkilerin
dinamiklerini agiklamak i¢in kullanilmaktadir. Bu baglamda bu makalede, ulusal giivenlik stratejileri
baglaminda Cin ve ABD'nin birbirlerini nasil ve ne derecede tehdit olarak algiladiklarini ve bu algilarin
herhangi bir ¢atigma potansiyeli yaratip yaratmadig1 arastirma sorusu ele alinmustir.

Makalenin ilk boliimiinde ¢alismanin teorik cercevesi ele alinmis ve Cin-ABD iliskilerini agiklamak i¢in
kullanilan ve agirlikli olarak realizm literatiiriiniin konusu olan Tukidides Tuzag1 kavrami agiklanmistir. En
genis anlamiyla, uluslararasi sistemdeki temel aktorlerin devletler oldugu anlayisini barindiran ve uluslararasi
iligkilerin dogasi1 miicadele ve rekabet olarak tanimlayan realist kuramin kdkleri Tukidides'e dayanmaktadir.
Tukidides'in "Peloponez Savaglar1" adli eseri, Atina ve Sparta arasindaki rekabeti analiz ederken, gii¢c dengesi,
caydiricilik, silahlanma yaris1 gibi kavramlar sistematik bir sekilde ele almasiyla realist literatiire 6nemli
katkilar sunmugtur. Graham Allison tarafindan 2017'de ortaya atilan Tukidides Tuzag1 kavrami ise hegemon
giiclin yiikselen bir giicii tehdit olarak algilamasi sonucu ortaya ¢ikan yapisal gerilimleri ifade etmektedir.
Allison'a gore bu kosullar son bes yliz yilda on alt1 kez ortaya ¢ikmis ve bunlarin on iki tanesi savasla
sonu¢lanmistir. Giinliimiizde Cin-ABD iligkilerindeki artan gerilimi ve ¢atigsma olasiliklarini agiklamak i¢in
kullanilan Tukidides Tuzag1 kavrami, uluslararasi sistemdeki giic miicadelelerini anlamak ve analiz etmek i¢in
cerceve sunmaktadir. Bu baglamda calismanin bu bolimii, uluslararasi iligkileri tarihsel bir perspektiften
inceleyerek, giinlimiizde yasanan gii¢c miicadelesini analitik bir diizleme oturtmak amaciyla yazilmigtir.

Caligmanin ikinci boliimiinde Cin ile ABD arasindaki iligkilerin tarihsel ge¢misi ulusal giivenlik baglaminda
aktarilmugtir. ki iilke arasindaki iliskilerin tarihsel gecmisini ulusal giivenlik baglaminda incelemek,
giintimiizdeki uluslararasi sistemi ve iki {ilke arasindaki sorun yaratmasi muhtemel konularin kiiresel giivenlik
dengelerine olan etkilerini anlamak ag¢isindan 6nem tasimaktadir. 18. ve 19. yiizyillardaki ilk ticaret temaslari,
fkinci Diinya Savasi ve sonrasindaki is birligi ve catismalar, Nixon dénemi agilim politikas1 ve iliskilerin
normallesmesi, Soguk Savas sonrasi ekonomik baglarin giiglenmesi ve 21. yilizyildaki askeri, ekonomik ve
teknolojik rekabet, Cin-ABD iligkilerinin gelisiminde belirleyici bagliklar olmuslardir. Tarihsel siiregte
yasanan olaylar, iki {ilke arasindaki ¢atisma ve is birligi dinamiklerini sekillendirerek, gliniimiizdeki giivenlik
stratejilerini ve uluslararasi politikalar1 etkilemeye devam etmektedirler. Cin ile ABD arasindaki iligkilerin
tarihsel arka planin1 anlamak, mevcut giivenlik ortamini degerlendirip gelecekteki olasi ¢atisma ya da savas
senaryolarini analiz etmek icin analitik bir temel olusturmaktadir.

Cin'in 2011 ve 2015 yillarindaki ulusal giivenlik stratejisi belgelerinin incelendigi c¢alismanin {igiincii
boliimiinde, iilkenin gilivenlik politikalarindaki evrim ve stratejik Onceliklerinin degisiminin aktarilmasi
amaglanmigtir. Cin, 2011 yilinda yayimladigi "Cin'in Bariggil Kalkinmasi" baglikli belgede askeri
modernizasyon, i¢ giivenlik ve uluslararasi etki yoluyla baris¢il bir kiiresel sisteme katkida bulunmay1
hedeflemistir. 2015 belgesinde ise "aktif savunma" stratejisini benimseyen Cin; inovasyon, yesil kalkinma,
yoksullugun azaltilmasi ve mali reformlar gibi hedeflere odaklanmistir. Bu belgeler, Cin'in ABD ile rekabetini
ongorerek askeri ve stratejik kapasitesini artirma cabalarii, savunmaci bir yaklasimdan daha proaktif ve
kiiresel etkisini artirma odakli bir yaklasima gecisini yansitmaktadirlar. Ayrica, Cin'in giivenlik tehditlerini
tanimlamadaki farkliliklar ve ulusal g¢ikarlarini bariggil gelisme prensibiyle koruma cabalari da bu boliim
kapsaminda incelenmistir. Cin'in uluslararasi sistemde giiclii bir konum elde etmek i¢in askeri, ekonomik ve
sosyal alanlarda gerceklestirdigi reformlari ele alan bu bdliimde, bu reformlarin uluslararasi iligkilere etkileri
analitik zeminde degerlendirilmistir.

Caligmanin dordiincii ve son bdliimiinde ise ABD'in dis politikadaki onceliklerini ve tehdit algilarini
yansitarak zamanla degisim gdsteren ulusal giivenlik stratejileri irdelenmistir. Bu stratejilerin temelleri, 1947
tarihli "Ulusal Giivenlik Yasasi" ile atilmis ve kamuoyuna agiklanmasi ise 1980'lerde Ronald Reagan ile
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baglamistir. 11 Eyliil 2001 teror saldirilarinin ardindan ABD, George W. Bush yonetiminde terdrle miicadeleye
odaklanmis, 2006 Ulusal Giivenlik Stratejisi'nde onleyici miidafaa ve kiiresel is birligini vurgulamistir. Barack
Obama doneminde yayimlanan 2010 stratejisi ise iklim degisikligi ve kamu saglig1 gibi yeni giivenlik risklerini
kapsayarak daha genis bir tehdit tanimi sunmus, Obama'nin "gerekli gii¢" doktriniyle tek tarafli insani
miidahale unsurlarimi igermistir. Donald Trump déneminde ise ABD'in ulusal giivenlik stratejisi realist bir
cercevede ilerlemis ve jeopolitigin 6nemi vurgulanarak ilerlemistir. Bu baglamda makalenin bu bdliimiinde,
ABD'nin ulusal giivenlik stratejilerinin tarihsel gelisimi ve her bagkanlik doneminde nasil sekillendigi analiz
edilerek, kiiresel gelismeler dogrultusunda kendini yenileyen dinamik yapisi ortaya konulmustur.

Sonug olarak bu makalede, Cin ve ABD'nin ulusal giivenlik stratejileri incelenerek, iki iilke arasindaki
rekabetin gelecekte nasil sekillenebilecegi ve Allison'in "Tukidides Tuzag1" kavrami baglaminda 6ngordiigii
gibi bir savagin kagmilmaz olup olmadigir degerlendirilmistir. Bu baglamda bu calismada, ortaya koyulan
bulgularla birlikte uluslararasi iliskiler literatiiriine katki saglamak ve politika yapicilar igin ipuglari sunmak
amaglanmistir.

