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ABSTRACT

This study examines the reflections of the integration between culture and nature,
which is promised in the philosophies of technology, in the context of metaverse
and posthuman examples. The dichotomy between culture and nature can lead to
many new dichotomies in the contemporary daily life. Especially with the modern
period, some dilemmas have emerged between mathematics and humanity, tech-
nology and social life, science and religion, social media or metaverse and real life,
and money and economy. In order to solve these dilemmas, individualization has
been developed in the contemporary period. In fact, 20th century societies are
largely individualized and middle-class societies. While individualization promises
to solve existing dilemmas, it can lead to increasingly deeper human problems.
The most important of these problems is that virtual life, which was invented to
assist real human life, has turned into something that suppresses and manipu-
lates the real life. For example, the money, which has four different functions, is
now destroying the financial economy with a single function-the symbolic ex-
change value function. In addition, like the social media platforms, the metaverse
is presented in a format that is more real than real life. Here, there is also an in-
tervention in the function of religion. There are serious efforts which are made to
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substitute simultaneous virtual belief and ritual logic instead of real time and life
experiences of the religion and the belief. Especially Islam is not a religion suitable
for this intervention and target. Because Islam is primarily a worldly religion and
remembers the afterlife in terms of what it promises. For Muslims, the religious
rituals cannot be performed on a virtual level and separate from the real lives of
other people. This separation from real life is the most advanced version of alien-
ation and the most radical version of individualization. After the descriptions of
metaverse, posthuman and economy, the article deals with this alienation and
also criticizes alienation, which also means the separation of economy and money.

Bu calisma, teknoloji felsefelerinde taahhtt edilen kultir ile doga arasindaki bu-
tinlesmenin metaverse ve posthuman érnedindeki yansimalarini incelemektedir.
Kaltdr ile doga arasindaki dikotomi ginlik yasamda bircok yeni dikotomiye yol
acabilmektedir. Ozellikle modern dénemle birlikte matematik ile insan, teknoloji ile
toplumsal yasam, bilimile din, sosyal medya ve metaverse ile gercek yasam ve para
ile ekonomi arasinda bazi ikilemler ortaya cikmistir. Bu ikilemlerin ¢6zimu icin cag-
das donemde bireysellesme gelistirilmistir. Aslinda 20. ytzyil toplumlari bayuk 6l-
clde bireysellesmis ve orta siniflasmis toplumlardi. Bireysellesme mevcut ikilemleri
¢6zmeyi taahhit ederken gitgide daha derin insani sorunlara yol acabilmektedir.
Bunlardan en 6nemlisi gercek insan yasamina yardimci olmak icin icat edilen sanal
yasamin gercek yasami baskilayan ve onu maniptle eden bir asla déntsmesidir.
So6zgelimi dort farkliisleve sahip olan para ginimuzde tek bir islevle -sembolik de-
gisim degeri isleviyle- sinirlandirilarak finansal ekonomiyi tahrip etmektedir. Ayrica
sosyal medya platformlari gibi metaverse de gercek yasamdan daha gercek bir for-
matta gériclye sunulmaktadir. Burada dinin islevine de bir mtdahalede bulunul-
maktadir. Gercek zaman ve yasamdaki din ve inan¢ deneyimleri yerine eszamanli
sanal inang ve ritdel mantig ikame edilmeye cabalanmaktadir. Ozellikle islam dini
bu midahale ve hedefe uygun bir din degildir. Ciink islam dini éncelikle diinyevi
bir din olup vaat ettikleri bakimindan ahireti anmaktadir. Mislimanlar acisindan
dini ritGeller sanal seviyede ve baska insanlarin gercek yasamlarindan ayri yerine
getirilemez. Gercek yasamdan bu ayristirma yabancilasmanin en ileri ve bireysel-
lesmenin en radikal versiyonudur. Makale metaverse, posthuman ve ekonomiye
dair tariflerden sonra bu yabancilasmayi ele almakta ve ayni zamanda ekonomi
ve paranin birbirinden ayrismasi demek de olan yabancilasmayi elestirmektedir.

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INTRODUCTION

This paper aims to analyze the philosophical relations between the re-
duction of money to only one of the four functions and the substitution
of the metaverse for real life!l. These two developments, which have come
to the fore as global capitalism, individualization and financial economy
provoked digital transformation, contain three important risks. Firstly,
money has separated from the economy and has identified only with ex-
change value which has symbolic interaction (Ernst, 2014: 77). Secondly,
the scientific, philosophical and cultural value of human resources and so-
cial experiences is being discredited (Hochschild, 2012: 55, 143; Bembolz,
2014: 56-57). Thirdly, both developments lead to the commercialization of
belief in God, religious beliefs and practices, which is one of the historical
achievements of man (Einstein, 2008: 9-10). The practical consequence of
the first risk is the exhaustion of labor and production. Since the nature
and the human life will not accept this, the economic growth of those who
continue to labor and production will be fast. The practical consequence of
the second risk is the loss of trust, free will, morality and ethics. Since the
nature and the human life will not accept the second outcome, societies
that can keep up and maintain traditional norms at a consistent level will
be able to benefit from human resources, which are the most important
capital. The practical consequence of the third risk is alienation from one’s
own history, identity and self. Since the nature and the human life will not
accept the third outcome, the societies that can protect belief in God, reli-
gious beliefs and practices by purifying them from commercialization will
decide what will happen to people in the future. The common result of all
three risks, practical consequences, and reasonable inferences is that mon-
ey must retain its four functions, traditional and modern, and continue to
rule the metaverse and other digital environments of real life (Young, 2019:
200-203). The paper proposes to problematize this result through the new
radical relations between economy and money.

In this context, first of all, the dilemma between automatization and
denying the benefits of the modern civilization needs to be re-evaluated.
A new antinomy which has been added to Immanuel Kant’s antinomies
by Martin Heidegger and Jean Paul Sartre points at the dichotomy be-

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tween the technology and the free will. Because accepting the civilization,
the progress and the technology brings with it commercialization and
automatization (Wrathal, 2019: 13-16; Siegler, 2022: 47-48). Only global
capitalists can truly profit from commercialization and automatization.
The societies that have realized the need to protect human resources and
historical capital will not easily accept the blessings of the civilization.
Secondly, the economic cost of web 3.0, blockchain and metaverse is not
proportional to the domestic production and earnings of each society. In
addition, the monetization of the economy and the all kinds of technolog-
ical possibilities which have made nonfunctional by decentralized finance
under monetization can hinder the economy of societies that want to
develop. Therefore, thirdly, the monetization of the economy and decen-
tralized finance need to be critically evaluated. Finally, the divine and
religious belief, which is the most important example of the historical
achievements of humanity today, should be evaluated. Because the issue
of belief, which is forced into an internal economic equation with two
options between secularism and fundamentalism (Wahba, 2022: 57-60),
is actually related to commercialization process in global capitalism age
(Einstein, 2008:37-39). Because in the era of globalization and individ-
ualization, the secularism includes an economic distribution, while the
fundamentalism includes another economic distribution, but the com-
mercialization process includes both. Religious people may seem to be
against secularism because they do not realize the reality of commercial-
ization. However, the commercialization determines all options. While
the commercialization damages the consistency of religions’ truth claims,
it can pave the way for the sanctification of technological possibilities
such as the metaverse (Mercer, Trothen, 2021: 19-27; Bibri, Allam, 2022:
13, 16-17). One fact that can be drawn from the example of contempo-
rary location of the religion is the risk that a commercialized technology
—here the metaverse—becomes sanctified rather than people’s historical
gains. The substitution of the Metaverse for religious places and times
means that it has become sacred (Epstein, 2024). This can seriously dam-
age the operativeness of religions. Because the time and the space habits
of religions have created an institutional basis and consciousness over
the years. With this new development, institutionalization and awareness
being subjected to sudden and major updates for any commercial reason
may harm the common sense of religious members.

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THE DICHOTOMY OF AUTOMATION AND
UNCIVILIZED SOCIETY

Over the past century, the German philosopher Heidegger and the
French philosopher Sartre have warned all humanity of a dichotomy
which contains a split between the naturalness of life and technology.
Both warnings were significant. But especially in Heidegger’s criticisms,
there was a question of taking refuge in past histories without technolo-
gy. Researchers have determined that this contains a deadlock (Wrathal,
2019: 14-15, 21). However, today we have to accept the dichotomy stuck
between the automation and lagging behind the civilization. Because the
economic needs have determined the possible ways which the both at-
titudes can follow. Commercialization can invest in both attitudes as a
global process, and every commercialization is actually on the side of the
technology. It is also the case that the economy has surrendered to the
financial economy as a fundamental factor that determines traditional
community organizations and innovative community organizations. This
fact is at a developed level and has some charasteristics that can validate
Heidegger’s insoluble criticisms (David, 2019: 133-134). Therefore, the
following question can be asked: Can people and societies maintain their
economic existence by ignoring the yields of civilization to some extent?

Today, indigenous cultures who have come under the influence of the
global capitalism are alienated from the nature and their own history
to the extent that they adapt to digital technology. Here, the alienation
means the passive participation of human subjects or individuals in a
network of relations that they cannot control and manage. The inspiring
concept for Heidegger, Sartre, and others who are analysts is alienation.
Because all critical philosophies refer to the thoughts of the German phi-
losopher G. W. E Hegel. According to Hegel, the alienation, as a process
that started with the Enlightenment and the French Revolution, can be
overcome by the labor-gain relations that the human subject or individ-
ual acquires in a free market. There is no consciousness for the human
subject other than the relationship between labor and earnings (Eecke,
2008: 27, 49-50). According to Hegel, the fact that the free market is
based on subjectivity can make it ethical. However, radical subjectivity in
politics is not possible. In that case, as an answer to the question posed
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above, the people and the societies need to make maximum calculations
and manage to benefit from the yields of the civilization within a strate-
gy. Because the civilization itself is an economic investment. Passive par-
ticipation in modern civilization must be managed correctly. This may
involve some inhibition of the popularization of using the technology at
the expense of delay (Eecke, 50-56).

When it comes to the financial economy, it is understandable that other
societies, which are considered to be post-colonial, except for metropoli-
tan societies that dominate labor-earnings relations, take a traditionalist
attitude. What is the traditional here is not a stable concept or consistent
norm. The image of “the traditional” includes the search for potential
alternatives to the financial economy. The main purpose is to create a
temporary resistance against the financial economy, which does not in-
volve any real activity other than the exchange of banknotes or cryptocur-
rencies. Because the financial economy cannot be sustained when there is
no market. People’s need for the yields of technology is actually less than
the financial economy’s need for the Market. It is almost impossible to
take refuge in a stable traditional attitude within the existing networks of
the economic relations. But it is possible to make the financial economy
feel the opposite. The traditionalist attitude is itself an economic invest-
ment and is mainly driven by the digital technology society. Because the
number of traditional societies that do not use technology at all is few.
Demonstrating the traditional attitude against the financial economy’s
standardizing the societies functions as a strategy of the indigenous soci-
eties. Otherwise, in beginning, the traditionalist attitude itself does not
correspond to a perfect economy (Jia, 2020: 230-238).

WEB 3.0, BLOCKCHAIN, METAVERSE AND AVATARS

Concepts such as web 3.0, blockchain, metaverse, and avatar are the
newest concepts in the tech society. These concepts include new pos-
sibilities and opportunities of the commercial technology. In addition,
these concepts, which contains new stage of an evolutionary direction
that affirms automatization, promise to minimizing real relationships
between the people. This is because the greatest risk to humans is hu-
mans. So it can be said that machines are not as dangerous as humans.
In a way, the real meaning of a possible conflict between the humans

and the machines is a war between a group of the people who manage
the machines and the people who are less fortunate than those people.
All the wars recorded by the consciousness in the world take place only
between the people. This detail is important in understanding the digital
technology society. The metaverse and the avatars cannot be understood
without understanding web 3.0 and blockchain technologies.

As the first known network example of the Internet, web 1.0 was in
use from 1989 to 2004. The property of web 1.0 was that people could use
the computer, but not interact with it. So the users could have only read
in web 1.0 (Ejeke, 2022: 13-16). Web 2.0 was in use from 2004 to 2012.
The property of web 2.0 was that people could interact with the comput-
ers and all kinds of internet usage tools. So the users could have read and
have written in web 2.0 (Ejeke, 17-20). Web 1.0 was designed in 1989,
web 2.0 was designed in 1999. Since 2012 the people are aware of web
3.0, but web 3.0 was designed in 2006. In web 3.0, besides reading and
writing, it has become possible to live in a common network at the 3D
level. Since 2012, web 3.0 has been tried to be developed. The purpose
of this network is that people do not need an outside network provider
during any interaction. Now the people will be able to interact with the
other people and the objects using all objects in the common network
of objects. Thus, the safety of people can be maximized. Corporations,
organizations and governments will not be able to control the people.
This design is still under development (Ejeke, 23-29). Meanwhile, the
concept of cloud came into question with web 2.0 and it corresponds to
the functions that include the storage and the infrastructure service. For
example, internet providers such as TTNET in Turkey and international
tools such as Google Drive are known examples of cloud. Prior to web
3.0, these storage and infrastructure services led to centralization. In
Web 3.0, the cloud is defined at the decentralized level (Ejeke, 21-22).

Blockchain can be defined as the new technology for the new “ledger”
or “database”. Relationships between the three parties, contain sending,
adressee and recorder center in previous digital ledgers were not relia-
ble enough. Because the sender and the adressee could not be sure of
each other, and sometimes there were problems with the third party. The
blockchain technology has committed to eliminate this centralization of
third part to remove the problems. As a young entrepreneur, Satoshi
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Nakamoto has developed both blockchain technology and the first coin
since 2008. The blockchain technology and web 3.0 work together. Both
mediate decentralized financial relations (Palladino, 2019: 1-2; Ragned-
da, Destefanis, 2020: 1-2; Swing, Nakamoto, 2021: 134).

The concepts such as metaverse and its concepts are considered and
possible with web 3.0 and blockchain technology. Wilson J. Davis’ defi-
nition of the metaverse is eye-opening, as one of the first to write on
the metaverse and the avatar at a professional level. According to him,
“the metaverse could be defined as a multi-user real-time virtual space
where individuals worldwide can connect via a network, co-exist, social-
ize and exchange value” (Davis, 2021; 8). Based on this definition, the
metaverse can be considered as a new stage of the social media platforms
that have come into use with web 2.0. The problem of centrality contin-
ues in social media platforms and the people cannot protect their privacy.
In addition, 3D interaction is not possible in social media (Russell, 2022:
15-20, 35-36). In addition to solving these two problems, Metaverse
brings new possibilities and opportunities for communication, advertis-
ing, marketing, business meetings, education, health, justice, politics,
religion and entertainment. It should be noted that different areas of
social life such as the education, the business, the entertainment, the
advertising, the religion and the art, especially the banks, will exist by
using the metaverse. Each of these processes will be possible through
the people’s use of the avatars to get rid of physical and biological bar-
riers. For example, distances can be considered as physical barriers, old
age, disability and diseases can also be considered as biological barriers
(Davis, 2021: 8-9).

In the meantime, it is necessary to place particular focus on two lit-
eratures which are similar to each other. The literature of metaverse and
the literature of “second life” developed in parallel with each other in the
2000s. The “second life” literature, which clearly points to a similar possi-
bility with the metaverse meaning “second world” and involves using so-
cial media platforms in 3D, has developed in competition with each other.
Although this detail has not been reflected in the texts yet, there are some
differences. “Second Life was launched in 2003 by Linden Lab, whose CEO
Philip Rosedale served as the public face of the company” (Virgilo, 2022).
However, the metaverse seems to have suppressed the market.
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The avatars can be defined as virtual identities of users in the metaverse.
The users will be able to perform shopping, entertainment, marketing,
advertising, meetings, education, religious rituals and other activities on
the metaverse platform with these identities that have not yet been deter-
mined and are intended to remain anonymous (Davis, 2021: 18). Another
concept, NFTs, is designed as digital art and as a each piece in which the
environment in which the avatars will live is arranged. The digital archi-
tecture of the metaverse environment can also be called NFT in general
(Peter, 2021: 190). The most important fact here is that the metaverse is
an investment subject and framework.

MONETIZATION OF THE ECONOMY AND THE
RISKS OF DECENTRALIZED FINANCE

It is necessary to remember together a few important developments of
the last ten years. Firstly, the global community has increasingly adapted to
the financial economy. It means that driving profit from the token/symbolic
money has substituted to the money which contains producing the common
benefit. The production takes place through the objectivization of a tangible
and visible benefit. Many societies have prioritized industrial investments
and more recently digital investments and artificial intelligence over than
agricultural investments. The second is the discrediting of the world’s eco-
nomic centers—for example, the dollar, the euro, and the pound. This means
the transition to a decentralized economy. The decentralized economy works
its way through the decentralized finance. The third is the adaptation of peo-
ple and societies to digital life in the Covid-19 Pandemic. This means that
the real life is losing the credibility and virtual commerce is becoming wide-
spread. The previous two developments could be noticed with the Pandemic.
Fourthly, as a result of these three developments, the symbolic money has
replaced all measurement of value. Thus, the money has come to be identi-
fied only with the exchange value, yet it included the use value, the exchange
value, the measurement value and the storage value before. The money as
a measurement value is also reduced to ownership of the symbolic money
instead of the money which contains the production. The monetization of
the whole economy and the decentralization of finance are transforming all
human experience. The process of monetization which has no the center
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and the direction is an unfortunate development for people and societies
(Baudrillard, 1999: 29-30; Hess, 2014: 80-95; Ozdemir, 2022: 18-19).

The main subject of this study, which investigates the possible risk practic-
es of the metaverse and the posthuman through the separation of the economy
and the money, is not the statistical and numerical content of monetization. The
issue here is the transformation and relatively the dissipation of human beings
and disabling of their historical achievements. Without his historical experi-
ences and obtainments, the man will not have a mind that he has accumulated.
In addition, when the meanings in the established language and culture are dis-
torted, communication will be impossible. Moreover, when the symbolic/token
money becomes a criterion, human resources and qualifications will not matter.
However, in discourse, everything is for man (Ozdemir, 20-21). In order not
to fall into this paradox, experiences such as the existence of divine belief, the
religious belief and the religious practices provide a kind of insurance for the
people. Because the religious beliefs, whether accepted as true by some people
or false by some other people, constitute the essence of human history (Welker,
2014: 105-107). Undoubtedly, these analysis are operative for Western religions
such as Judaism and Christianity. However, the religion of Islam and Muslims
can also be affected by the same facts.

In order to understand the decentralized finance and the possible risk are-
as, it is useful firstly to definite the money. The money essentially means the
common benefit which has been produced based on labor to supply with the
people’s needs (Ozdemir, 2022: 19-20). In this universalizable definition, the
three components which contains the needs of people, labor and common ben-
efits are important. The decentralized finance subordinates the needs, the labor
and the common good. Because it does not appeal to all people, yet only to the
digital technology era and prioritizes the needs of earning of those who have the
symbolic/token money (Aramonte, Huang, Schrimpf, 2021: 21-35). This case
narrows the scope of representation of the metaverse and the posthuman. In this
way, the economy can turn into pure profit, and the terms metaverse and posthu-
man can turn into pleasure practices. Because those who do not have symbolic
money will not be able to earn in decentralized finance, and those who do not
earn will not be able to invest in the metaverse technology and the posthuman.
This may mean that the total worldly labor given accumulates in the hands of a
group of people as money, but many people in need die. The more the money’s
travel supposedly democratizes, the more the people become as a slaves of mon-
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ey distributors. Both have a consistency to each other. Therefore, controlling
the people and exerting of power around the world is not done through institu-
tions, but through symbolic money, which has in fact become the criterion of all
human relations. In this context, the decentralized finance is not a good thing.
Because symbolic money becoming the criterion and institutions becoming dys-
functional may sabotage the social realization of common sense and judgment.
The existence of individual freedoms should not undermine common sense and
judgment. As a virtual network and the second world, the metaverse is unreli-
able. The posthuman itself cannot signify anything other than a radical natural
selection. It can be said it shows that the customer people are at risk with the
metaverse offering (Hackl, Lueth, Bartolo, 2022: 14-15, 169, 189).