1. TEORIK CERCEVE: TUKIDIDES TUZAGI

Calismanin bu béliimiinde, Uluslararasi Iligkiler disiplininin ana akim kuramlarindan biri olan realizm
literatiiriine eklemlen ve Cin-Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) iliskilerini agiklamak igin kullanilan
Tukidides Tuzag1 kavraminin teorik ¢ercevesi aktarilmistur.

Uluslararasi Iligkiler disiplininin temel kuramlarindan birisi olan ve kokleri 1648 Vestfalya Barisi'na kadar
uzanan realizm, merkezinde uluslararasi sistemin en temel ve biricik aktorii olarak devlet olgusunu
barimdirmaktadir (Teschke, 2003). Bu dénemde tanimlanan devlet kavrami, Birinci Diinya Savasi sonrasi
donemde Uluslararasi Iliskiler literatiiriiniin hakim teorisi haline gelmistir (Walker ve Morton, 2005). Tarihsel
olarak realizm, Tukidides gibi antik donem diisiiniirlerinin eserlerine dayanmaktadir ve Tukidides, E. H. Carr
ile Hans J. Morgenthau gibi klasik realizmin 6nemli isimleri tarafindan referans alinmistir (Crane, 2023).
Realist kuramcilar, uluslararasi iliskilerin dogasinin miicadele ve rekabet oldugunu savunmaktadirlar
(Freyberg-Inan, 2004). Tukidides, gii¢ dengesi, caydiricilik, silahlanma yarisi, diplomasi ve savas gibi temel
kavramlari belirli bir neden-sonug iliskisi igerisinde kavramsallastirarak bu alandaki 6nemli isimlerden biri
olmustur (Kokaz, 2001).

Milattan 6nce 460-395 yillari arasinda yagayan Atinali Tukidides, “Peloponez Savaslari” adli eserinde donemin
en giiclii Yunan sehir devletleri olan Atina ile Sparta arasindaki rekabeti ele almistir (Thukydides, 2010). Otuz
yil stiren bu rekabette bircok gelismeye taniklik eden Tukidides, bu kitab1 “anin begenisini kazanmak i¢in
degil, tiim zamanlar i¢in bir miilk birakmak” i¢in yazdigini belirtmistir (Strassler, 1996: 16). Strassler (1996:
3) Tukidides’in bu eseri yazma sebebini ise Atina ile Sparta arasindaki askeri miicadelenin “biiyiik bir savas
olacagi ve anlatilmaya kendinden Oncekilerden daha fazla deger olacagi inanciyla, patlak verdigi andan
baslayarak yazma siireci” olarak aciklamigtir. Uluslararasi iliskilerin dogasinda rekabet ve catisma olduguna
inanan Tukidides; adalet, kanun ve toplum gibi unsurlarin, uluslararasi siyasetteki bitmeyen giic miicadelesinde
herhangi bir kisitlayici rol oynamadig fikrini paylasmistir (Bale1 ve Kardag, 2014).

Tukidides'in eserinde Atina ile Sparta arasindaki savagin neden ¢iktig1 sorusuna cevap vermeye calistigini
belirten Strassler (1996), Peloponez Savaglari'ma giden siireci yalin bir sekilde ele almistir. Bugiinkii
Arnavutluk sinirlart igerisinde ve Iyon Denizi kiyisinda bulunan kiigiik bir sehir devlet olan Epidamnus,
koylerinde c¢ikan isyani bastirmada yetersiz kalip bagl oldugu Korkira'dan yardim istemistir (Strassler, 1996).
Korkira'nin bu talebi geri ¢evirmesinin ardindan ayni yardim talebini Korinth'e ileten Epidamnus'a Korinth'in
olumlu cevap vermesinin neticesinde Korkira ile Korinth arasinda savas patlak vermistir (Strassler, 1996).
Savasg sirasinda Korkira, donemin gii¢lii sehir devletlerinden olan Atina'ya ittifak teklif etmis ve bu teklif Atina
tarafindan kabul gérmiistiir (Strassler, 1996). Korkira'nin Atina ile ittifak kurmasinin ardindan savastaki giicii
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dengelemek isteyen Korinth de Sparta'dan yardim isteyince, savas bu sefer Atina-Sparta Savasi’na
donilismiistiir (Strassler, 1996).

Tukidides'in kitabi1 Uluslararasi {liskiler literatiiriine sokan ve eserin giiniimiize kadar gelmesini saglayan en
vurucu metin ise Atinali el¢giler ile Meloslular arasindaki konusmalart i¢eren “Melian Diyalogu” olmustur
(Macleod, 1974). Atinalilar, savasta tarafsiz kalmak isteyen Meloslulara ya kendileri safinda yer almalar1 ya
da teslim olmalar1 gerektigini dikte ettirmislerdir (Lebow, 2013). Adaletin gii¢liiden yana oldugunu ve
zayiflarm bunu kabul etmesi gerektigini sdyleyen Atinalilarin bu teklifini reddeden Meloslular, Atina isgaline
ugramistir (Lebow, 2013). Tukidides, Atina'nin Meloslar1 isgalini uluslararasi sistemde temel aktorler olan
devletlerin, uluslararasi sistem icerisinde olusturdugu "giic dagilimi" ile agiklamigtir (D'Anieri, 2009).
Tukidides'in bu yaklasimina gore savaslara sebep olan unsurlar, "¢ikarlar" ugruna "gii¢c" kullanma egiliminde
olan devletlerdir (Aribogan, 1998). Ayrica Tukidides, insanin rekabetci ve ¢catismaci dogasinin devletlerde de
var oldugunu belirterek, giiclii devletlerin zayif devletleri yonetme istegine karsit koyamadigimi savunmustur
(Nation, 2012). Tiim bu unsurlar kapsaminda Tukidides, "adalet" kavraminin uluslararasi iliskilerde herhangi
bir agirligt olmadigr kanisini tagimistir (Podoksik, 2005).

"Tukidides Tuzag1", Graham Allison’in 30 Mayis 2017'de piyasaya siiriilen “Destined for War: Can America
and China Escape Thucydides's Trap?” adli kitabinda, ABD ile Cin arasinda artan rekabeti tanimlama adina
ortaya attig1 bir kavram olarak Uluslararasi Iliskiler literatiiriine girmistir (Allison, 2017a). Bununla birlikte
Allison (2017b), kitabinin piyasaya c¢ikmasindan kisa bir siire sonra, 9 Haziran 2017'de Foreign Policy'e
yazdig1 makalede, "Tukidides Tuzag1" kavramini uluslararasi siyasette yasanan giincel gelismeler 15181inda daha
da detaylandirmistir. ABD'de en ¢ok satanlar listesine girmeyi basaran kitap; Harvard Kennedy School'a bagl
Belfer Merkezi'nde Allison'in liderlik ettigi bir projeye doniistiiriilmiis ve proje kapsaminda yapilan ¢aligmalar
neticesinde Allison, donemin ABD Bagkani Donald Trump tarafindan Beyaz Saray'a davet edilerek konu
hakkinda uzmanlara bilgi vermistir (Hanania, 2021).

Allison (2017a), "Tukidides Tuzagi" kavramini Peloponez Savaglari'nin asil ¢ikma sebebinin, Atina’nin
giiclenip yiikselmesi ve bunun Sparta’ya verdigi korkunun savasi kagimilmaz hale getirmesi hususunu temel
alarak olusturmustur. Allison'a gore (2017a) "Tukidides Tuzag1", uluslararasi sistemde yer alan bir hegemon
giiclin, sistem igerisinde yiikselmekte olan diger bir giicii, kendi yerine gegcmede kendisine tehdit olarak
algilamasi ve bu baglamda ortaya cikan yapisal bir gerilimdir. Yaptig1 ¢aligsmalar neticesinde Allison (2017a),
son bes yiiz yilda bu kosullarin on alt1 kez ortaya ¢iktigin1 ve bunun on iki tanesinin savasla sonug¢landigini
iddia etmigtir. Bu baglamda Allison (2017a), glinlimiizde ABD-Cin iliskilerinde bu unsurlarin tekrar ortaya
ciktigimi ve ABD'nin Cin'in ekonomik ve siyasi anlamda ytikselisi karsisinda savagsmaktan kagamayacagini
vurgulamistir,

Allison (2017a: 38-39), kitabinin "Bes Yiiz Yil" adli ii¢lincii boliimiinde Tukidides Tuzagi kavrami igin
inceledigi on alt1 vakayi ise tablo seklinde aktarmistir.