THE COMMERCIALIZATION OF THE
RELIGION AND THE POTENTIAL OF
THE METAVERSE TO BE SACRED

In the era of the globalization, the individualization and the digitaliza-
tion, the real tools and the functions are replaced by the virtual tools and
the functions. It seems that the labor can be replaced by the financial anal-
ysis, the human beings by the artificial intelligence, the real experiences
by the virtual experiences, the ideas by the statistics and the religions by
the virtual religions. This simply cannot be approved, because the com-
mercialization of the religion and the sacralization of the metaverse will
harm the religions, the people and all historical obtainments (Fortnow,
Terry, 2022: 27-28). It should be mentioned about Islam specifically in
another context. Because unlike the other religions, Islam is not suita-
ble for the commercialization of the faith. In addition, it is not possible
to perform Islamic worship such as to perform prayer, fasting and pil-
grimage in the metaverse environment. Instead of all these, Muslims can
benefit from the metaverse opportunity for educational purposes. The
metaverse seems to be functional for learning the worships through the
3D simulation. When it comes to education, the commercialization will
not harm the creed and the spirit of the religion (Tadros, 2011: 50-51).

Two important discussions need to be mentioned here. The first is the
dilemma of fundamentalism and secularism, which is constantly being
revisited when it comes to the religion. The second is the reality of the
commercialization, which governs the dilemma and is the main problem.

The first discussion is continued in Mourad Wahba’s book translated into
English in 2022. Wahba proposes to divide the views in the contemporary
world and the Islamic world into the fundamentalism and the secularism.
Although his book contains many different modern and contemporary texts,
it is rather open to debate in terms of the thoughts of postmodernism and
liberalism. Wahba reduces the Islamic attitude towards the contemporary
world to two sharp approaches. He describes those who live nowadays by
embracing the contemporary possibilities without any critique as a secular,
and those who want to live nowadays by a critique which is based on the
past as fundamentalist (Wahba, 2022: 3-82). When his approach is applied
to the relationship between the metaverse and the religion, the living of
religion in the metaverse can be secular. To criticize this would be a fun-
damentalist attitude. Probably Wahba would not accept such an interpre-
tation, but that’s exactly what comes out of his approach. Instead of the
dilemma that he reassessed, the concept of commercialization that governs
this dilemma and other divisions should be analyzed.

According to the determination of Dursun Ali Yaz, “Prophets changed the
direction of money flow” (Yaz, 2022: 127). This means that the Prophet of
Islam has intervened in an unfair money flow and has changed its direction.
This economic-based reading may have some drawbacks. But it offers the
possibility of a more comprehensive world reading against Wahba’s dilem-
ma. For example, the spiritual attainments cannot be easily reduced to any
material framework. For this reason, the Islamic rituals cannot be performed
in the metaverse environment. On the other hand, the Islamic understand-
ing aims for people to live in a just environment. Religious autonomy that
establishes a just life can be damaged when the metaverse, which is invested
instead of real life, is taken as the basis for worship. Because the metaverse
has its owners and they are also human. No personal or corporate business
investment should decide the venue and time of worship. As mentioned
above, the only web 3.0-based platform is not the metaverse — there is an
alternative “second life” literature to it- and religion as a historical achieve-
ment representing the real life cannot be handed over to it. Based on Yaz’s
analysis, it can be said that when the metaverse decides on the place and
time of worship, the religion can become commercialized and the metaverse
can be sanctified. Perhaps this is permissible for other religions, because
some similarities can be found in some past experiences of Christianity (Jun,
2020: 1-9). But the religion of Islam is not suitable for this.
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RE-DEATH OF THE MAN AND THE POSTHUMAN

The following words of Michel Foucault can be applied to the real re-
lationship between the metaverse and the religion. Because Foucault is
a thinker who was closely interested in the return of the concept of reli-
gion to social life and public sphere as a basic component after the Second
World War. His words contain more than analyzes of Heidegger and Sartre:
“I understand the unease of all such people. They have probably found
it difficult enough to recognize that their history, their economics, their
social practices, the language (langue) that they speak, the mythology of
their ancestors, even the stories that they were told in their childhood, are
governed by rules that are not all given to their consciousness;... They can-
not bear (and one cannot but sympathize) to hear someone saying: ‘Dis-
course is not life: its time is not your time; in it, you will not be reconciled
to death; you may have killed God beneath the weight of all that you have
said; but don’t imagine that, with all that you are saying, you will make a
man that will live longer than he.”” (Foucault, 1972: 210-211)

Among these sentences, especially the last two sentences are interest-
ing. It is stated here that the discourse and the life, the virtual life and
the real life are not the same, and talking about the God’s death does
not mean that the human can continue to live freely. In the first words
connected with the last words, it is mentioned that the practices of the
historical past and the life are forgotten, and in fact, new ones are sub-
stituted for them. What this means is that massive change in the styles
of relationships can change the humanity. Islam made this change in the
name of justice. The metaverse, on the other hand, wants to do it for a
group to earn more money and on the pretext of making life easier (Stock,
2022: 9, 31, 68). The content and the scope of the demand in this eco-
nomic supply equation does not seem to have been adequately examined.
It is not clear whether the first thing humanity needs is the virtualization
of life or not. There is indeed a significant simplification of the life, but it
is not possible to find any analysis in the literature of metaverse about the
cost of this facilitation. This case brings to the mind the self-alienation
of the man, based on the previous modern experiences. In this case, the
posthuman can become a self-alienated human. The longing for uncivi-
lized society may increase if the western civilization or the digital society
accepts the metaverse as a criterion.
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The separation of the money from the economy or the reduction of
money to the symbol of exchange or the replacement of reality by virtual
life means the death of the human. Here, the economy includes all the
naturalness and real achievements of the human history. Without the hu-
manity, the faith, the knowledge, the virtue and the morality, there can be
no real economy. Since the economy in the modern era has been deprived
of these historical achievements, the technology has gradually evolved
into an algorithm that analyzes mechanical relations. The humans are the
creatures that have feelings and need the belief. The man is not just mat-
ter. The money reduced to the barter symbol includes virtual and com-
mercial variables. Without the people and the real life, the virtuality and
the commerce have no meaning. Therefore, the death of the man and the
invalidity of money are synonymous (Sandel, 2012: 10, 28-31, 157-159).

CONCLUSION

This study has tried to analyze the concepts of metaverse and posthuman,
which include the nature of a radical stage of individuation. The individ-
uation implies the identification of the man without the community and
the regional history. It is now possible to talk about a person who is not
the son of the one, the father of the other, or the daughter of the another,
and who seeks a personal framework based on himself. The new variant of
the individuation in the virtual environment may even involve confining the
person completely to himself (or herself). The future of the humanity has
been tried to be understood by an analysis made between the concept of the
economy before the digital society period and the money belonging to decen-
tralized finance. The replacement of the reality by the virtual environment
and the replacement of the entire economy by the money as only a medium
of exchange are equivalent to each other (Baudrillard, 1993: 20-22). In both
cases, which support each other and rely on web 3.0 and the blockchain
technology, the fictititous or the token replaces the essential or the main.
According to this study, this fact is against the nature and the culture. Simply
put, the money is only a symbol of the labor, and the money as a medium of
the exchange cannot overquell the labor.

The religion is one of the most important contexts of the human histo-
ry, which supports the nature and the culture. For this reason, the changes
that the metaverse may bring about in the religion can shed light on the
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future of the humanity. Transferring the religious rituals to the metaverse
environment, which is an investment issue, will mean the commerciali-
zation of the religion. This does not mean that the religion is against the
metaverse technology. For example, in the context of the theoretical and
the practical teaching of the religion, the metaverse can have a legitimate
relationship with Islam. Indeed, the social media platforms have a sim-
ilar function. The metaverse can offer more effective opportunities for
the education. If it remains instrumental in comparison to the primary
statuses of the nature, the man, the culture, and religion, the metaverse
can be useful. The basic principle here is that what has been accumulated
throughout the history should not be sacrificed for a temporary commer-
cial investment. The common demand in the critiques of the modernity
and the enlightenment since George Berkeley, Edmund Burke, G. W. E
Hegel, and Sgren Kierkegaard was to preserve the human dignity and
his (her) central status compared to the commerce. The maintaining the
autonomy and the central status of the religion in the relations between
the metaverse and the religion is a continuation of the same justified de-
mand. A man-made thing should not rule him (her). Perhaps in some in-
stances of the investigations of the religion, such as of Christianity, some
researchers might justify that the metaverse could replace the chapels
(churches), for example. However, such a relationship is unacceptable for
the using of the metaverse in Islam. Indeed, until recently, the “second
life” literature which contained a developed variant of the social media
platforms was separate from and rivaled by the metaverse. Now, because
the metaverse is more visible, it cannot be treated as if it were the criteri-
on of the reality. More clearly, the man and the reality are two phenomena
which is more actual than metaverse. The man and the reality can rule
the metaverse, but the metaverse cannot decide the both. Therefore, the
metaverse should be structured in a format that helps to the real life, not
be structured in a format that influences it.

The most significant risk of misuse of the metaverse is that for the
posthuman, the relationship between the real and the virtual is set far
from the common sense. Such an order can lead to a social and even a
global schizophrenia that is difficult to reverse.
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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

This study explains and evaluates the risk of devices and tools which were de-
veloped to facilitate human life and start to replace their original devices. There
is @ means-end relationship between economy and money, and life and the
metaverse. The economy uses the money as a tool when regulating the govern-
ance relationship between resources and needs. Here, the money serves four
types of functions: storage, measurement, use value and exchange value. In the
transition to the posthuman and metaverse period, only the exchange value
feature and function of the money can be used and the other three features and
functions can be excluded. The symbolic exchange feature and function of the
money becoming a unique and widespread presence can sabotage the measur-
ability and traceability of produced labor. Such a development could displace all
accepted assumptions about human life and social solidarity until the 21st cen-
tury. This study examines the nature, the humans, the culture, the religion and
the economy as advanced the cultural structures, one by one, together with
their new representations, and discusses the risks that the money can bring to
life through metaverse technology. Exchange relationships that position them-
selves through money can be dragged into great chaos if the positions between
ends and means are reversed.

The fact that individualization is constantly explained and developed through
those who participate from the sidelines, without ever talking about the culture
at the center, leads to a radical displacement between goals and means. This
displacement may also prevent various social groups, who are already confused
by finding each other at the center, from communicating among themselves.
This may lead individualization, which seeks an integration between the nature
and the culture, to experience absolute dualism. A development such as abso-
lute dualism that may occur between the nature and the culture may destroy
the cultural developments that make it possible for the people and the societies
to establish the civilizations. This risk, which may be caused by radical individ-
ualization through the reduction of money to a single meaning and function, is
a very serious risk today.

There is a nature independent of humans and societies. There is a certain cost
and limit to making this existence of nature relative to people’s experiences
and acceptances. When the balance between cost and limit is not set correctly,
the societies can destroy the whole of the human life by violating a certain lim-
it. The culture must in any case be subject to nature. The source of the nature
is the culture within certain limits and measures, but the source of culture is
the nature at the absolute level. This relationship should not be ignored when
defining the nature and the culture. Today, the postponement and the mar-
ginalization caused by modernity in some negative experiences do not allow
some cultures to restrain their materialistic ambitions. A similar version of this
situation, which is especially visible in Asian contemporary capitalism, is also
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experienced in North America. The minimum cost and maximum profit targets
that excessive ambitions desire are close to destroy the balance between the
nature and the culture. When the needs for technology prevail over the needs
for the nature and the symbolic existence of money exceeds its use value, it can
blind people and societies. In this context, the people and the societies need to
be very careful.

Martin Heidegger and Jean Paul Sartre warned the humans and the societies
about the technology in the 20th century, and Michel Foucault and some oth-
er intellectuals warned the humans and the societies about the culture. Com-
mendators of these philosophers have developed an inverse correlation be-
tween automated societies and free societies, almost creating a social antinomy
between thriving and remaining free. Recently, a similar inverse correlation and
the social antinomy interpretation between being religious and being knowl-
edgeable has been presented to the market through the concept of seculariza-
tion. The inverse correlation established between automatization and freedom
is accurate regarding the risk of destroying the balance between the culture
and the nature. However, it cannot be ignored that this correlation gives a pes-
simistic idea and that the people and the societies can actually act cautiously.
This article tries to say how the pessimism regarding both culture and religion
can be managed correctly. The way to resolve this inverse correlation can be-
gin by preventing the economy from being reduced to a single-functional and
single-meaningful definition and experience of the money. In addition, it should
not be ignored that the metaverse is only an auxiliary to real life. Otherwise, the
humanity may declare its own death.
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Abstract

Since biblical times, the Jews wanted to go back to the Eretz-Israel continuously,
because the traditional Jewish belief holds that God promised Jewish people this
land.

Introduction

Zionism was one of the nationalist ideologies that emerged in the nine-
teenth century under the influence of political developments in Europe.
According to the ideology, Jews share a common history and culture. These
historical and cultural elements are fundamental and morally significant
to their community. This is the reason that Zionism inspired many Jews
to realize their “right” to self-determination in the land of Palestine rather
than in any other place where Jews were already populated. Moreover, this
reason is based on biblical verses that mention the name of Zion. Zion is
the name of a city, captured by the King David about 1000 BC. Later, Da-
vid’s son, King Solomon, built the Temple in this area. However, the area
covers a small portion of Jerusalem. After that, Babylonians invaded Jeru-
salem and Jews were removed to Babylon in 586 BC. In the following years,
the Romans expelled the Jews from Palestine due to the revolts led by Bar
Kokhba. These revolts took place in 135 CE, which is why the same events
are considered to mark the beginning of the Jewish diaspora.
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For many years, even thoughthe Jews adapted to their lives in different
countries all over the world, they succeeded in preserving their identity. In
addition to that preservation, they transferred their narration of a dream
about returning to Zion, which is considered to be part of the so-called prom-
ised land, one day for almost two millennia, from generation to generation.

Initially, this narration was based on religious beliefs. From biblical times,
the Jewish people have been waiting for their redemption, which would be
provided on the Day of Judgement. This day refers to times when all nations
would find peace after the coming of the Messiah. However, in time, this
notion of redemption and the term Zion have become politically oriented
during the age of nationalism in Europe, affecting Jewish communities in
both positive and negative, but mostly negative ways.

This article will, therefore, try to provide links between religious discours-
es and political claims. These claims serve for the realization of the historical
rights of Israel. Additionally, the article will also try to reach an understanding
of probable solutions discussed by some academics. In order to do this, in the
first sections of the article, the history of Zionist movement will be introduced
in a descriptive manner from the beginning to this day under the different
phases where religious and political discourses will be analyzed at the same
time. Last, two different solutions for the peace in Palestine (namely, the cre-
ation of one state and the creation of two states) will be compared, for it will
help providing a comprehensive reading about the region.

Zionist Movement

Starting from the 1700s, a group of Jews, about 1500 in Eastern Europe-
an countries -Poland and Lithuania- began their journey to Palestine. In the
middle of the eighteenth century, a small minority population of Jews al-
ready resided in Palestine (Harms and Ferry, 2008). The economic hardship
that the Jewish immigrants encountered made it difficult to live in Palestine.
Consequently, agricultural schools were founded, and with the emergence of
the so-called “anti-Semitism”towards the end of the nineteenth century the
wave of Jewish immigration increased toward Palestine.! The Jews from Rus-

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sia were at high speed to head not only to Palestine but also to the different
parts of the world.

The Jews who immigrated to Palestine formed two groups of movements:
Bilu and Hovevei Zion (Lovers of Zion) -or later Hibbat Zion (The Love of
Zion)- and slowly started their activities in Palestine. In 1882, under the
financial support of Baron Edmond de Rothschild, they managed to build
the Jewish town known as Zikron Yaakov (Memory of Jacob). Gilbert (1998)
says that in the same year,a British citizen, Hayyim Amzalak, bought land,
gave it to Bilu, and financed the building of Jewish villages known as Petah
Tikvah and Rishon le-Zion (First to Zion). Villagers were dealing with ag-
ricultural activities and were supported by Moses Montefiore Testimonial
Fund. Later, educational activities of the Jews also increased. There opened a
Hebrew spoken kindergarten and a primary school for children. These devel-
opments in Jewish settlements caused an increase in the number of Jewish
immigrants in the area. Between 1864 and 1889, only in Jerusalem, they
reached to 25.000 while the Arabs were 14.000.

According to Hellinger et al. (2018) these were the first movements
introduced under the heading of religious Zionism in order to redeem
the land, since the religious Zionists aim at controlling the Greater Land
of Israel. Settling down in Palestine was already planned in accordance
with the messianic ideals of Holy Bible. However, the religious Zionists
believe that this God-given state should be delivered to them without
bloodshed. They believe that a Jew can choose to live in Palestine as an
individual but cannot establish a state?. Therefore, since then, they op-
pose to the actions of the governmentif those actions provide an obstacle
for the realization of the divine plan.?

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During this course of events, the emergence of Theodor Herzl in the
1890s changed the direction of the Jewish goal in Palestine. On his side, he
was frustrated by the anti-Semitism and suggested the solution of being free
from it. Herzl convinced Jews to live in a Jewish land with a Jewish govern-
ment and not to be assimilated into the society they live in; thus, from this
option, the aim of Zionism was politically oriented. The journey of estab-
lishing the state of Israel started when Herzl organized the World Zionist
Organization in 1896. The idea of political Zionism got high support from
the Jews when Herzl published his book entitled “The Jewish State.” In his
book, Herzl (1896:41) says:

“We suddenly discover our strength. Yes, we are strong enough
to form a state and, indeed, a model state... The Jews would not
live in a ghetto in a new state...The state would be a testimony
to enlightenment and emancipation;it would witness the birth of
the modern Jew in a Jewish state... it would no longer be possible
to scatter them all over the world. The Diaspora cannot take place
again unless the civilization of the whole earth shall collapse.”

The idea of Herzl for founding a state for Jews in the land of Palestine was
against the focus of the Jewish Colonization Association, which provided fi-
nancial assistance for the establishment of Jewish settlements in Argentina,
Brazil, the United States, Canada, and Cyprus. According to Gans (2008),
Herzl was criticised because this attempt would oppose to the universal
traits of Judaism. However, to Herzl, a Jewish state would not be a luxury
but a compensation for what was experienced throughout the history.

However, it was the Basle declaration that brought future hope to the
Jews, especially Herzl, who visualized the Jewish state. The Jews’ morale
increased in the fifth congress of 1901, in which the Jews National Fund
was introduced to buy land in Palestine. Funds would be collected from
the Jewish Diaspora, especially in Britain, Germany, the United States, and
Austria-Hungary. In these countries, small tin boxes were placed in shops,
synagogues, offices, and public areas; consequently, Kfar Hittim (Grain Vil-
lage) in Galilee was purchased through this fund. The Jewish National Fund
succeeded in achieving various targeted goals despite misunderstandingthat
happened amongst the Zionists (Gilbert, 1998).

However, Gans (2008:13) states that in 1902, the unity of Zionists
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broke up after Herzl accepted the offer from the British Colonial Secretary
Joseph Chamberlin to make British East Africa, especially Uganda, a Jewish
homeland:

“Herzl accepted this with the view that Uganda would be a
temporary asylum for one million Russian Jews. The oppos-
ing side, under Nordau, insisted on the settlement in Pales-
tine, for they saw Uganda was not Palestine, but Herzl re-
plied,“Like Moses, he was leading the people to their goal via
an apparent detour.” This led to the sixth Zionist congress,
for some time known as “the Uganda Congress” in Basle,
where the delegates were against any other place except Pal-
estine; hence, Herzl had a hard time winning over Nordau’s
decision. In the end, Herzl succeeded in persuading the 295
delegates to accept the Uganda plan 175 against and 99 ab-
stained. The decision to establish the Jewish settlement in
Uganda failed due to Herzl’s death on July 3, 1904.”*

Five years after Herzl’s death, the Jewish National Fund succeeded in
buying land from Turks in 1909, where they established “later called Tel Aviv
and today’s capital city of Israel” (Dowty, 2019).