Tukidides Tuzag kavraminda uluslararas: sistemdeki hegemon giiciiniin biiyiik gii¢ olma yolunda ilerleyen
devlete cogunlukla savas acgtigini 6ne siiren Allison (2017a), bu durumun 6niine gegerek barisi saglamak icin
on iki tane oneri sunmustur. Oncelikle, devletlerin igindeki yiiksek otorite sahibi siyasi elitler, iki iilke
arasindaki rekabetin savas olmadan ¢oziilmesine yardimci olmalar1 gerekmektedir (Allison, 2017a). Ayrica,
devletlerin tarihsel olarak "normal" kabul edilen ve savasa sebep olan davraniglari, kendilerinden ekonomik
ve siyasi anlamda daha gii¢lii olan NATO, Avrupa Birligi, Birlesmis Milletler vb. uluslararas1 orgiitler ya da
giivenlik kuruluglan tarafindan kisitlanmalidir (Allison, 2017a). Bunun yan sira, savasin maliyetli oldugunu
ve savag sonrast kazanglarin sinirli oldugunu bilen "kurnaz" politikacilar, "ihtiyag¢" ile "gereklilik" arasindaki
farki anlayarak barisi saglama konusunda erdemli davranmalidirlar (Allison, 2017a). Dahasi, zaman
faktoriiniin kritik bir rol oynadigini belirten Allison'a gore (2017a); yanlis zamanda savasmaktansa dogru
zamanda baris yapmak daha avantajlidir. Ayrica, kiiltiirel ortakliklar, savasin Onlenmesine yardimci
olmaktadirlar (Allison, 2017a). Ek olarak, niikleer gii¢ gibi konvansiyonel olmayan silahlarin kullanimi1 sonrasi
etkileri ve sonuglar1 belirsiz oldugundan, bu silahlar savasin 6niinde engel teskil edebilmektedir (Allison,
2017a). Allison (2017a), Karsilikli Mahvolma Teorisi'nin giiniimiizde hala devletlerin tehlikeli adimlar
atmasinin Oniine gegtigini belirtmistir. Ustelik, niikleer giicler arasindaki savaslar siirdiiriilebilir olmadig1 igin,
bu devletler i¢in mesru bir savag sebebi olmamaktadir (Allison, 2017a). Bununla birlikte, niikleer gii¢ sahibi
devletlerin liderleri, kazanamayacaklar1 bir savasta niikleer gii¢ kullanarak tilkelerinin gelecegini riske atmak
istememektedirler (Allison, 2017a). Ayrica, devletler arasindaki siki ticari iligkiler ve ekonomik bagimliliklarin
artmasi, savasgin onlenmesine katki saglamaktadir (Allison, 2017a). Bloklar veya devletler arasindaki giiclii
ittifaklar ise belirli bir denge saglayarak savasin oniine gegebilecek 6nemli bir etmen olarak var olmaya devam
etmektedir (Allison, 2017a). Son olarak, i¢ politikadaki gelismeler de savagin belirleyici unsurlari arasinda yer
almaktadir. Allison'a gore (2017a) bu ipuglari, devletlerarasi iligkilerde barist koruma ve savas riskini azaltma
noktasinda stratejiler sunmaktadirlar.

Sonug olarak, Tukidides Tuzagi kavramini Peloponez Savaslari'nin asil nedeni olarak Atina’nin giiclenmesi ve
bunun Sparta’ya verdigi korkunun savasi kacinilmaz hale getirmesi temelinde olusturan Allison, Tukidides
Tuzagi'm1 uluslararasi sistemdeki bir hegemon giiciin, yiikselen bir giicli kendi yerine gecme tehdidi olarak
algilamasiyla ortaya ¢ikan yapisal bir gerilim olarak tanimlamistir. Son bes yiiz yilda bu kosullarin on alt1 kez
meydana geldigini ve on iki tanesinin savasla sonuglandigini iddia eden Allison, giiniimiizde ABD-Cin
iligkilerinde benzer unsurlarin ortaya g¢iktigini belirtmis ve ABD'nin Cin'in ekonomik ve siyasi yiikselisi
kargisinda savastan kaginmasinin zor olacagini vurgulamaistir.

2. CIN-ABD ILISKILERININ TARIHSEL GECMIiSi

Cin ile Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD) arasindaki iligkilerin tarihini ulusal giivenlik baglaminda
incelenmesi, iki {ilke arasindaki iligkilerin dinamiklerini ve bu dinamiklerin giiniimiiz uluslararas: iliskilerine
olan etkilerini anlamak a¢isindan 6nem arz etmektedir. Uluslararasi sistemin siiper giicii olan ABD ile yiikselen
giicli olan Cin; ekonomik, askeri ve teknolojik alanlarda kiiresel dlgekte etkiler olusturmakta ve iki iilke
arasindaki iliskiler glivenlik dengelerini dogrudan etkilemektedir. Soguk Savas sonrasinda degisen uluslararasi
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sistem, iki {lilkenin jeopolitik ¢ikarlari, ticaret savaslari, siber giivenlik tehditleri ve askeri gii¢ dengeleri gibi
konular, ABD ve Cin arasindaki iligkilerin farkli sekilde ilerlemesine neden olmuslardir. Cin-ABD iligkilerinin
tarihsel ge¢miginin aktarilmasi hem halihazirdaki giivenlik ortamini anlamak hem de Tukidides Tuzagi
kavrami baglaminda iki iilke arasinda 6ngoriilen gelecekteki olasi catisma ya da is birligi senaryolarini analiz
etmek i¢in gereklidir.

Cin ile ABD arasindaki tarihsel siiregte ¢atismaya ya da is birligine neden olan olaylar1 incelemek, Tukidides
Tuzag1 baglamindaki Cin-ABD iliskilerinin nasil seyredecegini analiz etmek acisindan 6nem tasimaktadir. Bu
baglamda, makalenin bu bdliimiinde Cin-ABD iliskilerinin tarihsel gegmisine deginilerek iki iilke iliskilerinin
ulusal giivenlik baglaminda neden incelemesi gerektigi ile ilgili analitik zemin olusturulmustur. Cin-ABD
iligkilerinin tarihsel arka plani; erken donem olan 18. ve 19. ylizyillardaki ticaret ve ilk temaslar, 1940'lar ve
1950'lerdeki ikinci Diinya Savas1 ve sonrasindaki is birligi ve ¢atisma, 1970'lerde Nixon dénemindeki agilim
politikasi ve iligkilerin normallesmesi, 1980'ler ve 1990'lardaki Soguk Savas sonrasi donemdeki kiiresellesme
ile birlikte gelen ekonomik baglarin gliclenmesi ve son olarak 21. yiizyilda Cin-ABD iligkilerini sekillendiren
rekabet ve ¢ekismeler bagliklarinda aktarilmistir.