The Balfour Declaration and the Idea of the
State of Israel

Tel Avivcame to be known as the first all-Jewish city. There opened a
Hebrew language high school, the Herzliya Gymnasium, named after Herzl.
Two of the first streets of the new town were named after Herzl and Abad
Ha’am. When war broke out in 1914, more than 2.000 Jews lived in Tel Aviv
in fewer than two hundred dwellings (Gilbert 1998).However, the outbreak
of World War I brought many changes in the region when Ottomans fought
on Germany'’s side, and the British gained support from the Jewish commu-
nity under the persuasive power of Chaim Weizmann. Prior (1999) argues
that for the Jews,gaining the assisstance of a European power wascritical. In
order to be able to do that Weizmann claimed that the Jewish existence in

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the area would provide an efficient safeguard for the Suez Canal.

Therefore, the Balfour Declaration came to bethe result of this trust,
which secures the interests of the Jews in the area. It was drafted by the Unit-
ed Kingdom’s Foreign Secretary, Arthur Balfour. Yet Harms and Ferry (2008)
point out that the Balfour Declaration was debated and lobbied intensely. In
order to form a Jewish state in Palestine and not to deprive non-Jewish pop-
ulation of their rights and privileges (Immell, 2010), the British part used
an inadequate language.5 It was believed that this use of language would
help bring about reconciliation between the Zionists, the anti-Zionists, the
Americans, the Arabs and Shariff Hussein.

However, the declaration, in one way or another, planted the seeds of
conflict not only in Palestine but also in the Middle East,becauseneither the
Arabs’ names nor their political rights were mentionedin the declaration.
This led to increasing hostility between Arabs and Jews since Arabs were not
ready to see the influx of Jewish migrants to Palestine. From here, the long-
term friendship and solidarity between the Arab and the Jewish communities
reached an end, as Gilbert (1998) argued by emphasizing that Arab hostility
to Zionism had emerged before World War I, and intensified after it. In 1920,
there were Arab protests against further Jewish immigration. As the tension
increased between the Arabs and the Jews, in 1929, the Shaw Commission
was set up to investigate the reason for unrest and conflict. Controllingand
limiting the Jewish immigration to Palestine was the only suggestion of the
Shaw Report. As a corollary of this, Jewish immigrants were temporarily
stopped, butafter a while, the situation relapsed. It was very difficult to stop
the Jews from immigrating to Palestine during the inter-war period since
they suffered a lot from the Nazi regime.

When Hitler came to power on 30 January 1933, the lives of Jews got
worse. Hitler’s policyof attacking on German Jews such as exclusion from
their professions and driving them out of their villages and towns led to a
sudden upsurge in immigration. The Jews were rushed to Palestine in large
numbers.6 The pattern of immigration fluctuated dramatically. Not only was
immigration from Germany encouraged by the new German authorities, but
the restrictions on immigration to Palestine were minimal at that time. The

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resulting influx of refugees from Germany altered the demographic balance7
of Palestine Jewry (Farsakh, 2021). However, this Jewish situation, as well
as the Great Depression, which increased the number of unemployed Arabs,
did not stop the Arabs from revolting against the illegal Jewish immigrants.
This continued till 1946 when a foundation for establishing Jewish settle-
ment in Palestine was laid. This was part of a bigger plan, namelythe idea
of Greater Israel (Eretz Yisrael Hashlema).Thisis a Jewish policy to expand
territory and sovereignty of Israeli state which consists the historic area from
Palestine, Golan Heights, Jordan River and the Mediterranean Sea as the
Jewish Promised Land and considered to be their divine right regardless of
who settles on the land. Some people see this policy as a dangerous ideology
that centers on ethno-supremacy and the marginalization of the land from
indigenous Palestine people (Afarra, 2023 and Beloff, 2013).

The UN Decision of Partition, Israeli Statehood,
and the Afterwards

After the World War II, the British government broughtthe issue of Pales-
tine before the assembly of the United Nations, which opened a special ses-
sion in 1947 to hear the arguments. Yet Gilbert (1998) states that the speech
given by an American Zionist, Abba Hillel Silver, was sufficient to explain
the process itself, because in his speech he mentioned that the Jews were
their allies during the war and they sacrified a lot for the victory of European
powers. Hence, he continued his speech with careful choice of words hoping
that it would highlight common prospects of the Jews with the Europeans.

As aresult of the speedy recognition of the state of Israel by the Unit-
ed Nations, it was thought that the Great Powers had provided a perma-
nent solution between the Palestinians and the Jews. Instead, the United
Nations ended up making things worse. The decision of the United Na-
tions did not ensure constant peace in the region because, after the par-
tition, the organization did not station the peacekeeping forces on both
sides. According to Khalidi (2020), the reason for this was there was
already a state apparatus functioning for decades on the part of Israel
because they already had used their military power against the weakened

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Palestinians. They only needed a formal sovereignty by the European
powers. As a result, Palestinians decided to restore their sovereignty in
the form of a strong resistance soon after the state of Israel was officially
proclaimed on May 14, 1948. Therefore, the creation of the Israeli state
went hand in hand with the outbreak of endless conflictsbetween the
Arabs and the Jews, resulting in the influx of Palestinian immigration to
the Arab countries and different parts of the world, deaths of innocent
civilians, and destruction of properties from both sides. Immell(2010)
arguesthat though the Jewish people had secured a victory and fulfilled
the Zionist dream in doing so, it created many regional problems, like
the emergence of Palestinian refugees. Thus, over the next years, the
Arab nations would fight a series of wars with Israel and would consis-
tently deny Israel’s right to exist as a sovereign state in the area.

To this day, the Arabs have not stopped thinking that Israel is the en-
emy and Israel have not stopped thinking that “land for peace” formula
will not work and these all became clear at the time of one of the most
important milestones in the history of relations between the Palestinians
and the Israelis, namely the Oslo Accords in 1993, which made the situ-
ation much more complicated in the region (Vatikiotis, 2013). Vatikiotis
also points out that the opponents of the Oslo Accords are, at the same
time, political exiles. He states that some of these political exiles are
well known. One is Dr. Anis Sayegh, director of the PLO Research Cen-
ter in Beirut and the Gulf, and the other is Dr. Edward Said of Columbia
University, a late-comer to both Palestine and the PLO.

So, one should comprehend that all these developments make sure
that the Palestine question is something more than a territorial issue.
For instance, Edward W. Said, the writer of the book “The Question of
Palestine” (1980) and who opposedthe Oslo Accords, firmly states that
the issue is rooted in the complex narratives of colonialism. Said is a
Palestinian intellectual and scholar who experienced exile while feeling
responsible for the situation in the Middle East (Said, 2000). He wrote
articles, attended conferences, and negotiated the peace talks between
the two sides throughout his life. He recommended that the Palestinian
narrative is marginalized in mainstream media and institutions, and this
attitude serves the denial of Palestinian rights in the region.

Additionally, he believed that the peace process, since the beginning,
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has perpetuated a segregated view of the future. He emphasized that
the people do not focus on peace and justice but on war and security.
This is why he spent a great deal of time speaking out for the cause of
the Palestinians. Therefore, his significant contributions to the Pales-
tine question’s discourse should be considered. These contributions are
based on challenging orientalist stereotypes and advocating for Palestin-
ian self-determination. In his powerfully stated sentences in the book
Orientalism (1978), Said exploredhowthe Western world distorted and
dehumanized the culture and history of Arabs. These distortions and de-
humanizations are not innocent at all because they are the same colonial
powers who assisted the Israeli government in terms of arms and funds.
Since the conflict between Israel and Palestine continues today, one can
see how deeply rooted are Said’s arguments in this book. Moreover, this
point of view helps us to bring the possible solution proposals for ‘one-
state’ and ‘two states’ into consideration.

Solution Proposals

The Israeli-Palestinian question became one of the world’s trend-
ing stories from the 1940s to the present day. The situation emerged
as aquestion of land and self-determination in the region whereby the
Jews claim that the land of Palestine is their original homeland, and
Palestinians see the region being their original land as well. Indeed, the
region’s history shows that the earliest inhabitants were Canaanites, the
ancestors of both the Arabs and the Jews. In the divine books, these two
nations descended from the sons of Abraham. That is to say, the modern
Palestinians and Jews came from the same path, but they differed in cul-
tural and religious beliefs.

Thus, according to the historical facts, it is not wise for the Jews to
claim self-determination in Palestine per se. The Jews’ argument con-
cerning national determination in Palestine does not hold water, because
the modern Jews came to Palestine as immigrants with their national-
ities of European countries like Germany, Poland, Russia, and others.
After landing in Palestine, they bought land from the indigenous people
and started their activities, especially farming. In fact, these immigrant
Jews, whocame mainly from Europe, were strangers to the region. Then
why and how coulda stranger who bought and conquered the land claim
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self-determination in the region? If the region was their homeland, why
did they buy the land? However, this was done deliberately to legalize
the occupation of the land of Palestine after what was known as the Bal-
four Declaration in 1917. This meant that the creation of the Jewish state
depended highly on the support of big powers and was finally blessed by
the United Nations. Therefore, the major cause of the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict is based on neither religious beliefs nor ethnicity, but its main
cause is the “occupation” of the Palestinian land by the Zionists.

The support that Israel secured from the big powers makes them some-
how innocent, and the Palestinians who seek self-determination have be-
come terrorists. This is a double standard, because, for many years in Pales-
tine, the Israelistate has committed actions that are against universal human
rights. Unfortunately, the UN Security Council remains silent. Surprisingly,
the Western media broadcast these immoral and illegal actions done by the
Israelistate in a biased way and perpetuate using of the word “conflict” to
give the impression that the occupier and the occupied are equals in terms
of resources, international support, and even the possession of the same
weapons. Moreover, the question of the right to self-determination for the
Palestinians is undermined by the Zionist government and its allies. Since
the creation of the Jewish state, Palestinians have become valueless, with
no dignity, and lack international support to attain their self-determination.
This brings us to the real question: What should be done?

The question of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict has been discussed by
many writers and politicians whereby they suggested possible solutions.
Some proposed“one-state”solution, under which both communities -Pal-
estinians and Jews- will live together within the borders of the same
state. The others arguedthat the two-state solution is the best alterna-
tive considering the urgent need for stability in the area.

As for the one-state solution, the new state will not be based on race,
ethnicity, and religion. This view can be taken into consideration if there
is an aim of creating political unity between Palestinians and Jews.Ac-
cording to Pappé (2010) and Khalidi (2006),the realization oftwo-state
solution requires more effort than thought. Besides, there are difficult
issues to be bargained over such as borders, sovereignty of the new state,
and refugees. In spite of the deep desires of both parties for having their
own states, Pappé and Khalidi, separately, stressed that the stronger par-
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ty will continue to impose its will on the weaker one. Because two states
solution has always been the preference of Zionists. This idea of two-
state still guides the political system of Israel today. The creation of two
states would enable the Zionists to expand the settlement project and
increase the volume of violence against Palestinians.

On the other hand, one-state solution is revisited these days but has
always been met with hesitation. AsKhalidi (2006) pointed out, there
are many different views on one-state solution.Many observers think
that current events will eventually lead to a one-state formation since,
on the one side, there will remain no Palestine to be created as a state
due to the continuing annexation of the land by Israel, and on the other,
the population of Palestinians is growing. However, if this happens then
how will the parties overcome their distrust against each other or what
will be the constitutional structure or the political arrengements? Ques-
tions like these need answers in orderone-state solution to be realized.
However, despite these questions, Pappé (2010) believes that this is the
only moral, not just political, settlementthat contains, and answers, all
the outstanding problems involved in the ongoing conflict.

As a result, it can be saidthat it is not easy to determine the choices
for the destiny of these people but what other solutions are proposed,
all should aim to cease the feud immediately and permanently. There is a
silverlining that these two peoples are descendants of the same ancestor.
Therefore, it may be expected that the future holds high hopes for the
next generations who are well aware of this fact.

Conclusion

Historical records show that the conflict between Israeli and Pales-
tinian parts, in one way, has always been different from the conflicts all
around the world. It has been affecting not only two groups of people but
also the whole Middle East and the other regions long before the global-
ization became a phenomenon in social studies. This is the same reason
why none of the answers help difficult questions at the local, regional or
global scales in today’s world. This is, again, the same reason why all the
steps taken remain shallow. In addition to all of these, no progress can
be made and it is getting worse day by day before the eyes of the whole
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world. It is everbody’s business and nobody’s business at the same time.

In the article, it can be seen from the historical outline that all turning
points and all milestones has brought the humanity to the edge of barba-
rism and, in this age, the existence of Palestinian people are being denied
of their most basic rights each and every time. Something critical needs
to be done. This is because the hidden -but not so hidden- agenda of Zi-
onists continue to serve their aims. And no one on the earth seems to be
able to cope with this military muscle neither physically nor religiously
and philosophically. From now on, only good intentions of the good peo-
ple can save this critical situation. However, this is not about the amount
of humanitarian aid and donations for the Palestinians. This is about be-
ing a human and demanding the same thing both for ourselves and for the
people at the other corners of the world in a responsible way. Therefore,
this vicious cycle of aggression should immediately be channelled into an
effort for the realization of a common ground for the future prospects.

Due to these necessities, the article contains the steps defining the
establishment of a Jewish state in Palestine on the basis of biblical verses
with the interpretation of political intentions. Accordingly, the use of
religious language helps from the beginning because the first settlers
named all the settlements including the word Zion as a reference to the
ancient city promised to Jewish people by God. Yet, in time, the political
intentions grew stronger enough to make religious Zionists oppose to
the idea of the establishment of Israel as a state. Additionally, this polit-
ical ambition has gone hand in hand with the military power before and
after the formal introduction of Israel to the international community.
This is the reason Palestinians have always seen Israelis as occupiers
from the beginning. And they are still longing for the remedy to the
root causes that will end the occupation and bring formal recognition as
a sovereign nation. As an attempt to consider these demands, the arti-
cle tries to address the two solution proposals namely “one-state” and
“two-state.” It seems that the one-state solution is more popular among
the leading scholars who are worried about the well being of the people
in the region. Since the prerequisites for the realization of “two-state”
solution are already in motion, one-state solution seems to deserve a
chance in order to give an immediate end to the humanitarian drama
taking place everyday for almost five decades.
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Extended Abstract

The history of relations between Palestine and Israel goes back to the ancient
periods when there was no region known as Palestine. The region known as
Canaan was renamed by the Emperor Hadrian as Palestina. The area was al-
ready dwelt with different cultural identities like Philistines, Judahites, Samar-
ians, Moabites, Arabs, and Phoenicians.

Jews are descendants of the prophet Abraham'’s son, Isaac. Additionally, “Is-
rael” stands for the grandson of prophet Abraham, Jacob. However, the ge-
ography is equally important for Muslims and Christians also. From the first
encounter with the Muslims to the late years of the Ottoman Empire, different
societies lived together mostly in peace and harmony but the land of Pales-
tine was divided into three provinces called Jerusalem, Nablus, and Acre in the
following years.

Yet today if a person looks at modern maps of the area, he or she will not be
able to see Palestine but Gaza Strip and West Bank representing Palestine. On
the other hand, the state formed in 1948 in the area is found very easily on the
maps. This is of course the result of a bias shared by the defendants of the his-
torical rights of the Jews over the region. However, the area is called the Holy
Land since it has importance for all three Abrahamic religions.

For the Jews, it is the promised land. The name Zion is found in the Holy Bible
and over time, the people of Israel adopted this name as a mean to their con-
nection with the Messianic hope of redemption. In time, it became associated
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with the ideologyknown as Zionism, which advocated the restoration of the
Jews to the Land of Palestine. The organization of the movement, however,
was founded in 1897 by Theodor Herzl. And it is this foundation that led to the
course of events and formed a special terminology about the area for more
than a hundred and fifty years.

This is why there is a gigantic collection of academic works related to the is-
sue. In order to get some ideas even about current agenda taking place in the
area, one would get burried under a pile of texts concerning only the sugges-
tions or only the history. Another difficulty is that the recent developments
presented by the media can be questioned for their objectivity, too.

Under these circumstances, it seemed to be necessary to outline the past
events that led to the catastrophy and therefore analyze negotiations held
with the help of foreign powers who have been trying to preserve their own
interests in the region for a long time.

Nonetheless, in order to develop a more insightful perspective about this deep-
ly rooted problem, here, the writers of the article have tried to avoid engaging
in the past in the form of some truth-seeking effort but they looked into the
past as learning new lessons to lay down a precondition for a peaceful coexis-
tence. This also stems from the fact that the meta narratives of both sides are
always conflicting. However, if one focuses on negotiations and their require-
ments to be fulfilled or not, it would be sufficient in terms of understanding the
degree of willingness by the both parties to live together in peace in the area.
This approach brings up the subject of Zionism as an ideology.

The comprehension of Zionism is considered to be a must in terms of under-
standing the ideology paving the way to establish the state of Israel. More-
over, its changing content and the basis of justification over the years must be
observed so that one can develop a thorough review of the matter. Also this
everlasting polarization and war climate inevitably creates inflexible ideas
and stringent moral codes since there seems to be no authority existing to
evaluate the situation for the equal benefit of two sides.

In this story, some people may identify themselves with Jews as a scattered
community and some people may identify themselves with displaced popu-
lation of Palestinians. However, we should keep an open mind that there are
possible scenarios beyond these identifications. In consequence, in this arti-
cle, the transition of Zionist intentions from a religious one into a political one
will be observed because it might be argued that this concept of historical
rights has been used only for the Jews to legalize the occupation over Pales-
tine.

Bu calismada kadinin calisma hayatinda problem ¢ézme yaklasimlari, evlilik do-
yumu ve iliski mutlulugu Gzerindeki etkileri incelenmistir. Bu amacla yapilan calis-
maya yas ortalamasi 35 olan toplam 300 kadin katilmistir. Katihmcilara icerisinde
demografik bilgi formu, Evlilik Doyumu Olcedi, iliski Mutlulugu Olcegi ve Problem
Cozme Envanterinin bulundugu anket formu uygulanmistir. Veriler SPSS.26 paket
programi ve Macro Process uzantisi ile analiz edilmistir. Verilerin analizinde frekans
analizi, Bagimsiz Ornek t-Testi, korelasyon analizi ve aracilik analizleri kullaniimis-
tir. Yapilan analizlerde calisma durumu degiskenine gore katilimcilarin élcek puan
ortalamalarinin anlamli farkhhk goésterdigi goértlmdstir. Bunun yaninda evlilik
doyumu, iliski mutlulugu ve problem ¢6zme yaklasimlari arasinda anlamli iliskiler
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saptanmistir. Son olarak problem ¢6zme yaklasimlari ile evlilik doyumu arasindaki
iliskide iliski mutlulugunun araci rolt oldugu bulgulanmistir. Elde edilen bulgular
evlilik doyumunun daha iyi anlasilmasinda uzmanlara gincel bilgiler sunarken ev-
liliklerin saglkli devam ettirilmesinde ciftlere farkindalik kazandirmaktadir.

Abstract

In this study, the effects of women’s working life on their problem-solving ap-
proaches, marital satisfaction and relationship happiness were examined. A to-
tal of 300 women with an average age of 35 participated in the study conducted
for this purpose. A survey form including demographic information form, Marital
Satisfaction Scale, Relationship Happiness Scale and Problem-Solving Invento-
ry was applied to the participants. Data were analyzed with SPSS.26 package
program and Macro Process extension. Frequency analysis, Independent Sam-
ple t-Test, correlation analysis and mediation analyzes were used to analyze the
data.Inthe analyses, it was seen that the scale score averages of the participants
showed significant differences according to the variable of employment status.
In addition, significant relationships were found between marital satisfaction,
relationship happiness and problem-solving approaches. Finally, it was found
that relationship happiness had a mediating role in the relationship between
problem-solving approaches and marital satisfaction. The findings provide up-
to-date information that can be used in a better context of marital satisfaction
and are centrally provided to couples in maintaining a healthy marriage.