Cin-ABD iligkilerinin ulusal giivenlik baglaminda incelendigi ilk donem erken donem olarak da bilinen 18. ve
19. yiizyillarda ticaret ile gelisen ilk temas donemidir. iki iilke iliskilerinin gegmisi ABD'nin Cin ile ticareti ilk
baglattigi 18. yiizyilin sonlarina dayanmaktadir (Wang, 2021). Bu erken dénemde ABD'nin Cin'in kapali
ekonomi politikalarini kendi agik kap1 politikasiyla dengeleme ¢abasi goriilmiistiir (Watson ve Luolin, 1986).
19. yiizy1l ise beraberinde basta Afyon Savaslar1 ve Ingiltere ile Cin arasindaki catismalar olmak iizere, ABD-
Cin iliskilerini dolayli olarak etkileyen degisiklikler getirmistir (Scott, 2008). Bu donemde ABD, ¢atigmalara
dogrudan miidahil olmaktan dikkatle kagmarak Cin pazarmna girisini stratejik olarak yonlendirmistir
(Shambaugh, 2011). 18. yiizyil ile baslayan erken donemdeki gelismeler, iki iilke arasindaki dinamikleri
sekillendirmeye devam eden temkinli diplomasi ve ekonomik rekabetin bir karistmimi vurgulayarak
gelecekteki etkilesimler i¢in zemin hazirlamistir (Kaufman, 2010).

Cin-ABD iligkilerinin ulusal giivenlik baglaminda etkilendigi ikinci dénem 1940’lar ve 1950’lerdeki Ikinci
Diinya Savasi ve sonrasindaki is birligi ve catisma doénemi olmustur. ikinci Diinya Savasi sirasinda ABD ve
Cin, Japonya'ya karsi ittifak kurmus ve bu ittifak geregince ABD Cin'e askeri ve ekonomik yardimlar
saglayarak Chiang Kai-shek rejimini desteklemistir (Garver, 2016). Cin ile ABD arasindaki bu is birligi, 1949
yilinda Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti'nin (CHC) kurulmasina sebebiyet veren Cin I¢ Savasi'ndan sonra sona ermistir
(Garver, 2015). Cin I¢ Savasi1 sonrasinda ABD'nin Tayvan't desteklemesi ise Soguk Savas sirasinda Cin ile
ABD ilisgkilerini germistir (Wang, 2000). Bununla birlikte Cin ve ABD'nin dogrudan askeri ¢atismaya girdigi
Kore Savasi sirasinda iki iilke arasindaki gerilim tirmanmistir (Malkasian, 2001). Bu dénem, ABD-Cin
iligkilerinde 6nemli bir degisime isaret ederek savag zamani miittefiklikten Soguk Savas diismanligina gecgise
isaret etmektedir (Layne, 2020).

Cin-ABD iligkilerinin ulusal giivenlik baglaminda sekillendiren {igiincii donem, 1970'lerde donemin ABD
Baskani Richard Nixon ile izlenen ac¢ilim politikas1 ve Cin-ABD iliskilerin normallesmesi donemi olmustur.
1970'lerde ABD'de Nixon yonetimi Cin ile iligkileri normallestirmek adina siyasi bir hamle yapmistir (Kirby
vd., 2005). Henry Kissinger'in ¢abasi ile 1971 yilinda baslayan Cin ile baslayan "Ping-Pong Diplomasisi"
siireci, Bagkan Nixon'm 1972'de Cin'e yaptig1 ve iki iilke arasinda diplomatik baglarin yeniden kurulmasinin
yolunu agan ziyaretle sonuclanmistir (Hong ve Sun, 2000). Ayrica bu siire zarfinda donemin Cin lideri Deng
Xiaoping, Cin ekonomisini kiiresel sisteme entegre eden Onemli reformlar baslatarak ABD ile olan ikili
iligkilerini gelistirme yoluna gitmistir (Houben, 1999). Deng'in reform ve diga agilma politikalari, ekonomik
biiylimeyi ve uluslararas: ticareti tesvik ederek biiyiik bir degisime isaret etmistir (Hrubec, 2020). Nixon ve
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Deng doneminde yasanan bu gelismeler, Cin ile ABD iliskilerindeki kiiresel jeopolitigi ve ekonomiyi yeniden
sekillendirmislerdir (Cannon ve Jenkins, 2002; Sargent, 2014).

1980'ler ve 1990'lardaki Soguk Savas sonrasi donemdeki kiiresellesme ile birlikte gelen ekonomik baglarin
giiclenmesi, Cin-ABD iligkilerinin ulusal giivenlik baglaminda incelendigi dordiincii donem olarak goéze
carpmaktadir. Soguk Savas sonrasi donemde Cin ve ABD arasindaki ekonomik iligkiler gelismeye devam
etmistir (Chen, 1993). 1980'ler ve 1990'lar boyunca ABD'nin Cin'e yonelik yatirnm politikalari, Cin'in
ekonomik reformlariyla birleserek iki iilke arasindaki ticaretin artmasina yardim etmistir (Lardy, 1995). Ancak
1989 Tiananmen Meydan1 olaylari, ABD'min Cin'e yaptirim uygulamasma ve Cin'deki insan haklari
sorunlariin bastirilmasina neden olmustur (Nathan, 2010). Bu olaylar, ABD-Cin iligkilerinde ekonomik
cikarlarin siyasi ve etik kaygilarla dengelendigi bir donemi isaret etmektedir (Suettinger, 2004). Yasanan
olumsuzluklara ragmen Cin ile ABD arasindaki ticaret hacmi biiyiimeye devam etmis ve ekonomik angajman
ile siyasi gerilimler arasindaki gelgitli etkilesimler bas gostermistir (Bergsten vd., 2009). Soguk Savag
sonrasindaki donem, giiniimiizde Cin ile ABD arasinda giinlimiizde birbirine bagimli ekonomik iligkilere
zemin hazirlamigtir (Zhu, 2006).

Cin-ABD iliskilerinin ulusal giivenlik baglaminda incelendigi besinci ve son donem, 21. yiizyilda Cin-ABD
iligkilerinde askeri, ekonomi ve teknoloji alanlarinda rekabet 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir (Zhao, 2019). Cin'in askeri
modernizasyonu ve ABD'nin Asya-Pasifik siyaseti her iki iilkenin giivenlik stratejilerini biiyiik Ol¢lide
etkilemistir (Tahir, 2024). Bunun yani sira siber giivenlik ve teknoloji alanlarinda hakim olma miicadelesi de
iki iilke arasindaki rekabeti koriikleyen diger alanlar olarak goze carpmaktadir (Mori, 2019). Ekonomik
rekabette ise Ozellikle Trump yonetimi altindaki ticari gerilimler ve giimriik tarifeleri, Cin-ABD iliskilerini
daha da gerginlestirmistir (Zeng vd., 2022). Trump'in ardindan iktidar1 ele alan Biden ise Cin'e karsi yeni
stratejik yaklagimlar gelistirerek Cin'in Kusak ve Yol Girisimine kargi pozisyon almistir (Han, 2022).
Gilintimiizde Cin ile ABD'nin giivenlik stratejilerini etkileyen kilit konular arasinda Cin'in Giiney Cin Denizi
politikalari ile Tayvan sorunu yer almaktadirlar (Gupta, 2005). Tiim bu bilgiler 151ginda, 21. yiizyi1ldaki Cin-
ABD iligkileri dinamik oldugu kadar karmasik olarak da tanimlanmaktadir (Nye, 2023).

3. CIN’IN ULUSAL GUVENLIK STRATEJiSi

Cin, 2011 ve 2015 yillarinda olmak iizere iki tane ulusal giivenlik stratejisi belgesi ilan etmistir. Her iki belge
incelendiginde, Pekin'in gilivenlik konusunda askeri meseleleri 6n plana aldigi goriilmiistiir. Bu baglamda,
eninde sonunda ABD ile bir rekabete girecegini 6ngoren Cin, dncelikli olarak askeri ve stratejik kapasitesini
arttirma yoluna gitmistir. Bu baglamda, makalenin bu boliimiinde Cin’in ulusal giivenlik strateji belgeleri
incelenmistir.