1. GIRIS

Toplumsal dinamiklerin temelinde yer alan bir kurum olan evlilik, bire-
yi, ¢evresini ve toplumu etkilemesi acisindan 6nemli goriilmektedir (Celik ve
Tiimkaya, 2012: 224). Bu baglamda evlilik dinamiklerin saglikli olmas: bek-
lenmektedir. Evlilik dinamiklerinin incelenmesinde literatiirde evlilik doyumu
kavramu siklikla arastirilmaktadir (Cakal ve Giiven, 2024; Muslu ve Kabasa-
kal, 2024). Ciftlerin mutluluk ve beklentilerin karsilanma diizeyini belirten bu
kavram evlilik kurumu i¢in turnusol kagidi islevi gérmektedir (Cag ve Yildi-
rim, 2016: 14). Ciftlerin mutluluk diizeyleri iliskilerini siirdiirme noktasindaki
algilarini olusturmaktadir. Literatiir ¢alismalari incelendiginde evlilik doyumu
ile iliskili bulunan romantik duygular (Tarhan, 2011: 19), iletisim (Ozgiiven,
2012: 23), kaliteli zaman gecirme (Leggett, Roberts-Pittman, Byczek ve Mor-
se, 2012: 184), cinsel yasant1 (Dokur ve Profeta, 2006: 17), ¢ocuk sahibi olma
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(Baltas ve Baltas, 2008: 28) ve evlenme bi¢imi (Kubilay ve Oktan, 2015: 27)
gibi kavramlarin oldugu goriilmiistiir. Ancak ciftlerin calisma hayati, evlilikten
aldiklar1 mutluluk (Arslan, 2012; Yildirimalp, 2021) ve problem ¢dzme bece-
rileri (Gamsari ve Safara, 2017; Tortumlu ve Uzun, 2022) gibi kavramlarin da
etkili oldugu diistiniilmektedir. Bu ¢alismanin kapsamini evli bireylerin evlilik
deneyimleri olusturmaktadir. Bu kapsamda hazirlanan anket formu dogrultu-
sunda ciftlerin problem ¢dzme becerileri, evlilik doyumu ve mutluluk diizeyle-
rine dair yanitlar1 analiz edilecektir. Evlilik icerisinde etkili olan parametrelerin
dikkatli ve 6zenli incelenmesi evliligin daha iyi anlasilmasinda ve yasanan so-
runlara ¢oziimler {iretilmesinde gerek uzmanlara gerek ciftlere 6nemli bilgiler
sunacaktir. Evli bireylerin yasantilarin ¢alisma hayatinin 6nemli olabilmekte-
dir. Ozellikle calisan kadinlarin yasadiklari sorunlara ¢éziim iiretme kapasite-
lerinin belirlenmesi ve bunun evlilik hayatina yansimalarinin okunmasi kadin
istihdamini tesvik etme ve mutlu evliliklerin insa edilmesi noktasinda pozitif
katkilar sunabilir. Kiiltiirel baglamda ve sosyal normlar icinde kadinin ¢alis-
ma hayatina adim atmasinin farkli yankilar: olmustur. Yapilan ¢alismada, bu
degisimlerin evlilik siirecine etkilerinin evlilik doyumu, iliski mutlulugu ve
problem ¢dzme beceri kapsaminda incelenmesi amaglanmustir.

1.1. Kadinin i3 Hayatindaki Yeri

Ataerkil diistincenin yaygin oldugu diinyamizda kadinlarin gérevi uzun
yillar boyunca ev hayati ile ilgilenmek ve ¢ocuklarin bakimini iistlenmek ola-
rak belirlenmistir (Cimen ve Ding Kaya, 2024). Bireysel ve toplumsal norm-
larin etkili oldugu bu sabit diisiince kalibi, sanayilesme ile degisim goster-
mistir. Uretimin yayginlasmasi, ihtiyaglarin degismesi ve aile yapilarindaki
farklilasma kadinin giinliik hayat pratiklerinde daha ¢ok yer kazanmasina
imkan sunmustur. Zaman icinde kadinlarin sahip oldugu hukuki ve sosyal
haklar genislemis ve calisma hayatindaki yeri yiikselmistir (Akman ve Erbil,
2024: 285; Kuzgun ve Sevim, 2004: 15). Beser (2003: 34) kadinin ¢alisma
hayati i¢inde aktif olmay1 istemesi, maddi sorunlarin varligi, ekonomik ba-
gimsizlik istegi, aile ve toplumsal baskilarin kadinin ¢alisma hayatina adim
atmasinda etkili olabilecegini vurgulamustir. Goniillii ve I¢li (2001: 85) tara-
findan yapilan bir ¢alismada kadin ¢alisma hayatina yonelim nedenleri ince-
lenmistir. Katilimcilarin %40’1 maddi agidan ailelerine destek olma nedenini,
%33’li maddi yonden kendisine yetebilme nedenini, %10’u yeni deneyimler
elde etme nedenini ve %7’si ise zamanlarini kaliteli degerlendirme nede-
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nini bildirmistir. Kiiresellesen diinya i¢inde isin niteligindeki degisimler de
kadinin calisma hayatinda daha kolay yer bulmasina imkan sunmustur. Kas
giicli ve yogun performansa dayali is tanimlarinin yerini gliniimiizde daha
cok hizmet ve bilisim sektorleri almistir (Yildirimalp, 2021). Bu is alanlar:
da daha ¢ok zihinsel ¢alisma yoniine deger vermektedir. Bu sayede niteliksel
ozelliklerin 6n plana ¢iktig1 ¢calisma diinyasinda kadinlar ve erkekler arasin-
daki fiziksel farkliliklar ortadan kalkmaya baslamistir. Bu durumda kadin ve
erkegin daha dengeli sartlar altinda rekabet etme kolayligi sunmustur (Ke-
nan ve Yiiksel, 2012: 37). Yal¢1 ve Erduran (2024) ¢alismalarinda kadinlarin
is hayatindaki basarilarin siireci pekistiren etkilerini aktarmistir. Kazanilan
0z yeterlilik ve toplumsal algidaki degisimle birlikte kadinlarin farkli is saha-
larinda kendilerine alan bulma oranlar1 da artis gostermistir.

1.2. Evlilik Doyumu

Evlilik doyumu, ciftlerin iliskilerini siirdiirme niyetlerine dogrudan etki
eden bir kavramdir (Ugurel, 2024). Ciftlerin birbirlerinden ve iligkilerinden
tatmin olmalarini saglayan evlilik doyumu, bir baglamda evliligin belirteci ola-
rak da yorumlanabilir (Cag ve Yildirim, 2016: 15). Yapilan bir tanimda evlilik
doyumu ciftlerin evlilikte ihtiya¢ ve beklentilerinin ne oranda karsilandigina
yonelik alg1 olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir (Cetin ve Cetin, 2024: 74). Bunun
yaninda evlilik icindeki stresin ¢dziimlenmesi, problemlerle basa ¢ikma, bir-
likte karar alma, mutlu ve hosnut bir evlilik siireci de evlilik doyumuna atifta
bulunmaktadir (Ozgiiven, 2000: 21). Grandon, Myers ve Hattie (2004: 61) ise
evlilik doyumuna daha kompleks bir tanim getirmistir. Ciftlerin birbirlerini tak-
dir ettikleri, ortak paylasim alanlarinin oldugu, karsilikli sevgi ve saygi ortami-
nin tesis edildigi, kaliteli etkilesim ve iletisim siireclerinin oldugu bir evlilikte
doyumun yiiksek olacagini aktarilmistir.

1.3. Calisan Kadin ve Evlilik Doyumu

Kadinin c¢alisma hayatinin evlilik hayatina etkileri literatiir ¢alisma-
larinda incelenmistir (Yaghmaei ve Taymaz, 2024). Singh (2014: 123)
aragtirmasinda, calisan kadinlarin calismayan kadinlara oranla hayat
doyumlarinin daha yiiksek ve stres diizeylerinin daha diisiik oldugunu
gostermistir. Bu durum c¢alisan kadinlarin psikolojik sagliklarina pozitif
katkilar sunmakla birlikte evlilik doyumu iizerinde de pozitif etkilerin
goriilmesine olanak saglamaktadir. Durualp, Kaytez ve Girgin (2017:
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131) calismalarinda, kadinin ¢alismasinin evlilik doyumu {izerinde po-
zitif etkisi oldugunu belirtmistir. Oyle ki calisan kadin kendini daha de-
gerli gormekte ve ekonomik yeterlilige sahip olmaktadir. Bu durum esi
ile iliskilerinde daha olumlu etkiler uyandirmaktadir. Diger taraftan ca-
lismayan kadinlar ev isleri ve giinliik hayatin stresi ile miicadelede yalniz
olduklarindan bu stresi eslerine ve aile hayatina yansitabilmektedir. Bal
(2014: 17) calisan kadinin toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligine denge getire-
bilecegini savunmustur. Kadina yonelik kiiltiirel normlar ve toplumsal
kabuller ev hayati ile sinirli kalirken calisan kadinlar bu kaliplar1 kira-
rak toplumun bu diisiincelerine karsi ¢ikmaktadir. Ayrica bu 6rneklerin
¢ogalmasi da calisan kadinlarin kendilerini daha giivenli ve pozitif his-
setmelerine kolaylik sunmaktadir. Kadinin toplum goziindeki degerinin
giderek artmasi, bireyin gerek iste gerek toplumda gerekse evliliginde
daha mutlu ve huzurlu olmasi ile sonu¢lanmaktadir.

1.4. Calisan Kadin ve Problem C6zme

Calisma hayatinin bireysel ve evlilik {izerindeki etkilerinde problem
¢ozme becerileri de incelenen bir kavramdir (Ozasma, 2024). Ayres ve
Malouff (2007: 281) calisma hayatinda kadinlara sunulan problem ¢oz-
me egitimlerinin kadinlar1 daha donanimli yaptigini aktarmistir. Calisan
kadinlar aldiklar1 egitimler ve bunlari uygulama sahasi bulduklar1 dlgiide
problem ¢dzme becerinde daha basarili olmaktadir. McLennan ve Arthur
(1999: 84) da kadinlarin calisma hayatinda kariyer sahibi olma nokta-
sinda erkeklere oranla daha giidiilii olduklarini aktarmistir. Bu baglamda
karsilasilan sorunlarla basa ¢ikmada kadinlar daha basarili olmak zorun-
da hissetmektedir. Problem ¢6zme becerisi, insanlarin yasamdaki sorun-
lu durumlarla basa ¢ikmak igin etkili basa ¢ikma stratejilerini kesfettigi
ve tanimladig1 bilissel-davranissal bir siiregtir (Akbiyik ve Mert, 2024).
Genel olarak problem ¢6zme becerisi, bir kisinin gilinliik problemler
icin uyarlanabilir ve etkili basa ¢ikma stratejilerini kesfedecegi veya icat
edecegi bilissel-davranissal-yenilikg¢i bir siireci ifade eder. Yani problem
¢ozme yetenegi ile kisisel ve sosyal gelisimi arttiran, stres ve ruh sagligi
sorunlarini azaltan 6nemli bir bas etme stratejisidir. Calisan kadinlarda
is yeri ve ev hayati gibi farkli ¢atisma alanlari nedeni ile bu becerilerini
gelistirme noktasinda firsatlara sahiptir (Garmsari ve Safara, 2017: 5).
Bu c¢alismada calisan ev kadinlarinin evlilik doyumu, evlilik mutlulugu ve
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problem ¢6zme becerileri arasindaki iliskilerin incelenmesi amaglanmak-
tadir. Literatiir ¢alismalar1 incelendiginde kavramlar arasindaki iliskileri
ikili olarak inceleyen ¢alismalar bulunmakla birlikte kavramlar arasindaki
ticld iliskilerin incelendigi calismaya rastlanmamistir. Bu anlamda yapilan
calisma literatiirde yer alan bu boslugu doldurmayi hedeflemektedir.

2. YONTEM

2.1. Arastirmanin Yontemi

Yapilan c¢alismada iliskisel tarama modeli kullanilmistir. Bu kapsamda
hazirlanan anket formunda 6l¢iilmek istenen kavramlar arasindaki iliskile-
rin ve etki eden degiskenlerin incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Bu amaca uygun
olarak iliskisel tarama modeli icinde karsilastirmali desen ve korelasyonel
desen tercih edilmistir (Karasar, 2005). Karsilagtirmali desende, arastirma
bagimli degiskenlerine etki ettigi diisiiniilen parametrelere yonelik karsi-
lastirma analizleri yapilmistir. Korelasyonel desende ise arastirma bagimli
degiskenleri arasindaki iliskinin varlig1, yonii ve siddetine yonelik analizler
uygulanmustir. Bu kapsamda arastirma bagimli degiskenleri evlilik doyumu,
evlilik mutlulugu ve problem ¢ézme toplam puanlar: iken bagimsiz degis-
kenler demografik veriler olarak planlanmistir. Arastirmaya dahil olma kri-
terleri 18 yasindan biiyiik olmak, evli olmak, okuryazar olmak ve herhangi
bir psikolojik rahatsizligin olmamasi olarak belirlenmistir. Dislama kriterleri
icin 18 yasindan kiiciik olmak, bekar olmak, okuryazar olmamak ve herhangi
bir psikolojik rahatsizligin olmasi olarak belirlenmistir.

2.2. Arastirma Grubu

Yapilan ¢alismaya 20-68 yas araliginda (x=35,00+8,95 yil) 300 kadin ka-
tilim gostermistir. Amagli 6rneklem yontemi kullanilarak yiiriitiilen calis-
mada katilimcilar tamamen goniilliiliik esasina bagli olarak ¢alismada yer
almistir. Amagli 6rnekleme yontemi ile 300 kadin katilimcr katilmistir. Yapi-
lan ¢alismaya maddi durumu iyi olan 114 kisi (%38,0) ve orta olan 186 kisi
(%62,0) katilmistir. Egitim durumu lise ve alt1 olan 30 kisi (%10,0), tiniver-
site olan 188 kisi (%62,7) ve yiiksekogretim olan 82 kisi (%27,3) vardir. Ca-
lisan 184 kisiye (%61,3) karsin ¢alismayan 116 kisi (%38,7) bulunmaktadir.
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2.3. Veri Toplama Araglar1

Yapilan galismada sosyal bilimlerde siklikla kullanilan anket veri toplama
teknigi tercih edilmistir. Bu kapsamda hazirlanan anket formunda asagida
yer alan 6l¢me araglart bulunmaktadir.

2.3.1. Demografik Bilgi Formu

Aragtirmaci tarafindan literatiir taramasi sonucunda olusturulan bilgi for-
mudur. igerisinde katilimcilarin cinsiyet, yas, egitim durumu, maddi durum,
¢alisma hayat1 ve evlilik hayatina yonelik sorular yer almaktadir.

2.3.2. Evlilik Doyumu Olgegi

Bireylerin evlilik doyumu diizeylerinin belirlenmesi i¢in Celik ve Yaz-
gan Inang (2009) tarafindan gelistirilmistir. Olgek besli Likert tipinde (I
= Bana Hi¢ Uygun Degil; 5 = Bana Tamamen Uygun) toplam 13 maddeden
olusmaktadir. Bu maddelerin besi olumlu iken sekizi olumsuzdur. Olcek
puanlamasinda olumsuz maddeler ters yonlii puanlanmaktadir. Olgek
puan ranj1 13-65 olarak belirlenmistir. Alinan yiiksek puan evlilik doyu-
munun da yiiksek oldugunu gostermektedir. Orijinal ¢alismada Cronbach
Alfa i¢ tutarlik katsayist 0,79 olarak bulunurken ¢alismamiz i¢in bu deger
0,80 olarak hesaplanmistir.

2.3.3. iliskilerde Mutluluk Olcegi

Bireylerin evlilik doyumu diizeylerinin belirlenmesi i¢in Fletcher, Fit-
ness ve Blampied (1990) tarafindan gelistirilmistir. Olgegin Tiirkce uyar-
lama calismasi Tuterel Kislak (2002) tarafindan yapilmistir. Olcek yedili
Likert tipinde (I = Hig; 7 = Gok) toplam alti maddeden olusmaktadir.
Olgekte 4. madde ters yonlii puanlanmaktadir. Olgek puan ranji 6-42 ola-
rak belirlenmistir. Alinan yiiksek puan iliski mutlulugunun da yiiksek
oldugunu gostermektedir. Orijinal ¢alismada Cronbach Alfa i¢ tutarlik
katsayis1 0,87 olarak bulunurken uyarlama ¢alismasinda 0,80 olarak akta-
rilmistir. Calismamiz i¢in bu deger 0,82 olarak hesaplanmistir.
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2.3.4. Problem C6zme Envanteri

Bireylerin problem ¢6zme diizeylerinin belirlenmesi i¢in Heppner ve
Petersen (1982) tarafindan gelistirilmistir. Olgegin Tiirk¢e uyarlama ¢a-
lismasi Taylan (1990) tarafindan yapilmistir. Olcek altili Likert tipinde
(1 = Hig Boyle Davranmam; 7 = Hep Bdyle Davranirim) toplam 35 madde-
den olusmaktadir. Olgek puan ranji 32-192 olarak belirlenmistir. Olcek
problem ¢6zme kavramini aceleci yaklasim, diisiinen yaklasim, kacingan
yaklasim, degerlendirici yaklasim, kendine gilivenli yaklasim ve planl
yaklasim) olmak iizere alt1 boyut bulunmaktadir. Alt boyutlardan alinan
yiiksek puanlar ilgili yaklasimin daha fazla kullanildigini géstermektedir.
Orijinal ¢alismada Cronbach Alfa i¢ tutarlik katsayisi 0,82 olarak bulu-
nurken uyarlama ¢alismasinda 0,90 olarak aktarilmistir. Calismamiz igin
bu deger 0,86 olarak hesaplanmistir.

2.4. Islem

Calismanin ilk asamasinda Istanbul Ticaret Universitesi etik kurul
onay1 alinmistir (E-65836846-044-320505). Etik kurul onayinin ardindan
hazirlanan anket formu Google Forms araciligiyla sanal ortama tasinmis-
tir. Amagli 6rneklem yontemi ile hazirlanan anket linki katilimcilara ulas-
tirilmistir. Ankette yer alan sorularin yanitlanmasi ortalama 15 dakika
stirmiistiir. Goniilltliik onay1 olmayan bireyler ¢calismada yer almamistir.
Toplanan veriler tasnif edildikten sonra analiz siirecine gecilmistir. Top-
lamda 310 kisiye erisilmis olsa da 10 kisi u¢ degerlere sahip olmalari
nedenteri ile veri setinden ¢ikartilmis ve verilerin analizine 300 Kkisi {ize-
rinden devam edilmistir.

2.5. Verilerin Analizi

Verilerin analizinde SPSS.26 paket programi kullanilmistir. Kisi ve
ytizde dagilimi i¢in frekans analizi, iki kategori icin ortalamalar arasi far-
kin incelenmesinde Bagimsiz Ornek t-Testi, dlcek ve alt boyut toplam pu-
anlar1 arasindaki iliskilerin incelenmesinde Pearson Korelasyon Analizi
ve yordayicilik iliskilerinin incelenmesinde basit ve ¢oklu dogrusal reg-
resyon analizleri kullanilmistir.

4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Bu calismada evli bireylerde kadinin galismasi ve ¢alismamasi durumunun
problem ¢6zme, evlilik doyumu ve mutluluk diizeylerine etkilerinin incelenmesi
amagclanmustir. Tlgili amagla yiiriitiilen ¢alismada elde edilen bulgularin literatiir
arastirmalari 1s18inda tartisilmasina yer verilmistir.

Calisma durumuna gore yapilan karsilastirma analizleri sonucunda, galis-
mayan kadinlarin problem ¢ézmede daha kagingan yaklasimlar benimsedikleri
bulgulanmistir. Ayres ve Malouff (2007: 281) ¢alismalarinda ¢alisma hayatinin
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bireyin problem ¢6zme becerilerine olumlu katkilarini aktarmistir. Calisma ha-
yatinda bireyin kendisini gelistirme imkani bulmasi, aldig1 egitimlerle diisiin-
ce yapisini esnetmesi ve bu farkindaliklar1 uygulamaya dokme sansinin olmasi
problem ¢6zme yaklasimlarina olumlu katki sunabilmektedir. Garmsari ve Safara
(2017: 7) ise ¢alisma hayatinin birey i¢in farkli sorun ve problemler olusturmalari
nedeni ile problem ¢6zme becerilerinde daha donanimli olmalarina katki sundu-
gunu belirtmistir. Calisan kadin yasadig1 sorunlar nedeni ile daha deneyimli ol-
makta ve problem ¢ozmede aktif yollar1 benimseyebilmektedir. Swanson (2000:
80) da calismasinda is yerindeki strese karsi daha etkili bir sekilde basa ¢ikmada
kadinlarin daha basarili oldugunu aktarmistir. Tortumlu ve Uzun (2022: 225)
ise is yeri ortaminin ve ¢alisma hayatinin kadinin sorunlarla miicadele etmesin-
de giidiileyici etkisi oldugundan bahsetmistir. Ayrica ¢alisma hayatinin bireyin
benlik saygisina yaptig1 olumlu katkilar problem ¢6zme becerilerinde kendine
glivenli ve pratik yaklasimlarin benimsenmesinde etkili olabilir (Erdem ve Tasgt,
2003: 172). Cimen ve Ding¢ Kaya (2024) kadinlarin is hayatinda karsilastiklari
ayrimcilik davranislarinin problem ¢6zme becerilerini gelistiren etkisine vurgu
yapmustir. Karsilasilan sorun ve sikintilar bireyin bas etme siirecinde motivasyon
kaynag olabilmektedir.