Cin'in "Cin'in Baris¢il Kalkinmasi" bagliklt 2011 Ulusal Strateji Belgesi'nin ana hedefleri baris¢il kalkinmaya
giden yolun ana hatlarini ¢izmek, ulasilacak hedefleri tanimlamak, dis politika kilavuzlari olusturmak, tarihsel
etkileri vurgulamak ve kiiresel etkileri ele almak olmustur (Buzan, 2014). Bu stratejik plan, Cin'in ulusal
giiclinli arttirarak, i¢ giivenligini saglayarak ve uluslararasi etki yoluyla barigcil bir kiiresel sisteme katkida
bulunarak ulusal giivenlik stratejisini optimize etmeye yonelik daha genis ¢cabalarinin bir par¢astydi (Xi, 2016).
Belge, Cin'in barisa ve kiiresel kalkinmaya olan bagliligin1 vurgularken, iilkenin biiyliyen ekonomisinin ve
niifusunun ihtiyaglarimi karsilamak icin egitim, endiistri ve saglik hizmetleri de dahil olmak tizere ¢esitli
sektorleri modernize etmeye yonelik stratejik odagini da yansitmistir (Kuhn, 2018).

2015 yilindaki Ulusal Strateji Belgesi ile ise Cin, iilkenin kalkinmasina rehberlik edecek birkag temel hedefi
kamuoyuna duyurmustur. Cin'in bu hedefleri arasinda inovasyon onciiliigiinde biiyiimeye gegis, kentin ve
kirsalin entegreli bir sekilde kalkinmasi, emisyonlari azaltmaya ve fosil yakit dis1 enerjiyi artirmaya odaklanan
yesil kalkinma, toplumdaki yoksullugu bitirmek ve refah hizmetlerini genisletmek icin kapsayici kalkinma,
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Kamu Iktisadi Tesebbiisleri'ni hedef alan mali reformlar ve 2020 yilina kadar tam Yuan konvertibilitesi yoluyla
diinyaya acikligin artirilmasi yer almistir (Kennedy ve Johnson, 2016). Belgede ayrica, inovasyon ve
modernizasyon ¢abalarin1 desteklemek i¢in fikri miilkiyet haklarinin korunmasi ve uygulanmasinin énemi
vurgulanarak, bu hedeflere ulagsmak i¢in istikrarli bir yasal ¢er¢eveye duyulan ihtiya¢ konusunda Cin liderligi
arasinda artan farkindalik yansitilmistir (Yee, 2017). Pekin yonetimi bu stratejiyle Cin'in baris¢il kalkinma ve
modernlesmeye olan bagliligin1 vurgulayarak, bu hedefler dogrultusunda i¢ ve uluslararasi iliskilere yonelik
vizyonunu netlestirmeyi amaglamistir (Zhang, 2015).

Giivenlik tehditlerini belirleme noktasinda ise Cin, 2011 ve 2015 yillarindaki belgelerinde farkli tanimlamalar
yapmustir. Cin'in siyasi, askeri ve ekonomik anlamda yiikseldigine vurgu yapan 2011 belgesi, Cin'in bilylime
ve gelismesinin yaratacagi konvansiyonel tepkilere odaklanmistir (Yalgin, 2018). 2012 yilindan itibaren Xi
Jinping liderliginde biiyiik bir atilim gosteren ve uluslararasi sistemdeki giiciinii artiran Cin, 2015 belgesi ile
ilk kez hegemonya kavrammi kullanmigtir (Cordesman ve Colley, 2016). Bununla birlikte Cin'in 2015
belgesinde; "Cin Riiyas1" kapsamindaki hegemonya, gii¢ siyaseti, yeni miidahalecilik, uluslararasi rekabet,
teror eylemleri, etnik temelli yerel savaslar, din temelli sinir ¢atigmalart gibi kavramlar miidahil olmustur
(Yalgin, 2018). Yalgin (2018), 2015 belgesini yorumlarken, Cin'in biiyiimesini garanti altina alma yolunun
uluslararast sistemin istikrar1 ile saglanmasindan gegtigini vurgulamistir. Bu nedenle Cin, sistemde
istikrarsizliga her daim karsi olmustur (Yalgin, 2018).

Istikrar altinda "bariscil biiyiime" stratejisini hayata gegiren Cin, bir biiyiik gii¢ olarak saldirgan giivenlik
yontemlerini tercih etmistir (Friend ve Thayer, 2018). Cin'in 2011 ve 2015 yillarindaki ulusal giivenlik strateji
belgelerini detayli bir bicimde inceleyerek literatiire katkida bulunan Yalgin (2018), Cin'in 2011 belgesindeki
yonetiminin askeri modernizasyon oldugunu tespit etmistir. 2015 belgesine nazaran daha savunmaci bir dil
kullanilan 2011 belgesinde Cin; askeri modernizasyonu bir an 6nce gergeklestirmeyi hedeflemistir ve bu
baglamda Pekin hiikiimeti, "orduyu daha profesyonel, mekanize, kiigiik, etkin, kaliteli, hizl1 ve entegre yani
aslinda daha saldirgan hale getirmeli", bagka bir deyisle orduda yapilanmaya gitme planlamasini yapmistir
(Yalgin, 2018).

Yal¢in (2018), 2011 belgesi ve Cin'in bu belge ile hedeflediklerini dort maddede analiz etmistir. Yalgin'a gore
(2018), Cin'in birinci onceligi Cin anakarasimin savunulmasidir. Cin’in i¢ giivenligini saglayarak toplumsal
uyumun getirdigi istikrarin muhafaza edilmesi Pekin hiikiimetinin ikinci onceligi olmakla birlikte ordunun
modernizasyonu tigiincii dncelik olarak goriilmektedir (Yalgin, 2018). Yal¢in (2018), Cin'in dordiincii ve son
onceliginin uyumlu toplumun getirdigi istikrarin dis politikaya sirayet etmesi sonucunda diinya barigimin ve
uluslararas sistemdeki istikrarin saglanmasi oldugunu belirtmistir.

Bununla birlikte Yalgin'a gore (2018) Cin'in 2015 belgesi, 2011 belgesi ile benzerlikler tasisa da bu belgedeki
en 6nemli gelisme, Cin'in "aktif savunma" kavramini ulusal giivenlik strateji belgesine eklemesi olmustur. "Cin
Riiyas1" kavramini hayata gecirmek isteyen Xi Jinping'in buna uygun bir strateji gelistirmesi gerektiginin altini
¢izen Yalgin (2018: 316), bunun "aktif savunma" ile yapilacagini belirterek, Cin’in savunma ve operasyonel
savunmay1 birlestirmek suretiyle, "kendi kendini savunma ve niikleer silahlara kars1 6nleyici degil, 6teleyici
ilkeleri tercih edecegi" fikrini ortaya atmustir.

Cin'in ulusal gilivenlik strateji belgelerinin evrimi, geleneksel olarak savunmaci bir stratejiden daha proaktif
bir yaklasima gegisi ifade etmektedir (McReynolds, 2017). Cin'in baslangigtaki amaci ve odak noktast hem
yerel hem de uluslararasi ¢ikarlarin korunmasi olmustur (Zhou vd., 2017). Ancak son donemde diinya
siyasetinde yasanan degisimler, Cin'in artik kiiresel ticaret diizenlemelerini ve uygulamalarini etkilemeyi
amaclayan ve ekonomik ¢ikarlar1 ulusal glivenlik cercevesine entegre eden bir stratejiye isaret etmektedir
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(Zhou vd., 2017). Cin'in ulusal giivenlik stratejilerindeki bu evrim, son yirmi yilda yaymlanan belgelerde
acikca goriilmektedir (Garlick ve Havlova, 2020).