Korelasyon analizi sonucunda pozitif problem ¢6zme yaklasimlari ile evli-
lik doyumu ve mutluluk arasinda pozitif iliski varken negatif problem ¢dzme
yaklasimlari ile negatif yonde iliski oldugu gorilmiistiir. Elde edilen bulgular
literatiir ¢calismalart ile tutarlilik gostermektedir. Erbek ve arkadaslari (2005:
41) calismasinda sorunlara ve problemlere etkili ¢oziimler bulunmayan evli-
liklerin kalitesinin giderek azaldigini belirtmistir. Bu sebeple evlilik icsel ve
cevresel tehlikelere karsi daha dayaniksiz bir konuma gelmektedir. Batik ve
Kalkan (2017: 2631) ise ¢alismalarinda sorun ¢ézme bigimlerinin evlilik doyu-
mu varyansinin %50°den fazlasi izerindeki etkisini géstererek problem ¢6zme
kavraminin evlilik doyumu i¢in 6nemini gostermistir. Saglikli bir evlilik icin
gosterilen cabalar ciftlerin evlilik kurumundan daha fazla mutluluk ve haz al-
malari ile sonu¢lanmaktadir (Parlar ve Akgiin, 2018: 15). Sivkin (2024) ise
calismasinda problem ¢6zme siirecinin giftler arasindaki etkilesim ve iletisime
yaptig1 katkilar ile evlilik doyumuna etki ettigini aktarmistir.

Tallman ve Hsiao (2004) evlilik doyumu ytiiksek evlilikleri sunduklart iletisim,
empati, deger verme ve anlayis ortaminin problem ¢dzme siireci icin gerekli at-
mosferi sundugunu belirtmistir. Ciftler birbirlerine kars1 daha destekgi, iletisim
halinde ve ¢6ziim odakli yaklasimlarini benimsemektedir. Taskdprii (2013: 34)
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evlilik doyumunun yiiksek olmasinin bireyin problem ¢6zme becerilerin daha
saglikli yontemleri benimsemede yardimci oldugunu ve kendine giiveni arttir-
digin1 belirtmistir. Bu sonugla pozitif basa ¢ikma tutumlari artarken negatif basa
¢ikma tutumlar azalacaktir. Bradbury ve Karney (2004: 865) de benzer sekilde ev-
lilik doyumundaki artisin pozitif bir sosyal destek olarak algilandigini ve bireyin
desteklendigi bir ortam sunmasi nedeniyle problem ¢6zmede olumlu yaklasimla-
rin benimsenmesinde yardimci olabilecegini vurgulamistir.

Calismanin son bulgusunda ise pozitif problem ¢6zme yaklasimlarinin
evlilik mutlulugu tizerinden evlilik doyumu pozitif yonde yordadig: goril-
mistlir. Bununla birlikte negatif problem ¢6zme yaklasimlarinin evlilik
mutlulugu tizerinden evlilik doyumu negatif yonde yordamaktadir. Elde
edilen bulgular ¢alismanin 6zgiin yanini gostermekle birlikte literatiirde
benzer bir bulguya rastlanmamaistir. Bu bulgular problem ¢6zme yaklasim-
larinin bireyin ve iligki stirecindeki mutlulugun 6nemli bir yordayicist oldu-
gunu gostermektedir. Problemlerin ve sorunlarin ¢6ziimiinde daha pozitif/
etkili basa ¢ikma bicimlerinin tercih edilmesi stresorlerin ortadan kalkmasi
nedeni ile bireyi mutlu edecektir. Negatif ve etkisiz basa ¢ikmalar ise soru-
nun devam etmesine ve Otelenmesine neden olduklar1 i¢cin mutluluk ize-
rinde olumsuz etkide bulunacaktir. Bireyin ruhsal durumun g¢evresine ve
ozellikle iliskisine yansiyor olmasi da evlilik doyumundaki degisimi agiklar
niteliktedir. Bu baglamda ciftlerin problem ¢6zmeye yonelik benimsedikle-
ri yaklasimlarin nitelikleri birey ve iliskisel mutluluk kadar evlilik doyumu
tizerinde de diizenleyici bir role sahip oldugu sdylenebilir.

Calismada elde edilen bulgularin sonucunda, ¢alismayan kadinlarin problem
¢ozmede kagingan yaklasim puanlari yiiksek bulunmustur. Evlilik doyumu ile
iliski mutlulugu arasinda pozitif iliski; evlilik doyumu ile pozitif problem ¢&zme
yaklagimlari arasinda pozitif iliski; evlilik doyumu ile negatif problem ¢6zme yak-
lagimlar1 arasinda negatif iliski bulunmustur. Son olarak olumlu problem ¢6zme
yaklasimi ile evlilik doyumu arasindaki iliskide iliski mutlulugunun aracilik roli
bulunurken olumsuz problem ¢6zme yaklasimi ile evlilik doyumu arasindaki ilis-
kide iliski mutlulugunun aracilik rolii bulunmaktadir. Elde edilen bu sonuglar
pozitif bir evlilik siirecinin ingasi noktasinda ciftlere 6neriler sunmaktadir. Evlilik
doyumu ciftler kadar toplumsal yasantinin da bir pargasi olarak goriilmektedir.
Bu baglamda birey ve toplumun psikolojik saglig1 noktasinda evlilik hayatinin po-
zitif olmasi 6nem arz etmektedir. Ciftlerin calismada elde edilen bulgular 1s1ginda
dogru bildikleri yanlislara ve eksiklerine egilerek farkindalik kazanmalar ve bunu
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davranislarina yansitmalari kaliteli evliliklerin zemini hazirlayabilir.

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Extended Abstract

Family, which is the smallest structural unit of society, is an institution estab-
lished by marriage union that affects the individual, the environment and soci-
ety (Celik and Timkaya, 2012: 224). Variables such as romantic satisfaction, com-
munication, sexual life, marriage style and having children that affect marriage
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dynamics have been examined in literature studies (Baltas and Baltas, 2008: 28;
Dokur and Profeta, 2006: 17; Kubilay and Oktan, 2015: 27; Leggett, Roberts -Pitt-
man, Byczek and Morse, 2012: 184; Tarhan, 2011:19). In addition, it is thought that
a woman’s working status also affects her marriage life. The place of women in
business life has begun to change over time. The spread of production, changes
in needs and differentiation in family structures have enabled women to gain
more space in daily life practices. Over time, women have expanded their social
rights and education and have risen to their place in working life (Kuzgun and
Sevim, 2004: 15). Beser (2003: 34) emphasized that women's desire to be active
in working life, the existence of financial problems, desire for economic inde-
pendence, family and social pressures may be effective in women’s stepping
into working life. This study aimed to examine the effects of women’s employ-
ment status on marital satisfaction, relationship happiness and problem-solv-
ing skills, and the relationships between related concepts.

300 women between the ages of 20-68 (x=35.00+8.95 years) participated in the
study. The study was conducted using the snowball sampling method and par-
ticipants took part in the study entirely on a voluntary basis. A survey form was
applied to the participants, including a demographic information form, the Mar-
ital Satisfaction Scale developed by Celik and Yazgan inanc (2009), the Happi-
ness in Relationships Scale developed by Fletcher, Fitness and Blampied (1990)
and the Problem Solving Inventory developed by Heppner and Petersen (1982).
. Ethics committee approval was received for the study from the ethics com-
mittee of Istanbul Commerce University with the number and document num-
bers E-65836846-044-320505. SPSS.26 package program was used to analyze
the data. Frequency analysis was used for person and percentage distribution,
Independent Sample t-Test was used to examine the difference between the
means for two categories, Pearson Correlation Analysis was used to examine
the relationships between the scale and sub-dimension total scores, and simple
and multiple linear regression analyzes were used to examine the predictive
relationships.Among the findings obtained, a statistically significant difference
was found between the mean scores of avoidant approach to problem solving
of working and non-working participants. While there were negative relation-
ships between negative problem-solving skills and marital satisfaction and re-
lationship happiness, these relationships were found to be positively significant
for positive problem-solving skills. Similarly, relationship happiness score and
marital satisfaction were found to be positively related. In tripartite models
where the dynamic relationships between concepts were examined, it was seen
that the partial mediator role of relationship happiness in the relationship be-
tween positive problem-solving approach and marital satisfaction was signifi-
cant. In addition, it was observed that the partial mediator role of relationship
happiness in the relationship between negative problem-solving approach and
marital satisfaction was significant.

When the findings obtained were examined in the light of literature information,
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Ayres and Malouff (2007: 281) stated in their study the positive contributions of
working life to the individual’s problem-solving skills. Having the opportunity
to improve oneself through working life, stretching one’s mindset through the
training one receives, and having the chance to put these awareness into prac-
tice can contribute to positive problem-solving approaches. Garmsari and Sa-
fara (2017: 7) stated that working life contributes to the individual being better
equipped in problem-solving skills because it creates different issues and prob-
lems for the individual. Working women become more experienced due to the
problems they experience and can adopt active ways to solve problems. As a
result of the correlation analysis, it was seen that there was a positive relation-
ship between positive problem-solving approaches and marital satisfaction and
happiness, while there was a negative relationship with negative problem-solv-
ing approaches. The findings obtained are consistent with literature studies.
Erbek et al. (2005: 41) stated in their study that the quality of marriages that
do not have effective solutions to problems is gradually decreasing. In this way,
marriage becomes more vulnerable to internal and environmental dangers.
Batik and Kalkan (2017: 2631) showed the importance of the concept of prob-
lem solving for marital satisfaction by showing the effect of problem-solving
styles on more than 50% of the variance of marital satisfaction in their studies.
Tallman and Hsiao (2004) stated that the environment of communication, em-
pathy, valuing and understanding in marriages with high marital satisfaction
provides the necessary atmosphere for the problem-solving process. Couples
adopt more supportive, communicative and solution-oriented approaches to-
wards each other. Taskdpri (2013: 34) stated that high marital satisfaction helps
the individual to adopt healthier methods of problem solving skills and increas-
es self-confidence. As a result, positive coping attitudes will increase while neg-
ative coping attitudes will decrease.

In the last finding of the study, it was seen that positive problem-solving ap-
proaches positively predicted marital satisfaction through marital happiness.
However, negative problem-solving approaches negatively predict marital sat-
isfaction through marital happiness. Although the findings obtained show the
originality of the study, no similar findings have been found in the literature.
These findings show that problem-solving approaches are an important predic-
tor of happiness in the individual and the relationship process. Choosing more
positive/effective coping styles in solving problems and problems will make the
individual happy as the stressors disappear. Negative and ineffective coping will
have a negative impact on happiness because they cause the problem to con-
tinue and be postponed. The fact that the individual’'s mental state is reflected
in his environment and especially in his relationship also explains the change
in marital satisfaction. In this context, it can be said that the qualities of the ap-
proaches adopted by couples towards problem solving have a regulatory role
on marital satisfaction as well as individual and relational happiness.

2002 yilindan bu yana Tarkiye'de uluslararasi ¢grencilik mefhumunda radikal
degisiklikler olmustur. 2002 yilinda sadece 15 bin seviyesinde olan Turkiye'deki
uluslararasi 6grenci sayisinin 2024 yili itibariyla 350 bine yaklasmasi bu degi-
simin en belirgin gostergesidir. Gerceklesen bu artista siyasi iradenin, Tarki-
ye'nin dis politikada yakaladigi ivmenin, klresel ve bdlgesel bazda askeri ve
ekonomik gelismelerin katkisi aciktir. Ancak bahsedilen strecte sivil toplumun,
Universitelerin, yerel yénetimlerin ve 6zel sektérin de yadsinamaz basat rolleri
bulunmaktadir. Bu makale uluslararasi 6grenciligin Turkiye'deki yasamis oldugu
20 yillik degisimin altinda yatan cesitli etkenleri genis bir bakis acisiyla ince-
lemek amaciyla kaleme alinmistir. Makalede Turkiye'ye 6grenci gelisinin cekici
etmenleri Gizerine durulmustur. Ulkelerdeki itici etmenler veya diger uluslararasi
o6grenci ceken Ulkelerdeki degisen sartlar makalenin konusu disindadir. Zira Tar-
kiye'ye 6grenci gelisinde kiresel sartlarin degisiminin etkisi yadsinamaz. Ancak
burada sadece Turkiye cercevesi ele alinmis, degisen Turkiye'nin uluslararasi
ogrenci ceken dogrudan ve dolayli sebepleri irdelenmistir.

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Abstract

Since 2002, there have been radical changes in the concept of international
studentship in Turkey. The fact that the number of international students in Tur-
key, which was only 15 thousand in 2002, is approaching 350 thousand by 2024
is the most obvious indicator of this change. The contribution of political will,
Turkey’s foreign policy momentum, global and regional military and econom-
ic developments to this increase is obvious. However, civil society, universities,
local governments and the private sector also play an undeniable role in this
process. This article aims to examine the various factors underlying the 20-year
transformation of international studentism in Turkey from a broad perspective.
The article focuses on the pull factors of student migration to Turkey. The push
factors in other countries or the changing conditions in other countries that at-
tract international students are beyond the scope of this article. This is because
the impact of changing global conditions on the arrival of students to Turkey
is undeniable. However, only the framework of Turkey is discussed here, and
the direct and indirect reasons for the changing Turkey attracting international
students are analyzed.

Gegctigimiz 20 yilda Tiirkiye, uluslararasi alanda varligini artirmak igin ge-
sitli enstriimanlar gelistirmis ve basta bolgesinde olmak iizere diinyadaki
gelismelerde s6z sahibi olmaya ¢alismistir. Proaktif dis politika, yeni Osman-
licilik gibi kavramlarin 6ne ciktig1 bu dénemde Ankara, yumusak gii¢ unsur-
lartyla diger iilkeler icin cazibe merkezi olma ¢abasinda olmustur. Ozellikle
insani yardim ¢abalariyla goniilleri kazanma hedefinde olan Tiirkiye, ulusla-
rarasi Ogrencilere yonelik politikalar da sekillendirerek hedef iilkede birlikte
calisabilecegi elitleri yetistirmek istemektedir. 2023/2024 egitim 6gretim yi1-
linda uluslararast 6grenci sayisinin 338 bin 161’e ulastig1 diisiiniildiigiinde
(Cakmakg1, 2024), Tiirkiye'nin bu konuya verdigi 6nem ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

Diger yandan Tiirkiye’de uluslararasi varlig artarken tiim &grenciler ige-
risinde uluslararasi 6grencilerin ylizdesi OECD iilkeleri ortalamasinin altin-
da kalmaktadir. OECD ortalamasina gore; ev sahibi tilkede kayitli toplam
yiiksek 6gretim Ogrencilerinin sayisina gore uluslararasi 6grencilerin orani
yiizde 6’dir. Bagka bir deyisle OECD iilkelerinde her 100 &grenciden 6’s1
uluslararas1 6grencidir. Liiksemburg’da egitim goéren her 100 6grenciden
50’si, Avustralya’da egitim goren her 100 6grenciden 23’1, Birlesik Krallik’ta
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egitim goren her 100 6grenciden 22’si, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nde egi-
tim goren her 100 6grenciden 5’i uluslararas: grencidir. Tiirkiye’de ise tiim
ogrenciler icerisinde uluslararasi 6grencilerin orani 2013’te yiizde 1 iken bu
oran 2022 yilinda yiizde 3’e ¢ikmistir. (OECD, 2024).

Bu calismada, bolgesel ve kiiresel 6lgekte gelecegi sekillendirme potansi-
yeline sahip olan uluslararasi 6grenciligin Tiirkiye’deki haraketliligi ele alina-
caktir. 2002 yilindan giiniimiize kadar olan uluslararas: 6grencilik politika-
sinin degerlendirilecegi calismada, ilk olarak diinyadaki uluslararasi 6grenci
hareketliligine dikkat ¢ekecektir. Daha sonra ise Tiirkiye’deki uluslararasi
ogrenci varlig1 istatiksel verilerle ortaya konacak ve Yiiksekogretim Kuru-
Iu (YOK), tniversiteler, Yurtdis: Tiirkler ve Akraba Topluluklar Baskanligi
(YTB), Gog Idaresi Baskanligi'nin (GIB), Yunus Emre Enstitiisii (YEE), Tiir-
kiye Maarif Vakfi (TMV) Tiirk Isbirligi ve Koordinasyon Ajansi (TIKA) gibi
kamu kurum ve kuruluslari ile sivil toplumun roli ele alinacaktir. Calismanin
ana sorusu ise 2002 yilinda 15.000 olan uluslararasi 6grenci varliginin 2024
yil1 itibariyle 338 bin seviyelerine nasil ulastig1 olacaktir. Makalede, 6grenci
gelisinde Tiirkiye'nin merkezde oldugu cekici faktorler {izerine durulmustur.
Ogrenci kabul eden diger iilkelerdeki sartlar, bu iilkelerdeki ayrimcilik, Isla-
mofobi ve benzeri itici faktorler de 6grencilerin iilke tercihini etkilemektedir
ancak bunlar bu ¢alismanin konusu disinda tutulmustur.

Diinyada Uluslararas1 Ogrenci Hareketliligi

Hem Tiirkiye’de hem diinyada uluslararasi 6grenci sayisindaki artis be-
lirgin bir sekilde gortilmektedir. OECD verilerine gore 2018 yil1 itibariyle
5,6 milyon 6grenci kendi iilkelerinden ayrilarak farkl: tilkelerde egitim gor-
miistiir (OECD, 2020). Giderek daha fazla {ilkenin uluslararasi 6grencilerin
varligini 6nemli bir gelir ve insan sermayesi kaynagi olarak gérmesi egitimi
bir sektor haline getirmis ve daha rekabetgi bir ortam olusmustur. Amerika
Birlesik Devletleri (ABD), Birlesik Krallik, Avustralya, Fransa, Almanya ve
Yeni Zelanda gibi merkezi duraklarin yani sira Cin, Malezya, Rusya gibi
yeni destinasyonlar ortaya ¢ikmistir. 2020 yilinda uluslararasi 6grencilerin
yiizde 20’sine denk gelen 1 milyon 75 bin 6grenciye ev sahipligi yapan ABD
bu alandaki 6ncii konumunu siirdiirmistiir. Prestijli kurumlariyla diinya-
nin her yerinden uluslararasi égrencileri ¢eken ABD’yi 551 bin 6grenci ile
Birlesik Krallik, 503 bin 6grenci ile Kanada ve 463 bin 6grenci ile Avust-
ralya takip etmektedir (Project Atlas, 2020). Ingilizce konusulan bu dért
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tilkenin uluslararasi 6grencilerin yiizde 47’sine ev sahipligi yapmasi gelis-
migsliklerinin yaninda diinya genelinde her dért kisiden birinin Ingilizce ko-
nusmast ile yakindan iliskilidir. Dolayisiyla hedef iilkenin dili uluslararasi
Ogrenci hareketliligini etkileyen 6nemli unsur olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Ayni
zamanda uluslararas: 6grenciler basta ekonomik kaygilarla farkl: tilkelere
egitim amacli giderken kiiltiirler arasi ¢esitlilik gibi konular da 6grencilerin
hareket etmesinde etkili olabilmektedir (Lee, Maldonado-Maldonado ve
Rhoades, 2006; Bhandari, R., C. Robles and C. Farrugia 2018).