Sonu¢ olarak, Cin'in 2011 ve 2015 yillarindaki ulusal gilivenlik strateji belgeleri, iilkenin giivenlik
politikalarindaki evrimi ve stratejik Onceliklerinin degisimini yansitmaktadirlar. 2011 belgesi askeri
modernizasyon ve savunmaya odaklanirken, 2015 belgesi "aktif savunma" stratejisini benimseyerek Cin'in
kiiresel etkisini arttirma g¢abalarini gostermektedir. Xi Jinping liderliginde uluslararasi sistem igerisindeki
giiciinii artiran Cin, biiylimesini glivence altina almak icin askeri, ekonomik ve sosyal alanlarda reformlar
gerceklestirmistir. Cin, izledigi bu stratejilerle i¢ giivenligini saglamay1 ve uluslararasi sistemde giiglii bir
konum elde etmeyi hedeflemektedir.

4. ABD’NIiN ULUSAL GUVENLIK STRATEJISi

11 Eylil 2001 tarihindeki teror saldirilari ile birlikte giivenlik politikalarina bakis agis1 degisen ABD, George
W. Bush yonetimiyle kiiresel capta terorle miicadele girismistir (Dunn, 2005). ABD'nin son iki ulusal giivenlik
strateji belgeleri, 2006 ve 2010 yillarinda yayimlanmistir (Stolberg, 2012). 2006 yilinda Bush déneminde
hazirlanan belge ile 2010 yilinda Barack Obama déneminde hazirlanan belge arasinda farklar bulunmaktadir
(Dagdelen, 2019).

Bush déneminde kamuoyuna agiklanan 2006 Ulusal Strateji Belgesi ile ABD; terdrizmle miicadele, ulusun ve
miittefiklerinin terdrist tehditlerden korunmasi, terdrist aglarin kiiresel olarak bozulmasi ve etkisiz hale
getirilmesi, terorle miicadele ¢abalarinda uluslararasi is birliginin tegvik edilmesi ve terérizme karsi kiiresel
bir hosgoriisiizliigiin tesvik edilmesi hedeflerine odaklanmistir (Perl, 2007). Ayrica, belgede 11 Eyliil sonrast
"terdrle miicadelede" Onleyici mesru miidafaanin 6énemi vurgulanmis; ancak onleyici eylem igin tetikleyici
unsurlar ve giiciin orantililigina iligkin spesifik detaylar ¢6ziime kavusturulmamistir (Gray, 2006). ABD'nin
terorle miicadele stratejisi ayni zamanda demokrasiye ve uluslararasi hukuka sayginin tesvik edilmesini
vurgulayarak, diger iilkelerin dnleyici eylemleri kabul etme konusundaki isteksizlikleriyle tezat olusturmus ve
devlet dis1 aktorlere karst mesru miidafaa yasalarinin kapsami konusundaki bdéliinmelerin  dnemini
vurgulamigtir (Khan, 2006).

2006 yilindaki belge, istikrarsizligin kaynagi ve iiriinii olan kiiresel gapta teroér ve kaynaklar ile miicadele
konularmi kapsamaktadir (Yal¢in, 2018). Yalcin'a gore (2018: 122) "her ne kadar terdr saldirilarinin
abartildigini ve yanlis odaklara baglanildig1" diisiiniilse de istikrarsizlik direkt olarak terdrle bagdastirilmastir.
Basarisiz devletlerin bulundugu Ortadogu cografyasinda, otoriter Arap rejimlerinin de terére destek saglamasi
ve Ozellikle ABD’nin Irak iggalinden sonra terdre artan sekilde destek vermesi; ABD’nin statiiko ve istikrart
bozan etmenlerin terdr oldugu iddiasini giiclendirmistir (Yalgin, 2018).

Donemin ABD Bagkani Obama tarafindan yayinlanan 2010 Ulusal Giivenlik Stratejisi belgesi, temel ulusal
giivenlik kaygilarin1 ve bunlarin ele alinmasina yonelik stratejileri ana hatlariyla belirleyerek ABD dis
politikas1 iizerinde Onemli bir etki yaratmistir (Obama, 2010). Belge, geleneksel uluslararasi hukuk
normlarindan saparak, onleyici mesru miidafaa ve tek tarafli insani miidahale unsurlarini igeren Obama'nin
"gerekli gii¢" doktrini kavramini ortaya atarak onceki stratejilerden bir ayrima isaret etmistir (Henderson,
2010). Ayrica belge, ABD ulusal giivenlik ¢ikarlarinin kapsamini geleneksel jeopolitik tehditlerin Gtesine
tagiyarak iklim degisikligi, kamu saglig1 ve ceza hukuku gibi ¢ok ¢esitli riskleri de igerecek sekilde genisletmis
ve geleneksel olmayan giivenlik konularina daha fazla odaklanilmasinin 6niinii agmistir (Donohue, 2011). Bu
degisikliklere ragmen, Obama doneminde Amerikan dis politikasinin fiili uygulamasi, devam eden askeri
angajmanlar, flize savunma arayislarmin yan sira Iran ve Kuzey Kore gibi iilkelerin davramiglarini etkilemede
karsilasilan zorluklarla degisimden cok siireklilik gostermistir (Kaufman, 2012).
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Obama doneminde yayimlanan 2010 belgesinde ayrica giivenlik tehditlerinde degisiklik olmustur (Yalgin,
2018). 2010 belgesinde konu edinen basliklar; gecis siirecinin tehditleri, terdrizm, kitle imha silahlari,
ekonomik sorunlar ve gereksiz maliyetler olarak siralanmistir (Yalgin, 2018). Bu baglamda Avery Goldstein,
2013 yilinda yayimladig1 makalesinde bu degisikligin sebebini ise eskisi kadar giiclii olmayan ABD’ye karsi,
uluslararast sistemde yeni giicler ortaya c¢ikmasi olarak agiklamistir (Goldstein, 2013). Giiciinii gereksiz
politikalarla miisrif sekilde harcayan ABD'nin bir reforma ihtiyact oldugunu belirten Goldstein'a gore (2013)
ABD, stratejik odak noktasini Ortadogu'dan Asya-Pasifik'e kaydirmustir.

Yal¢in (2018), ABD'nin 2006 belgesinin Onleyicilik unsurlarimi kapsadigini iddia etmistir. Yal¢in (2018),
mevzilenme stratejisiyle tanimlanan 2010 belgesinin ise sorumlulugu bagkasina yikma, gii¢ biriktirme, tasarruf
ve uluslararast kurumlar aragsallastirmak unsurlart altinda toplandigini belirtmistir. Yalgin'a gore (2018)
Obama’nin giivenlik stratejisi, Bush'un giivenlik stratejisinden daha saldirgandir; ¢iinkii Bush doéneminde
giivenlik tehditleri dogmadan ortadan kaldirmay1 savunurken, Obama donemi giivenlik tehditlerini dengeleme
gorevini bagkalarina yikmay1 oncelik olarak belirlemistir. Bir bagka deyisle, Obama donemindeki strateji ile
ABD diinyadan ¢ekilecek ve akabindeki siirecte gii¢ bosluguyla birbirleriyle miicadele eden bdlgesel aktorler
daha da zayiflayacaktir (Yalgin, 2018). Obama’nin bu stratejisiyle ABD'nin siirecten giiclenerek ¢ikan taraf
olmasi1 beklenmektedir (Yalgin, 2018).