Ulkeler, uluslararasi dgrenci sayisini artirmak icin stratejiler gelistir-
mekte ve uygulamaya koymaktadir. Kanada, 2013 yilinda formiile ettigi
uluslararasi egitim stratejisi ile 2022 yilina kadar 450 bin uluslararasi 6g-
renci ve arastirmaciy1 iilkeye cekmeyi hedeflemis ve 2020 yilinda 503 bin
Ogrenciye ulasarak bu hedefi asmistir. Yeni bir uluslararas: egitim strate-
jisi belirleyen Kanada, 1.233.000 uluslararasi 6grenciyi agirlamay1 planla-
maktadir (Government of Canada, 2019). 2015 yilinda uluslararas1 6grenci
sayisini artirmak icin bir strateji baslatan Avustralya, uluslararasi 6grenci
varligini 2025 yilinda 720 bine ¢ikarmayr hedeflemektedir. Egitim kalite-
sini artirmak, karmasik vize uygulamalarini ortadan kaldirmak gibi hedef-
ler iceren plan, ayni zamanda ve uluslararasi ortakliklarin gelistirilmesi ve
gliclendirilmesini de i¢ermistir. 2019 yilinda kiiresel yiiksek 6grenim paza-
rindaki roliindi artirmak icin yeni bir stratejiyi aciklayan Britanya, ulusla-
rarasi 0grenci sayisini ylizde 30’dan fazla artirmayr amaglamistir. Britanya,
egitim sektdriinden elde edilen gelirin 2030 yilina kadar 35 milyar pounda
cikarmay1 hedeflemektedir (UK Government, 2019).

Uluslararasi 6grenci varliginin her gecen yil arttigr Tiirkiye’de de bu
alana yonelik yeni yaklasimlar ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. 1992-1993 akademik
yilinda Tiirkiye’deki uluslararas1 6grencilerin yaklasik dortte biri Biiyilik
Ogrenci Projesi (BOP) kapsaminda Tiirkiye’ye gelmistir. Ne var ki BOP’iin
uygulandigr yillarda istikrar saglanamamis ve 6grenci sayisinda inis ¢ikis-
lar yasanmistir (Levent ve Karaevli, 2014). Ancak 2002 yilindan bu yana
uluslararast 6grenci sayisinda siirekli bir artis yasanmaktadir. Uluslararasi
Ogrenci sayisinin son 22 yilda 15.000’den 338 binin iizerine ¢ikmasinda
(Cakmakgi, 2024), devlet politikasinin sekillenmesi etkili olmustur. Tiirki-
ye Burslari1 Programi’nin (TBP) yani sira YTB ve GIB’in uluslararasi 6gren-
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cilere yonelik yaklasimlar1 zamanla belli bir olgunluk kazanmistir. Toplam
Ogrenci sayisi, yeni kayit olan 6grenci sayisi ve mezun 6grenci sayisi bilgi-
lerinin yer aldig1 Tablo 1, Tiirkiye’deki uluslararas: 6grenci sayisinin yillara
gore ne diizeyde arttigin1 gostermektedir. Tablo, Yiiksek Ogretim Bilgi Yo-
netim Sistemi’nden alinan verilerle olusturulmustur.

VARLIGINI ARTIRAN NEDENLER

Aktif Dig Politikanin Uluslararas1 Ogrencilik
Alanina Etkisi

Tiirk dis politikasi tarih boyunca i¢ ve dis dinamiklerin etkisi altinda
cesitli evrelerden gecerek farkli bicimlerde sekillenmistir. Bugiin de Tiir-
kiye’'nin siyasi, ekonomik, sosyal ve kiiltiirel yapisindaki degisimler ve
uluslararasi arenadaki olaylar ve gelismeler, Tiirk dis politikasinin belir-
leyici unsurlar1 arasinda yer almaktadir. Tiirk dis politikasinda ozellikle
Soguk Savas siirecinde ve sonrasinda 6nemli degisimler yasanmistir. Bu
donemde Tiirkiye, Sovyet tehdidi ve komsu iilkelerle yasanan gerginlikler
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sebebiyle Bati ile yakin iliskiler kurmayi tercih etmistir. Ancak 1960’lar-
da ortaya ¢ikan Kibris Sorunu karsisinda Bati’nin gosterdigi tepki, Tiirki-
ye’nin Batr diinyasi disinda yeni miittefikler aramasina sebep olmustur.
Ornegin 1970’lerin son ceyreginde Tiirkiye, Afrika iilkeleriyle temasa
gecerek destek arayisinda bulunmustur. Ozellikle 1973 petrol krizi se-
bebiyle yasanan ekonomik kriz ve 1974 Kibris Baris Harekat: sonrasinda
ABD tarafindan Tiirkiye’ye uygulanan ambargo, Tiirkiye’nin Islam diin-
yasina yonelmesinde etkili olmustur. Nihayetinde Tiirkiye, 1976 yilinda
Islam Konferansi Teskilat’na katilmistir. 1980’lerin basina gelindiginde
Tiirkiye ile ABD arasindaki gerginlik son bulmus ve iliskiler yeniden nor-
mallesmistir. Bu donemde Tiirkiye’nin NATO’daki yeri ve gelecegiyle il-
gili tartismalar sona ererken bu defa da Sovyetler Birligi’yle olan iliskiler
bozulmustur (Karahan ve Abbas, 2022).

Bunlarin disinda 1979 yilinda yasanan Iran Devrimi ve Sovyetler Bir-
ligi’nin Afganistan’t isgali gibi gelismeler de Tiirkiye’nin dis politikasi-
ni dogrudan etkileyen 6nemli dis dinamikler arasinda yer almaktadir.
Tiirkiye bu olaylardan sonra dis politikasini yeniden sekillendirmek zo-
runda kalmis ve bu durum Tiirkiye’nin uluslararasi konumunu belirle-
mede 6nemli rol oynamistir. Bundan sonra Tiirkiye reaktif dis politika
yaklasimindan ayrilarak uluslararasi arenada daha etkin bir rol oynamaya
baslamistir. Bu yeni dis politika yaklasimi, kuvvet kullanimi da dahil ol-
mak lizere olaylar karsisinda inisiyatif alma yoluna gitmeyi icermektedir
(Erendor, 2020).

Tiirkiye’nin dis politikada daha aktif bir rol oynamasinda etkili olan
onemli dis faktorlerden biri de diinyada giderek yayginlasan kiireselles-
me olgusudur. Kiiresellesme siireciyle birlikte, Soguk Savas déneminden
farkli olarak i¢ ve dis politika arasindaki etkilesim artmis ve nihayetinde
bu ikisi birbirinden ayrilamaz bir biitiin haline gelmistir. Tiirkiye, 2000°li
yillar sonrasinda Orta Dogu agirlikli ve ¢ok yonlii bir dis politika izle-
mistir. Tiirkiye’nin Orta Dogu’ya yonelimi, 1985’te Ekonomik Isbirligi
Teskilat: (EIT) iiyeligi, 1992’de Karadeniz Ekonomik Isbirligi Asamble-
si (KEI) iiyeligi ve 1997’de D-8’e katilimi ile ivme kazanmuistir. 2000°li
yillara kadar Tiirk dis politikast Baticilik (6zellikle ABD ve Bati diinya-
siyla iyi iliskiler kurma) ve statiikoculuk (1990’larda baslayan aktif dis
politika anlayisini siirdiirme) ilkeleri etrafinda sekillenmistir (Glder ve
Mercan, 2000).
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20001i yillarla birlikte Tiirkiye’nin dis politika hedefleri, sadece bol-
gesel degil ayn1 zamanda kiiresel ¢apta da stratejik bir boyut kazanmistir.
2005 yilinda Afrika, 2006 yilinda Latin Amerika ve 2010 yilinda Dogu
Asya gibi bolgelere yapilan agilimlar ve iliskilerde yasanan derinlesme,
Tiirk dis politikasinin yeni vizyonunu ve anlayisini yansitan 6nemli gelis-
melerdir. Bu acgilimlarin sonuglarindan biri olarak 2008 yilinda Tiirkiye,
2009-2010 déneminde Birlesmis Milletler Giivenlik Konseyi gegici iiyeli-
gine Afrika iilkelerinin tamaminin oy destegini alarak se¢ilmistir. Bu d6-
nemde Tiirkiye’'nin dis politikasi, Baticilik ve statiikoculugun yaninda ve
otesinde yumusak giic, adil, akilli ve inandirici politikalar gibi kavramlar
etrafinda sekillenmistir (Karahan ve Abbas, 2022).

Tiirkiye’nin “diinya devleti” olma hedefini benimsedigi bu dénemde,
yumusak gili¢ kavrami 6ne ¢ikmistir. Kamu diplomasisi, bu kavramin uy-
gulanmasinda 6nemli bir ara¢ olarak degerlendirilmistir. Gliniimiizde
Tiirkiye’nin kamu diplomasisi liderler, TMV, TIKA, Tiirkiye Diyanet Vakfi
(TDV), Afet ve Acil Durum Yonetimi Baskanligi (AFAD), YEE, Anadolu
Ajans1 (AA) ve Tirk Hava Yollar1 (THY) gibi cesitli kamu kurum ve ku-
ruluslarr yani sira STK’lar araciligiyla yiirtitiilmektedir. Farkli alanlarda
faaliyet gosteren bu kuruluslar, Tiirkiye’nin diger iilkelerle iletisim kur-
masini ve etkilesimde bulunmasini saglamaktadir. Ayrica bu kurumlar
araciligiyla Tiirkiye’nin imaji, degerleri ve ¢ikarlar: diger tilkelere en dog-
ru sekilde tanitilmakta ve iliskiler gelistirilmektedir.

Erdogan’in Uluslararas1 Ogrenci Politikasindaki Rolii

Tirkiye’nin 20 yil gibi kisa bir zamanda 338 bini asan uluslararasi 6g-
renci varligina ulasmasinda Cumhurbaskan: Erdogan’in kisisel yaklasimi
etkili olmustur. Ozellikle Davos ¢ikisi, Mavi Marmara olayi, Misir’daki
darbe ve Suriye’deki Esad rejimine karsi durusu gibi nedenler Erdogan’in
Islam cografyasinda popiilaritesini artirmistir. Diinya genelinde etkili ve
dominant bir lider figiirti hiline gelen Erdogan, bilhassa dis politika uy-
gulamalariyla Tiirkiye’nin hem bdélgesinde hem de diinyada s6z sahibi bir
ilke olmasini saglamistir (Kesgin, 2011). Erdogan’in yaklasimi, tilkenin
uluslararas1 6grencilere yonelik daha agik bir politika benimsemesinde
etkili olmustur. S6z konusu donemde Erdogan, hem dogrudan hem de do-
layl1 olarak uluslararas: 6grencilik alaninin en belirleyici aktorii olmustur.
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Yurtdisi Tirkler ve Akraba Topluluklar Bagkanligi (YTB) ve Uluslararasi
Ogrenci Dernekleri Federasyonu’nun (UDEF) programlarina katilarak
diinyada uluslararasi 6grencilere dogrudan hitap eden Erdogan, agikladig:
tiim vizyon belgelerinde uluslararasi 6grencilere de yer vermistir.

Hiikiimet Burslar1 ve Biiyiik Ogrenci Projesi’nden
Tiirkiye Burslar1 Programi’na Atilan Yeni Adimlar

Tirkiye’nin modern anlamda uluslararasi &grencilik alanina girisi
1980’lerin basinda gerceklesmistir. 24 Ocak Kararlar1 (1980) ile eko-
nomide disa agilan Tirkiye, uluslararasi 6grencilik konusunda kararlar
almistir. 1983’ten itibaren ikili anlagsmalarla 6grenci degisim siireci bas-
latilmis; Hiikiimet Burslar1 veya Devlet Burslar1 gibi isimlerle iilkeler
arasi yapilan anlasmalar Tiirkiye’ye 6grenci gelisinin yolu agilmistir. Bu
cercevede Islam Kalkinma Bankasi (IDB) iizerinden de burslu &gren-
ci gelisi baslamistir. 1980’lerin basi, 1990’larin basi ve 2000’lerin basi
Tirkiye’nin diinyaya ac¢ilma girisimlerinin ivme kazandig1 dénemlerdir.
1991°de Sovyetler Birligi ve Komiinist Blok’un yikilmasiyla diinyada bii-
yiik bir degisim yasanmis, Tlirkiye de bu stiregle birlikte yeni bolgelere
acilmistir. Bu agilim ayni zamanda uluslararas: 6grencilik alaninda da bir
sicramayl beraberinde getirmistir. Once 10.000 Ogrenci Projesi adiyla
baslatilan, zamanla Biiyiik Ogrenci Projesi (BOP) adini alan girisimle
ozellikle Komiinist Blok’un yikildig: tilkelerden Tiirkiye’ye 6grenci getir-
me amaci gilidiilmiis, sonrasinda daha genis bir cografya hedeflenmis ve
girisim asil ivmesini Tiirkiye Burslar1 Programi’nin (TBP) devreye sokul-
dugu 2010’lardan itibaren yakalamistir.

Bu ac¢ilim hedefi tilkenin uluslararasi 6grenci politikasini biiyiik 6l¢ii-
de etkilemistir. Bu ¢ercevede hayata gecirilen burs programi, Tiirkiye’nin
uluslararas1 Ogrencilere yonelik en 6nemli projelerinden biridir. Burs
programlar1 ekonomik kalkinma, kisisel gelisim, sosyallesme ve mesleki
basarilarin yaninda kiiltiirel etkilesim, bilgi {iretimi, bilginin paylasimi
ve aktarimi agisindan da 6nem tasimistir. (Budak ve Terzi, 2021). Bu
baglamda nitelik ve icerik olarak BOP’ten farkli olan TBP, ¢agin ritmini
yakalamaya calisan kiiresel ve stratejik bir projedir. BOP, belirli bir kit-
leyi hedefleyen bdlgesel bir yapiya sahipken, TBP 6grenci sayisi, 6grenci
profili, program icerigi, egitim diizeyleri (lisans, yiiksek lisans, doktora),
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burs miktar1 ve sagladigi olanaklar agisindan daha zengin ve kapsayicidir.
Bu ozellikleri sayesinde TBP, uluslararasi 6grencileri Tiirkiye’de 6grenim
gorme konusunda tesvik etmektedir.

BOP (1992-1998) de Tiirkiye’nin bagimsizligini yeni kazanmis bes
Orta Asya Tirk cumhuriyetiyle (Azerbaycan, Kazakistan, Kirgizistan,
Ozbekistan, Tiirkmenistan) iliskilerinin bir sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikmis-
tir (Oztiirk, 2014). Tiirk cumhuriyetleri ve topluluklarinin egitim diizey-
lerinin gelistirilmesine, bu iilkelerdeki nitelikli insan giicii ihtiyacinin
karsilanmasina ve Tiirkiye ile bu iilkeler ve topluluklar arasinda kalici
kardeslik ve dostluk iliskisinin kurulmasina katkr saglamak BOP’{in te-
mel hedefleri arasindadir. Bu dogrultuda 1992-1993 egitim 6gretim do6-
neminde, s6z konusu bes Tiirk cumhuriyetinden 10.000 6grenci (7.000’i
yliksekdgretim, 3.000’i orta 6gretim) egitim almak amaciyla Tiirkiye’ye
gelmistir (Kavak ve Baskan, 2001). Ilk etapta yalnizca yeni bagimsiz olan
soydas ve akraba topluluklarla sinirli kalan BOP, kisa siirede genisleyerek
57 iilke ve toplulugu kapsayan bir egitim acilimi halini almistir. Proje,
Tiirkiye’de 2000’li yillarda yasanan siyasi, ekonomik ve kiiltiirel agilimla-
rin, Ozellikle de egitim alaninda diinyada giderek yayginlasan uluslarara-
silagsma olgusunun etkisiyle bir devlet bursu modiiliine déniismiistiir. Ne
var ki BOP koordinasyon, strateji, grenci secimi ve burslandirma siireg-
lerindeki nitelik sorunlar1 nedeniyle devam edememistir (Oztiirk, 2014).

2012 yilinda TBP’nin hayata gecirilmesiyle birlikte Tiirkiye’deki 6g-
renci hareketliligi yepyeni bir boyuta evrilmistir. TBP’nin ana hedefi,
Tirkiye’de 6grenim gormek isteyen uluslararasi 6grencilere genis kap-
samli burs imkani sunarak bu 6grenciler araciligiyla diger iilkelerle kar-
silikli is birligini gelistirmek ve Tiirkiye’yi diinya sahnesinde daha da 6ne
¢ikarmaktir. TBP’nin koordinasyonu goérevini ise 2010 yilinda Kiiltiir Ba-
kanligi’na bagli kurulan Yurtdis: Tiirkler ve Akraba Topluluklar Baskan-
lig1 (YTB) yiiriitmektedir. YTB’nin 6ncelikli hedefi, burslu uluslararasi
Ogrencilerin egitim siireglerini basarili bir sekilde tamamlamalar1 igin
gerekli esaslar1 belirleyerek ilgili kurumlar arasinda uyum ve koordinas-
yonu saglamaktir. Burslu 6grencilerin takibini tek bir noktada gercek-
lestiren YTB, 6nceden Milli Egitim Bakanligt (MEB), Kredi ve Yurtlar
Genel Midirligi (KYK), YOK, emniyet birimleri, valilikler gibi farkl:
kurumlarin yonettigi ve BOP, Tiirk Cumhuriyetleri ve Akraba Toplulukla-
r1 Sinavi (TCS) gibi farkli isimlerle adlandirilan burs islemlerini birlesti-
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rerek TBP adi1 altinda tek bir siire¢ hiline getirmistir (Bolat, 2017). YTB
verilerine gore su anda TBP’den faydalanan ve egitimlerine devam eden
Ogrenci sayist 15.000°dir (YTB, 2024).

TBP’nin altyapisini hazirlayan {i¢ temel etken vardir. Birincisi, 2002
sonrasinda Tiirkiye’nin hem devlet hem de sivil toplum olarak az gelismis
tilkelere ekonomik, siyasi, kiiltlirel ve 6zellikle insani yardim alanlarinda
acilmasidir. Ikincisi, bu agilimlar sonucu diplomatik alanda s6z konusu
iilkelerle ikili anlagma ve protokoller imzalanmasidir. Ugiinciisii ise 6zel-
likle gelismis tilkelerde yayginlasan yiiksekdgretimde uluslararasilasma
olgusuna uyum saglama ve uluslararasi standartlar1 yakalama ¢abasidir.
2012 yilinda, TBP’nin uygulamaya konuldugu siirecte, Tiirkiye'nin dis
politikasindaki degisim de goze ¢arpmaktadir. Ozellikle 1998-2005 ara-
sinda Orta Asya ve Kafkasya’ya, 2005-2013 arasinda Avrupa Birligi’ne
odakli dis politikalarini geri plana iten Tiirkiye, bu dénemde Orta Dogu
ve Afrika gibi cevre bolgelerine yonelmistir. Bu agidan BOP’ten TBP’ye
gecis siirecinin Tirk dis politikasinda ii¢iincii déneme denk geldigi soy-
lenebilir (Giines, 2013).

Planlanma ve stratejik vizyon agisindan bakildiginda Tiirkiye’deki yiik-
sekogretimin diinya standartlarina kavusmasi i¢in kurgulanan TBP’nin
BOP’e gore kiiresel standartlara daha uygun oldugu goriilmektedir. TBP,
kiiresel ve bolgesel diizeyde ekonomik, ticari, diplomatik, kiiltiirel ve in-
sani yardim agilimlar1 baglaminda daha kiiresel bir vizyona sahipken BOP
genel olarak soydas-akraba topluluklara yonelik sinirli bolgesel bir viz-
yona sahiptir. Dolayisiyla TBP, Tiirkiye’deki yiiksekdgretimin uluslarara-
silasmasinda BOP’e gore nemli bir farki ortaya koymaktadir. Hiikiimet
veya devlet burslarinin, BOP ve TBP gibi 6zel programlarin en &nemli
dolayl: etkisi ise, bu programlara basvuruda bulunan ancak kazanamayan
ogrencilerin bir kisminin Tiirkiye’ye kendi imkanlariyla gelmeleridir.