ABD'nin stratejik oncelikleri, Ulusal Strateji Belgelerime de yansidig iizere 2006 ve 2010 yillar1 arasinda
degismistir. Belgelerde gorildiigli iizere bu degisim, Bush yonetiminin ABD disindaki iilkelerdeki
demokrasinin tesvikine yaptigi vurgudan Obama yoOnetiminin ABD ulusal giivenligine yonelik tehdit
kaynaklarin1 daha genis bir sekilde tanimlamasina, 6zellikle de 2010 yilinda terdrle miicadeleyi en 6nemli
oncelik olarak vurgulamasina dogru bir odak kaymasi oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir (Jamshidi ve Noori, 2017).
Buna ek olarak, ABD dis politika kavramlar1 ve doktrinlerinin Ikinci Diinya Savasi sonrasindan giiniimiize
kadar gecirdigi degisim, ¢ok kutuplu bir uluslararasi sisteme uyum saglama yoniinde bir gecise isaret etmekte
ve cok tarafli cevreleme ve bolgesel ittifaklar gibi yeni etki araglarmin kullanilmasini gerektirmektedir
(Bacevich, 2007). Ayrica, 2010 Ulusal Giivenlik Stratejisi'nde Obamain "gerekli gii¢c" doktrinini ilan etmesi,
tek tarafli zorlayici insani miidahalenin dahil edilmesine ve 21. ylizy1l giivenlik tehditlerinin ele alinmasina
dogru bir kaymaya isaret etmektedir (Renshon, 2009).

Bush ve Obama’nin ardindan géreve gelen ABD Baskani1 Donald Trump déneminde de ulusal giivenlik anlayist
ve dis politika stratejisi realist bir ¢ergeveden ilerlemeye devam etmistir. Trump'in Ulusal Giivenlik Danigmani
H. R. McMaster, 18 Aralik 2017°deki "Ulusal Giivenlik Stratejisi" belgesinin ilan edilmesinin ardindan,
"Soguk Savas'in bitimiyle diinyaya hakim olan tatil havasi artik sona ermis ve jeopolitigin 6nemi tiim hiziyla
geri gelmigtir" ifadelerini kullanmigtir (Khalilzad, 2018). McMaster’in agiklamalart ile ABD, Trump
doneminde realist bir dig politika izleyeceginin sinyalini vermistir (Herbert vd., 2019).

Nihai olarak, ABD'nin ulusal giivenlik stratejisi, tipki Cin'de oldugu gibi zaman igerisinde degisim ve gelisim
siireglerinden gegmistir. 1947 Ulusal Giivenlik Yasasi ile temelleri atilan ulusal giivenlik stratejileri,
1980'lerden itibaren kamuoyu ile paylasilmaya baslanmis ve her bagskan kendi dénemine 6zgii revizyonlar
yapmustir. 11 Eyliil 2001'deki teror saldirilar1 sonrasinda giivenlik politikalarinda radikal degisikliklere giden
ABD, Bush déneminde terorle miicadeleye odaklanirken, Obama déneminde ulusal giivenlik tehditlerinin
kapsamini genigletmistir. Bush'un 2006 stratejisi, terdrizmle miicadele ve kiiresel ¢apta giivenlik is birligine
vurgu yaparken, Obama’nin 2010 stratejisi, geleneksel tehditlerin 6tesine gegerek iklim degisikligi ve kamu
saglig1 gibi konulari da icermistir. Obama'nin "gerekli gli¢" doktrini, tek tarafli insani miidahaleleri igermesiyle
onceki stratejilerden ayrismistir. ABD'de Trump doneminde ise realist bir dis politika anlayis1 benimsenmis,
jeopolitigin 6nemi vurgulanmistir. Bu degisimler, ABD'nin ulusal giivenlik stratejilerinin dinamik bir yapiya
sahip oldugunu ve gerektiginde kiiresel gelismeler dogrultusunda doniisiime ugradigini gostermektedir.
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SONUC

Cin ile ABD (Amerika Birlesik Devletleri) arasindaki iliskilerin ulusal giivenlik bakis agisindan tarihsel olarak
incelenmesi, giiniimiizdeki diinya siyaseti hakkinda ¢ikarimlar yapmamiza yardimer olmaktadir. Iki iilkenin
askeri kapasiteleri ve ekonomik giigleri, uluslararasi sistemdeki stratejik dengeleri etkilemekte ve kiiresel
anlamda giivenlik politikalarin1 sekillendirmektedirler. iki iilke arasindaki giic miicadelesi, uluslararasi
sistemde yeni bir dénemin habercisi olarak goriilmektedir. Iki iilke arasindaki giic miicadelesini Tukidides
Tuzag1 kavrami lizerinden ele alan bu makale, iki {ilkenin ulusal giivenlik stratejilerinin birbirlerini nasil ve ne
derecede tehdit olarak algiladiklarini ve bu algilarin herhangi bir catisma potansiyeli yaratip yaratmadig:
sorusunu ele almigtr.

Tukidides Tuzagi kavramimm literatiire kazandiran Graham Allison'un Ongoriisiine goére, bu tiir gii¢
miicadelelerinde savas kaginilmaz gibi goriinse de bazi tarihsel ornekler ve stratejik analizler, siiper gii¢ ile
yiikselen gii¢ arasinda barisin da miimkiin oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu baglamda, Cin ile ABD'nin savasin
yikici etkilerinden kaginmak igin stratejik is birligine ve diplomatik ¢oziimlere odaklanmalar1 gerekmektedir.
Ayrica, uluslararasi toplumun ve kurumlarin, bu iki siiper gii¢ arasindaki gerilimi azaltmada oynayabilecegi
rol de g6z ard1 edilmemelidir.

Graham Allison'in "Tukidides Tuzag1" kavrami, Cin-ABD iliskilerinin gelecegini 6ngdrmede realist bir bakis
acist sunmustur. Allison, siyasi tarihteki vakalar1 analiz ederek bugiine kadar karsilagilan gii¢ rekabetlerinin on
alt1 tanesinin on ikisinin savasla sonuc¢landigini ileri siirmiistiir. Allison, bu baglamda Cin ile ABD arasinda da
bir savasin kacinilmaz oldugunu belirtmistir. Ancak, bu arastirma, Allison’in iddiasinin gergeklesip
gerceklesmeyeceginin bazi degiskenlere bagli oldugunu savunmaktadir. Bu baglamda bu ¢alisma, iddiasini
desteklemek amaciyla ii¢ temel neden ortaya koymaktadir.

Ilk olarak, ozellikle Soguk Savas'm ardindan uluslararasi sistemdeki degisen dinamikler ve karsihikli
bagimhiligin artmasi, biiyiik giicler arasindaki savas ihtimalini azaltmaktadir. Ozellikle ekonomik alanda
derinlesen karsilikli bagimlilik, Cin ve ABD'nin askeri ¢atigsmaya girmesini her iki taraf i¢cin de maliyetli hale
getirmektedir. Ticaret hacimlerinin yiiksekligi ve birbirlerine ekonomik anlamda baglliklari olan Cin ve
ABD'nin teknolojinin hi¢ olmadigi kadar gelistigi ve kiiresellesmenin egemen oldugu bir uluslararasi
sistemdeki olas1 savaglari, iki {ilkenin refah seviyelerinin diismelerine neden olacaktir. Tiim bu degiskenler
1s181nda, Xi ve Trump gibi popiilist liderlerin yiikselisine ragmen, Cin ve ABD ydnetimlerinin irrasyonel
davranip ekonomik gii¢lerini tiikketme pahasina birbirlerine savas ilan etmeleri giiniimiiz uluslararasi
iligkilerinde diisiik olasiliklidur.

Calismanin ikinci iddias1 ise niikleer silahlarin caydirict etkisi ve modern askeri teknolojilerin gelisimiyle
birlikte dogrudan bir savagin sonuglarinin Cin ve ABD igin de yikict olacag iizerinedir. Bilhassa olasi bir
niikleer savasin sonunda kazanglarinin ne olacaklarini bilmeyen Cin ve ABD'nin, her ne kadar Soguk Savas
donemi literatiiriiniin kavramlarindan olsa da “Dehset Dengesi” kapsaminda, birbirleriyle savasarak bir
bilinmeze gitmeleri rasyonel bir karar olmayacaktir. iki iilkenin savas sonucundaki kazanglarinin savasin
maliyetleri hesaba katildiginda buna degecek kadar fazla olmamasi, Cin ve ABD'nin savagmay1 6ncelikli hale
getirmemelerine sebebiyet vermektedir.