YOK Tarafindan Yiiksekégretimde Uluslararasilasma
Strateji Belgesi’nin Kabulii ve Universitelerin Alana
Ilgisinin Artmasi

Tiirkiye’nin uluslararasi 6grenci politikasini sekillendiren en énemli
kurumlardan biri YTB ise digeri de YOK’tiir. YOK ve YTB alana direkt
miidahil olan iki aktérdiir. YOK bu alanla ilgili iki biiyiik adim atarak
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tiniversitelerde uluslararasi 6grenci ¢esitliligini ve sayisinin artmasina
katk: saglamistir. Birincisi, 2010’da 1981 yilindan itibaren uygulanan Ya-
banci Ogrenci Sinavi’nin (YOS) kaldirilmasidir. 2010-2022 aras1 YOK’iin
aldig1 karara binaen YOS, OSYM vyerine iiniversitelerin kendi biinyelerin-
de yapilmistir (Iuyos, MUYOS, EGEYOS, AUYOS gibi). Ancak 2023’te
tekrar yiiriirliige konan merkezi TR-YOS, farkli merkez ve zamanlarda
sinav yapilmasina imkan saglamistir. Boylelikle tiniversitelerin daginik
bir sekilde yaptiklar1 sinavlar kaldirilirken 6grencilerin daha kolay bir
sekilde Tiirk tiniversitelerine basvuru yapabilmesinin 6nii agilmistir.

YOK’iin ikinci biiyiik adimi, hazirladig1 Yiiksekogretimde Uluslarara-
silagsma Strateji Belgesi’dir (2018-2022). Belgede yliksekdgretime erisim
konusu ele alinarak detayl1 bir ¢alisma ortaya konmus ve yiiksekdgreti-
me erisimle uluslararasi 6grenci ve 6gretim elemanlarinin yiiksekdgre-
tim sistemine dahil olmalarini kolaylastiracak politikalarin gelistirilmesi
vurgulanmistir. Bes yillik siirecte temel politika olarak benimsenen hu-
suslar iki stratejik amacta toplanmistir: Tiirkiye'nin yiiksekdgretim ala-
ninda ¢ekim merkezi hiline getirilmesi ve uluslararasilasmada kurumsal
kapasitenin arttirilmasi. Bu iki yaklasim, YOK’{in uluslararas1 &grenci
varligina verdigi 6nemi ortaya koymaktadir.

Belge, kendi iilkelerindeki tiniversitelerde ¢alismak {izere yabanci 6g-
retim elemani yetistirilmesi, uluslararasi 6grenciler i¢in ayrilan barinma
kapasitesinin artirilmasi ve burs imkanlarinin gesitlendirilmesi hedefleri-
ni de ortaya koymaktadir. YOK’e gére dgrencilerin iilke tercihinde; basta
akademik basar1 olmak iizere tarihsel ve kiiltiirel baglar, somiirge ge¢misi,
sinir uzakligi, ekonomik, ideolojik ve dini birliktelik gibi unsurlar etkili
olabilmektedir. YOK ayrica, sistemin giiclii ve zayif yanlarini ortaya koya-
rak firsat ve riskleri de belirlemistir. Universite ve program sayisinin ¢ok-
lugu, yiiksekogretim sisteminin Avrupa yiiksekogretim alaninin 6nemli
bir parcasi olmasi, iiniversite kentlerinin kiltiirel ¢esitliligi, kolay ulasim
imkani, Tiirk diinyasi icin dil kolaylig1, Arap ve Islam diinyasi icin kiiltii-
rel yakinlik ve yabancilara Tiirkce 6gretiminde yeterli kapasiteye sahip
olunmasi, sistemin gii¢lii yanlari olarak ortaya konulurken yiiksekdgretim
kurumlarina erisimdeki giigliikler, yabanci dilde program sayisi, barinma
imkani, uluslararasi 6grencinin entegrasyonuna yonelik altyap1 ve kurum-
sal yapilanmanin yetersizligi, yabanci dil bilen akademik ve idari personel
sayisinin azligi, yabanci dilde bilgilendirme eksikligi, tanitim ve marka-
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lasma ¢alismalarinin yetersizligi sistemin zayif yanlar1 olarak verilmistir.

YOK, hazirladig1 bu strateji belgesiyle Tiirkiye’de uluslararasi 6grenci
varliginin artmasina yonelik olumlu ve olumsuz yonleri ortaya koymus-
tur. Giigli ve zayif yanlar, firsatlar ve riskler olarak 6zetlenen unsurlar
arasinda gilicldi yan olarak tiniversite ve program sayisinin ¢oklugunun
ilk iki sirada yer almasi, YOK’{in nitelikten ziyade sayiya énem verdi-
gini gostermektedir. Diger yandan risk olarak bélgesel istikrarsizlik ve
giivenlige iliskin olumsuz alginin goériilmesi, Tiirkiye’nin bu konuda kat
etmesi gereken mesafeler oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir.

YOK bu belgeyi yayinlamakla énemli bir adim atarken belgeyi uy-
gulayarak uluslararasi 6grenci sayisini artiranlar bizzat iiniversiteler
olmustur. Gerek devlet gerekse vakif tiniversiteleri s6z konusu yillarda
Tiirkiye’deki 6grenci sayisinin ve iilke gesitliliginin artirilmasina ydnelik
Ozel gayret sarf etmistir. Bu alana 6nem veren iniversiteler, yurt disi
tanitim fuarlarina katilarak stant agmakta ve 6grenci ¢ekmeye yonelik
her tiirlii bilgilendirici materyali kullanmakta; diizenledikleri sinavlar-
la ve online basvuru olanaklariyla uluslararasi 6grencilerin kendilerine
erisimini kolaylastirmaktadirlar. Ayrica uluslararas: akademik personel
alimi yapilmakta, tiniversite kampiisii uluslararasilasmaya a¢ilmakta ve
uluslararas1 6grenci kuliip ve topluluklar desteklenmektedirler. Ogrenci
getiren sirketlerle resmi is birliklerine gidilirken, {ilkelerin biiyiikelcilik
ve konsolosluklariyla irtibat kurulmakta ve alanda galisan STK’larla or-
tak faaliyetler gerceklestirilmektedirler. Alanda devlet tiniversiteleri ka-
dar vakif tiniversitelerinin de inisiyatif aldig1 goriilmektedir. Bu noktada
uluslararasi 6grencilerden alinan egitim iicretlerinden elde edilen yiiksek
gelir, iiniversiteler i¢in 6nemli bir motivasyon kaynagi olmaktadir.

YOK’iin ve iiniversitelerin bu makalenin konusu olan dénemde geg-
mis yillara nazaran gii¢lii bir atilim yaptigini sdylemek yanlis olmaz. Zira
Tirkiye’deki uluslararasi 6grenci sayisindaki artisin en 6nemli ayagini
YOK ve iiniversiteler olusturmustur. TBP ve diger burslarla Tiirkiye’de
egitim alan 6grenci sayis1 20.000’i gegmezken kalan 30 bini askin 6g-
renci kendi imkénlariyla okumaktadir. Bu 6grenciler; iiniversitelere harg
ddeyerek, barinma ve diger ihtiyac¢larini kendisi karsilayarak Tiirkiye’de
tiniversite egitimi almaktadir. Yiiksekogretim Strateji Belgesi’nin olustu-
rulmasi ve iiniversitelerin bu yénde adimlar atmasi, Tiirkiye’deki ulusla-
rarasi 6grenci cesitliligini ve sayisini arttirmistir.

Diger Devlet Kurumlarinin Alana Katkisi

Tiirkiye’nin hem dis politikasina hem de uluslararas: 6grencilik calis-
malarina dogrudan ve/veya dolayli katki saglayan kurum ve kuruluslari
vardir. YTB disinda bu yapilarin basinda Kiiltiir Bakanligi'na bagl TIKA
ve yine ayni1 bakanliga bagli YEE gelmektedir. TDV, TMV, Genglik ve Spor
Bakanlig1’na bagli KYK ve Igisleri Bakanligi’na bagli GIB de bu alana kat-
ki saglayan diger kurum ve kuruluslardir.

2000’li yillarla birlikte yeniden yapilandirilan TIKA, bugiin 150 iilke-
de faaliyet gostermektedir; bu iilkelerin 60’inda da toplam 62 program
koordinasyon ofisi bulunmaktadir (TIKA, 2024). Gayrisafi milli hasilasi-
na gore en fazla insani yardim yapan iilke olan Tiirkiye, 2015 yilindan bu
yana diinyanin en comert {ilkesi konumundadir (T.C. Disisleri Bakanligi,
2024). Mesleki egitim ve 6gretim (Vocational Education and Training/
TVET) programlari gelistiren TIKA, hedef iilkede belirli bir meslek ala-
ninda istihdam ve kazang saglanmasini amaclamaktadir. Teknik yardim
programlar: yani sira cesitli egitim programlari da diizenleyen kurum,
farklr tlkelerden uzmanlar1 Tiirkiye’ye getirerek egitimler vermektedir
(Baydemir, 2024). TIKA tarafindan verilen mesleki egitimler ayni za-
manda Tiirkiye’nin egitim konusundaki bilinirligine de katki saglamakta
ve boylelikle uluslararasi 6grencilerin Tiirkiye’ye ilgisini artirmaktadir.
Ozellikle son 10 yilda Sahra Alt1 Afrika’dan Tiirkiye’ye gelen dgrenci sa-
yisindaki artista, Tiirkiye’nin insani yardimlarinin yani sira TIKA tara-
findan gelistirilen projelerin ve mesleki egitim programlarinin énemli
katkis1 vardir.

Bir ilkeye yonelik gerceklestirilen kiiltiirel diplomasi c¢alismalar:
da uluslararast 6grencilerin iilke tercihlerini belirlemelerinde etkilidir.
Uluslararasi ¢evreyi yonetmeyi hedefleyen bu yaklasimlar kiiltiir enstitii-
lerini 6n plana ¢ikarmis ve iilkelerin politikalarini sekillendirmistir. Bu
cercevede Tiirkiye’de, 2009 yilinda, 6nde gelen kiiltiirel diplomasi aktorii
olarak Yunus Emre Enstitiisii’nii (YEE) kurmustur. Tirkiye’nin uluslara-
ras1 alanda bilinirligini ve itibarini artirmak i¢in calismalar yapan YEE,
Tiirk¢enin yayginlasmasi amaciyla faaliyetler yiliriitmektedir. Yurt i¢inde
68 tiniversiteyle is birligi ve tanitim protokolii, 6 tiniversiteyle uluslara-
ras1 6grenci sinavi (YOS) protokolii, 31 iiniversiteyle yaz okulu protoko-
li imzalayan YEE, yurt disinda da 97 iiniversiteyle Tiirkoloji protokoli,
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101 tiniversiteyle is birligi protokolii imzalamistir. Ayrica farkl: iilkeler-
deki egitim kurumlariyla yapilan is birlikleriyle Tiirkoloji béliimlerini ve
Tiirk¢e 6gretimini destekleyen YEE’nin yurt disinda 85 kiiltiir merke-
zi bulunmaktadir (YEE, 2024). Bir iilkenin dilinin yayginlasmasi diger
devletlere nazaran daha etkili bir kamu diplomasisi uygulamasina imkan
saglamaktadir; dolayisiyla YEE’nin farkli tilkelerde gergeklestirdigi Tiirk-
ce programlar, uluslararasi 6grencilerin Tiirkiye’yi tercih etmelerinde dil
faktoriinii 6ne ¢ikarmaktadir. YEE faaliyetleriyle Tiirkce 6grenen ulusla-
rarast Ogrencilerin iiniversite egitimlerini Tlrkiye’de almalar1 kolaylas-
maktadir. YEE hem dogrudan hem de dolayli olarak Tiirkiye’ye uluslara-
ras1 6grenci gelisine etki etmektedir.

Tiirkiye’ye uluslararasi 6grenci akisini saglayan énemli kurumlar ara-
sinda yer alan TDV de bu alanda stratejik bir rol oynamaktadir. Diyanet
Isleri Baskanligi’'na bagli olarak 1975 yilinda kurulan vakif, basta Tiirk
cumhuriyetleri olmak iizere diinyanin pek ¢ok noktasindan &grencileri
Tiirkiye’de yiliksekdgretim diizeyinde ilahiyat egitimi almak igin tesvik
edip desteklemistir. TDV, 1992-2011 vyillar1 arasinda farkli iilkelerden
3.115 ogrenciye Tiirkiye’de egitim imkani sunmustur. Egitim faaliyetle-
rine 6ncelik veren vakif, Kur’an kurslarindan hafizlik egitimine, anaoku-
lundan ilkégretime, imam hatip lisesinden {iniversiteye, yiiksek lisans-
tan doktoraya kadar egitimin her kademesinde farkli {ilkelerden genclere
din egitimi vermek icin ¢alismaktadir. Uluslararasi Anadolu Imam Hatip
Lisesi projesi TDV ile MEB arasinda yiiriitiilen bir is birligi projesidir.
Proje kapsaminda Tiirkiye’ye gelen Ogrencilerin barinma ve egitim gi-
derleri MEB tarafindan karsilanirken saglik, ulasim, burs gibi giderleri
vakif tarafindan karsilanmaktadir. Basarili 6grencilere burs veren; yiikse-
koégretim 6grenci yurtlari, 6grenci konuk evleri, kolej ve liniversite acan
TDV, 2021 yili verilerine gére; Uluslararast Anadolu Imam Hatip Lisesi
projesi, uluslararasi ilahiyat lisans, yiiksek lisans ve doktora programla-
11 gibi projelerle 111 iilkeden 2.595 6grenciye Tiirkiye’de egitim imkani
sunmustur (Tiirkiye Diyanet Vakfi, 2021). TDV, bu 6grenciler araciligiyla
Tiirkiye ile Miisliiman toplumlar arasinda kiiltiir kopriileri kurmayi he-
deflemektedir. Biiyiik 6l¢lide Miisliiman iilkelerden gelen 6grenciler boy-
lelikle Tiirkiye ile kiiltiirel yakinlik kurmanin yaninda inan¢ noktasinda
da benzer diisiincelere sahip olmaktadirlar. Tilirkiye’de verilen din egiti-
mi, goniil bagini giiclendirmesi yani sira 6grencilerin dinin asir1 yorum-
lar1 karsisinda bir denge kurmalarini da saglamaktadir. TDV hem tilkeler-
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den dogrudan uluslararasi 6grenci getirmekte hem de bolgelerde yaptigi
faaliyetlerle Tiirkiye’ye olan ilgiyi ve 6grenci gelisini beslemektedir.

2016 yilinda kurulan ve kamu yarar1 gézeterek ¢alismalarini siirdiiren
Tiirkiye Maarif Vakfi ise adeta Tiirkiye’nin uluslararasi egitimde diinyaya
acilan kapisi konumuna gelmistir. Okul Oncesi egitimden yiiksekogre-
time kadar sektoriin her sathasinda hizmet veren TMV’nin 52 iilkede
465 egitim kurumu bulunmaktadir (TMV, 2024). 2023 verilerine goére
52.000’den fazla 6grencisi bulunan TMYV, kiiresel 6l¢ekte etkili bir ulus-
lararas1 egitim markasi hiline gelmistir (Maarif Biilten, 2023). TMV
okullari, lisans ve lisanstistii egitimlerini uluslararasi 6grenci olarak siir-
diirmek isteyenlerin 6ncelikle Tiirkiye’yi tercih etmelerinde dogrudan ve
dolayli olarak ¢ok 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir (Baydemir, 2024).

11.04.2013 tarih ve 28615 sayili Resmi Gazete’de yayimlanan 6458
sayili Yabancilar ve Uluslararasi Koruma Kanunu ile Igisleri Bakanligi’na
bagli bir genel miidiirliik statiisiinde kurulan G&¢ Idaresi Baskanligi
(GIB) da uluslararasi 6grenciler agisindan énemli bir kurumdur. YTB’nin
uluslararasi 6grenciler konusunda tek yetkili kurum olmamasi, dahasi
sadece TBP kapsaminda gelen 6grencilerle muhatap olmasi, Tiirkiye’ye
kendi imkanlariyla gelen 6grencilerin muhatap bulamamasina, dolayisiy-
la ciddi sorunlar yasanmasina sebep olmustur. Bu noktada devreye giren
GIB, basta ikamet olmak iizere uluslararasi 6grencilerin karsilastiklar
sorunlari ilettikleri bir merci olarak 6grencilerin Tiirkiye’de kalislarini
resmi hile getiren ¢ok 6nemli bir kurumdur. Uluslararasi 6grenciler di-
sinda miilteciler ve biitiin yabancilarla ilgilenen GIB, 6grencilerin resmi
islemleriyle ilgili tiim sikintilarina ¢6ziim {iretemese de ge¢mis dénem-
lere kiyasla isleri nispeten kolaylastirdig: icin alanda énemli bir boslugu
doldurmaktadir.

Genglik ve Spor Bakanligi’'na bagli KYK ise uluslararasi 6grencilere
barinma noktasinda yardimci olmaktadir. KYK yurtlar1 egitim disindaki
en 6nemli ihtiyac1 barinma olan uluslararas: 6grencilerin bu ihtiyacini
belli oranda karsilamaktadir. Tiirkiye’nin her yerinde ve yaygin olan bu
yurtlar, piyasa sartlarina gore daha diisiik ticretle uluslararasi 6grencilere
hizmet vermektedir.

Gortildtgi tizere gesitli kamu kurum ve kuruluslar: Tiirkiye’nin ulus-
lararas1 6grenci hareketliligine dogrudan ya da dolayli katki saglamak-
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tadir. Bu kurumlar, uluslararasi 6grencilerle resmi oturum izinlerinden
barinmalarina kadar ¢ok genis bir yelpazede muhatap olmaktadur. Tiirki-
ye’ye 6grenci gelisine olumlu katki sunan bu kurumlar genel itibariyla ya
2000 sonrasi kurulmus ya da bu siiregte revize edilmistir.

STK ve Diger Unsurlarin Uluslararas1 Ogrencilik
Alanina Katkis1

Tiirk dis politikasinda 6ne ¢ikan kavramlardan biri de insani yardim-
dir. Coémert bir tilke olarak Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin 6zellikle Afrika’ya
yonelik gerceklestirdigi faaliyetler, insani yardim kavrami ¢ercevesinde
ele alinmis ve insani yardima vurgu yapan ¢ok sayida ¢alisma literatiir-
deki yerini almistir (Abdi, Nas ve Tas¢1, 2021; Arpa ve Bayar, 2019; Kan-
demir ve Tuncer, 2021; Kizilay, 2021; Ozerdem, 2016; Yiiksel, 2019).
Devlet kurumlar: ve liderler insani yardimlarin merkezinde yer almis ol-
salar da STK’lar araciligiyla yapilan yardimlar da Tiirkiye'nin bu alanda-
ki calismalarina 6nemli katk: saglamistir. Yapilan diizenlemelerle 6nleri
acilan STK’larin insani diplomasiye olan katkilar1 da artmistir. 2005 y1-
linda STK’larin yaptig1 insani yardim miktar1 56,7 milyon dolarken, 2016
yilina gelindiginde 655,17 milyon dolara ulagmistir (TIKA, 2016).

Gittikleri iilkelerde yaptiklar: yardimlarla goniilleri kazanan ve Anka-
ra’nin yumusak giicline katki saglayan STK’lar, Tiirkiye’'nin cazibe mer-
kezi haline gelmesine de hizmet etmektedir. Ornegin 2011 yilinda bas
gosteren kuraklik nedeniyle milyonlarca insanin etkilendigi Somali’de
Tiirk devlet kurumlariyla birlikte STK’lar da yogun bir insani yardim fa-
aliyeti gerceklestirmistir. 260.000 insanin can verdigi, tarim alanlarinin
ve hayvanlarin yok oldugu kuraklik sonrasinda Ankara’nin ve STK’larin
yaptig1 yardimlar sonucu Tiirkiye’ye gelen Somalili 6grenci sayisi artmis-
tir. Su kuyusu agan, katarakt ameliyat: yapan, Ramazan kumanyasi veya
kurban eti dagitan, acil yardim galismalar1 gergeklestiren, kitap kirtasiye
veya kiyafet dagitan, iftar veren her Tiirk STK’s1 ayn1 zamanda Tiirkiye’ye
uluslararasi 6grenci ¢eken bir tanitim yapmaktadir. Dolayli etkisi ¢ok
fazla olan bu tiir calismalarin yapildig1 her {ilkeden 6grencilerin egitim
icin Tiirkiye’ye gelmeye gayret ettigi goriilmektedir (IHH, 2023).