Makalenin tigiincii ve son iddiasi ise bizzat Allison’in Tukidides Tuzagi kavramini olustururken inceledigi on
alt1 vakadan savasin ¢ikmadigi dort vakanin kendisine dayandirilmaktadir. Allison'n inceledigi vakalar
arasinda Soguk Savag sirasinda rekabet halinde olan ABD ile Sovyetler Birligi'nin yan1 sira Soguk Savag
sonrasinda Avrupa'nin giiclii aktorlerinden Ingiltere ve Fransamin Avrupa Birligi icerisinde Almanya ile
yasadig1 rekabetin savasla sonuclanmamasi, Ikinci Diinya Savasi sonrasinda olusan uluslararasi sistemde
biiyiik giiclerin heniiz savagsmaya hazir olmadiklariin gostergesidir. Kiiresel yonetisim mekanizmalariin ve
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uluslararasi kuruluslarin rolii, catisma potansiyelini azaltmada tiim elestirilere ragmen 6nemli bir faktor olarak
mevcudiyetini korumaya devam etmektedir. Birlesmis Milletler ve benzeri kuruluglar araciligiyla uluslararasi
toplum, biiylik giicler arasinda yasanabilecek anlasmazliklarin baris¢il yollarla ¢oziilmesi igin ¢esitli
platformlar sunmaya devam etmektedir.

Tiim bu veriler 1s181nda bu ¢alisma, Cin ve ABD arasindaki iliskilerin gerilimli olmasina ragmen, giiniimiiz
uluslararast sisteminde dogrudan bir askeri ¢atisma yerine rekabetin daha ¢ok ekonomik ve diplomatik
alanlarda stirdiiriilecegini one siirmektedir. Bir bagka deyisle, giiniimiiz uluslararas1 sisteminde goriilen istikrar,
Cin ile ABD arasindaki olasi bir savasin onlenmesinde 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir. Sonug olarak, Cin ile
ABD'in gelecekteki iliskileri, siiper glic olan ABD'nin yiikselen gii¢ olan Cin'e kars1 Tukidides Tuzagi
baglaminda savas ilan edip etmeyecegi sorunu, basta iki {ilke liderlerinin stratejik kararlarma ve uluslararasi
sistemin dinamikleri olmak iizere farkli degiskenlere baglidir.

China-US Relations in the Context of the Thucydides Trap:
An Analysis of National Security Strategies

EXTENDED SUMMARY

The rivalry between China and the United States (US) has growing prominence in discussions in International
Relations, particularly through the perspective of Graham Allison's concept of the Thucydides Trap. Allison
offers examples from history to support his claim that war is virtually always unavoidable when a dominant
power is threatened to be overthrown by a rising one. This study analyses the consequences of this theory for
modern geopolitics by examining the national security strategies of China and the US.

In his 2017 study, Graham Allison scrutinized the Thucydides Trap and reconsidered essential concepts in the
field of international relations, including hegemony, security theories, and the balance of power. Allison
identifies an ongoing pattern in which an established power (the status quo power) perceives a rising power
(the challenger) as a threat, which results in conflict, based on Thucydides' observations of the Peloponnesian
War. According to Allison's study findings, during the previous five centuries, there have been sixteen such
cases, twelve of which have ended in war. Using this framework to analyse current US-China relations, Allison
emphasizes that if problems are not handled properly, there might be potential of conflict.

The objective of this research is to critically evaluate the extent that to which China's and the US’s existing
national security strategies conform to or diverge from Allison's predictions regarding the Thucydides Trap.
By analysing official national security strategy documents outlining each nation's strategic priorities, this
research seeks to provide insights into the potential trajectory of their rivalry and the likelihood of armed
conflict, as posited by Allison. In order to achieve such an objective, the most recent national security strategy
documents from China and the USA will be thoroughly examined and compared. Key areas like military
position, economic approaches, alliances and partnerships, technical breakthroughs, and ideological influences
will be the focus of this in-depth analysis. Through a systematic examination of these strategies with Allison's
framework, this study seeks to identify underlying patterns and tensions that could either increase or decrease
the risk of conflict.

The national security strategies of China and the US differ considerably, according to evaluations. China's
strategy, which reflects goals to challenge US supremacy and restructure the international system, focuses a
priority on economic expansion through projects like the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), combined with
expenditures in cutting-edge technologies and military modernization. By contrast, the United States of
America sets a higher priority on maintaining its military dominance in the world, strengthening its alliances,
and defending off the ideological challenges that authoritarian governments represent as well. In accordance
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with Allison's predictions, both countries display characteristics that indicate they are ready for conflict, but
through different strategic priorities: the USA is adopting defensive measures in an effort to limit Chinese
influence, while China is focusing on assertive regional policies and a military expansion.

Acrealist approach for evaluating China-US relations in the future is presented by Graham Allison's Thucydides
Trap concept. Allison made the claim that twelve out of sixteen power rivalry had resulted in war by examining
historical political cases. According to Allison, a conflict between China and the US is also inevitable in this
scenario. This study maintains, however, that a variety of factors will determine whether Allison's prediction
materializes or not. This study offers three major arguments in this particular instance.

Firstly, there is a lower possibility of war between China and the US now that the dynamics of the international
system have changed, particularly in the aftermath of the Cold War and deepening interdependence. Growing
economic and political ties between China and the US make a military conflict between them costly for both
countries. A hypothetical war between China and the United States in an international system where
globalization is dominating and technology is more advanced than ever will result in an overall decrease in the
welfare levels of both nations due to their considerable trade volumes and economic interdependence. Given
all of these factors, it seems doubtful that China and the US will behave impulsively and declare war on one
another at the risk of using up all of their economic strength, even in the face of the rise of populist leaders like
Xi and Trump.

The second claim of the study is that with the deterrent effect of nuclear weapons and the development of
modern military technologies, the consequences of a direct war would be devastating for both China and the
US. Despite the fact that Mutual Assured Destruction is one of the concepts of Cold War in the International
Relations literature, it would not be a rational decision for China and the US, do not know what their gains
would be at the end of a possible nuclear war, to embark into the unknown by going to war with each other
according to this theory. China and the US do not prioritize war because, when the costs of the conflict are
considered, the rewards of the two countries at the end of the conflict are not great enough to make sense of
them.

Out of the sixteen cases that Allison examined in his conceptualization of the Thucydides Trap, the third and
final claim of the paper relies on the four cases in which war did not break out. The absence of a war between
the superpowers in the aftermath of World War II international system, specifically the US and the Soviet
Union, France and the United Kingdom, and Germany within the European Union, indicates that the great
powers were not ready for war. This was obvious in the rivalry between these powerful countries during and
after the Cold War. In spite of all the critiques, international organizations and global governance systems
continue to play an essential part in reducing the probability of aggression. The international community still
offers a number of platforms for a peaceful resolution of conflicts between superpowers through the United
Nations and other comparable institutions.

Given all of these circumstances, this article makes the argument that, in the current international system,
competition in the diplomatic and economic realms is more likely to persist than a direct military confrontation,
even given the prospect of strained relationships between China and the US. Put in another perspective, the
stability of the present-day international system plays an important role in avoiding a potential dispute between
China and the US. In conclusion, a number of factors, particularly the strategic choices made by the leaders of
the two countries and the dynamics of the international system, will determine how China and the US
correspond to each other in the future and whether the superpower US will declare war on the rising power
China in the context of the Thucydides Trap.
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