STK’larin farkl iilkelerde yiiriittiigli faaliyetlere ek olarak Tiirkiye
6zelinde sadece uluslararasi 6grencilere yonelik calismalar yapan STK’lar
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da vardir. 2004 yilinda Sosyal Arastirmalar ve Kiiltiirleraras1 Dayanisma
Dernegi (SADER) adiyla derneklesen ve bugiin Tiirkiye’nin 76 sehrinde
63 dernek ve ¢ok sayida temsilcilikle 75.000 uluslararasi 6grenciye te-
mas eden Uluslararas1 Ogrenci Dernekleri Federasyonu (UDEF), “Biz
Bir Milletiz, Yabanc1 Ogrenci Degil Misafir Ogrenci, Her Adem Bir Alem-
dir, Dogudan Batiya Adil Bir Diinyaya” gibi ¢ok sayida motto iireterek
uluslararas1 6grencilere yonelik faaliyetler gerceklestirmektedir (Ulus-
lararas1 Ogrenci Dernekleri Federasyonu, 2024). Federasyona bagli der-
nekler, 6grencilere Tiirkiye’ye gelislerinden iilkelerine doniislerine kadar
destek vermektedir. Siire¢ boyunca rehberlik ve danismanlik, adaptasyon
ve burs gibi konularda faaliyet gosteren UDEF, uluslararasi 6grencilerin
kendilerini Tiirk halkina tanitmalarina imkan saglamaktadir. Ayrica kiil-
tlirel aligverisi ¢ift yonlii isletme amaci tasiyan UDEF, dini ve milli giin-
lerde uluslararasi 6grencilerle Tiirk aileleri bir araya getirmekte ve kiiltii-
rel biitiinlesmenin gerceklesmesine katki vererek siirecin sivil alaninda
o6nemli bir rol almaktadir. UDEF tarafindan yapilan ¢alismalarin dogal
bir sonucu olarak kurulan Uluslararasi Mezunlar Dernegi (TUMED) ise,
Tiirkiye’deki tiniversitelerden mezun olan uluslararasi 6grenciler arasin-
da karsilikli yardimlasma ve dayanismayi saglamay: hedef edinmis, me-
zunlarin faaliyetlerini etkinlestirip gelistiren bir kurumdur. Uluslararasi
alanda Tiirkiye mezunlar profili olusturmay1 hedefleyen TUMED, kamu
kurumlar1 ve STK’larla is birligi yaparak uluslararasi mezunlara istihdam
saglayan calismalar da gerceklestirmektedir (TUMED, 2024).

Tiirkiye’deki uluslararasi 6grenci sayisi, s6z konusu alanin bir is sek-
tord haline gelmesine sebep olmustur. Bu makalenin konusu olmamakla
birlikte, Tiirkiye’ye uluslararasi 6grenci getiren danisman sirketler mev-
zusu da deginilmesi gereken bir konudur. Tiirkiye’deki gerek uluslararasi
Ogrenci getiren gerekse gelen uluslararasi 6grencilere sigorta hizmeti ve-
ren sirket sayisi son 20 yilda artmistir. Ancak alanla ilgili devletin dene-
tim ve kontrolleri hakkinda gerekli diizenlemeler tam olarak yapilmadig:
icin son zamanlarda uluslararas: 6grencilerin magdur edildigi vakalar
medyaya yansimaktadir. Bu noktada uluslararasi 6grencileri hem magdur
etmemek hem de siiregelen magduriyetleri gidermek icin devlet kurum-
larinin gerekli hassasiyeti gostermesi biiyiik 6nem arz etmektedir.
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Sonug

Uluslararas: 6grencilik tiim devletlerin iizerinde énem durdugu bir
kavram olarak son yillarda giderek cazibesini artirmaktadir. Ekonomik,
bilimsel ve kiiltiirel basta olmak iizere ¢ok sayida 6nemli fayday: saglayan
uluslararasi 6grenciler, devletlerin daha fazla 6grenciye ev sahipligi yap-
mak icin rekabet etmelerini gerektirmektedir. Bu sektérden daha fazla
pay almak isteyen devletler, bu amagla cesitli stratejiler ve uygulamalari
hayata gecirerek diizenlemeler yapmaktadir. Tiirkiye de uluslararasi 6g-
renci varligini artirmak icin ¢esitli uygulama ve stratejiler gelistirmistir.
Nispeten basarili olan uluslararasi 6grenci stratejisi, 6grenci sayisinin
artmasinda etkili olurken daha ¢ok az gelismis {ilkelerden 6grenciye ev
sahipligi yapilmasi ve nitelikten ziyade nicelige 6nem verilmesi kalitenin
istenilen diizeye tasinamamasina neden olmustur.

Turkiye’nin daha fazla uluslararasi 6grenciye ev sahipligi yapabilmesi
icin politikalar gelistirmesi gerekmektedir. Yiiksek 6gretimde kalitenin
artirilmasi, ana dilde egitim imkani, ulusal giivenlik, go¢ ve vize kolay-
liginin yaninda kiiltiirel, ekonomik ve ticaret is birliklerinin artirilmasi
bu politikalarin basinda gelmektedir. Ozellikle zaman zaman miiltecilik
ve diizensiz gdg ile iliskilendirilen uluslararasi dgrenciligin bu kavram-
lardan net bir sekilde ayrilmasini saglayacak uygulamalarin gelistirilme-
si gerekmektedir. Uluslararasi 6grencilerin tercihlerinde ortak tarih ve
kiiltiirel degerler ile cografi yakinlik 6nemli faktérler olarak 6ne ¢ikmak-
tadir (Briggs, 2006). Tiirkiye’deki uluslararasi 6grenci varligina bakildi-
ginda bu faktorlerle uyumlu bir grafik olustugu goriilmektedir. Ancak
Tirkiye’nin gelismis {ilkelerden de 6grenci ¢ekebilmesi icin stratejiler
gelistirmesi gerekmektedir. Bilinirlik, kalite ve uluslararasi gecerliligin
artirilmasi (Mazzarol ve Soutar, 2002), bu iilkelerden de uluslararasi 6g-
rencilerin Tiirkiye’yi tercih etmesine imkan saglayacaktir.

En fazla uluslararasi grenciye ev sahipligi yapan iilkelerin dilinin In-
gilizce olmasi, 6grencilerin bu dile verdikleri 6nemi ortaya koymakta ve
ev sahipligi yapmak isteyen iilkelerin kendi dillerini yayginlastirmalarini
gerekli kilmaktadir. Bu ¢ercevede Maarif Vakfi, Yunus Emre Enstitiisii ve
TIKA gibi yapilarin Tiirkce’yi diger iilkelerde yayma cabalari uluslararasi
ogrencilik agisindan son derece kritik 6neme sahiptir.

Tiirkiye’deki uluslararasi 6grenci varliginin katlanarak artmasinda Er-
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dogan’in uluslararasi 6grencilik konusundaki tutum ve hedefleri belir-
leyicidir. Bunun yaninda Tiirkiye’nin degisen dis politika anlayisi, kamu
kurumlarinin uluslararas: 6grenci varligini artirmaya yonelik yapilandi-
rilmasi, YTB gibi yeni kurumlarin ihdas edilmesi, YOK ve iiniversitelerin
yiikiin altina girmesi ve sivil toplumun meseleyi sahiplenmesi de konuyu
dogrudan etkilemistir.

Goriildlgi tizere Tiirkiye’deki uluslararas: 6grenci sayisindaki artis;
siyasi erk, kamu kurum ve kuruluslar1 ve STK’larin tutumlarindan etki-
lenmektedir. Siyasi liderligin ortaya koydugu hedef ve politikalar, kamu
kurum ve kuruluslarinin érgiitlenmelerini yonlendirmektedir. Eksik ka-
lan alanlar zamanla giderilmekte, ihtiyag duyulmasi halinde YTB ve GIB
gibi yapilar olusturularak karsilasilan sorunlara ¢6ziim {retilmeye ¢a-
lisilmaktadir. Bunlarin yani sira STK’larin uluslararasi 6grencilere yo-
nelik faaliyetleri de kamu yapilarinin doniisiimiinde etkili olmaktadir.
Uluslararasi 6grencilerle birebir ilgilenen, onlarin sorun ve taleplerini ilk
agizdan dinleyen UDEF gibi STK’lar, hazirladiklar: raporlarla siirecin yo-
netilmesinde aktif rol almaktadir. Nihayetinde Tiirkiye’nin uluslararasi
Ogrencilere dair politikalari, slire¢ icerisinde bazi aksakliklar yasanmasi-
na ragmen kendini yenilemekte ve uluslararas: 6grenci varligini artirma-
ya yonelik hamleler icermektedir.
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Extended Abstract

Tirkiye has been at the centre of global attention for its imagethat
dynamically flourished in the past two decades. From politics and de-
fense toeconomics, social dynamics, and culture, Tiirkiye has emerged as
a country ofimmense interest, attracting an inrush of a good number of
tourists on one handand a significant number of refugees on the other.
Amidst these developments, thereseems to be another more important
issue somehow being undermined. The conceptof international student-
ship; is an agenda of great importance for Tiirkiye and the world that
has the potential to shape the future on a regional and globalscale. From
15,000 in 2002 to over 300,000 by 2022 - this rapid surge in the number
of international students coming to Tiirkiye makes it clear that a phe-
nomenon of such vitality certainly demands a closer examination.

This article studies the factors behind Tiirkiye’s success in attracting
so many international students in such a short span. It aims to analyse
the roles of various institutions and organizations that have played sub-
stantial roles in this transformation. By understanding these dynamics,
it can be well related to the reasons underlying the growing appeal of
Tirkiye as an educational destination for students World wide. Discrim-
ination and other similar repelling factors in countries with a promi-
nent number of international students also are driving elements when it
comes to choosing a country for further education. However, these are
excluded from the subject of this study.

One of the most important institutions that shape Tiirkiye’s inter-
national student policy is YTB (Presidency for Turks Abroad and Re-
lated Communities) and the other is YOK (Council of Higher Educa-
tion). These two institutions are directly the major actors in setting the
narrative when it comes to the international students in Tiirkiye. YTB
best known among the international students for administering Tiirkiye
Scholarships, facilitates the scholarship process that has marked a signif-
icant surge in applications over the pastyears. Likewise, YOK’s decision
to decentralize university admissions by transitioning to universities
conducting their own entrance assessments has contributed drastically
to the diversification and expansion of Tiirkiye’s international student
construct. With YOK’s Internationalization Strategy Document, univer-
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sities are directly involved throughout the admission procedure of a stu-
dent. It can be clearly noted that the main actors of the increase in the
number of international students in the state wing are YTB, YOK and
the universities.

Moreover, civil society organizations such as UDEF (Federation of In-
ternational Student Associations) and TUMED have played vital roles in
promoting Tiirkiye as an international education hub. These both organi-
zations solely focus on engaging with international students and foster-
ing alumni networks. The dedicated works of these organizations have
enhanced Tiirkiye’s appeal as a preferred destination for higher educa-
tion among international students. TMV (Tiirkiye Maarif Foundation), by
taking over control offormer FETO -affiliated schools abroad is another
important institution that ensures the flow of international students to
Tirkiye both with these schools and by establishing new ones. According
to 2023 statistics, Tiirkiye is the first education destination preferred
by students graduating from TMV schools, which provides educational
outreach to more than 52,000 students worldwide. TMV, which provides
education to tens of thousands of students in their own countries, acts
as a diplomatic agency that promotes and introduces Turkish universities
to the world.

TIKA (Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency) plays a ver-
satile role as well. While contributing to Ankara’s soft power through
humanitarianaid, it is also promoting Tiirkiye’s educational landscape
through training programs. In particular, TIKA develops vocational ed-
ucation and training programs, with whichit has encouraged Tiirkiye as
a destination for international students. YEI (Yunus Emre Institute),
dedicated to strengthening Tiirkiye’s global profile, emphasizes on the
language factor in international students’ preference for Tiirkiye with
its Turkish language programs indifferent countries. Their cultural di-
plomacy initiatives are instrumental in determining the countries that
international students will prefer, in which YEI excels greatly.

Moreover, TDV (Turkish Diyanet Foundation) plays yet another body
that plays a strategic role that contributes to the flow of internation-
al students to Tiirkiye. TDV focuses on providing religious education
to youths from 111 different countries at all levels of education. With
projects such asInternational Anatolian Imam Hatip High Schools, Inter-
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national TheologyUndergraduate and Graduate programs, TDV fosters
cultural bridges between Tiirkiye and Muslim communities worldwide.
Tiirkiye’s international student policy: It is acollaborative effort shaped
with political leadership, public institutions, organizations and the ac-
ademic community. The goals and policies put forward by the political
leadership guide the coordination between all the stakeholders. With
every passing moment, short comings are actively addressed and relat-
ed policies are made or updated to devise solutions with dedicated or-
ganizations like YTB and GIB (Directorateof Migration Management).
Further, NGOs such as UDEF, which deal with international students
one-on-one and listen to their problems and demands firsthand, take an
active role in the management of the process that can be easily seen in
their reports and active indulgence in the field.

Ultimately, Tiirkiye’s international policy, despite some setbacks in
the process, is renewing itself and includes measures to increase the
presence of international students. In this article, it has been observed
that the success that Tiirkiye has demonstrated in attracting a promising
number of international students within a very short span of time can be
attributed to a well-structured and inclusive approach involving diverse
stakeholders—from NGOs to universities and the government. The fac-
tors contributing to this surge comprise of qualityand affordability of
higher education in Tiirkiye, Tiirkiye’s cultural diversity and proactive
measures aimed to enhance Tiirkiye’s global academic standing. With
all these factors taken into account, it is no wonder why the diversity
and number of international students in universities have increased in a
short time and reached the figures of 300,000 marking Tiirkiye as a pre-
mier educational destination.
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Cihanniima Dayanisma ve Isbirligi Derneginin 6nciiliigiinde Kocaeli
Valiligi, Kocaeli Biiyiiksehir Belediyesi, Kocaeli Universitesi, Teknik Ele-
manlar Dernegi (TEKDER) ve Dogu Marmara Kalkinma Ajansiyla bir-
likte 10-11 Mayis 2024 tarihlerinde Kocaeli’nde gerceklestirilen “Yapay
Zeka ve insanhgm Gelecegi: Firsatlar ve Tehditler” baslikli calistayda
insanlig1 ¢ok hizli bir sekilde etkisi altina almaya baslayan Yapay Zeka
(YZ) tiim yonleri ile ele alinmistir.

Teknolojideki hizli gelismeler ve 6zellikle dijital doniisiim, insanliga
birgok firsatlar sundugu gibi bir¢ok tehditler de olusturmaktadir. Bu sii-
recte, YZ olarak karsimiza gikan yeni teknoloji, insanoglunun gelecegin-
de yeni bir devrim olusturacagi 6ngériilmektedir. YZ kavrami ve felsefesi
lizerine tartismalar devam ederken YZ, bir bilgisayarin veya bilgisayar
kontroliindeki bir sistemin insanlara benzer sekilde davranis gelistirme
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kabiliyeti olarak tanimlanabilmektedir. Diger bir ifade ile bilgisayarli sis-
temlere insan benzeri diislinme, 6grenme, muhakeme etme ve sonug ¢i1-
karma yeteneklerinin kazandirilmas: ¢abasidir.

YZ son yillarda hizla geliserek ve énem kazanarak diinya genelinde
biiyiik bir ilgi ve heyecan uyandirmis, hemen hemen tiim alanlarda kar-
simiza ¢ikan uygulamalari nedeniyle tiim boyutlari ile tartisilir hale gel-
mistir. Teknoloji alaninda 6ncii iilkelerde YZ konusunda biiyiik yatirim-
lar yapilarak iiniversitelerde, enstitiilerde, biiyiik teknoloji sirketlerinde
ve arastirma merkezlerinde yogun calismalar yiriitiilerek bu alanda da
arastirmalara ve gelistirmelere 6nciiliik edilmektedir. Diinya ¢apinda YZ
uygulamalari, akilli sehirlerden ulasima, endiistriyel iiretimden savunma
sanayine, saglik hizmetlerinden egitime, ¢evreden ziraata, enerji sekto-
riinden ucak ve uzay teknolojilerine, perakende sektdriinden hizmet sek-
toriline, finanstan insan kaynaklarina, hukuktan giivenlik alanina kadar
hemen hemen her alanda etkin ve verimli ¢6ziimler sunarak insanlik i¢in
onemli firsatlar olusturmaktadir.

YZ insanliga sagladigi énemli faydalar ile beraberinde énemli tehdit-
leri de getirmektedir. YZ’'nin veri gizliligi ve giivenligine olusturdugu
tehditler, issizligi artirma riski nedeniyle istihdam sorunu olusturma po-
tansiyeli, YZ destekli silah sistemlerinin insan haklari ihlallerini dogur-
masi, YZ teknolojileri ile insanligin sinir tanimayan déniisiimii - trans-
hiimanizim, YZ’nin 6zerklik diizeyinin artmasiyla insan kontroliinden
cikarak insanligin varligina tehdit olusturmasi, YZ’nin insani degerlere,
sosyal adalete ve ahlaki boyuta 6ngoriilemeyen olumsuz etkileri, YZ ile
alg1 yonetimi ve toplumlarin siiriilestirilmesi gibi konular acilen tedbir
alinmasi gereken 6nemli konular olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Goriildigii tizere, YZ insanligin yasam standardini yiikselten ve he-
yecan verici bir gelecek sunarken, beraberinde bir¢cok endiseyi de getir-
mektedir. Bu nedenle YZ’nin avantaj ve dezavantajlari, sundugu firsatlar,
beraberinde getirdigi tehditler ve buna bagli olarak insanligin gelecegi
toplumun tiim kesimleri tarafinda tiim boyutlarr ile siirekli arastirilmali,
takip edilmeli, elde edilen veriler dogrultusunda aksiyon planlar1 ve ge-
lecek projeksiyonlar1 olusturulmalidir. Bu gercevede, en yiiksek katkiy1
saglayabilmek amaci ile gerceklestirilen galistayda konu tiim boyutlar:
ile iki giin boyunca yapilan panel ve olusturulan ¢alistay masalari ile mii-
zakere edilmis ve sonu¢ raporu kamuoyu ile paylasilmistir.

Calistayin birinci giinii a¢ilis konusmasinda Vali Seddar Yavuz, “Bu
calistayin Kocaeli’de yapilmasi tesadiif olarak nitelendirilemez. Diinyada
akan kan ve goézyasini durduracaksak siislii kavramlarin arkasina sak-
lanmis zalimlerle miicadele edeceksek bilim, sanayi ve teknolojiye 6zel-
likle dijitallesmeye ¢ok daha fazla deger atfetmemiz gerekiyor.” diyerek
dikkatleri teknolojinin 6nemine ve 6zellikle dijitallesmeye ¢ekmistir. Ci-
hanniima Genel Baskan1 Av. Riza Yorulmaz ise konusmasinda, “Tiirkiye
ylizyiliyla; ekonomisi giiclii, diplomaside s6zii dinlenen, bilimde saygin,
teknolojide oncii, askeri giicii caydirici, hiilasa her alanda diinyada li-
der bir Tiirkiye hedeflenmektedir. Bunu basardigimizda daha adil ve yeni
bir diinyay1 kurabiliriz, bunu basardigimizda 6niimiizdeki yiizyil Tiirkiye
ylizyili olabilir.” vurgusu yaparak gerceklestirilen yapay zekd temali ¢a-
listayin bu hedefler istikametinde 6nemli bir adim oldugunu belirtmis-
tir. Programin agilis konusmalarindan sonra gerceklesen panelde; Omer
Ekinci moderatorliigiinde, panelistler Prof. Dr. Ahmet Dag, Osman Calis-
kan, Dr. Cenk Deniz Mendi, Mehmet Metin Okur tarafindan “Yapay Zeka
ve Insanligin Gelecegi” konusu cesitli boyutlari ile degerlendirilmistir.
